Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

There are no restrictions on the republication of
official documents appearing in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted

proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title humber
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Effective Dates of Statutes

The effective dates specified above for laws and appropriation acts were contained in the applicable law or
appropriation act. Where no date is specified or where the effective date specified is prior to the date of enactment, the
effective date is 60 days after final enactment except for statutes making appropriations or affecting budgets of political
subdivisions. See 1 Pa.C.S. §8§ 1701—1704 (relating to effective dates of statutes).

Advance Copies of Statutes

Section 1106 of Title 1 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes provides that the prothonotaries of each county shall
file advance copies of statutes in their offices for public inspection until the Laws of Pennsylvania are generally available.
Section 2406(h) of The Administrative Code of 1929 provides that the Department of General Services shall distribute
advance sheets of the Laws of Pennsylvania to each law judge of the courts, to every county and public library of this
Commonwealth, and to each member of the General Assembly. These copies shall be furnished without charge. The
Department shall also mail one copy of each law enacted during any legislative session to any person who pays to it the
sum of $20.

Requests for annual subscriptions for advance copies of statutes should be sent to the State Bookstore, State Records
Center Building, 1825 Stanley Drive, Harrisburg, PA 17103, accompanied by a check or money order in the sum of $20,
payable to the “Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.”

Rule 4019.1*—Family Discovery Master.

In order to facilitate the prompt disposition of discovery
in domestic relations matters, the Court adopts the
Family Discovery Master Program as follows:

1. The Board of Judges appoints the Masters in Equi-
table Distribution and the Support Conference Officers to
serve as Family Discovery Masters.

2. All motions respecting discovery in domestic rela-
tions matters shall be filed with the Prothonotary. The
moving party shall include a cover sheet and a proposed
order. The cover sheet must state that counsel have met
and conferred in a good faith effort to resolve the
discovery dispute.

3. The motions shall then be presented to the Family
Discovery Master for a rule returnable and argument
date. A certificate of service of the motion and rule
returnable and argument date shall be filed in the
Prothonotary’s office by the moving party on or before the
return date.

4. The rule returnable and argument date shall be at
1:00 p.m. on the first Wednesday following the 30th day
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subsequent to the filing of the petition in a hearing room
located at 321 Swede Street, Norristown, PA.

5. If the motion is resolved amicably prior to the return
day, the motion shall either be withdrawn or a stipulated
order shall be submitted to the Family Discovery Master
for submission to the signing Judge.

Laboratories Approved to Determine Blood Alco-
hol Content Under the Clinical Laboratory Act,
the Vehicle Code, the Fish and Boat Code and
the Game and Wildlife Code

The following laboratories are licensed by the Depart-
ment of Health (Department) under the Clinical Labora-
tory Act (35 P.S. §§ 2151-2165) and are currently ap-
proved by the Department under 28 Pa. Code §§ 5.50 and
5.103 (relating to approval to provide special analytical
services; and blood tests for blood alcohol content) to
perform alcohol analyses of blood and/or serum and
plasma. This approval is based on demonstrated profi-
ciency in periodic tests conducted by the Department’s
Bureau of Laboratories. Since procedures for determining
the alcohol content of serum and plasma are identical and
results obtained from serum or plasma derived from a
blood sample are the same, laboratories that demonstrate
reliability in the analysis of serum proficiency testing
specimens are approved to analyze both serum and
plasma. These laboratories are also approved and desig-
nated under the provisions of the Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.
C.S. 8§ 1547 and 3755 (relating to chemical testing to
determine amount of alcohol or controlled substance; and
reports by emergency room personnel), the Fish and Boat
Code, 30 Pa. C.S. 8§ 5125 (relating to chemical testing to
determine amount of alcohol or controlled substance), and
the Game and Wildlife Code, 34 Pa. C.S. § 2502, (relating
to hunting or furtaking under the influence of alcohol or
controlled substance) as qualified to perform the types of
specialized services which will reflect the presence of
alcohol in blood and/or serum and plasma. Laboratories
located outside this Commonwealth may not provide
blood and/or serum and plasma alcohol testing services in

this Commonwealth unless they are specifically licensed
by the Department under the Clinical Laboratory Act.

Persons seeking forensic blood and/or serum and
plasma analysis services from the following designated
laboratories should determine that the laboratory em-
ploys techniques and procedures acceptable for forensic
purposes, and that the director of the facility is agreeable
to performing determinations for this purpose. The list of
approved laboratories will be revised semiannually and
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The Department’s blood alcohol and serum/plasma alco-
hol proficiency testing programs are approved by the
United States Department of Health and Human Services
(HHS) in accordance with the requirements contained in
the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments of
1988 (42 CFR 493.901 and 493.937) which are adminis-
tered by the Health Care Financing Administration
(HCFA). Participation in these programs may therefore be
used to demonstrate acceptable performance for approval
purposes under both Federal and Commonwealth stat-
utes.

Temporary Changes to Fishing Regulations;
Burbot Fishing in Lake Erie

The Executive Director of the Fish and Boat Commis-
sion, acting under the authority of 58 Pa. Code § 65.25, is
hereby making the following temporary changes to regu-
lations applicable to fishing for burbot in Lake Erie. 58
Pa. Code § 65.25 permits the Executive Director to make
temporary changes to fishing regulations when he finds
the action is necessary and appropriate to conserve and
preserve fishing opportunities. The temporary change
being made by this notice will provide additional fishing
opportunities. A review by both the Bureaus of Fisheries
and Law Enforcement professional staffs has disclosed
that the proposed changes will have no adverse impact on
the protection, preservation and management of burbot in
the waters of Lake Erie.

Effective from July 12 until September 30, 1997, it
shall be lawful to take burbot from Lake Erie at a depth
of at least 60 feet or more using nonmechanical spears or
gigs. The daily creel limit for burbot caught in Lake Erie
using nonmechanical spears or gigs is two fish per day.
The use or possession while fishing or diving of mechani-
cally propelled spearguns is prohibited. Persons fishing
for burbot under this temporary change to fishing regula-
tions are required to possess a valid Pennsylvania fishing
license and Lake Erie stamp.
