AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Rule 105. CIVIL IMMUNITY OF THE BOARD OF

Amendment to the Rules of Organization and
Procedure of the Board; Order No. 53; Doc.
R-124

In this Order, the Disciplinary Board of the Supreme
Court of Pennsylvania is adopting a technical correction
to its Rules of Organization and Procedure relating to the
procedure for reinstatement of suspended or disbarred
attorneys.

Rule 218(b) of the Rules of Disciplinary Enforcement
provides that a person who has been disbarred may not
apply for reinstatement until the expiration of at least
five years from the date of disbarment. The Rules of
Disciplinary Enforcement, however, do not restrict when a
person who has been suspended may apply for reinstate-
ment. The rules of the Board provide in § 89.272(b) that
the Board will entertain a petition for reinstatement filed
within nine months prior to the expiration of a suspen-
sion or disbarment, which is inconsistent with Pa.R.D.E.
218(b). The Board is accordingly amending § 89.272(b) to
conform to Pa.R.D.E. 218(b) with respect to persons
applying for reinstatement after disbarment. No change is
being proposed with respect to persons applying for
reinstatement after a suspension because the Board rule
is not inconsistent with the Rules of Disciplinary Enforce-
ment in that respect.

The Disciplinary Board of the Supreme Court of Penn-
sylvania hereby finds that the amendment to the Rules of
Organization and Procedure of the Board adopted hereby
is not inconsistent with the Pennsylvania Rules of Disci-
plinary Enforcement and is necessary and appropriate for
the administration of the affairs of the Board.

The Board, acting pursuant to Rule 205(c)(10) of the
Pennsylvania Rules of Disciplinary Enforcement, orders:

(1) Title 204 of the Pennsylvania Code is hereby
amended as set forth in Annex A hereto.

(2) The Secretary of the Board shall duly certify this
Order and deposit the same with the Administrative
Office of Pennsylvania Courts as required by Pa.R.J.A.
103(c).

(3) The amendments adopted hereby shall take effect
upon publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and shall
apply to petitions for reinstatement filed on or after that
date.

(4) This Order shall take effect immediately.

Rule 1905A. Violation of a Temporary or Final Or-
der.

If a temporary order of a District Justice is violated, or
if a temporary order or final order of a Judge is violated,
it shall be presumed that the Court of Common Pleas is
unavailable and the arresting police officer shall take the
defendant before a District Justice in the magisterial
district in which the abuse for which relief is requested
occurred. The District Justice shall advise the defendant:

(1) That he or she is being charged with violating a
temporary order of a District Justice or a Judge, as
appropriate, or of a final order of a Judge, and

(2)(a) That, if a violation of a temporary order of a
District Justice, the matter will be referred to the Court
after which a hearing will be set within ten (10) days; or

(b) That, if a violation of a temporary order of a Judge,
that a hearing has already been set and the defendant
shall be told of the time and the place of that hearing; or

(c) That, if the violation is of a final order of the Court,
a hearing will be set by the Court within ten (10) days of
the Court’s receipt of the notice of the alleged violation;

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PROPOSED RULEMAKING

STATE BOARD OF
EDUCATION

[22 PA. CODE CH. 33]
College and University Security

The State Board of Education (Board) proposes to
amend Chapter 33 (relating to college and university
security) to read as set forth at Annex A, under authority
of sections 2502-1—2502-5, 2603-B and 2604-B of the
Public School Code of 1949 (24 P.S. 8§ 2502-1—2502-5,
26-2603-B and 26-2604-B).

Chapter 33 governs the responsibility of institutions of
higher education to report crime statistics and rates and
to provide descriptions of security policies and procedures
to applicants, matriculated students and employes. Pro-
posed amendments to 8§ 33.111 and 33.131 (relating to
reporting crime statistics and rates; and assurance of
compliance) and the addition of § 33.114 (relating to daily
logs and public records) are designed to assist colleges
and universities understand their responsibilities under
the act of October 13, 1994 (P.L. 591, No. 87) (Act 87)
requiring institutions of higher education to make avail-
able to the public daily logs of campus crimes.

Colleges and universities are currently required to
collect statistics on and report rates of crimes occurring
on campus. Act 87 requires colleges and universities to
keep and maintain a daily log of campus crime activity
and make it available for public inspection.

Purpose

The purpose of amending 8§ 33.111 and 33.131 and
adding § 33.114 is to ensure that institutions provide
clear, readable and consistent information in their cam-
pus crime logs. There has been some unevenness in the
quality, legibility and accessibility of campus crime logs
and their entries. The amendments and additions will
alleviate this problem.

Affected Parties

The proposed amendments will benefit Commonwealth
students, employes of colleges and universities and citi-
zens concerned about the extent of criminal activities on
college and university campuses. The proposed amend-
ments will affect the college and university personnel
responsible for recordkeeping (specifically related to cam-
pus crimes).

