The Bethel Township Act 537 Plan
submission was disapproved because Bethel Township
failed to address the remaining five deficiencies identified
in the Department's letter dated April 18, 1996. The
original deficiencies are listed.

1. Your sewage disposal needs identification is radically
different from your first submission. Please provide addi-
tional details concerning the sanitary survey conducted to
document these needs. Survey methods, personnel em-
ployed and their qualifications, numbers of sample points
obtained, field procedures, and survey forms are all
appropriate items to include in your plan. I am enclosing
a copy of the Department's “Sewage Disposal Needs
Identification Guidance” document to give you an idea of
the type of information required.

2. Your selected alternative, i.e. an “OLDS Manage-
ment Ordinance” is not sufficiently defined. Various parts
of your plan discuss what “could” be in an ordinance
(111-13) and you provide a reprint of a sample ordinance
obtained from the Department many years ago (App. 1V)
but no draft of your proposed ordinance is included. Since
your plan’s principal selected alternative is to use OLDS
management in your primary needs areas, deferring the
development of such an ordinance until after plan ap-
proval is inappropriate. Please provide a draft of the
OLDS Management Ordinance you intend to adopt as
your selected alternative. Include the specifics of your
program. Please include the criteria that you will use to
conduct your proposed yearly evaluation of your OLDS
program.

3. Please resolve the conflicts found in the selected
alternatives that apply to new land development proce-
dures. Your plan recommends amending your Subdivision
and Land development Ordinance to require Act 537
planning for new land development, and to not permit the
use of Component 1 (mini-modules) in areas of elevated
nitrate groundwater (I11-3) normally requiring a prelimi-
nary hydrogeologic study (PHS). It also recommends
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amending your Zoning Ordinance to require replacement
area testing and protection (11-4). The final plan recom-
mendations (I-1 & 1-2) however, propose specific new
ordinances. These new ordinances are to require a PHS
for all new land development in the entire Township and
also replacement area testing but make no mention of
protecting the replacement site or requiring Act 537
planning.

4. A commendable effort was made identifying un-
planned subdivisions in your Township (App. VI). This
plan does not follow this initial information to its logical
conclusion by evaluating those subdivisions created with-
out environmental planning, for the adequacy of their
sewage disposal methods. After reviewing the data in
Appendix VI, we feel many small subdivisions may be
eliminated to make your follow up list more manageable.
The subdivisions of concern are numbered 3, 11, 32, 50,
55, 61, 76, 78, 79, 102, 116, 127, 121, 143, 152, 154, and
164. Outstanding issues are specifically addressed in the
Reconstructive Planning Guidance, steps 2 through 6, and
in the event the previously furnished guidance was
mislaid, I am including an additional copy with this letter
for your convenience.

5. Your plan’'s implementation schedule is presently
inaccurate and must be revised to include all appropriate
milestones and dates.

Armagh Township, Mifflin County, 234 College Ave.,
Milroy, PA 17063. Approved plan provides for in-filling the
current public sewer service area and adoption of an
OLDS management program for the non-serer service
areas of the Township. The sewage management program
is to be phased into the Township over the next several
years. The most needy areas of the municipality
(Siglerville, Knobtown and Locke Mills) are scheduled for
the first three implementation phases.

Freedom Township, Blair County, P.O. Box 156,
East Freedom, PA 16637. The approved plan provided for
expansion of the existing Freedom Township sewage
treatment plant from its present .4 mgd capacity to .6
mgd. The additional flows will be used by Blair Township
to serve existing sewage disposal needs areas. The De-
partment’s review of the sewage facilities update revision
has not identified any significant environmental impacts
resulting from this proposal. Any required NPDES Per-
mits or WQM Permits must be obtained in the name of
the municipality or authority as appropriate.

HAZARDOUS SITES CLEAN-UP
Under the Act of October 18, 1988
Prompt Interim Response

East Bangor Borough
Northampton County

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment), under the authority of the Hazardous Sites
Cleanup Act (HSCA) (35 P.S. §§ 6020.101—6020.1305)
initiated a prompt interim response (response) at the
American Fuel Harvesters Site (site). This response has
been undertaken under section 505(b) of HSCA (35 P. S.
§ 6020.505(b)). The AFH site is an abandoned demolition
waste processing facility located at 460 North Broad
Street, East Bangor Borough, Northampton County, PA.

The AFH facility operated from 1988 to 1997. During
that time large stockpiles of the unprocessed waste, the
processed wood chips and the processed fines were accu-
mulated at the site. The unprocessed waste and processed
wood chip piles have generated subsurface fires that have
been an ongoing problem since 1990. The subsurface fires
persistently smolder, causing chronic air pollution prob-
lems. The fires occasionally flare up, creating more
serious air pollution and fire control problems.

After determining that conditions at the site consti-
tuted a substantial threat to public health, safety and the
environment, the Department initiated a response at the
site on or about September 8, 1998. The prompt interim
response chosen by the Department involves excavating
and extinguishing the burning material, placing the
waste material with fire breaks in the onsite quarry, and
grading, capping, and revegetating. The Department con-
sidered taking no action at the site. Due to the threat to
human health and safety and the environment, the
Department rejected this option. The Department also
considered removing and hauling the wastes to an offsite
disposal facility. Because of the large volume of material,
this alternative has high costs and would involve a long
duration of heavy truck traffic to and from the site. This
alternative was therefore rejected.
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The Department will extinguish the fire and place the
waste material in the quarry with firebreaks to prevent
reoccurrence of the fires. A leachate collection system and
a gas venting system will be constructed in the quarry.
Surface water management controls will be constructed
and a cap will be constructed over the waste materials
placed in the quarry for containment and to prevent
infiltration of water. A portion of the old fines pile will be
graded and held in place by vegetation.

