Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Effective Dates of Statutes

The effective dates specified above for laws and appropriation acts were contained in the applicable law or
appropriation act. Where no date is specified or where the effective date specified is prior to the date of enactment, the
effective date is 60 days after final enactment except for statutes making appropriations or affecting budgets of political
subdivisions. See 1 Pa.C.S. §8§ 1701—1704 (relating to effective dates of statutes).

Advance Copies of Statutes

Section 1106 of Title 1 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes provides that the prothonotaries of each county shall
file advance copies of statutes in their offices for public inspection until the Laws of Pennsylvania are generally available.
Section 2406(h) of The Administrative Code of 1929 provides that the Department of General Services shall distribute
advance sheets of the Laws of Pennsylvania to each law judge of the courts, to every county and public library of this
Commonwealth and to each member of the General Assembly. These copies shall be furnished without charge. The
Department shall also mail one copy of each law enacted during any legislative session to any person who pays to it the
sum of $20.

PHILADELPHIA COUNTY

Joint General Court Regulation; Trial and Orphans’
Court Divisions; No. 2000-02

Procedure for the Appointment of a Guardian and
Obtaining Approval to Provide Medical Treatment
for Alleged Incapacitated Persons and Minors
Subject to the Jurisdiction of the Orphans’ Court
Division

Emergency requests for court authorization to perform
medical procedures on alleged incapacitated persons, and
in some cases involving minors, are being made with
increasing frequency. In order to protect the rights of all
parties involved, and to clarify the procedure to be
utilized in seeking judicial intervention, the Court has
adopted the policy set forth hereunder.

1. Necessity for Court Intervention. A minor is not sui
juris, and thus may not provide informed consent. A
parent or guardian must provide the requisite consent to
authorize the performance of any medical procedures on
the minor. Conversely, an adult is deemed to be compe-
tent to authorize any medical procedure. Only where the
competency of an adult is at issue must the appointment
of a guardian be sought.

(@) Adults. The jurisdiction of the court of common
pleas over the adjudications of incompetency and the
appointment of guardians must be exercised through the
Orphans’ Court Division. See 20 Pa.C.S. § 711. In Phila-
delphia County, the Orphans’ Court Division is the only
appropriate Division through which the appointment,
control and removal of the guardian of the person of any
incapacitated person may be exercised. See 20 Pa.C.S.
§ 712(2). Thus, requests for leave to perform medical
treatment, if necessary due to the individuals’ inability to
give informed consent, must be filed in the Orphans’
Court, in conjunction with the request to appoint a
guardian for the person.

(b) Minors. Minors may be subject to the jurisdiction of
the Family Court Division as well as the Orphans’ Court
Division. The within Joint General Court Regulation only
controls those instances where the request to appoint a
guardian is filed in the Orphans’ Court Division. The
current practice in the Family Court Division is not
changed.

2. Place to File the Request.

(&) During Court Hours. All Petitions for the purposes
set forth herein shall be filed in the Orphans’ Court
Division, through the Clerk of Orphans’ Court, 415 City
Hall, Philadelphia, PA.

(b) After Normal Court Hours. In the event of an
unforeseen emergency occurring after normal court hours,
a petition may be filed with the weekly emergency
Common Pleas Court Judge, appointed by the President
Judge of the Court of Common Pleas, by contacting the
City Hall Operator at (215) 686-5665 and asking for the
Common Pleas Court Emergency Judge. The Emergency
Judge shall be advised by the petitioner, counsel or the
caller whether proceedings involving the adult or minor
were commenced or are pending in any Court, and

whether the request raised with the Emergency Judge
has been addressed in any tribunal. If the petition is
accepted by the Emergency Judge, a hearing must be
held by the Emergency Judge before an order or decree
may be issued.

3. Petition Requirements.

(@) During Court Hours. The petition shall be filed in
compliance with the Pennsylvania Orphans’ Court Rules,
the Philadelphia County Orphans’ Court Rules, and the
applicable provisions of the Probate, Estates and Fiducia-
ries Code, 20 Pa.C.S. 101 et seq. At Petitioner’s request,
the Orphans’ Court may appoint a limited or plenary
guardian as authorized by 20 Pa.C.S. § 5512.1, or an
emergency guardian, as authorized by 20 Pa.C.S. § 5513.

(b) During Non-Court Hours. The weekly Emergency
Judge, exercising the jurisdiction of the Orphans’ Court
Division, may appoint an emergency guardian as provided
by 20 Pa.C.S. § 5513 provided that: the request is made
after non-court hours; a petition, substantially as re-
quired in section (3) (a), is filed with the Emergency
Judge; a hearing is held; and a determination is made
that clear and convincing evidence exists which estab-
lishes that the person lacks capacity, is in need of an
emergency guardian and the failure to appoint an emer-
gency guardian will result in irreparable harm to the
alleged incapacitated person. Any such appointment will
be in effect until the next court day, and the petition and
Decree issued by the Emergency Judge must be filed with
the Clerk of the Orphans’ Court, together with any other
appropriate petition to extend the appointment, if neces-
sary.

4. Decree Appointing Guardian. The Decree appointing
the guardian shall set forth the guardian’s powers, duties
and liabilities.

5. Effective Date. This Joint General Court Regulation
shall become effective thirty (30) days after publication in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin. Any Petition hereafter filed in
the Trial Division seeking the relief set forth herein shall
be administratively transferred to the Orphans’ Court
Division by the Prothonotary, or Civil Administration
Clerks, and a notation shall be entered on the dockets
that such transfer has been accomplished at the direction
of the President Judge of the Court of Common Pleas as
provided in this Regulation.

This General Court Regulation is promulgated in ac-
cordance with 20 Pa.C.S. 8§ 711, 712(2), Pa. O.C. Rule
1.2 and Pa.R.Civ.P. No. 239. The original Joint General
Court Regulation shall be filed with the Prothonotary in a
docket maintained for General Court Regulations issued
by the President Judge of the Court of Common Pleas,
and certified copies shall be submitted to the Clerk of
Orphans’ Court, the Civil Procedural Rules Committee,
the Orphans’ Court Procedural Rules Committee, the
Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts, and the
Legislative Reference Bureau. Copies of the Regulation
shall also be submitted to American Lawyer Media, The
Legal Intelligencer, Jenkins Memorial Law Library and
the Law Library for the First Judicial District. The Joint
General Court Regulation will also be posted on the First
Judicial District’'s website at http://courts.phila.gov.

Joint General Court Regulation; Trial and Orphans’
Court Divisions; No. 2000-03

Distribution of Business within the Court of
Common Pleas Nonprofit Corporations

The Pennsylvania Rules of Judicial Administration
provide that the Orphans’ Court Division of a Court of
Common Pleas shall herein determine certain matters
dealing with Nonprofit Corporations. See Pa.R.J.A. No.
2156. However, in certain instances, disputes concerning
Nonprofit Corporations cannot, or ought not, be heard in
the Orphans’ Court Division, but rather should be heard
in the Trial Division. The within Joint General Court
Regulation is designed to clearly set forth the types of
matters to be heard by the two divisions of the Court of
Common Pleas of Philadelphia County.

1. Matters to be heard by the Orphans’ Court Division.
All matters wherein a Nonprofit Corporation is a party
shall be heard in the Orphans’ Court Division provided
that a stated purpose of the Nonprofit Corporation is
charitable.

2. Matters to be heard by the Trial Division. All mat-
ters wherein a Nonprofit Corporation is a party shall be
heard in the Trial Division provided that the stated
purposes of the Nonprofit Corporation is noncharitable.

3. Effective Date. This Joint General Court Regulation
shall become effective thirty days after publication in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin.

This General Court Regulation is promulgated in ac-
cordance with Pa.R.J.A. No. 2156, Pa.O.C. Rule No. 1.2
and Pa.R.Civ.P. No. 239. The original Joint General Court
Regulation shall be filed with the Prothonotary in a
docket maintained for General Court Regulations issued
by the President Judge of the Court of Common Pleas,
and certified copies shall be submitted to the Clerk of
Orphans’ Court, the Civil Procedural Rules Committee,
the Orphans’ Court Procedural Rules Committee, the
Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts, and the
Legislative Reference Bureau. Copies of the Regulation
shall also be submitted to American Lawyer Media, The
Legal Intelligencer, Jenkins Memorial Law Library and
the Law Library for the First Judicial District. The Joint
General Court Regulation will also be posted on the First
Judicial District's website at http://courts.phila.gov.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS

Title 55—PUBLIC WELFARE

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WELFARE
[55 PA. CODE CHS. 168 AND 3040]
Subsidized Child Day Care Eligibility

The Department of Public Welfare (Department), by
this order, adopts amendments to Chapters 168 and 3040
(relating to transitional child care; and subsidized child
day care), under the authority of Articles Il, IV and VII of
the Public Welfare Code (62 P. S. 88 201—211, 401—493
and 701—703), and Title VI of the Personal Responsibil-
ity and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act (PRWORA),
Pub. L. No. 104-193, known as the Child Care and
Development Block Grant (CCDBG) (42 U.S.C.A.
88 9858—98580).

Proposed rulemaking is omitted because the amend-
ments relate to Commonwealth grants and benefits. See
section 204(1)(iv) of the act of July 31, 1968 (P.L. 769,
No. 240) (45 P.S. § 1204(1)(iv)) (CDL). In addition,
proposed rulemaking is omitted as unnecessary and con-
trary to public interest because these changes increase
benefits to many families who are eligible for the subsi-
dized child care program and make additional families
eligible upon publication on or after April 1, 2000. See
section 204(3) of the CDL. Therefore, the Department
finds proposed rulemaking as unnecessary and contrary
to public interest. By omitting proposed rulemaking,
many families will receive increased benefits sooner.

Purpose of Amendments

Chapter 168—These amendments will change certain
sections of Chapter 168 relating to the determination of
the family co-payment and the parent’s verification of
child care costs. The family’s co-payment will not increase
between redeterminations based solely on increases in
income. The child care provider may submit an invoice
directly to the County Assistance Office (CAO) for pay-
ment of child care costs instead of the provider submit-
ting the invoice to the parent for submission with the
parent’'s monthly reporting form. Both changes will per-
mit more timely payment to child care providers partici-
pating in the Department's child care vendor payment
system.

Chapter 3040—These amendments will change certain
sections of Chapter 3040 by increasing the income limits
for low-income families to qualify for a child care subsidy
at initial application; revising the weekly co-payment
schedule; changing the reporting requirements for former
welfare and low-income working families; and increasing
teen parents’ access to subsidized child care.

Background

The current regulations for subsidized child care are
codified in Chapters 168 and 3040. They became effective
on February 1, 1999, and were amended effective Febru-
ary 1, 2000, at 29 Pa.B. 6242 (December 11, 1999).
Chapter 168 establishes eligibility criteria for child care
benefits for families who are receiving cash assistance
benefits under the Temporary Assistance for Needy Fami-
lies (TANF) Program. Chapter 3040 establishes eligibility
criteria for families who formerly received cash assistance
and for other low-income working families.

The regulations adopted at 29 Pa.B. 271 (January 1,
1999) effective February 1999 set forth the rules for a

coordinated child care system called Child Care Works.
Child Care Works provides subsidized child care to
families who receive TANF benefits, those transitioning
off TANF, and low-income working families, by using
similar rules and procedures to provide a continuum of
child care benefits to these families. Child Care Works
included elimination of the income disregard system for
TANF families; elimination of the 12-month limit for child
care benefits for former TANF families; increased co-
payments for former TANF and low-income working
families; and a lower income limit for families to receive
subsidized child care. In addition, one of the Depart-
ment's goals in implementing Child Care Works was to
reduce the number of children of low-income working
families on the Statewide waiting list and the time that
eligible children spend on the waiting list before receiving
subsidized child care.

Since some of the changes in Child Care Works reduced
benefits to some low-income working families who were
receiving subsidized child care, the Department made a
commitment to monitor the impact of the subsidized child
care eligibility regulations on all families receiving subsi-
dized child care. After monitoring the impact of the
regulations, the Department noted a reduction in the
Statewide waiting lists and observed large increases in
the number of children receiving a child care subsidy.
Even with more children being served, the Department
determined that it had adequate resources to make
modest changes to the subsidized child care program
without jeopardizing the progress made in meeting the
needs of families who are eligible for subsidized child care
or returning to long waiting lists. These changes were
promulgated at 29 Pa.B. 6242.

The Department continued its monitoring efforts and
determined that the demand for subsidized child care
from eligible low-income working families has leveled off.
Also, in all but a few counties, waiting lists were
eliminated, resulting in children waiting no more than a
few weeks to receive a subsidy. The stabilization of the
demand for subsidized child care and reduction of the
waiting lists resulted in more funds being available for
the subsidized child care program to serve additional
children or make program revisions, or both.

In addition to monitoring the impact of the subsidized
eligibility regulations, the Department heard concerns
from child care providers caring for children of TANF
families that delays in the TANF payment system result
in hardships to many child care providers. In reviewing
the providers’ concerns, the Department noted unin-
tended consequences of waiting for monthly reporting
income calculations for TANF families in order to deter-
mine the child care co-payment. These calculations are
frequently delayed several months while CAO staff await
complete information from TANF families. Since these
monthly calculations result in changes to the family
co-payment, which determines the payment to child care
providers, the payments to providers are delayed. The
Department determined that the stabilization of the
amount of the family's co-payment will enable regulated
providers participating in the Department’'s vendor pay-
ment system to be paid more quickly.

