Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

TITLE 231. RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE
PART I. GENERAL
CHAPTER 1910. ACTIONS FOR SUPPORT

Rule 1910.16-4. Support Guidelines. Calculation of
Support Obligation. Formula.

* * * * *

(c) Substantial or Shared Physical Custody.

* * * * *

(2) Without regard to which parent initiated the
support action, [ When] when the children spend

equal time with both parents, [and] the Part Il
formula cannot be applied unless the obligor is the
parent with the higher income. In no event shall
the parent with lesser income be required to pay
child support to the parent with the higher income,
nor shall a support order be entered in favor of a
party who has not filed for support. If application of
the formula in Part Il results in obligee receiving a larger
share of the parties’ combined income in cases in which
the parties share custody equally, then the court
shall adjust the support obligation so that the combined
income is allocated equally between the two households.

Example. Mother and Father have monthly net
incomes of $3,000 and $2,000 respectively. Both have
filed for support for their two children with whom
they share time equally. Pursuant to the Basic

Child Support Schedule at Rule 1910.16-3, the sup-
port amount for two children at their parents’
combined net income level is $1,335 per month.
Mother’s share is 60% of that amount, or $801.
Father’s share is 40%, or $534. Application of subdi-
visions a. and b. of the Part Il formula results in a
20% reduction in support when each parent spends
50% of the time with the children. Because the
parties share custody equally and both have filed
for support, Mother is the obligor for purposes of
the Part Il calculation because she has the higher
income of the two parents. Using Mother as the
obligor, her adjusted percentage share of the basic
support amount is 40% (60% — 20% = 40%). Her
adjusted share of the basic support amount is $534
(40% of $1.335). In these circumstances, Mother’s
support complaint should be dismissed and she
would pay Father $534 per month. Because Father
has less income than Mother, he cannot be an
obligor in the Part Il calculations nor can the
amount of support Mother is obligated to pay to
Father be offset by calculating Father’s adjusted
amount of support under Part Il. If only Mother
had filed for support against Father, her complaint
would be dismissed when it was determined that
she had the higher income of the two parties. It
would be improper for Father to be considered the
obligor for purposes of the Part Il calculation even
though only Mother had filed for support. A support
order cannot be entered against the parent with
the lesser income. However, a support order cannot
be entered against Mother unless Father has also
filed for support.

* * * * *

(d) Divided or Split Physical Custody.

* * * * *

(2) When calculating a combined child support and
spousal or APL obligation, and one or more children
reside with each party, the court shall, except as set
forth in subdivision (3) below, offset the obligor's
spousal and child support obligation with the obligee’s
child support obligation and award the net difference to
the obligee as spousal and child support. In the example
above, Husband’s spousal and child support obligation to
Wife and two children is $564. Wife's child support
obligation for one child is $188. Subtracting $188 from
$564 produces a net support amount of $376 payable to
Wife as spousal and child support.

(3) When one or more of the children reside with
each party and the obligee’s net income is 10% or
less of the parties’ combined net monthly income,
in calculating the spousal support or APL obliga-
tion, the court shall deduct from the obligor’s
income both the support owed for the child or
children residing with the obligee, as well as the
direct support the obligor provides to the child or
children living with the obligor, calculated in ac-
cordance with the guidelines as if the child or
children were not living with the obligor.

(f) Allocation. Consequences.

* * * * *
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(3) Unallocated orders for child and spousal sup-
port, or child support and alimony pendente lite,
shall terminate upon the death of the payee spouse
or payee ex-spouse.

Explanatory Comment—2000

Subdivision (3) is new and the former subdivision
(3) has been renumbered as subdivision (4). The
new language is intended to insure alimony tax
treatment of unallocated orders pursuant to § 71 of
the Internal Revenue Code. A similar change has
been made to the form order at Rule 1910.26(e).
New Rule 1910.19(d) provides that all spousal sup-
port and alimony pendente lite orders terminate
upon the death of the payee.

* * * * *

Rule 1910.16-6. Support Guidelines. Adjustments to
the Basic Support Obligation.

() Child care expenses. Reasonable child care expenses
paid by the custodial parent, if necessary to maintain
employment or appropriate education in pursuit of in-
come, are the responsibility of both parents. These ex-
penses shall be allocated between the parties in propor-
tion to their net incomes and obligor's share added to his
or her basic support obligation. When the custodial
parent is receiving a child care subsidy through the
Department of Public Welfare, the expenses to be
allocated between the parties shall be the full
unsubsidized cost of the child care, not just the
amount actually paid by the custodial parent.

* * * * *

Official Note

A child care subsidy provided by the Department of
Public Welfare should not be used to reduce the child care
expenses subject to allocation between the parties to the
extent that obligor has the financial resources to contrib-
ute to the actual costs of child care. Nor is it appropriate
to order the obligee to seek a child care subsidy in order
to reduce the obligor's share of child care expenses if
obligor has the financial ability to contribute to those
expenses. However, if allocation of the unsubsidized
amount would result in a support order that is
overly burdensome to the obligor, deviation pursu-
ant to Rule 1910.16-5 may be warranted. The trier
of fact also has the discretion to determine whether
or not to include in the order other adjustments
under Rule 1910.16-6, such as a mortgage contribu-
tion, which are not mandatory. No adjustment to
the basic support amount shall be permitted if such
would cause the obligor's remaining net monthly
income to fall below the Computed Minimum Allow-
ance of $550.

Rule 1910.19. Support. Modification. Termination.
Guidelines as Substantial Change in Circum-
stances.

* * * * *

(d) All orders for spousal support and alimony
pendente lite shall terminate upon the death of the
payee spouse.

Rule 1910.26. Form of Complaint. Order. Income
and Expense Statement. Health Insurance Cover-
age Information Form. Form of Support Order.
Form Petition for Modification.

* * * * *

(e) The form of a support order shall be substantially
as follows:

* * * * *

For the support of:

All orders for spousal support and alimony
pendente lite, including unallocated orders for
child and spousal support or child support and
alimony pendente lite, shall terminate upon the
death of the payee.

CHAPTER 1930. RULES RELATING TO DOMESTIC
RELATIONS MATTERS GENERALLY

Rule 1930.5. Discovery in Domestic Relations Mat-
ters.

* * * * *

(b) Discovery shall be available without leave of court
in accordance with R.C.P. 4001 et seq. in [ complex
support, ] alimony, equitable distribution, counsel fee
and expense [applications] and complex support
proceedings.

