AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Som. R.C.P. 1910.60. Review Of Domestic Relations
Orders Entered Pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S.A. § 4305.

A. When a right of review is not provided otherwise by
statute or rule of court, a person or entity aggrieved by
an order or other action of the Domestic Relations Section
entered or taken pursuant to the provisions of 23
Pa.C.S.A. § 4305, shall have the right to contest the
order or action by filing a written request for review with
the Domestic Relations Section within ten (10) days after
the entry of the order or other action. Upon receipt of the
written request for review, the Domestic Relations Section
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shall schedule a conference before a Conference Officer to
determine whether the order or other action was properly
taken. Promptly after the conference, the Domestic Rela-
tions Conference Officer shall issue a decision either
upholding or reversing the order or action.

B. A person or entity may appeal to the Common Pleas
Court from a decision by the Domestic Relations Confer-
ence Officer, by filing a demand for court hearing with the
Domestic Relations Section, within ten (10) days after
issuance of the decision by the Domestic Relations Con-
ference Officer. Hearing will be scheduled on the demand
in accordance with the procedure for scheduling a de-
mand for court hearing challenging a support order.

STATE BOARD OF BARBER EXAMINERS
[49 PA. CODE CH. 3]

Fees

The State Board of Barber Examiners (Board) adopts
amendments to § 3.103 (relating to fees) by revising
certain application fees to read as set forth in Annex A.

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 29
Pa.B. 5521 (October 23, 1999). Publication was followed
by a 30-day public comment period during which the
Board received no comments from the general public.

Following the close of the public comment period, the
Board received comments from the House Professional
Licensure Committee (HPLC) and the Independent Regu-
latory Review Commission (IRRC). The Senate Consumer
Protection and Professional Licensure Committee (SCP/
PLC) did not comment.

A. Effective date

The amendment will be effective upon publication in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

B. Statutory Authority

The amendment is authorized under section 14 of the
Barber License Law (63 P. S. § 564).

C. Response to IRRC and HPLC Comments

The HPLC questioned why the fees would be rounded
up and are not the actual cost of services as estimated by
the Board. IRRC requested that the Bureau of Profes-
sional and Occupational Standards (Bureau) and the
Board: (1) itemize the overhead cost to be recouped by the
fees; and (2) reexamine the method that is used to
determine the administrative overhead factor for each fee.

IRRC commented that although the Bureau’s method
was reasonable, there was no assurance that the fees
would recover the actual overhead cost because the
charge was not related to the service, and because the
charge was based on the actual rather than the projected
expenditures. IRRC also commented that there was no
certainty that the projected revenues would meet or
exceed projected expenditures, as required under the
boards’ enabling statute.

In computing overhead charges, the boards and the
Bureau include expenses resulting from service of support
staff operations, equipment, technology initiatives or up-
grades, leased office space and other sources not directly
attributable to a specific board. Once determined, the
Bureau’s total administrative charge is apportioned to
each board based upon that Board’s share of the total
active licensee population. In turn, the board’s adminis-
trative charge is divided by the number of active licensees
to calculate a ‘‘per application’’ charge which is added to
direct personnel cost to establish the cost of processing.
The administrative charge is consistently applied to every

application regardless of how much time the staff spends
processing the application.

This method of calculating administrative overhead to
be apportioned to fees for services was first included in
the biennial reconciliation of fees and expenses conducted
in 1988-89. In accordance with the regulatory review, the
method was approved by the Senate and House Standing
Committees and IRRC as reasonable and consistent with
the legislative intent of statutory provisions which re-
quire the Board to establish fees which meet or exceed
expenses.

IRRC suggested that within each Board, the adminis-
trative charge should be determined by the amount of
time required to process each application. For example,
an application requiring 1/2 hour of processing time
would pay one-half as much overhead charge as an
application requiring 1 hour of processing time. The
Bureau concurs with IRRC that by adopting this method-
ology the Bureau and the boards would more nearly and
accurately accomplish their objective of setting fees that
cover the cost of the service. Therefore, in accordance
with IRRC’s suggestions, the Bureau conducted a test to
compare the resulting overhead charges obtained by
applying IRRC suggested time factor versus the current
method.

This review of the boards’ operation showed that
approximately 25% of staff time was devoted to providing
services described in the regulations. The current method
recouped 22% to 28% of the administrative overhead
charges versus the 25% recouped using a ratio-based time
factor. However, when the time factor is combined with
the licensing population for each board, the resulting fees
vary widely even though different licensees may receive
the same services. For example, using the time-factor
method to issue a verification of licensure would cost
$34.58 for a landscape architect as compared with a cost
of $10.18 for a cosmetologist. Conversely, under the
Bureau method the administrative overhead charge of
$9.76 represents the cost of processing a verification
application for all licensees in the Bureau. Also, the
Bureau found that employing a time factor in the compu-
tation of administrative overhead would result in a
different amount of overhead charge being made for each
fee proposed.

With regard to IRRC’s suggestions concerning projected
versus actual expenses, the boards note that the computa-
tion of projected expenditures based on amounts actually
expended has been the basis for biennial reconciliations
for the past 10 years. During these 5 biennial cycles, the
experience of both the boards and the Bureau has been
that established and verifiable data can be substantiated
by collective bargaining agreements, pay scales and cost
benefit factors. This method has provided a reliable basis
for fees. Also, the fees are kept at a minimum for
licensees, but appear adequate to sustain the operations
of the boards over an extended period. Similarly, account-
ing, recordkeeping and swift processing of applications,
renewals and other fees were the primary basis for
‘‘rounding up’’ the actual costs to establish a fee. This
rounding up process has in effect resulted in the neces-
sary but minimal cushion or surplus to accommodate
unexpected needs and expenditures.
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For these reasons, the Board has not made changes in
the method by which it allocates administrative expendi-
tures and the resulting fees will remain as proposed.

