Rule W6001. Board of Assessment Appeals; Petition
and Proposed Decree.

In all cases where an appeal is taken from a real estate
assessment fixed by the Board of Assessment Appeals, the

petition for allowance of appeal shall have attached to it a
photocopy of the appealed-from order of the said Board
and shall have attached to it a proposed preliminary
decree which shall provide that:

(@) The appeal to the court is permitted.

(b) Within 5 days from the date of the preliminary
decree, the appellant shall serve a copy of the petition
and preliminary decree upon the said Board; upon the
County, the municipality, and the school district in which
the real estate is situate; and upon the property owner, if
the owner is not the appellant. Service shall be by
certified mail, return receipt requested or by hand deliv-
ery and acceptance.
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
