AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

(10) In the Superior Court, a copy of the state-
ment of the matters complained of on appeal filed
with the trial court pursuant to Rule 1925(b), or an
averment that no order requiring a Rule 1925(b)
statement was entered.

* * * * *

(d) Brief of the Appellant. There shall be ap-
pended to the brief of the appellant a copy of the
statement of matters complained of on appeal, filed
with the trial court pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 1925(b). If
the trial court has not entered an order directing
the filing of such a statement, the brief shall con-
tain a statement that no order to file a statement
pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 1925(b) was entered by the
trial court.

Explanatory Comment—2003

The 2003 amendment adding subdivision 10 to
Rule 2111 is intended to replace Rule 3520 adopted
by the Superior Court in 2001. The purpose of this
amendment is to consolidate all requirements for
briefs into Chapter 21 of the Appellate Rules. It is
anticipated that following adoption of this Rule, the
Superior Court will rescind Rule 3520.

Materials attached to appellant’s brief pursuant
to Pa.R.A.P. 2111(a) (9) and (10) shall not count
against the page limitations set forth in Pa.R.A.P.
2135.

TITLE 231. RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE

PART I. GENERAL

CHAPTER 200. BUSINESS OF COURTS
Rule 230.2. Termination of Inactive Cases.

(a) The court may initiate proceedings to terminate a
case in which there has been no activity of record for two
years or more by serving a notice of proposed dismissal of
court case.

Official Note: This rule provides an administrative
method for the termination of inactive cases.

(b)(1) The court shall serve the notice on counsel of
record, and on the parties if not represented, sixty days
prior to the date of the proposed termination. The notice
shall contain the date of the proposed termination and
the procedure to avoid termination.

(2) The notice shall be served by mail pursuant to Rule
440. If the mailed notice is returned, the notice shall be
served by advertising it in the legal publication, if any,
designated by the court for the publication of legal notices
or in one newspaper of general circulation within the
county.

Official Note: If the notice mailed to an attorney is
returned by the postal service, the prothonotary should
check a legal directory or contact the Administrative
Office of Pennsylvania Courts for a current address.
Otherwise, publication in the legal newspaper or a news-
paper of general circulation within the county is required
under this rule if the mailed notice is returned.

See subdivision (e) for the form of notice.

(c) If no statement of intention to proceed has been
filed, the prothonotary shall enter an order as of course
terminating the matter with prejudice for failure to
prosecute.

Official Note: The prothonotary may not enter an
order terminating the action until more than sixty days
after service of the notice of proposed termination.

A court officer may certify to the prothonotary those
matters which have been inactive and in which no
statement of intention to proceed has been filed.

(d)(1) If an action has been terminated pursuant to this
rule, an aggrieved party may petition the court to rein-
state the action.

(2) If the petition is filed within thirty days after the
entry of the order of termination on the docket, the court
shall grant the petition and reinstate the action.

Official Note: The provision under subdivision (d)(2)
for filing a petition within thirty days is not intended to
set a standard for timeliness in proceedings outside this
rule.

(3) If the petition is filed more than thirty days after
the entry of the order of termination on the docket, the
court shall grant the petition and reinstate the action
upon a showing that

(i) the petition was timely filed following the entry of
the order for termination and

(ii) there is a reasonable explanation or a legitimate
excuse for the failure to file both

(A) the statement of intention to proceed prior to the
entry of the order of termination on the docket and,

(B) the petition to reinstate the action within thirty
days after the entry of the order of termination on the
docket.

Official Note: The provision under subdivision (d)(2)
for filing a petition within thirty days of the entry of the
order of termination on the docket is not a standard of
timeliness. Rather, the filing of the petition during that
time period eliminates the need to make the showing
otherwise required by subdivision (d)(3).

(e) The notice required by subdivision (b) shall be in
the following form:

Explanatory Comment

The Supreme Court of Pennsylvania has promulgated
new Rule of Civil Procedure 230.2 governing the termina-
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tion of inactive cases and amended Rule of Judicial
Administration 1901. Two aspects of the recommendation
merit comment.
I. Rule of Civil Procedure

New Rule of Civil Procedure 230.2 has been promul-
gated to govern the termination of inactive cases within
the scope of the Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure.
The termination of these cases for inactivity was previ-
ously governed by Rule of Judicial Administration 1901
and local rules promulgated pursuant to it. New Rule
230.2 is tailored to the needs of civil actions. It provides a
complete procedure and a uniform statewide practice,
preempting local rules.

This rule was promulgated in response to the decision
of the Supreme Court in Shope v. Eagle, 551 Pa. 360, 710
A.2d 1104 (1998) in which the court held that ‘‘prejudice
to the defendant as a result of delay in prosecution is
required before a case may be dismissed pursuant to local
rules implementing Rule of Judicial Administration 1901.’’

Rule of Judicial Administration 1901(b) has been
amended to accommodate the new rule of civil procedure.
The general policy of the prompt disposition of matters
set forth in subdivision (a) of that rule continues to be
applicable.
II. Inactive Cases

The purpose of Rule 230.2 is to eliminate inactive cases
from the judicial system. The process is initiated by the
court. After giving notice of intent to terminate an action
for inactivity, the course of the procedure is with the
parties. If the parties do not wish to pursue the case, they
will take no action and ‘‘the prothonotary shall enter an
order as of course terminating the matter with prejudice
for failure to prosecute.’’ If a party wishes to pursue the
matter, he or she will file a notice of intention to proceed
and the action shall continue.
a. Where the action has been terminated

If the action is terminated when a party believes that it
should not have been terminated, that party may proceed
under Rule 230(d) for relief from the order of termination.
An example of such an occurrence might be the termina-
tion of a viable action when the aggrieved party did not
receive the notice of intent to terminate and thus did not
timely file the notice of intention to proceed.

The timing of the filing of the petition to reinstate the
action is important. If the petition is filed within thirty
days of the entry of the order of termination on the
docket, subdivision (d)(2) provides that the court must
grant the petition and reinstate the action. If the petition
is filed later than the thirty-day period, subdivision (d)(3)
requires that the plaintiff must make a showing to the
court that the petition was promptly filed and that there
is a reasonable explanation or legitimate excuse both for
the failure to file the notice of intention to proceed prior
to the entry of the order of termination on the docket and

for the failure to file the petition within the thirty-day
period under subdivision (d)(2).

b. Where the action has not been terminated

An action which has not been terminated but which
continues upon the filing of a notice of intention to
proceed may have been the subject of inordinate delay. In
such an instance, the aggrieved party may pursue the
remedy of a common law non pros which exists indepen-
dently of termination under Rule 230.2.

GAME COMMISSION
[58 PA. CODE CH. 147]

Special Permits; Exotic Wildlife

To effectively manage the wildlife resources of this
Commonwealth, the Game Commission (Commission), at
its January 7, 2003, meeting, adopted the following
changes:

Add §§ 147.241(g), 147.261(f) and 147.281(g) (relating
to scope) to require applicants to have 2 years of experi-
ence of hands-on work with exotic wildlife.

The final-form rulemaking will have no adverse impact
on the wildlife resources of this Commonwealth.

The final-form rulemaking was adopted under the
authority of 34 Pa.C.S. (relating to the Game and Wildlife
Code) (code).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 32
Pa.B. 6261 (December 21, 2002).

1. Introduction

The Commission amended Chapter 147, Subchapters
M—O (relating to exotic wildlife dealer; exotic wildlife
possession; and menageries) by adding §§ 147.241(g),
147.261(f) and 147.281(g).

2. Purpose and Authority

Formerly, permits to acquire, possess and dispose of
wild or exotic animals could be issued to applicants
possessing limited or no education or experience in the
care of and protection of the public from these types of
animals. Uneducated and inexperienced persons involved
in the acquisition, possession or disposal of these types of
animals pose not only a danger to the welfare of the
animals themselves, but to the public as well. The
changes to Chapter 147 (relating to special permits) will
limit these dangers by requiring permit applicants to
have at least 2 years of hands-on work experience with
the species involved.

Section 2901(b) of the code (relating to authority to
issue permits) states that ‘‘the Commission may, as
deemed necessary to properly manage the game or wild-
life resources, promulgate regulations for the issuance of
any permit and promulgate regulations to control the
activities which may be performed under the authority of
any permit issued.’’ This section provides the authority for
changes to Chapter 147.

