“yes.” None of the lines should be left blank.

After you have finished reading this and filling it out,
you should sign it on the last page, on the line that says
“Defendant.” You should also initial each page at the
bottom, but only if you have read and have understood
that page. If there is anything that you do not under-
stand, you should say so in writing on this form. You
should also tell your lawyer and the Judge who hears

your case, so that they can explain it to you fully, to make
sure you understand all your rights.

Most of these questions are designed to be answered
“yes” or “no.” Where general information is asked for,
however, please answer fully.

1. What is your full name?

2. Are you known by any other name or alias?

3. If the answer to Number 2 is “yes” state the other
name or aliases.

27. Do you understand that the Court is not a party to
any agreement or recommendation made by the parties
and that any recommendation and/or stipulation regard-
ing sentence is not binding on the Court and you
knowingly waive the right to withdraw this plea if the

28. Are you aware of the permissible range of sentence
and/or fines that can be imposed for the offenses to which
you are pleading guilty?

29. Are you aware of the maximum sentence and/or
fine which the Court could impose upon you for each of
the offenses to which you are pleading guilty?

30. Do you understand that any sentence imposed upon
you for any of the offenses to which you are pleading
guilty can be imposed consecutively to either (a) any
sentence imposed upon you for any other offense for
which you are pleading guilty in this case; or (b) any
sentence imposed upon you in any other case?

31. Do you understand that “consecutive” sentences
means that one sentence will follow after another and
that “consecutive” sentences do not run at the same
time?

Superior Court of Pennsylvania.

If you do not file your petition within ten (10) days of
your sentence or do not file a Notice of Appeal to the
Superior Court within thirty (30) days after your petition
to withdraw your guilty plea is denied, you give up your
right to ever complain again of any of those four areas,
including incompetent counsel.

Do you understand the meaning of the various appeal
rights that have just been explained to you?
