Eligible Partnerships Postsecondary Grant Appli-
cation Guidelines for Conducting Mathematics
Professional Development for Educators in this
Commonwealth

The Department of Education has established Eligible
Partnerships Postsecondary Grant Application (applica-
tion) guidelines to provide direction to eligible partner-
ships for submitting applications targeting the quality of
teachers, principals and paraprofessionals. An eligible

partnership that receives a grant under these guidelines
shall use the grant for designing and implementing
mathematics professional development for this Common-
wealth which provides assistance to high need local
educational agencies, their teachers, principals and para-
professionals to ensure that they are able to use the
Commonwealth’s mathematics content standards and
Pennsylvania System of School Assessment data to
strengthen and enhance instructional practices for im-
proving student academic achievement. The guidelines
define a partnership that is eligible to apply; each
partnership must designate either an institution of higher
education or an intermediate unit as the lead organiza-
tion to execute a contract or memorandum of understand-
ing with the Commonwealth. Approximately $1.6 million
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is available on a competitive basis under these guidelines.
Eight to ten contracts or memoranda of understanding
will be awarded in amounts ranging from $10,000 to
$200,000.

This notice provides information about persons who have applied for a new, amended or renewed NPDES or WQM

permit, a permit waiver for certain stormwater discharges or submitted a Notice of Intent (NOI) for coverage under a
General Permit. The applications concern, but are not limited to, discharges related to industrial, animal or sewage
waste, discharges to groundwater, discharges associated with municipal separate storm sewer systems (MS4), stormwater
associated with construction activities or concentrated animal feeding operations (CAFOs). This notice is provided in
accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91 and 92 and 40 CFR Part 122, implementing The Clean Streams Law (35 P. S.
§§ 691.1—691.1001) and the Federal Clean Water Act.

For NPDES renewal applications in Section I, the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has made a
tentative determination to reissue these permits for 5 years subject to effluent limitations and monitoring and reporting
requirements in their current permits, with appropriate and necessary updated requirements to reflect new and changed
regulations and other requirements.

For applications for new NPDES permits and renewal applications with major changes in Section II, as well as
applications for MS4 individual permits and individual stormwater construction permits in Sections IV and VI, the
Department, based upon preliminary reviews, has made a tentative determination of proposed effluent limitations and
other terms and conditions for the permit applications. These determinations are published as proposed actions for
comments prior to taking final actions.

Unless indicated otherwise, the EPA Region III Administrator has waived the right to review or object to proposed
NPDES permit actions under the waiver provision in 40 CFR 123.24(d).

Persons wishing to comment on an NPDES application are invited to submit a statement to the contact office noted
before the application within 30 days from the date of this public notice. Persons wishing to comment on a WQM permit
application are invited to submit a statement to the office noted before the application within 15 days from the date of
this public notice. Comments received within the respective comment periods will be considered in the final
determinations regarding the applications. Comments should include the name, address and telephone number of the
writer and a concise statement to inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon
which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests for a public hearing on applications. A public hearing may be held if the
responsible office considers the public response significant. If a hearing is scheduled, a notice of the hearing will be
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within the relevant geographical area. The
Department will postpone its final determination until after any public hearings are held.

Description of Proposed Activity: Groundwater remediation system and noncontact cooling water discharge.

Acknowledgment of Notices of Intent to Remediate
Submitted under the Land Recycling and Envi-
ronmental Remediation Standards Act (35 P. S.

Furthermore, the person
shall not be subject to citizen suits or other contribution
actions brought by responsible persons not participating
in the remediation.

Under sections 304(n)(1)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a Site-Specific
Standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the Notice of Intent to Remediate is pub-
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in the area of
the site. For the sites identified, proposed for remediation
to a Site-Specific Standard or as a special industrial area,
the municipality, within which the site is located, may
request to be involved in the development of the remedia-
tion and reuse plans for the site if the request is made
within 30 days of the date specified. During this comment
period, the municipality may request that the person
identified, as the remediator of the site, develop and

implement a public involvement plan. Requests to be
involved and comments should be directed to the
remediator of the site.

Calculation of Limited Tort Differential
In Section 19 of Act of 1990, Act of February 7, 1990, 75

Pa.C.S. § 1799.7, the Pennsylvania General Assembly
recognized that insurers writing private automobile insur-
ance in Pennsylvania would realize substantial savings in
their overall loss costs if their insureds were given the
option of electing limited tort coverage in their policies.
Because this option reduces insurers’ potential liability,
auto insurers have indeed experienced significant recipro-
cal savings since Act 6 was passed. These savings, in
turn, have resulted in lower insurance rates for many
Pennsylvania policyholders, which was clearly the legisla-
ture’s intent.

