AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

appropriation act. Where no date is specified or where the effective date specified is prior to the date of enactment, the
effective date is 60 days after final enactment except for statutes making appropriations or affecting budgets of political
subdivisions. See 1 Pa.C.S. §§ 1701—1704 (relating to effective dates of statutes).

Advance Copies of Statutes
Section 1106 of Title 1 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes provides that the prothonotaries of each county shall

file advance copies of statutes in their offices for public inspection until the Laws of Pennsylvania are generally available.
Section 2406(h) of The Administrative Code of 1929 provides that the Department of General Services shall distribute
advance sheets of the Laws of Pennsylvania to each law judge of the courts, to every county and public library of this
Commonwealth and to each member of the General Assembly. These copies shall be furnished without charge. The
Department shall also mail one copy of each law enacted during any legislative session to any person who pays to it the
sum of $20.

Som.R.J.A. 210. Restriction On Broadcasting, Re-
cording, and Photographs.

Unless specifically authorized by the Court, broadcast-
ing, televising, transmitting images by any means, record-

[7 PA. CODE CH. 104]

Sheep and Lamb Marketing Program; Wine Market-
ing and Research Program

The Department of Agriculture (Department) proposes
to delete Subchapter C (relating to sheep and lamb
marketing program) and add Subchapter F (relating to
wine marketing and research program) to read as set
forth in Annex A. The Pennsylvania Sheep and Lamb
Marketing Program (Sheep Program) is no longer in
existence. Therefore, Subchapter C is unnecessary. Pro-
posed Subchapter F provides the Pennsylvania Wine
Marketing and Research Program (Wine Program) needed
regulatory authority, while providing affected wine pro-
ducers guidance as to their obligations to the Wine
Program.

Statutory Authority

The Agricultural Commodities Marketing Act (act) (3
Pa.C.S. §§ 4501—4513) provides the legal authority for
this proposed rulemaking. Both the Sheep Program and
the Wine Program are agricultural commodity programs
established under authority of the act. Section 11 of the
act (3 Pa.C.S. § 4511) authorizes the Department to
promulgate regulations necessary to enforce the provi-
sions of any marketing program established under its
authority.

Purpose

The proposed rulemaking deletes Subchapter C. Due to
the termination of the Sheep Program, Subchapter C
serves no purpose.

The proposed rulemaking also affirms the obligations of
affected wine producers with respect to the Wine Pro-
gram, provides a mechanism for accounting and payment
of producer charges and establishes a mechanism for the
collection of producer charges from affected producers
who do not pay their fair share to support the Wine
Program.

Background

The act authorizes the establishment of an agricultural
commodity marketing program through a referendum
among affected producers of the agricultural commodity
involved. The Wine Program was established through a
referendum among persons who produce or sell wine
under authority of a limited winery license issued in
accordance with the Liquor Code (47 P. S. §§ 1-101—8-
803).

The production of wine is closely regulated. Holders of
limited winery licenses are required to report their wine
production and sales to the Liquor Control Board. This
production information assists the Wine Program in
calculating the producer charges owed it by each affected
wine producer. The producer charges are 15¢ per gallon of
wine sold within a particular January 1—December 31
marketing season.

The proposed rulemaking emphasizes the obligation of
an affected wine producer to account for and pay the
appropriate producer charges to the Wine Program and

provides the Wine Program a mechanism by which to
pursue collection of unpaid producer charges.
Need for the Proposed Rulemaking

The proposed rulemaking is necessary for the operation
of the Wine Program and makes extensive use of lan-
guage from existing regulations for other act-based agri-
cultural commodity marketing programs. The Department
is satisfied of the need for the proposed rulemaking.
Overview of the Major Provisions of the Proposed Rule-
making

Proposed §§ 104.73 and 104.74 (relating to producer
charges; and responsibility for payment of producer
charge), respectively, set forth the formula for calculation
of producer charge amounts and the responsibility of an
affected wine producer to pay these charges.

Proposed § 104.75 (relating to accounting and pay-
ment) describes the annual production verification state-
ment forms by which an affected wine producer is to
verify the quantity of wine produced within a given
marketing season. It also describes the procedures for
payment of producer charges and allows for the imposi-
tion of a penalty of between $100 and $5,000 against
affected producers who are delinquent with payment.
Affected Individuals and Organizations

There are approximately 70 holders of limited winery
licenses at present. The proposed rulemaking affects
these persons.
Fiscal Impact

Commonwealth—The proposed rulemaking imposes no
costs and has no fiscal impact on the Commonwealth.

Political Subdivisions—The proposed rulemaking im-
poses no costs and has no fiscal impact on political
subdivisions.

Private Sector—The proposed rulemaking imposes no
costs and has no adverse fiscal impact upon the private
sector. Although the proposed rulemaking references the
15¢ per gallon producer charge, the charge has been
established through a referendum among affected produc-
ers in accordance with the provisions of the act. The
proposed rulemaking repeats this existing obligation. The
proposed rulemaking does not create it. The proposed
rulemaking helps to fully fund the research and market-
ing efforts of the Wine Program. Although this is expected
to have a favorable economic impact upon this Common-
wealth’s wine production industry, this benefit is not
readily quantifiable.

General Public—The proposed rulemaking imposes no
costs and has no adverse fiscal impact upon the general
public.
Paperwork Requirements

The proposed rulemaking does not appreciably increase
the paperwork burden of the Department, other govern-
ment units or affected wine producers.
Effective Date

The proposed rulemaking will be effective upon final-
form publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
Sunset Date

There is no sunset date for the proposed rulemaking.
The Department will review the efficacy of these regula-
tions on an ongoing basis.
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Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), on January 16, 2004, the Department
submitted a copy of this proposed rulemaking and a copy
of a Regulatory Analysis Form to the Independent Regu-
latory Review Commission (IRRC) and to the Chairper-
sons of the House and Senate Standing Committees on
Agriculture and Rural Affairs.

§ 104.71. Scope.

This subchapter establishes the procedures by which
persons who produce or sell wine under authority of a
limited winery license shall account for and pay producer
charges owed the Program.

§ 104.72. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
subchapter, have the following meanings, unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise:

ACMA—The Agricultural Commodities Marketing Act
(3 Pa.C.S. §§ 4501—4513).

Board—The persons appointed by the Secretary from
among those producers whose commodities are subject to
the marketing and research program set forth in this
subchapter.

Department—The Department of Agriculture of the
Commonwealth.

Limited winery—The holder of a limited winery license
issued under authority of the Liquor Code (47 P. S.
§§ 1-101—8-803).

Marketing contract—Any contract or agreement be-
tween the Board and a person for the performance of
service related to advertising, promotion, research, mar-
keting, or other objectives in furtherance of the marketing
and research program set forth in this subchapter.

Marketing season—

(i) The initial marketing season for purposes of this
subchapter shall be from July 1, 2001, through December
31, 2001.

(ii) Thereafter, the marketing season shall be the pe-
riod beginning January 1 of any year and extending
through December 31 of the same year.

PLCB—The Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board.

Person—An individual, partnership, firm, corporation,
association or any other business unit.

Producer—A person who produces or sells wine under
authority of a limited winery license during a particular
marketing season.

Program—The Pennsylvania Wine Marketing and Re-
search Program.

Secretary—The Secretary of the Department.

§ 104.73. Producer charges.

The producer charges owed the Program shall be 15¢
per gallon of wine sold within a given marketing season,
except in-State winery-to-winery sales in bond. In-State
winery-to-winery sales in bond are exempt from charges.
The producer charges may be changed by subsequent
amendment of the Program in accordance with the refer-
endum procedure in Chapter 103 (relating to referen-
dums).

§ 104.74. Responsibility for payment of producer
charge.

It is the responsibility of the producer to pay the
appropriate producer charge owed the Program within
the time period set forth in § 104.75(b) (relating to
accounting and payment) and in the manner set forth in
§ 104.75(a).

§ 104.75. Accounting and payment.

(a) Annual production statement. The Program will
provide a producer with annual production statement
forms with which to verify the quantity of wine that it
has produced within a particular marketing season. The
producer shall provide the following information on the
annual production statement and submit the form in
accordance with this section:

(1) The name and address of the producer.

