Notice of Right-to-Know Procedures—Public Ac-
cess to Information

TITLE: Notice of Right-to-Know Procedures—Public Ac-
cess to Information

EFFECTIVE DATE: May 13, 2006. This notice sup-
plants a September 27, 2004, notice on the same subject.

AUTHORITY: This notice is issued pursuant to the
Right-to-Know Law, 65 P.S. 8§ 66.1—66.9 and Pennsyl-
vania Office of Administration Management Directive
205.36.

GENERAL REQUIREMENT: Persons requesting access
to records kept by the Pennsylvania Department of
Agriculture (PDA) pursuant to the Right-to-Know Law
(RTKL) should follow the directions provided in this
notice. PDA will follow the procedures described in this
notice in responding to such requests.

PURPOSE: This notice modifies PDA's existing records
management procedures to: (1) fulfill its obligations under
Pennsylvania Right-to-Know Law (RTKL), as amended by
Act 100 of 2002; and (2) comply with the requirement of
Management Directive 205.36 that an agency such as
PDA give appropriate notice of its RTKL policy.

APPLICABILITY: The provisions of this notice apply to
all requests under the RTKL regarding any PDA records.
These provisions apply to all recorded information, re-
gardless of whether the information exists in written or
electronic format.

DISCLAIMER: The provisions of this notice are in-
tended to supplement existing requirements. Nothing in
these provisions shall affect regulatory requirements.
These provisions are not an adjudication or regulation.
There is no intent on the part of PDA to give these
provisions that weight or deference. This document estab-
lishes the framework within which PDA will exercise its
administrative discretion in the future. PDA reserves the
discretion to deviate from the provisions of this notice if
circumstances warrant.

REQUESTING ACCESS TO RECORDS

PDA maintains thousands of records in its Harrisburg
headquarters and 7 Regional Offices spread throughout
the Commonwealth. It also retains records at several
remote records storage facilities. It will help persons
seeking access to records held by PDA to have an
understanding of the difference between a “record” and a
“public record.” Definitions of these terms are as follows:

Public record. Any document that satisfies the gen-
eral definition of “public record” set forth in the RTKL,
that does not fall within any of the exceptions set forth
therein. The general definition consists of two parts: (i)
any account, voucher or contract dealing with the receipt
or disbursement of funds by an agency or its acquisition,
use or disposal of services or of supplies, materials,
equipment or other property, and (ii) any minute, order or
decision by an agency fixing the personal or property
rights, privileges, immunities, duties or obligations of any
person or group of persons. The statutory exemptions are
as follows: The term “public records” shall not mean any

report, communication or other paper, the publication of
which would disclose the institution, progress or result of
an investigation undertaken by an agency in the perfor-
mance of its official duties, except those reports filed by
agencies pertaining to safety and health in industrial
plants; it shall not include any record, document, mate-
rial, exhibit, pleading, report, memorandum or other
paper, access to or the publication of which is prohibited,
restricted or forbidden by statute law or order or decree of
court, or which would operate to the prejudice or impair-
ment of a person’'s reputation or personal security, or
which would result in the loss by the Commonwealth or
any of its political subdivisions or commissions or State or
municipal authorities of Federal funds, excepting there-
from however the record of any conviction for any crimi-
nal act.

Record. Any document maintained by an agency, in
any form, whether public or not.

To help locate the appropriate records, the Department
suggests the following:

1. Informal Requests for Access to Records.

The majority of requests for access to public records
kept by PDA can be handled on an informal basis.

If a person seeks a copy of a statute, regulation, policy,
or general information, a good starting point is the PDA
website (www.agriculture.state.pa.us).

PDA regularly provides more types of records for public
inspection than are required by the RTKL, and does not
require that informal requests to view and copy records
be submitted according to a particular procedure. If a
person seeks access to a public record, a telephone
request to the appropriate RTKL Liaison will—in most
instances—result in the requested public record being
photocopied and mailed or made available to the re-
quester. PDA has at least two designated RTKL Liaisons
at each of its regional offices, and within each bureau at
its headquarters building, in Harrisburg. The names,
addresses and telephone numbers of the RTKL Liaisons
are listed below, in Appendices “A” and “B.”

