AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis

of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Proposed Changes to Orphan’s Court Local Rules
Regarding Adoptions for Franklin and Fulton
Counties

RULE 39-15. ADOPTIONS
Rule 39-15.1. Practice and Procedure.

(a) Reports and Petitions; Fees. All reports and
petitions relating to adoption shall be filed with the Clerk
of Courts and shall be in such form as is designated from
time to time by the Court. All filing fees shall be paid at
the time of filing. The Clerk shall, at the time of filing,
assign each case a docket number, volume number and
page number. Upon the completion of any proceedings
relative to adoption, all documents in connection there-
with shall be handled in the manner set forth in
Pa.O.C.R. 15.7.

(b) Request for Investigation. If no report of inten-
tion to adopt is required, in the absence of a special order

of court, there shall be no investigation of the petition for
adoption. If an investigation of the adoption petition is
necessary, the Court shall order the investigating agency
to conclude its investigation and file its report not later
than ninety (90) days after the filing of the notice of
intention to adopt.

(c) Counseling fund. Pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S.A.
§ 2505(e), a fund has been established by the county to
provide funding for counseling pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S.A.
§ 2505(c) or (d) for those who are unable to pay for such
counseling. A parent who cannot afford to pay for counsel-
ing may petition the Court for payment of counseling by
the fund. If the Court finds that the parent is unable to
pay for counseling and desires counseling, the Court shall
order payment from the fund.

Rule 39-15.5.4. Involuntary Termination of Parental
Rights.

(a) Notice and Hearing. A hearing for involuntary
termination of parental rights under 23 Pa.C.S.A. § 2513
shall be at a separate time and on a separate day from
the hearing on the petition for adoption.

Rule 39-15.5.5. Adoption.

(a) Hearing. Unless otherwise ordered by the Court,
the hearing on the petition for adoption shall be private.

(b) Proposed Order. At the conclusion of the hearing
for adoption, the petitioners shall submit to the hearing
judge a proposed decree.

Rule 39-15.5.8. Confirmation of Consents.

(a) Hearing. The hearing for confirmation of consents
under 23 Pa.C.S.A. § 2504(a) shall be at a separate time
and on a separate day from the hearing on the petition
for adoption, and shall be held at least thirty (30) days
prior to the hearing on the petition for adoption.

(b) Notice. Notice of the hearing on confirmation of
consents shall be given to each parent as directed in
Pa.0.C.R. 15.6 and 23 Pa.C.S.A. § 2504(b) and in the
form directed in 23 Pa.C.S.A. § 2513(b).

Rule 39-16. Forms.

(a) Consent of a child over the age of 12. A child
over the age of 12 shall consent to his or her adoption and
shall sign a consent form in substantially the following
form:

a) 23 Pa.C.S. § 2511 (a)(1)—The parent by conduct
continuing for a period of at least six months immediately
preceding the filing of the Petition either has evidenced a
settled purpose of relinquishing parental claim to the
child or has refused or failed to perform parental duties.

b) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(2—The repeated and continued
incapacity, abuse, neglect or refusal of the parent has
caused the child to be without essential parental care,
control or subsistence necessary for his physical or mental
well-being and the conditions and causes of the incapac-
ity, abuse, neglect or refusal cannot or will not be
remedied by the parent.

c) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(3)—The parent is the presumptive
but not the natural father of the child.

d) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(4)—The child is in the custody of an
agency, having been found under such circumstances that

the identity or whereabouts of the parent is unknown and
cannot be ascertained by diligent search and the parent
does not claim the child within three months after the
child is found.

e) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(5)—The child has been removed
from the care of the parent by the court or under a
voluntary agreement with an agency for a period of at
least six months, the conditions which led to the removal
or placement of the child continue to exist, the parent
cannot or will not remedy those conditions within a
reasonable period of time, the services or assistance
reasonably available to the parent are not likely to
remedy the conditions which led to the removal or
placement of the child within a reasonable period of time
and termination of the parental rights would best serve
the needs and welfare of the child.

f) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(6)—In the case of a newborn child,
the parent knows or has reason to know of the child's
birth, does not reside with the child, has not married the
child’s other parent, has failed for a period of four months
immediately preceding the filing of the petition to make
reasonable efforts to maintain substantial and continuing
contact with the child and has failed during the same
four-month period to provide substantial financial support
for the child.

g) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(7)—The parent is the father of a
child who was conceived as a result of a rape or incest.

h) 23 Pa.C.S. § (a)(8)—The child has been removed
from the care of the parent by the court or under a

SUSQUEHANNA RIVER BASIN COMMISSION
[ 25 PA. CODE CHS. 806 AND 808 ]
Review and Approval of Projects

Summary: This document contains amendments to
Susquehanna River Basin Commission (Commission)
project review regulations currently published at 18 CFR
Part 806, Subpart A, General Provisions, §§8 806.3, 806.4
and 806.6. These amendments include language: 1) clari-
fying the definition of “agricultural water use;” and 2)
providing a qualified exception to the consumptive use
approval requirements for agricultural water use projects.
Also, an error in the “Authority” citation for Part 808 is
corrected.