Cost and Paperwork Estimates

Proposed amendments to §§ 33.111 and 33.131 and the
addition of § 33.144 will not substantially alter paper-
work, accounting or reporting requirements already in
place. While the proposed amendments will affect the
recordkeeping of colleges and universities, it is not ex-
pected that this affect will increase cost or paperwork to
any significant or measurable degree.

Effective Date

These proposed amendments will become effective upon
final publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Sunset Date

The effectiveness of Chapter 33 will be reviewed by the
Board every 4 years, in accordance with the Board’s

policy and practice respecting all regulations of the
Board. Thus, no sunset date is necessary.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P.S. § 745.5(a)), on July 9, 1998, the Board submitted a
copy of these proposed amendments to the Independent
Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and to the Chair-
persons of the House and Senate Committees on Educa-
tion. In addition to submitting the proposed amendments,
the Board has provided IRRC and the Committees with a
copy of a detailed Regulatory Analysis Form prepared by
the Department in compliance with Executive Order
1996-1, “Improving Government Regulations.” A copy of
this material is available to the public upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, if
IRRC has objections to any portion of the proposed
amendments, it will notify the Board within 10 days of
the close of the Committees’ review period. The notifica-
tion shall specify the regulatory review criteria which
have not been met by that portion. The Regulatory
Review Act specifies detailed procedures for review, prior
to final publication of the amendments, by the Board,
General Assembly and the Governor of objections raised.

CHAPTER 33. COLLEGE AND UNIVERSITY
SECURITY

CRIME REPORTING AND DAILY LOGS
§ 33.111. Reporting crime statistics and rates.

* * * * *

(b) Reporting to students and employes. Annually, each
institution of higher education shall publish a crime
report containing the crime statistics and crime rates for
the most recent 3-year period. The report shall be distrib-
uted as required under § 33.112 (relating to distributing
crime reports to students and employes). If the institu-
tion has more than one campus, the crime report shall
include campus-by-campus crime statistics and rates, and
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the institution may distribute to students and employes
the information applicable only to their campus or the
information applicable to all of the institution’s campuses.
A description of the campus and an explanation of
campus boundaries shall be provided with the re-
port. If abbreviations or codes are used in the
annual report, an explanation of the abbreviations
or codes shall be provided with the report.

* * * * *

(3) All valid complaints contained in the daily
crime log shall be included in the annual report.

§ 33.114. Daily logs and public records.

(a) The daily log is a public record, and institu-
tions shall ensure public access to the daily log
during regular business hours and at all other
reasonable times without cost.

(b) The daily log shall include a report of each
valid complaint as defined in section 2 of the act
(24 P. S. § 2502-2) and all reports of crimes received
by the campus police or campus security officers
and the disposition of these complaints. The log
shall include all felonies, misdemeanors and sum-
mary offenses. In the event of an arrest, the log
shall give the names and addresses of persons
arrested and charged. The names and addresses of
persons arrested by State, county or local police on
the campus shall be included in the daily log.
Names and addresses may not, however, be in-
cluded in the daily log unless arrests have been
made and charges filed. This section does not
amend the provisions concerning juveniles given in
section 3(b.3) of the act (24 P. S. § 2502-3(b.3)).

(c) Entries in the daily log shall be typed or
printed legibly and arranged in chronological or-
der. If abbreviations or codes are used in the log,
an explanation of the abbreviations or codes shall
be provided to the public with the log.

(d) A description of campus boundaries used in
reporting incidents in the daily log shall be pro-
vided with the daily log.

(e) The addresses of local police departments
with jurisdiction over areas in immediate proximity
of the campus shall be provided with the log.

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment), under the authority of the Hazardous Sites
Cleanup Act (HSCA) (35 P. S. §§ 6020.101—6020.1305),
has entered into multiple consent order and agreements
for de minimis settlements with 68 parties regarding the

Department’'s costs incurred for conducting response ac-
tivities at the Quality Container Corporation (QCC) site.
The QCC site is a parcel of land of approximately 1.25
acres located in the City of Philadelphia, Philadelphia
County, at the intersection of Collins Street and E.
Ontario Street. The surrounding area is zoned commer-
cial and residential.

QCC operated a drum reconditioning facility from 1977
through June 1990. QCC stopped operations in July of
1990 and subsequently abandoned the site leaving roll-off
containers, drums and wastes generated by facility opera-
tions. In addition, process equipment on the site was not
cleaned of wastes at the time the facility was abandoned.
The roll-off containers, drums, process equipment and
abandoned wastes were not contained and were accessible
to the public.