The administrative record contains information that
was used as the basis for the decision to conduct the
response at the site. The administrative record will be
available for public inspection from 8 am. to 4 p.m,,
Monday through Friday, from September 19, 1998 until
December 17, 1998 at the Department’'s Bethlehem Dis-
trict Office located at 4530 Bath Pike, Bethlehem, PA
18017.

Under 28 Pa. Code § 51.33 (relating to requests for
exceptions), the Department of Health (Department)
hereby gives notice that Western Pennsylvania Hospital
has requested an exception to the requirements of 28
Pa.

Emergency Medical Services Office; Notice of
Funding Priorities

Under 28 Pa. Code § 1001.23(b) (relating to allocation
of funds), the Department of Health (Department) hereby
gives notice of priorities for the distribution by the
regional emergency medical services (EMS) councils of
funding from the Emergency Medical Services Operating
Fund (EMSOF) for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1998
and ending June 30, 1999.

The purpose of the EMSOF is to maintain and improve
the quality of the Commonwealth EMS system. The
EMSOF is not sufficient to fully fund the EMS system.
Consequently, as a general guideline rural ambulance and
quick response services (QRSs) will be required to con-
tribute 40% of the funds and non-rural services will be
required to contribute 50% of the funds for essential
equipment.

The Department may increase the amount of the initial
payment or reimbursement from EMSOF funds based
upon the financial hardship of an ambulance service or
QRS. An ambulance service or QRS that seeks additional
EMSOF funds because of financial hardship, to replace or
rechassis a vehicle, shall be required to submit a financial
disclosure statement and other documentation deemed
necessary by the Department.

The Department’'s recommendation for payment or
maximum reimbursement to ambulance services and
QRS:s eligible for EMSOF will be provided to the regional
EMS councils by category, for example, vehicle replace-
ment, communication equipment and essential equip-
ment. The essential equipment lists for mobile intensive
care unit (MICU), advanced life support (ALS) squad and
basic life support (BLS) ambulances and QRSs that are
eligible will also be included.

An ambulance service or QRS applying for EMSOF
funding must be in compliance with all requests for
information from the regional EMS council having re-
sponsibility for the EMS region in which the service
operates.

Regional EMS Activities Eligible for Funding through
EMSOF (nonprioritized):

¢ Quality Assurance Initiatives.
¢ Regional EMS Special Needs.

These items are eligible based on individual needs of
each regional EMS system.

¢ Recruitment/Retention Programs

For ambulance services and QRSs for their activities in
recruiting community volunteers to staff the services.

« Essential Equipment for ALS/BLS/QRS Services
New or replacement.
« Data Collection

Alternate methods of data collection for use by medical
command facilities, Pennsylvania receiving facilities and
licensed ambulance services and recognized QRSs in this
Commonwealth. These alternate data collection methods
must be recommended and endorsed by the regional EMS
council and approved by the Department.

» Training Programs for Prehospital Personnel

EMSOF funds may be provided to cover up to 100% of
the cost to procure essential equipment for training
programs, but EMSOF funds shall not be used to pay the
cost for course coordinators and primary and secondary
instructors, without the approval of the Department.

« EMS Management Development Training Programs

Training programs that promote local ambulance ser-
vice knowledge and skills for the efficient management of
an ambulance service and QRS. Programs must be coordi-
nated with the regional EMS council in the service’s area
for maximum program effect. Programs in which multiple
ambulance services participate will receive first consider-
ation for funding.

* Equipment for the Establishment of New Quick Re-
sponse Services (QRSs)

Purchase of equipment needed to establish new QRSs
outside of areas in which ambulance services are respond-
ing to emergencies within 10 minutes after being dis-
patched, and identified as needed by regional planning.

e Equipment for Providing Basic Life Support (BLS)
Services to Areas in Need

Purchase of equipment needed to establish BLS ambu-
lance service operations to serve areas not currently
served by BLS ambulances within 10 minutes of dispatch,
and identified as needed by regional planning.

» Equipment for Providing Advanced Life Support (ALS)
to Areas in Need

Purchase of equipment needed to establish ALS ambu-
lance service operations to serve areas not currently
served by ALS ambulances within 20 minutes of dispatch,
and identified as needed by regional planning.

* \ehicle Replacement

The following categories will be funded and may be
prioritized by each regional EMS council based on the
needs determined within its region:

1. Vehicle Replacement—ambulance is eligible to be
replaced or rechassied based on the following criteria and
priorities (one vehicle per service per 5-year period):

First Priority:

a. Ambulances that are 10 years old or older in the
following order of decreasing priority:

1) Single vehicle service (1st priority)

2) Two vehicle service (2nd priority)

3) Three vehicle service (3rd priority)

4) Greater than three vehicle service (4th priority)
Second Priority:

b. Ambulances that are 5 years old or have at least
100,000 miles in the following order of decreasing prior-

ity:
1) Single vehicle service (1st priority)
2) Two vehicle service (2nd priority)

3) Three vehicle service (3rd priority)