The Department determined that because the demand
for subsidized child care has stabilized, there are ad-
equate resources to provide benefits to more families in
the subsidized child care program, expand the benefits to
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families who are receiving subsidized child care, and still
meet the child care needs of TANF, former TANF and
low-income working families without substantially in-
creasing the waiting lists.

To that end, the Department will:

* Expand the number of families who are eligible for
subsidized child care by raising the income limit for
families at initial application from 185% of the Federal
Poverty Income Guidelines (FPIG) ($25,678 for a family of
three) to 200% of the FPIG ($27,760 for a family of three).

The Department determined that resources are avail-
able to serve additional families with an income between
185% and 200% of the FPIG who are currently ineligible
for subsidized child care. The Department selected 200%
of the FPIG as the entry level for subsidized child care
based on data from estimates of the number of families in
the general population that will need and be eligible for
subsidized child care. By increasing the income limit for
initial eligibility for subsidized child care, the Department
will be able to provide for a child care subsidy to
approximately 10,500 additional children annually.

* Revise the standards for determining the amount of
the co-payment by lowering the cap on the percentage of
annual income a family would be required to pay as the
co-payment, from 13.5% to 11.0% at 235% of the FPIG
and from 10% to 8% at 100% of the FPIG. As a result, the
weekly co-payment will decrease by $5 to $15 per week
for nearly 90,000 families who are receiving subsidized
child care and pay more than the minimum co-payment of
$5 per week. In addition, the Department is revising the
co-payment structure by increasing the income brackets
from $1,650 to $2,000 annually. Each increase in income
which puts a family in a higher income bracket results in
a $5 per week increase in co-payment.

The Department is revising the co-payment schedule
because it has the resources available to lower the
co-payment amounts for families, which provides families
with more available income to meet their living expenses.
Also, the Department is revising the co-payment schedule
so that a family is able to realize a larger increase in
income without being assessed a higher weekly co-
payment.

» Change the requirements for reporting increases in
earned income to reduce the amount of time a parent
spends in reporting changes and simplify the administra-
tive process for eligibility agents. To accomplish this
change, the Department has determined that an increase
in earned income that does not reflect a change in
employment for TANF families, former TANF families
and low-income working families will not result in a
higher co-payment until the next redetermination. How-
ever, if the parent reports a decrease in income and
requests a reevaluation of the weekly co-payment, the
eligibility agent will recalculate the amount of the co-
payment based on the decrease in income. If the recalcu-
lation results in a decrease in the parent's co-payment,
the decrease in co-payment will be implemented without
a redetermination of the family’s eligibility.

The Department is changing the income reporting
requirement. The current regulations require parents to
report each change in earned income, which may result in
changes in their co-payment. The Department anticipates
that eliminating the requirement to report every increase
in earnings will reduce the time parents spend reporting
changes to the eligibility agent and the administrative
process of assessing and collecting co-payments. The new

regulations stabilize the co-payment amount in between
redeterminations. This change, along with other proce-
dural changes in the CAO, will result in more timely
payments to child care providers who are participating in
the Department’'s vendor payment system and who serve
TANF children. The regulation change also simplifies the
administrative process of assessing and collecting co-
payments.

« Change the eligibility requirements for a teen parent
living at home with her mother or father, or both. With
this change, a teen parent can apply for subsidized child
care for her child without her parents’ cooperation in the
eligibility process.

In February 1999, the Department changed the subsi-
dized child care regulations for teen parents who were not
receiving TANF benefits to mirror the eligibility require-
ments for TANF benefits. Those eligibility requirements
required teen parents to remain in school and reside with
a responsible adult. Those requirements also mandated
consideration of the circumstances of the teen parent’s
parents to receive TANF benefits. The subsidized child
care regulatory change in February 1999 produced unin-
tended consequences. The Department did not anticipate
that many grandparents would not cooperate in the
eligibility determination process to allow their teen par-
ent’s child to receive subsidized child care. Since Febru-
ary 1999, the Department has noted a decrease in the
number of teen parents who apply for and receive subsi-
dized child care.

The change in these regulations allow for a teen parent
to be determined eligible for a child care subsidy without
the consideration of the income of the teen parent’s
parents and availability of the grandparents to provide
child care while the teen parent pursues an education
program. In addition, teen parent’s parents do not need to
comply with the 25-hour-per-week work requirement. The
new regulations provide that when determining a teen
parent’s eligibility for child care subsidy, the eligibility
agent will consider only the teen parent’s circumstances.

The Department wants teen parents to stay in school to
get their high school diploma or pursue a General
Equivalency Diploma (GED). A teen parent who has child
care is more likely to remain in school. An individual with
a high school diploma or GED is more likely to be
employed and more likely to obtain employment at higher
pay than an individual who has not completed high
school. A teen parent who stays in school is also less
likely to have subsequent unplanned pregnancies. The
Department is making the regulatory change to assure
that teen parents have access to subsidized child care.

Purpose of the Final-Form Regulations

The purpose of the final-form regulations is to increase
the initial income limits for a family to qualify for the
subsidized child care program from 185% to 200% of the
FPIG; to cap the percentage of annual income a family
pays as the co-payment at 11%; to stabilize a family’s
co-payment between redeterminations by not reevaluating
the family’s co-payment with each increase in earned
income; and to provide increased access to a child care
subsidy for teen parents as they pursue a high school
diploma or a GED.

Summary of Changes

There are two changes in Chapter 168: 1) the TANF
parent is not required to verify child care costs on a
monthly basis; and 2) a TANF parent's co-payment will
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not increase during the period between eligibility redeter-
minations based solely on increases in income.

There are four changes in Chapter 3040: 1) an increase
in the initial income eligibility limits from 185% of the
FPIG to 200% of the FPIG for a family to qualify for the
subsidized child care program; 2) a revised co-payment
schedule that increases the income brackets between
co-payment levels from $1,600 to $2,000 for each addi-
tional $5 increase in co-payment and reduces the percent-
age of family income used to pay the assessed co-
payment, which reduces the weekly co-payment for
families; 3) stabilization of the family co-payment during
the period between eligibility redeterminations, which is
achieved by changing the requirement of the family to
report increases in earned income not associated with a
change in employment status; and 4) a change in the
eligibility requirements for subsidized child care for teen
parents who are completing high school or getting their
GED and who are living with their parents.

Chapter 168
Verification Requirements

Current Regulations—The current regulations require
child care costs to be verified monthly by the parent.

New Regulations—Section 168.41(3). The Department is
deleting the word “parent,” which results in allowing
verification of child care costs to be provided by the child
care provider.

Co-payment Stabilization

Current Regulations—The current regulations state
that actual income as reported on the monthly reporting
form, for the prior month, is used to establish the
co-payment for the following month; that the TANF grant
is excluded as countable income when prospectively deter-
mining the co-payment; and actual income is used to
calculate the co-payment for each month of retroactive
benefits.

New Regulations—Section 168.74. The Department is
revising this section to allow the co-payment to be
stabilized between redeterminations. The Department is
revising paragraph (1) to clarify that the TANF grant is
excluded as countable income in the second month after
the first pay is received, when determining the co-
payment. The Department is adding language in para-
graph (2) to provide that in the third month in which pay
is received, the co-payment is calculated using anticipated
income and the TANF grant adjusted for earnings. The
co-payment will not change during the eligibility redeter-
mination period unless a client reports a change in the
client’'s employment or the client requests a review of the
co-payment amount. The Department is also revising this
section to state that when a client requests retroactive
child care benefits or the CAO authorizes retroactive
child care benefits, the co-payment for each retroactive
month will be determined using actual income in the
month of application, rather than the actual income as
reported on the monthly reporting form.

Chapter 3040

Income Limit

Current Regulations—Sections 3040.32(f) and
3040.63(c) (relating to financial eligibility; and calculating
a co-payment) provide that a family is ineligible for child
care subsidy at initial determination of eligibility if the
annual family income exceeds 185% of the FPIG.

New Regulations—The Department is revising
88 3040.32(f) and 3040.63(c) to provide that a family is
ineligible for child care subsidy at initial determination of
eligibility if the annual family income exceeds 200% of
the FPIG.

Determining Eligibility of a Teen Parent

Current Regulations—Section 3040.28(1) now provides
that when a minor parent applies for subsidized child
care, the family composition used to determine eligibility
includes the parents and siblings of the minor parent.

New Regulation—The Department is deleting
§ 3040.28(1)(ii) (relating to composition of a family). The
family composition that will be used to determine eligibil-
ity for subsidized child care will be the same regardless of
the age of the parent applying for child care subsidy. The
word “minor” has been deleted throughout the chapter to
coincide with the deletion of § 3040.28(1)(ii). These re-
lated deletions appear in § 3040.34(a)(1), (4) and (6);
§ 3040.38(a); § 3040.40(a) and (b); § 3040.52(d)(8) and
Appendix A, Part Il, D.

Note: There is no change in the requirement that a
parent under age 18 must be pursuing a high school
diploma or GED to quality for a subsidy. The Department
is adding § 3040.34 to permit parents age 18 to 22 to
pursue a high school diploma and be eligible for subsi-
dized child care.

Reporting Requirements

Current Regulation—The current regulation in
§ 3040.35(1) and (3) (relating to reporting changes) re-
quires a parent to report a change in the amount of
income from employment.

New Regulation—The Department is modifying the
reporting requirements in § 3040.35(1) and (3) to provide
that the parent need not report an increase in the
amount of earned income if the parent did not change
jobs and the child care needs remain the same.

Co-payments

Current Regulation—The current regulation in
§ 3040.63(a)(3) (relating to calculating a co-payment)
provides that a family’s annual co-payment may not
exceed 13.5% of the family’s annual income. Section
3040.63(a)(4) provides that the co-payment may not ex-
ceed 10% of the family’s annual income if that income is
100% or less of the FPIG. Section 3040.63(d) provides
annual income limits of 185% of the FPIG at initial
determination of eligibility and 235% of the FPIG at
redetermination of eligibility. The co-payment in Appendix
B is calculated in $5 increments for each $1,650 of annual
income.

New Regulation—The new regulation provides for a
revision in the co-payment schedule. Section 3040.63(a)(3)
provides that if a family’s annual income exceeds 100% of
the FPIG and does not exceed 235% of the FPIG, the
co-payment may not exceed 11% of the family’s annual
income. Section 3040.63(a)(4) provides that if a family’s
annual income is 100% of the FPIG or less, the co-
payment may not exceed 8% of the family’s annual
income. Section 3040.63(d) provides that if the annual
income for the family does not exceed 200% of the FPIG
at initial determination of eligibility or does not exceed
235% of the FPIG at redetermination of eligibility and the
family is otherwise eligible, the eligibility agent shall
determine the co-payment by using Appendix B. The
weekly co-payment in Appendix B is calculated in $5
increments for each $2,000 of annual income. The Depart-
ment is also revising the co-payment chart at Appendix B
to reflect these changes.
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Additional Changes

The Department made stylistic revisions in 8§ 3040.3,
3040.34(a)(3) and 3040.71(b)(2) (relating to definitions;
nonfinancial eligibility; and general requirements regard-
ing notification) to maintain consistency and form
throughout the regulations.

Fiscal Impact
Public Sector

Commonwealth—The Department will realize an in-
crease in costs to the subsidized child care program of $20
million annually to implement the revisions to the cur-
rent co-payment schedule, to increase the income limits
at initial application for a family to qualify for subsidized
child care and to increase the number of teen parents
eligible for subsidized child care. The Department can
make this change given the current funds available for
subsidized child care and the additional $20 million in
the Governors Proposed Budget for Fiscal Year 2000-01.
These funds will enable the Department to expand ser-
vices by an additional 7,000 slots for subsidized care,
which will serve an additional 10,500 children on an
annual basis; to continue services to children receiving
subsidy; and to assure that no children are terminated
from subsidy because of lack of available funds.

Political Subdivisions—Local governments will not
have increased costs due to these final-form regulations.

Private Sector

Child care providers who participate in the vendor
payment system will receive more timely payments for
TANF children,

Nearly 90,000 families will realize a decrease in their
weekly co-payment amounts based on the new co-
payment schedule. In addition, families will not realize
increases in their co-payment as quickly when their
annual income increases because the Department has
expanded the income brackets from $1,650 to $2,000
annually for each $5 increment in co-payment. Families
who are not receiving TANF are relieved of their respon-
sibility to report increases in earned income (unless there
is a job change) prior to their next eligibility redetermina-
tion.

General Public

There will be a benefit to the general public. Approxi-
mately 10,500 children whose family income falls between
185% and 200% of the FPIG will be eligible for subsidized
child care. Teen parents will be able to apply for subsi-
dized child care without considering the circumstances of
their parents. Teen parents who are eligible for subsidized
child care will be able to continue their pursuit of a high
school diploma.

Paperwork Requirements

The CAOs and the eligibility agents, who are Child
Care Information Services (CCIS) agencies, will experi-
ence a temporary increase in paperwork because they will
need to recalculate a co-payment for all families in the
program upon adoption of this rulemaking. In addition,
more families will be eligible for the subsidized child care
program, which will result in the processing of additional
applications and eligibility determinations.

There will also be some decrease in paperwork for those
families that have a fluctuation in their earnings between
redetermination dates because they will no longer be
required to report increases in earned income within 10
days of the change occurring. This will lead to some
decrease in paperwork for the CCIS agencies who will not

have to recalculate co-payments for those families be-
tween redetermination dates.