Explanatory Comment—2000

Subdivision (b) has been amended to clarify that
the adjective “complex” applies only to a support
proceeding.

Rule 1930.6. Paternity Actions.

(a) Scope. This rule shall govern the procedure by
which a putative father may initiate a civil action
to establish paternity and seek genetic testing.
Such an action shall not be permitted if an order
already has been entered as to the paternity, cus-
tody or support of the child, or if a support or
custody action is pending.

Explanatory Comment

Where the paternity of a child born out-of-
wedlock is disputed, 23 Pa. C.S. § 4343 provides
that the court shall make the determination of
paternity in a civil action without a jury. That
statutory provision also states, “A putative father
may not be prohibited from initiating a civil action
to establish paternity.” Rule 1930.7 governs the
procedures by which a putative father may initiate
a civil action to establish paternity outside the
context of a support or custody proceeding.

(b) Venue. An action may be brought only in the
county in which the plaintiff or the child(ren)
reside.

(c) Commencement of Action. An action shall be
initiated by filing with the prothonotary a verified
complaint to establish paternity and for genetic
testing substantially in the form set forth in subdi-
vision (1) below. The complaint shall have as its
first page the Notice of Hearing and Order set forth
in subdivision (2) below.

(1) The complaint filed in a civil action to estab-
lish paternity shall be substantially in the following
form:

Recommendation 55
Family Court Rules
Introduction

More citizens of this commonwealth will come into
contact with our courts as a result of a family law matter
than any other type of legal action. Several years ago, the
Pennsylvania Supreme Court began to examine how
courts could better serve the needs of children and
families who become involved with the justice system as a
result of divorce or other family problems.

In 1997, Supreme Court Justice Sandra Schultz New-
man and Superior Court Judge Kate Ford Elliott co-
chaired a conference on family court reform which was
co-sponsored by the Pennsylvania Bar Association's Com-
mission on Women in the Profession and the Family Law
Section. As an outgrowth of that conference, the Task
Force on Family Court Reform was created. In addition to
the conference sponsors, the task force also included
members of the Pennsylvania Chapter of the American
Academy of Matrimonial Lawyers. The charge of the task
force was to study problems and innovations in family
court procedures in Pennsylvania and to make specific
recommendations for reform. The task force surveyed
each judicial district in the commonwealth, including
personal contacts with family court judges and adminis-
trators to obtain an understanding of flaws in the system,
as well as the efforts being made in individual judicial
districts to improve the methods of handling family law
cases. In addition, the task force studied models in place
in other jurisdictions outside the commonwealth. The
preliminary report and recommendation of the task force
was issued in the summer of 1999.

At the same time, the Children’s Rights Committee of
the Pennsylvania Bar Association conducted its own
survey of citizens who used the family court system to
learn what they thought of their experiences and how to
improve the process. That committee’s report was also
considered by the task force in making its recommenda-
tions.

In the meantime, the House of Representatives Judi-
ciary Committee Domestic Relations Task Force, chaired
by Representative Lita Cohen, began its examination of
family court reform, with its findings submitted in late
1998. Many of the judges, masters and lawyers who
testified at Judiciary Committee hearings are the same
individuals who participated on the Family Court Reform
Task Force and who served or now serve on the Supreme
Court Domestic Relations Procedural Rules Committee.

The foregoing demonstrates that there has been a great
deal of interest in family court reform by members of our
bench, bar and legislature. A tremendous amount of effort
was expended in obtaining and studying information from
many sources. Now the reports and recommendations
have been issued and it is time to effectuate change.

As the recommendations for change primarily affect
procedure, the most appropriate and expeditious, as well
as least expensive, means of accomplishing family court
reform is through promulgation of procedural rules by the
Supreme Court. The rules that will be promulgated over
time will attempt to satisfy the recommendations of those
who have studied our family court system in depth. They
will incorporate several recommendations common to all
of the reports studied:

1. One Judge or One Team per Family. The goal of
eliminating fragmentation in the system is best served by
consistency in adjudication units. The assignment of one
master and/or one judge and/or one team to a family
prevents litigants from having to present similar or
related facts to different triers of fact in different proceed-
ings. If a team approach is used, it should be supervised
by the assigned judge or master.

2. Consolidated Intake. The goal is to create a system
that is “user-friendly”. Each district should establish one
location for the filing of all family law matters.

3. Case Management and Early Intervention. The goal
of assuring that matters move through the system expedi-
tiously requires case management. One individual or
team should be responsible for, among other things,
assigning priorities based on the family’s needs, screening
for domestic violence and making appropriate referrals. It
is important that the case manager or team review the
pleadings and meet with the parties early in the process
to determine the best course of action in light of the
particular circumstances of the case.

4. Timely Outcomes. While each case will not be re-
solved in the same amount of time, a vital goal of family
court reform is to assure timely resolution of interim
matters as well as the final disposition. The case manager
or team should set and enforce (through the supervising
judge or master) time limits for pleadings, discovery,
conferences and hearings. Triers of fact also must be
accountable for issuing prompt decisions and opinions.

5. Consolidated Proceedings. To reduce the time and
expense to the family and to the court, whenever possible,
related issues should be heard together.

6. Continuous Trials. The goal is to treat parties in
family law matters the same as litigants in any other
matters. Cases involving custody of children, the financial
support of a spouse and children, protection against
violence and the dissolution of a marriage are too impor-
tant to be heard piecemeal in available time slots be-
tween criminal and other civil cases. The emotional and
financial welfare of families and children, as well as
judicial economy, requires that hearings and trials in
family law matters be heard, if not on continuous days
until the case is fully presented, then at least within a
short and specified time frame.

7. Training for Judges, Masters and Other Family
Court Personnel. Skillful handling of family court matters
requires not only knowledge of the statutes, rules and
case law, but also the psychological and sociological
backdrop against which many family law matters present
themselves. To assure that those individuals managing
the cases, as well as those adjudicating the cases, have
the knowledge necessary to make the best decisions for
children and families, ongoing training in the form of a
standard statewide curriculum should be required.

8. Other Recommended Programs.

a. Resource and Referral Office. One place a person can
visit or call to obtain information about how family court
works, a contact person for his or her case, referrals to
social services etc.

b. Space for Children in the Courthouse. Appropriately
staffed and appointed facility to leave children while
parents are on court business and to provide a place for
supervised visitation when ordered by the court in cus-
tody cases.
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c. Mediation Programs.

d. Seminars/Programs for Separating Families and for
Children of Those Families.

e. Court-Connected Custody Evaluations and Home
Studies.

f. Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) Program.