The HPLC noted that there was a significant increase
in expenditures from 1996-97 to 1997-98 and has re-

quested an explanation for the increase and an itemized
list of income and expenditures for the fiscal years listed
on the Regulatory Analysis Form.

As the chart shows, the major increase in expenditures
was in law enforcement. This increase was due to an
accounting change that more accurately reflected the time
spent by inspectors and investigators as they worked on
particular board-related activity. The prior time keeping
method was based on an average amount of time spent
for inspections rather than the actual time.

Both the HPLC and IRRC questioned the need to
increase the fee for application of licensure of barber
schools from $100 to $280 and why it would be necessary
for the Board to take a 1⁄2 hour of time to discuss and vote
on an application.

The Board notes that this fee has not changed since at
least 1986. The large increase is due partly to the
increased costs for the Bureau of Enforcement and Inves-
tigation (BEI) and partly because of a change in proce-
dure. Originally, the application was not presented to the
Board until after the inspection and other reviews were
completed. Consequently, if the basic requirements were
not met, the Board wasted time discussing an application
for a school that might not qualify for licensure. Under
the new procedure, the Board reviews the qualifications
prior to the inspection so that any deficiencies are
communicated prior to the inspection. While the fee
increase is substantial, it is not as large as it would have
been under the old review procedure.

Finally, the Board deletes from final rulemaking a new
fee for certification of examination scores. This fee was

questioned by the HPLC. Upon review of staff activities,
it was determined that certification of scores is not
required.

The HPLC also noted a typographical error on the fee
report form for application of barber school. A corrected
fee report form reflecting the $280 fee is attached to this
final-form rulemaking package.

D. Compliance with Executive Order 1996-1
The Board reviewed this rulemaking and considered its

purpose and likely impact upon the public and the
regulated population under the directives of Executive
Order 1996-1, Regulatory Review and Promulgation. The
final-form regulations address a compelling public inter-
est as described in this Preamble and otherwise complies
with Executive Order 1996-1.

E. Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements
The amendment will have no adverse fiscal impact on

the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fees
will have a modest fiscal impact on those members of the
private sector who apply for services from the Board. The
amendments will impose no additional paperwork re-
quirements upon the Commonwealth, political subdivi-
sions or the private sector.

F. Sunset Date
The Board continuously monitors the cost effectiveness

of its regulations. Therefore, no sunset date has been
assigned.
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G. Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), the Board submitted a copy of the notice
of proposed rulemaking, published at 29 Pa.B. 5521 to
IRRC and the Chairpersons of the House Professional
Licensure Committee and the Senate Consumer Protec-
tion and Professional Licensure Committee.

In preparing this final-form regulation, the Board has
considered the comments received from the Committees,
IRRC and the public.

Under section 5.1(d) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5a(d)), this final-form regulation was approved
by the HPLC on November 13, 2000, and deemed ap-
proved by the SCP/PLC on November 20, 2000. IRRC met
on December 14, 2000, and approved the final-form
regulation in accordance with section 5.1(e) of the Regula-
tory Review Act.

Findings

The Board finds that:

(1) Public notice of proposed rulemaking was given
under sections 201 and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968
(P. L. 769, No. 240) (45 P. S. §§ 1201 and 1202), and the
regulations promulgated thereunder at 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1
and 7.2.

(2) A public comment period was provided as required
by law and all comments were considered.

(3) This amendment does not enlarge the purpose of
proposed rulemaking published at 29 Pa.B. 5521.

(4) This amendment is necessary and appropriate for
administration and enforcement of the Board’s authoriz-
ing statute.

Order

The Board orders that:

(a) The regulations of the Board, 49 Pa. Code Chapter
3, are amended by amending § 3.103 to read as set forth
in Annex A.

(b) The Board shall submit a copy of this order and
Annex A to the Office of Attorney General and the Office
of General Counsel for approval as required by law.

(c) The Board shall certify this order and Annex A and
shall deposit them with the Legislative Reference Bureau
as required by law.

(d) The amendment shall take effect immediately upon
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Schedule of Civil Penalties

The Commissioner of Professional and Occupational
Affairs (Commissioner) amends Chapter 43b (relating to
Commissioner of Professional and Occupational Affairs) to
read as set forth in Annex A.

The amendments are made under the authority of
section 5(a) of the act of June 2, 1993 (P. L. 345, No. 48)
(63 P. S. § 2205(a)).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 29
Pa.B. 4437 (August 21, 1999) following which the Com-
missioner accepted public comment for 30 days. Com-
ments were received from the Pennsylvania Dental Asso-
ciation. Suggestions and comments were also submitted
by the Independent Regulatory Review Commission
(IRRC) and the House Committee on Professional
Licensure (House Committee).