3. Regulatory Requirements

The final-form rulemaking will require applicants to
have 2 years of experience of hands-on work with the
specific wild or exotic species to obtain a permit.

4. Persons Affected
Persons applying for exotic wildlife possession, exotic

wildlife dealer or menagerie permits will be affected by
the final-form rulemaking.
5. Comment and Response Summary

All 87 official comments received, regarding the
changes to Chapter 147, were in favor of the requirement
of 2 years experience.
6. Cost and Paperwork Requirements

The final-form rulemaking should not result in any
additional cost or paperwork.
7. Effective Date

The final-form rulemaking will be effective on publica-
tion in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and will remain in
effect until changed by the Commission.

(b) The Executive Director of the Commission shall
certify this order and 32 Pa.B. 6261 and deposit them
with the Legislative Reference Bureau as required by law.

(c) This order shall become effective upon final-form
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

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PROPOSED RULEMAKING
STATE BOARD OF

PHYSICAL THERAPY
[49 PA. CODE CH. 40]

General Provisions

The State Board of Physical Therapy (Board) proposes
to amend Chapter 40. The proposed rulemaking includes
educational and licensure provisions pertaining to physi-
cal therapists and physical therapist assistants, scope of
practice provisions, nondelegable activities and functions
of supportive personnel and provisions pertaining to
discipline. The Board also proposes to make general
editorial amendments.

Effective Date

The proposed rulemaking will be effective upon final-
form publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Statutory Authority

The proposed rulemaking is authorized under section 3
of the Physical Therapy Practice Act (act) (63 P. S.
§ 1303) and section 812.1 of The Administrative Code of
1929 (71 P. S. § 279.3a).

Background and Purpose

Most of the Board’s regulations have not been amended
since the mid-1980s. Many of the Board’s current provi-
sions are unnecessary or require clarification. With re-
spect to educational requirements for physical therapists,
the regulations need to be updated and refined. Provi-
sions pertaining to the scope of practice of a physical
therapist should be updated. The Board also intends to
refine and clarify nondelegable activities which may not
be assigned to a physical therapist assistant or supportive
personnel. The following is a description of the proposed
rulemaking.

Description of Proposed Rulemaking

Section 40.1 (relating to definitions) would be amended
by defining ‘‘direct on-premises supervision’’ to reflect the
definition in section 9.1 of the act (63 P. S. § 1309.1). In
particular, the amendment reflects that the term means
‘‘on the premises’’ where the physical therapist assistant
or the supportive personnel is providing patient-care
services.

The proposed amendment to § 40.4(2) (relating to
admission to practice of physical therapy) clarifies that
the Board issues licenses by endorsement to applicants
who are educated in another state or territory of the
United States. Paragraph (4) would be amended by
updating the word ‘‘trained’’ to ‘‘educated,’’ which is a
more accurate term of art. The Board proposes to add
paragraph (5) to make it clear that the Board also issues
licenses by endorsement to applicants educated in a
foreign country and who are authorized to practice as a
physical therapist without limitations in the country
where the professional education occurred and who hold a
valid license by examination in another state or territory
of the United States providing that the requirements
were, at the time of receiving the license, substantially
equivalent to the requirements in the act. Although the
Board has always issued these licenses, the regulations
did not clearly state that the license by endorsement

pertained to a foreign educated applicant who also holds
a valid license by examination in another state or terri-
tory of the United States.

Section 40.11(1) (relating to license by examination;
requirements for examination) would be amended to
reflect the Board’s recognition of the Commission on
Accreditation in Physical Therapy Education (CAPTE) as
the approved accrediting program for educational pro-
grams of physical therapy. One of the more rapid changes
that is occurring in physical therapy education is the
move toward the entry level doctorate in physical therapy.
Beginning January 1, 2002, CAPTE will accredit only
programs that offer a postbaccalaureate degree. There are
currently 17 accredited programs in this Commonwealth,
all of which are at the postbaccalaureate level. The
physical therapy programs in this Commonwealth are
either already accredited by CAPTE or in the process of
becoming accredited by CAPTE. Section 40.11(1) would
require an applicant to have graduated from a CAPTE-
accredited program within 6 months of the effective date
of the final-form rulemaking. Paragraph (2) would be
amended to clarify that the baccalaureate degree consists
of at least 120 semester hours.

Section 40.15(c) and (d) (relating to examinations)
would be deleted because the Board has switched from
paper and pencil examinations to computer based testing,
which is available on a frequent basis.

Section 40.16 (relating to licensure by endorsement)
would be amended to clarify that subsection (a) applies to
applicants who were educated in a state or territory of
the United States and that subsection (b) applies to
applicants who were educated in a country or territory
outside of the United States. Subsection (a)(2) would be
deleted because paragraph (1) states that the require-
ments for licensure or regulation in the state from which
the applicant was originally licensed must be substan-
tially equal to the requirements for licensure in this
Commonwealth. Also, the passing scores for examinations
are uniform throughout the United States since the
examination is National.

Subsection (b) is added regarding licensure by endorse-
ment for an applicant who was trained in a foreign
country. This provision more clearly sets out the require-
ments for these applicants. The applicant would be
required to meet the educational requirements in § 40.17
(relating to foreign-trained physical therapists applying to
take the licensure examination and pursue a clinical
experience). If the applicant is licensed in a country or
territory outside of the United States, the applicant would
also be required to submit evidence that the applicant
holds that license without restriction. The applicant must
also hold a valid license by examination in another state
or territory of the United States providing the require-
ments were, at the time of receiving the license, substan-
tially equivalent to the requirements in the act.

Section 40.17 would be amended by requiring the
foreign-trained applicant to provide evidence that the
school of physical therapy where the education occurred is
recognized by its own ministry of education, or other
authorizing agency or entity; and if the applicant is
licensed in the foreign country where he was educated, he
must provide proof of authorization to practice in the
country where the professional education took place. The
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applicant must also provide proof of legal authorization to
seek employment in the United States or its territories.
The Board believes this is necessary to protect the health
and safety of this Commonwealth’s citizens from licensing
illegal aliens. Paragraph (5) would amend the educational
requirements for foreign trained applicants by referring
to general educational requirements. The applicant would
be required to complete 50, rather than 60, credit hours
in general education subjects including a minimum of 10
credit hours in electives rather than 20 hours. Paragraph
(6) would be added to establish professional education of
60 credit hours for foreign-trained applicants applying to
take the licensure examination. These requirements were
developed through the use of guidelines set forth by the
Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy.

The Board proposes to delete § 40.18 (relating to
approved physical therapy schools) since the Board sets
out previously at § 40.11(1) that an approved school is
one that is accredited by CAPTE.

Section 40.21 (relating to temporary licenses; physical
therapists licensed by other states or territories of the
United States) would be deleted because licenses issued
through the endorsement process are processed quickly
obviating the necessity of issuing temporary licenses. This
also pertains to deleting §§ 40.23 and 40.24 (relating to
temporary licenses issued at Board’s discretion; and
expiration of temporary licenses). In addition, with re-
spect to § 40.24, the statute does not authorize the Board
to renew a temporary permit.

Section 40.22 (relating to temporary license; graduating
students) would be amended by clarifying that a physical
therapist holding a temporary license works under the
on-premises supervision of a licensed physical therapist
with at least 2 years of experience. This reflects section
6(g) of the act (63 P. S. § 1306(g)). Section 6(g) of the act
also states that a temporary license expires upon the
failure of the first examination or 6 months after the date
of issue, whichever occurs first. Section 40.22(b) reflects
that statutory provision.

Section 40.32 (relating to functions of supportive per-
sonnel) would be amended to permit supportive personnel
to record the care given to a patient through the use of
flow charts and checklists which identify the care or
services provided. The Board developed this provision
based upon guidelines for physical therapy documentation
published by the American Physical Therapy Association.