Following the enactment of Act 6, the Insurance De-
partment (‘‘Department’’) initially required a minimum
differential of 13.3% between full tort and limited tort
rates. In 1991, the Department then determined that a
minimum 15.3% differential between the full tort and
limited tort rates was appropriate to ensure that rates
adequately reflected the reciprocal savings that insurers
would realize as a result of the limited tort option. Now,
with the availability of sufficient, credible data reflecting
the actual historical loss experience that has resulted
since the enactment of Act 6, the Department has deter-
mined that it is an appropriate and preferred actuarial
methodology to apply the loss cost differential for full
versus limited tort on a per-coverage basis so that insurer
expenses, losses and income are allocated according to the
coverages that generate the same under the provisions of
Act 6. See 75 Pa.C.S. § 1799.7(g). That is, the premium
rates charged for auto insurance coverage in Pennsylva-
nia should be adjusted to reflect the differing impact that
the reciprocal limited tort loss cost savings has on each
form of affected coverage—specifically, bodily injury, first
party benefits, and uninsured/underinsured motorist cov-
erage.

The Department has obtained and analyzed data indi-
cating that selection of the limited tort option results in

reduced loss costs of approximately 40% for bodily injury,
first party benefits, and uninsured/underinsured motorist
coverages over full tort selectors. Therefore, effective
immediately, private passenger auto rate filings must
apply the limited tort differential on a coverage-by-
coverage basis and apply a minimum differential of 40%
on bodily injury, first party benefits, and uninsured/
underinsured motorist coverages unless an insurer is able
to provide sufficient, credible data to demonstrate that a
different limited tort differential is appropriate for those
coverages.

All private passenger auto insurers must submit new
rate filings applying the limited tort differential on a
coverage-by-coverage basis on or before December 1, 2003,
to become effective for all policies issued or renewed after
60 days following approval of the filing by the Depart-
ment or notification of receipt of the filing if made on a
‘‘file and use’’ basis. Insurers submitting rate filings that
apply the standard 40% limited tort differential for the
affected coverages and make no other changes to their
existing, approved rates can do so on a ‘‘file and use’’
basis. Insurers submitting rate filings that do not apply
the standard 40% differential for the affected coverages
must provide sufficient, credible data to support their
proposed differential and otherwise demonstrate to the
Department’s satisfaction that the filing appropriately
applies the limited tort premium differential on a
coverage-by-coverage basis.

Because the failure to apply an appropriate limited tort
differential may result in excessive, inadequate or un-
fairly discriminatory rates, any private passenger auto
insurer that fails to submit a filing reflecting the appro-
priate limited tort differential by the required date may
be subject to appropriate regulatory action by the Depart-
ment, including the possible disapproval of any rates
currently in effect.

Within the next few weeks the Department will be
conducting a data call requiring all insurance companies
writing private passenger automobile insurance in Penn-
sylvania to collect certain information and submit it to
the Department within 90 days.

• The aggregate amount of loss adjustment expense

reserves outstanding.
• A table showing separately by accident year and

county the number of claims first reported (or arising) in
2002.

• A table showing separately by accident year and
disposition (that is, judgement of arbitration panel, judg-
ment of court, settlement or other) the number of claims
closed (or disposed) in 2002.

• A separate table for each type of disposition previ-
ously identified showing for claims closed (or disposed) in
2002 separately by accident year: the number of claims
closed (or disposed) with payment; the total losses in-
curred for those claims closed with payment; and the
basic coverage premiums collected.

Reports must be submitted in electronic form as an
Excel spreadsheet. A letter has been mailed instructing
medical malpractice carriers to submit their 2002 data.

Rescission Order

By the Commission:

On June 27, 2003, the Commission entered a Default
Order at C-20039886 and A-310296 against Allegheny
Coin Company, Inc. (Allegheny Coin or Respondent), an
interexchange reseller, for failure to pay its monthly
Universal Service Fund (USF) assessments in violation of
52 Pa. Code §§ 63.161—63.171 and 66 Pa.C.S. §§ 3001—
3009. The Respondent filed a Petition for Rescission on
July 8, 2003, under 66 Pa.C.S. § 703(f) and (g) and 52 Pa.
Code § 5.572, informing the Commission that it had paid
the entire amount owed, $2,975.78, as well as its USF
assessment for July 2003, and late fees. Respondent also
pledged to make all future USF assessment payments in
a timely and responsible fashion. The Default Order was
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin on July 12, 2002,
at 33 Pa.B. 3453, and specifically recognized that the
Commission may impose a penalty if Respondent seeks
relief from the Default Order. Id. We shall grant the
subject Petition for Rescission contingent upon the pay-
ment of a civil penalty.