(2) The number of gallons of wine sold within the
marketing season, or other time period designated by the
Program.

(3) A calculation of the amount of producer charges
owed the Program by the producer.
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(b) Deadlines. The payment of the producer charges
shall be postmarked and mailed, or actually delivered to
the Program, by the first day of February immediately
following the previous marketing season.

(c) Form of payment. Payments of producer charges
shall be by check or money order made payable to the “PA
Wine Marketing Program.”

(d) Address. Payments of producer charges shall be
mailed or delivered to:

Department of Agriculture,
Bureau of Market Development

Attn: Pennsylvania Wine Marketing Program
2301 North Cameron Street

Harrisburg, Pennsylvania 17110-9408.

(e) Penalty for failure to account or pay. Producers who
fail to mail or deliver the required producer charges owed
the Program within 30 days of the due date, as described
in subsection (b), shall be required to pay a penalty of at
least $100 but not more than $5,000, and as nearly
equivalent to 100% of the amount of the delinquent
producer charges as is practicable. An action seeking the
imposition of a penalty, plus payment of producer charges
due the Program, may be brought in the appropriate
magisterial district. A penalty imposed shall be in addi-
tion to the delinquent producer charges owed the Pro-
gram.

STATE BOARD OF

Continuing Medical Education

The State Board of Osteopathic Medicine (Board) pro-
poses to amend §§ 25.1 and 25.271 (relating to defini-
tions; and requirements for renewal) to read as set forth
in Annex A.

Effective Date

The proposed rulemaking will be effective upon final-
form publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin. The Legis-
lature has required that the Board promulgate regula-
tions within 6 months of the effective date of section 910
of the Medical Care Availability and Reduction of Error
(MCARE) Act (act) (40 P. S. § 1303.910).

Statutory Authority

Under section 910 of the act, the Board is required to
establish requirements for continuing medical education
for physicians as a condition for renewal of their licenses.
Physicians are required to complete 100 credit hours of
mandatory continuing medical education during each
2-year licensure period.

Background and Purpose

The proposed rulemaking implements section 910 of the
act, which requires completion of 100 credit hours of
continuing education as a condition of biennial licensure
renewal of physician licenses by the State Board of
Medicine and the Board. Although the Board already
required 100 credit hours of continuing medical education
each biennium, the act imposed a requirement that the

Board establish a minimum number of hours in the areas
of patient safety and risk management.

Description of Proposed Rulemaking

The proposed rulemaking requires proof of completion
of 100 credit hours of continuing medical education as a
condition of license renewal, and sets forth a requirement
that at least 20 of the 100 hours be American Osteopathic
Association (AOA) category 1 credits and that at least 10
credit hours must be in the area of patient safety and
risk management. Courses in the area of patient safety
and risk management may include topics such as improv-
ing medical records and recordkeeping, reducing medical
errors, professional conduct and ethics, improving com-
munications, preventative medicine and healthcare qual-
ity improvement. The proposed rulemaking further desig-
nates the Accreditation Council on Continuing Medical
Education and the AOA as the accrediting bodies for
purposes of approving continuing medical education pro-
viders.

Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

The proposed rulemaking requires the Board to alter its
license renewal forms to include data regarding the
physician’s compliance with the continuing education
requirements, and also requires physicians to maintain
their own records of continuing education credits, but
otherwise, should have no adverse fiscal impact on the
Commonwealth or its political subdivisions.

Sunset Date

The Board continuously monitors the cost effectiveness
of its regulations. Therefore, no sunset date has been
assigned.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), on January 20, 2004, the Board submit-
ted a copy of this proposed rulemaking and a copy of a
Regulatory Analysis Form to the Independent Regulatory
Review Commission (IRRC) and to the Chairpersons of
the Senate Consumer Protection and Professional
Licensure Committee and the House Professional
Licensure Committee. A copy of this material is available
to the public upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC
may convey any comments, recommendations or objec-
tions to the proposed rulemaking within 30 days of the
close of the public comment period. The comments, recom-
mendations or objections shall specify the regulatory
review criteria which have not been met.

CHAPTER 25. STATE BOARD OF OSTEOPATHIC
MEDICINE

Subchapter A. GENERAL PROVISIONS

§ 25.1. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
chapter, have the following meanings unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

Approved course—A continuing medical education
course offered by a provider accredited by the
ACCME or the AOA.

* * * * *

Immediate family member—A parent, a spouse, a
child or an adult sibling residing in the same
household.

* * * * *

Subchapter G. LICENSING, EDUCATION AND
GRADUATE TRAINING

LICENSURE RENEWAL AND CONTINUING
EDUCATION

§ 25.271. Requirements for renewal.

* * * * *

(c) Beginning with [ 1994 renewals ] the licensure
renewal period commencing November 1, 2004, proof
of completion of 100 credit hours of continuing medical
education in the preceding biennial period will be
required for licensure renewal for osteopathic physi-
cians.

(1) At least 20 credit hours shall be completed in AOA
category 1 [ AOA ] approved courses. At least 10 credit
hours shall be completed in approved courses in
the area of patient safety and risk management.
Approved courses in the area of patient safety and
risk management may include topics such as im-
proving medical records and recordkeeping, reduc-
ing medical errors, professional conduct and ethics,
improving communications, preventative medicine
and healthcare quality improvement. The [ remain-
der ] remaining 75 credit hours shall be completed
in any [ courses approved by either the AOA or
ACCME ] approved courses. Credit will not be granted
for courses in office management or practice building.

(2) [ A licensee ] Physicians shall retain official
documentation of attendance for 2 years after renewal,
and shall certify completed courses on a form provided by
the Board for that purpose, to be filed with the biennial
renewal form. Official documentation proving attendance
shall be produced, upon Board demand, pursuant to
random audits of reported credit hours. Electronic sub-
mission of documentation is permissible to prove
compliance with this subsection. Noncompliance may
result in disciplinary proceedings under section 15(a)(6)
of the act (63 P. S. § 271.15(a)(6)).

(3) [ A retired or inactive licensee is not required
to comply with this requirement, if the licensee
offers no service requiring a medical license and
files an Affidavit of Non-Practice with the renewal
form. ] The following exemptions apply for certain
physicians:

(i) A physician applying for licensure in this
Commonwealth for the first time shall be exempt
from the continuing medical education requirement
for the biennial renewal period following initial
licensure.

(ii) A physician holding a current temporary
training license shall be exempt from the continu-
ing medical education requirement.

(iii) A retired physician who provides care only
to immediate family members shall be exempt from
the continuing medical education requirement.

(iv) A physician who is on inactive status shall be
exempt from the continuing medical education re-
quirement, except that a physician who is seeking
to reinstate an inactive or lapsed license shall show
proof of compliance with the continuing education
requirement for the preceding biennium.

(4) [ A licensee who has been on inactive status
shall have completed 100 credit hours of continuing
medical education in the 2-year period immediately
prior to reactivation. For the renewal cycle immedi-
ately subsequent to reactivation, the licensee shall
complete 12.5 credit hours for each full calendar
quarter in which his license is active. ] A physician
suspended for disciplinary reasons is not exempt
from the requirements of this section.

(5) [ The Board may grant a hardship waiver only
under extraordinary circumstances when it finds
that good cause has been shown and that the
public’s safety and welfare will not be jeopardized
by the granting of the waiver. ] Waiver of the
requirements may be permitted, as follows:

(i) The Board may grant a hardship waiver of all
or a part of the continuing medical education
requirement in cases of serious illness, military
service or other good cause provided that the
public’s safety and welfare will not be jeopardized
by the granting of the waiver.

(ii) Requests for waiver shall be made in writing,
with appropriate documentation, and shall include
a description of circumstances sufficient to show
why compliance is impossible.

(iii) Waiver requests will be evaluated by the
Board on a case-by-case basis. The Board will send
written notification of its approval or denial of a
waiver request.

[ (6) A licensee suspended for disciplinary rea-
sons is not exempt from the requirements in this
section.

(7) A licensee graduating from an approved osteo-
pathic medical college is exempt from the require-
ments in this section for the renewal cycle immedi-
ately subsequent to the receipt of an original
license.