In many cases, a visit to PDA’'s website or a brief
telephone call to the appropriate RTKL Liaison can help
focus the records request and save time. Although PDA is
not legally obligated to provide information through tele-
phone calls or the PDA website, the agency appreciates
that many RTKL requests can be resolved quickly and
efficiently through this type of communication, and will
try to be responsive to informal RTKL requests reaching
PDA through these channels.

2. Formal Written Requests for Access to Records.

In order for a person seeking access to records to have
the ability to enjoy the legal rights and remedies provided
for in the RTKL, a request for access to records must be
in writing, and must be received by the “Right-to-Know
Law Coordinator.” A request may not be oral, or offered
anonymously. A request must, at a minimum, include: (1)
the name of the requester; (2) a statement of whether the
requester is a resident of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania; (3) the address to which PDA should send its
response; and (4) a clear identification or description of
the records sought, with sufficient specificity to enable
PDA to ascertain which records are being requested. PDA
encourages (but does not require) the use of the Request
Form that appears below, in Appendix “C.” Written
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requests for access to records may be delivered to the
Right-to-Know Law Coordinator by mail, personal deliv-
ery or facsimile transmission (fax), but may not be
delivered by e-mail.

The business hours of PDA are from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00
p.m., from Monday through Friday, except those days
when the offices of PDA are closed for all or part of a day
due to a state holiday; pursuant to executive order; due to
severe weather (such as a blizzard or ice storm); due to
natural or other disaster; or due to the request or
direction of local, state or federal law enforcement agen-
cies or officials.

3. Schedule of Fees.

PDA is not required to provide a person with copies of
requested records—only access to those records that are
“public records” under the RTKL.

As referenced below, PDA will provide photocopies of
public records without charge for copying or postage if the
records comprise ten or fewer pages and can fit in a
standard business envelope.

If PDA’s fees for copying the records requested are
more than $100, the fees must be paid before PDA will
make any copies. The most efficient method by which to
make payment is by certified check or money order.
Either of these payment methods will result in the
prompt copying of the requested material. If payment is
by standard check, though, PDA will wait until the check
clears before making the requested copies. PDA will not
accept cash payments.

a. Photocopies. One “photocopy” is either a single-
sided copy or one side of a double-sided copy. For originals
that are 11" x 17" or smaller, PDA does not charge for the
first 10 photocopies and charges $0.15 for each photocopy
in excess of the first 10. For maps and other oversize
documents, the charge is $2.50 per photocopy or the
actual cost to the PDA if the photocopying is not done by
PDA.

b. Other materials. PDA charges the following for
copying each of the following records: PC diskette—$5.00;
CD—$%$7.00; microfilm or microfiche—$3.00 for the first
copy and $1.50 for each additional copy; paper printouts
from microfiche—$0.50; aperture card—$0.75.

c. Staff time and postage. PDA does not charge for
first class postage if the copies fit in a standard business
envelope. Otherwise, PDA charges for the cost of postage.
There is no charge for staff time for locating records or
preparing the records for review. PDA charges $15.00 per
hour for staff time for redacting records, for leaving a
PDA office to accomplish off-premises copying, for travel-
ing in order to retrieve records and for other tasks.

d. Certified copies. PDA charges $8.00 per sealed
impression for official certification of copies.

e. Copying not done at PDA offices. Requesters are
prohibited from removing any records from any PDA
office. The charges for copying that cannot be done at a
PDA office, such as copying of videocassette tapes, is the
actual charge to PDA for the copying, plus the $15.00 per
hour charge for PDA staff time.

f. Charges for retrieving off-site records. If a re-
quester seeks access to records that have been sent to
off-site locations, the charge is the cost of transporting
those records to and from the PDA office, including the
$15.00 per hour charge for PDA staff time. PDA will
provide the requester an estimate of these charges before
retrieving the records.

g. Charges for special copying. The above list is not
exhaustive. PDA retains the discretion to impose reason-
able charges for copying or record retrieval not described
above.