Supplementary Information:
Background and Purpose of Amendments

Since 1995, the Commission has continued to suspend
the application of its consumptive use regulation to
agricultural water uses pending the implementation of a
mitigation method that is more suited to agriculture’s
unique circumstances.

The Commission’s member states have taken definitive
steps to support projects that will provide storage and
release of water to mitigate agricultural water use in
their jurisdictions and thus satisfy the standards for
consumptive use mitigation set forth in 18 CFR 806.22.
The final-form rulemaking will amend 18 CFR 806.4
(a)(1) to provide an exception for agricultural water use
projects from the consumptive use review and approval
requirements of 18 CFR 806.4(a)(1) and (3), unless water
is diverted for use beyond lands that are at least partially
in the basin, and provided the Commission makes a
determination that the State-sponsored projects are suffi-
cient to meet the consumptive use mitigation standards
contained in 18 CFR 806.22.

A second amendment clarifies the definition of “agricul-
tural water use” in 18 CFR 806.3, 806.4 and 806.6 by
inserting the word “products” after the word “turf.” This
will clarify that the maintenance of turf grass as part of a
project or facility, such as a golf course, does not consti-
tute an agricultural water use. Only the raising of turf
products for sale such as sod would constitute an agricul-
tural water use with this clarification.

A third amendment corrects an error made as part of
the December 5, 2006 rulemaking in the “Authority”
citation to Part 808 by replacing the erroneous Sec. 3.5
(9) with the correct Sec. 3.4(9).

The Commission convened a public hearing on Novem-
ber 7, 2007 in Williamsport, PA and held the comment
period open until November 15, 2007. No public com-
ments were received.

Any consumptive use
project described below shall require an application to be
submitted in accordance with § 806.13, and shall be
subject to the standards set forth in § 806.22, and, to the
extent that it involves a withdrawal from groundwater or
surface water, shall also be subject to the standards set
forth in 8§ 806.23. Except to the extent that they involve
the diversion of the waters of the basin, public water
supplies shall be exempt from the requirements of this
section regarding consumptive use; provided, however,
that nothing in this section shall be construed to exempt
individual consumptive users connected to any such pub-
lic water supply from the requirements of this section.
Provided the commission determines that low flow aug-
mentation projects sponsored by the Commission’s mem-
ber states provide sufficient mitigation for agricultural
water use to meet the standards set forth in § 806.22,
and except as otherwise provided below, agricultural
water use projects shall not be subject to the require-
ments of this paragraph (a)(1). Notwithstanding the
foregoing, an agricultural water use project involving a
diversion of the waters of the basin shall be subject to
such requirements unless the property, or contiguous
parcels of property, upon which the agricultural water use
project occurs is located at least partially within the
basin.
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(3) Diversions. Except with respect to agricultural wa-
ter use projects not subject to the requirements of
paragraph (a)(1), the projects described below shall re-
quire an application to be submitted in accordance with
§ 806.13, and shall be subject to the standards set forth
in 8 806.24. The project sponsors of out-of-basin diver-
sions shall also comply with all applicable requirements
of this part relating to consumptive uses and withdraw-
als.

Pennsylvania Pre-K Counts Program; Eligibility, Application Process and Funding Level

The act of July 20, 2007 (P.L. 278, No. 45) amending the Public School Code of 1949 to add the Pennsylvania Pre-K
Counts Program, requires the Department of Education (Department) to publish both on its Internet web site and in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin the process through which eligible providers may apply for grant funds, the criteria used to select
approved providers for grant funds and the per-student funding levels of approved providers, by county.

Application Process

The Department developed an application form, available on the Department’s web site in its eGrants section of the
web site. Interested eligible applicants were invited to attend any of seven bidders’ conferences and nine teleconferences
to receive informational and technical assistance on the program, its requirements, the application process and program
implementation expectations.