Because of the threat to human health and the environ-
ment posed by the QCC site, the site was deemed as a
HSCA site on August 12, 1994 under section 502 of HSCA
(35 P.S. 8§ 6020.502). The Department subsequently
implemented and completed an interim response from
March 20, 1995 through February 8, 1996 to address the
release or threat of release of hazardous substances. To
date, the Department has incurred response costs of
approximately $1.8 million related to the release or threat
of release of hazardous substances.

During the implementation of the interim response, the
Department seized QCC records located in an office
trailer at the site. The QCC records contained documenta-
tion regarding potentially responsible parties that were
identified by the Department. Based on a review of the
QCC records, the Department has determined that 95
potentially responsible parties are de minimis parties,
and offered to enter into consent order and agreements
with those parties for de minimis settlements under
section 122(g) of CERCLA, 42 U.S.C.A. § 9622(g), and
section 707 of HSCA (35 P. S. § 6020.707). The Depart-
ment previously published notice of settlements with 66
de minimis parties on September 27, 1997, and with two
additional de minimis parties on December 21, 1997.

The Department has entered into a consent order and
agreement for a de minimis settlement with the following
additional de minimis party: Donald B. Kelly, Inc.

5. Condition 14 which deals with the composting pad
clarifies that groundwater monitoring shall be required if
the pad is not constructed of materials identified in the
general permit.

6. Condition 15 emphasizes that runoff may not cause
groundwater degradation.

7. To Condition 19, siting restrictions of 300 yards
applying to a public or parochial school, playgrounds and
parks, required under Act 101, is added.

8. Condition 25(c) has been modified to clarify that
chemical analyses are required for food processing slud-
ges only.

9. The Determination of Applicability fee has changed
from $200 to $500.

Proposed Revisions to the NPDES Permit and Re-
lated Permit Handbooks; Public Notice of Avail-
ability

The Process Improvement Team (PIT), comprised of
individuals from public and private interests, has been
actively working for about 3 years to review and, where
necessary, recommend changes to the Department’'s cur-
rent NPDES and Water Quality Management (Part I1)
permit and related documents. Early in the process the
team reviewed all work activities involved and set priori-
ties to focus initial efforts on the permits, followed by
related permit applications and finally the actual permit
terms and conditions. So far, the majority of the PIT focus
has been on the NPDES permitting process and related
documents. The objective of PIT is to make the NPDES
documents simple to understand, clear and concise with
detailed legal citations and explanatory language nor-
mally contained in the current permit moved to two
permit handbooks (one for Publicly Owned Treatment
Works (POTW) and non-municipal wastewater discharg-
ers and the other for industrial wastewater dischargers.
The Department obtained the services of the
Susquehanna River Basin Commission (SRBC) to help
PIT re-write the permits and develop supplementary
permit handbooks.

The PIT is requesting public comment on the following
draft NPDES documents:

1. NPDES Permit for Wastewater Discharges. Final
draft of a one permit format system proposed to be used
for municipal, non-municipal and industrial discharges.

ENVIRONMENTAL HEARING
BOARD

Marple Township v. DEP; EHB Doc. No. 97-281-MG

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) and Marple Township (Township) have agreed to a
settlement of the above matter. The Department had
ordered, on December 5, 1997, that the Township: (1)
remove waste and leaves from the Langford and Sproul
Road Sites; (2) complete specified work at the Sites; (3)
return specified grant money; and (4) pay a civil penalty
of $100,000. The Department further denied the Town-
ship’s yard waste composting facility registration applica-
tion.

The parties have agreed to a settlement, the major
provisions of which include: (1) that the Township, having
already removed all visible waste from the Sites and
having removed the leaves from the Langford Road Site,
will stabilize and seed the area of the Langford Road Site
impacted by the Township's leaf removal activity; (2) the
Township will install a locking gate at the Sproul Road
Site and a security barrier to prevent access to the
Langford Road Site; (3) the Township will undertake
specified additional work at the Sproul Site under speci-
fied conditions; (4) the Township will retain its grants; (5)
the Township shall pay a civil penalty of $25,000; and (6)
the Township may submit a permit application for a yard
waste composting facility.

The
proposed regulation was published in the March 9, 1996
Pennsylvania Bulletin with a 30-day public comment
period. The final-form regulation was submitted to the
Commission on April 6, 1998. The Commission disap-
proved the final-form regulation at the Public Meeting
held May 7, 1998. The Board submitted this revised
final-form regulation on June 15, 1998.

The Board submitted this proposed regulation to gener-
ally revise, clarify and update existing regulations in 49
Pa. Code, which cover a broad range of pharmacy opera-
tions, including standards of practice, permits, equipment
requirements, pharmacy technicians and pharmacy in-
ternships. The Board made many modifications to the
regulation in response to the commentators’ and Commis-
sion’s Comments. However, the Commission had concerns
with section 27.26(h) of the regulation regarding require-
ments for registration as a pharmacist preceptor and the
definition of “satellite pharmacy” in section 27.1.