Effective Date

The amendments are effective upon publication.
Sunset Date

No sunset date applies to these amendments.
Regulatory Review

Under section 5.1(c) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
Pa. S. § 745.5a(c)), on February 17, 2000, the Department
submitted a copy of these final-omitted regulations to the
Independent Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and
to the Chairpersons of the Senate Committee on Public
Health and Welfare and the House Committee on Aging
and Youth. On the same date, the final-omitted regula-
tions were submitted to the Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral for review and approval under the Commonwealth
Attorneys Act (71 P. S. 88 732-101—732-506).

In accordance with section 5.1(d) and (e) of the Regula-
tory Review Act, these final-form regulations were
deemed approved by the Committees on March 8, 2000,
and were approved by IRRC on March 9, 2000.

88 168.41, 168.74, 3040.3, 3040.28, 3040.32, 3040.34,

Appendices A and B, to read as set forth in Annex A to
this order, with ellipses referring to the existing text of
the regulations.

(b) The Secretary of the Department shall submit this
order and Annex A to the Office of Attorney General and
the Office of General Counsel for approval as to legality
and form as required by law.

(c) The Secretary of the Department shall certify this
order and Annex A and deposit them with the Legislative
Reference Bureau as required by law.

TITLE 55. PUBLIC WELFARE
PART Il. PUBLIC ASSISTANCE MANUAL
Subpart C. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
CHAPTER 168. CHILD CARE
VERIFICATION
§ 168.41. Verification requirements.

The applicant or recipient is required, as a condition of
eligibility, to cooperate in providing necessary information
and verification to establish eligibility.

(1) Before authorizing the initial child care payment,
the CAO will determine the following:

(i) Whether the child care is necessary to participate in
a work-related activity.

(i) The expected charge.
(iili) The date the service is needed by the participant.

(iv) The date that payment for the service is required
under the provider’s usual payment policy or practice.

(2) When the parent/caretaker provides verification to
the CAO that indicates a change in eligibility, payment
will be reduced, terminated or increased, as appropriate,
upon issuance of appropriate notice to the parent/
caretaker, in accordance with 8§ 133.4 and 168.101 (relat-
ing to procedures; and appeal and fair hearing).

(3) Child care costs shall be verified monthly on a form
specified by the Department or by a written statement
signed by the provider or by a collateral contact by the
CAO and the child care provider.

(4) A collateral contact will be used whenever neces-
sary to ensure that payment is made in advance of the
date that payment is required by the child care provider
consistent with § 168.1(b)(3) (relating to policy on pay-
ment of child care). When a child care allowance is
authorized based on a collateral contact with or by a
written statement from the provider, verification of the
charge for child care on a form specified by the Depart-
ment shall be submitted to the CAO within 30 days of the
first day child care costs were incurred. The CAO will
assist the client, as needed, to obtain a completed verifi-
cation form from the provider. Failure to provide verifica-
tion within the specified time period could result in
nonauthorization of the child care payment.

(5) Verification of factors other than cost relating to the
need for child care shall consist of collateral contacts
with, or written statements from, employers, prospective
employers, physicians, licensed psychologists, school offi-

cials, training providers, or pay stubs. Information previ-
ously verified need not be reverified unless it is subject to
change.

PAYMENT DETERMINATION

§ 168.74. Determining monthly child care co-
payment.

The co-payment is determined for a month, based upon
gross monthly income and budget group size, using the
co-payment sliding fee scale in Chapter 3040, Appendix B.
Gross monthly income is determined based on anticipated
or actual amounts as determined in accordance with
Chapter 183 (relating to income).

(1) The co-payment is waived for the calendar month in
which the first pay is received or until the date of
discontinuance due to a prospective determination of
ineligibility, in accordance with § 168.71 (relating to
monthly payment determination). In the second month,
the co-payment is determined using anticipated income,
excluding the TANF grant as countable income.

(2) In the third month, the co-payment is determined
using anticipated income and the TANF grant adjusted
for earnings. This co-payment is used prospectively until
the next redetermination, or the client requests a review
of the co-payment amount, or there is a change in
employment.

(3) If retroactive benefits are requested, the co-
payment for each retroactive month will be determined
using the actual income in the month of application.

MANUAL

Subpart B. ELIGIBILITY FOR SERVICES

CHAPTER 3040. SUBSIDIZED CHILD DAY CARE
ELIGIBILITY

INTRODUCTION
§ 3040.3. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
chapter, have the following meanings, unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

* * * * *

Education program—An elementary school, middle
school or high school program including a General
Equivalency Diploma (GED) program.

* * * * *
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
§ 3040.28. Composition of a family.

For the purpose of determining eligibility for child care
subsidy, the following rules apply:
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(1) A family includes the following individuals who live
together:

(i) The child for whom subsidized child care is re-
quested, the child’s parent/caretaker.

(i) The parent's/caretaker’s spouse or live-in compan-
ion.

(iii) Biological, step or adoptive minor siblings of the
child who are under 18 years of age, are not emancipated
by marriage or by the court, or 18 years of age or older
but under 22 years of age who are enrolled in a post-
secondary program leading to a degree or diploma and
who are wholly or partially dependent upon the income of
the parent/caretaker and spouse or live-in companion of
the parent/caretaker.

(iv) Biological, step or adoptive minor children of the
parent/caretaker or live-in companion, or both.

(2) A foster child may be counted as either a separate
family or as part of the foster family.

(3) A family whose parent/caretaker transfers from
TANF is exempt from including the parent's/caretaker’s
live-in companion in the family for 6 months starting the
day after the date TANF benefits end.

(4) An individual may not be included in more than
one family unless the individual is a child who is in a
shared custody arrangement and both families are seek-
ing subsidized child care.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
§ 3040.32. Financial eligibility.

(a) The parent/caretaker shall provide paystubs indi-
cating gross earned income for any 4 consecutive weeks
within the most recent 6-week period for employed family
members.

(b) Family members unable to provide paystubs be-
cause of exceptional employment circumstances shall
provide documentation of earned income as follows:

(1) If paystubs are not available at the time of applica-
tion because the employed family member has not been
employed for 4 weeks, written documentation of antici-
pated gross earned income from the employer is sufficient
evidence of earnings. The documentation is satisfactory
until, but not after, the family member is employed for 8
consecutive weeks, at which time the family member
shall present the paystubs.

(2) If income is received in cash, written employer
documentation of gross earned income for 4 consecutive
weeks within the most recent 6-week period is sufficient
documentation.

(¢) The eligibility agent shall require, and the parent/
caretaker shall provide, documentation of all unearned
family income unless specifically excluded in Appendix A,
Part 111 (relating to income exclusions). See Appendix A,
Part | (relating to income inclusions) which lists the
unearned income included when computing the adjusted
monthly income.

(d) The parent/caretaker shall seek all available income
listed in Appendix A, Part I, except cash assistance.

(e) The parent/caretaker shall document all income
deductions listed in Appendix A, Part Il (relating to
income deductions).

(f) The family is ineligible for child care subsidy at
initial determination of eligibility if the annual family
income exceeds 200% of FPIG.

(g) The family is ineligible for child care subsidy at
redetermination if the annual family income exceeds
235% of FPIG.

§ 3040.34. Nonfinancial eligibility.

(@ A family shall meet the following nonfinancial
eligibility conditions at each determination and redeter-
mination of eligibility:

(1) The child shall need child care which coincides with
the hours of the adult family members’ employment or
parent’s education program.

(2) Each adult family member shall work for wages
equal to or more than minimum wage. When calculating
minimum wage, tips are included with hourly wages. The
following groups of employes are exempt from the mini-
mum wage requirement:

(i) Laborers on a farm.

(i) Individuals granted a subminimum wage exception
by the Department of Labor and Industry.

(3) Each adult family member shall have had at least 4
weeks of employment within the most recent 6-week
period and shall work the number of hours required as
follows. The eligibility agent may average the hours of
employment in the 4-week period.

(i) The adult family members shall work at least 25
hours per week.

(i) A parent/caretaker who transfers to the subsidized
child care program from the TANF program shall be
employed. The parent/caretaker has 6 months from the
date his TANF benefits end to meet the requirement in
subparagraph (i).

(iii) A parent under 22 years of age who is attending
high school is exempt from work requirements.

(4) A parent who is under 18 years of age and who has
not graduated from high school and does not have a GED
shall be enrolled in an education program and attend on
a full-time basis. Documentation of enrollment and atten-
dance shall be on a form prescribed by the Department.

(5) The child shall need subsidized child care to permit
uninterrupted sleep time necessary for the parent/
caretaker to continue employment. The parent/caretaker
shall document that the work shift ends between the
hours of 2 am. and 9 a.m.

(6) A parent/caretaker shall certify that each child
receiving subsidized child care has received age-
appropriate immunizations or that each child is exempt
from the immunization requirement based on the excep-
tions listed in § 3040.11(f) (relating to provision of sub-
sidy). If the child does not have age-appropriate immuni-
zations and is not exempt from immunization, the parent/
caretaker has 90 days to obtain immunizations for the
child and certify that the child has age-appropriate
immunizations.

(b) A parent-caretaker shall provide the following docu-
mentation of nonfinancial eligibility for family members
at the initial determination of eligibility:

(1) Proof that all family members are citizens of the
United States, or aliens lawfully admitted for permanent
residence or otherwise permanently residing in the
United States under color of law. Proof may include a
birth certificate, voter’s registration card or a document
provided by immigration and naturalization service.
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(2) A Social Security number, or evidence of application
for a Social Security number, for each family member.

(3) Written approval by the county children and youth
agency who has responsibility for the foster child that the
foster child may receive subsidized child care.

(4) Proof of employment for all employed family mem-
bers, which shall be submitted on a form prescribed by
the Department.

(5) Proof of self-employment may include a notarized
statement of self-employment, or a statement signed by
the self-employed family member in the presence of the
eligibility agent, for all self-employed family members.
The statement shall list the hours and days of self-
employment and how often income is received.

(6) Consent for release of information, signed by each
family member 18 years of age or older, which permits
the eligibility agent and the Department or the Office of
the Inspector General to obtain verification of eligibility
information provided by the parent/caretaker.

(7) Proof that action has been taken to establish pater-
nity and a child support order against any absent parent
on behalf of a child for whom subsidized child care is
sought, unless there is good cause for failing to do so as
set forth in § 187.23 (relating to requirements). Proof of
cooperation may include a court order or documentation
from the domestic relations office. For the purpose of
determining eligibility for subsidized child care under this
chapter, the eligibility agent shall complete the responsi-
bilities of the CAO as described in § 187.23. The require-
ments for applicants and recipients of cash, under
§ 187.23, apply to applicants and recipients of subsidized
child care.

(c) A parent/caretaker shall provide identification
which contains a photograph of himself to the eligibility
agent at any face-to-face interview. Acceptable documents
include:

(1) An employer identification card.

(2) Adriver’s license.

(3) A military photoidentification card.

(4) A passport.

(5) Other verifiable photoidentification.
§ 3040.35. Reporting changes.

The parent/caretaker shall report financial or non-
financial changes in the family to the eligibility agent
within 10-calendar days following the date of the change.
The parent/caretaker shall report all changes including
the following:

(1) Employment or self-employment, including changes
in the days and hours worked.

(2) Training status.

(3) Family income, excluding an increase of earned
income from employment or self-employment that is not a
result of a change in employment.

(4) Continuation or completion of an education pro-
gram.

(5) Marital status.

(6) Family composition.

(7) Maternity leave.

(8) Temporary disability status.

(9) Layoffs or strikes.
(10) Change of address.

(11) Custody arrangement or foster care placement
under a court order.

§ 3040.38. Prospective employment or a prospective
education program for new applicants.

(@) A family in which an adult member has prospective
employment or the parent has prospective enrollment in
an education program as defined in § 3040.3 (relating to
definitions) may be eligible for subsidized child care if the
following requirements are met:

(1) The employment or education program begins
within 30-calendar days following the date of application.

(2) Written verification of prospective employment or a
prospective education program is provided on a form as
prescribed by the Department.

(b) Subsidy may not begin until the parent/caretaker or
his spouse or live-in companion begins employment or an
education program.

(c) Eight weeks following enrollment of a child whose
family was determined eligible based on the parent’s/
caretaker’s or his spouse’s or live-in companion’s prospec-
tive employment or enrollment in an education program,
the parent/caretaker shall provide verification of employ-
ment or participation in the education program for that
8-week period. Verification shall be on a form prescribed
by the Department.

(d) If the parent/caretaker will not receive a payment
from employment for more than 30 days from the starting
date of employment, eligibility is established based on the
anticipated income as estimated by the employer. Until
payment for employment is received, the family is as-
sessed the minimum co-payment for a family of its size.
When payment for employment is received, the parent/
caretaker shall notify the eligibility agent. Upon receipt of
the payment notice from the parent/caretaker, the eligibil-
ity agent shall:

(1) Complete a partial redetermination of eligibility
within 10 days.

(2) Adjust the family co-payment, if applicable, within
20 days.

(e) A parent/caretaker who has exhausted all available
TANF benefits and who has not yet obtained employment
may have 30 consecutive calendar days of subsidized
child care to seek employment. The parent/caretaker shall
request subsidized child care within 90 days following the
date that TANF benefits ended.

§ 3040.40. Child care subsidy available to attend
training.

(&) A family may qualify for subsidized child care for
the hours the adult family member, or the parent who
has graduated from high school or has a GED, is
participating in a training program, if the following
conditions are met:

(1) The adult family member or the parent meets the
employment or education requirements in 88 3040.32—
3040.34 (relating to financial eligibility; self-employment;
and nonfinancial eligibility).

(2) The training program is accredited by a State or
National board of examiners or recognized by the Depart-
ment.
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(3) The training program provides skills that improve
the employability of the individual for a particular job.