While few would disagree that, in theory, the goals set
forth above are laudable, achieving them will not be easy.
Change is difficult and often meets with resistance. To
ease the process, the following rules address only a few of
the goals listed above.

The following initial Family Court Rules focus on
consolidating and managing family law matters. They
will not require a tremendous amount of new resources,
but rather can be accomplished in most jurisdictions by a
restructuring and reallocation of existing resources and
personnel.

Later rules will address those programs listed in
paragraph 8 above which, while highly desirable, are not
as essential to the major goals of family court reform.
These programs already are established in some jurisdic-
tions.

The last phase of family court reform will be to
reorganize and renumber the rules of civil procedure
relating to family matters and bring them under the
Family Court Rules. Throughout the process of family
court reform, constructive comments and suggestions
from the bench, bar, court administration and the public
are welcome.

Rule 101. Actions Governed by Family Court Rules.

Rule 102. Commencement of Action.
(a) Centralized Filing.

(1) Each judicial district shall establish a Family Court
Filing Unit either as a separate and distinct office of the
district's family court division, or as a separate and
distinct unit of the prothonotary’s or court administrator’s

office. All actions governed by these Family Court Rules
shall be commenced by a filing in the Family Court Filing
Unit.

(2) Within ten days of the commencement of any action
under these Family Court Rules, the Family Court Filing
Unit shall assign the case to a case manager or case
management team under the supervision of a master or
judge of the judicial district. If either party initiates any
other actions governed by these Family Court Rules, the
same case manager or case management team shall be
assigned.

(b) Case Management.

(1) Within ten days of the assignment of a matter to
the case manager or case management team, the case
manager or team shall review the pleading and schedule
a meeting with the parties to be held as soon as possible
after service of the pleading.

(2) At the first case management meeting with the
parties and counsel, if represented, the case manager or
case management team shall:

(i) determine if other actions under these Family Court
Rules are necessary or appropriate;

(it) screen for allegations of domestic violence;

(iii) determine if other government or community agen-
cies are involved with the family (i.e. Children and Youth,
Adult or Juvenile Probation, Mental Health and Retarda-
tion etc.);

(iv) advise the parties of community services and re-
sources, including alternate dispute resolution;

(v) in a support matter, schedule the conference;

(vi) in a custody case, schedule the mediation orienta-
tion session or custody conciliation, depending upon the
jurisdiction’s practice;

(3) Within five days of the first case management
meeting, the judge supervising the case shall enter and
serve upon the parties and their counsel, an order:

(i) setting forth any agreements or stipulations reached
by the parties;

(ii) establishing a discovery schedule;
(iii) scheduling a support conference, if appropriate;

(iv) scheduling a custody conciliation or mediation, if
appropriate;

(v) establishing filing dates for inventories, income and
expense statements and parenting plans;

(vi) setting the date for the next case management
meeting which shall occur, except for good cause shown,
not more than 90 days after the first meeting.

Rule 103. Consolidation of Family Court Matters.

(@) General Rule. To the extent it is practical and
appropriate, two or more actions under these Family
Court Rules involving the same parties and common
guestions of law and/or fact shall be consolidated for
hearing or trial.

(b) Trial Continuity. Whenever possible, trials before a
judge or a master shall be scheduled to be heard on
consecutive days. If not held on consecutive days, then
the trial shall be concluded within 45 days of the date of
the commencement of the trial.

(c) Prompt Decisions. Except for good cause shown and
reflected upon the record, in any matter brought under
these Family Court Rules, a decision by a conference
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officer, master or judge shall issue not later than 30 days
after the conference, hearing or trial concludes.

Rule 104. Continuing Education for Family Court
Judges and Personnel.

(a) Program Development. The Administrative Office of
Pennsylvania Courts (AOPC) shall develop or provide
courses of instruction that include, at a minimum, the
following topics:

(1) The substantive law and procedural aspects of the
areas of law governed by these Family Court Rules;

(2) Domestic violence;

(3) Child development;

(4) Family dynamics;

(5) Addictions and treatments;
(6) Asset valuation;

(7) Community resources.

(b) Initial Training. Each judge, master and case man-
ager assigned to cases governed by these Family Court
Rules shall successfully complete the coursework devel-
oped by the AOPC.

(c) Continuing Education. Each judge, master and case
manager assigned to cases governed by these Family
Court Rules shall successfully complete 6 hours of
coursework developed by the AOPC each calendar year
after the calendar year in which the initial training was
completed.

(d) Compliance. The AOPC shall monitor compliance
with the educational requirements for judges, masters
and case managers. The AOPC shall notify the Judicial
Conduct Board of any noncompliance by a judge and the
Disciplinary Board of any noncompliance by a master.
Noncompliance by a case manager shall be reported to
the president judge in the case manager’s judicial district.

Title 58—RECREATION

GAME COMMISSION
[58 PA. CODE CH. 143]

Application Period for Senior Licenses; Validity of
License

To effectively manage the wildlife resources of this
Commonwealth, the Game Commission (Commission), at
its June 21, 2000, meeting, adopted the following change:

Amend § 143.9 (relating to application period for senior
licenses) to further define the qualification for a senior
license, and amend § 143.54 (relating to validity of
license) to designate where private land tags are valid for
use.

These amendments are adopted under the authority of
34 Pa.C.S. (relating to Game and Wildlife Code) (code).

Addition of § 143.9 (relating to application period for
senior licenses)

1. Introduction

To clarify eligibility for senior resident lifetime licenses,
the Commission at its April 4, 2000, meeting proposed,
and at its June 21, 2000, meeting finally adopted, adding
§ 143.9. Section 2705 of the code currently contains
several paragraphs, (3), (6) and (7) which authorize
residents “...who have reached or will reach their 65th
birthday in the year of application for the license.” to
purchase senior resident licenses. It is unclear as to
whether the “year of application” is the license year or
calendar year. The adopted change, which was adopted
under authority contained in sections 2707 and 2722(g) of
the code will clarify eligibility.

2. Purpose and Authority

As outlined in the previous paragraph, the code allows
residents who “. .. will reach their 65th birthday in the
year of the application for the license.” to obtain senior
resident licenses. It is unclear, however, whether the
“year of application” is the license year (July 1 to June
30) or the calendar year (January 1 to December 31). The
adopted change establishes the year of application as the
July 1 to June 30 year.