Comments submitted by IRRC and the House Commit-
tee related to the clarity and consistency of the regula-
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tions. First, IRRC suggested that § 43b.3 (relating to
procedures) be amended to reflect the additional sched-
ules of civil penalties proposed in this regulation. Both
the House Committee and IRRC commented on an incon-
sistency between § 43b.7 (relating to schedule of civil
penalties—pharmacists and pharmacies). In particular,
the description of violations in proposed rulemaking was
not consistent with the existing subsections of the State
Board of Pharmacy regulations. IRRC also commented
that the penalty column under § 43b.12a (relating to
schedule of civil penalties—auctioneers, apprentice auc-
tioneers, auction houses and auction companies) was
missing the word “action” after the word “formal.” In
addition, IRRC suggested that § 43b.13a (relating to
schedule of civil penalties—engineers, land surveyors and
geologists) be consolidated and clearly establish that the
violation is for representing oneself to be an engineer,
land surveyor or geologist on a sign, advertisement,
letterhead or card, without being licensed or registered.
The Commissioner has implemented all of these sugges-
tions.

The House Committee commented that the civil penalty
for practicing on a lapsed license is not uniform among
the various licensing boards. The House Committee re-
quested an explanation as to why the Boards would
assess different penalties for the same offense. The
explanation for this is that each board has independent
authority to implement its own schedule of penalties, and
therefore, approved its own schedule of civil penalties.
The Commissioner perceives no special need for unifor-
mity among all licensing boards in the Bureau of Profes-
sional and Occupational Affairs (Bureau) for operating
without a personal or facility license and notes the
varying degrees of harm to the public.

The Pennsylvania Dental Association (PDA) commented
on the proposed civil penalty for dentists, dental hygien-
ists and expanded function dental assistants for practic-
ing on a lapsed license/certificate, expressing concern that
dentists who have made a good faith effort to comply with
proposed rulemaking, but are denied a license on the
grounds of noncompliance with these proposed rule-
making, would be subject to penalties. The State Board of
Dentistry (Board) noted that section 10.1 of the Dental
Law (63 P. S. § 129.1), authorizes the Board to levy a
civil penalty of up to $1,000 on any current licensee who
practices without being properly licensed or certified to do
so. As such, licensees are already subject to a $1,000 civil
penalty. Enforcement of these regulations for practicing
on a lapsed license, which also constitutes unlicensed
practice, will not be instituted until they are published as
final. Disciplinary action will be taken based upon non-
compliance with regulations or section 10.1 of the Dental
Law.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), the Bureau submitted a copy of the
notice of proposed rulemaking, published at 29 Pa.B. 4437
to IRRC and the Chairpersons of the House Professional
Licensure Committee and the Senate Consumer Protec-
tion and Professional Licensure Committee for review and
comment.

In compliance with section 5(c) of the Regulatory
Review Act, the Bureau also provided IRRC and the
Committees with copies of the comments received. In
preparing these final-form regulations, the Bureau has
considered the comments received from IRRC, the Com-
mittees and the public.

Under section 5.1(d) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5a(d)), these final-form regulations were ap-
proved by the House Committee on October 3, 2000, and
approved by the Senate Committee on October 9, 2000.
Under section 5.1(e) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC
met on October 19, 2000, and approved the final-form
regulations.

Fiscal Impact

Professional licensing statutes require each board and
commission to be self-supporting. Revenues must be
generated by fees paid by licensees and must meet or
exceed budgeted expenditures.

A board’s disciplinary duties consist of investigating
complaints, inspecting licensed facilities, and meting out
appropriate sanctions. Although the boards are not sup-
ported by General Fund tax revenues, members of the
regulated community are assessed a biennial renewal fee
which finances a board’s operations, including the disci-
plinary function.

Licensees are impacted individually when they are
found guilty of violating a board’s act or regulations and a
fine is levied. A licensee who disputes charges brought
against him, including those filed as civil penalty cita-
tions under the act of June 2, 1993 (P. L. 345, No. 48)
may request a hearing before a hearing examiner or
appeal a decision to the appropriate board. The more
resources and time expended by personnel of the Depart-
ment to dispose of disciplinary cases, the greater the
impact of the disciplinary function upon a board’s operat-
ing costs.

Paperwork Requirements

The amendments will not necessitate any legal, ac-
counting, reporting or other paperwork requirements.

Statutory Authority

The amendments are authorized under section 5(a) of
the act of June 2, 1993, which provides the Commissioner
with authority to promulgate regulations adopting a
schedule of civil penalties, after consultation with the
licensing boards and commissions, for: (1) operating with-
out a current and valid license, registration, certification
or permit; and (2) violating a licensing board or commis-
sion act or regulation relating to the conduct or operation
of a business or facility licensed by a licensing board or
commission.

Findings

The Bureau finds that:

(1) Public notice of proposed rulemaking was given
under sections 201 and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968
(P. L. 769, No. 240) (45 P. S. §§ 1201 and 1202) and the
regulations promulgated thereunder at 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1
and 7.2.

(2) A public comment period was provided as required
by law and all comments were considered.

(3) These amendments do not enlarge the purpose of
proposed rulemaking published at 29 Pa.B. 4437.

(4) These amendments are necessary and appropriate
for administration and enforcement of the authorizing
acts identified in this Preamble.
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Order

The Commissioner of the Bureau orders that:

(a) The regulations of the Commissioner, 49 Pa. Code
Chapter 43b, are amended by amending §§ 43b.3 and
43b.7; deleting Statements of Policy in §§ 43b.10—43b.14;
and adding §§ 43b.10a—43b.14a to read as set forth in
Annex A with ellipses referring to the existing text of the
regulations.