Section 40.51 (relating to administration of electro-
neuromyography (EMG) and nerve conduction velocity
(NCV) tests) would be amended regarding the physical
therapist’s scope of practice. In particular, current subsec-
tion (a) would be deleted and restated at new subsection
(a). Subsection (b) would be added to authorize a physical
therapist to perform transdermal administration of drugs
through the use of modalities such as ultrasound and
electrical stimulation. The Board has always considered
this procedure to be within the scope of practice of a
physical therapist. Licensees have questioned the Board
on the procedures that physical therapists should follow
when administering drugs transdermally (that is,
iontophoresous and phonophoresous). Accordingly, this
provision clarifies and reflects current practice. The provi-
sion requires that if a prescriptive medication is used, the
medication must be prescribed by the referring physician
and dispensed in the name of the patient by the referring
physician or pharmacist. The remaining medications
must be disposed of by the physical therapist or returned
to the patient. Drugs must be properly stored in a
manner consistent with pharmaceutical practice.

Section 40.52(12) (relating to unprofessional conduct;
physical therapists) would be amended to make it unpro-
fessional for a physical therapist to fail to maintain
adequate patient records. Adequate patient records would
include at a minimum a summary of the findings of the
examination, an evaluation, a diagnosis, the plan of care
including desired outcomes, the treatment record, a dis-
charge plan including results of intervention and suffi-
cient information to identify the patient.

Section 40.53(a) (relating to nondelegable activities;
accountability) would be amended to state the general
rule that a physical therapist may delegate to a physical
therapist assistant or supportive personnel that which he
is educated to perform. Subsection (b)(7) would be
amended to clarify that mobilization is not a procedure
that a physical therapist would be permitted to assign or
delegate to a physical therapist assistant or supportive
personnel. Mobilization would be defined as a passive
therapeutic movement at any point in the range of motion
at variable amplitudes and speeds. The purpose of joint
mobilization is to restore accessory joint movements.
Mobilization does not include gross passive movement
throughout normal planes of joint motions. A physical
therapist may still delegate to a physical therapist assis-
tant gross passive movement throughout normal planes of
joint motions. The Board does not intend to prohibit a
physical therapist from delegating to a physical therapist
assistant the performance of range of motion or the
performance of exercises to restore the functional motion
of the joint. Joint mobilization is used to restore accessory
joint motion (that is, gliding of joint surfaces).

Subsection (d) would be amended to require a physical
therapist to reevaluate and adjust a patient’s plan of care
at intervals not to exceed 14 days, rather than 30 days,
when that plan of care is provided by the physical
therapist assistant. The Board recognizes that conditions
of patients can change in less than 30 days and that only
the physical therapist is authorized to evaluate and
change the patient’s plan of care. Accordingly, the Board
believes this amendment would result in more effective
and safer practice.

Subsection (e) would be added to assure that physical
therapists not assign or delegate to physical therapist
assistants or supportive personnel the performance of
consultations, initial evaluations, reevaluations or dis-
charge summaries and the interpretation of the resulting
data collected since these procedures require the skill and
expertise of a license physical therapist.

Subsection (f) would prohibit a physical therapist from
assigning or delegating to a physical therapist assistant
or supportive personnel screenings to determine the need
for the following: (1) primary, secondary or tertiary
services; (2) further examination or intervention; (3)
consultation by a physical therapist; and (4) referral to
another health care practitioner. For purposes of this
section, screening would be defined as determining the
need for further examination or intervention, or both, by
a physical therapist or for referral to another health
professional. The procedures outlined in subsection (f)
regarding screening require the skill and knowledge of a
physical therapist to evaluate the need for further inter-
vention by a physical therapist. A physical therapist
cannot delegate the evaluation of a patient to a physical
therapist assistant or supportive personnel. The Board
has received numerous requests to clarify this issue.

Sections 40.161 and 40.163 (relating to registration of
physical therapist assistants; practice; exceptions; and
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requirements for registration) would be amended by
deleting the reference to Nationally recognized accredit-
ing agency and including CAPTE. CAPTE is currently the
only accrediting body for physical therapy educational
programs.

Section 40.164 (relating to physical therapist assistant
registration examination) would be amended by deleting
subsections (b) and (d). Subsection (b) would be deleted
because the passing score is set by the third-party testing
service. Subsection (d) is deleted because other provisions
of these regulations establish that applicants by endorse-
ment must pass an exam equivalent to that required in
the Commonwealth. Accordingly, this provision is unnec-
essary.

Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

The proposed rulemaking will have no fiscal impact and
impose no additional paperwork requirements on the
Board or its licensees.

The proposed rulemaking should not impose any legal,
accounting or reporting requirements on the regulated
community.

The Board solicited predraft input of an earlier draft of
the proposed rulemaking from licensees, students, profes-
sional associations, educational programs and hospitals.
The Board received approximately 300 comments to that
earlier draft. A large number of these comments were in
opposition to a provision pertaining to the prohibition of
delegation of wound care and manual therapy. The Board
deleted these provisions in the current proposed rule-
making. Many comments pertaining to the prohibition of
manual therapy by a physical therapist assistant ex-
plained that the prohibition was overly broad. The Board
agreed. The current proposed rulemaking is limited to
mobilization and is narrowly defined. The proposed rule-
making addresses a compelling public interest as de-
scribed in the Preamble.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), on February 12, 2003, the Board submit-
ted a copy of this proposed rulemaking to the Indepen-
dent Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and the
Chairpersons of the Senate Consumer Protection and
Professional Licensure Committee and the House Profes-
sional Licensure Committee. In addition to submitting the
proposed rulemaking, the Board has provided IRRC and
the Committees with a copy of a detailed Regulatory
Analysis Form prepared by the Board. A copy of this
material is available to the public upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, if
IRRC has objections to any portion of the proposed
rulemaking, it will notify the Board within 30 days of the
close of the public comment period. The notification shall
specify the regulatory review criteria that have not been
met by the portion of the proposed rulemaking to which
an objection is made. The Regulatory Review Act specifies
detailed procedures for review, prior to final publication of
the rulemaking, by the Board, the General Assembly and
the Governor of objections raised.

Interested persons are invited to submit written com-
ments, suggestions or objections regarding the proposed
rulemaking to Robert Kline, Administrative Assistant,
State Board of Physical Therapy, P. O. Box 2649, Harris-
burg, PA 17105-2649, within 30 days of publication of this
proposed rulemaking in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

GENERAL PROVISIONS
§ 40.1. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
subchapter, have the following meanings, unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise:

Act—The Physical Therapy Practice Act (63 P. S.
§§ 1301—[ 1312 ] 1313).

* * * * *
Direct on-premise supervision—The physical presence of

a physical therapist [ in the facility or location ] on
the premises where the physical therapist assistant or
the supportive personnel is providing patient-care ser-
vices, so that the physical therapist is immediately
available to provide supervision, direction and control.

* * * * *
§ 40.4. Admission to practice of physical therapy.

Admission to the practice of physical therapy in this
Commonwealth will be granted by the Board as follows:

* * * * *
(2) By the issuance of a license by endorsement to an

applicant who is educated in another state or terri-
tory of the United States and who meets the licensing
requirements [ set forth ] in section 6 of the act (63 P. S.
§ 1306) and who holds a valid license by [ written ]
examination in another state or territory of the United
States, providing the requirements were, at the time of
receiving the license, substantially equal to the require-
ments as set forth in the act.

* * * * *

(4) By the issuance of a license to [ a foreign
trained ] an applicant educated in a jurisdiction
other than a state or territory of the United States
who meets the licensing requirements as set forth in
sections 5 and 6(f) of the act (63 P. S. §§ 1305 and
1306(f)).

(5) By the issuance of a license by endorsement
to an applicant who is educated in a foreign coun-
try and who is authorized to practice as a physical
therapist without limitations in the country where
the professional education occurred and who holds
a valid license by examination in another state or
territory of the United States providing the re-
quirements were, at the time of receiving the li-
cense, substantially equivalent to the requirements
as set forth in the act.
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LICENSURE
§ 40.11. License by examination; requirements for

examination.
Applicants for license by examination shall meet the

following requirements:
(1) Professional requirements consisting of an accred-

ited physical therapy course approved by the American
Physical Therapy Association of not less than 12 months
in a school of physical therapy established in an accred-
ited medical school, hospital, college or university which
course has provided adequate instruction in basic sci-
ences, clinical science and physical therapy theory and
procedures [ and the requirements of which course
shall be approved by the Board ]. By (Editor’s
Note: The blank refers to a date 6 months after the
effective date of adoption of this proposed rulemaking.),
an applicant shall have graduated from a physical
therapy program accredited by the Commission on
Accreditation in Physical Therapy Education
(CAPTE) which has provided adequate instruction
in basic sciences, clinical science and physical
therapy theory and procedures.