Background

The Respondent’s history of compliance with regulatory
requirements is abysmal. Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff
(Prosecutory Staff) has repeatedly been forced to take
action against Allegheny Coin to bring the Respondent
into compliance with the Public Utility Code and Com-
mission regulations. On April 7, 1999, Prosecutory Staff
filed a complaint at C-00992315 in response to Respon-
dent’s failure to pay its General Assessment for Fiscal
Year 1996-1997 in the amount of $4,624 and its General
Assessment for Fiscal Year 1998-1999 in the amount of
$1,987, both amounts which Respondent subsequently
paid by check on June 24, 1999. On January 16, 2001,
Prosecutory Staff filed a complaint at C-00014690 for the
Respondent’s failure to pay its General Assessment for
Fiscal Year 2000-2001 in the amount of $4,277, which the
Respondent subsequently paid by several checks received
by the Commission from November 28, 2000, through
May 5, 2001. On May 23, 2002, Prosecutory Staff filed a
complaint at C-20027846 for Respondent’s failure to file
its 2000 Annual Report, which was subsequently filed on
June 26, 2002. On January 17, 2003, Prosecutory Staff
filed a complaint at C-20039304 for Respondent’s failure
to file its 2001 Annual Report, which the Respondent

subsequently filed on February 3, 2003, accompanied by
the $250 civil penalty for late filing.

On April 3, 2003, Prosecutory Staff instituted the
current proceeding by filing a complaint against Alle-
gheny Coin alleging that Respondent’s monthly USF
assessments were more than 90 days past due. The
complaint charged that the Respondent’s failure to pay
these assessments violates 52 Pa. Code §§ 63.161—
63.171 and 66 Pa.C.S. §§ 3001—3009. Prosecutory Staff’s
complaint sought an order from the Commission canceling
the Respondent’s certificate of public convenience for
failure to pay its USF assessments. The complaint was
sent by certified mail by the Secretary’s Bureau on April
22, 2003, and, according to the postal return receipt,
service was perfected on April 24, 2003. Since no answer
to the complaint was filed, the Commission issued a
Default Order on June 27, 2003.

Discussion

Section 3301(a) and (b) of the Public Utility Code, 66
Pa.C.S. § 3301(a) and (b), authorizes the Commission to
impose a maximum civil penalty of $1,000 per day for
violations of the statute, regulations and orders. In
addition, the Commission has adopted certain standards
that must be applied when imposing a civil penalty for
violations of the Commission’s orders and regulations.
Joseph A. Rosi v. Bell Atlantic-Pennsylvania, Inc. and
Sprint Communications Company (Rosi), C-00992409
(March 16, 2000). In Rosi, the Commission adopted
standards to be applied to determine the amount of the
civil penalty in litigated slamming cases. These stan-
dards, however, have also been considered when evaluat-
ing settlement agreements in nonlitigated slamming
cases. Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission v. PEPCO
Energy Services, M-00001432 (November 9, 2000). Fur-
thermore, the Commission has determined that the Rosi
factors are generic in nature and are applicable in
determining the amount of a civil penalty for all viola-
tions of the Public Utility Code and Commission regula-
tions. Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission v. NCIC
Operator Services, M-00001440 (December 21, 2000).
Therefore, the Rosi standards must be used in all cases
when determining the appropriate amount of a civil
penalty for all types of violations for all categories of
public utilities. Id.

The standards for developing a civil penalty that are
set forth in Rosi are as follows:

1. Whether the violation was intentional or negligent.
If the violation is intentional, the Commission should
start with the presumption that the penalty will be in the
range of $500 to $1,000 per day. If the violation is
negligent, the Commission should start with the pre-
sumption that the penalty will be in the range of zero
dollars to $500 per day. The precise penalty amount per
day will be arrived at by applying the following additional
standards, while recognizing that the Commission retains
broad discretion in determining a total civil penalty
amount that is reasonable on an individual case basis.

2. Whether the regulated entity promptly and voluntar-
ily took steps to return the customer to the appropriate
carrier and credited the customer’s account.