(8) A licensee holding a current temporary train-
ing license is exempt from the requirements in this
section.
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(9) For the renewal cycle immediately subsequent
to licensure, a licensee licensed by reciprocal en-
dorsement shall complete 12.5 credit hours for each
full calendar quarter in which the licensee has
been licensed. ]

Sexual Misconduct

Effective Date

The proposed rulemaking will be effective upon final-
form publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
Statutory Authority

Under sections 15 and 16(3) of the Podiatry Practice
Act (act) (63 P. S. §§ 42.15 and 42.16(3)), the Board has
authority to establish standards of professional conduct
for licensed podiatrists.

Background and Purpose

It should be axiomatic that it is unprofessional conduct
for a podiatrist to engage in sexual contact with patients.
Past decisions of the Board and the American Podiatric
Medical Association guidelines denounce sexual contact
between podiatrist and patient. However, complaints have
been filed by consumers who have been harmed by
podiatrists who engage in that unprofessional conduct.

Description of Proposed Rulemaking

The proposed rulemaking amends § 29.1 to define the
terms ‘‘sexual behavior’’ and ‘‘sexual exploitation’’ and
adds § 29.21a to make it clear that sexual misconduct is
unprofessional conduct.

The purpose of the proposed rulemaking is to better
protect patients by providing guidance to the profession
and the public as to prohibited sexual conduct between
podiatrists and patients. The proposed rulemaking pro-
hibits any sexual contact between a podiatrist and a
current patient.

Prohibited ‘‘sexual behavior,’’ defined in § 29.1, is any
sexual conduct that has no diagnostic or therapeutic
purpose, including words, actions or any combination
thereof which are, or are intended to be, sexual in nature
or which may be construed by a reasonable person as
sexual in nature.

The proposed rulemaking further prohibits sexual ex-
ploitation by a podiatrist of a current patient. ‘‘Sexual
exploitation’’ is defined in § 29.1 as sexual behavior with
a current patient that uses trust, knowledge, emotions or
influence derived from the professional relationship.

The proposed rulemaking provides that licensed podia-
trists who engage in prohibited sexual conduct with
patients will not be eligible for placement in the Board’s
impaired professional program instead of disciplinary or

corrective actions. The impaired professional program is
unable to effectively monitor licensed podiatrists who
have engaged in sexual misconduct.

The proposed rulemaking also provides that patient
consent would not be considered a defense to disciplinary
action in these cases. The imbalance of power inherent in
the health care practitioner-patient relationship not only
serves as the basis for the prohibition but also under-
mines the patient’s ability to consent to sexual behavior
as an equal when trust, knowledge, emotions or influence
derived from the professional relationship are used.
Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

The proposed rulemaking should have no fiscal impact
on the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. Like-
wise, the proposed rulemaking should not necessitate any
legal, accounting, reporting or other paperwork require-
ments.
Sunset Date

The Board continuously monitors the effectiveness of its
regulations. Therefore, no sunset date has been assigned.
Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), on January 20, 2004, the Board submit-
ted a copy of this proposed rulemaking and a copy of a
Regulatory Analysis Form to the Independent Regulatory
Review Commission (IRRC) and to the Chairpersons of
the House Professional Licensure Committee and the
Senate Consumer Protection and Professional Licensure
Committee. A copy of this material is available to the
public upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC
may convey any comments, recommendations or objec-
tions to the proposed rulemaking within 30 days of the
close of the public comment period. The comments, recom-
mendations or objections shall specify the regulatory
review criteria which have not been met. The Regulatory
Review Act specifies detailed procedures for review, prior
to final publication of the rulemaking, by the Board, the
General Assembly and the Governor of comments, recom-
mendations or objections raised.

CHAPTER 29. STATE BOARD OF PODIATRY
GENERAL PROVISIONS

§ 29.1. Definitions.
The following words and terms, when used in this

chapter, have the following meanings, unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

Sexual behavior—Any sexual conduct with a cur-
rent patient during the course of a professional
relationship, evaluation, treatment, procedure or
other service to the patient, regardless of the set-
ting in which the professional service is provided,
including words, actions, or any combination
thereof, which are nondiagnostic or nontherapeu-
tic, and are intended to be sexual in nature, or
which may be construed by a reasonable person as
sexual in nature.

Sexual exploitation—Any sexual behavior, with a
current patient, that uses trust, knowledge, emo-
tions or influence derived from the professional
relationship.

STANDARDS OF ETHICAL PRACTICE

§ 29.21a. Sexual misconduct.

Under section 16(a)(3) of the act (63 P. S.
§ 42.16(a)(3)), the Board may refuse to grant and
may suspend or revoke or cancel a license or a

registration for gross immorality or misconduct in
carrying on the profession of podiatry.

(1) Gross immorality or misconduct includes
sexual misconduct by a podiatrist as follows:

(i) Sexual behavior by a podiatrist with a current
patient constitutes unprofessional conduct, is pro-
hibited, and subjects the podiatrist to disciplinary
action under section 16(a)(3) of the act.

(ii) Sexual exploitation by a podiatrist of a cur-
rent patient constitutes unprofessional conduct, is
prohibited, and subjects the podiatrist to disciplin-
ary action under section 16(a)(3) of the act.

(2) A podiatrist who engages in conduct prohib-
ited by this section will not be eligible for place-
ment into an impaired professional program in lieu
of disciplinary or corrective action.

(3) Consent is not a defense to conduct prohib-
ited by this section.

§ 86.1. Additional information.

(a) The Department of Transportation may require the
submission of additional information or evidence if it is
determined that the information provided in a petition for
an occupational limited license submitted under 75

cense) is ambiguous, incomplete, or of questionable verac-
ity.

(b) Additional information or evidence required may
include:

(1) Written statements from appropriate individuals
verifying employment, study, or medical appointments or
treatment.

(2) Proof of vehicle ownership.
(3) Proof of insurance.
(4) A schedule of driving time anticipated under the

occupational limited license.
(5) A description or radius of the territory anticipated

to be driven under the occupational limited license.
§ 86.2. Investigation.

The Department of Transportation may conduct its own
investigation to verify the information contained in the
petition for an occupational limited license or additional
information or evidence submitted in accordance with this
chapter. Investigation may include contacting employers,
school administrators, medical providers or other appro-
priate individuals.
§ 86.3. Occupational Limited License Affidavit.

The Occupational Limited License Affidavit required
under 75 Pa.C.S. § 1553(f)(5) (relating to occupational
limited license) and to be carried by a driver who has
been issued an occupational limited license shall include:

(1) The name, address, date of birth and driver license
number of the petitioner.

(2) The year, make, model, license plate number and
state of registration of every vehicle that will be driven by
the petitioner.

(3) The insurance company name, policy number, effec-
tive date and expiration date of each insurance policy on
every vehicle listed as being driven by the petitioner.

(4) The place of employment, study, or medical treat-
ment or appointment for which the occupational limited
license is needed.

(5) The hours of operation necessary for travel to the
employment, study, or medical treatment or appointment.

(6) The name, signature and position of the employer,
school administrator or medical provider attesting that
the information provided on the form is true and correct.

§ 88.1. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
chapter, have the following meanings, unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

Department—The Department of Transportation of the
Commonwealth.

Provider—A vendor or person who installs and monitors
ignition interlock equipment and who has the authority to
verify vehicle ownership through access to the Depart-
ment’s vehicle records system.

Unrestricted license—A replacement license issued un-
der 75 Pa.C.S. § 1951(d) (relating to driver’s license and
learner’s permit) that does not contain the ignition inter-
lock restriction.

§ 88.2. Installation of ignition interlock system.

(a) General rule. Any person subject to 75 Pa.C.S.
§ 3805 (relating to ignition interlock) who seeks a resto-
ration of operating privileges shall engage a provider, at
the person’s own expense, to install all ignition interlock

systems required under 75 Pa.C.S. § 3805, and otherwise
ensure compliance with this chapter.