4. Exceptions: Challenging a Full or Partial Denial
(or Deemed Denial) of Access to Public Records.

PDA may deny access to a public record in several
ways. In summary, denial may be in the form of a letter
denying—in whole or in part—a written request for
access, or may be a “deemed denial” if PDA does not
respond to a written request for access within the time
frames prescribed by the RTKL. In either event, the
requester has the right to file “exceptions” challenging
PDA's denial.

It will help persons seeking to challenge a denial of
access to records held by PDA to have an understanding
of the following terms:

Business day. Any Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday,
Thursday or Friday, except those days when the offices of
PDA are closed for all or part of a day due to a state
holiday; pursuant to executive order; due to severe
weather (such as a blizzard or ice storm); due to natural
or other disaster; or due to the request or direction of
local, state or federal law enforcement agencies or offi-
cials.

Exceptions. A written administrative appeal filed with
an agency by a requester challenging the agency’s denial
or deemed denial of the requester’'s RTKL request.

Exceptor. A person who files exceptions to a full or
partial denial of a request for access to records by PDA.

RTKL Exceptions Official. Any official or employee
designated by the agency head to consider exceptions,
conduct hearings, as appropriate, and issue final determi-
nations resolving those exceptions.

RTKL Exceptions Unit. The office designated by the
agency head to receive and docket exceptions filed by
requesters

a. Time within which Exceptions must be filed. A
person who seeks to file exceptions to PDA's full or
partial denial of a request for access to records must do so
within 15 business days of the mailing date of PDA’s
written denial, or within 15 days of the date the request
is deemed denied.

b. Format and content of Exceptions. Exceptions
must be in writing, and must state the basis for the
requester’s position that the record with respect to which
access has been denied is a public record. Exceptions
should address the reasons stated by PDA for denying the
request, unless the request was deemed denied. Excep-
tions may (but need not) contain a request for a hearing
before the RTKL Exceptions Official.
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c. Submitting Exceptions to the RTKL Exceptions
Office. Written exceptions may be submitted to the
RTKL Exceptions Office by: (1) regular U.S. mail (in
which case the mailing date shall be the date of the
postmark on the envelope or, if the postmark is illegible,
the date immediately preceding the date upon which the
RTKL Exceptions Office receives the exceptions, and the
mailing date shall be considered the filing date); or (2) by
personal delivery, facsimile transmission, parcel delivery
service courier service or similar means of delivery (in
which case the filing date shall be the date the exceptions
are received at the RTKL Exceptions Office). Exceptions
may not be submitted by e-mail. Exceptions should be
delivered to the following person:

d. Procedure for Resolving Exceptions. Unless oth-
erwise agreed to by PDA, the Exceptor and the RTKL
Exceptions Official, the following procedures shall apply:

« Within 7 business days after the filing of the excep-
tions, PDA may submit to the RTKL Exceptions Official a
written response to the exceptions.

« If the RTKL Exceptions Official decides to conduct an
administrative hearing, the Exceptor will be notified of
the date, time, and place. The RTKL Exceptions Official
may condition having an administrative hearing on the
Exceptor's agreement to a final determination more than
30 days after the exceptions were mailed.

 The RTKL Exceptions Official may: (1) require that
each party, in advance of the administrative hearing,
provide a list of witnesses and exhibits to the opposing
party and the RTKL Exceptions Official; and (2) at the

subsequent administrative hearing, limit the witnesses
and exhibits to only those identified on the list.

e Unless otherwise determined by the RTKL Excep-
tions Official, the administrative hearing will be con-
ducted during a single business day. The RTKL Excep-
tions Official may limit the time within which each party
must present its witnesses and exhibits. The Exceptor
will present evidence first.

e Testimony of withesses at an administrative hearing
will be under oath and recorded by a court reporter.