To accomplish the goal of targeting PA Pre-K Counts funds to areas with the highest number or percentage of at-risk
young children, the Office of Child Development and Early Learning used its Program Reach and County Risk
Assessment data for Fiscal Year 2005-2006 to determine the approximate amount of the total appropriation for 2007-2008
that should be dispersed to each county. This Risk and Reach data compiled information on the number of children served
and funding levels for early childhood programs supported by State and Federal investments and an analysis of
educational and family risk factors for each county. This Risk and Reach data is available on the Department's web site
at www.pde.state.pa.us/early_childhood/lib/early_childhood/ProgramReachCountyRiskAssessment_6.07_final.pdf.

Eligible PA Pre-K Counts providers were invited to submit a competitive proposal application that demonstrated the
degree to which they proposed to increase high quality services to children age-eligible for the program, their capacity to
target services to children most in need, their plans to work in partnership with other providers in the community, their
capacity to undertake cooperative and collaborative planning with other agencies and programs serving young children,
the degree to which they planned to incorporate the elements of high quality programming and the degree to which their
budgets reflected a sound framework for program success. The previously listed factors served as the criteria for selecting
approved providers. In addition, the Department gave priority in grant funding to approved providers serving the highest
number of highest percentage of at-risk eligible students and attempted to ensure geographic dispersal of the available
funds.

Grants were awarded on a per-child basis. A program offering a 2 1/2 instructional day for 180 days could provide
justification for Pre-K Counts funding for up to $3,950 and a program providing 5 instructional hours for 180 days could
go to $7,900. In this year, the participating providers were able to justify these amounts per child.

Comments received within the respective comment periods will be considered in the final
determinations regarding the applications. Comments should include the name, address and telephone number of the
writer and a concise statement to inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon
which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests for a public hearing on applications. A public hearing may be held if the
responsible office considers the public response significant. If a hearing is scheduled, a notice of the hearing will be
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within the relevant geographical area. The
Department will postpone its final determination until after a public hearing is held.

Operator shall submit an application for revision to Title
V Operating Permit to the Department at least 60 days
prior to the expiration date of the Plan Approval.

(f) The Owner/Operator may request an extension of
the 180-day Period of Temporary Operation if compliance
with all applicable regulations and Plan Approval require-
ments has not been established. The extension request
shall be submitted in writing at least 15 days prior to the
end of the Period of Temporary Operation and shall
provide a description of the compliance status of the
source. The extension request shall include a detailed
schedule for establishing compliance and the reasons
compliance has not been established. This Period of
Temporary Operation may be extended for additional
limited periods, each not to exceed 120-days, by submit-
ting an extension request as described previously.

(g) If, at any time, the Department has cause to believe
that air contaminant emissions from the sources listed in
this plan approval may be in excess of the limitations
specified in, or established under this plan approval or
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the permittee’s operating permit, the permittee may be
required to conduct test methods and procedures deemed
necessary by the Department to determine the actual
emissions rate. The testing shall be conducted in accord-
ance with 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139, where applicable,
and in accordance with any restrictions or limitations
established by the Department at such time as it notifies
the company that testing is required.

General Conditions

1. Words and terms that are not otherwise defined in
this plan approval shall have the meanings set forth in
section 3 of the Air Pollution Control Act (35 P. S. § 4003)
and 25 Pa. Code § 121.1. (25 Pa. Code § 121.1)

2. The issuance of this plan approval does not prevent
the future adoption by the Department of any rules,
regulations or standards, or the issuance of orders neces-
sary to comply with the requirements of the Federal
Clean Air Act (CAA) or the Air Pollution Control Act, or to
achieve or maintain ambient air quality standards. The
issuance of this plan approval shall not be construed to
limit the Department's enforcement authority. (25
Pa. Code § 127.12b (a) (b))

3. This plan approval authorizes temporary operation
of the sources covered by this plan approval provided the
following conditions are met.

(@) When construction, installation, modification or re-
activation is being conducted, the permittee should pro-
vide written notice to the Department of the completion of
the activity approved by this plan approval and the
permittee’s intent to commence operation at least 5
working days prior to the completion of said activity. The
notice shall state when the activity will be completed and
when the permittee expects to commence operation. When
the activity involves multiple sources on different time
schedules, notice is required for the commencement of
operation of each source.

(b) Under 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b(d), temporary opera-
tion of the sources is authorized to facilitate the shake-
down of sources and air cleaning devices, to permit
operations pending the issuance of a permit under 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter F (relating to operat-
ing permits) or Subchapter G (relating to Title V operat-
ing permits) or to permit the evaluation of the air
contaminant aspects of the source.