In the revised final-form regulation, the Board inserted
language that satisfactorily addresses our concerns with
section 27.26(h) of the regulation regarding requirements
for registration as a pharmacist preceptor. Pharmacists
who have been convicted of a criminal offense related to
the practice of pharmacy will not be allowed to be
preceptors.

The second concern cited in the Commission’s disap-
proval Order was the definition of “satellite pharmacy” in
section 27.1. This definition states: “The term does not
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include ...a pharmacy located off premises from the
centrally located pharmacy of the institution regardless of
whether the pharmacy is owned by the same person or
entity which owns the institution.” Health system provid-
ers commented that they are currently developing new
efficiencies, and associated cost savings, which will not be
realized if these regulations are approved. They believe
the definition of satellite pharmacy would unnecessarily
inhibit efficiencies they are developing in their delivery of
care. The Commission also questioned the need to require
a separate permit for “off premises” pharmacies.

The Board has not modified the definition of satellite
pharmacy in the revised final regulation. However, the
Board has explained in the Preamble that it will work
with the Department of Health (DOH) and other inter-
ested parties to develop overall standards and policies for
health system-wide pharmaceutical care delivery. The
Board stated the regulation is not meant to inhibit
innovation in the delivery of pharmaceutical care. The
Board will continue to make judgement calls in conjunc-
tion with DOH on the basis of individual institutional
needs. The Board does not intend to require a pharmacy
in a long-term care facility. However, the Board notes
“...where two acute care institutions are located miles
apart, and where patient conditions may change dramati-
cally, a single shared pharmacy would not likely protect
the public health.”

The Hospital and Healthcare Association of Pennsylva-
nia (HAP) submitted a letter dated July 7, 1998, request-
ing that the Commission disapprove this revised final-
form regulation. HAP finds the section relating to
satellite pharmacies, as interpreted by the Board in the
Preamble, to be confusing and unacceptable. HAP be-
lieves the plain language of the regulation does not
support the Board’'s implication that it has the authority
to determine when and where safe patient care demands
an onsite pharmacy. HAP asserts that an institution is
not dispensing drugs by simply accepting a “locked box”
from another hospital’s pharmacy for individual patient
use and therefore the receiving facility is not engaging in
the practice of pharmacy. HAP maintains that it is not
the Board, but rather the DOH that has statutory
authority to require a pharmacy in an institution to
adequately safeguard patient care.

We continue to have concerns with the regulation. We
stated in our disapproval order that the language of the
regulation needs to be clearer regarding when a phar-
macy is considered to be “off premises.” The regulation
simply does not provide a clear standard of what is and
what is not a satellite pharmacy. Therefore, the definition
of “satellite pharmacy” does not satisfy our criteria for
clarity. Furthermore, we question the need for, economic
impact and the cost-effectiveness of a definition that may
require separate permits within a single healthsystem.

We also question the statutory authority for the posi-
tion the Board has taken in its Preamble. The Preamble
implies that the Board has the authority to require a
pharmacy in a separate facility. We disagree. This author-
ity is vested in DOH and not the Board. (Healthcare
Facilities Act (35 P. S. 88 448.103—448.904b)) If a phar-
macy is present, the Board has the authority to regulate
its operation. We agree with HAP that the plain language
of the regulation does not support the Board's implication
that it has the authority to determine whether an on-site
pharmacy is required at a facility.

Second, the statute speaks to actions, which constitute
the practice of pharmacy. In particular, the statute de-
fines the term “dispensing” as “the preparation of a

prescription or non-prescription drug in a suitable con-
tainer appropriately labeled for subsequent administra-
tion to or use by a patient or other individual entitled to
receive the drug.” Therefore, the practice of pharmacy
occurs where drugs are dispensed, not at the point of
administration. In a health systems environment, every
aspect of operation is highly regulated by State and
Federal authority. The distance between where a drug is
dispensed and where it is administered is not subject to
the jurisdiction of the Board.

For these reasons we find that the regulation is still
not in the public interest. The addition of language in
section 27.26(h)(1) regarding pharmacist preceptors ad-
dresses the clarity and protection of the public concerns
we raised. However, the Board did not make amendments
to provide a clear standard of what is and what is not a
satellite pharmacy. Therefore, the definition of “satellite
pharmacy” violates our criteria of clarity, and raises
serious questions of need, cost-effectiveness and economic
impact.

Therefore, It Is Ordered That:

1. Regulation No. 16A-542 from the State Board of
Pharmacy, as resubmitted to the Commission on June 15,
1998, is disapproved; and

2. The Commission will notify the State Board of
Pharmacy of its action disapproving Regulation No. 16A-
542;

3. The Commission will transmit this Order and the
Report of the State Board of Pharmacy to the House
Professional Licensure Committee and the Senate Con-
sumer Protection and Professional Licensure Committee;