(b) A child may receive up to 12 additional hours of
subsidized child care to coincide with the instructional
hours that the adult family member, or parent who has
graduated from high school or who has a GED, partici-
pates in a recognized training program.

ELIGIBILITY DETERMINATION PROCESS
§ 3040.52. Eligibility agent responsibilities.

* * * * *

(d) Suspended subsidy. Child care subsidy may be
suspended if a child is unable to attend the provider's
child care program for more than 10 consecutive enroll-
ment days and will be absent for no more than 90
consecutive calendar days. On the 91st day of consecutive
absence, the child is no longer eligible for subsidy.
Subsidy may be suspended for any of the following
situations:

(1) The child is visiting the noncustodial parent/
caretaker.

(2) The child is ill or hospitalized for 5 or more service
days.

(3) The child accompanies the parent/caretaker on a
trip because of family illness or emergency, and the
illness or emergency is documented.

(4) The child remains at home with his parent/
caretaker during family leave.

(5) The child care provider is closed because of licens-
ing requirements.

(6) The child’s needs cannot be met by the child care
provider.

(7) The child’s needs cannot be met by the child care
provider, and subsidized child care funds are not avail-
able for the child to receive service at an alternative
provider.

(8) The child’'s parent is on break from attendance at
an education program.

* * * * *

CO-PAYMENT
§ 3040.63. Calculating a co-payment.

(&) The determination of a family co-payment considers
the following:

(1) The family size and income.
(2) The co-payment may not be less than $5.

(3) The family's annual co-payment may not exceed
11% of the family’'s annual income.

(4) If the family’s annual income is 100% of FPIG or
less, the annual co-payment may not exceed 8% of the
family’s annual income.

(b) The eligibility agent shall determine a family’s
adjusted monthly income as follows:

(1) Determine the gross monthly income by using
documentation of 4 consecutive weeks of income from
employment within the most recent 6-week period. In-
clude other sources of income in Appendix A, Part |
(relating to sources of earned or unearned income to be
included). Following is the conversion method to deter-
mine gross monthly income:

Frequency of income Conversion method

Daily Multiply the daily income
by the number of work-
days in a week, then

multiply by 4.3

Weekly Multiply by 4.3

Biweekly (every 2 weeks) Divide by 2, then multiply
by 4.3

Semimonthly (twice a Multiply by 2 for monthly

month) gross income.
Monthly Use the figure given.
Quarterly Divide by 3.
Annually Divide by 12.
Lump sum income Divide by 12.

(2) Determine the amount of the monthly income de-
ductions listed in Appendix A, Part II.

(3) Determine the adjusted monthly income by sub-
tracting the total monthly deductions from the total gross
monthly income.

(4) Convert the adjusted monthly income to annual
income by multiplying the adjusted monthly income by
12.

(c) If at initial application, the annual income for the
family exceeds 200% of the FPIG or if at redetermination
the annual income for the family exceeds 235% of the
FPIG, the family is not eligible for subsidized child care.

(d) If the annual income for the family does not exceed
185% of the FPIG at initial determination of eligibility or
does not exceed 235% of the FPIG at redetermination and
the family is otherwise eligible, the eligibility agent shall
determine the co-payment by using the co-payment chart
in Appendix B. The co-payment as set forth in Appendix
B is calculated in $5 increments for each $2,000 of annual
income.

(e) If a family has only one child who is enrolled in
school, including kindergarten, and who receives a total of
fewer than 5 hours daily of before or after-school care, the
family shall pay one-half the weekly amount derived from
the chart in Appendix B.

(f) If the co-payment is equal to or exceeds the weekly
reimbursement rate for care or if the Department’s
weekly payment to the provider would be less than $5,
the family is not eligible for child care subsidy with that
provider.

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

§ 3040.71. General requirements regarding notifica-
tion.

(@) The eligibility agent shall notify the parent/
caretaker in writing of the results of the eligibility
determination. Notification shall occur within 30-calendar
days following the date the eligibility agent receives a
signed and dated application from the parent/caretaker.
The eligibility agent shall determine the family ineligible
if the parent/caretaker does not provide all verification
required to determine eligibility within 30-calendar days.

(b) The eligibility agent shall notify the parent/
caretaker in writing of an eligibility determination which
renders the family eligible for subsidy. The notification
shall include the following:

(1) The amount of the assessed co-payment.

(2) The parent/caretaker responsibility to report
changes in eligibility requirements cited in § 3040.35
(relating to reporting changes).
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(3) The parent's/caretaker’s right to appeal the decision
and information about how to appeal.

(¢) On a written notice form prescribed by the Depart-
ment, the eligibility agent shall notify each parent/
caretaker of a determination or redetermination resulting
in ineligibility for subsidized child care.

(d) At least 10-calendar days before the action that
adversely affects eligibility or the amount of the co-
payment is effective, the eligibility agent shall hand
deliver or mail the adverse action to the parent/caretaker.
The 10-day period begins on the day following the day the
written notice is postmarked or hand delivered to the
parent/caretaker. The adverse action requirements relat-
ing to an overpayment are found in subsection (Q).

(e) If the 10-day period ends on a holiday or a day
when the eligibility agent is not open for business, the
next business day is considered the 10th day.

(f) The eligibility agent shall, by written notice to the
parent/caretaker, confirm the parent's/caretaker’s volun-
tary withdrawal of a child from subsidized child care.

(g) The eligibility agent shall notify the parent/
caretaker in writing of an overpayment. The notification
may also include a notice of adverse action if the
overpayment affects the amount of the co-payment or
results in suspension or termination. The notice shall
include the following:

(1) The reason for the overpayment.
(2) The period of the overpayment.
(3) The amount of the overpayment.

(4) The repayment methods as listed in § 3040.93
(relating to repayment).

(5) The right to request a Departmental fair hearing on
the overpayment amount.

APPENDIX A

PART Il. INCOME DEDUCTIONS.

The following are deducted when determining adjusted
monthly income:

A. Voluntary or court-ordered support paid by the
parent/caretaker or a family member to a present or
former spouse not residing in the same household.

B. Voluntary or court-ordered child support paid by the
parent/caretaker or family member to a person not resid-
ing in the same household.

C. A medical expense not reimbursed through medical
insurance which exceeds 10% of the family gross monthly
income. The medical expense must have been incurred
within the 90-day period prior to the date the parent/
caretaker notifies the eligibility agent of that expense and
there must be an expectation that the expense will
continue to be incurred for the 6 months following the
outset of the expense. Medical expenses are based on the
monthly expenses or monthly payment plan, or both.
Medical expenses include bills for doctors, hospital costs,
dental services, health care premiums, institutional care,
medications, prosthetic devices, durable medical equip-
ment or mental health services.

Administration; Commission Property; Fishing and
Boating

The Fish and Boat Commission (Commission) proposes
to amend Chapters 51, 53, 61, 93 and 97 (relating to
administrative provisions; Commission property; seasons,
sizes and creel limits; registration and numbering; and
operator provided equipment). The Commission is pub-
lishing these amendments as a notice of proposed rule-
making under the authority of 30 Pa.C.S. (relating to the
Fish and Boat Code) (code). The proposed amendments
relate to the release of documents and records, restric-
tions on Commission property, fishing and boating.

A. Effective Date

The proposed amendments, if approved on final rule-
making, will go into effect upon publication of an order
adopting the amendments in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

B. Contact Person

C. Statutory Authority

The proposed amendments to § 51.9 (relating to release
of documents and records) are published under the statu-
tory authority of section 3 of the Right to Know Law (65
P.S. § 66.3) and section 506 of The Administrative Code

of 1929 (71 P.S. § 186). The proposed amendments to
88 53.4, 53.10, 53.11, 53.15 and 53.18 are published
under the statutory authority of section 741 of the code
(relating to control of property). The proposed amendment
to § 61.1 (relating to Commonwealth inland waters) is
published under the statutory authority of section 2102 of
the code (relating to rules and regulations). The proposed
amendments to 8§ 93.4 and 93.17 (relating to certificate
of registration; and registration of abandoned boats) are
published under the statutory authority of section 5122 of
the code (relating to registration, licenses, permits, plates
and statistics). The proposed amendments to § 93.110
(relating to boats that are junked, destroyed, lost, stolen
or abandoned) are published under the statutory author-
ity of section 5325 of the code (relating to rules and
regulations). The proposed amendments to § 97.3 (relat-
ing to sound producing devices) are published under the
statutory authority of section 5123 of the code (relating to
general boating regulations).

D. Purpose and Background

The proposed amendments are designed to update,
modify and improve Commission regulations relating to
the release of documents and records, Commission prop-
erty, fishing and boating. The specific purpose of the
proposed amendments is described in more detail under
the summary of proposal. The Commission’s Boating
Advisory Board (Board) considered the amendments relat-
ing to boating and recommended that the Commission
approve the publication of a notice of proposed rule-
making containing the changes.

E. Summary of Proposal

(1) Section 51.9 (relating to the release of documents
and records). The Commission’s staff routinely receives
and processes requests for release of documents and other
information in Commission files. Sometimes these re-
guests are made under the Right-to-Know Law (act) (65
P.S. 88 66.1—66.4). The act contains a very specific
definition of the term “public record.” This definition has
been given a liberal interpretation by the courts, but it is
clear that many, if not most, documents in the Commis-
sion’s files do not meet the statutory definition. Moreover,
most law enforcement records are specifically excluded in
that they would disclose the institution, progress or
results of agency investigations. In addition to documents
that meet the statutory definition of “public record,” the
Commission ordinarily has provided access to other docu-
ments, including correspondence with entities and indi-
viduals outside Commonwealth government, on request.

One of the issues that arises in dealing with requests
for access to documents relates to fees for copying them.
Under the act, requesters have the right to inspect,
examine and copy public records subject to reasonable
restrictions, but there is no requirement for agencies to
make copies of records and send them to requesters. To
follow more systematic procedures for the release of
documents, the Commission has proposed the amend-
ments to read as set forth at Annex A.

(2) Sections 53.4, 53.15 and 53.18 (relating to limiting
access to Commission property; Commission lakes or
access areas under special time regulations; and addi-
tional restrictions). A recent review by Commission staff
has revealed some overlap in the Commission’s property
regulations in 8§ 53.4, 53.15 and 53.18. Therefore, the
Commission proposes consolidating these regulations into
one regulation (8 53.4) and deleting 8§ 53.15 and 53.18.

(3) Sections 53.10 and 53.11 (relating to vehicles; and
off-highway vehicles and snowmobiles). The act of Novem-
ber 3, 1999 (P.L. 447, No. 41) (Act 41), which became
effective on January 1, 2000, amended, among other
things, the penalty provision of section 741 of the code. In
light of this amendment, staff revisited the Commission’s
regulations relating to vehicles on Commission property.
Commission staff also have received legislative inquiries
regarding the legality of the use of registered all terrain
vehicles (ATVs) on Commission property. In an effort to
clarify the Commission’s intent with regard to the use of
vehicles on Commission property, the Commission pro-
poses the amendments to 88 53.10 and 53.11 to read as
set forth at Annex A.

(4) Section 61.1 (relating to Commonwealth inland wa-
ters). A recent review of this regulation has revealed that
a housekeeping correction is warranted. Therefore, the
Commission proposes to amend this section to read as set
forth at Annex A.

(5) Section 93.4 (relating to certificate of registration).
One of the more common violations of the boating regula-
tions is operating without the required registration cer-
tificate onboard. Often this is simply an oversight as the
boater has left the certificate in the car, at the cottage or
at home on the kitchen table. Commission policy is that
citations usually are not issued when it is reasonable that
the certificate is most likely available, just not on-board.
An officer, however, must still be shown proof that the
registration is valid. Current procedure requires that the
owner produce an original certificate within a certain
number of days for inspection by the officer. This some-
times causes inconvenience for both the officer and the
violator as they arrange for verification.

The regulations provide a mail-in procedure for persons
who are caught fishing without displaying a license. This
procedure has been very successful and has resulted in
greater efficiency and use of officer time. The Commission
proposes to implement a similar procedure for boat
registration certificates by adding a new subsection to
§ 93.4 to read as set forth at Annex A.

(6) Sections 93.17 and 93.110 (relating to registration of
abandoned boats; and boats that are junked, destroyed,
lost, stolen or abandoned). Although these regulations, as
currently written, allow the Commonwealth, its agencies
and political subdivisions to register or acquire title to
any boat abandoned on areas under their ownership, the
regulations do not extend to the Federal government and
do not allow these entities to avail themselves of the
salvor process. Therefore, the Commission proposes
amending these sections to read as set forth at Annex A.

(7) Section 97.3 (relating to sound producing devices).
As currently written, the requirement for sound produc-
ing devices contained in this section is different and, in
some ways, inconsistent with the Federal Inland Naviga-
tion Rules. The purpose of sound producing devices is to
allow motorboats to make the sound signals required by
the Federal Navigation Rules. Boaters in this Common-
wealth seldom use sound signals on small inland lakes
and rivers. According to the Federal Inland Navigation
Rules, the technical specifications for whistles and bells
are only applicable to boats greater than 12 meters in
length. Less than 400 of the 350,000 boats registered in
this Commonwealth are 12 meters in length or greater.
The current requirement in subsection (b)(1) is not com-
plete, and the term bell is not defined in the Commis-
sion’s regulations.