Section 2707 of the code authorizes the Commission to
fix license periods by regulation. Section 2722(g) of the
code authorizes the Commission to adopt regulations for
the administration and control of issuing licenses.

3. Regulatory Requirements

The adopted section will not add any regulatory re-
quirements but merely clarify existing law.

4. Persons Affected

Residents of this Commonwealth who turn age 65 could
be affected by the provision.

Amendment to § 143.54 (relating to validity of license)
1. Introduction

To more effectively manage the wildlife resources of
this Commonwealth, the Commission at its April 4, 2000,
meeting proposed, and at its June 21, 2000, meeting
finally adopted, a change to § 143.54 to limit the use of
“private land tag” antlerless licenses. Limited access to
private land has the effect of allowing excessive deer

populations that cause damage to agricultural crops and
forest regeneration. By restricting the sale of surplus
antlerless licenses to use on private land only, the
Commission hopes to increase the harvest of deer on
these lands. Also, in an attempt to reduce the deer
population on certain public lands under an approved
deer management plan, the Commission adopted includ-
ing these lands for use of private land tags. The change
was adopted under authority contained in section 2102 of
the code (relating to regulations).

2. Purpose and Authority

As pointed out in the previous paragraph, deer popula-
tions in areas can go out of control because of large areas
of private lands which can either be closed to hunting or
only provide limited access to hunters. To try to deal with
this problem, the Commission has designated some
antlerless licenses as “private land tags” which can only
be used on private land or on public land with an
approved deer management plan. It is also hoped that
this will spur efforts to get more private land open to
hunting.

Section 2102 of the code directs the Commission to
promulgate regulations as it deems necessary and appro-
priate concerning game or wildlife and hunting. This
section provides authority for the adopted change.

3. Regulatory Requirements

The change will limit the use of designated antlerless
licenses to private land and specific public land.

4. Persons Affected

Those wishing to harvest antlerless deer could be
affected by the change.

Comment and Response Summary

No written comments were received with regard to the
adopted change.

Cost and Paperwork Requirements

The change should not result in any additional cost or
paperwork.

Effective Date

The change will be effective on final publication in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin and will remain in effect until
changed by the Commission.

(c) This order amending Chapter 143, by adding
§ 143.9 and amending § 143.54, shall become effective
upon final publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Order of Quarantine; Plum Pox Virus

Whereas, the Plant Pest Act (3 P. S. 88 258.1—258.27)
empowers the Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture
(PDA) to take various measures to detect, contain and
eradicate plant pests in this Commonwealth; and

Whereas, the powers granted PDA under the Plant Pest
Act include (at 3 P.S. § 258.21) the power to establish
quarantines to prevent the dissemination of plant pests
within this Commonwealth; and

Whereas, Plum Pox Virus—a plant pest indigenous to
Europe—is a serious plant pest that injures and damages
stone fruits such as peaches, nectarines, plums and
apricots by drastically reducing the fruit yields from these
stone fruit trees and by disfiguring the fruit to the point
it is unmarketable; and

Whereas, the PDA has issued an order of quarantine
(published at 29 Pa.B. 5735 (November 6, 1999)) with
respect to Latimore and Huntington Townships, in Adams
County, and has also issued an order of quarantine
(published at 30 Pa.B. 3269 (July 1, 2000)) with respect to
South Middleton Township, in Cumberland County, as a
result of the presence of Plum Pox Virus on stone fruit
trees in those townships; and

Whereas, Plum Pox Virus has been detected on stone
fruit trees located in portions of Tyrone and Menallen
Townships, in Adams County, and in Dickinson Township,
in Cumberland County, adjoining the current quarantine
area; and

Whereas, Plum Pox Virus has the potential to cause
serious damage to the stone fruit production industry
within this Commonwealth; and

Whereas, Plum Pox Virus is transmitted from infected
trees by aphids and by budding or grafting, and can be
spread into new areas by movement of infected nursery
stock; and

Whereas, the movement of Plum Pox Virus-infected
fruit trees poses a danger to stone fruit trees in non-
infected areas; and

Whereas, there is no known control for Plum Pox Virus
other than destruction of infected trees.

Now, therefore, under authority of section 21 of the
Plant Pest Act (3 P.S. § 258.21), the Department of
Agriculture hereby establishes a quarantine effective in
the following areas:

1. In Tyrone Township, Adams County, that portion of
the township located to the north of Route 234.

2. In Menallen Township, Adams County, that portion
of the township located to the east of the rough north-to-
south line extending from the northern border of the
township, south on State Route 4007 (Pine Grove Furnace
Road) to State Route 4008, south on State Route 4008 to
Route 34 (at Bendersville), and south on Route 34 to the
southern border of that township.

3. Dickinson Township, Cumberland County.

This quarantine prohibits the movement of stone fruit
trees and stone fruit budwood within the quarantined
area, and prohibits the movement of stone fruit trees and
stone fruit budwood out of the quarantined area.

The PDA will consult with the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture, European experts and scientific
authorities with respect to the most efficacious measures
by which to contain and eliminate this serious plant pest.
The PDA will issue further restrictions under authority of
this Quarantine Order, as is required under the Plant
Pest Act (at 3 P. S. § 258.21(a)). These restrictions may
address aphid control, elimination or reduction of aphid
habitat, destruction of Plum Pox Virus-infected stone fruit
trees and budwood, destruction of endangered or exposed
stone fruit trees or budwood and any other measures
necessary to the containment and elimination of the Plum
Pox Virus in this Commonwealth.

This quarantine is effective as of July 27, 2000.

Team Pennsylvania Workforce Investment Board
System Indicators

The Performance Evaluation Sub-committee (Commit-
tee) of the Team Pennsylvania Workforce Investment
Board (Team PA WIB) is proposing the following system
indicators to evaluate the effectiveness of Pennsylvania’s
workforce investment system in serving the needs of its
customers. These system-wide indicators are based on the
four principles of universality, customer choice, integrated
systems and results-based accountability.

The Committee welcomes public comment regarding
these indicators. Please forward comments to David
Pistner, Team PA WIB, 901 North Seventh Street, # 103,
Harrisburg, PA 17102 or by electronic mail to
dpistner@state.pa.us by September 1, 2000. Comments
will be aggregated, discussed by the Committee, and
incorporated into the system indicators. Revised indica-
tors will be presented to the Team PA WIB at its
September 28, 2000 meeting for approval.