(b) The Commissioner shall submit this order and
Annex A to the Office of General Counsel and to the
Office of Attorney General as required by law.

(c) The Commissioner shall certify this order and An-
nex A and deposit them with the Legislative Reference
Bureau as required by law.

(d) This order shall become effective immediately upon
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

DELAWARE RIVER BASIN

Water Usage Reporting

The Delaware River Basin Commission (Commission)
will hold a public hearing to receive comments on revised
proposed amendments to its Water Code and Comprehen-
sive Plan to establish water usage reporting requirements
for source water withdrawals and water service and to
receive comments on proposed amendments to its water
metering requirements. On October 23, 2000, the Com-
mission published on its web site a Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to establish water usage reporting require-
ments to ensure that the Commission has the source and
service information needed to evaluate how and where
water is being used in the basin. Notice also was
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin on November 11,
2000, 30 Pa.B. 5844 and in the Federal Register on
November 29, 2000. The Commission held a public hear-
ing on the proposed rulemaking on January 9, 2001.
Today, in response to written and oral testimony, includ-
ing recommendations of the Commission’s Water Manage-
ment Advisory Committee, substantive changes are pro-
posed to the previously noticed amendments to the Water
Code and Comprehensive Plan. The Commission deems
the changes significant enough to warrant this revised
notice, a new opportunity for comment, and a second
hearing before it adopts the proposed amendments. The
proposal that is the subject of today’s notice differs
significantly from the original in that it extends the water
usage reporting obligation set forth in proposed Section
2.50.3 of the Water Code to users subject to the Commis-
sion’s Ground Water Protected Area Regulations for
Southeastern Pennsylvania, including the owner(s) of
each water supply system serving the public and each
person, firm, corporation or other entity, other than water
supply systems serving the public, subject to the Ground
Water Protected Area Regulations for Southeastern Penn-
sylvania. Minor changes to the proposed water usage
reporting requirements include additional requests for
data on acres irrigated (for irrigated uses only), whether
water is recycled or reclaimed, and the percentages
recycled or reclaimed. These data are requested only if
available and only in an initial report and thereafter
when changes occur. The revised proposed water usage
reporting requirements differ from the original proposed
requirements in one further respect. They provide that in
the absence of an administrative agreement between the
Commission and the state agency serving as the desig-
nated agency, the Commission shall administer and en-
force the regulations. To ensure consistency, a similar
revision as to administration and enforcement is proposed
in Sections 2.50.1 and 2.50.2, concerning water metering
requirements.

The public hearing will be held on Thursday, April 19,
2001, during the Commission’s regular business meeting.
The meeting will begin at 1 p.m. and continue until all
those present who wish to testify are afforded an opportu-
nity to do so. Persons wishing to testify at the hearing are
asked to register in advance with the Commission Secre-
tary.

It is proposed to:

Amend the Comprehensive Plan and Article 2 of the
Water Code of the Delaware River Basin Commission by
revising the title of Section 2.50 of the Water Code to
read as follows: WATER METERING AND REPORTING
REQUIREMENTS; by revising Section 2.50.1, Subsection
G, and Section 2.50.2, Subsections A, C, and D as
indicated below (brackets denote text proposed to be
deleted; italic denotes text proposed to be added); and by
adding a new subsection 2.50.3, set forth in regular text
below.

2.50.1 Service Metering

G. To avoid duplication of effort and to insure proper
enforcement of this regulation, the Executive Director
[shall] is hereby authorized to enter into administrative
agreements with the Delaware Department of Natural
Resources and Environmental Control, New Jersey De-
partment of Environmental Protection, New York Depart-
ment of Health, Pennsylvania Department of Environ-
mental Protection, and other state agencies where
appropriate, authorizing such agencies to administer and
enforce the provisions of this regulation to the extent
practicable and to adopt such rules and regulations of
procedure as may be necessary to insure the proper
administration and enforcement of this regulation. In the
absence of an administrative agreement, the Commission
shall serve as the administration and enforcement agency
for this regulation.

2.50.2 Source metering, recording and reporting

A. Each person, firm, corporation, or other entity
whose cumulative daily average withdrawal(s) from the
surface and/or ground waters of the Basin from any
surface water intake, spring, or well, or any combination
of surface water intakes, springs, or wells operated as a
system, exceeds 100,000 gallons per day during any
30-day period shall meter or measure and record their
withdrawals and report such withdrawals to the desig-
nated agency. Withdrawals shall be measured by means
of an automatic continuous recording device, flow meter,
or other method, and shall be measured to within five
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percent of actual flow. Exception to the five percent
performance standard, but no greater than ten percent,
may be granted for surface water withdrawals by the
designated [state] agency if maintenance of the five
percent performance standard is not technically feasible
or economically practicable. Meters or other methods of
measurement shall be subject to approval and inspection
by the designated [state] agency as to type, method,
installation, maintenance, calibration, reading and accu-
racy. Withdrawals shall at a minimum be recorded on a
daily basis for public water supply use and on a biweekly
basis for all other water uses, and reported as monthly
totals annually. More frequent recording or reporting may
be required by the designated [state] agency or the
Commission.

C. The following are the designated [state] agencies for
the purposes of this regulation: Delaware Department of
Natural Resources and Environmental Control; New Jer-
sey Department of Environmental Protection; and Penn-
sylvania Department of Environmental Protection. The
Delaware River Basin Commission shall serve as the
designated agency for administering and enforcing this
regulation in the New York portion of the basin.