(2) Following graduation from the professional study of
physical therapy, a physical therapist shall hold a mini-
mum of a baccalaureate degree consisting of at least
120 semester hours from a regionally accredited institu-
tion of higher education.

§ 40.14. [ Failure ] Examination; failure; reexamina-
tion.

* * * * *
§ 40.15. Examinations.

* * * * *

[ (c) Examinations are conducted by numbers,
exclusive of names, and the candidate may in no
part of his paper give indication as to his name or
school of graduation.

(d) As a means of identifying applicants, two
unmounted finished photographs, not proofs, of
each applicant shall be furnished, one of which
shall be certified by the appropriate officer of the
physical therapy school attended and the other of
which shall be marked with the number assigned to
the candidate and shall be returned to him with a
card of admission to the examinations. Each candi-
date shall bring the admission card and returned
photograph to the Board; otherwise, the candidate
may not be admitted to the examination. ]
§ 40.16. Licensure by endorsement.

(a) An applicant for licensure by endorsement who is
educated in another state or territory of the United
States is required to submit the professional credentials
in § 40.11 (relating to license by examination; require-
ments for examination), and comply with the following:

(1) Submit a written application on forms provided by
the Board, together with evidence satisfactory to the
Board that [ he ] the applicant is licensed or otherwise
registered as a physical therapist in another state or
territory of the United States, or in the District of
Columbia, if the requirements for licensure or registration
in the state[ , ] or territory [ or district ] were, at the
date of [ his ] licensure or registration, substantially
equal to the requirements for licensure or registration in
this Commonwealth under the act.

(2) [ In the event that an applicant for licensure
by endorsement has taken and failed the Common-
wealth’s approved examination one or more times
but has subsequently taken and passed an examina-
tion given in another state or territory of the
United States or in the District of Columbia, proof
shall be given to the Board by the applicant that
the other examination taken and passed by the
applicant was in fact equivalent to the examination
this Commonwealth has approved, before the Board
will exercise its discretion in considering endorsing
the applicant for licensure.

(3) ] A fee prescribed in § 40.5 (relating to fees) shall
accompany each application for licensure by endorsement.
Reference should be made to section 6(d)(2) of the act (63
P. S. § 1306(d)(2)).

(b) An applicant for licensure by endorsement
who received education in a country outside of the
United States is required to meet the educational
requirements as set forth in § 40.17(5) and (6)
(relating to foreign-educated physical therapists
applying to take the licensure examination and
pursue a clinical experience) and comply with the
following:

(1) The applicant shall submit evidence that the
applicant is authorized to practice as a physical
therapist without limitation in the country where
the professional education occurred.

(2) The applicant shall hold a valid license by
examination in another state or territory of the
United States providing the requirements were, at
the time of receiving the license, substantially
equivalent to the requirements as set forth in the
act.

§ 40.17. Foreign-[ trained ] educated physical thera-
pists applying to take the licensure examination and
pursue a clinical experience.

To be eligible to take the examination for licensure,
foreign-[ trained ] educated applicants for licensure
shall [ apply at least 30 days prior to the next
scheduled date of the examination and prior to the
application date, ] comply with the following conditions:

(1) [ Evidence. ] The applicant shall submit evidence,
satisfactory to the Board, indicating that [ he ] the
applicant has met the requirements stated in
§ 40.12(a)(1)—(3) (relating to application for licensure).

(2) The applicant shall provide written proof that
the school of physical therapy is recognized by the
authorizing agency or entity of the jurisdiction in
which the school is situated.

(3) The applicant shall provide written proof of
authorization to practice as a physical therapist
without limitations in the country where the pro-
fessional education took place.

(4) The applicant shall provide proof of legal
authorization to seek employment in the United
States or its territories.

[ (2) Educational requirements. ] (5) The applicant
shall meet general educational requirements by securing
a credentials evaluation and by correcting educational
deficiencies, if any, as follows:

(i) Credentials evaluation. The applicant shall secure a
credentials evaluation from a recognized and accredited
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credential evaluation agency approved by the Board.
Upon request, the Board will forward to the foreign-
[ trained ] educated applicant a list of currently ap-
proved credential evaluation agencies. The credentials
evaluation shall indicate that the applicant has completed
at least [ 60 ] 50 credit hours in the following education
subjects:

* * * * *

(E) A minimum of [ 20 ] 10 credit hours in electives.

(ii) Educational deficiencies. The applicant may correct
general educational deficiencies in the areas specified in
[ paragraph (2) ] subparagraph (i) by either:

* * * * *
(I) The CLEP General Examination may be used to

satisfy the requirements [ set forth ] in [ paragraph
(2) ] subparagraph (i) for credit hours if passing scores
are received in the following subjects:

* * * * *
(II) The CLEP Subject Examination may be used to

satisfy the requirements [ set forth ] in [ paragraph
(2) ] subparagraph (i) for credit hours if passing scores
are received in the following subjects:

* * * * *
(6) Professional education. The applicant shall

complete 60 credit hours of professional education
as follows:

(i) A minimum of 3 credit hours is required in
each of the following basic health science topics:

(A) Human anatomy (specific to physical
therapy).

(B) Human physiology (specific to physical
therapy).

(C) Neurological science.
(D) Kinesiology or functional anatomy.
(E) Abnormal or developmental psychology.
(F) Pathology.
(ii) A minimum, of 15 credit hours of clinical

sciences which shall include all of the following:
(A) Clinical medicine pertinent to physical

therapy to include the following:
(I) Neurology.

(2) A person who is foreign trained, and who has
properly registered with the Board under § 40.17
(relating to foreign trained physical therapists ap-
plying to take the licensure examination and pur-
sue a clinical experience). ]
§ 40.24. [ Expiration of temporary licenses ] (Re-

served).

[ Upon an expiration of a temporary license or
upon the departure of an individual holding a
temporary permit from this Commonwealth with
the intention of returning permanently to the
domiciliary state or country of such individual, the
license shall be returned immediately to the Board.
Except for the temporary license under § 40.22
(relating to temporary licenses; graduating stu-
dents), a request for a renewal of a temporary
license shall be made to the Board, in writing, at
least 30 days prior to the original date of expiration
for the temporary license and shall contain an
update of the information provided by the appli-
cant when the first temporary license was sought.

SCOPE OF PRACTICE

§ 40.51. [ Administration of electroneuromyo-
graphy (EMG) and nerve conduction velocity
(NCV) tests ] Scope of practice; physical thera-
pists.

(a) [ EMG and NVC—studies and evaluations—
shall be conducted only upon the referral of a
physician, under section 9 of the act (63 P. S.
§ 1309). ] A physical therapist may administer
electroneuromyography (EMG) and nerve conduc-
tion velocity (NCV) tests only upon the referral of a
physician under section 9 of the act (63 P. S.
§ 1309).

(b) [ A licensed physical therapist may not diag-
nose from the results of the tests, but may prepare
a statement of his impression of the results of the
test to be forwarded to the referring physician for
his review and diagnosis. ] A physical therapist may
perform transdermal administration of drugs
through the use of modalities such as ultrasound
and electrical stimulation. If a prescriptive medica-
tion is used, the medication shall be prescribed by
the referring physician and dispensed in the name
of the patient by the referring physician or phar-
macist. The remaining medications shall be dis-
posed of by the physical therapist or returned to
the patient. Drugs shall be properly stored in a
manner consistent with pharmaceutical practice.

§ 40.52. Unprofessional conduct; physical thera-
pists.

A physical therapist who engages in unprofessional
conduct is subject to disciplinary action under section
11(a)(6) of the act (63 P. S. § 1311(a)(6)). Unprofessional
conduct includes the following:

* * * * *

(12) Failure to maintain adequate patient
records. Adequate patient records include at a
minimum a summary of the findings of the exami-
nation, an evaluation, a diagnosis, the plan of care
including desired outcomes, the treatment record, a
discharge plan including results of intervention
and sufficient information to identify the patient.

§ 40.53. Nondelegable activities; accountability.