3. Whether the regulated entity initiated procedures to
prevent future slamming.

4. The number of customers affected and the duration
of the violation.

5. Whether the penalty arises from a settlement or a
litigated proceeding.
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6. The compliance history of the regulated entity which
committed the violation.

7. Whether the regulated entity cooperated with the
Commission.

8. The amount necessary to deter future violations.

9. Past Commission decisions in similar situations.

10. Other relevant factors.

In this case, the following Rosi factors are applicable
for determining the appropriate amount of the civil
penalty to impose on Allegheny Coin: the nature of the
violation (intentional or negligent), whether the penalty
arises from a settlement or litigated proceeding, the
extent of cooperation by the regulated entity and the
compliance history of the utility.

The first standard raises the question as to whether
Respondent’s disregard of its USF assessment was inten-
tional or negligent. Since Respondent ignored the Com-
mission’s dunning efforts and Formal Complaint, we must
assume the action was intentional, although attributable
perhaps to financial difficulties.

The next standard we shall consider is the nature of
the proceeding, that is, whether the penalty arises from a
settlement or litigated proceeding. Unfortunately, the
Respondent has again wasted the Commission’s resources
through its repeated failure to make monthly USF pay-
ments in a timely manner, which in turn has required
Prosecutory Staff to take formal action.

The remaining standards we shall consider are Respon-
dent’s cooperation and compliance history. The Respon-
dent ignored its USF obligation until the Default Order
was issued, indicating a complete lack of cooperation.
Furthermore, Allegheny Coin has not been forthcoming
about any reasons for neglecting its USF financial obliga-
tion. Finally, given the Respondent’s previous history of
noncompliance, detailed herein, the reason expressed by
Allegheny Coin for why the Commission should grant its
petition, payment of past due and current assessments, is
particularly unpersuasive.

Based on our review of these specific Rosi standards,
we conclude that the failure to pay its contribution in a
timely manner is intentional, that this is a litigated
proceeding, Respondent has not cooperated with Prosecu-
tory Staff, and its compliance history is poor. Clearly, the
presumption is that the penalty will be in the range of
$500 to $1,000 per day and that there are no mitigating
factors to warrant a penalty at the lower end of the
range. However, the Commission retains broad discretion
in determining a total civil penalty amount that is
reasonable on an individual case basis. Rosi at 10.

The Commission’s Universal Service regulations have a
built-in penalty provision under 52 Pa. Code § 63.167(4)
that provides for the assessment of late-payment charges
(1.5%) on contributions that are 30 days or more past
due. In addition, the regulation requires the Administra-
tor to refer all accounts more than 90 days past due to
the Commission for enforcement. 52 Pa. Code § 63.167(b).
The enforcement contemplated by the Universal Service
regulations for failure to pay in a timely manner is
prohibition against providing service and other penalties
as are authorized under law. 52 Pa. Code § 63.171.

Accordingly, we will assess a civil penalty in the
amount of $1,000 for generally failing to pay the USF
assessments in a timely manner rather than calculate the
penalty as a continuous violation. Respondent has already
paid a late-payment penalty and this amount is four

times the amount in civil penalties the Respondent was
assessed in response to its annual report violation in
February 2003, and within the range contemplated by the
standard. We hope that this amount is large enough to
deter future violations of these regulations by Allegheny
Coin given the following warning: if the Respondent again
fails to comply with Commission regulations, we will not
be so favorably disposed and will revoke the Respondent’s
certificate of public convenience, absent extreme extenu-
ating circumstances; Therefore,
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Rescind the Commission’s June 27,
2003, Default Order is granted, consistent with this
Rescission Order.

2. The Default Order entered June 27, 2003, is hereby
rescinded subject to the Respondent’s compliance with
Ordering Paragraph No. 4, within 20 days.

3. A copy of this Rescission Order be published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin, and served on the Office of Trial
Staff, the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of
Small Business Advocate, the Department of General
Services, the Department of Corrections and the Attorney
General’s Bureau of Consumer Protection.

4. Allegheny Coin Company, Inc. is ordered to pay a
civil penalty in the amount of $1,000, under sections 3301
and 3315 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. §§ 3301
and 3315, by sending a certified check or money order
within 20 days after entry of this Order to Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission, Secretary’s Bureau, P. O. Box
3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265. The docket numbers for
this Order should be referenced in the check or money
order.