(b) Identification of owned vehicles. The person seeking
a restoration of operating privilege under 75 Pa.C.S.
§ 3805 shall submit to the provider a certification, on a
form provided by the Department, that identifies each
motor vehicle owned by the person or registered to the
person. A vehicle is considered registered to a person
under this chapter if Department records reflect that the
vehicle is registered to a person or the person is other-
wise designated as the registrant of the vehicle or named
as the lessee of the vehicle under 75 Pa.C.S. § 1305
(relating to application for registration). The provider
shall verify the accuracy of the facts in the person’s
certification through an inquiry to the Department’s
motor vehicle records system.

(c) Installation and certification. The provider shall
install an ignition interlock system on each motor vehicle
owned by the person or registered to the person and shall
certify to the Department that the installation has been
completed.

(d) Installation not required.

(1) Installation of an ignition interlock system is not
required in the following situations:

(i) No motor vehicles owned or registered. If the person
certifies to the provider a certification, on a form provided
by the Department, that there are no motor vehicles
owned by the person or registered to the person, installa-
tion is not required on any motor vehicle.

(ii) Inoperable vehicles. If the person certifies to the
provider, on a form provided by the Department, that a
motor vehicle owned or registered to the person is
inoperable, installation is not required on the inoperable
vehicle.

(2) The provider shall verify the accuracy of a certifica-
tion submitted under paragraph (1)(i) and (ii) through an
inquiry to the Department’s motor vehicle records system
and shall certify to the Department that the person is in
compliance with this subsection.

(e) Economic hardship exemption. A person will be
exempt from the requirement to install an ignition inter-
lock system on each of the person’s motor vehicles if the
person demonstrates that the requirement will result in
undue financial hardship.

(1) Undue financial hardship shall be demonstrated
only by one of the following:

(i) Evidence on the person’s most recently filed Federal
Income Tax return showing an adjusted gross income
below 200% of the poverty guidelines issued for that tax
year by the United States Department of Health and
Human Services for the person’s family size.

(ii) Documentation of participation in a governmental
assistance program included on a list of applicable pro-
grams published by the Department in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

(2) The person shall submit to the provider an applica-
tion for a hardship exemption on a form provided by the
Department along with the required documentation.

(3) The provider shall review the required documenta-
tion to confirm that it meets the requirements of para-
graph (1).

(4) The provider shall then install an ignition interlock
system on only one vehicle owned by the person or
registered to the person, forward the application to the
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Department, and certify to the Department that the
person has complied with this section.

§ 88.3. Maintenance of ignition interlock system.

(a) General rule. A person shall make any vehicles on
which an ignition interlock system is installed available
for regularly scheduled maintenance by the provider.

(b) Additional vehicles. As part of each regularly sched-
uled maintenance check of the ignition interlock system,
the provider shall, through an inquiry to the Depart-
ment’s motor vehicle record’s system, verify that no
additional vehicles are owned by or registered to the
person. Unless the person has been granted an economic
hardship exemption under § 88.2(e) (relating to instilla-
tion of ignition interlock system), if any additional ve-
hicles are owned by or registered to the person, the
provider shall, at the person’s expense, install and main-
tain an ignition interlock system on those vehicles.

(c) Notification of noncompliance. If the person fails to
comply with any provision of this section, the provider
shall notify the Department of the person’s noncompli-
ance.

§ 88.4. Removal of ignition interlock system.

(a) General rule. An ignition interlock system installed
in a motor vehicle under this chapter may not be removed
from the vehicle unless one of the following occurs:

(1) The motor vehicle is no longer owned by or regis-
tered to the person who engaged the provider to install
the ignition interlock system.

(2) The person has been issued an unrestricted license
by the Department under 75 Pa.C.S. § 3805(c) (relating
to ignition interlock).

(3) The provider has certified compliance with § 88.2(e)
(relating to installation of ignition interlock system) to
the Department and the provider has installed an igni-
tion interlock system on another motor vehicle owned by
the person or registered to the person.

(4) The person is no longer a resident of this Common-
wealth and has been issued a valid license from the state
of current residency.

(b) Unauthorized removal. If a person removes an
ignition interlock system, or directs a provider to remove
an ignition interlock system, under circumstances not
provided for in this section, the provider shall notify the
Department of the person’s noncompliance.

§ 88.5. Recall and reissuance of ignition interlock
restricted license.

(a) Recall. Upon receipt of notification from a provider
of a person’s noncompliance with any provision of this
chapter, the Department may recall the person’s ignition
interlock restricted license.

(b) Reissuance. After receiving a new certification from
a provider of compliance with this chapter by the person,
the Department may reissue an ignition interlock re-
stricted license to the person, and the person shall
complete the balance of the ignition interlock restricted
license period previously imposed before an unrestricted
license will be issued.

§ 88.6. Issuance of unrestricted license.
(a) General rule. Upon completion of the ignition inter-

lock restricted license period, a person who has been
issued an ignition interlock restricted license may apply
to the Department for issuance of an unrestricted license
on a form provided by the Department.

(b) Pending charges. A person applying for an unre-
stricted license shall notify the Department on the appli-
cation of any convictions and pending charges of illegally
operating a motor vehicle not equipped with an ignition
interlock, including all convictions and charges of tamper-
ing with an ignition interlock system, in violation of 75
Pa.C.S. § 3808 (relating to illegally operating a motor
vehicle not equipped with ignition interlock), for a viola-
tion within the preceding 12 months. If the person
notifies the Department of a pending charge, or of a
conviction that has not yet been reported to and pro-
cessed by the Department, the Department will deny the
application.

(c) Cancellation of unrestricted license. If the Depart-
ment receives or processes a record of a person’s first
conviction of violating 75 Pa.C.S. § 3808 after issuing an
unrestricted license to the person, the Department will
cancel the person’s unrestricted license and will issue an
ignition interlock restricted license to the person after
receiving a new certification from a provider of the
person’s compliance with this chapter.
§ 88.7. Issuance of license to a person restricted by

another state.
A person who has been issued a license with an ignition

interlock restriction by another state, and who is other-
wise eligible for issuance of a license under 75 Pa.C.S.
§ 1508(b) (relating to examination of applicant for driv-
er’s license), may apply for an ignition interlock restricted
license from the Department in accordance with this
chapter. The person shall become eligible for issuance of
an unrestricted license only after serving an ignition
interlock restricted license period of 1 year. If the person
can provide documentation from the state that initially
imposed the ignition interlock restriction satisfactory to
the Department showing the amount of time that the
person has been subject to the ignition interlock restric-
tion, the person shall be given credit against the ignition
interlock restricted license period imposed with the Penn-
sylvania license.
§ 88.8. Ignition interlock for nonresidents.

A person who is required to comply with 75 Pa.C.S.
§ 3805 (relating to ignition interlock), but is not a
resident of this Commonwealth at the time when the
person seeks a restoration of operating privileges, shall
submit an affidavit and supporting documents to the
Department indicating the person’s state of residence. If
the Department determines that the person is not a
resident of this Commonwealth and the person has met
all other restoration requirements, the person’s driving
privilege may be restored. If the person becomes a
resident of this Commonwealth during the ignition inter-
lock restricted license period, the person will not be
issued an unrestricted license until the person complies
with 75 Pa.C.S. § 3805 and this chapter.

• SOx emissions from kiln 1 shall not exceed 500 ppm
(by volume, dry basis) at any time (from 25 Pa. Code
§ 123.21). Compliance with the SOx emission limit shall
be shown through the following initial stack.

• Fluoride emissions from kiln 1 shall not exceed 2.9
tons per year, to be defined as any consecutive 12-month
rolling period. Compliance with the fluoride emission
limit shall be shown through an emission factor developed
(# fluoride/ton brick produced) during the initial stack
test or subsequent stack test and through the following
fluoride clay concentration monitoring. If the fluoride
emissions exceed 3 tpy, the permittee shall submit a PSD
application for this source within 30 days.

• Fluoride Clay Concentration Monitoring:

• The permittee shall take a representative sample
(0.5 #/ton of clay) from each shipment of clay.

• The permittee shall make a weekly composite sample
from all the samples taken in part (a) and test for
fluoride concentration in the clay.