¢ If an administrative hearing is held, the strict rules
of evidence will not be applied. The RTKL Exceptions
Official may admit into evidence testimony and exhibits
that are reasonably probative and relevant. Any brief or
legal argument must be presented at or before the
hearing.

e The General Rules of Administrative Practice and
Procedure will not apply. The RTKL Exceptions Official
shall rule on procedural matters regarding the exceptions
on the basis of justice, fairness, and expeditious resolu-
tion.

« The RTKL Exceptions Official may designate another
person to conduct hearings or otherwise assist the Excep-
tions Official.

e. Review of Exceptions. The RTKL Exceptions Offi-
cial may—but need not—convene a hearing on the excep-
tions. The decision as to whether to convene a hearing is
not appealable. The RTKL Exceptions Official must issue
a written “final determination” by mailing it to the
requester within 30 days of the mailing date of the
exceptions (or the filing date, if the exceptions are
delivered to the RTKL Exceptions Official by means other
than by regular U.S. mail), unless this time period is
waived by the Exceptor. If the final determination denies
the request for access to records, it will contain a written
explanation of the reasons for denial. A final determina-
tion may be appealed to the Commonwealth Court, in
accordance with the Right-to-Know Law.

successful neighborhoods and communities.

The Commonwealth’'s 2007 Action Plan will address
how the Commonwealth intends to allocate funds under
the following programs: Community Development Block
Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships, Emergency Shel-
ter Grant and Housing Opportunities for Persons with
AIDS.

Public Meeting

The public meeting will be conducted electronically
through the Internet. The format will be more accessible
in that persons who wish to make a comment or discuss
policy may participate directly from their personal com-
puter or from a computer location at a public library on
July 19, 2006. Access to the discussion on the Internet
will occur between the hours of 10 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.
This more widely available personal computer access will
replace the usual public meeting.
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Individuals or organizations may give testimony or
comments by means of the Internet. Comments will be
accepted about topics related to community development,
housing, the content of the Commonwealth’s Action Plan
and the process by which the public input is gathered.
The Commonwealth encourages public participation in
this process.

Contact Karen
Overly Smith at (717) 214-5340 to receive registration
instructions for the Internet meeting at least 24 hours
prior to the meeting date. Internet public meeting access
will be open from 10 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. on July 19, 2006.

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment), under the authority of the Hazardous Sites
Cleanup Act (HSCA) (35 P. S. 88 6020.101—6020.1305), is
conducting a Prompt Interim Response at the Lewis Run
Municipal Well Site (Site). The Site is located in Lewis
Run Borough, McKean County, PA, in the area between
the East Branch of Tunungwant Creek and Big Shanty
Road. The Site contains several light industrial-
manufacturing facilities, separated by lightly wooded
areas. The Site also contains a well used as a supplemen-
tal public water supply (Well 3) by the Borough of Lewis
Run, McKean County, impacted by Site related constitu-
ents. The Borough owns two other water supply wells
(Well 1 and Well 2) and a spring that are used to supply
water to local residents and businesses..

VOCs, primarily tetrachloroethene, trichloroethene and
1,2-dichloroethene, have been detected in groundwater at
the Site, including in samples from Well 3. The VOC
contamination appears to have multiple sources, includ-
ing at least one source on the McCourt Label Cabinet
Company property within the Site.

On April 8, 2003, the Department issued a Statement of
Decision for the Site documenting the Department’s
implementation of a Prompt Interim Response under
section 506 of HSCA (35 P.S. § 6020.506). The April 8,
2003, Statement of Decision concluded that the Depart-
ment would replace the existing Well 3 with a new
municipal water supply well and abandon Well 3. The
Department has not yet completed the connection of the
new municipal water supply well.

In the summer of 2005, Lewis Run Borough's routine
VOC sample results indicated a detection for benzene in
the water system. In September, 2005, the Department
obtained additional sample results indicating the pres-
ence of benzene in Well 1 and Well 2, confirmed by
additional sampling in November 2005, December 2005,
and January 2006. As a result, Lewis Run Borough
stopped using Well 1 and Well 2. Thus, Lewis Run
Borough's only remaining source of water is the spring.
The flow of the spring is effected by seasonal water table
variations, and it is anticipated that the spring will not
be able to supply sufficient water for local residents and
businesses after May, 2006. Lewis Run would normally
rely on Well 3 to supplement its water supply, but it is
unavailable due to the release of hazardous substances at

the Site. Moreover, the Department will not be able to
complete the connection of the new municipal well before
the end of May, 2006.