(c) This plan approval authorizes a temporary opera-
tion period not to exceed 180 days from the date of
commencement of operation, provided the Department
receives notice from the permittee under paragraph (a),
previously.

(d) The permittee may request an extension of the
180-day shakedown period if further evaluation of the air
contamination aspects of the sources is necessary. The
request for an extension should be submitted, in writing,
to the Department at least 15 days prior to the end of the
initial 180-day shakedown period and shall provide a
description of the compliance status of the source, a
detailed schedule for establishing compliance, and the
reasons compliance has not been established. This tempo-
rary operation period will be valid for a limited time and
may be extended for additional limited periods, each not
to exceed 120 days. If, at any time, the Department has
cause to believe that air contaminant emissions from the
sources listed in this plan approval may be in excess of
the limitations specified in, or established under this plan
approval or the permittee’s operating permit, the permit-
tee may be required to conduct test methods and proce-
dures deemed necessary by the Department to determine

the actual emissions rate. The testing shall be conducted
in accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139, where
applicable, and in accordance with any restrictions or
limitations established by the Department at the time as
it notifies the company that testing is required. (25
Pa. Code § 127.12b)

4. The permittee shall maintain and operate the
sources and associated air cleaning devices in accordance
with good engineering practice as described in the plan
approval application submitted to the Department. (25
Pa. Code § 127.12(a)(10))

5. (a) The records, reports or information obtained by
the Department or referred to at public hearings shall be
available to the public, except as provided in paragraph
(b) of this condition.

(b) Upon cause shown by the permittee that the
records, reports or information or a particular portion
thereof, but not emission data, to which the Department
has access under the act, if made public, would divulge
production or sales figures or methods, processes or
production unique to that person or would otherwise tend
to affect adversely the competitive position of that person
by revealing trade secrets, including intellectual property
rights, the Department will consider the record, report or
information, or particular portion thereof confidential in
the administration of the act. The Department will
implement this section consistent with sections 112(d)
and 114(c) of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C.A. 88 7412(d)
and 7414(c)). Nothing in this section prevents disclosure
of the report, record or information to Federal, State or
local representatives as necessary for purposes of admin-
istration of Federal, State or local air pollution control
laws, or when relevant in a proceeding under the act. (25
Pa. Code 8§ 127.12(c) and (d) and 35 P. S. § 4013.2)

6. (a) This plan approval will be valid for a limited
time, as specified by the expiration date contained on
page 1 of this plan approval. Except as provided in
8§ 127.11a and 127.215 (relating to reactivation of
sources; and reactivation), at the end of the time, if the
construction, modification, reactivation or installation has
not been completed, a new plan approval application or
an extension of the previous approval will be required.

(b) If construction has commenced, but cannot be com-
pleted before the expiration of this plan approval, an
extension of the plan approval must be obtained to
continue construction. To allow adequate time for depart-
mental action, a request for the extension should be
postmarked at least 30 days prior to the expiration date.
The Department will not issue an extension after the
plan approval expires. The request for an extension
should include the following:

(i) A justification for the extension,
(i) A schedule for the completion of the construction.

If construction has not commenced before the expira-
tion of this plan approval, then a new plan approval
application must be submitted and approval obtained
before construction can commence.

(c) If the construction, modification or installation is
not commenced within 18-months of the issuance of this
plan approval or if there is more than an 18-month lapse
in construction, modification or installation, a new plan
approval application that meets the requirements of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter B (related to plan
approval requirements), Subchapter D (related to preven-
tion of significant deterioration of air quality) and
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Subchapter E (related to new source review) shall be
submitted. (25 Pa. Code § 127.13)

7. (&) This plan approval may not be transferred from
one person to another except when a change of ownership
is demonstrated to the satisfaction of the Department and
the Department approves the transfer of the plan ap-
proval in writing.

(b) Section 127.12a (relating to compliance review)
applies to a request for transfer of a plan approval. A
compliance review form shall accompany the request.

(c) This plan approval is valid only for the specific
source and the specific location of the source as described
in the application. (25 Pa. Code § 127.32)

8. (@) Under 35 P.S. § 4008, no person shall hinder,
obstruct, prevent or interfere with the Department or its
personnel in the performance of any duty authorized
under the Air Pollution Control Act.

(b) The permittee shall also allow the Department to
have access at reasonable times to said sources and
associated air cleaning devices with such measuring and
recording equipment, including equipment recording vi-
sual observations, as the Department deems necessary
and proper for performing its duties and for the effective
enforcement of the Air Pollution Control Act and regula-
tions adopted under the act.