The current regulations go further than the Federal
regulations by requiring unpowered vessels such as ca-

noes and kayaks to carry a mechanical means of making
a sound signal. The Commission has received many
complaints from unpowered boat owners (particularly
boat livery operators) that this requirement places an
inappropriate burden on paddlers and on businesses
renting small, unpowered boats. There is little, if any,
evidence that this requirement resolves a safety issue or
that sound producing devices serve any real purpose on
unpowered boats. Finally, the definitions in subsection (a)
serve no purpose for regulating sound producing devices
or providing useful information to the boating public.

The Commission proposes that § 97.3 be amended to
remove those provisions that are inconsistent with the
Federal rules, to add a general statement about the
applicability of the Federal rules in this Commonwealth
and to add a provision concerning sound device require-
ments for unpowered boats to read as set forth at Annex
A.

F. Paperwork

The proposed amendments will not increase paperwork
and will create no new paperwork requirements.

G. Fiscal Impact

The proposed amendments will have no adverse fiscal
impact on this Commonwealth or its political subdivi-
sions. The proposed amendments to 8§ 51.9 will impose
modest costs on the private sector and the general public
in that those who request copies of public records and
other documents in the Commission’s files will be charged
25¢ per letter or legal size page for such copies, $1 per
page or the actual cost of reproduction (whichever is
greater) for oversize copies (in excess of legal size), $2 for
handling, plus the actual cost of postage or shipping. The
other proposed amendments will impose no new costs on
the private sector or the general public.

TITLE 58. RECREATION

Subpart A. GENERAL PROVISIONS
CHAPTER 51. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS
Subchapter A. PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS
§ 51.9. Release of documents and records.

(a) Consistent with the act of June 21, 1957 (P. L.
390, No. 212), known as Right-to-Know Law (65 P. S.
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88 66.1—66.4) and section 324 of the code (relating
to Commission records), the Commission will make
public records contained in its files available to
citizens of this Commonwealth for inspection and
examination at reasonable times and will allow
requesters to make extracts and copies of the
records subject to reasonable restrictions to safe-
guard the records and reasonable procedures on
the time and place for making copies and extracts.

(b) Requests for release of public records con-
tained in Commission files shall be made in writing
and submitted to Executive Director, Pennsylvania
Fish and Boat Commission, Post Office Box 67000,
Harrisburg, Pennsylvania 17106-7000.

(c) If a photocopier or reproduction device under
the control of the Commission is used to copy
information released under this section, the re-
quester will be charged 25¢ per letter or legal size
page for the copies. If the Commission copies over-
size pages (in excess of legal size), the charge will
be $1 per page or the actual cost of reproduction,
whichever is greater. If the Commission mails cop-
ies of documents copied under this section to the
requester, the requester will be charged $2 for
handling, plus the actual cost of postage or ship-
ping. The charges shall be payable in advance by
check or money order made payable to “Pennsylva-
nia Fish and Boat Commission.” The Commission
may waive copy charges and mailing charges for
good cause or in the public interest. When the total
copying, handling and mailing charges for a re-
quest are $10 or less, collection ordinarily will be
waived.

CHAPTER 53. FISH AND BOAT COMMISSION
PROPERTY

8§ 53.4. Limiting access to Commission property and
other restrictions.

(a) Commission-owned or -controlled property, includ-
ing Commission lakes and access areas, may be
closed to the public during hours as the Executive
Director may direct. The Executive Director will pub-
lish a notice in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and will
cause the hours to be posted at the site. Time
restrictions imposed under this subsection will be
effective upon publication in the Pennsylvania Bul-
letin and when posted at the site. It is unlawful for
any person to enter or remain upon [ the ] Commission
property during the times it is closed to public use,
without the express written consent of the Executive
Director or a designee.

* * * * *

(c) The Executive Director may impose additional
restrictions on the use of Commission property,
including prohibitions on use or possession of beer
and alcoholic beverages and restrictions on fires at
times and for periods as the Director deems appro-
priate for the protection and management of
Commission-owned or -controlled property. The Ex-
ecutive Director will publish a notice in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin and will cause the additional
restrictions to be posted at the site. Additional
restrictions imposed under this subsection will be
effective upon publication in the Pennsylvania Bul-
letin and when posted at the site. It is unlawful to
violate restrictions imposed by the Executive Direc-
tor on behalf of the Commission under this subsec-
tion.

§ 53.10. Vehicles.

(a) Registration required. [ A vehicle ] Vehicles prop-
erly registered in conformity with 75 Pa.C.S. (relating to
the Vehicle Code) [is], except all terrain vehicles
(ATVs), are permitted on Commission-owned or
-controlled property on those areas that are open to
vehicular traffic, such as roadways, driveways,
launch ramps and designated parking areas.

(b) Prohibited vehicle operations. It is unlawful to
operate a vehicle on Commission property as follows.

* * * * *

(5) In a manner not in conformity with posted
traffic control signs or devices.

(6) On forest lands, grass areas, wetlands and
lands under cultivation.

(7) On frozen lakes, ponds, rivers and streams.

(c) Parking regulations. It is unlawful to park a vehicle
on Commission property except in a designated parking
area. It is unlawful to park in an area designated
for handicapped parking unless the vehicle clearly
displays a disability plate or disability parking
placard.

§ 53.11. Off-highway vehicles and snowmobiles.

(@) General rule. Except as provided in subsection (c),
the use of off-road motorized vehicles [ which are not
registered and which are capable of off-highway
use ], including trail bikes, Tote Gotes, all terrain
vehicles (ATVs), air cushioned vehicles, track ve-
hicles, hydrofoils and the like, is prohibited on
Commission-owned or -controlled property.

(b) It is unlawful to operate a snowmobile on
Commission-owned or -controlled property except in areas
designated for use by the Executive Director and so
posted. The Commission will maintain a list of areas
when use is permitted. In those areas where use of
snowmobiles is permitted, the following conditions apply:

* * * * *

(4) The operation of snowmobiles on frozen lakes,
ponds, rivers and streams is prohibited.

(c) Persons with disabilities.

* * * * *

[ (3 ](d) As used in this [ subsection ] section, the
term, “off-road motorized vehicle,” means a motorized
vehicle specifically designed for this use. The term does
not include a vehicle licensed or registered for on-road
use, such as a 4 by 4 sport utility vehicle and the like.

§ 53.15. [ Commission lakes or access areas under
special time regulations ] (Reserved).

[ The Executive Director may designate Commis-
sion lakes and access areas to be closed to public
use during certain times. The Executive Director
will publish a notice of designation in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin and will cause the hours to be
posted at the site. It is unlawful to enter upon or
remain in Commission property during the posted
hours when it is closed to the public without the
express written consent of the Executive Director
or his designee. ]
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§ 53.18. [ Additional restrictions ] (Reserved).

[ The Executive Director may impose additional
restrictions on use of Commission property, includ-
ing but not limited to, time restrictions, prohibi-
tions on use or possession of beer and alcoholic
beverages, and restrictions on fires at times and for
periods as he deems appropriate for the protection
and management of Commission-owned or
-controlled property. Additional restrictions im-
posed under this section will be effective when
posted at the site. It is unlawful to violate restric-
tions imposed by the Executive Director on behalf
of the Commission under this section. ]

§ 93.4. Certificate of registration.

(e) Boating without a certificate of registration
onboard.

(1) When a resident of this Commonwealth is
found operating a boat without the required certifi-
cate of registration onboard and claims that the
boat is validly registered, the apprehending officer
shall give the operator 7 days to produce the
original certificate.

(2) If it is inconvenient for the operator to pro-
duce the certificate in person, the officer may
permit the operator to mail the original certificate
to the officer for verification. The operator shall
provide a stamped self-addressed envelope for the
return of the certificate. If the officer permits the
operator to mail the original certificate to the
officer, the officer shall provide the operator with a
receipt or other documentation allowing continued
operation of the boat during the period the original
certificate is not in possession.

(3) If the operator fails to send the original cer-
tificate within the 7-day period, the officer shall
institute summary proceedings against the opera-
tor in the manner prescribed by law.

§ 93.17. Registration of abandoned boats.

* * * * *

(b) Boats abandoned on private property. Subject to the
following, a landowner, his lessee or his agent may
register a boat that has been abandoned on his land or
the waters immediately adjacent to his land for at least 3
months.

* * * * *

[ (7 The Commonwealth, its agencies and politi-
cal subdivisions may register any boat abandoned
on areas under their ownership by proceeding in
the manner set forth in this section. ]

(c) Boats abandoned on [ Commonwealth] public
property or waters. A person finding a boat abandoned
on [ the waters of this Commonwealth (not private
property) ] public property or waters—that is,
property or waters under the ownership or control
of the Commonwealth, its agencies and political
subdivisions or the Federal Government—shall no-
tify the Commission of the description and location of the
boat as well as the date on which it was found. A person
may notify the Commission by completing Form PFBC-
R3, “Notice of Abandoned Boat Found on Commonwealth
Waters” and mailing the form to the Commission.

(1) The Commission may take possession of a boat
abandoned on [ the waters of this Commonwealth ]
public property or waters or may authorize a salvor to
take possession provided the salvor complies with these
provisions, is a vehicle salvage dealer as defined in 75
Pa.C.S. 8 1337 (relating to use of “Miscellaneous Motor
Vehicle Business” registration plates), and holds a cur-
rent, valid certificate of authorization issued by the
Department of Transportation under 75 Pa.C.S. § 7302
(relating to certification of authorization).

* * * * *

(8) The Commonwealth, its agencies and political
subdivisions and the Federal Government may reg-
ister any boat abandoned on areas under their
ownership or control by proceeding under subsec-
tion (b) or may follow the procedure in this subsec-
tion.

§ 93.110. Boats that are junked, destroyed, lost, sto-
len or abandoned.

* * * * *

(b) Acquiring title to boats abandoned on private prop-
erty.

* * * * *

[ (99 The Commonwealth, its agencies and politi-
cal subdivisions may acquire title to any boat
abandoned on areas under their ownership by pro-
ceeding in the manner set forth in this subsection. ]

(¢) Acquiring title to boats abandoned on [ Common-
wealth ] public property or waters.

(1) A person finding a boat abandoned on [ the waters

of this Commonwealth (not private property) | pub-
lic property or waters—that is, property or waters
under the ownership or control of the Common-
wealth, its agencies, political subdivisions or the
Federal Government—shall notify the Commission of
the description and location of the found boat as well as
the date on which it was found.

(2) The Commission may take possession of a boat
abandoned on [ the waters of this Commonwealth ]
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public property or waters or may authorize a salvor to
take possession if the salvor complies with this section, is
a vehicle salvage dealer as defined in [ section 1337 of
the code ] 75 Pa.C.S. § 1337 (relating to use of [ “mis-
cellaneous motor vehicle business” ] Miscellaneous
Motor Vehicle Business registration plates) and holds a
current, valid certificate of authorization issued by the
Department of Transportation under [ section 7302 of
the code ] 75 Pa.C.S. § 7302 (relating to certification of
authorization).

(9) The Commonwealth, its agencies and political
subdivisions and the Federal Government may ac-
quire title to any boat abandoned on areas under
their ownership or control by proceeding under
subsection (b) or may follow the procedure in this
subsection.

CHAPTER 97. OPERATOR PROVIDED
EQUIPMENT

§ 97.3. Sound producing devices.

(@) [ Definitions. The following words and terms,
when used in this chapter, have the following
meanings, unless the context clearly indicates oth-
erwise:

Danger signal—A signal of five or more blasts. It
is used to warn other boats of a potential danger.

Whistle—A sound signaling appliance capable of
producing a sound.

(b) Equipment for sound signals.

(1) A vessel of 12 meters (39.4 feet) or more in
length shall have a whistle and a bell.

(2) A vessel of less than 12 meters (39.4 feet) in
length shall carry some mechanical means of mak-
ing a sound signal audible for a distance of 1/2 mile.
This device may be either hand, mouth or power
operated. An athletic coaches whistle is an accept-
able sound producing device.

(3) Sound signaling devices shall be readily ac-
cessible to the operator or a passenger of the boat. ]

Motorboats 12 meters or more in length. A motor-
boat 12 meters (39.4 feet) or more in length shall
carry sound producing devices as prescribed by the
Inland Navigation Rules Act of 1980 (33 U.S.C.A.
8§ 2001—2073).

(b) Motorboats less than 12 meters. A motorboat
less than 12 meters (39.4 feet) in length shall carry
some mechanical means of making a sound signal.
This device may be hand, mouth or power operated.
An athletic coach’s whistle is an acceptable sound
producing device for small motorboats.

(c) Unpowered boats. Unpowered boat operators
are required to have some means of making an
efficient oral or mechanical sound signal that can
be heard by another boat operator in time to avoid
a collision.

(d) Device accessibility. Sound signaling devices
shall be readily accessible to the operator of the
boat.

JUVENILE COURT JUDGES’' COMMISSION
[237 PA. CODE CH. 301]
Hearing Procedures

The juvenile court hearing is the central incident in the
execution of 42 Pa.C.S. Chapter 63 (relating to Juvenile
Act). The attitudes and decisions of judges, as conveyed
through the hearing, greatly influence the attitudes and
practices of probation officers, police and social agencies,
as well as those of the general community.

The function of the juvenile court hearing is to deter-
mine jurisdiction, the facts of the case, and the most
appropriate disposition of the matter.

However, the juvenile court hearing is modified by the
fact that the subjects of these hearings are children, and
by the philosophy of juvenile court law which embodies
the special concern of society for children, the belief that
children should be separate from the process of criminal
law, and the conviction that society's welfare can be best
served by their rehabilitation rather than their punish-
ment.

The juvenile court administrative judge shall ensure
that policies and procedures are in place to aid the child,
the child’s parents and the crime victim in understanding
the hearing process.