Indicators

Five system indicators recommended by the Committee
measure workforce investment from an overall system
perspective. These system indicators are in addition to
the Federally mandated, program specific performance
measures. The indicators are designed to:

e Track the number of employers using the Common-
wealth's workforce investment system

» Track the number of jobseekers being served by the
Commonwealth’s workforce investment system

* Gauge the effectiveness of career development and
training services for jobseekers

 lllustrate the efficiency in which job orders are filled
through the CareerLink System

« Monitor the pay level of jobs being posted in the
system and/or the wages of individuals being placed via
the system

Issues

Several issues arose during the discussions that led to
the development of the system indicators. In general, the
issues could be categorized as follows:

A) Incentives/Sanctions

There were serious concerns about what role the sys-
tem indicators would play in distributing any earned
incentives or levying sanctions. Majority consensus on the
indicators was achieved when discussions regarding in-
centives and sanctions were eliminated from the Commit-
tee’s agenda. At a later date, the Committee will consider
incentives and/or sanctions. The Committee suggests that
data regarding the system be collected and evaluated
before a decision is made as to whether or not incentives
or sanctions are applied to the indicators.

B) Manipulating the System

Throughout the course of discussion, many felt that the
indicators may lead some workforce partners to try and
manipulate the system to achieve high marks. It was felt
that this activity, known as ‘“creaming,” would lead to
discrimination against various customers and failure to
meet the overriding objectives of the WIA. However, the
composition of the indicators may help deter this practice,
as creaming in one area would lead to poor results in
others. In addition, some of the Federally mandated
performance measures would be impacted as a result.

C) Data Collection

In developing the system indicators, the Committee only
considered those indicators that could be calculated from
data collected through the CareerLink system or other
available data sources. Concerns were raised that not all
workforce partners are reporting through the CareerLink
system; therefore, some data may not be available. Al-
though the Committee recognized that the CareerLink
system is still in its infancy and some partners are not yet
connected to it, the Committee felt that system indicators
should be designed based on the planned system.

Indicator #1: Percent of Employers Using WIB Ser-
vices

Formula: # of employers active with WIB and WIB

related services

universe of PA employers covered by
unemployment compensation

Definitions: active—posting jobs, using other
CareerLink services, and/or participating in

WIB-related service—any service/program
that a WIB can take action on (including
but not limited to: evaluation of training
programs, employer services through the
CareerLink system)

Indicator #2: Percent of Individuals Using WIB Ser-
vices

Formula: # of individuals active with WIB and WIB

related services
Statewide civilian labor force

Definitions: individuals—including but not limited to
youth (14 +), unemployed, underemployed,
older workers
active—any CareerLink service including
but not limited to: core, intensive, training,
vocational rehabilitation, adult basic lit-

Clock stops when the employer indicates that
the job has been filled by a CareerLink re-
lated referral.

Note: The Committee recognizes that there is a poten-
tial for CareerLink staff to serve individuals with the
greatest potential of securing employment at the expense
of individuals in need of additional services (that is,
“creaming”). The Committee believes that System Indica-
tor # 3 will serve as a deterrent for this nonproductive
behavior.

Indicator #5: A) Listing of Jobs, by Range, Greater
than the Lowest 10% of Wages Statewide.

or

B) Percent of Individuals that Entered Employment
in Jobs with Wages Greater than the Lowest 10%
of Wages Statewide.

Concerns: Indicators #5 A and #5 B may reward behav-
ior that discourages employers from posting entry-level or
part-time jobs or the placement of individuals in these
positions.

Without Indicator #5B, there is minimal engagement of
economic development.

Note: The Committee has debated the appropriateness
of System Indicator # 5 A) {vs.} and #5 B) at length and a
resolution has not been reached. The Committee is inter-
ested in hearing feedback from the public before making
a final recommendation to the Team Pennsylvania WIB.

Responses should include the name,
address and telephone number of the commentator and a concise statement to inform the Field Office the exact basis of a
comment and the relevant facts upon which it is based. A public hearing may be held if the Field Office considers the
public response significant.

Following the 30-day comment period, the Water Management Program Managers will make a final determination
regarding the proposed permit. Notice of this determination will be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at which time
this determination may be appealed to the Environmental Hearing Board.

The application and related documents, proposed effluent limitations and special conditions, comments received and
other information are on file and may be inspected and arrangements made for copying at the Field Office indicated
above the application.

Furthermore, the person
shall not be subject to citizen suits or other contribution
actions brought by responsible persons not participating
in the remediation.

Under sections 304(n)(I)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the Notice of Intent to Remediate is pub-
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in the area of
the site. For the sites identified as proposed for remedia-
tion to a site-specific standard or as a special industrial
area, the municipality, within which the site is located,
may request to be involved in the development of the
remediation and reuse plans for the site if the request is
made within 30 days of the date specified. During this
comment period the municipality may request that the
person identified, as the remediator of the site, develop
and implement a public involvement plan. Requests to be
involved, and comments, should be directed to the
remediator of the site.

Under section 227-A of the Fiscal Code (72 P. S. § 227-
A) (relating to administration powers and duties), the
Department of Revenue (Department) hereby announces

the lowest cost of the stamping agent, wholesaler and
retailer, respectively, effective July 31, 2000, as follows:

The Department considers these costs as presumptive
minimum costs. Cigarette stamping agents, wholesalers
and retailers are prohibited from selling cigarettes at a
price lower than their respective presumptive minimum
costs. These costs are listed on a per carton basis, 10
packs of cigarettes per carton, 20 cigarettes per pack. To
determine the presumptive minimum price per pack of
cigarettes, one should divide the costs listed previously by
10 and round to the nearest hundredth of a percent. For
example, the presumptive minimum price of a pack of
cigarettes sold by a retailer to a consumer is $2.90 for
premium brands ($28.93/10), $2.60 for generic brands
($25.96/10).

Cigarette dealers who either sell cigarettes under a
different packaging setup (that is, eight packs per carton)
or sell cigarettes that do not qualify as premium or
generic brands (that is, subgeneric, foreign or specialty
cigarettes) as described previously are prohibited from
selling cigarettes at a price lower than the cost of the
stamping agent, cost of the wholesaler or cost of the
retailer, respectively, as further defined and explained in
the Department’s cigarette tax regulations, 61 Pa. Code,
Article I11.

Cigarette dealers wishing to prove a cost different from
the Department's presumptive costs stated above must
follow the procedures listed under 61 Pa. Code Chapter
76 (relating to unfair sales of cigarettes).