D. Pursuant to Section 11.5 of the Compact, the desig-
nated [state] agencies shall administer and enforce pro-
grams for metering, recording and reporting of water
withdrawals, in accordance with this regulation and any
applicable state regulations.

§ 901.2. Comprehensive Plan and water quality.

Mortgage Bankers and Brokers; Continuing Edu-
cation

The Department of Banking (Department), under the
authority contained in sections 4(e) and 10(a) of the
Mortgage Bankers and Brokers Act (MBBA) (63 P. S.
§§ 456.4(e) and 456.10(a)), proposes to amend Chapter 44
(relating to Mortgage Bankers and Brokers Act).
Effective Date

The proposal will be effective upon publication of the
final-form regulations in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Statutory Authority

The regulations are expressly mandated by section 4(e)
of the MBBA and are promulgated under that section and
section 10(a) of the MBBA.

Background and Purpose

The proposal implements a regulatory framework for
the oversight of continuing education for licensees under
the MBBA, as mandated by the new section 4(e) of the
MBBA which was contained in the act of December 21,
1998 (P. L. 987, No. 131). The new section 4(e) of the
MBBA was the result of the mortgage industry seeking
continuing education for the first mortgage industry in
this Commonwealth. The mortgage industry also sought
to have continuing education regulated by the Depart-
ment by requiring the Department to promulgate appro-
priate regulations to govern the continuing education
programs.

Explanation of Regulatory Requirements

The proposal requires mortgage bankers, mortgage
brokers and loan correspondents, as those terms are
defined in section 2 of the MBBA (63 P. S. § 456.2), to
complete 6 hours of continuing education per annual
renewal period, and requires limited mortgage brokers, as
that term is defined in section 2 of the MBBA to complete
2 hours of continuing education per annual renewal

period. Licensees are required to submit proof of compli-
ance with these requirements annually to the Depart-
ment to renew a license.

Entities Affected

The proposal will affect the approximately 2,967 licens-
ees under the MBBA.

Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

It is expected that the approximately 2,967 licensees
under the MBBA will be required to pay tuition costs to
continuing education providers, the approximate mon-
etary amount of which is unclear at this time, in addition
to travel and travel-related expenses associated with
attending continuing education programs. MBBA licens-
ees that fail to comply with the requirements of the
proposal may be subject to a fine of up to $2,000 for each
offense or suspension, revocation or nonrenewal of their
license. There will be no savings to the regulated commu-
nity associated with the implementation of this proposal.

Promulgation of the proposal will change existing re-
porting, recordkeeping and other paperwork requirements
for the industry as well as the Department. Section 4(e)
of the MBBA requires licensees to demonstrate to the
satisfaction of the Department that at least one person
from each licensed office has attended a required mini-
mum number of hours of continuing education annually.
Licensees will need to maintain records indicating what
continuing education programs have been attended, by
whom, when and where. Demonstration of attendance
will be submitted to the Department at the time of license
renewal as a requirement of renewal. Licensees and
employes will be required to maintain attendance records
for the 3 most recent annual renewal periods. This will
assist licensees, their employes and the Department in
determining whether continuing education requirements
have been met, especially in cases where licensee em-
ployes have changed employers or employment status, or
both. It is noted that fulfillment of the education require-
ment causes the employes’s current licensee employer to
be in compliance with the proposal. The Department will
retain the information provided by the industry long
enough to ensure ongoing compliance with the regulation
by licensees and their employes.

The Department may review and approve continuing
education programs to satisfy the continuing education
requirement. The Department will review information on
renewal application forms that the Department will re-
vise to require licensees to indicate whether and how they
have complied with the continuing education require-
ment.

Forms or reports, or both, have not been developed at
this time.

Sunset Date

The Department continuously monitors the cost effec-
tiveness of its regulations. Therefore, no sunset date has
been assigned.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), on February 1, 2001, the Department
submitted a copy of this proposed rulemaking to the
Independent Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and
the Chairpersons of the House Committee for Business
and Economic Development and the Senate Committee on
Banking and Insurance. In addition to submitting the
proposal, the Department has provided IRRC and the
Committees with a copy of a detailed Regulatory Analysis
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Form prepared by the Department in compliance with
Executive Order 1996-1, “Regulatory Review and Promul-
gation.” A copy of this material is available to the public
upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, if
IRRC has objections to any portion of the proposal, it will
notify the Department within 10 days of the close of the
Committees’ review period. The notification shall specify
the regulatory review criteria which have not been met by
that portion. The Regulatory Review Act specifies detailed
procedures for review and comments including objections
to the proposal by IRRC the General Assembly and the
Office of Attorney General, prior to final publication and
approval of the proposal.

§ 44.1. Definitions.
The following words and terms, when used in this

chapter, have the following meanings unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

Act—The Mortgage Bankers and Brokers Act (63 P. S.
§§ 456.1—456.19).

Annual renewal date—July 1 of each calendar year.

Annual renewal period—The licensing term commenc-
ing July 1 of one calendar year and ending on June 30 of
the following calendar year.

Continuing education program—An educational pro-
gram as required by section 4(e) of the act (63 P. S.
§ 456.4(e)) which contributes directly to the enhancement
of the professional competence of a mortgage professional
to engage in the first mortgage loan business. A continu-
ing education program does not include programs which
instruct in matters such as office or business manage-
ment, personnel management or similar subjects not
directly related to the first mortgage loan business.