(a) A physical therapist may delegate to a physi-
cal therapist assistant or supportive personnel that
which he is educated to perform subject to the
limitations in this section.

(b) A physical therapist may not assign or delegate to
physical therapist assistants or supportive personnel
functions which require the formal education or training
and the skill and knowledge of a licensed physical
therapist, including the following functions:

* * * * *

(7) Mobilization is defined as a passive therapeu-
tic movement at any point in the range of motion at
variable amplitudes and speeds. The purpose of
joint mobilization is to restore accessory joint
movements. Mobilization does not include gross
passive movement throughout normal planes of
joint motions.

[ (b) ] (c) * * *
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[ (c) Where ] (d) When patient-care services are pro-
vided by the physical therapist assistant, the physical
therapist shall [ document reevaluations ] reevaluate
and [ adjustments to a ] adjust the patient plan of
care and goals at intervals not to exceed [ 30 ] 14 days.

(e) A physical therapist may not assign or del-
egate to a physical therapist assistants or support-
ive personnel the performance of consultations,
initial evaluations, reevaluations or discharge sum-
maries and the interpretation of resulting data
collected.

(f) A physical therapist may not assign or del-
egate to a physical therapist assistant or supportive
personnel screenings to determine the need for the
following:

(1) Primary, secondary or tertiary services.
(2) Further examination or intervention.
(3) Consultation by a physical therapist.
(4) Referral to another health care practitioner.
(g) For purposes of this section, screening is

defined as determining the need for further exami-
nation or intervention, or both, by a physical thera-
pist or for referral to another health professional.

REGISTRATION
§ 40.161. Registration of physical therapist assis-

tants; practice; exceptions.

The Department of Agriculture (Department) gives no-
tice that it intends to award up to $250,000 in grants
under its Year 2004 Dog Control Facility Bill Reimburse-
ment Program (Program). The Program will award bill
reimbursement grants of up to $10,000 per recipient to
humane societies or associations for the prevention of
cruelty to animals that meet the guidelines and condi-
tions of this Program. The Program will be funded from
the Dog Law Restricted Account, from funds which are
declared to be surplus funds for the limited purposes set
forth in section 1002(b) of the Dog Law (3 P. S. § 459-
1002(b)).

These proposed guidelines and conditions for the Pro-
gram are set forth in this notice. These proposed guide-
lines and conditions are substantively identical to the
guidelines and conditions for last year’s Year 2003 Dog
Control Facility Bill Reimbursement Grant Program, pub-
lished at 32 Pa.B. 4372 (September 7, 2002).

In fulfillment of 7 Pa. Code § 23.4 (relating to guide-
lines and conditions), the Department invites public and
legislative review of these proposed guidelines and condi-
tions. Commentators should submit their comments, in
writing, so they are received by the Department no later
than 30 days from the date the proposed guidelines and
conditions are published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The Department will review and consider all written
comments in preparing the final guidelines and conditions
for the Program. The final guidelines and conditions for
the Program will be published in the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin after the close of the comment period referenced. The
Department will invite the submission of grant applica-
tions at that time.

Proposed Guidelines and Conditions for the Year 2004
Dog Control Facility Bill Reimbursement Grant Program

1. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in these
guidelines and conditions, have the following meanings:

Department—The Department of Agriculture.

Dog control—The apprehending, holding and disposing
of stray or unwanted dogs, or as otherwise defined in
section 102 of the Dog Law (3 P. S. § 459-102).

Eligible bill—A document seeking payment for materi-
als, services or utilities from a grant recipient, setting
forth the following:

i. The date the document is issued.

ii. The name and address of the humane society or
association for the prevention of cruelty to animals to
which the bill is issued.

iii. If for materials, a description of the materials and
the date of delivery.

iv. If for services, a description of the nature of the
services and the dates upon which the services were
rendered.

v. If for utilities (such as electricity, water, sewer, waste
disposal and similar purposes), a statement of the period
for which the utility, for which payment is sought, was
provided.

vi. The name, address and telephone number of the
entity issuing the document.

Humane society or association for the prevention of
cruelty to animals—A nonprofit society or association duly
incorporated under 15 Pa.C.S. Chapter 53 Subchapter A
(relating to incorporation generally) for the purpose of
prevention of cruelty to animals, or as otherwise defined
in section of the Dog Law.

Program—The Year 2004 Dog Control Facility Bill
Reimbursement Program.

2. Eligibility.

A humane society or association for the prevention of
cruelty to animals is eligible to apply to receive a grant
under the Program if that humane society or association
for the prevention of cruelty to animals:

a. Has been in operation for at least 1 year immedi-
ately preceding the application date.

b. Has performed dog control functions for at least 1
year immediately preceding the application date.

c. Has, in the performance of its dog control functions,
accepted at least 100 stray or unwanted dogs into its
facility within the year immediately preceding the appli-
cation date.

d. Is not a party to a contract with the Department
under which the Department pays that humane society or
association for the prevention of cruelty to animals for
dog control activities performed in the year 2004.

e. Agrees—as a condition of receiving any grant money
under the Program—to continue to perform dog control
activities through the year 2004.

f. Has a total operating budget of $350,000 or less for
the 2004 calendar year or, if its budget is on a basis other
than calendar year, has a total operating budget of
$350,000 or less for each fiscal year comprising any
portion of calendar year 2004.

3. Use of Grant Funds.

The Department will allocate a specific maximum grant
amount to a successful grant applicant through a written
grant agreement. This maximum grant amount will be
specified in the grant agreement, and will not exceed
$10,000 with respect to any application. The maximum
grant amount will be retained by the Department and
used to reimburse the grant recipient for eligible bills the
grant recipient has paid with respect to materials, ser-
vices or utilities provided to the grant recipient from
January 1, 2004, through December 31, 2004. The total
reimbursement the Department will pay a grant recipient
will not exceed the maximum grant amount. Any money
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remaining in a grant allocation beyond the termination
date of the grant agreement will lapse into the Dog Law
Restricted Account. If a bill covers materials, services or
utilities provided, in whole or in part, before January 1,
2004, or after December 31, 2004, that bill is not an
eligible bill and will not be reimbursed by the Depart-
ment under the Program.
4. Application Process.

a. Application required. A humane society or associa-
tion for the prevention of cruelty to animals seeking a
grant under the Program must complete a written appli-
cation form and deliver it to the Department no later
than 30 days from the date this notice is published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin. Applications received by the De-
partment beyond that date will not be considered.

b. Obtaining an application form. The Department will
provide grant application forms upon request. Requests
for application forms should be directed to Rick Burd,
Acting Director, Bureau of Dog Law Enforcement, Depart-
ment of Agriculture, 2301 North Cameron Street, Harris-
burg, PA 17110-9408, (717) 787-4833, fax (717) 772-4352.

c. Contents of grant application form. A grant applica-
tion form shall require the following information:

i. The name and address of the applicant.
ii. Information to verify that the applicant is a humane

society or association for the prevention of cruelty to
animals and otherwise meets the eligibility requirements
set forth in paragraph 2.

iii. The maximum grant amount sought by the appli-
cant—not to exceed $10,000.

iv. A description of the eligible bills for which the grant
applicant intends to seek reimbursement, including a
description (and copies, if available) of bills received by
the applicant in 2002 for the same type of materials,
services or utilities for which reimbursement will be
sought under the grant agreement.

v. Other information as the Department might reason-
ably require.
5. Review and approval of grant application.

a. Review and notification. The Department will review
each timely grant application and provide the applicant
written notification of whether the Department awards
the grant, denies the grant or awards a grant in some
amount less than the applicant sought. This written
notification will be mailed no later than 60 days from the
date this notice is published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin,
to the address provided by the applicant on the grant
application form. If an application is incomplete or the
Department requires additional information or documen-
tation to evaluate the grant request, it will so advise the
applicant.

b. Review criteria. The Department will consider the
following, among other factors, in determining whether to
award a grant application:

i. The number of applications received and the avail-
ability of funds for the grants sought.

ii. The relative contribution of the applicant to dog
control activities in the area it serves.

iii. The relative contribution of the applicant to dog
control as compared to the relative contribution of other
applicants.

iv. The relative importance of the grant to the contin-
ued operation of the applicant’s dog control facility.

v. The expense or logistical difficulty the Department
would encounter if the applicant’s dog control facility
were no longer in operation.