Rescission Order
On April 1, 2003, Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff

(Prosecutory Staff) instituted a complaint against Associa-
tion Administrator, Inc. (AAI or Respondent), a telecom-
munications interexchange reseller certificated at
A-310527, for failure to pay its 5th semiannual Telephone
Consumer Education Program Fund Contribution. Re-
spondent failed to file an answer to the complaint.
Consequently, on June 27, 2003, the Commission entered
a Default Order in this complaint proceeding against AAI
that sustained the complaint and set forth a process to
cancel Respondent’s certificate of public convenience.

This is the second violation that has led to initiation of
complaint proceedings to cancel AAI’s certificate of public
convenience since its issuance in 1997. Respondent’s
certificate was cancelled on April 4, 2002, for failure to
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file its 1999 Annual Report and a Petition for Reinstate-
ment was filed on June 13, 2002. In the August 8, 2002,
Order granting Respondent’s request for reinstatement of
its certificate, we cautioned that all future Commission
correspondence must be answered in a timely manner.

In this matter, the Respondent submitted a letter dated
July 1, 2003, to Prosecutory Staff requesting that the
Commission rescind the June 27, 2003, Default Order
revoking its certificate of public convenience. Prosecutory
Staff filed the letter with the Secretary’s Bureau on July
9, 2003. Although the letter included enclosed payment
for the 5th and 6th installments, $30 and $19, respec-
tively, no explanation was given for the delinquency.

Based on the fact that AAI made all required payments
including its 5th and 6th semiannual Telephone Con-
sumer Education Program Fund Contribution and that
the delinquencies involved minimal amounts, we shall
grant AAI’s request for rescission of the Default Order.
However, in accord with our prior warning about ignoring
Commission correspondence directed to AAI in the August
8, 2002, Order, we believe that a civil penalty is war-
ranted in this matter.

Accordingly, we shall assess a civil penalty in the
amount of $250 for failing to pay the 5th semiannual
Telephone Consumer Education Program Fund Contribu-
tion in a timely manner. Although no explanation was
provided for the delinquency and failure to respond to the
complaint, upon being informed that payments were due
through service of the Default Order, Respondent immedi-
ately took action to pay the installments and sought
rescission of the Default Order. Therefore, we find that
this action on the part of the Respondent indicates
negligent rather than intentional conduct. Based on the
standards set forth in Joseph A. Rosi v. Bell-Atlantic
Pennsylvania, Inc. and Sprint Communications Company,
L.P., C-00992409 (March 16, 2000), the presumption is
that the penalty will be in the range of zero dollars to
$500 per day and we believe that Respondent’s quick
action, along with the small amount of the delinquency,
are mitigating factors to warrant a penalty at the lower
end of the range. Given that the Commission retains
broad discretion in determining a total civil penalty
amount that is reasonable on an individual basis, Rosi at
10, we believe that this amount based on a ‘‘per occur-
rence’’ violation is large enough to deter future violations
of Commission regulations by AAI given the following
warning: if the Respondent again fails to comply with
Commission regulations, we will not be so favorably
disposed and will revoke the Respondent’s certificate of
public convenience, absent extreme extenuating circum-
stances; Therefore,

It Is Ordered That:

1. The Default Order entered June 27, 2003, is hereby
rescinded subject to the Respondent’s compliance with
Ordering Paragraph No. 3.

2. A copy of this Rescission Order be published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin and served on the Office of Trial
Staff, the Office of Consumer Advocate and the Office of
Small Business Advocate.

3. Association Administrators, Inc. is ordered to pay a
civil penalty in the amount of $250 under sections 3301
and 3315 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. §§ 3301
and 3315, by sending a certified check or money order
within 20 days after entry of this Order to Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission, Secretary’s Bureau, P. O. Box
3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265. The docket numbers for

this Order should be referenced in the check or money
order.

Statement of Commissioner Aaron Wilson, Jr.

I applaud the Commission’s willingness to impose
penalties on telecommunications carriers that violate our
regulations, fail to pay their assessments, or fail to timely
comply with our obligations regarding universal service
support. This approach is long overdue in the telecommu-
nications area.

However, I do not support application of any mitigation
criteria under Joseph A. Rosi v. Bell-Atlantic Pennsylva-
nia, Inc. and Sprint Communications, L.P., Docket No.
C-00992409 (March 16, 2000) (Rosi). The use of a ‘‘mitiga-
tion’’ criteria is disturbing because it legitimizes the
potential for discrimination in the application of the
penalty provisions of our Public Utility Code. Mitigation
is premised on a largely subjective view of a utility, a
utility’s counsel, or a utility’s reputation. I have not
supported, and do not support, use of criteria that
institutionalizes discriminatory and subjective treatment.