• After 6 months of sampling, the permittee may
petition the Department to reduce the sampling frequency
if the average fluoride concentration in the clay does not
vary greater than 5% from the fluoride concentration
during the latest stack test for fluoride emission compli-
ance.

• The fluoride emission factor developed during the
latest stack test for fluoride emission compliance shall
increase proportionally with an increase in fluoride con-
centration in the clay above the concentration during
testing. This adjusted emission factor shall be used in
calculating the monthly and yearly fluoride emissions.

• Stack Test Requirement: Within 60 days after achiev-
ing the normal production rate at which kiln 1 will be
operated, but not later than 180 days after initial startup
of the source, a stack test shall be performed in accord-
ance with 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139 and the most current
edition of the Department’s ‘‘Source Testing Manual’’ for
particulate matter, NOx, fluoride and SOx emissions. The
stack tests shall be performed while the aforementioned
source is operating at maximum or normal rated capacity
as stated in the application. The permittee shall take a
representative clay sample (1 #/ton of clay) and test for
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fluoride concentration in the clay used during the initial
stack test and any subsequent stack test for fluoride
emission compliance.

• Within 30 days of performing a stack test, three
copies of a protocol shall be submitted in accordance with
25 Pa. Code Chapter 139. The protocol shall contain, at a
minimum, location of sampling ports, planned production
rates and any other information applicable to the stack
testing. Performing a stack test prior to Department
approval of the protocol may invalidate the results.

• At least 2 weeks prior to the test, the Department
shall be informed, in writing, of the date and time of the
test.

• Within 60 days after completion of stack testing,
three copies of the complete test report, including, but not
limited to, production rates during testing, calculation
methods and results, clay fluoride concentration and any
other applicable testing information that will allow for a
complete review of the test and results, shall be submit-
ted to the Department for approval. The emission rates
shall also be shown in a # pollutant/ton brick produced.

• Subsequent stack tests for compliance purposes shall
follow the procedures outlined in parts (a)—(c).

• Actions Related to Noncompliance Demonstrated by a
Stack Test:

• When the results of a stack test performed in
conformance with this condition, of this approval exceed
the level specified in any condition of this approval, the
permittee shall take appropriate corrective actions. The
permittee shall submit a description of these corrective
actions to the Department, within 30 days of receipt of
the test results. The permittee shall take appropriate
action to minimize emissions from the affected facility
while the corrective actions are being implemented. The
Department shall notify the permittee within 30 days, if
the corrective actions taken are deficient. The permittee
shall submit a description of additional corrective actions
taken to the Department within 30 days of receipt of the
notice of deficiency. The Department reserves the author-
ity to use enforcement activities to resolve noncompliant
stack tests.

• A retest to demonstrate compliance shall be per-
formed within 120 days of receipt of the original test
results. Should the permittee demonstrate to the Depart-
ment that retesting in 120 days is not practicable, the
Department may extend the retesting deadline. Failure of
the second test to demonstrate compliance with the
appropriate approval conditions may be grounds for im-
mediate revocation of the approval to operate the affected
facility.

• The facility shall maintain records of kiln 1 gas
usage, production (slabs/day), clay throughput and clay
fluoride concentration from sampling. Records shall be
maintained of kiln 1 downtime, repairs made and mainte-
nance performed. Records shall be maintained of the
PM10 and fluoride monthly and yearly (defined as any
consecutive 12-month rolling period) emissions. Records
shall be maintained onsite for a minimum of 5 years and
shall be made available to the Department upon request.

• The facility shall comply with 25 Pa. Code § 127.25
as follows:

• A person may not cause or permit the operation of a
source, unless the source and air-cleaning device, are
operated and maintained in accordance with specifica-
tions in the Plan Approval application and conditions
listed previously. A person may not cause or permit the

operation of an air contamination source in a manner
inconsistent with good operating practices.

of the use or reuse of the property. The Department may
approve or disapprove plans and reports submitted.

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The primary pollutant source for the watershed is
abandoned mine workings. This watershed was heavily
mined for coal in the 20th century. The effects of this are
still present. The TMDL consists of both load allocations,
which are made to nonpoint sources of pollution and
waste load allocations, which are made to point sources of
pollution.

The TMDL was developed using Monte Carlo Simula-
tion (MCS) to determine long-term average concentrations
that each stream segment could accept and still meet
water quality criteria 99% of the time. MCS allows for the
expansion of a dataset based on its statistical makeup.
Since there was no critical flow condition where criteria
were exceeded, the Department used the average flow to
express the loading values in the TMDL.

The TMDL sets allowable loading rates for metals and
acidity at specified points in the watershed. The basis of
information used in the establishment of this TMDL is
field data collected throughout 2001.

Under section 227-A of the Fiscal Code (72 P. S. § 227-
A), the Department of Revenue (Department) announces
the lowest cost of the stamping agent, wholesaler and
retailer, respectively, effective January 7, 2004, as follows:

The Department considers these costs as presumptive
minimum costs. Cigarette stamping agents, wholesalers
and retailers are prohibited from selling cigarettes at a
price lower than their respective presumptive minimum
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costs. These costs are listed on a per carton basis, 10
packs of cigarettes per carton, 20 cigarettes per pack. To
determine the presumptive minimum price per pack of
cigarettes, one should divide the costs previously listed by
ten and round to the nearest hundredth of a percent. For
example, the presumptive minimum price of a pack of
cigarettes sold by a retailer to a consumer is $4.62 for
premium brands ($46.13/10), $4.31 for generic brands
($43.10/10).

Cigarette dealers who either sell cigarettes under a
different packaging setup (that is, eight packs per carton)
or sell cigarettes that do not qualify as premium or
generic brands (that is, subgeneric, foreign or specialty
cigarettes) as previously described are prohibited from
selling cigarettes at a price lower than the cost of the
stamping agent, cost of the wholesaler or cost of the
retailer, respectively, as further defined and explained in
61 Pa. Code Part I, Subpart B, Article III (relating to
cigarette and beverage taxes).

Cigarette dealers wishing to prove a cost different from
the Department’s presumptive costs previously stated
must follow the procedures listed in 61 Pa. Code Chapter
76 (relating to unfair sales of cigarettes).

Notice to Employers Responsible for Personal
Income Tax Withholding

Effective January 1, 2004, the Commonwealth’s per-
sonal income tax rate increased from 2.8% to 3.07%. For
employer withholding purposes, the increase applies to all
compensation paid or made available after December 31,
2003, even if the compensation was earned for a period
prior to the payment date. An employer who failed to
withhold at the higher tax rate for compensation paid on
or after January 1, 2004, is required to withhold the
difference from later compensation payments (catch-up
withholding).

To allow employers to adjust their withholding for the
change in the tax rate, the Department of Revenue
(Department) is allowing employers a grace period in
which to collect and remit catch-up withholding without
incurring interest and penalties. No interest will be
imposed on catch-up withholding that is collected on or
before March 31, 2004, and remitted by the employer’s
first scheduled remittance date thereafter (semimonthly
employers—April 5, 2004; monthly employers—April 15,
2004; and quarterly employers—April 30, 2004. Catch-up
withholding remitted thereafter will be subject to appli-
cable interest and penalties.

Commentators including the Pennsylvania Farm Bu-
reau and Pennsylvania Oil and Gas Association expressed
concerns with the breadth of this change, its potential
impact on permit review and compliance actions and lack
of clarity. To increase clarity, the EQB should include the
phrase ‘‘point and nonpoint source’’ before ‘‘discharges’’
rather than deleting language from § 93.2(a).

In addition, the proposed deletion raises serious ques-
tions over the types of activities that are currently

regulated under Chapter 93. The Department needs to
describe in detail in the regulation what will be regulated
under Chapter 93. For example, how does Chapter 93
pertain to the regulation of stream withdrawals or mine
subsidence?
2. Section 93.7. Specific water quality criteria.—

Effect on this Commonwealth’s natural resources;
Consistency with Federal standards; Reasonable-
ness; Clarity.
Commentators expressed serious concerns with the

proposed changes in the dissolved oxygen (DO) criteria
under Table 3 in § 93.7. The United States Environmen-
tal Protection Agency (EPA) Region 3 and the United
States Fish and Wildlife Service both expressed support
for the proposed changes in the DO criteria. However,
they raised several issues related to clarifying the appli-
cation of the criteria and the stratification process.