As a result of the foregoing, the Department is propos-
ing an emergency replacement source of supplemental
water for Lewis Run Borough. For this Prompt Interim
Response, the Department considered three alternatives
for the Site: Alternative 1, no action and ongoing monitor-
ing; Alternative 2, the provision of bottled water when the
alternative water source becomes necessary; Alternative
3, interconnection with the Bradford City Water Authority
System.

Each alternative was evaluated with respect to four
comparison criteria: (1) the extent to which each alterna-
tive protects the public health and the environment; (2)
the extent to which each alternative complies with or
otherwise addresses Applicable or Relevant and Appropri-
ate Requirements; (3) the extent to which each alterna-
tive is feasible, effective, implementable and permanent;
and (4) the relative cost of each alternative.

Furthermore, this comparative analysis evaluated the
relative performance of each alternative in relation to
each specific comparison criterion. The comparative
analysis identified advantages and disadvantages of each
alternative so that tradeoffs between the alternatives
could be determined.

Based on the comparative analysis, the Department
chose to implement Alternative 3 as the prompt interim
response for the Site. This alternative was selected
because it would, in the most cost-effective manner,
protect the public from possible human health risks
associated with ingestion of Site-related hazardous sub-
stances while meeting the response objective of providing
an immediate and reliable, potable backup public water
supply source.

Proposed General Plan Approval and General Op-
erating Permit for Feed Mills (BAQ-GPA/GP-15)

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) proposes to issue the following General Plan
Approval and/or General Operating Permit (General Per-
mit), which contains predetermined Best Available Tech-
nology and other regulatory requirements:

BAQ-GPA/GP-15 (Feed Mills)

This proposed General Permit, authorized under sec-
tions 6.1(f) of the Air Pollution Control Act (35 P.S.
§ 4006.1(f)) and 25 Pa. Code § 127.611 (relating to gen-
eral plan approvals and general operating permits), will
apply to the construction, operation and modification of
both new and existing feed mills.

The proposed General Permit contains conditions that
prescribe applicability, compliance, permit modification,
notification, prohibited use, emissions, sampling and test-
ing, monitoring, recordkeeping and reporting require-
ments.

Prior to constructing and/or operating under this Gen-
eral Permit, the permittee must notify the Department
using the General Permit application form provided by
the Department and receive prior written approval from
the Department before initiating construction and/or com-
mencing operation of a feed mill. Existing permitted feed
mills may either continue to operate under an existing
operating permit or owners may elect to apply for autho-
rization to operate under this General Permit. The appli-
cation for authorization to operate under this General
Permit must be submitted on the form provided by the
Department. The owner or operator of any facility operat-
ing under this General Permit shall comply with the
terms and conditions of this General Permit.

BAQ-GPA/GP-15: Feed Mills

As proposed, GP-15 is designed to serve as either plan
approval and/or operating permit for feed mills.

The feed mills covered under this proposed General
Permit are intended to produce processed food for animal
or human consumption. The feed mills may include
equipment such as storage silos, conveyors, bucket eleva-
tors, screening, sorting and batching machines, mixers,
dryers, pelletizers and packaging machines. The General
Permit is limited to feed mills that are not subjected to
the Standards of Performance for New Stationary Sources
(NSPS); Subpart DD.

This proposed General Permit may not be used where
the installation of a feed mill, individually or in conjunc-
tion with other source installations or modifications,
would be subject to the requirements of 25 Pa. Code
Chapter 127, Subchapter D or Subchapter E (relating to
prevention of significant deterioration of air quality; and
new source review).