(¢) Nothing in this plan approval condition shall limit
the ability of the EPA to inspect or enter the premises of
the permittee in accordance with section 114 or other
applicable provisions of the CAA. (25 Pa. Code
§ 127.12(4) and 35 P. S. § 4008 and § 114 of the CAA)

9. This plan approval may be terminated, modified,
suspended or revoked and reissued if one or more of the
following applies:

(@) The permittee constructs or operates the source
subject to the plan approval in violation of the act, the
CAA, the regulations promulgated under the act or the
CAA, a plan approval or permit or in a manner that
causes air pollution.

(b) The permittee fails to properly or adequately main-
tain or repair an air pollution control device or equipment
attached to or otherwise made a part of the source.

(c) The permittee fails to submit a report required by
this plan approval.

(d) The EPA determines that this plan approval is not
in compliance with the CAA or the regulations thereun-
der. (25 Pa. Code 127.13a)

10. (a) The permittee, or any other person, may not
circumvent the new source review requirements of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter E by causing or allow-
ing a pattern of ownership or development, including the
phasing, staging, delaying or engaging in incremental
construction, over a geographic area of a facility which,
except for the pattern of ownership or development,
would otherwise require a permit or submission of a plan
approval application.

(b) No person may permit the use of a device, stack
height which exceeds good engineering practice stack
height, dispersion technique or other technique which,
without resulting in reduction of the total amount of air
contaminants emitted, conceals or dilutes an emission of
air contaminants which would otherwise be in violation of
this plan approval, the Air Pollution Control Act or the
regulations promulgated thereunder, except that with

prior approval of the Department, the device or technique
may be used for control of malodors. (25 Pa. Code
8§ 121.9 and 127.216)

11. Reports, test data, monitoring data, notifications
shall be submitted to the:

(At the address given on the plan approval transmittal
letter or otherwise notified) (25 Pa. Code § 127.12c)

12. (a) If required by section 112(r) of the CAA, the
permittee shall develop and implement an accidental
release program consistent with requirements of the CAA,
40 CFR Part 68 (relating to chemical accident prevention
provisions) and the Federal Chemical Safety Information,
Site Security and Fuels Regulatory Relief Act (P. L.
106-40).

(b) The permittee shall prepare and implement a Risk
Management Plan (RMP) which meets the requirements
of section 112(r) of the CAA, 40 CFR Part 68 and the
Federal Chemical Safety Information, Site Security and
Fuels Regulatory Relief Act when a regulated substance
listed in 40 CFR § 68.130 is present in a process in more
than the listed threshold quantity at the facility. The
permittee shall submit the RMP to the EPA according to
the following schedule and requirements:

(1) The permittee shall submit the first RMP to a
central point specified by the EPA no later than the latest
of the following:

(i) Three years after the date on which a regulated
substance is first listed under § 68.130; or,

(ii) The date on which a regulated substance is first
present above a threshold quantity in a process.

(2) The permittee shall submit any additional relevant
information requested by the Department or the EPA
concerning the RMP and shall make subsequent submis-
sions of RMPs in accordance with 40 CFR § 68.190.

(3) The permittee shall certify that the RMP is accu-
rate and complete in accordance with the requirements of
40 CFR Part 68, including a checklist addressing the
required elements of a complete RMP.

(c) As used in this plan approval condition, the term
“process” shall be as defined in 40 CFR § 68.3. The term
“process” means any activity involving a regulated sub-
stance including any use, storage, manufacturing, han-
dling or onsite movement of the substances or any
combination of these activities. For purposes of this
definition, any group of vessels that are interconnected or
separate vessels that are located such that a regulated
substance could be involved in a potential release, shall
be considered a single process. (25 Pa. Code § 127.12(9)
and 40 CFR Part 68)

Any person wishing to provide the Department with
additional information that they believe should be consid-
ered prior to the issuance of the Plan Approval may
submit the information to the Department at the address
shown. A 30-day comment period, from the date of this
publication, will exist for the submission of comments.

6. A condition has been added to the permit requiring
the performance of NOx, CO and VOC stack testing on
the facility’'s 3,200 horsepower engine between July 1,
2011, and June 30, 2012.

7. A solvent parts washer has been added to the permit
along with conditions specifying the applicable 25
Pa. Code § 129.63 requirements for parts washers, a
condition limiting the VOC emissions from the parts
washer to less than 2.7 tons in any 12-consecutive month
period and a condition prohibiting the use in the parts
washer of halogenated solvents or solvents to which a
VHAP has intentionally been added.