This statement of policy shall take effect upon publica-
tion in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

INITIATION OF HEARINGS
§ 301.1. Initiation of hearing process.

The hearing process shall be formally initiated by the
filing of a petition, as provided in 42 Pa.C.S. Chapter 63
(relating to Juvenile Act), which shall be entitled “in the
interest of..., a minor,” and shall be captioned and
docketed as provided by general rule.

§ 301.2. Petition.

The petition may be brought by any person, shall be
verified, and shall set forth plainly:

(1) The facts which bring the child within the jurisdic-
tion of the Court and 42 Pa.C.S. Chapter 3 (relating to
Juvenile Act), a statement that it is in the interest of the
child and the public that the proceedings be brought and,
if delinquency is alleged, that the child is in need of
treatment, supervision or rehabilitation.

(2) The name, age and address of the child on whose
behalf the petition is brought.

(3) The names and addresses, if known, of the parents,
guardian or custodian and of the spouse, if any, of the
child.

(4) Whether the child is presently in detention or
shelter care, and, if so, the location of the facility where
the child is in placement, and the time the child was
taken into custody.

§ 301.3. Time for hearing.

After a petition has been filed alleging a child to be
dependent or delinquent, the court shall fix a time for a
hearing thereon.

§ 301.4. Child in detention or shelter care.

When a petition is filed alleging a child to be dependent
or delinquent, and the child is in detention or shelter
care, the hearing on the petition shall be held within 10
days after the filing of the petition. The child may be
detained or kept in shelter care for an additional single
period not to exceed 10 days when the Court, at a
hearing, makes the determinations and findings required
under 42 Pa.C.S. § 6335 (relating to release or holding of
hearing).

§ 301.5. Child not detained or sheltered.

When a petition is filed alleging a child to be dependent
or delinquent and the child is not in detention or shelter
care, the hearing on the petition shall be held within 90
days after the filing of the petition.

(1) Wwith the approval of the Court, this period may be
extended, in a delinquency case, upon the agreement of
the Commonwealth and the child. An extension may also
be granted by the Court, in a dependency or delinquency
case, when reasonable cause is shown for an extension.
An extension granted by the Court shall be for a specific
period of time.

(2) If a petition is reinstated alleging a child to be
delinquent who is failing to fulfill the terms and condi-
tions of a consent decree under 42 Pa.C.S. § 6340
(relating to consent decree), the hearing on the petition
shall be held within 90 days of the reinstatement of the
petition, subject to the conditions for extension of time set
forth for hearings on new petitions.

§ 301.6. Appearance at hearing required.

(@) The Court shall direct the issuance of a summons to
the parents, guardian or other custodian, or guardian ad
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litem and other persons the Court identifies as necessary
parties to the proceeding, requiring them to appear at the
hearing.

(b) The summons shall also be directed to the child if
he is 14 years of age or older or is alleged to be
delinquent and a copy of the petition shall accompany the
summons.

§ 301.7. Subpoena as requiring attendance of wit-
nesses.

Upon application of a child, parent, guardian, custo-
dian, probation officer, district attorney or other party to
the proceedings, the Court shall issue, or may on its own
motion issue, subpoenas requiring attendance of wit-
nesses and production of papers at any hearing under 42
Pa.C.S. Chapter 63 (relating to Juvenile Act).

§ 301.8. Priority for child in detention or shelter.

In scheduling hearings under 42 Pa.C.S. Chapter 63
(relating to the Juvenile Act), priority shall be given to
children in detention or shelter care.

CONDUCT OF HEARINGS
§ 301.21. Due process.

(@) The Court shall hear all cases without a jury in an
informal but orderly manner which guarantees due pro-
cess.

(b) The atmosphere of the hearing should encourage
the maximum participation of all concerned. It should be
evident that it is the intent of the judge to determine the
facts of the case and provide a forum that is consistent
with the public interest and is intended to arrive at a
disposition that provides balanced attention to the protec-
tion of the community, imposition of accountability for
offenses committed and development of competencies to
enable the child to become a responsible and productive
member of the community.

§ 301.22. District attorney to represent Common-
wealth.

The district attorney shall represent the Common-
wealth in delinquency proceedings.

§ 301.23. Record of proceedings.

Juvenile court proceedings shall be recorded by an
official court reporter.

§ 301.24. Public excluded from hearings.

The general public shall be excluded from the juvenile
court hearing process.

(1) Only the parties, their counsel, witnesses, the vic-
tim, counsel for the victim, other persons accompanying a
party or a victim and other persons the Court finds have
a proper interest in the proceeding or in the work of the
Court may be admitted.

(2) The general public may not be excluded from any
hearing pursuant to a petition alleging delinquency as
follows:

(i) When the child was 14 years of age or older at the
time of the alleged conduct and the conduct would be
considered a felony if committed by an adult.

(if) When the child was 12 years of age or older at the
time of the alleged conduct and the conduct would
constitute one or more of the following offenses if commit-
ted by an adult:

(A) Murder.
(B) Voluntary manslaughter.

(C) Aggravated assault as defined in 18 Pa.C.S.
§ 2702(a)(1) or (2) (relating to aggravated assault).

(D) Arson as defined in 18 Pa.C.S. § 3301(a)(1) (relat-
ing to arson and other related offenses).

(E) Involuntary deviate sexual intercourse.
(F) Kidnapping.
(G) Rape.

(H) Robbery as defined in 18 Pa.C.S. § 3701(a)(1)(i),
(i) or (iii) (relating to robbery).

(1) Robbery of motor vehicle.

(J) Attempt or conspiracy to commit any of the offenses
in this paragraph.

(iii) Notwithstanding anything in this section, the pro-
ceedings shall be closed upon, and to the extent of, any
agreement between the child and the attorney for the
Commonwealth.

(iv) The Court at any disposition proceeding shall have
discretion to maintain the confidentiality of mental
health, medical or juvenile institutional documents or
juvenile probation reports.

§ 301.25. Counsel.

(@) If a child appears for hearing without counsel, the
Court shall ascertain whether that child knows of the
right to be provided counsel by the Court if the child is
unable to obtain counsel.

(b) The Court may continue the proceeding to enable a
party to obtain counsel.

§ 301.26. Waiver of right to counsel.

A child may not waive his right to counsel unless the
child has had the opportunity to consult with an inter-
ested and informed adult. The adult must be one who is
primarily interested in the welfare of the accused child
and aware of those fifth and sixth amendment rights
guaranteed to the child.

§ 301.27. Conflict of interest with child.

When the interests of the parent, guardian or custodian
may be in conflict with the interests of the child, or when
the interests of two or more parties to a proceeding may
conflict, separate counsel shall be provided.

PHASES OF THE HEARING ON THE PETITION
§ 301.41. Three phases of hearing.

The hearing on the petition shall be divided into three
phases:

(1) The determination of jurisdiction.
(2) The adjudication of the issue.
(3) Disposition.

§ 301.42. Jurisdiction.

The Court shall in all cases initially determine whether
the juvenile court has jurisdiction to hear the matter
which has been petitioned for hearing.

§ 301.43. Evidence on the petition.

(@) Once it has been determined that the Court has
proper jurisdiction over the matter before it and has
assured that the child is fully aware of all constitutional
rights, the Court shall entertain evidence on the petition.

(b) At any time after the filing of a petition and before
the entry of an adjudication order, the Court, on proper
motion, may suspend the proceedings and enter a consent
decree continuing the child under supervision in the
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child’s own home under terms and conditions negotiated
with the probation department and agreed to by all
parties affected.

§ 301.44. Findings.

(a) After hearing the evidence on the petition, the
Court shall make and file its findings as to whether the
acts ascribed to the child were committed by him if the
petition alleged delinquency; or, if dependency was al-
leged, whether the child is a dependent child.

(b) If the Court finds that the child is not a dependent
child or that the allegations of delinquency have not been
established, it shall dismiss the petition and order the
child discharged from any detention or restriction which
has been previously ordered.

§ 301.45. Finding of delinquency.

A finding that the child committed the acts by reason of
which the child was alleged to be delinquent shall be
made only on proof beyond a reasonable doubt, while a
finding that a child is dependent shall be based on clear
and convincing evidence.

§ 301.46. Finding of need for treatment, supervision
or rehabilitation.

(@) When there is a finding that the child committed a
delinquent act, the Court shall proceed immediately, or at
a postponed hearing, to hear evidence as to whether the
child is in need of treatment, supervision or rehabilitation
and therefore delinquent, and to make and file its
findings thereon.

(b) In the absence of evidence to the contrary, evidence
of the commission of acts which constitute a felony shall
be sufficient to sustain a finding that a child is in need of
treatment, supervision or rehabilitation.

§ 301.47. Discharge and dismissal.

If the Court finds that the child is not in need of
treatment, supervision or rehabilitation, it shall dismiss
the proceeding and discharge the child from any deten-
tion or other previously ordered care.

§ 301.48. Disposition.

If the Court finds that a child is dependent, the Court
shall proceed immediately or at a postponed hearing to
make proper disposition of the case.

PENNSYLVANIA PUBLIC UTILITY COMMISSION
Abbreviated Dispute Resolution Process

The following is Appendix E to the Pennsylvania Public
Utility Commission’s (Commission) Global Order of Sep-
tember 30, 1999, Docket Nos. P-00991648 and
P-00991649 as amended November 5, 1999. Appendix E
sets forth a new Abbreviated Dispute Resolution Process
to address the disputes of competing telecommunications
carriers in an expedited fashion so as to prevent adverse
impact on consumers. The process is limited to disputes
involving the action or inaction of a telecommunications
entity that (1) allegedly affects the ability of an entity to
provide a telecommunications service or group of related
services to its customer; (2) allegedly compromises the
ability of a party to provide uninterrupted service; (3)

allegedly is anticompetitive; (4) contains allegations of
predatory pricing; or (5) involves collocation space limita-
tion disputes. All parties to the above-referenced dockets
advocated the same Abbreviated Dispute Resolution Pro-
cess which is now being published for public comment.

Appendix E
XIX. Abbreviated Dispute Resolution Process.

The success of local competition in Pennsylvania is
dependent on the efficiency and effectiveness of carrier
interconnection in providing quality service at reasonable
rates to customers. Given the fact that in addition to
interconnecting with each other, carriers are also compet-
ing with each other, it is possible that disputes will arise
which require expedited resolution by the Commission to
prevent adverse impact on consumers. Recognizing that
our current mediation, arbitration and emergency relief
regulations may not address the specific needs of telecom-
munication competitors, we are persuaded at the request
of both petitions to develop an alternative Abbreviated
Dispute Resolution Process (ADRP). It will be published
as interim guidelines, subject to review in 1 year. The
ADRP is an asset to both the parties and the Commission
in that it balances the need for the parties to be heard
with the necessity that certain issues be decided quickly.
The process is described in full detail as follows.

1. The Abbreviated Dispute Resolution Process de-
scribed in the following will be limited to disputes which
involve action or inaction of a telecommunications entity
that (1) allegedly affects the ability of an entity to provide
a telecommunications service or group of related services
to its customer; (2) allegedly is anticompetitive; or (3)
involves collocation space limitation disputes. Before a
petition is referred to the ADRP, the petitioning party (a
“Party or Parties”) must engage in good faith negotiations
with the answering party with respect to the dispute in
question for at least 30 calendar days.

2. A Party directly involved in a dispute as defined in
paragraph 1 that cannot be resolved through good faith
negotiations may file a Petition for Resolution of Disputed
Issues (Dispute Resolution Petition) with the Commis-
sion. If possible, such petitions should be submitted
jointly by both parties. The Petition shall be served upon
the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small
Business Advocate, the Commission’s Office of Trial Staff
(Public Advocates), and, if it is not a joint petition, upon
the opposing party. As part of the ADRP, the petitioning
party must provide detailed evidence that it has engaged
in such good faith negotiations.

3. Any Party filing a Dispute Resolution Petition may
also request an interim ruling on whether the party is
entitled to relief pending the resolution of the merits of
the dispute. The purpose of this procedure is to provide
an interim remedy when the dispute compromises the
ability of a party to provide uninterrupted service, unrea-
sonably precludes the provisioning of scheduled service,
contains allegations that a proposed tariff involves preda-
tory pricing, or involves collocation space limitation.

a. Any requests for an interim ruling shall be filed at
the same time and in the same document as the Dispute
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Resolution Petition. A Dispute Resolution Petition that
includes a request for interim relief need not allege that
the petitioning party has engaged in good faith negotia-
tions for at least 30 days; provided, however, that peti-
tions that omit allegations of 30 days of good faith
negotiations pursuant to this subparagraph shall be
dismissed without prejudice if the request for interim
relief is denied. The petitioning party shall give 24 hours
notice to its opposing party prior to filing a request for
interim relief.

b. A Dispute Resolution Petition that includes a re-
quest for an interim ruling shall include the phrase
“Request for Interim Ruling” in the heading and shall
clearly identify and set forth the specific grounds support-
ing the request for interim relief pending the resolution of
the dispute, including a statement of the potential harm
that may result if interim relief is not provided. A Dispute
Resolution Petition that includes a request for interim
ruling shall be verified by affidavit and served by hand-
delivery, or by facsimile with telephonic confirmation of
receipt, on the same day as the pleading is filed with the
Commission. The certificate of service filed with the
Dispute Resolution Petition shall state how the petition-
ing party has complied with this service requirement.

c. Within 3 business days of the filing and service of a
Dispute Resolution Petition that includes a request for
interim ruling, the Arbitrator assigned to the dispute
pursuant to the ADRP shall conduct a hearing to deter-
mine whether interim relief should be granted during the
ADRP. The Arbitrator will notify the parties of the date
and time of the hearing by facsimile within 24 hours of
the filing of a complaint and request for interim ruling.
The Parties should be prepared to present their positions
and evidence on factors including, but not limited to, the
type of service requested, the economic and technical
feasibility of providing that service, and the potential
harm that may result if interim relief is not provided.
The Arbitrator will issue an interim ruling on the request
based on the evidence provided at the hearing within 24
hours of the close of the hearing and will notify the
parties by facsimile of the ruling. In reaching a decision
on interim relief, the Arbitrator may base his or her
decision on whether the party has provided ample infor-
mation to allow a full evaluation of the merits of the case.
The petitioning party carries the burden of proof. The
interim ruling will be effective throughout the dispute
resolution proceeding until a final decision is issued
pursuant to the ADRP. If the request for interim ruling is
denied and the Dispute Resolution Petition contains the
detailed evidence of 30 days of good faith negotiations as
previously described in paragraph 1, the dispute resolu-
tion proceeding shall proceed under the procedures set
forth herein. If the request for interim ruling is denied
and the Dispute Resolution Petition does not contain such
evidence, the petition shall be dismissed without preju-
dice and refiled only after a 30-day negotiation period.