We submit for consideration the following objections
and recommendations regarding this regulation. Each
objection or recommendation includes a reference to the
criteria in the Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(h)
and (i)) which has not been met. The Environmental
Hearing Board (Board) must respond to these Comments
when it submits the final-form regulation. If the final-
form regulation is not delivered by July 3, 2002, the
regulation will be deemed withdrawn.

1. Section 1021.24. Referral of pro se parties to pro
bono counsel.—Reasonableness and Clarity.

Determining need

Subsection (a) authorizes the Secretary of the Board
(Secretary) to refer parties to pro bono counsel “who claim
not to be able to afford a lawyer. ...” How the Secretary
will verify a party’s claim that they are unable to pay for
legal services is unclear. Therefore, the Board should
include criteria and a process for verifying a party’s
financial need for pro bono representation in the final-
form regulation.

Subsection (a)(3)

Subsection (a)(3) allows the Secretary to refer parties to
“[A]n individual attorney, law firm or organization ...
who have volunteered to take on the representation.”
(Emphasis added.) The phrase “the representation” is
unclear. The article “the” preceding “representation” de-
notes that the individual attorney, law firm or organiza-
tion have agreed to accept a specific case, instead of
simply making their services available for pro bono
services. The Board should amend this phrase to denote
that an individual attorney, law firm or organization are
available to provide pro bono services, generally.
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Subsection (b)

We have a number of concerns with subsection (b).
First, this subsection lists the requirements to participate
on the Board’s register of attorneys. Included in this list
is that the attorney “must have indicated a willingness
and commitment not to charge any fee for his or her
services.” The phrase “willingness and commitment” is
vague. The Board should clarify this requirement to
reflect that any individual attorney, law firm or organiza-
tion that wishes to register for pro bono work must agree
not to charge for their services, but are able to charge the
reasonable expenses for the litigation.

Second, the process for registering with the Secretary is
unclear. Do interested parties need to fill out an applica-
tion? Will the Board conduct interviews with prospective
registrants? The Board should outline the process for
registering with the Secretary in the final-form regula-
tion.

Finally, we question whether there is a mechanism in
place for purging attorneys, law firms and organizations
that may no longer want to participate in the Secretary’'s
register. The final-form regulation should include a pro-
cess for maintaining this list.

2. Section 1021.54. Substitution of parties.—Clarity.

Election

Subsection (a) allows a person to succeed to “the
interests of a party to an appeal by operation of law,
election, appointment or transfer of interest ....” The
term “election” as used in this phrase is unclear. We
understand that, in this instance, “election” pertains to
“election to public office.” For clarity, the Board should
add “to public office” after “election.”

* Title: Pre-European Settlement Forest Map for Pennsyl-
vania

Objective: Create a digital pre-European settlement forest
cover map of PA based primarily on witness tree data;
and prioritize future witness tree studies on criteria of
data quality, accessibility, and the location and extent of
past witness studies.

Justification: Over the past century, ecologists have uti-
lized trees recorded in surveyor's notes to reconstruct
forest composition at the time of European settlement. By
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transcribing these original survey maps to modern USGS
topographic quadrangles, species-site relationships and
the role of disturbance such as wind throw and fire can
be established. However no initiatives have been to
compile these studies into a single state map depicting
the composition of PA’s forests at the time of European
settlement.

Objective: Complete a series of specific projects related to
the monitoring and management of nongame fish, am-
phibians, reptiles and aquatic organisms.

Justification: 46 fish, 12 amphibians, and 2 freshwater
mussels are presently on the PA Endangered and Threat-
ened and/or Candidate Species Lists. Project views, spe-
cial studies and data management to adequately address
the conservation of these species will be accomplished by
the special projects.

e Title: Assessment of Genetic Variation and Gene Flow
Among Populations of the Timber Rattlesnake, Crotalus
horridus, in Eastern and Northcentral Pennsylvania

Objective: Assessing the level of genetic variation present
in populations of timber rattlesnake, Crotalus homidus.
in eastern and northcentral Pennsylvania. Collect tissue
samples, which will allow us to expand our analysis of
genetic variation of timber rattlesnakes to six populations
in the Northeastern, Southeastern, and Northcentral re-
gions of PA.

Justification: This project will provide information about
the gene flow among these populations of timber rattle-
snakes in PA.

« Title: The Effect of Forest Management Practices on
Vernal Woodland Pond Amphibians

Obijective: Survey of ponds in bordering and some distance
from a clear-cut in the Michaux State Forest near
Fayetteville, PA and investigation of a single pond bor-
dered by a clear-cut near Dillsburg, PA for which we have
amphibian population estimates for several years prior to
a clear-cut.

Justification: Because populations of amphibians often
demonstrate dramatic fluctuations between years, it is
virtually impossible to draw conclusions from a study
lasting a single year. It is essential that the project
continue in order to adequately assess the impact of
timber harvest on these populations.

« Title: Pennsylvania Herpetological Atlas Project

Objective: Using volunteers to inventory the entire state
of PA in the areas near their homes, of all herps. Provide
detailed distribution maps for all species of amphibians
and reptiles in the state, provide detailed database on the
distribution of amphibians and reptiles that will aid
environmental managers in making informed and ecologi-
cally sound decisions regarding resource utilization
within the state. ldentify localities of endangered or
threatened species of amphibians and reptiles so that
they may be protected.

Justification: Volunteers will make it possible to inven-
tory the entire state at a minimal cost.

Sponsor: Indiana University
Cost: $35,654
 Title: The Vernal Pool Inventory Pilot Project

Objective: A part-time vernal pool inventory pilot project
coordinator for the first year of a 4-year initiative to
develop a solid infrastructure for a long-term program.
Map and monitor 12 vernal pools in three central PA
counties, develop protocol for volunteers documenting
vernal pools in PA.

Justification: Vernal pools or ephemeral wetlands are
critical breeding habitat in the northeastern US for four
species, spotted and Jefferson salamanders, wood frogs
and fairy shrimp. These highly productive landscape
features provide biomass to associated upland ecosystems
and are important habitat for a number of vernal pool
species in northeastern North America that are on state
endangered and threatened species lists.

» Title: Pennsylvania Aquatic Community Classification
Project

Objective: Further PA Natural Community Classification
project, provide a reference set of high quality aquatic
communities for PA as well as develop comparative data
from impaired stream systems, identify potential biotic
indicators of community integrity and/or impairment
(both floral and faunal), compile a database of informa-
tion for future monitoring/mitigation-assessment projects.