Continuing education provider—A provider of a continu-
ing education program that has been approved by the
Department.

Credit hour—Sixty minutes of classroom instruction or
the equivalent as determined by the Department.

Department—The Department of Banking of the Com-
monwealth.

First mortgage loan business—The first mortgage loan
business as defined in section 2 of the act (63 P. S.
§ 456.2).

Instructor—An individual responsible for teaching a
continuing education program.

Licensee—A person licensed under the act.

Limited mortgage broker—A limited mortgage broker as
defined in section 2 of the act.

Loan correspondent—A loan correspondent as defined in
section 2 of the act.

Mortgage banker—A mortgage banker as defined in
section 2 of the act.

Mortgage broker—A mortgage broker as defined in
section 2 of the act.

Mortgage professional—

(i) A manager of each licensed office maintained by a
licensee; any owner, director, officer or W-2 employe of a
licensee who has the authority to underwrite or approve
loans, either individually or in combination with other
individuals as members of a committee; or any owner,
director, officer or W-2 employe of a licensee who, as part
of his official duties, directly contacts borrowers to
present, negotiate or advise regarding loan terms.

(ii) The term does not include any individual who
engages solely in processing loan applications or other
administrative or clerical functions, or both.

Person—A person as defined in section 2 of the act.

§ 44.2. Requirements.

(a) Except as provided in subsection (b) to renew a
license, a licensee shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of
the Department that:

(1) In the case of a mortgage banker, mortgage broker
or loan correspondent, the licensee maintains at least one
separate mortgage professional at each licensed office who
has successfully completed during the annual renewal
period at least 6 credit hours of continuing education
programs which shall include 1 credit hour of Pennsylva-
nia residential mortgage law, including the act and the
Loan Interest and Protection Law (41 P. S. §§ 101—605),
1 credit hour of business ethics and 4 credit hours from
among one or more of the following subject areas:

(i) Federal residential mortgage law, including the Real
Estate Settlement Procedures Act (12 U.S.C.A. §§ 2601—
2617), the Truth in Lending Act (15 U.S.C.A. §§ 1601—
1667e) and the Equal Credit Opportunity Act (15 U.S.C.A.
§§ 1691—1691f).

(ii) The first mortgage loan business.

(2) In the case of a limited mortgage broker, the
licensed individual has successfully completed during the
annual renewal period at least 2 credit hours of continu-
ing education programs which shall include 1 credit hour
of Pennsylvania residential mortgage law, including the
act and the Loan Interest and Protection Law and 1
credit hour from among one or more of the following
subject areas:
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(i) Business ethics.
(ii) Federal residential mortgage law, including the

Real Estate Settlement Procedures Act, the Truth in
Lending Act and the Equal Credit Opportunity Act.

(iii) The first mortgage loan business.
(b) The continuing education requirements imposed by

this chapter apply to all renewals of licenses by licensees
except when an initial licensee has been licensed by the
Department for less than 6 months prior to its first
annual renewal date, in which case the licensee shall be
in compliance with this chapter within 6 months after its
first annual renewal date.

(c) The Department may require an applicant for a new
license to meet the applicable continuing education re-
quirement imposed by this chapter if it appears to the
Department that the continuing education requirement is
being improperly avoided through restructuring of the
business or otherwise.

(d) A mortgage professional who acts as an instructor
shall be credited with 2 credit hours of continuing
education for every 1 credit hour taught per annual
renewal period.

(e) Continuing education program credit hours earned
in excess of the minimum requirement established by this
section during any annual renewal period may not be
carried over to a successive annual renewal period.
§ 44.3. Reporting, verification and recordkeeping.

(a) Except as provided in § 44.2(b) (relating to require-
ments), a licensee, when applying for a license renewal,
shall include as part of its renewal application a state-
ment that the requirements of this chapter have been
satisfactorily completed by at least one separate mortgage
professional at each licensed office, or in the case of a

limited mortgage broker, by the licensed individual. The
statement shall include a list of continuing education
programs completed by the designated mortgage profes-
sional for each licensed office or the individual limited
mortgage broker licensee. The list shall include:

(1) The name of continuing education providers.
(2) The name of continuing education programs.
(3) The number of credit hours attended by the mort-

gage professional.
(4) The locations and the dates attended.
(b) The Department may verify, on a random or other

basis, by methods including examination of the licensee
and satisfactory completion of the requirements of this
chapter. The Department may assess licensees examina-
tion costs for the examinations consistent with section
8(a)(4) of the act (63 P. S. § 456.8(a)(4)).

(c) A licensee shall retain all original documents relat-
ing to the completion of each continuing education pro-
gram by each mortgage professional for at least 3 annual
renewal periods.
§ 44.4. Review and approval.

The Department may review and approve continuing
education programs to satisfy the continuing education
requirement.
§ 44.5. Penalties.

The Department may levy a fine of up to $2,000 for
each offense under section 14(c) of the act (63 P. S.
§ 456.14(c)) and may suspend, revoke or refuse to renew
a license under section 13(a) of the act (63 P. S.
§ 456.13(a)) if a licensee fails to comply with this chapter.

LAND RECYCLING AND

to and approved by the Department. Furthermore, the
person shall not be subject to citizen suits or other
contribution actions brought by responsible persons not
participating in the remediation.