6. Grant agreement.

a. Grant agreement required. A successful grant appli-
cant must execute a grant agreement with the Depart-
ment, setting forth the terms and conditions under which
the grant money will be used by the Department to
reimburse the grant recipient for payment of eligible bills.

b. Reimbursement requests. The grant agreement will
set forth the exact procedure by which a grant recipient
shall seek reimbursement from the Department for pay-
ment of eligible bills. The basic reimbursement request
procedure will be as follows:

By May 15, 2004, the grant recipient will: (1) deliver
copies of the eligible bills it has paid between January 1
and April 30, 2004; (2) verify that these bills have been
paid and are eligible for reimbursement; and (3) provide a
detailed report of the dog control activities performed by
the successful applicant during the referenced 4-month
period.

By September 15, 2004, the grant recipient will: (1)
deliver copies of the eligible bills it has paid between May
1 and August 31, 2004; (2) verify that these bills have
been paid and are eligible for reimbursement; and (3)
provide a detailed report of the dog control activities
performed by the successful applicant during the refer-
enced 4-month period.

By January 15, 2005, the grant recipient will: (1)
deliver copies of the eligible bills it has paid between
September 1 and December 31, 2004; (2) verify that these
bills have been paid and are eligible for reimbursement;
and (3) provide a detailed report of the dog control
activities performed by the successful applicant during
the referenced 4-month period.

c. Payment by the Department. The Department will
reimburse a grant recipient for eligible bills within 60
days of receiving a complete and timely reimbursement
request.

d. Termination. The Department may terminate a
grant agreement at any time by providing the grant
recipient written notice of termination at the address set
forth on the grant application.

LAND RECYCLING AND

Acknowledgment of Notices of Intent to Remediate
Submitted under the Land Recycling and Envi-
ronmental Remediation Standards Act (35 P. S.

The two existing
thermal oxidizers will, however, be retained as backup
control devices. The proposed thermal oxidizer will pro-
vide an equivalent level of control to that achieved by the
two existing thermal oxidizers so there will be no change
in the emission rates of VOCs or HAPs from the batch
chemical reactor systems (maximum controlled emission
rates of 2.08 tons of VOCs and 1.62 tons of HAPs per
year).

Avery Dennison Chemical Division (US) has also pro-
posed the reactivation of a storage tank which has been
out of use for approximately 10 years.

the best available technology requirements of 25 Pa. Code
§§ 127.1 and 127.12 and that the storage tank will do the
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same following its reactivation. Based on this finding, the
Department intends to approve the application and issue
plan approval for the installation of the thermal oxidizer
and the reactivation of the storage tank.

The following is a summary of the conditions the
Department proposes to place in the plan approval to
ensure compliance with all applicable regulatory require-
ments:

5. The thermal oxidizer shall be equipped with a
programmable logic controller which regulates the ratio of
process gas and air introduced to the oxidizer.

6. Within 120 days of startup of the thermal oxidizer,
VOC stacktesting shall be performed.

7. The reactivated storage tank shall be equipped with
a pressure vacuum valve set to release at no less than 1.0
psig pressure and .3 psig vacuum.

8. No materials shall be stored in the reactivated
storage tank other than those identified in the plan
approval application unless prior Department approval is
obtained.

A work plan for conducting a baseline remedial
investigation is required by provisions of the Act for
compliance with selection of a special industrial area
remediation. The baseline remedial investigation, based
on the work plan, is compiled into the baseline environ-
mental report to establish a reference point to show
existing contamination, describe proposed remediation to
be done and include a description of existing or potential
public benefits of the use or reuse of the property. The
Department may approve or disapprove plans and reports
submitted. This notice provides the Department’s decision
and, if relevant, the basis for disapproval.

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) announces the availability of applications to mu-
nicipalities for recycling program grant assistance under
section 902 of the Municipal Waste Planning, Recycling
and Waste Reduction Act (Act 101) (53 P. S. § 4000.902).
Municipalities eligible for recycling grants include coun-
ties, cities, boroughs, incorporated towns, townships,
home rule municipalities, councils of governments,
consortiums or similar entities established by two or more
municipalities under 53 Pa.C.S. Chapter 23, Subchapter

Applicants must be in compliance with the provisions of
Act 101 and the implementing regulations to be eligible to
receive grant funding. At a minimum, those communities
mandated to recycle under Act 101 must have enacted an
ordinance that includes, but is not limited to, the follow-
ing:

a. A requirement for the separation of at least three
materials from municipal solid waste (MSW) by residents
of homes and apartments.

b. A requirement for the separation of leaf waste (as
defined by Act 101) from MSW by residents of homes and
apartments.

c. A requirement for the separation of at least high-
grade office paper, corrugated paper, aluminum and leaf
waste from MSW by commercial, municipal and institu-
tional establishments.

d. A curbside collection system for recyclable materials
operating at least once per month.

e. Provisions to ensure compliance with the ordinance.

f. Provisions for the recycling of collected materials.

In addition, mandated municipalities must conduct a
recycling education program which notifies all persons
occupying every residential, commercial, municipal and
institutional establishment within its borders of the re-
quirements of the ordinance. This must be conducted at
least once every 6 months.

Communities not mandated to recycle must provided
assurance that their recycling program will be operated
in conformance with the Department’s Guidelines for
Proper Management of Recyclable Materials. Applicants
must be in compliance with any previous grant contract
provisions.

No application requesting more than $2 million in grant
funding will be accepted.

The following categories of recycling projects will be
given funding priority in the order given:

1. Projects bringing communities newly mandated to
recycle as determined by the 2000 Federal census into
compliance with Act 101.

2. Regional and intergovernmental cooperative projects.

3. Projects implemented by a municipality in which the
affected community is mandated to participate.

Projects in which the level of recycling education
exceeds the requirements of section 1501(d) of Act 101 for
all persons occupying residential, commercial, institu-
tional and municipal premises.

4. Municipalities that offset recycling programs costs
with revenue from the sale of materials collected by their
recycling programs or recycling performance grants.

Projects eligible for grant funding are those which
divert the following recyclable materials from municipal
solid waste: clear glass, colored glass, aluminum, steel
and bimetallic cans, high-grade office paper, newsprint,
corrugated paper, other marketable grades of paper,
plastics, source separated food scraps and leaf and yard
wastes.

Eligible recycling program development costs
include: recycling program design costs; recycling market
investigations; development of recycling market commit-
ments; development of recycling program ordinances;
developing of recycling public education programs; and
the costs of developing contracts for procuring equipment
or services necessary for the operation of the recycling
program.

Eligible recycling program implementation costs
include: purchasing or leasing vehicles used to collect
recyclables, transport recyclables to processing facilities
or markets and vehicles used in the operation of a
materials recovery facility; reusable containers for the
collection or storage of recyclable materials; acquiring
and/or renovating buildings for the processing or storage
of recovered materials; equipment used to process or
manufacture recyclable materials into usable products;
improvements to land needed to operate a recycling
facility or yard waste composting facility authorized un-
der 25 Pa. Code § 103(h); and the costs associated with
educating the public on recycling program requirements,
including the development and publication of printed and
audio-visual educational materials, advertisements, the
development of Internet ‘‘Recycling Home Pages’’ and
school or special event programs. Composting projects
and programs will be considered to be recycling projects
or programs accordingly.

A municipality must retain sole ownership of equip-
ment or facilities funded by the grant. Funding for
equipment or facilities purchased for the recycling pro-
gram used for recycling and other purposes will be
prorated according to its recycling use. Funding for

certain leaf and yard waste collection equipment may be
limited according to its seasonal use. Funding for wood
chipping equipment will be approved only when the
equipment is part of an approved yard waste composting
facility operating under the Department’s guidelines and
where the material is collected curbside from residents.
Funding of street sweepers for the purpose of leaf collec-
tion will not be considered.

Funding may be restricted in situations where equip-
ment or services requested through a grant application
may be available from the public or private sector within
the county of the applicant. Public notices may be
required before the grant application may be submitted
depending upon the nature of the funding request. When
the municipality submits the recycling grant application
to the Department, it must include proof of compliance
with the notification requirements, a description of any
responses received to the notice and an explanation of
why the municipality has concluded the mechanical pro-
cessing equipment is not available to the program from
the private sector.