The EQB should clarify the new language in Table 3 or
define the new phrase ‘‘process of stratification’’ in the
final-form regulation. Another approach would be creating
an exception that states the DO criteria will apply only to
the epilimnion of a lake, pond or impoundment if stratifi-
cation is documented.
3. Water Quality Issues raised by Commentators.—

Fiscal impact; Effect on this Commonwealth’s
natural resources; Consistency with Federal stat-
utes; Implementation procedure; Clarity.

Commentators raised several substantive concerns re-
garding Chapter 93 that were not addressed in this
proposed regulation. The commentators indicated that
they have been discussing many of these areas with the
Department for years. These areas include the following
topics:
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• Adoption of the EPA recommendation concerning the
use of E. coli or enterococci as an indicator of bacterial
contamination instead of fecal coliform.

• EPA concern involving time extensions under § 95.4
that should be governed by variances under Chapter 93.

• EPA water quality criterion for chloride.

• DO criteria from EPA Goldbook.

• Addition of biological criteria in Chapter 93.

• Mixing zones.

• ‘‘Cool water fishes’’ or ‘‘transitional fishes’’ use.

• EPA criteria for methylmercury.

If the EQB finds merit in one or more of these issues
and decides to amend its existing regulations, it should
submit the amendments as a new proposed rulemaking.
Section 303(c)(1) of the Federal Clean Water Act (33
U.S.C.A. § 1313(c)(1)) requires a state to hold public
hearings for the purpose of modifying or adopting water
quality standards. Submitting a proposed rulemaking
would allow the EQB to meet the Federal requirement
and insure all parties have an opportunity to comment on
any additional changes to Chapter 93.

Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission Regulation
No. 57-228

Electric Service Reliability

January 21, 2004

We submit for consideration the following comments
that include references to the criteria in the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b) which have not been met.
The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (PUC) must
respond to these comments when it submits the final-
form regulation. The public comment period for this
regulation closed on December 22, 2003. If the final-form
regulation is not delivered within 2 years of the close of
the public comment period, the regulation will be deemed
withdrawn.

1. Section 57.192. Definitions.—Clarity.

Section 57.192 defines ‘‘performance benchmark’’ and
‘‘performance standard’’ as ‘‘the average historical perfor-
mance’’ and ‘‘minimum performance allowed’’ respectively.
Clarity would be improved by specifying that performance
benchmarks are established by the PUC based on each
electric distribution company’s (EDC) historical reliability
performance, and performance standards are established
by the PUC and tied to each EDC’s performance bench-
mark.

2. Section 57.195. Reporting requirements.—Need;
Reasonableness; Clarity.

Unnecessary or duplicative reporting

Section 57.195 identifies data that must be reported on
an annual and quarterly basis. Some EDCs have chal-
lenged the need for the quarterly reports in addition to
the annual reliability report. In the preamble, the PUC
explains that quarterly reports are intended to give the
PUC more frequent information about service reliability.
The PUC further states that it will be able to ‘‘identify
potential problems in a timely manner and monitor the
EDC’s response to problems which may arise between
annual reports.’’ However, the preamble does not specify
what actions will take place when problems are identi-
fied. In the preamble to the final-form regulation, we

suggest that the PUC further explain the actions it may
take in response to problems identified in a quarterly
report.

Additionally, EDCs have commented that some of the
reporting requirements are duplicative of information
that is already reported to the PUC in another form. For
example, an EDC notes that the required reporting of
each ‘‘major event’’ duplicates information filed by EDCs
in the existing Service Interruption Reports under § 67.1.
The PUC should review this proposed regulation in
comparison to other existing reporting requirements, and
where appropriate, eliminate redundancies.

Proprietary data

Several EDCs assert that the data, which is required to
be reported, is proprietary and should not be reported to
the public. PUC staff explained that the PUC does not
publish all the data that is collected and will not release
proprietary data to the public. We note, however, that the
regulation does not address the confidential treatment of
proprietary data. It is unclear if the PUC intends to deem
certain information proprietary, or if an EDC would have
to apply for a protective order under § 5.423. In the
final-form regulation, the PUC should specify the proce-
dures for identifying and protecting the confidentiality of
proprietary information.

Subsection (a)

This subsection requires EDCs to submit annual reli-
ability reports on or before March 31 of each year.
Currently, the annual reliability reports are due by May
31. Some EDCs have suggested that the proposed date for
submission of these reports be changed from March 31 to
April 30. According to these EDCs, this change would
allow more time for them to analyze and review the
service interruption data used to prepare the annual
reliability report.

In the preamble, the PUC explains that the current
May 31 submittal date should be changed because if an
EDC performs poorly in the year being reported on, 5 or
more months will pass before the PUC is aware of it.
Therefore, the PUC proposes changing the submission
date to March 31. Given that the PUC is also proposing
to add a quarterly reporting requirement, which will
provide reliability performance data in a timely manner,
the problem of the PUC being unaware of poor perfor-
mance prior to receiving the annual report should be
alleviated. Therefore, the PUC should consider adopting
the commentators’ request for an April 30 submission
date for the more detailed annual reliability reports.

Subsection (b)

Paragraphs (10) and (11) require reporting of transmis-
sion and distribution operation and maintenance ex-
penses and capital expenditures detailed by Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) account. PPL
Electric Utilities Corporation comments that it budgets by
functional activity, and conversion of the data into FERC
accounts would be burdensome. Has the PUC considered
allowing reporting of this data in an alternate format to
accommodate EDC operational practices? If so, the PUC
should either specify the acceptable alternate formats in
the final-form regulation, or include a cross-reference to
the procedures outlined in § 1.91.
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State Board of Education Regulation No. 6-280
Pupil Personnel Services and Students

January 21, 2004

We submit for consideration the following comments
that include references to the criteria in the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b) which have not been met.
The State Board of Education (Board) must respond to
these comments when it submits the final-form regula-
tion. The public comment period for this regulation closed
on December 22, 2003. If the final-form regulation is not
delivered within 2 years of the close of the public
comment period, the regulation will be deemed with-
drawn.
1. Section 12.4. Discrimination.—Clarity.

This section uses the term ‘‘handicaps.’’ A commentator
suggests that this term be replaced with ‘‘disability.’’ We
agree and recommend that the final-form regulation
include this change.
2. Section 12.6. Exclusions from school.—Clarity.

Subsection (a) uses the term ‘‘exceptional students.’’
Based on discussions with Board staff, we understand
this term applies to students with disabilities who are
eligible for special education services. For clarity, the
Board should replace ‘‘exceptional students’’ with ‘‘stu-
dents with disabilities.’’

Subsection (e)(2), regarding the education of expelled
students, states:

‘‘Within 30 days of action by the school board of
directors, the parents or guardian shall submit to the
school district written evidence that the required
education is being provided as described in paragraph
(1) or that they are unable to do so. If the parents or
guardian are unable to provide the required educa-
tion, the district then shall make provision for the
student’s education.’’ (Emphasis added.)

The Board has indicated that districts do not have a
responsibility to provide the required education until
after the 30 days has expired, regardless of when the
parent or guardian notifies them that they cannot provide
the education. The second sentence quoted previously
could be interpreted to require a district to provide the
required education as soon as they receive notification
from the parent or guardian that they are unable to
provide the required education. The final-form regulation
should clarify when a district is required to begin provid-
ing the required education.

3. Section 12.8. Hearings.—Clarity.

Subsection (b)(ii) requires that ‘‘sufficient notice of the
time and place of the hearing shall be given.’’ The
final-form regulation should specify the minimum time
period that qualifies as ‘‘sufficient notice.’’

4. Section 12.9. Freedom of expression.—Clarity.

Subsection (a) references the United States Supreme
Court case Tinker v. Des Moines Community School
District, 393 U.S. 503 (1969). Tinker was later distin-
guished by the United States Supreme Court in Bethel
School District v. Fraser, 478 U.S. 675 (1986). Therefore,
we recommend that the Tinker citation be replaced with
the Bethel citation.