This proposed General Permit establishes emission
limits for particulate matter, sulfur oxides, visible and
odor emissions. To comply with the particulate and visible
emissions requirements, the feed mills will be fitted with
such control devices as fabric collector and cyclone or
multiclone.

The visible and odor emissions requirements shall be
verified by conducting weekly inspections of these feed
mills. The Department reserves the right to require an
additional verification of particulate emission rates, which
may include source testing in accordance with applicable
provisions of 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139 (relating to sam-
pling and testing).

The owner or operator of the feed mill shall maintain
accurate records of dates, times and results of the weekly
inspections conducted. These results shall be retained for
a minimum of 5 years and shall be made available to the
Department upon request.

Authorizations granted to use this General Permit will
be for a term of 5 years. At least 30 days prior to the
expiration date of the authorization to use this General
Permit, the permittee must submit an application to
renew the authorization if the facility intends to continue
to operate under this General Permit.

The Department proposes to establish application and
permit renewal fees for GP-15 of $375.

A plan approval application and fee is required each
time the permittee installs or modifies a feed mill. The
installation or modification of a feed mill must be con-
ducted according to the terms and conditions of this
proposed General Permit.

Seneca Resources Corporation v. DEP; EHB Doc.
No. 2004-010-L

The Department of Environmental Protection and Sen-
eca Resources Corporation (Seneca) have agreed to a
settlement of this matter. The Commonwealth had or-
dered Seneca under an Administrative Order dated De-
cember 22, 2003, to:

1. Immediately cease and desist all earth disturbance
activities at the Seneca Timbering Tract located in Ship-
pen Township, Cameron County, Jones Township, EIlk
County, and Sergeant and Norwich Townships, McKean
County, including but not limited to road maintenance,
road construction, and all skidding and/or trucking of logs
on trails, roads and landings, until such time as Seneca
obtains an Erosion and Sedimentation Control permit
from the Department pursuant to Chapter 102 of the
Department’'s regulations, 25 Pa.Code § 102.1, et seq.

2. Not use, or allow the use of, any unauthorized or
unpermitted water obstructions or encroachments located
within the Seneca Timbering Tract except as may be
necessary to address the requirements of Paragraphs 3, 4,
5, and 6 below, and to the extent necessary to respond to
any emergencies that occur on the Seneca Timbering
Tract.

3. Immediately take all actions necessary to address
stabilize, or control erosion from, disturbed areas of the
Seneca Timbering Tract with appropriate erosion and
sedimentation controls until such time as Seneca obtains
and implements an Erosion and Sedimentation Control
permit from the Department pursuant to Chapter 102 of
the Department’s regulations, 25 Pa.Code § 102.1, et
seq.

4. On or before March 31, 2004, submit to the Depart-
ment an administratively and technically complete appli-
cation for an Erosion and Sedimentation Control Permit
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which complies with the requirements of Chapter 102 of
the Department’'s regulations, 25 Pa. Code § 102.1, et
seq., for the entire Seneca Timbering Tract as outlined on
Attachment 1. This permit application shall include the
following items:

a. The detailed plans and specifications for the control
measures that will need to be installed to prevent further
sediment pollution.

b. The detailed plans and drawings for all former and
existing fords, stream crossings, log landings, haul roads,
skid roads and skid trails and locations of waterways.

c. Detailed plans and specifications for the permanent
stabilization of all disturbed areas at each specific logging
site that has occurred or will be occurring within the
boundaries delineated in Attachment 1.

5. On or before March 31, 2004, submit to the Depart-
ment an administratively and technically complete appli-
cation which complies with the requirements of Chapter
105 of the Department’s regulations, 25 Pa. Code § 105.1,
et seq., for all encroachments and obstructions within the
Seneca Timbering Tract which Seneca wishes to maintain
on or after April 30, 2004.

6. On or before March 31, 2004, submit to the Depart-
ment the detailed plans, drawings and specifications for
removal of all encroachments and obstructions not in-
cluded in the permit application required by Paragraph 5
hereof and for complete restoration of the site of the
encroachment or obstruction (“Plan”).