4. The Parties will be the primary participants in the
ADRP. The Public Advocates may participate in the
proceeding but may not conduct formal discovery and are
precluded from opposing the voluntary withdrawal of a
Dispute Resolution Petition due to consummation of a
settlement between the Parties. Each Dispute Resolution
Petition will be assigned a separate docket number by the
Commission’s Secretary.

5. All Dispute Resolution Petitions will be assigned by
the Commission to principal Arbitrators with subject
matter expertise, designated as having continuing juris-
diction to resolve the above referenced disputes.

6. The Parties shall submit a joint filing, if possible,
within 5 business days of the filing of a Dispute Resolu-
tion Petition which clearly and concisely sets forth the
dispute between the parties and includes as an attach-
ment all relevant documentation material to resolution of
the dispute. The filings will be served on the Public
Advocates and on the opposing party if not joint.

7. Within 14 calendar days of the filing of a Dispute
Resolution Petition, a conference will be scheduled and
held among the Parties, the participating Public Advo-
cates and the Arbitrator.

8. At the conference, which will not be conducted as an
evidentiary hearing, the Parties shall and the participat-
ing Public Advocates may informally present their posi-
tions to the Arbitrator and, with the assistance of the
Arbitrator, shall attempt to resolve their differences. The
conference will be open to the public, shall be transcribed
and shall be subject to the traditional proprietary safe-
guards.

9. If differences remain at the close of the conference,
the Arbitrator may issue an informal decision from the
bench which resolves the dispute. If the Arbitrator deter-
mines not to issue an informal bench decision, the
Arbitrator will issue an informal decision resolving the
dispute within 5 business days of the conference. In
either case, the Arbitrator's informal decision will be filed
in the document file.

10. There will be a 5 business day appeal period to the
Commission following issuance of the Arbitrator's infor-
mal decision. If no party or Public Advocate files an
appeal within that time, the informal decision will be-
come a final Commission order as evidenced by a Secre-
tarial letter. The informal process is ended by an informal
decision which either becomes a final Commission order
by operation of law or, if appealed, is followed by a formal
de novo hearing before an Administrative Law Judge who
renders an Initial Decision.

11. If a matter is settled by the Parties at any point in
the informal proceedings described previously, including
during the 5-day appeal period, the Parties will have the
choice of filing the settlement with the Commission for
approval or withdrawing the Dispute Resolution Petition.
This provision shall supersede the provisions of 52
Pa. Code 8§ 5.94 and 1.82.

12. If the Parties choose to seek Commission approval
of a settlement agreement, the Parties will file a joint
petition for adoption of the settlement agreement with
the Commission. The Public Advocates and any certifi-
cated CLEC may file a response to the joint petition
within 10 calendar days. An Administrative Law Judge
will then issue an Initial Decision addressing the settle-
ment petition within 15 calendar days of the filing of the
petition.

13. Interested parties may file exceptions to the Initial
Decision within 7 business days of issuance. Reply excep-
tions must be filed within 5 business days after the
exceptions are filed. If no timely exceptions are filed and
if two Commissioners do not “call up” the matter within
15 days of issuance, the Initial Decision will become a
final order by operation of law. If timely exceptions are
filed, the matter will be assigned to the Office of Special
Assistants for preparation of a recommendation for Com-
mission consideration at the earliest possible Public Meet-
ing.

14. The filing of an appeal to an informal decision
under paragraph 10 will commence de novo review of a
Dispute Resolution Petition.
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15. The filing of an appeal under paragraph 10 shall
not automatically stay the Arbitrator's informal decision.
Any party to the proceeding may file a motion for stay of
the informal decision with the Commission’s Secretary
and provide a copy to the Office of Administrative Law
Judge. Only if the motion is approved will the informal
decision be stayed during the pendency of the appeal.

16. Upon the filing of an appeal under paragraph 10,
interested parties other than the Parties may intervene,
in the case of the Public Advocates, or seek intervention,
in the case of other parties, in the proceedings.

17. De novo review shall consist of the conduct of an
evidentiary hearing on the dispute. The presiding ALJ
will conduct a hearing and issue an Initial Decision
resolving the dispute within 30 calendar days of the filing
of the appeal unless the ALJ extends the time frame for
good cause shown recognizing an expeditious result is in
the public’s interest.

18. Participating parties may file exceptions to the
Initial Decision of the ALJ within 7 business days of
issuance. Reply exceptions must be filed within 5 busi-
ness days after exceptions are filed.

19. If no exceptions are filed and if two Commissioners
do not “call up” the matter within 15 days of issuance, the
Initial Decision of the ALJ will become a final order by
operation of law.

20. If exceptions are filed, the matter will be assigned
to the Office of Special Assistants for preparation of a
recommendation for Commission consideration at the
earliest possible Public Meeting.

21. With the exception of 52 Pa. Code 8§ 5.94 and 1.82,
this dispute resolution process is not intended to replace
or preclude any other remedies or procedures otherwise
available to any of the parties, and a party’s participation
in this dispute resolution process shall not be considered
a waiver of any available substantive or procedural
rights.

22. This ADR process shall be posted as Interim Guide-
lines in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and shall be subject to
review after a period of 1 year from the date of entry of
this Order.

Processing Petitions

The Environmental Quality Board (Board) is soliciting
public comments on proposed revisions to its policy for
processing petitions. The policy is being amended to
clarify a number of sections, particularly with respect to
petitions for the redesignation of streams under Chapter
93 (relating to water quality standards) of the Depart-

ment of Environmental Protection’s (Department) regula-
tions and The Clean Streams Law (35 P.S. 8§ 691.1—
691.1001).

Summary of the Amendments
§ 23.1. Petitions.

This section is amended to clarify the information that
petitioners must submit to meet the completeness re-
quirements of the policy. Paragraph (5) contains the data
submission requirements necessary for stream redesigna-
tion petitions. These requirements more closely reflect the
provisions of the antidegradation regulations in 25
Pa. Code Chapter 93. Adding this information in § 23.1
negates the need for Appendix A, which has been deleted.
In addition, the text of § 23.9 (relating to special proce-
dures) is updated and relocated as new subsection (b).

§ 23.3. Notification.

Section 23.3 has been revised to clarify that the
Department’s determination that a petition is inappropri-
ate for submittal to the Board is based on the petition not
meeting each of the three conditions in § 23.2 (relating to
Departmental review).

§ 23.6. Notice of acceptance and Department report.

This section adds language pertaining to the Depart-
ment's responsibility to publish notice of acceptance of a
petition in the Pennsylvania Bulletin within 30 days from
the date of acceptance by the Board. Paragraph (1)
clarifies the steps the Department will take in preparing
an evaluation report for those petitions that are not
stream petitions, and it maintains the 60-day time period
for preparation of the report. Paragraph (2) is new and
applies to stream redesignation petitions. It indicates that
the Department will publish notice of its intent to assess
the waters subject to the evaluation before a draft
evaluation report is prepared. There is no time require-
ment for preparation of a draft evaluation report because
the period of assessment for each stream will vary
depending upon the amount of data that will need to be
collected.

§ 23.8. Board consideration.

Section 23.8 clarifies that the Department will prepare
a recommendation based on its report and any comments
received from the petitioner following the petitioner’s
30-day review opportunity on the report. The section
further clarifies that the recommendation will be in the
form of a proposed rulemaking if a change to a regulation
is recommended. The proposed rulemaking is to be devel-
oped for Board consideration within 6 months from the
date the report was mailed to the petitioner. If no change
to a regulation is recommended, the Department will
present its recommendation to the Board at the first
meeting that is held at least 45 days after the Depart-
ment has mailed its report to the petitioner.

Guidelines for Distribution of Crop Insurance As-
sistance Funds under Act 57

The Department of Agriculture (Department) hereby
gives notice that pursuant to the authority granted it
under section 5102(b) (3 P. S. § 2250.5102(b)) of Act 57 of
1999, known as The Drought, Orchard and Nursery
Indemnity and Flood Relief Act (act) it has created the
Pennsylvania Crop Insurance Program (State Program).
The act allotted $5.6 million to the Department to help
eligible Pennsylvania producers purchase Federal crop
assurance.

The act established the application procedures and
eligibility criteria which are reiterated in the State
Program. In addition, the act directed the Department to
supplement eligible producers in an amount up to 10% of
the cost of their Federal crop insurance premiums and
the total amount of all related fees for the years 2000 and
2001. The funds available for the State Program are
limited to the $5.6 million allotted by the act. Therefore,
if sufficient funds are not available to provide for up to
10% of the cost of the Federal crop insurance premiums
and the total amount of all related fees for eligible
producers, the act directs the Department to distribute
the funds on a prorata basis.

The act authorizes the State program for the years
2000 and 2001 only. All funds for the State Program must
be encumbered by June 30, 2001, unless otherwise autho-
rized. The statutory language establishing the State
Program is self-executing. The following restates the
statutory procedures and standards under which crop
insurance assistance will be awarded under the State
Program, outlines the general administration of the State
Program, and provides references to sources of further
information or assistance.

Authority: The Department of Agriculture (Department)
under the authority granted it under section 5102(b) (3
P.S. § 2250.5102(b)) of Act 57 of 1999, known as The
Drought, Orchard and Nursery Indemnity and Flood
Relief Act (3 P.S. § 2250.101 et seq.) has created the
Pennsylvania Crop Insurance Assistance Program (State
Program). The State Program has been developed and
will be administered through a Memorandum of Under-
standing with the United States Department of Agricul-
ture, Federal Crop Insurance Corporation (FCIC) and
insurance providers approved to underwrite Federal crop
insurance policies under the Federal Crop Insurance Act
(7 U.S.C.A. § 1501 et seq.), individual contracts between
the Department and the approved insurance providers
and these guidelines.

Purpose: The purpose of the State Program is to
provide financial assistance to eligible Pennsylvania pro-
ducers to help defray the cost of purchasing Federal crop
insurance for crop years 2000 and 2001. The purchase of
Federal crop insurance is a condition of receiving Federal
crop loss assistance under the 1999 Federal Crop Disaster
Program and crop insurance assistance under the State
Program.

Definitions: The following definitions are consistent
with those contained in the act and are listed for clarity
and as a service to the applicant.

Crop. An eligible crop defined by the United States
Department of Agriculture-Farm Service Agency for the
1999 Federal Crop Disaster Program.

Department. The Department of Agriculture of the
Commonwealth.

Eligible Producer. Under the Federal Crop Disaster
Program, a person that:

(1) Operated a farm in this Commonwealth which
suffered a crop loss of at least 35% due to the drought of
1999; and

(2) Is engaged in the business of producing crops
within this Commonwealth.

Federal Crop Disaster Program. The United States
Department of Agriculture-Farm Service Agency 1999
Crop Disaster Program.

State Program. The Pennsylvania Crop Insurance As-
sistance Program established under section 5102(b) of the
act.

USDA. The United States Department of Agriculture.

USDA-FSA. The United States Department of
Agriculture-Farm Service Agency.

A. Assistance Program: The following criteria address
the State Program:

I. General: The State Program will provide financial
assistance to eligible Pennsylvania producers to help
defray the cost of purchasing Federal crop insurance for
crop years 2000 and 2001.

(a) Eligibility. The act appropriates $5,600,000 to the
Department to provide crop insurance assistance to eli-
gible producers as defined in the act. To be eligible for the
State Program, a Pennsylvania producer must meet the
eligibility criteria of the act, purchase Federal crop
insurance and qualify for assistance under the Federal
Crop Disaster Program. A copy of the Pennsylvania Crop
Insurance Assistance Program fact sheet which, presents
an overview of the State Program is attached hereto as
“Exhibit A’ and made a part of these guidelines. The
State Program eligibility criteria are based on criteria
established by the Federal Crop Disaster Program. Penn-
sylvania producers who meet the eligibility requirements
of the act and qualify under the Federal Crop Disaster
Program will be eligible to receive assistance under the
State Program. The Department will determine a produc-
er's eligibility for crop insurance assistance under the
State Program based on the criteria established by the
act, these guidelines and the information contained in the
producer’s approved Federal Crop Disaster Program ap-
plication and eligibility information released to the De-
partment by the USDA-FSA.