Justification: Assessing and Monitoring the Ecological
Integrity of waterbodies has been identified as a priority
project for DCNR, DEP, PFBC, the PNDI and the Nature
Conservancy. It is impossible to assess or monitor ecologi-
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cal integrity of watersheds without fundamental baseline
data to characterize waterbodies, especially streams and
rivers to community type.

« Title: A Basin-wide Survey for Native Freshwater Mus-
sels of the Allegheny River with Emphasis on Federally
Listed Species

Objective: Estimate density, abundance, and distribution
of P. clava and E.t. rangiana and proposed state listed
species in the middle Allegheny River, estimate area and
proportion of the middle Allegheny that supports viable
populations of P. clava and E.t. rangiana and evaluate
river hydraulics at these sites.

Justification: The Allegheny River drainage is known to
support some of the best remaining populations of two
Federally listed endangered freshwater mussel species,
the clubshell, and the northern riffleshell.

Sponsor: US Geological Survey
Cost: $25,000
o Title: Status of Luxilus Species in PA

Objective: The common shiner, and the striped shiner are
the only two members of the genus Luxilus that are found
in PA. These two species are sympatric throughout a
relatively narrow area from northeastern Illinois, north-
ern Indiana and Ohio, southern Michigan and Ontario,
and western PA and New York. A sample of Luxilus
populations will be collected from all the major drainages
in the Commonwealth. Fishes will be extensively sampled
on both sides of the divide that separates the Allegheny
and Susquehanna Rivers. A series of morphometric data
will be analyzed and meristic data will be used to
determine morphological differences among populations.

Justification: It is feasible that a new rare and endan-
gered fish is presently residing in northcentral PA.

Cost: $44,384

e Title: The Structural Characteristics of Timber Rattle-
snake Dens in PA

Objective: Locate critical habitat of foraging areas, bask-
ing areas, and over wintering dens or hibernacula. The
timber rattlesnake has different habitat requirements
depending upon the time of year and the physiological
condition of the snake.

Justification: Previous research has thoroughly described
the structure and appearance of foraging and basking
areas in PA. However distinctive geographic, vegetation
or physiographic features that may allow conservation
biologists to identify actual hibernation dens have not
been ascertained. The location of the over wintering dens
used by a timber rattlesnake population is an extremely
important factor it provides specific microclimatic condi-
tions that allow survival of snakes over the 5-6 month
winter hibernation period.

e Title: The Impact of Timber Harvesting on Woodland
Amphibians

Objective: Vernal pools located in forests with known age
disturbances will be monitored to determine the number
of breeding amphibians. Ponds will be selected based
upon the community structure (# of salamander and frog

species). Those with the highest number in the assem-
blage will be given the highest priority.

Justification: Impacts based upon 1 or 2 years of data is
very risky.

Long-term amphibian studies need to begin now so that
we might better understand the impact of forest distur-
bances.

 Title: Wild Action Grant Program

Obijective: Provide financial support for 25 schools and/or
youth groups to improve habitat for wildlife on school and
community grounds and incorporate these habitats into
classroom curriculum and club programming.

Justification: To ensure habitat conservation for native
plants and wildlife both now and in the future, it is
essential that habitat conservation education programs be
implemented in our schools and youth organizations.

» Title: Special Concern Mammal Species Research and
Management

Objective: Continue research on the least shrew in
Franklin, Lebanon and Schuylkill Counties, coordinate all
summer bat maternity concentration survey programs,
research in Wyoming State Forest concerning the rock
vole, and rock shrew, coordinate the important mammal
areas project for the PA Biological Survey's Mammal
Committee.

Justification: The continuation of inventories of the vari-
ous special concern species coupled with long term re-
search of communities and populations will result in the
information needed by wildlife management professionals
as the formulate strategies. These continued inventories
would also permit us to create a picture for future
referral in assessing the success of our wildlife manage-
ment programs.

» Title: Maintenance of the Official List of Birds of
Pennsylvania

Objective: To maintain the official list, review status of all
species, archive copies of slides, review new records,
publish results, to hold committee meetings.

Justification: Until recently no formalized system of
reviewing current and historical bird records in PA had
been established. The ornithological and birding commu-
nities usually accepted published historical records, with-
out question. To achieve a system of review and records
the PA Ornithological Records Committee was founded
and a system established.

Sponsor: PA Ornithological Records Committee
Cost: $2,000

» Title: Development of a Population Monitoring Proce-
dure for River Otters: Application of Genetic Techniques
to Identify Individuals from SCAT

Objective: Investigate the potential for use of DNA ob-
tained from river otter scat for generation of genetic data
from microsatellite loci. Assess the information content of
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microsatellite loci (identified as useful in objective 1) for
the identification of individual river otters. To develop
appropriate sampling methodologies for surveys of river
otter populations based on genetic analyses of scat. Use
genetic analysis of DNA from otter scat to gather popula-
tion census data for river otters in Pennsylvania.

Justification: This will enable us to determine the compo-
sition of otter groups using marking areas and determine
if all otters active deposit scats during visits to a marking
site.

e Title: Important Bird Area Baseline Surveys/
Conservation Planning for Eight IBA Areas

Objective: Obtain much needed scientific information on
the bird communities and habitat relationships within the
eight identified Important Bird Areas in PA. Provide the
land manager, DCNR (including two state parks and
three state forests) and PA Game Commission (three SGL
areas) with specific data on bird populations and bird-
habitat relationships, and provide management options to
maintain and/or enhance these valuable avian communi-
ties. Create seasonal bird checklists for each IBA site, and
where appropriate (both state parks, and Quehanna Wild
Area) recommend birding trails to facilitate nature-based
tourism.

Justification: PA's two most important avian habitats are
forest and wetlands. “Penn’s Woods” is an important part
of the state’s identity and is our most significant bird
habitat.

Cost: $38,000

e Title: Mycophagy by small mammals: Implications for
Management and Preservation of PA’s Forests

Objective: In order to understand the role of small
mammals in the ecosystem one must delineate the re-
quirements and degree of consumption of underground
fleshy fungus by small mammals. Knowledge of forest
succession will aid in developing ecologically sound man-
agement practices for our forests.