Under sections 304(n)(1)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the Act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the Notice of Intent to Remediate is pub-
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in the area of
the site.

BUREAU OF DEEP MINE SAFETY
APPROVAL OF REQUEST FOR VARIANCE

The Bureau of Deep Mine Safety (BDMS) has condi-
tionally approved Consolidation Coal Company’s request
for a variance from the requirements of Section 228(a) of
the Pennsylvania Bituminous Coal Mine Act (Act) at the
Dilworth Mine. This notification contains a summary of
this request and the basis for the Department’s approval.

Summary of the request: Consolidation Coal Company
requested a variance of the requirements of Section
228(a) to conduct preshift examinations within 3 hours
preceding the beginning of any 8-hour interval during
which any person is scheduled to work or travel under-
ground and establish the 8-hour intervals of time subject
to these examinations at the Dilworth Mine.

Continued authorization for operation under the ap-
proval is contingent upon compliance with the measures
described in Consolidation Coal Company’s variance re-
quest and the following conditions:

1. The approval only applies for days when Dilworth
Mine operates less than 3 coal-producing shifts, and the
coal-producing shift starting times are 10 hours or more
apart.

2. Following any idle shift, the operator is required to
conduct a preshift examination of all active areas of the
entire mine in accordance with Section 228(a) within 3
hours immediately preceding the beginning of the first
coal-producing shift and before any miners in such shift
other than those who may be designated to make the
examination enter the mine.

3. Workers other than those who may be designated to
make the examination shall not enter or remain in an
underground area unless a preshift examination has been
completed for the established 8-hour interval.

4. The operator shall ensure that areas of the mine
that have not been examined as part of the 8-hour

interval preshift will be examined within 3 hours before
workers, other than persons making the examination,
enter those areas.

5. At all times certified miners, machine runners,
shot-firers, and mine officials shall monitor their work
areas for all dangerous conditions. Certified machine
runners or mine officials shall conduct a methane test at
all working places where energized equipment is located
at intervals not to exceed 20 minutes. All dangerous
conditions that are not corrected shall be immediately
dangered off and reported to a certified mine official.
Certified mine officials shall notify incoming workers of
all dangerous conditions in their assigned work areas and
see that a danger sign is posted at the entrance to those
areas before workers enter.

6. The operator shall use and maintain the systems for
monitoring methane on continuous miners and longwall
face equipment and for monitoring carbon monoxide on
belt conveyors and permanent battery charging stations
in compliance with all federal requirements, and manu-
facturers’ specifications and recommendations.

7. This approval applies only to the schedule of shifts
and preshift examinations set forth in the variance
request. Changes in the preshift examination schedule
will be submitted to the Department for approval before
implementation.

The basis for the Bureau’s approval is summarized as
follows:

The Act requires that preshift examinations shall be
made within 3 hours before the start of each coal
production shift. The operator has scheduled coal produc-
tion shifts that are 10 hours or longer in time. The
extended shift schedules would result in preshift exami-
nations being conducted at intervals of 10 hours or longer
in time. The operator’s proposal to conduct preshift
examinations at 8-hour intervals will reduce the time
between examinations and is more likely to detect haz-
ards that could result in accidents.

In 1961 when the Act became law, coal miners worked
in shifts of 8 hours as a general practice. The effect of the
preshift examination requirement was that examiners
conducted preshift examinations every 8 hours. Years of
experience with preshift examinations conducted at
8-hour intervals have proved effective at detecting haz-
ardous conditions. Extending the preshift interval from 8
hours to 10 hours or longer due to extended production
schedules would not be as effective as 8-hour intervals.
The extended shift schedules and examination intervals
would increase the risk that changing or dangerous
conditions in the mine would not be detected for a longer
time while workers are in the mine.

The Bureau’s approval of the variance request is condi-
tioned on the operator’s performance of 3 preshift exami-
nations whenever 2 or fewer than 2 preshift examinations
are required by Section 228(a) in a day. The additional
preshift examination per day provides a greater probabil-
ity that changing or dangerous conditions will be de-
tected.

The operator’s request incorporates technological safety
enhancements that will facilitate the early detection of
hazardous conditions. These include:

• Continuous miners and longwall face equipment
equipped with methane monitors that continuously moni-
tor and automatically de-energize electrical power when
methane levels exceed allowable limits.

• Conveyor belts and permanent battery charging sta-
tions throughout the mine equipped with carbon monox-
ide sensors that provide an alarm at a location that is
staffed continually.

These monitoring and early warning systems which are
not required by the Act will be required to be maintained
as a condition of this approval.

In 1961, mines were generally idle one shift per day
and/or one day per week. The Act requires that within 3
hours immediately preceding the beginning of a coal-
producing shift and before any workers in such shift enter
the underground areas, a preshift examination shall be
made of such areas. This requirement is very important
following an idle shift to detect potential hazards that
could have developed during the idle period. The require-
ment to make a complete preshift examination of all
active areas of the entire mine within 3 hours before the
start of the first coal production shift and before workers
enter the mine following an idle shift is retained as a
provision of this approval.

Prior to October 18, 1999, the Pennsylvania Bituminous
Coal Mine Act and Federal Mine Safety and Health
Administration (MSHA) were generally consistent on the
requirement for preshift examination. Effective October
18, 1999, MSHA revised its requirements for preshift
examinations to be conducted on 8-hour intervals instead
of 3 hours before the start of each shift. MSHA’s justifica-
tion for this change was based on an extensive study and
evaluation that concluded the 8-hour equal interval ex-
amination provides a greater degree of safety then the
requirement that examinations be made 3 hours prior to
the start of the shift and before workers enter the mine.