Potential applicants must contact the appropriate De-
partment regional planning and recycling coordinator to
schedule a preapplication conference to discuss applica-
tion requirements and program particulars. Applications
will be returned to municipalities that fail to schedule
preapplication conferences. Grant application forms are
available from the Department regional offices and the
Department’s website, www.dep.state.pa.us (directLINK
‘‘Recycling Grants’’).

Grant applications must be received or postmarked by
3 p.m. on June 26, 2003. Applications received by the
Department after that date will not be considered during
the current round of solicitation. Applications must be on
forms provided by the Department, with two copies
submitted to the Department Central Office (Rachel
Carson State Office Building, Harrisburg) and one copy
submitted to the appropriate county recycling coordinator.
Grant awards will be predicated on the receipt of recy-
cling fees required by sections 701 and 702 of Act 101 and
the availability of moneys in the Recycling Fund.

Bond Rate Guidelines for the Calculation of Land
Reclamation Bonds on Coal Mining Operations

The Department of Environmental Protection (De-
partment) announces the bond rate guidelines for 2003

for anthracite and bituminous coal mining operations.
The authority for bonding coal mining operations is The
Clean Streams Law (35 P. S. §§ 691.1—691.1001), the
Surface Mining Conservation and Reclamation Act (52
P. S. §§ 1396.1—1396.19a), the Coal Refuse Disposal Con-
trol Act (52 P. S. §§ 30.51—30.66) and the regulations
promulgated thereunder at 25 Pa. Code Chapter 86,
Subchapter F (relating to bonding and insurance re-
quirements). These guidelines will be used in calculating
the land reclamation bonds for surface coal mining activi-
ties including surface mines, coal refuse disposal sites,
coal refuse reprocessing sites, coal processing facilities
and the surface facilities of underground mining opera-
tions. The procedures for calculating land reclamation
bonds are described in technical guidance 563-2504-001,
‘‘Conventional Bonding for Land Reclamation—Coal,’’
which is available on the Department’s website
(www.dep.state.pa.us) at the Public Participation Center
page.

The Department will apply the 2003 Bond Rate Guide-
lines in Table 1 when calculating bond amounts for new
permits and permit renewals, at the midterm of the
permit and when a change in a mine’s operation or
reclamation plan necessitates a recalculation of the bond.
The Department may review the adequacy of bonds on
existing permits based on the bond rate guidelines at any
time.

The bond rate guidelines do not apply to bonds assur-
ing replacement of water supplies under subsection 3.1(c)
of the Surface Mining Conservation and Reclamation Act
or to bonds ensuring compliance with the requirements of
the Bituminous Mine Subsidence and Land Conservation
Act (52 P. S. §§ 1406.1—1406.21).

General Methodology

The Department developed the bond rate guidelines for
2003 from a database of unit costs provided by the
Bureau of Abandoned Mine Reclamation (BAMR). The
BAMR database lists contract bid amounts for the various
unit operations needed to complete reclamation of a mine
site for years 1998—2001.

In general, the bond rate for a given unit operation is
the weighted average of the three lowest bids for that
unit operation. Not all unit operations included in the
BAMR database are included in Table 1. Some unit
operations listed in the database were combined to
streamline the guidelines. In the event that a unit
operation necessary to calculate a reclamation bond is not
listed in Table 1, then any additional cost information
available from BAMR will be used. If enough data is still
not available, the rate will be set from a standard
reference like ‘‘Means Building Construction Cost Data.’’

Environmental Quality Board Regulation No. 7-378
Small Sources of NOx, Cement Kilns and Large

Internal Combustion Engines
March 20, 2003

We submit for consideration the following objections
and recommendations regarding this regulation. Each
objection or recommendation includes a reference to the
criteria in the Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(h)
and (i)) which have not been met. The Environmental
Quality Board (EQB) must respond to these Comments
when it submits the final-form regulation. If the final-
form regulation is not delivered within 2 years of the
close of the public comment period, the regulation will be
deemed withdrawn.
1. EQB request in the Preamble for comment in

three areas.—Economic impact; Feasibility; Rea-
sonableness.
In the Preamble, Section I, Public Comments, the EQB

specifically requests comment on three areas which are
pertinent to the regulation. Each of the EQB’s questions
are discussed.

The EQB request for comment on §§ 129.201 and
129.202 that allow averaging emissions from two or more
boilers to demonstrate compliance. Should these sections
allow more flexibility or allow less flexibility?
Averaging

Sections 129.201(b) and 129.202(c) state the owner of
two or more sources (boilers or stationary combustion

turbines, respectively) ‘‘may propose in writing to the
Department to demonstrate compliance with this section
by averaging emissions from the affected sources . . . . The
Department will approve the averaging proposal in writ-
ing.’’

Commentators have stated that the flexibility of aver-
aging is the most effective manner to achieve compliance.
Our concern is that the regulation does not include the
criteria the Department of Environmental Protection (De-
partment) will use, and how that criteria will be applied,
to decide whether to approve an averaging proposal.
Given that these decisions will affect industry and com-
petitiveness, definitive standards need to be established
in this regulation.

We also have several questions regarding how averag-
ing would be applied:

• On what basis would the average be calculated?
Would the average be based on permitted hours of
operation or actual hours? Could an owner average
boilers and internal combustion engines together or must
they be treated separately?

• How would ownership be established? How would
joint ownership of a source be handled?

• Why is averaging limited to sources within the
specified five county area? Should ‘‘upwind’’ sources also
be included?

We agree that flexibility will allow more cost effective
control of emissions. However, as written, the language of
the proposed regulation regarding averaging lacks clarity
and could be applied inconsistently. The regulation
should:

• Specify the particular conditions and calculations for
averaging emissions from multiple sources.

• Include or reference the process for reviewing an
averaging proposal, the process for appeals and the
process for an applicant to make amendments to respond
to any concerns raised by the Department.

• Include timeframes for decisions on applications,
given that this process will determine compliance or the
need for an alternative strategy. If the review process
takes too long or is overly complicated, a business whose
averaging proposal is denied would need time to comply
using an alternative strategy.

Purchasing Allowances

In regard to flexibility, the proposed regulation does not
mention the purchase of allowances to attain compliance.
For example, an owner of multiple sources is able to
average under this proposed rulemaking, while an owner
of a single source has no other option but strict compli-
ance. The Department’s NOx Budget Program allows
units operating in the same region to comply by purchas-
ing allowances. Why didn’t the EQB include an option for
sources to comply by purchasing allowances?

The EQB request for affected sources to submit detailed
information concerning the technical feasibility of the
proposed control requirements and potential cost to comply
for the affected units in this Commonwealth.

Feasibility

Many commentators stated that they have already
added emission controls under prior programs. As a result
they argue that any further emission reductions from
these sources would be minimal. Others commented that
their sources only operate a few hours in a typical year.
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Some commentators offered that the EQB’s requirements
were not technologically feasible. For example, operators
of municipal waste combustors (MWCs) claim that the
EQB’s requirement for an additional reduction of approxi-
mately 51% cannot be achieved. Currently, an MWC
meeting the maximum available control technology
(MACT) requirements has a minimum efficiency of 9% to
58%.

Commentators claim the United States Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) does not intend to further regu-
late MWCs based on the EPA’s October 21, 1998, pro-
posed Federal Implementation Plan, which stated ‘‘mu-
nicipal waste combustors should not be required to reduce
emissions beyond that already required by the maximum
achievable control technology rules for NOx under Sec-
tions 111 and 129 of the Clean Air Act.’’ The EQB needs
to demonstrate that compliance is possible and determine
what equipment will be needed to comply. In addition to
technical feasibility, the EQB needs to demonstrate that
technically feasible solutions are not cost prohibitive.

Potential Costs

Commentators provided calculations demonstrating
that the required investment compared to the resulting
emission reduction far exceeds the cost estimates in the
EQB’s Preamble, Section F, Benefits Costs and Compli-
ance and Compliance Cost. In the Preamble, costs are
presented as dollars per ton, but it is not clear what costs
the EQB included in the estimates. It is also unclear
what level of operation or reduction is required to achieve
estimates in dollars per ton. Some commentators believe
their costs per ton would be tens of thousands of dollars.