5. Section 12.32. Elements of the plan.—Reasonable-
ness; Clarity.

Subsection (a) requires the plan for student services to
‘‘conform to guidelines issued by the Department of

Education.’’ Requiring compliance with ‘‘guidelines’’ is
problematic because guidelines are nonbinding. Based on
discussions with Board staff, we understand there are
multiple State and Federal statutes, regulations and
associated directives with which school districts must
comply. Since these laws, regulations and directives
change frequently, Board staff explained that it would be
difficult to maintain a complete and accurate list of these
documents in the regulation. Instead, the Board in-
structed the Department of Education to compile a com-
plete list of these documents in guidelines which will be
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

We recognize the difficulty in maintaining an accurate
list of laws and directives which may change frequently.
However, we note that subsection (b) specifically refer-
ences the Federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy
Act of 1974. If a complete list of applicable laws, regula-
tions and directives will be published in a forthcoming
guidance document, it is potentially confusing to specifi-
cally identify only one of the applicable laws in subsection
(b).

As an alternative, the Board should consider amending
the language in subsection (a) to require compliance with
applicable State and Federal laws, regulations and associ-
ated directives which will be ‘‘identified in guidelines
issued by the Department of Education.’’ Consistent with
this approach, the Board should also delete subsection (b)
to eliminate potential confusion regarding which laws
apply.

6. Section 12.42. Student services.—Reasonableness;
Clarity.

Subsection (b)

This subsection identifies services that must be pro-
vided by local education agencies in planning their stu-
dent services programs. These services include ‘‘develop-
mental services,’’ ‘‘diagnostic, intervention and referral
services’’ and ‘‘consultation and coordination services.’’
Clarity would be improved by defining these terms,
including the specific types of services encompassed by
each of them.

Subsection (d)

This subsection requires parents to be informed when
‘‘student assessments using individual standardized psy-
chological tests are administered.’’ It also grants parents
‘‘the right to challenge the appropriateness of any indi-
vidual standardized tests via procedures established by
the local education agency.’’ Commentators have raised
several concerns with this subsection.

The Pennsylvania School Boards Association (PSBA)
questions how ‘‘appropriateness’’ will be defined and what
forum or procedure will be used to entertain challenges.
The PSBA further comments that to the extent the
testing is related to identification for special education or
modification of a student’s existing Individualized Educa-
tion Plan, the forum for resolving disputes is contained in
the Federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA) and the Board’s existing Chapter 14 regulations.
If the Board anticipates only special education challenges,
the PSBA suggests that subsection (d) should expressly
state that the parents’ due process rights fall under
IDEA.

The Education Law Center (ELC) comments that allow-
ing parental challenges ‘‘via procedures established by the
local education agency’’ appears to conflict with the
complaint process for psychological testing established
under IDEA. The ELC further comments that subsection
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(d) ‘‘may also conflict with 20 USC § 1232h which
prohibits schools from requiring students to submit to
certain types of psychological evaluation.’’

The Pennsylvania Psychological Association (PPA) also
requests further clarification regarding a parent’s right to
challenge the appropriateness of psychological tests. The
PPA states that it is unclear if the regulation refers to
challenging a single test that may be administered to
multiple students, or tests that are administered to a
single student.

We agree with the commentators that subsection (d)
needs further clarification. Specifically, the Board should
clarify if the psychological testing and parental challenges
apply to areas other than special education. If so, the
Board should identify other instances in which psycho-
logical testing would be used and specify the procedures
to challenge this testing. If subsection (d) applies only to
special education services, the Board should reference the
IDEA requirements and Chapter 14 appeal procedures
that apply.

7. Miscellaneous clarity issues.

• Sections of this proposed rulemaking use the terms
‘‘school board,’’ ‘‘board of directors,’’ ‘‘board of school
directors,’’ ‘‘local education agency’’ and ‘‘governing body of
every local education agency.’’ For clarity, we recommend
that one term be defined and used consistently through-
out Chapter 12.

• Throughout the proposed regulation, there are refer-
ences to both ‘‘parents’’ and ‘‘parents or guardians.’’ For
consistency, the regulation should refer to ‘‘parents or
guardians’’ throughout Chapter 12.

State Board of Physical Therapy Regulation No.
16A-6510

Certificate of Authorization

January 21, 2004

We submit for consideration the following comments
that include references to the criteria in the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b) which have not been met.
The State Board of Physical Therapy (Board) must re-
spond to these comments when it submits the final-form
regulation. The public comment period for this regulation
closed on December 22, 2003. If the final-form regulation
is not delivered within 2 years of the close of the public
comment period, the regulation will be deemed with-
drawn.

1. Section 40.2. Practice of medicine prohibited.—
Consistency with statute.

This existing section states ‘‘[T]he license issued to
those practicing physical therapy does not
authorize . . . the right to apply any of these treatments
except upon the referral of a physician . . . .’’ Act 6 of 2002
amended 63 P. S. § 1309(a) to state ‘‘Except as provided
in subsection (b), no person licensed under this act as a
physical therapist shall treat human ailments by physical
therapy or otherwise except by referral . . . .’’ Subsection
(b) of this statutory section provides the conditions for
practice without referral. In addition to the amendments
proposed, § 40.2 should be amended to be consistent with
63 P. S. § 1309.

2. Section 40.61. Certificate of authorization to
practice physical therapy without a referral.—
Consistency with statute; Reasonableness; Clarity.

There are three concerns with this section.

First, a physical therapist is required to refer patients
to a licensed physician or other appropriate health care
practitioner in ‘‘cases for which treatment is beyond the
education, expertise or experience of the physical thera-
pist’’ (63 P. S. § 1309(d)(3)). This provision is not reflected
in the regulation. For example, subsection (a)(3)(i) and (ii)
does not relate the type of patient care delivered in the
past to the type of physical therapy that can be practiced
without a referral. The statutory limitations of 63 P. S.
§ 1309(d)(3) should be added to the regulation.

Second, subsection (a)(5) defines continuous practice ‘‘as
a minimum of 200 hours each year in the delivery of
direct patient care.’’ The preamble explains that the
Board determined that 200 hours per year represents
approximately 10% of annual practice. How was this
determined to be continuous practice? Why is a minimum
of 200 hours per year the appropriate amount of experi-
ence to allow a physical therapist to practice without
referral?

Finally, subsection (a) includes a list of requirements
that a physical therapist must meet to be eligible to
obtain a certificate of authorization. This list includes
paragraph (5) which is a definition of ‘‘continuous prac-
tice.’’ Since this is a definition, it should not be listed as a
requirement. For clarity, the Board should move this
definition to paragraph (3) where the term is applicable.

The Pennsylvania Infrastructure Investment Authority
(PENNVEST) and the Department of Environmental Pro-
tection (Department) have received approval from the
United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) of
the combined Federal fiscal year (FY) 2004 and 2005
drinking water program Project Priority List (PPL) and
the FY 2004 Intended Use Plan (IUP). The IUP includes
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a list of drinking water projects to be considered for a
design and engineering or construction loan from funds
the Commonwealth expects to receive from FY 2004 funds
approved by Congress to capitalize the Drinking Water
State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) program.

The FY 2004/2005 DWSRF PPL was developed in
conformance with the requirements of the Federal Safe
Drinking Water Act Amendments of 1996 (act) and Fed-
eral guidance. The act stipulates that states must main-
tain a PPL of drinking water projects from which to
develop the annual IUP list of projects to be funded.

The projects to be considered for a loan from the
DWSRF must meet the Federal requirements for funding
in accordance with section 1452 of the Federal Safe
Drinking Water Act. Accordingly, the projects included in
the IUP are expected to meet the requirements applicable
to use of the DWSRF loan funds. Projects listed in the FY
2004 IUP are on the Commonwealth’s FY 2004/2005 PPL
and are expected to proceed with design and engineering
or to construction in the near future. Other projects on
the DWSRF PPL are projects that are in development or
will be developed for future loan consideration. A project
removed from an IUP is maintained on the PPL, unless
otherwise completed.