7. Within 30 days of the effective date of this Order,
notify the Department of all additional timber harvesting
operations currently being conducted, or planned within
the next year, on any other real property owned by
Seneca within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

8. Within 30 days of the effective date of this Order,
provide the Department with keys for all gates to roads
providing access to timber acreage owned or under the
control of Seneca located within the Commonwealth.

On January 9, 2004, Seneca filed a notice of appeal and
petition for a supersedeas of the Department’'s Order. On
January 20, 2004, the Board entered a stipulated order
partially superseding the Department’s order.

The parties have agreed to a settlement in the form of
a Consent Adjudication, the major provisions of which
include:

A. Paragraph 1 of the Order is withdrawn.
B. Paragraph 2 of the Order is withdrawn.
C. Paragraph 3 of the Order is withdrawn
D. Paragraph 4 of the Order is withdrawn.

E. The Order is herein rendered null and void. Seneca
agrees that it shall abide by the following terms and
conditions:

1. Seneca shall submit to the Department a technically
and administratively complete Erosion and Sedimentation
Control Plan (“E & S Plan”) for each individual earth
disturbance activity (“Earth Disturbance Activity”) for
which an E & S Plan is required by Chapter 102.4 of the
Pennsylvania Code, 25 Pa. Code § 102.4.

2. Seneca may proceed with any earth disturbance
activity provided it has submitted a written E & S Plan to
the Department 15 business days prior to commencement
of the proposed earth disturbance activity. In the event of
a weather or other business-related exigency that re-
quires Seneca to commence earth disturbance activities
proposed in an E&S Plan in less than fifteen days,
Seneca may make a request for expedited review. Unless
the Department disapproves the request for expedited

review within five business days, Seneca may proceed
with the proposed earth disturbance activity.

3. The Department shall base all comments concerning
Seneca E & S Plans, if any, including its approval, modifi-
cation or rejection of any E &S Plans submitted or
re-submitted by Seneca, according to Chapter 102 regula-
tions and guidance and policy documents.

4. The Department shall deliver any comments, obser-
vations or requested modifications to an E & S Plan to
Seneca in writing, signed by the Program Manager of the
Watershed Management Program in the Northcentral
Regional Office of the Department or, in the Program
Manager’s absence, the Regional Director.

5. The Department's willingness to accept the E& S
Plan for purposes of this CA and to enter into this CA are
without prejudice to its right to disapprove, for any
reason, any individual E & S Plan submitted by Seneca.
Nothing in this CA shall be construed to impose upon the
Department an obligation to approve any application.

F. Seneca’'s June 2004 Chapter 105 Application and
Plan satisfactorily meets the requirements of Paragraph 5
of the Order. On January 20, 2006, the Department
approved the application for all encroachments and ob-
structions within the Seneca Timbering Tract that the
Chapter 105 Application and Plan states that Seneca
wishes to maintain (“Chapter 105 Permit”).

G. Seneca’s June 2004 Chapter 105 Application and
Plan satisfactorily meets the requirements of Paragraph 6
of the Order. On January 20, 2006, the Department
approved the application to remove encroachments or
obstructions within the Seneca Timbering Tract that the
Chapter 105 Application and Plan states that Seneca does
not wish to maintain, and to restore the site of the
removed encroachments or obstructions.

H. Paragraph 7 of the Order is withdrawn. All notifica-
tion of timber harvesting operations will be governed by
Paragraph E, above.

I. Seneca complied with the terms of Paragraph 8 of
the Order by supplying a key to the Department for the
gates at the Seneca Timbering Tract. Paragraph 8 of the
Order is withdrawn. The Department agrees that it will
provide notice to Seneca prior to entering the Seneca
Timbering Tract.

J. Seneca shall pay a civil penalty of $4,000.00 to the
Department for violations of the Dam Safety and En-
croachments Act. Seneca shall pay $5,000.00 to the
Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Commission (“PFBC") in
resolution of the PFBC's claim for civil damages, which
the PFBC is authorized to pursue under Section 2506 of
the Fish and Boat Code, 30 Pa.C.S. § 2506