(b) Payment. The act directs the Department to supple-
ment eligible producers in an amount up to 10% of the
cost of their crop insurance premiums and the total
amount of all related fees. The $5,600,000 available under
the State Program is in addition to any assistance
available under the Federal Crop Disaster Program or the
Federal Crop Insurance Act. At the close of the sign up
period for the Federal Crop Disaster Program and upon a
determination of all eligible producers under the State
Program, the Department will provide a list of eligible
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producers to the FCIC. The FCIC will compile informa-
tion regarding each eligible producer’'s crop insurance
premium costs. The Department will make payment in an
amount equal to up to 10% of the cost of all eligible
producers’ crop insurance premiums to FCIC. Each eli-
gible producer’s crop insurance billing statement will be
reduced by an amount equal to up to 10% of that
producer’s gross premium cost. In addition, the Depart-
ment will pay all related fees associated with an eligible
producer’s crop insurance policy. Payment for the fees will
be made to the approved insurance company underwrit-
ing the eligible producer’s crop insurance policy. The
approved insurance company will deduct such fees from
the eligible producer's crop insurance policy or if the
eligible producer has already paid the fees, the approved
insurance company will reimburse the eligible producer
for those fees.

Il. Funds Available Basis: There are limited funds
available for the State Program. Crop insurance assist-
ance payments under the State Program will be distrib-
uted to the extent funds are available. State Program
crop insurance assistance payments will be distributed at
the discretion of the Department under the criteria
established by the Federal Crop Disaster Program, the
act, the terms of the Memorandum of Understanding and
the contracts entered into between the Department, the
FCIC and the approved insurance providers and these
guidelines. If sufficient funds are not available to provide
for up to 10% of the cost of the crop insurance premiums
and the total amount of all related fees, the Department
will prorate the available funds among the eligible pro-
ducers.

I11. Applications.

() Application. The application procedure is the same
as that for the Pennsylvania Drought Relief Program. A
producer wishing to participate in the State Program
must apply, in person, at a county USDA-FSA office, sign
up for the Federal Crop Disaster Program and agree to
purchase Federal crop insurance for crop years 2000 and
2001.

(b) Waiver of confidentiality form. When filling out an
application for assistance under the Federal Crop Disas-
ter Program, a producer must also fill out and sign a
state “Drought Relief Program Application and Waiver Of
Confidentiality Form” (form). The form was developed by
the Department, in consultation with the USDA, and
distributed to all USDA-FSA offices in the Common-
wealth. A copy of the form is attached hereto as “Exhibit
B” and made a part of these guidelines. The form
authorizes the USDA and the Department to share the
producer’s eligibility information for purposes of adminis-
tering the State Program and serves as the producer’s
application for crop insurance assistance under the State
Program. (Important Note: The producer’s signatures on
the form must appear exactly as it appears on all USDA
forms. The USDA will only release information to the
Department if the signature appearing on the form
matches the legal entity appearing on all USDA forms.
Without this information the Department will be unable
to process a producer’'s application for crop insurance
assistance under the State Program.)

IV. Eligibility criteria.

(a) Sign-up Period. The State Program will follow the
Federal Crop Disaster Program sign-up schedule, which
began December 13, 1999, and ended February 25, 2000.

(b) Eligible producer. To be eligible for crop insurance
assistance under the State Program a producer must:

1) Meet the eligibility criteria of and be approved to
receive assistance under the Federal Crop Disaster Pro-
gram.

2) Purchase Federal crop insurance for crop years 2000
and 2001.

3) Meet the definition of an “Eligible Producer” under
the act.

4) Properly fill out and sign a state “Drought Relief
Program Application and Waiver of Confidentiality Form.”

5) Have applied for a Federal Crop Disaster Program
grant and submitted the proper documentation to USDA-
FSA by February 25, 2000.

(c) Review and processing of applications. Upon receipt
of the “Drought Relief Program Application and Waiver of
Confidentiality Form” and all necessary approval and
eligibility information from the USDA-FSA, the Depart-
ment will review and determine the applicants eligibility.
The approved applicants’ information will be forwarded to
FCIC. FCIC will compile information regarding each
eligible producer’s crop insurance premium costs and the
Department will pay FCIC an amount equal to up to 10%
of the cost of the eligible producer’s crop insurance
premium costs.

(d) Approval Power. An application for crop insurance
assistance under the State Program may be approved,
approved with special conditions or rejected in accordance
with the general conditions and criteria established by
the act and these guidelines. The Department shall have
final approval and denial authority with regard to all
State Program crop insurance assistance applications.

V. Notice of Disposition of Application. After the Fed-
eral Crop Disaster Program and the Federal crop insur-
ance sign up periods close and upon receiving and
reviewing all applications, the Department will render a
decision approving, approving with special conditions or
denying each application. Applicants will be notified in
writing of the Department’s final decision. This notice
will be sent by regular mail to the address indicated by
the applicant on the application form.

VI. Payment schedule. The Department will make a
payment directly to FCIC for all producers approved for
crop insurance assistance under the State Program. The
payment will cover up to 10% of the cost of the approved
producer’s crop insurance premium. Each eligible produc-
er's crop insurance billing statement will be reduced by
an amount equal to up to 10% of that producer’'s gross
premium cost. In addition, the Department will pay all
related fees associated with an eligible producer’'s crop
insurance policy. Payment for the fees will be made to the
approved insurance company underwriting the eligible
producer’s crop insurance policy. The approved insurance
company will deduct such fees from the eligible producer’s
crop insurance policy or if the eligible producer has
already paid the fees, the approved insurance company
will reimburse the eligible producer for those fees.

Pennsylvania Crop Insurance Assistance Program
Overview

The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania has created a Crop Insurance Assistance Program to help defray part of the cost of
purchasing crop insurance in 2000 and 2001. The purchase of crop insurance is a condition for receiving federal crop loss
assistance under the 1999 Federal Crop Disaster Program (1999 CDP).

The $5.6 million state program is in addition to any crop insurance assistance available under the federal Crop
Insurance Program (CIP).

Who is Eligible?
Pennsylvania farmers who experienced a minimum of 35% crop loss and who are eligible for the 1999 CDP.
How Do | Apply?

The application procedure is the same as that for the Pennsylvania Drought Relief Program. To be considered, farmers
must apply in person at the county USDA-FSA office and meet the eligibility criteria for the 1999 CDP. In addition,
farmers must sign a PA Department of Agriculture (PDA) Drought Relief Program Application and Waiver of
Confidentiality form, available at the county USDA-FSA office.

How Will My Payment be Determined?

If you qualify for a Crop Disaster Program payment under the federal program, PDA will provide a payment directly to
the USDA-Risk Management Agency. The payment will cover up to 10% of the cost of the gross premium for crop
insurance where applicable, plus the total amount of all related fees. If sufficient funds are not available to provide for up
to 10% of the cost of the insurance premiums and the total amount of the related fees, the PA Department of Agriculture
will prorate the available funds among the eligible producers.

What are the Eligibility Criteria?

The Pennsylvania program will follow the same eligibility criteria as the USDA-FSA 1999 CDP. Farmers must have a
minimum of 35% crop loss to qualify.

When is the Sign-up Period?

The Pennsylvania program will follow the USDA-FSA 1999 CDP sign-up, which began December 13, 1999, and ends
February 25, 2000. The insurance assistance remains available to eligible producers until the 2000 crop year sign-up
period closes, which is approximately March 15 for most major crops. Check with your crop insurance agent regarding
your specific crop closing dates.

Further-
more, the person shall not be subject to citizen suits or
other contribution actions brought by responsible persons
not participating in the remediation.

Under sections 304(n)(I)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the Notice of Intent to Remediate is pub-
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in the area of
the site.

Department completed review of Spring Brook Township’s
Act 537 Plan Update Revision/Special Study dated Sep-
tember, 1999. The Department finds that the Plan Up-
date Revision for the Pump Station DP-3 project is
acceptable and hereby grants planning approval.

Spring Brook Township proposes this Special Study to
avoid a potential overload condition at the Authority’s
DP-2 wastewater pumping station. The selected alterna-
tive involves construction of an intermediate pump sta-
tion (DP-3) to be located next to the Township Municipal
Building along S.R. 307. This will alleviate potential
problems at the existing DP-2 Pump Station. Pump
Station DP-3 will have a rated hydraulic capacity of 163
gpm (@ 75 ft. TDH) or 230,400 gpd. All wastewater from
the project area will continue to be treated at the existing
Spring Brook Township Sewer Authority wastewater
treatment plant.

On February 6, 2000, the Department mobilized at the
site to conduct an emergency response to address drums
in the building which were exposed after the roof and
walls of the building collapsed. The response included
characterizing, stabilizing, removing, and disposing of the
drums, containers and cylinders in the building. During
the emergency response, the building was totally demol-
ished to provide safe access to the drums. The response
was completed on February 8, 2000.

This notice is being provided under sections 505(b) and
506(b) of HSCA.

Public Notice of Proposed Revision to Pennsylva-
nia General NPDES Permit for Wet Weather
Discharges from Combined Sewer Systems
(PAG-6)

In compliance with the provisions of the Federal Clean
Water Act, The Clean Streams Law (35 P. S. 8§ 691.1—
691.1001), Sections 1905-A, 1917-A and 1920-A of the
Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P.S. 8§ 510-5, 510-17
and 510-20), the Department of Environmental Protection
(Department) by this notice seeks public comments on the
proposed revisions to Pennsylvania General NPDES Per-
mit for Wet Weather Discharges from Combined Sewer
Systems (PAG-6), the Notice of Intent (NOI) and other
related permit documents. The general permit being
revised now was last issued June 17, 1995, and is
scheduled to expire on June 16, 2000. The proposed
revisions are necessary to reflect changes in State and
Federal regulations and guidance affecting the discharges
from CSO Systems. The revised documents set forth the
effluent limitations and other terms and conditions of the
permit and eligibility criteria to apply for coverage under
the general permit. This general permit is not operative
in waters designated for special protection and an indi-
vidual permit will continue to be required for any dis-
charges to waters designated for “Special Protection” in
25 Pa. Code Chapter 93.

The following paragraphs summarize proposed revi-
sions to the current permit documents.
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1. General update/edit of all permit documents (NOI,
Instructions, Fact sheet, permit itself, Discharge Monitor-
ing Reports (DMRs) and other reporting forms and the
like) to reflect changes to Bureau organization, changes in
regional names/addresses, and the like.

2. Addition of Compliance History Block on NOI and
instructions; the NOI and Instructions have been revised
to require submission of a compliance history with per-
mits issued by the Department. This is a standard
Department requirement for permits and is being added
to permit documents as they are reviewed and revised.

3. General clarification that the CSO GP may be used
by eligible small CSO systems (less than 75,000 popula-
tion) as well as satellite CSO systems that do not
own/operate a treatment plant. This is not a new require-
ment, it is only a clarification of how the permit is used
Now.

4. Revision of CSO Permit language. The proposed
revision is necessary to address specific comments the
Department received over time from the regulated com-
munities and also to accurately reflect EPA’'s CSO Policy
of 1994.

5. Addition of the GIF Form to the GP Package—This
is a standard Department requirement for permits and is
being added to permit documents as they are reviewed
and revised.

6. Addition of a definition of “satellite CSO System”
and updating other definitions—The addition of new and
revision of existing definitions is intended to clarify the
permit.

Order
By the Commission:

At 52 Pa. Code § 59.33(b) the Commission has adopted,
excepted as otherwise indicated, the federal safety stan-
dards for gas transmission and distribution facilities. The
federal standards are established by the United States
Department of Transportation (DOT) at 49 U.S.C.
88 60101, et seq., and are set forth in Parts 191, 192, 193
and 199 of Title 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations.
Section 59.33(b) provides, in pertinent part, that amend-
ments to Title 49 will become effective in Pennsylvania
upon the date of entry of a Commission ratification order
where that order is served upon all jurisdictional gas
companies or, alternatively, upon the date of such order’s
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

A. On August 27, 1999 at 64 Fed. Reg. 46853, Amend-
ment 192-86 was adopted and codified by the Federal
Department of Transportation at 49 CFR 192.801,
192.803, 192.805, 192.807 and 192.809. The purpose of
this amendment is to ensure a qualified work force and to
reduce the possibility and consequence of incidents caused
by human error. It requires pipeline operators to develop
and maintain a written qualification program for indi-
viduals performing covered tasks on pipeline facilities.

B. On October 22, 1999 at 64 Fed. Reg. 56978, Amend-
ment 192-87 was adopted and codified by the Federal
Department of Transportation at 49 CFR 192.459. This
amendment requires that when gas pipeline operators
find harmful external corrosion on buried metallic pipe-
lines that have been exposed, they must investigate
further to determine if additional harmful corrosion exists
in the vicinity of the original exposure. This new require-
ment may prevent accidents due to corrosion that might
otherwise go undetected near an exposed portion of
pipeline.

C. On December 14, 1999 at 64 Fed. Reg. 69660,
Amendment 192-88 was adopted and codified by the
Federal Department of Transportation at 49 CFR
192.309, 192.485, 192.487, 192.711, 192.713 and 192.717.
The purpose of this amendment is to adopt safety perfor-
mance standards for the repair of corroded or damaged
steel pipe in gas pipelines and to encourage technological
innovations and reduce repair costs without reducing
safety.

Copies of the aforementioned Federal Register publica-
tions are attached hereto and are hereby made part of
this order.

Keeping in mind the safety of the public, we have
reviewed the above-referenced amendments in accordance
with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code § 59.33. Based upon
this review, we find the Department of Transportation
amendments to be in the public interest and adopt them
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as our own. The effective date of our adoption of the
aforementioned amendments shall be the date upon
which this order is entered.