Justification: Small mammals in forest ecosystems con-
sume large quantities of spores underground fungi
(mycorrhizal fungi) that pass unharmed through the
digestive tract of these consumers. Spores within fecal
remains are deposited back into the soil at some distance
from the site of ingestion. Mycorrhizal fungi do not
produce aboveground fruiting bodies and researchers be-
lieve that small mammals are the primary agents of
dispersal of the fungal spores that are essential to the
health of the forest. Small mammals are important in
reintroducing soils after clear-cutting and perform a
similar service in the regeneration of forest gaps, buns,
and cuts in PA forests.

e Title: Assessment of Metapopulation Structure in
Neotoma magister Using Microsatellite DNA Analysis

Objective: Recent inventories of Allegheny woodrat habi-
tat have revealed clusters of active sites resulting in the
identification of 21 potential metapopulations within the
state. However, before a metapopulation approach can be
used as a management tool for this species, there is a
need to evaluate woodrat population structure based on a

genetic approach. The objective is to use microsatellite
DNA analyses for evaluating the metapopulation struc-
ture of N. magister.

Justification: We will develop a protocol for using genetic
analyses as a rapid and cost-effective tool for evaluating
the population structure of this species. This will, in turn
provide a variety of benefits for those concerned with the
management and conservation of this threatened species.

» Title: Conservation of Museum Bird Specimens at the
Academy of Natural Science

Objective: Purchase 12 new curation cabinets for scientific
bird specimens.

Justification: New curatorial quality cabinetry is needed
to protect this valuable natural history collection for use
by future generations of scientists. There are currently
20,000 bird study skin specimens collected over the last
two centuries in the Academy collection that represents
one of the fines series of birds in the world.

» Title: Population Dynamics and Ecology of a Suburban
Population of Eastern Bluebirds

Objective: The Eastern Bluebird possesses a number of
traits that make it an excellent model species for address-
ing questions concerning aspects of population dynamics
and for studying how birds respond to suburbanization.
This research project will address two broad questions 1)
how do individuals and populations respond to urban
development. 2) How does food abundance influence
aspects of population dynamics including reproductive
output, dispersion patterns and migratory status.

Justification: Results will be used to develop guidelines to
minimize the adverse effects of development on bird
populations. In addition this research will increase our
understanding of population dynamics of a species of
great public interest.

« Title: Monitoring Breeding Birds in PA’s Ridge and
Valley Forests

Objective: Computerize 20 years of breeding bird census
(BBC) data from two research plots on Hawk Mountain
and 10 or more broadleaf forest plots from the Appala-
chian region including five or more in PA forest BBC
sites.

Justification: Hawk Mountain Sanctuary and its contigu-
ous State Gamelands 106, Weiser State Forest, and
Hamburg Watershed form one of the largest protected
blocks of forest in southeastern PA extending over 14,000
acres. State agencies and conservation groups have dis-
cussed the need to establish biodiversity monitoring
programs across the state, particularly in regard to
monitoring forest health and meeting ecosystem manage-
ment goals. Birds can be useful environmental indicators.
Volunteer resources are available to assist with monitor-
ing efforts, making the cost of long-term monitoring more
economically feasible.

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e Title: Population Trends, Timing, and Relative Impor-
tance of Kittatinny Ridge Corridor for Non-raptor Mi-
grant Birds in PA

Objective: Document the importance of the Kittatinny
Ridge, a PA Important Bird Area to non-raptor migrants

Justification: In 1998 Kittatinny Ridge Corridor in PA
was designated an Important Bird Area by the PA
Audubon Society due, in part, to its critical importance to
migrating raptors in the eastern flyway. Hawk Mountain
located on the Kittatinny, also was designated a globally
Important Bird Area by the American Bird Conservancy.
Each fall 20,000 raptors of 16 species are recorded using
the Kittatinny Corridor, making it one of the most
concentrated southbound routes for northeastern raptors.
Up to 100,000 individuals of 150 species of non-raptor
migrants also have been recorded using the flyway each
fall. To date the relative ecological importance of the
Kittatinny Corridor to non-raptor migrants is unclear.
Limited research suggests that some species, i.e. Black-
throated Green Warbler, Least Flycatcher, American Gold-
finch, may concentrate on the Kittatinny in grater num-
bers than in any other regions of the eastern flyway such
as the Atlantic coast and more northern Appalachian
ridges.

« Title: Pennsylvania Society of Ornithology Special Areas
Project

Objective: The Pennsylvania Society of Ornithology
launched the Special Areas Project in 1990 as its first
volunteer bird project. The project has grown to include
over 105 management areas inventoried by volunteers.
The Special Areas Project obtains information about birds
found at many PA locations, and shares this information
with appropriate government agencies, research and edu-
cation institutions, interested conservation groups, and
the general public.

Justification: The costs for project management pale by
comparison to the value of the volunteer time devoted to
acquiring bird data at the many locations. SAP “captures”
local bird watching data that would otherwise be lost to
anyone except the person that collected it. Birdwatchers
have contributed over 11,000 party hours of field trip,
with each party hour representing more than one person.
The value of the time volunteers have devoted to the
project is approximately $400,000.

e Title: Monitoring of Productivity, Survivorship, and
Dispersal in Populations of Louisiana Waterthrush across
three Ecoregions in PA

Objective: Put two to four assistants into the field April—
June to determine the rates of return banded LOWASs to
the headwater streams where color-banded populations
have been established through our previous efforts. Cap-
ture and band any un-banded recruits to the populations,
monitor nests found on the primary study streams and
band all nestlings.

Justification: There are few if any studies involving the
geographic scope, broad local coverage, and large numbers
of marked birds that characterize out studies of the
LOWA in PA. We are in a unique position to collect
empirical data on such important aspects of population
biology as between-season dispersal of adults within and
between season dispersal of juveniles, and survivorship

for all age classes. Every season that are not field
monitored and band maintained on LOWA populations
represents lost opportunity and realized investment.

» Title: The Status, Distribution and Conservation of
Yellow-Bellied Flycatcher

Objective: Determine the status natural history, habitat
requirements, and conservation needs of the Yellow-
bellied Flycatcher by surveying likely nesting locations,
monitoring breeding populations, observing breeding
pairs, analyzing characteristics of nesting habitat and
populations, and reactions of the birds to landscape
characteristics and management activities in PA. Habitat
data gathered and analyzed in this study will improve
any management plans for this species.

Justification: The Yellow-bellied flycatcher is a Threat-
ened species in PA and one of its rarest and most poorly
known nesting species. In historical accounts it was
considered one of PA'’s rarest nesting species that was not
confirmed nesting for fifty years before the Breeding Bird
Atlas.