Application Period for the Small Water Systems
Regionalization Grant Program

The Department of Environmental Protection (DEP)
announces the opening of the application period for
funding the Small Water Systems Regionalization Grant
Program. This program provides grants to eligible appli-
cants to assess the feasibility of merging water systems.
The proposed regionalized water system must involve at
least one small community water system (a system
serving 3,300 or fewer people).

Eligible applicants include any community water sup-
plier, county, township, borough or authority whose juris-
diction includes the geographic territory of the proposed
regionalized water system, and to which a small water
system has issued a letter of intent to develop a water
systems regionalization study.

Grant awards are limited to 75% of all approved project
costs related to the water systems regionalization study
or $ 75,000, whichever is less. The grantee must provide
local share in the form of matching funds or in-kind
services at a minimum of 25% of the total project costs.

The application period runs from March 1 through
April 30, 2001. Based on the availability of funding,
applicants that submit a final work plan and budget,
which are approved by DEP, will be given preference to
receive a grant based on a first-come-first-served basis.

Notice Regarding the Office of Judge of the Court

of Common Pleas of Fayette County

Under section 903 of the Pennsylvania Election Code
(25 P. S. § 2863), the Secretary of the Commonwealth
(Secretary) has designated the office of Judge of the Court
of Common Pleas of Fayette County as an office to be
filled at the November 2001, Municipal Election, with
nominations to be made by the major political parties at
the May 15, 2001, Municipal Primary. The Secretary has
made this designation in anticipation of the scheduled
mandatory retirement of Judge William Franks on Janu-
ary 5, 2002 (the day on which the judge will attain the
age of 70 under Commonwealth law), a date 2 days prior
to the constitutionally prescribed judicial inauguration
day of January 7, 2002. The Secretary’s designation of the
office is in accord with the opinion of the Supreme Court
of Pennsylvania (Court) issued in Barbieri v. Shapp, 476
Pa. 513, 383 A.2d 218 (1978), in which the Court said
that ‘‘[w]hen a judge reaches mandatory retirement age
less than 10 months before a municipal election, or
between Election and Inauguration Days, a regularly
conducted election to fill the judge’s seat may be held
without waiting 2 years for the next municipal election.’’
476 Pa. at 520, 383 A.2d at 222 (italics added). In
Barbieri, the Court made clear that when such a manda-
tory retirement is anticipated, the Secretary must desig-
nate the judicial office for election in the municipal
election scheduled that year.

Notwithstanding, the Secretary’s current designation of
the office for this year’s municipal primary and municipal
election; however, it should be noted that a constitutional
amendment, proposed by the General Assembly and
scheduled for referendum vote on May 15, 2001, if
adopted, would change the law in a way that might
require the Secretary to reconsider her designation of the
office of Judge of the Court of Common Pleas of Fayette
County as an office to be filled in the November 6, 2001,
Municipal Election. Specifically, the voters of this Com-
monwealth will be asked on May 15, 2001, whether to
amend Article V, § 16(b) of the Constitution of Pennsylva-
nia to provide that justices of the Supreme Court, judges
and justices of the peace (known as district justices) shall
be retired on the last day of the calendar year in which
they attain the age of 70 years, rather than on the day
they attain the age of 70.

If the amendment were approved, then Judge Franks
would not be required to retire upon attaining the age of
70 on January 5, 2002. Rather, under the amendment,
Judge Franks would be legally eligible to continue to
serve as judge until December 31, 2002. Thus, if the

amendment were adopted on May 15, 2001, and Judge
Franks were to continue thereafter to serve as a commis-
sioned judge of the Court of Common Pleas of Fayette
County, the Secretary could no longer reasonably antici-
pate, under the dictates of Barbieri v. Shapp, that a
judicial vacancy will exist on the court on Inauguration
Day, January 7, 2002. Under such circumstances, there-
fore, the Secretary likely would be required to rescind her
designation of the office of Judge of the Court of Common
Pleas of Fayette County as an office to be filled at the
November 2001 Municipal Election. The Secretary would
make her decision in this regard as soon as the results of
the referendum were certified and the amendment pro-
claimed by the Governor to have been adopted.

Department of Agriculture; Farm Safety and Occupa-
tional Health Grant Program; Regulation No. 2-119

On January 31, 2000, the Independent Regulatory
Review Commission (Commission) received this proposed
regulation from the Department of Agriculture (Depart-
ment). This rulemaking adds Chapter 138k to 7 Pa. Code.
The proposed regulation was published in the February
12, 2000, Pennsylvania Bulletin with a 30-day public
comment period. The final-form regulation was submitted
to the Commission on January 24, 2001.

This regulation is a grant program for statewide farm
organizations, volunteer fire companies, ambulance ser-
vices and rescue squads. These groups may apply for
annual grants, up to $2,500, for offering education or
training programs related to farm safety, occupational
health or response to emergencies and accidents related
to farms or agriculture.

We have determined this regulation is consistent with
the statutory authority of the Department (3 P. S.
§§ 1905 and 1906(c)(2)) and the intention of the General
Assembly. Having considered all of the other criteria of
the Regulatory Review Act, we find promulgation of this
regulation is in the public interest.