Some commentators included detailed capital and oper-
ating costs in their estimates. Using MWCs as an ex-
ample, operators claim compliance with the proposed
standard would cost approximately $12,000 per ton of
NOx, compared with the EQB’s estimate of $1,500 to
$3,500 per ton. Additionally, another commentator stated
the capital cost of a continuous emission monitoring
system (CEMS) is more than $150,000 with annual
operating costs greater than $50,000. Yet another com-
mentator stated that the cost of CEMS effectively pre-
vents sources from opting into the NOx Budget Program.

In conclusion, on the EQB’s question on technical
feasibility and potential costs, for the sources selected in
the final-form rulemaking, the EQB should:

• Describe the control equipment available to achieve
compliance with the proposed rulemaking.

• Provide detailed estimates of the costs including a
breakdown of components such as additional equipment
needed to comply and the costs of monitoring and report-
ing.

• Provide a detailed explanation of how those costs
were developed.

• Explain why the control of these sources is the most
cost effective alternative for the Commonwealth to
achieve compliance with the National Ambient Air Qual-
ity Standards (NAAQS).

The EQB request for comment on whether the regulation
should apply Statewide and for the entire year.

A majority of the commentators disagree with applying
these requirements Statewide and for the entire year.
They are concerned that the costs for maintaining and
enforcing the program will outweigh the environmental

benefits achieved and are not consistent with the in-
tended purpose of this regulation.

The EQB’s stated purpose of this rulemaking is to
reduce ozone by reducing ozone season NOx emissions. To
expand this rulemaking to apply for the entire year is
outside the stated purpose for this rulemaking. How
would application of these standards Statewide and for
the entire year bring the Commonwealth into compliance
for the ozone months?

If the EQB decides to apply this regulation Statewide
and for the entire year, the EQB needs to demonstrate
why this is needed to comply with the NAAQS. In
addition, the EQB would have to justify why these
sources must comply outside the ozone season, while
similar sources, such as those in the NOx Budget Trading
Program in Chapter 145, Subchapter A must comply only
within the ozone season.
Advanced Notice of Final Rulemaking

If the EQB adds language to the final-form regulation
in response to comments on these issues, it should
consider either using a separate proposed rulemaking or
publishing the language in an Advanced Notice of Final
Rulemaking. Otherwise, the legislature, the public and
the Commission will not have had an opportunity to
review and comment on the specific regulatory language
in comparison to the opportunity for comment on a
proposed rulemaking.
2. Opt-in provisions.—Reasonableness.

This rulemaking appears to limit ‘‘opt-in’’ to two specific
circumstances: § 129.201(a)(2) for boilers greater than
250 million Btu/hour and § 129.202(a)(2) for stationary
combustion turbines greater than 250 million Btu/hour.
‘‘Opt-in’’ is not mentioned for the other sources affected by
this rulemaking including stationary internal combustion
engines, boilers less than 250 million Btu/hour and
cement manufacturing. We note these sources may not
meet the existing definition of ‘‘unit’’ in § 145.2, which
may in turn preclude them from the ‘‘opt-in process’’ in
existing Chapter 145. Why didn’t the EQB include
amendments in this rulemaking that would allow these
other sources to ‘‘opt-in’’?
3. Compliance by the May 1, 2005 deadline.—

Reasonableness; Feasibility; Need.

In §§ 129.201(a), 129.202(a), 129.203(b), 145.113,
145.143 and 145.144(a)(1), the EQB imposes a compliance
deadline of ‘‘May 1, 2005.’’ Commentators have stated
that it will be difficult to comply by that deadline. For
example, commentators stated that planning, construction
and installation of control equipment and CEMS could
take 18 months to 3 years. The EQB should explain why
this deadline is reasonable, feasible and necessary.

4. Exemptions.—Need; Economic impact; Exempt-
ing smaller sources; Reasonableness; Feasibility.

The EQB has exempted emergency gas turbines and
fire-fighting turbines in § 129.202(b). Has the EQB con-
sidered further exemptions for units that are not run for
many hours in the ozone season such as electric genera-
tion peaking units, emergency back up generators and
power generation sources used for research, development
and testing purposes? Compliance with this proposed
rulemaking may not be feasible given the cost of compli-
ance versus the amount of actual time these energy
sources are used. We also question how many tons of
reduction these sources represent and the cost per ton for
them to comply. The EQB should explain the need to
regulate these sources and why this is cost effective.
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5. Section 121.1. Definitions.—Reasonableness; Con-
sistency with existing statutes.

Stationary internal combustion engine
This definition applies to any stationary internal com-

bustion engine that is ‘‘carried or moved from one location
to another and remains at a single site at a building,
structure, facility or installation for more than 30 days.’’
(Emphasis added.) A commentator interprets section
209(e) of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C.A. § 7543(e)) as
requiring installation for 12 months. The commentator
notes that the definition of ‘‘nonroad engine’’ in 40 CFR
90.3 uses the timeframe of 12 months. Why did the EQB
use 30 days?
Chapter 129. Standards for Sources.
6. General.—Economic and fiscal impact; Feasibil-

ity; Reasonableness.
Waste to energy facilities.

Commentators have argued that MWCs should be
exempt from the requirements of this rulemaking for
reasons including: the difficulty of predicting emissions
due to the variability of fuel; the facilities have already
implemented MACT; the limits set by this regulation may
not be achievable; and these facilities provide other
environmental benefits. The EQB should explain why
these facilities were chosen for further reductions. Addi-
tionally, the EQB should explain what equipment will
work at these facilities to achieve compliance and provide
the associated costs of installation and operation of this
equipment.
7. Section 129.201. Standards for boilers; Section

129.202. Standards for stationary combustion tur-
bines; and Section 129.203. Standards for station-
ary internal combustion engines.—Clarity.
Sections 129.201(b), 129.202(c) and 129.203(c) state

‘‘The Department will approve the averaging proposal in
writing.’’ (Emphasis added.) The word ‘‘will’’ implies all
proposals will be approved. If the Department intends to
exercise discretion, these provisions should be rewritten
to state proposals will be considered and that Department
action will be in writing.
8. Section 129.203. Standards for stationary inter-

nal combustion engines.—Feasibility; Reasonable-
ness.

Subsection (b)(1)
This paragraph requires an emission limit ‘‘for a spark-

ignited engine of 1.5 grams of NOx per brake horsepower-
hour.’’ A commentator has stated that this standard is
technically infeasible, and will not be met on most lean
burn engines. Further, an engine control efficiency aver-
age close to 3.0 grams of NOx per brake horsepower-hour
is feasible and would result in an 82% NOx reduction.
The EQB should explain how the 1.5 grams of NOx per
brake horsepower-hour could be met.
9. Section 145.115. Reporting, monitoring and

recordkeeping.—Need; Feasibility; Reasonable-
ness.

Subsection (c)
This subsection states that an owner or operator of a

unit subject to compliance shall ‘‘maintain records neces-
sary to demonstrate compliance . . . at the facility at
which the unit is located.’’ Is it necessary to keep the
records at the facility? The EQB should explain the need
for onsite recordkeeping requirements as opposed to
allowing a source to keep records at a centralized loca-
tion.

10. Section 145.143. Standard requirements.—Feasi-
bility; Economic impact.
One commentator explained why low NOx burners are

not technically feasible or cost effective. As stated in our
earlier comment on feasibility, the EQB needs to demon-
strate that compliance is possible and what equipment
will be needed to comply. In addition to technical feasibil-
ity, the EQB needs to also demonstrate that technically
feasible solutions are not cost prohibitive.

Commentators have stated that the alternative control
allowed in paragraph (3) is overly restrictive because it is
based on actual 1990 emissions. Commentators believe
the regulation should allow an uncontrolled 1990
baseline. Why did the EQB use the actual 1990 emis-
sions?
11. Section 145.144. Reporting, monitoring and

recordkeeping.—Reasonableness.
Subsection (b) requires CEMS, but does not allow any

alternatives. Chapter 145 allows other sources the oppor-
tunity to use alternatives to CEMS, including proposed
§ 145.115(b)(1)(ii). Why did the EQB foreclose the oppor-
tunity for cement kilns to comply using an alternative
monitoring method?