A public hearing was held on October 22, 2003, for the
purpose of receiving comments from the public regarding
the FY 2004/2005 PPL and the FY 2004 IUP. Notice of
this hearing was published at 33 Pa.B. 4514 (September
6, 2003). Interested persons were invited to express their
views on the narrative portion of the IUP, the set-aside
work plan and the priority rating or ranking of projects
on the IUP and the PPL at the public hearing. No
comments were received.

Investigation regarding the Metropolitan Edison
Company, Pennsylvania Electric Company and

Pennsylvania Power Company’s Reliability Performance;
Doc. No. I-00040102

Investigation Order
By the Commission:

Under 66 Pa.C.S. § 1501, the Commission has a funda-
mental duty to ensure that public utilities which operate
as electric distribution companies (EDCs) in this Com-
monwealth are providing safe, adequate and reasonably
continuous service to their customers without unreason-
able interruptions or delay and in accordance with our
regulations and orders. Today we initiate a formal investi-
gation of the Metropolitan Edison Company (Met-Ed),
Pennsylvania Electric Company (Penelec) and Pennsylva-
nia Power Company (Penn Power) (collectively referred to
as FirstEnergy companies) levels of compliance with the
Public Utility Code and the Commission’s regulations and
orders with regard to reliable electric service.

The Electricity Generation Customer Choice and Com-
petition Act (act), 1996, Dec. 3, P. L. 802, No. 138 § 4,
became effective January 1, 1997. The act authorized the

Commission to ensure that levels of reliability that were
present prior to the restructuring of the electric utility
industry would continue in the new competitive markets.
66 Pa.C.S. §§ 2802(12), 2804(1) and 2807(a)(d).

Thus, the Commission promulgated regulations in 52
Pa. Code §§ 57.191—57.197 to ensure reliability would be
maintained in the new competitive markets. On Decem-
ber 16, 1999, the Commission entered a Final Order at
Docket No. M-00991220, which established reliability
benchmarks and standards for the EDCs in accordance
with 52 Pa. Code § 57.194(h). These benchmarks and
standards have been in effect since 1999.

The Commission established the Staff Internal Working
Group on Electric Service Reliability (Working Group) to
examine, in detail, the level of reliability provided by
Pennsylvania’s EDCs post-restructuring. In the course of
this work, the Staff examined the reliability data filed in
compliance with Commission regulations. In addition, the
Working Group obtained additional monthly reports and
data from certain companies, including two of the
FirstEnergy companies, Met-Ed and Penelec.

Based on the Commission’s review of the reliability
data filed in compliance with our regulations, the addi-
tional monthly reports and other reliability data, we are
concerned the FirstEnergy companies may not be meeting
the reliability standards regarding the frequency and
duration of service outages established in our Order of
December 16, 1999, at Docket No. M-00991220. Our main
concern is whether the service reliability performance of
one or more of the FirstEnergy companies has deterio-
rated to a point below the level of service reliability that
existed prior to restructuring.

We are not concluding that performance has deterio-
rated in violation of the act or that the deterioration is
due to factors within the control of the FirstEnergy
companies. However, there is enough information before
us to warrant further investigation. Therefore, this Com-
mission is persuaded to order a formal investigation to
further examine the level of service reliability provided by
the FirstEnergy Companies, and refer this matter to the
Office of Administrative Law Judge (OALJ) for an on the
record proceeding, following a sufficient discovery period.
We direct Law Bureau Prosecutory Staff to participate in
the investigation, and to utilize technical assistance from
the Bureaus of Fixed Utility Services, Audits and Conser-
vation, Economics and Energy Planning as necessary.

To fully address the Commission’s concerns regarding
service reliability at the FirstEnergy companies, the scope
of this formal investigation should include, but not be
limited to, the following areas:

• Underlying causes for outages.
• Adequacy of inspection and maintenance cycles.
• Tree-trimming activities and contracts.
• Changes to budgeted/actual capital and operating

expenditures in select areas in prior years.
• Emergency call-out procedures and calculation of the

acceptance rate.
• Hiring/contracting practices for line workers.
• Other factors, practices and policies that may affect

service reliability.
At the outset, this investigation should focus on the

issue of whether the service reliability of any of the
FirstEnergy companies has deteriorated below the level
required by the act. However, the presiding ALJ shall also
take evidence from the parties on recommendations for

corrective actions to be taken by the FirstEnergy compa-
nies if it is found that service reliability has deteriorated.
Civil fines and penalties, however, are not within the
scope of this proceeding.

The investigation will be assigned to the OALJ to
conduct hearings as may be necessary to address the
concerns outlined in this Investigation Order and to place
in evidence the relevant findings and any recommenda-
tions for corrective actions. We expect testimony to be
presented by the FirstEnergy companies, Staff and inter-
venors to address these matters. After briefing, the
presiding ALJ will issue a Recommended Decision, sub-
ject to exceptions, for the Commission’s consideration. We
expect the presiding ALJ to render a Recommended
Decision on this matter by September 30, 2004, to allow
the Commission ample time to review and issue a Final
Order before December 16, 2004. Therefore,

It Is Ordered That:

1. A formal investigation is hereby instituted to exam-
ine the level of service reliability provided by the
FirstEnergy companies including: Metropolitan Edison
Company, Pennsylvania Power Company and Pennsylva-
nia Electric Company.

2. The investigation is assigned to the OALJ to conduct
hearings as may be necessary to address the concerns
outlined in this Investigation Order and to issue a
Recommended Decision by September 30, 2004.

3. Under 52 Pa. Code § 1.2(c), the presiding ALJ is
authorized to waive appropriate sections of the Commis-
sion’s rules of practice and procedure, as necessary, to
resolve disputed issues and file a Recommended Decision
on or before September 30, 2004.

4. A copy of this Investigation Order be served on
Metropolitan Edison Company, Pennsylvania Power Com-
pany, Pennsylvania Electric Company, the Attorney Gen-
eral’s Office of Consumer Advocate and the Office of
Small Business Advocate. In addition, the Secretary shall
cause a copy of this order to be published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin.

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Tentative Order
By the Commission:

Webnet Communications, Inc. (Webnet) has failed to
pay its $40 annual assessment for 2003-2004 under
section 510(c) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S.
§ 510(c). Webnet is a telecommunications interexchange
reseller certificated at A-310858. Commission staff sent
by certified mail a notice to Webnet that its 2003-2004
annual assessment was overdue. The notice came back as
unclaimed, return to sender. Telephone calls to the last
known business address of Webnet confirmed that the
number is disconnected and no information is available
for any new phone number. At this point, there is no
reasonable means to reach the company, and it has failed
in its responsibility to notify the Commission of any
address or phone number changes.

The Commission puts the industry on notice that we
will not hesitate to invoke our authority under the Public
Utility Code to ensure timely compliance with our regula-
tions and orders including the imposition of any remedies
as the Commission may deem appropriate. 66 Pa.C.S.
§§ 504, 505, 506 and 3301. Based on the findings of the
Commission staff, we believe it is appropriate to revoke
Webnet’s certificate of public convenience without the
necessity of a formal complaint, and we tentatively
conclude that revocation of Webnet’s certificate of public
convenience under 66 Pa.C.S. § 1102(a)(2) is in the public
interest. Furthermore, the Commission may take other
appropriate action, including the imposition of penalties

under section 3301, instead of cancellation, if Webnet
seeks relief from this Tentative Order; Therefore,

It Is Ordered That:

1. Revocation of Webnet Communications, Inc.’s certifi-
cate of public convenience is hereby tentatively approved
as being in the public interest.

2. The Secretary serve a copy of this Tentative Order
upon the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small
Business Advocate and the Office of Trial Staff, and also
cause a copy of this Tentative Order to be published in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin with a 30-day comment period.

3. Absent the filing of adverse public comment within
30 days after publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin,
this Tentative Order shall become final without further
action by the Commission.

4. Upon this order becoming final and without further
action by the Commission, the certificate of public conve-
nience held by Webnet Communications, Inc. at A-310858
shall be canceled and Webnet Communication’s name
stricken from all active utility lists maintained by the
Commission’s Bureau of Fixed Utility Services and the
Assessment Section of the Bureau of Audits.
