Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor's Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Administrative Order

And Now, this 4th day of March, 2009, It Is Ordered,
pursuant to the provisions of 42 Pa.C.S. § 1725.1(c)(5),
relating to unclassified costs, that a fee of fifteen dollars
and fifty cents ($15.50) for issuance of an installment
payment plan shall be imposed in each summary case
where a defendant requests and is permitted to make
installment payments as provided in Pa.Rs.Crim.P.
409(C)(5), 414(C)(5), 424(C)(5), 454(F)(1), and
456(C)(3)(a).

This Administrative Order replaces an earlier Adminis-
trative Order issued on October 5, 2007, and published in
37 Pa.B. 5743 on October 27, 2007; it increases the
installment payment plan issuance fee from ten ($10.00)
dollars to fifteen dollars and fifty cents ($15.50), clarifies
the intent of the prior Order that the fee is for the
issuance of the payment plan itself, and further clarifies
the intent of the previous Order that the fee be applicable
to all forms of disposition of summary cases before an
issuing authority.

This Order shall take effect thirty (30) days after its
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and shall apply
to all such plans issued on or after the effective date. The
previous fee of ten ($10.00) dollars shall apply until this
Order becomes effective.

It Is Further Ordered That one (1) certified copy of this
Order shall be filed by the Court Administrator of Lehigh
County with the Administrative Office of Pennsylvania
Courts; that two (2) certified copies and a computer
diskette or CD-ROM copy that complies with the require-
ment of 1 Pa.Code § 13.11(b) shall be filed with the
Legislative Reference Bureau for publication in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin; that one (1) certified copy shall be filed
with the Criminal Procedural Rules Committee, which
Committee has certified to this court that this Adminis-
trative Order is not inconsistent with any general rule of
the Supreme Court. Finally, it is ordered that Court
Administrator of Lehigh County publish a copy of this
Order on the Unified Judicial System’'s web site at
ujsportal.pacourts.us/localrules/ruleselection.aspx.

Title 58—RECREATION

GAME COMMISSION
[ 58 PA. CODE CHS. 143 AND 147]

Hunting and Furtaker Licenses and Special Per-
mits

To effectively manage the wildlife resources of this
Commonwealth, the Game Commission (Commission), at
its January 27, 2009, meeting, adopted the following
rulemaking:

Amend Chapter 143, Subchapters A, B, D, E, J and K,
and Chapter 147, Subchapters R and S (relating to deer
control; and bobcat hunting-trapping permit) to accommo-
date the implementation of the Commission’s new Penn-
sylvania Automated License System (PALS) within this
Commonwealth.

The final-form rulemaking will have no adverse impact
on the wildlife resources of this Commonwealth.

The authority for the final-form rulemaking is 34
Pa.C.S. (relating to Game and Wildlife Code) (code).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 38
Pa.B. 1477 (March 29, 2008).

1. Purpose and Authority

The Commission has been working in partnership with
the Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Commission (PFBC) to
create and implement the Commonwealth’s first PALS for
recreational licenses. The PALS has allowed the Commis-
sion and PFBC to replace their respective paper-based
licensing systems with a common computer-based auto-
mated licensing system. Implementing this computerized
PALS within this Commonwealth will significantly
streamline the application and purchase process for cus-
tomers, virtually eliminate manual auditing and report-
ing for agents, and provide tremendous new electronic
functionality to assist the Commission and PFBC support
staff in monitoring license administration. In addition,
the data from the PALS will enable the Commission and
PFBC to monitor license sales, create strategic business
plans based on trend analysis and, most importantly,
create marketing plans based on more accurate customer
demographics. Therefore, in an effort to accommodate the
implementation of the Commission’'s new PALS within
this Commonwealth, the Commission has amended Chap-
ter 143, Subchapters A, B, C, D, E, J and K, and Chapter
147, Subchapters R and S.

It is important to note that this rulemaking was tabled
subsequent to its proposal due to the recurrent unavail-
ability of an operational PALS during this time frame. In
light of the progress made to the system during the past
year, the Commission anticipates a full hard roll out of
the system on June 15, 2009. As a consequence, the
Commission has reactivated this proposal to make the
necessary regulatory changes to effectuate use of the
system.

Section 2722(g)(2) of the code (relating to authorized
license-issuing agents) provides that the commission shall
adopt regulations for “The administration, control and
performance of activities conducted pursuant to the provi-
sions of this chapter.” Section 2901(b) of the code (relating
to authority to issue permits) provides “the commission
may, as deemed necessary to properly manage the game

or wildlife resources, promulgate regulations for the
issuance of any permit and promulgate regulations to
control the activities which may be performed under
authority of any permit issued.” Section 2102(a) of the
code (relating to regulations) provides that “The commis-
sion shall promulgate such regulations as it deems neces-
sary and appropriate concerning game or wildlife and
hunting or furtaking in this Commonwealth, including
regulations relating to the protection, preservation and
management of game or wildlife and game or wildlife
habitat, permitting or prohibiting hunting or furtaking,
the ways, manner, methods and means of hunting or
furtaking, and the health and safety of persons who hunt
or take wildlife or may be in the vicinity of persons who
hunt or take game or wildlife in this Commonwealth.”
The amendments to Chapter 143, Subchapters A, B, C, D,
E, J and K, and Chapter 147, Subchapters R and S were
adopted under this authority.

2. Regulatory Requirements

The final-form rulemaking will amend Chapter 143,
Subchapters A, B, C, D, E, J and K, and Chapter 147,
Subchapters R and S to accommodate the implementation
of the Commission’s new PALS within this Common-
wealth.

3. Persons Affected

Persons wishing to hunt or trap game or wildlife within
this Commonwealth will be affected by the final-form
rulemaking.

4, Comment and Response Summary

The Commission received a total of three official writ-
ten comments concerning this final-form rulemaking. The
comments were generally in opposition of the implemen-
tation of the PALS within this Commonwealth.

5. Cost and Paperwork Requirements

The final-form rulemaking may result in some addi-
tional cost and paperwork associated with the implemen-
tation of the Commission's new PALS within this Com-
monwealth. However, the Commission has determined
that if there is any additional expense associated with
this effort, it will not be substantial and would be
absorbed by the current budget. The final-form rule-
making should not result in any other additional cost or
paperwork.

6. Effective Date

The final-form rulemaking will be effective upon final
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and will remain
in effect until changed by the Commission.

(2) The adoption of these amendments of the Commis-
sion in the manner provided in this order is necessary
and appropriate for the administration and enforcement
of the authorizing statute.

Order

The Commission, acting under authorizing statute,
orders that:

(@) The regulations of the Commission, 58 Pa. Code
Chapters 143 and 147, are amended by amending
8§ 143.1, 143.11, 143.26, 143.41, 143.43—143.45,
143.48—143.50, 143.52, 143.53, 143.68, 143.181—143.184,
143.186, 143.187, 147.672, 147.673, 147.675 and 147.676
and by deleting §§ 143.81—143.87 to read as set forth at
38 Pa.B. 1477 and by amending 8§ 143.42, 143.51 and
147.674 to read as set forth in Annex A.

(b) The Executive Director of the Commission shall
certify this order, 38 Pa.B. 1477 and Annex A and deposit
them with the Legislative Reference Bureau as required
by law.

(c) This order shall become effective upon final-form
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

TITLE 58. RECREATION
PART I1l. GAME COMMISSION

CHAPTER 143. HUNTING AND FURTAKER
LICENSES

Subchapter C. ANTLERLESS DEER LICENSES
§ 143.42. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
subchapter, have the following meanings, unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise:

Application—The original PALS form issued with a
regular hunting license or the original or reasonable
facsimile of the universal form contained in the “Hunting
and Trapping Digest” that is used in applying for an
antlerless license or an unsold tag.

County allocation—The number of licenses allocated by
the Commission to an individual county.

County treasurer—A county treasurer in this Common-
wealth or a person carrying out the duties and responsi-
bilities of a county treasurer in counties functioning
under a home rule charter.

Date issued—The date printed on the license at the
time of issuance indicating when the license was mailed
or given to the person named on the license.

Envelope—The official envelope issued with a regular
hunting license which shall be used by the applicant to
mail completed applications to a county treasurer.

Home address—The location where a person is legally
domiciled; a true, fixed and permanent home and princi-
pal residence; and the place to which, whenever the
applicant is temporarily absent, he intends to return.

License—The numbered license which is issued by the
county treasurer or the Commission authorizing the
holder thereof to hunt antlerless deer in a specific wildlife
management unit.

Management unit allocation—The number of licenses
allocated by the Commission to an individual wildlife
management unit.

PALS—Pennsylvania Automated License System.

Unsold tag—An antlerless deer license permitting prop-
erly licensed persons to take an antlerless deer during
any firearms antlerless deer season, archery or flintlock
muzzleloader and muzzleloader deer seasons in the wild-
life management unit of issue.

Unsold tag application—The form contained in the
“Hunting and Trapping Digest” used in applying for an
unsold tag.

Void—A voided license which remains nonissuable.
§ 143.51. Application and issuance of unsold tags.

(a) Except as provided in § 143.52 (relating to proce-
dures for unlimited antlerless licenses), beginning on the
first Monday in August, residents and nonresidents of
this Commonwealth are eligible to receive an unsold tag.

(b) The original PALS form issued with a regular
hunting license or the original or reasonable facsimile of
the universal form contained in the “Hunting and Trap-
ping Digest” that is used in applying for an antlerless
license or an unsold tag.

(c) The applicant shall use the official antlerless deer
license application envelope.

(d) Unless otherwise ordered by the Director, remit-
tance in the form of a negotiable check or money order for
the total amount due as specified in the act, payable to
“County Treasurer,” shall accompany the application.

(e) Unsold tags shall be issued through the Commis-
sion’s PALS. The county treasurer shall write in ink the
applicants customer ID numbers on the face of the check
or money order. If there are no licenses available in the
applicant's first unit of preference, the county treasurer
shall issue a license for the applicant's next unit of
preference in the order given. If all three units have no
licenses available, the county treasurer shall return the
application to the applicant indicating that the selected
units were sold out.

(f) Beginning on the third Monday in August, residents
and nonresidents of this Commonwealth are eligible to
apply for one additional unsold tag by mailing to a county
treasurer.

CHAPTER 147. SPECIAL PERMITS
Subchapter R. DEER CONTROL

DEER MANAGEMENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAM
PERMITS

§ 147.674. Issuance of DMAP harvest permits.

(@) DMAP harvest permits will be made available
without regard to quota limitations and will be issued
through the Commission’s PALS.

(b) Two harvest permits for the DMAP area may be
issued each license year to persons who possess a valid
Pennsylvania hunting license.
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(c) Coupon holders shall submit the completed coupons
and remittance as determined by the Director. The fee for
the harvest permit is $10 for residents and $35 for
nonresidents. A fee of $6 will be assessed for the replace-
ment of any DMAP harvest permit.

(d) While hunting deer, the DMAP harvest permit shall
be possessed by the hunter at all times.

(e) In DMAP areas designated by the Director, appli-
cants may apply for DMAP harvest permits without
possessing a coupon as long as harvest permits remain
available for that area.

Comments
can be sent to the Director, Information and Education,
Game Commission, 2001 Elmerton Avenue, Harrisburg,
PA 17110-9797, until April 17, 2009.

1. Purpose and Authority

The Ring-necked Pheasant Management Plan calls for
restoring self-sustaining and huntable ring-necked pheas-
ant populations in suitable habitats by establishing Wild
Pheasant Recovery Areas (WPRAs). Wild-trapped pheas-
ants will be released in WPRAs in an effort to establish
populations of at least 10 hens per mi? in the spring,
while WPRAs remain closed to game farm pheasant
stocking and pheasant hunting, and dog training is
restricted during the population establishment period.
The moratorium on game farm pheasant releases is
aimed at minimizing the possibility of reducing genetic
diversity and improving survivorship of wild pheasants.
Pheasant hunting curtailment is important to eliminating
the incidental taking of hen pheasants thus limiting
population viability. Dog training restrictions are essen-
tial to maximizing survivorship and direct taking of hens,
especially during the spring nesting and summer brood
rearing periods. The Commission is proposing to add
§ 141.28 to define the geographic locations of the wild
pheasant recovery areas and prohibit the release of
propagated pheasants and certain dog training activities
within same.

Section 322(c)(4) of the code (relating to powers and
duties of the commission) specifically authorizes the
Commission to “Define geographic limitations or restric-
tions.” Section 2102(c) of the code (relating to regulations)
directs that “The commission shall promulgate regula-
tions concerning the transportation, introduction into the
wild, importation, exportation, sale, offering for sale or
purchase of game or wildlife or the disturbing of game or
wildlife in their natural habitat.” Section 2102(a) of the
code provides that “The commission shall promulgate
such regulations as it deems necessary and appropriate
concerning game or wildlife and hunting or furtaking in
this Commonwealth, including regulations relating to the
protection, preservation and management of game or
wildlife and game or wildlife habitat, permitting or
prohibiting hunting or furtaking, the ways, manner,
methods and means of hunting or furtaking, and the
health and safety of persons who hunt or take wildlife or

may be in the vicinity of persons who hunt or take game
or wildlife in this Commonwealth.” The addition of
§ 141.28 was proposed under to this authority.

2. Regulatory Requirements

The proposed rulemaking will add § 141.28 to define
the geographic locations of the wild pheasant recovery
areas and prohibit the release of propagated pheasants
and certain dog training activities within the defined
locations.

3. Persons Affected

Persons wishing to hunt wild pheasants, release propa-
gated pheasants or train dogs within this Commonwealth
may be affected by the proposed rulemaking.

(@) Definition. For the purpose of this section, the
phrase “wild pheasant recovery area” (WPRA) includes
and is limited to the following geographic locations.

(1) Pike Run WPRA. The portion of Washington
County, WMU 2A, bounded on the east by the
Monongahela River, on the north by 1-70, on the west by
PA Rt. 917 to Swagler Rd. to Spring Valley Rd. to PA Rt.
2015 to Lone Pine Rd. to the intersection with Tenmile
Creek in West Zollarsville, and bounded on the south by
Tenmile Creek.

(2) Somerset WPRA. That portion of Somerset County,
WMU 2C, bounded on the western side starting at the
intersection of Coleman Station Rd. and to Stutzmantown
Rd. proceeding south on Coleman Station Rd. to
Brotherton Rd. continuing south to Shultz Rd./Round Hill
Rd. then onto Wills Church Rd. then to Archery Rd.
Boundary follows Berlin Plank Rd. (US Rt. 219) into the
town of Berlin where it joins the Mason Dixon Highway
(US Rt. 219) proceeding south to Pine Hill Rd. then onto
Goodtown Rd. to Walker School Rd. to Sawmill Rd.
Boundary crosses PA Rt. 160 to intersection with PA Rt.
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31. Following Roxbury Rd. north to Shanksville Rd.
connecting to the northern boundary of Stutzmantown
Rd. again to the intersection of Coleman Station Rd.

(3) Central Susquehanna WPRA. Portions of Manage-
ment Unit 4E in Northumberland, Montour, Columbia
and Lycoming counties from the West Branch of the
Susquehanna River to the south and east of the intersec-
tion of PA Rts. 54 and 405 south to the intersection with
PA Rt. 642 and the West Branch of the Susquehanna
River in Milton. The southern boundary is defined by PA
Rt. 642 east from Milton to Mausdale, then PA Rt. 642
begins the east side of the WPRA boundary north to
Jerseytown and then continues to the northern boundary
following Whitehall Rd. (PA Rt. 44) towards White Hall.
The northern boundary consists of smaller state and
township roads proceeding from the West Branch of the
Susquehanna River south and east along PA Rt. 405 to
PA Rt. 54 east in Northumberland County. Then proceed-
ing north on Crawford Rd. (Rt. 507), continuing northeast
on Hughes Rd. (Rt. 655), crossing under 1-180, ending at
Susquehanna Trail (PA Rt. 1007). Continuing south on
Susquehanna Trail (PA Rt. 1007) to Schmidt Rd. (Rt.
564). Proceeding east and southeast on Schmidt Rd. (Rt.
564). Continuing northeast on Balliet Rd. (Rt. 664) and
Miller Rd. (Rt. 653) to Hockley Hill Rd. (PA Rt. 1011).
Proceeding south on Hockley Hill Rd. (PA Rt. 1011) and
east and south on Pugmore Lane to Showers Rd. (PA Rt.
1010). Continuing east on Showers Rd. (PA Rt. 1010),
crossing into Montour County, and proceeding south on
Gearhart Hollow Rd. (Rt. 441), east on Hickory Rd. (PA
Rt. 1008), northeast on Mingle Rd. (Rt. 433), east on
Hickory Rd. (PA Rt. 1008), north on Muncy Exchange Rd.
(PA Rt. 1003), northeast on Country Line Rd., crossing
into Lycoming County, east and north on Ridge Rd.,
southeast on G Wagner Rd., crossing into Columbia
County, south on Katy's Church Rd., to the border of
State Game Lands 226. South along the State Game
Lands 226 boundary and then east and southeast along
the State Game Lands 226 boundary, then south on Ants
Hill Rd. Proceeding east on Shultz Rd., south on Swartz
Rd., west on Schoolhouse Rd. to Whitehall Rd. (PA Rt. 44)
northwest of Jerseytown and southeast of Whitehall.

(b) Prohibitions. It is unlawful to:

(1) Release artificially propagated pheasants any time
within any area designated as a wild pheasant recovery
area.

(2) Train dogs in any manner from the end of small
game season through July 31 within any area designated
as a wild pheasant recovery area.

Comments
can be sent to the Director, Information and Education,
Game Commission, 2001 Elmerton Avenue, Harrisburg,
PA 17110-9797, until April 17, 2009.

1. Purpose and Authority

In January 2005, the Commission first defined and
authorized the limited use of cable restraint devices to
harvest red fox, gray fox and coyote. Since the inception
of its lawful use by this Commonwealth's trappers, the
Commission has identified a low but recognizable inci-
dence of nontarget furbearing species (including raccoons,
opossum, skunk and bobcat) being captured in legal sets
of these devices. Due to the limited authorization on the
species that can be lawfully harvested through the use of
the cable restraint devices, the Commission has histori-
cally treated the capture of all other nontarget furbearing
species as mistake catches despite the fact that there are
typically open seasons on these species at the time of
capture. In an effort to avoid this result, the Commission
is proposing to amend § 141.66 to permit properly li-
censed trappers to take and utilize nontarget furbearing
species captured in a cable restraint device during an
open season for the same. The amendment will also allow
an incidentally captured bobcat to be harvested if the
trapper possesses a valid bobcat harvest permit. This
modification does not in any manner change the legal
definition of a legal cable restraint or the manner or
location where these devices may be set.

Section 2102(d) of the code (relating to regulations)
authorizes the Commission to “promulgate regulations
stipulating the size and type of traps, the type of firearms
and ammunition and other devices which may be used,
the manner in which and the location where the devices
may be used, the species the devices may be used for and
the season when the devices may be used.” Section
2102(a) of the code (relating to regulations) provides that
“The commission shall promulgate such regulations as it
deems necessary and appropriate concerning game or
wildlife and hunting or furtaking in this Commonwealth,
including regulations relating to the protection, preserva-
tion and management of game or wildlife and game or
wildlife habitat, permitting or prohibiting hunting or
furtaking, the ways, manner, methods and means of
hunting or furtaking, and the health and safety of
persons who hunt or take wildlife or may be in the
vicinity of persons who hunt or take game or wildlife in
this Commonwealth.” The amendments to § 141.66 were
proposed under this authority.

2. Regulatory Requirements

The proposed rulemaking will amend § 141.66 to per-
mit properly licensed trappers to take and utilize
nontarget furbearing species captured in a cable restraint
device during an open season for the same.

3. Persons Affected

Persons wishing to trap furbearing species with cable
restraint devices within this Commonwealth may be
affected by the proposed rulemaking.

The proposed rulemaking should not result in any
additional cost or paperwork.

Maximum Lawful Rate of Interest for Residential Mortgages for the Month of April

The Department of Banking (Department), under the authority contained in section 301 of the act of January 30, 1974
(P. L. 13, No. 6) (41 P. S. § 301), determines that the maximum lawful rate of interest for residential mortgages for the
month of April, 2009, is 5 3/4%.

The interest rate limitations under the State’s usury statute were preempted to a great extent by Federal law, the
Depository Institutions Deregulation and Monetary Control Act of 1980 (Pub. L. No. 96-221). Further preemption was
instituted with the signing of Pub. L. No. 96-399, which overrode State interest rate limitations on any individual who
finances the sale or exchange of residential real property which the individual owns and which the individual occupies or
has occupied as his principal residence.

Each month the Department is required by State law to compute and announce the ceiling rate on residential
mortgages in this Commonwealth. This maximum rate is determined by adding 2.50 percentage points to the yield rate
on long-term government bonds as published by the Federal Reserve Board and/or the United States Treasury. The latest
yield rate on long-term government securities is 3.35 to which was added 2.50 percentage points for a total of 5.85 that by
law is rounded off to the nearest quarter at 5 3/4%.

§ 123.1(a)(1)—(6) or (8) shall take all reasonable actions
to prevent PM from becoming airborne. These actions
shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

a. Use, where possible, of water or chemicals for con-
trol of dust in the demolition of buildings or structures,
construction operations, the grading of roads or the
clearing of land.

b. Application of asphalt, oil, water or suitable chemi-
cals on dirt roads, material stockpiles and other surfaces
which may give rise to airborne dusts.

c. Paving and maintenance of roadways.

d. Prompt removal of earth or other material from
paved streets onto which earth or other material has been
transported by trucking or earth moving equipment,
erosion by water, or other means.

26. Upon completion of the construction of the facility,
company must request that the existing Operating Permit
be updated to include the new equipment and the new
requirements. Notify the Department when the installa-
tion is completed so that the facility can be inspected for
issuance of an operating permit.

27. Words and terms that are not otherwise defined in
this plan approval shall have the meanings set forth in
section 3 of the Air Pollution Control Act (APCA) (35 P. S.
§ 4003) and 25 Pa. Code § 121.1. (25 Pa. Code § 121.1)

28. The issuance of this plan approval does not prevent
the future adoption by the Department of any rules,
regulations or standards, or the issuance of orders neces-
sary to comply with the requirements of the Federal
Clean Air Act (CAA) or the APCA, or to achieve or
maintain ambient air quality standards. The issuance of
this plan approval shall not be construed to limit the
Department’'s enforcement authority. (25 Pa. Code
§ 127.12b (a) (b))

29. This plan approval authorizes temporary operation
of the sources covered by this plan approval provided the
following conditions are met.

a. When construction, installation, modification or reac-
tivation is being conducted, the permittee should provide
written notice to the Department of the completion of the
activity approved by this plan approval and the permit-

tee’'s intent to commence operation at least 5 working
days prior to the completion of said activity. The notice
shall state when the activity will be completed and when
the permittee expects to commence operation. When the
activity involves multiple sources on different time sched-
ules, notice is required for the commencement of opera-
tion of each source.

b. Under 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b(d), temporary opera-
tion of the sources to facilitate the shakedown of sources
and air cleaning devices, to permit operations pending the
issuance of a permit under 25 Pa. Code Chapter 127,
Subchapter F or G (relating to operating permits; and
Title V operating permits) or to permit the evaluation of
the air contaminant aspects of the source.

¢. This plan approval authorizes a temporary operation
period not to exceed 180 days from the date of commence-
ment of operation, provided the Department receives
notice from the permittee under paragraph (a), previously.

d. The permittee may request an extension of the
180-day shakedown period if further evaluation of the air
contamination aspects of the sources is necessary. The
request for an extension should be submitted, in writing,
to the Department at least 15 days prior to the end of the
initial 180-day shakedown period and shall provide a
description of the compliance status of the source, a
detailed schedule for establishing compliance, and the
reasons compliance has not been established. This tempo-
rary operation period will be valid for a limited time and
may be extended for additional limited periods, each not
to exceed 180 days.

30. If, at any time, the Department has cause to
believe that air contaminant emissions from the sources
listed in this plan approval may be in excess of the
limitations specified in, or established under this plan
approval or the permittee’'s operating permit, the permit-
tee may be required to conduct test methods and proce-
dures deemed necessary by the Department to determine
the actual emissions rate. The testing shall be conducted
in accordance with 25 Pa.Code Chapter 139, where
applicable, and in accordance with any restrictions or
limitations established by the Department at the time as
it notifies the company that testing is required. (25
Pa. Code § 127.12Db)

31. The permittee shall maintain and operate the
sources and associated air cleaning devices in accordance
with good engineering practice as described in the plan
approval application submitted to the Department. (25
Pa. Code § 127.12(a)(10))

32. The records, reports or information obtained by the
Department or referred to at public hearings shall be
available to the public, except as provided in paragraph
(a) of this condition.

a. Upon cause shown by the permittee that the records,
reports or information or a particular portion thereof, but
not emission data, to which the Department has access
under the act, if made public, would divulge production or
sales figures or methods, processes or production unique
to that person or would otherwise tend to affect adversely
the competitive position of that person by revealing trade
secrets, including intellectual property rights, the Depart-
ment will consider the record, report or information, or
particular portion thereof confidential in the administra-
tion of the act. The Department will implement this
section consistent with sections 112(d) and 114(c) of the
CAA (42 U.S.C.A. 8§ 7412(d) and 7414(c)). Nothing in
this section prevents disclosure of the report, record or
information to Federal, State or local representatives as
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necessary for purposes of administration of Federal, State
or local air pollution control laws, or when relevant in a
proceeding under the act. (25 Pa. Code 88 127.12(c) and
(d) and 35 P. S. § 4013.2)

33. This plan approval will be valid for a limited time,
as specified by the expiration date contained on page 1 of
this plan approval.

a. Except as provided in 88 127.11a and 127.215 (relat-
ing to reactivation of sources; and reactivation), at the
end of the time, if the construction, modification, reactiva-
tion or installation has not been completed, a new plan
approval application or an extension of the previous
approval will be required.

b. If construction has commenced, but cannot be com-
pleted before the expiration of this plan approval, an
extension of the plan approval must be obtained to
continue construction. To allow adequate time for depart-
mental action, a request for the extension should be
postmarked at least 30 days prior to the expiration date.
The Department will not issue an extension after the
plan approval expires. The request for an extension
should include the following:

i. A justification for the extension,
ii. A schedule for the completion of the construction.

c. If construction has not commenced before the expira-
tion of this plan approval, then a new plan approval
application must be submitted and approval obtained
before construction can commence.

34. If the construction, modification or installation is
not commenced within 18-months of the issuance of this
plan approval or if there is more than an 18-month lapse
in construction, modification or installation, a new plan
approval application that meets the requirements of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapters B, D and E (relating
to plan approval requirements; prevention of significant
deterioration of air quality; and new source review) shall
be submitted. (25 Pa. Code § 127.13)

35. This plan approval may not be transferred from
one person to another except when a change of ownership
is demonstrated to the satisfaction of the Department and
the Department approves the transfer of the plan ap-
proval in writing.

a. Section 127.12a (relating to compliance review) ap-
plies to a request for transfer of a plan approval. A
compliance review form shall accompany the request.

36. This plan approval is valid only for the specific
source and the specific location of the source as described
in the application. (25 Pa. Code § 127.32)

37. Under 35 P.S. § 4008, no person shall hinder,
obstruct, prevent or interfere with the Department or its
personnel in the performance of any duty authorized
under the APCA.

38. The permittee shall also allow the Department to
have access at reasonable times to said sources and
associated air cleaning devices with such measuring and
recording equipment, including equipment recording vi-
sual observations, as the Department deems necessary
and proper for performing its duties and for the effective
enforcement of the APCA and regulations adopted under
the act.

39. Nothing in this plan approval condition shall limit
the ability of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
to inspect or enter the premises of the permittee in

accordance with section 114 or other applicable provisions
of the CAA. (25 Pa. Code § 127.12(4) and 35 P. S. § 4008
and 114 of the CAA)

40. This plan approval may be terminated, modified,
suspended or revoked and reissued if one or more of the
following applies:

a. The permittee constructs or operates the source
subject to the plan approval in violation of the act, the
CAA, the regulations promulgated under the act or the
CAA, a plan approval or permit or in a manner that
causes air pollution.

b. The permittee fails to properly or adequately main-
tain or repair an air pollution control device or equipment
attached to or otherwise made a part of the source.

c. The permittee fails to submit a report required by
this plan approval.

d. The EPA determines that this plan approval is not
in compliance with the CAA or the regulations thereun-
der. (25 Pa. Code 127.13a)

41. The permittee, or any other person, may not cir-
cumvent the new source review requirements of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 127, Subchapter E by causing or allow-
ing a pattern of ownership or development, including the
phasing, staging, delaying or engaging in incremental
construction, over a geographic area of a facility which,
except for the pattern of ownership or development,
would otherwise require a permit or submission of a plan
approval application.

42. No person may permit the use of a device, stack
height which exceeds good engineering practice stack
height, dispersion technique or other technique which,
without resulting in reduction of the total amount of air
contaminants emitted, conceals or dilutes an emission of
air contaminants which would otherwise be in violation of
this plan approval, the APCA or the regulations promul-
gated thereunder, except that with prior approval of the
Department, the device or technique may be used for
control of malodors. (25 Pa. Code §§ 121.9 and 127.216)

43. Reports, test data, monitoring data, notifications
shall be submitted to the:

(At the address given on the plan approval transmittal
letter or otherwise notified) (25 Pa. Code § 127.12c)

44. If required by section 112(r) of the CAA, the
permittee shall develop and implement an accidental
release program consistent with requirements of the CAA,
40 CFR Part 68 (relating to chemical accident prevention
provisions) and the Federal Chemical Safety Information,
Site Security and Fuels Regulatory Relief Act (Pub. L. No.
106-40).

45. The permittee shall prepare and implement a Risk
Management Plan (RMP) which meets the requirements
of section 112(r) of the CAA, 40 CFR Part 68 and the
Federal Chemical Safety Information, Site Security and
Fuels Regulatory Relief Act when a regulated substance
listed in 40 CFR 68.130 is present in a process in more
than the listed threshold quantity at the facility. The
permittee shall submit the RMP to the EPA according to
the following schedule and requirements:

a. The permittee shall submit the first RMP to a
central point specified by the EPA no later than the latest
of the following:

For purposes of this
definition, any group of vessels that are interconnected or
separate vessels that are located such that a regulated
substance could be involved in a potential release, shall
be considered a single process. (25 Pa. Code § 127.12(9)

years and shall be made available to the Department
upon request.

A copy of the applica-
tion is available for inspection at the District Mining
Office indicated above each application. Where a 401
Water Quality Certification is needed for any aspect of a
particular proposed mining activity, the submittal of the
permit application will serve as the request for the
certification.

Written comments or objections, or requests for an
informal conference, or a public hearing, as applicable, on
a mining permit application may be submitted by any
person or any officer or head of any Federal, State or
local government agency or authority to the Department
at the address of the district mining office indicated above
each application within 30 days of this publication, or
within 30 days after the last publication of the applicant’s
newspaper advertisement, as provided by 25 Pa. Code
88§ 77.121—77.123 and 86.31—86.34.

Written comments or objections related to a mining
permit application should contain the name, address and
telephone number of persons submitting comments or
objections; application number; and a statement of suffi-
cient detail to inform the Department on the basis of
comment or objection and relevant facts upon which it is
based.

Requests for an informal conference, or a public hear-
ing, as applicable, on a mining permit application, as
provided by 25 Pa. Code 88 77.123 or 86.34, must contain
the name, address and telephone number of the re-
questor; the application number; a brief summary of the
issues to be raised by the requestor at the conference; and
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a statement whether the requestor desires to have the
conference conducted in the locality of the proposed
mining activities.

Where a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System (NPDES) number is listed, the mining activity
permit application was accompanied by an application for
an individual NPDES permit. The Department has made
a tentative determination to issue the NPDES permit in
conjunction with the mining activity permit, but the
issuance of the NPDES permit is contingent upon the
approval of the associated mining activity permit.

For coal mining activities, NPDES permits, when is-
sued, will contain effluent limits that do not exceed the
technology-based effluent limitations. The proposed limits
are listed in Table 1.

For noncoal mining activities, the proposed limits are
found in Table 2. Discharges from noncoal mines located
in some geologic settings (for example, in the coal fields)
may require additional effluent limits. If additional efflu-
ent limits are needed for an NPDES permit associated
with a noncoal mining permit, then the permit descrip-
tion below specifies the parameters. The limits will be in
the ranges specified in Table 1.

More restrictive effluent limitations, restrictions on
discharge volume, or restrictions on the extent of mining
that may occur, will be incorporated into an NPDES
permit when necessary for compliance with water quality
standards and antidegradation requirements (in accord-
ance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91—96).

The procedures for determining the final effluent limits,
using a mass-balance equation or model, are found in
Technical Guidance Document 362-0600-001, NPDES Pro-
gram Implementation—Memorandum of Understanding
Concerning Water Quality Management, NPDES Program

Implementation and Related Matters. Other specific fac-
tors to be considered include public comments and Total
Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLSs).

Persons wishing to comment on an NPDES permit
application should submit a statement to the Department
at the address of the district mining office indicated
previously each application within 30 days of this public
notice. Comments received within the comment period
will be considered in the final determinations regarding
the NPDES permit applications. Comments must include
the name, address and telephone number of the writer
and a concise statement to inform the Department of the
exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon
which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests or petitions
for a public hearing on NPDES permit applications, as
provided in 25 Pa. Code § 92.61. The request or petition
for a public hearing shall be filed within 30 days of this
public notice and shall contain the name, address, tele-
phone number and the interest of the party filing the
request, and shall state the reasons why a hearing is
warranted. A public hearing may be held if the Depart-
ment considers the public interest significant. If a hearing
is scheduled, a notice of the hearing on the NPDES
permit application will be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within
the relevant geographical area. In the case where a public
hearing is held, the Department will consider comments
from the public hearing in the final determination on the
NPDES permit application.

Changes to an Additional Class of Disproportion-
ate Share Payments

The Department of Public Welfare (Department) is
providing final notice of its revision to the criteria and an
increase in the allocation for disproportionate share hos-
pital (DSH) payments to certain qualifying Medical As-
sistance (MA) enrolled hospitals for Fiscal Year (FY)
2007-2008.

The Department published notice of its intent to revise
the qualifying criteria for DSH payments to hospitals that
advanced the Department’'s goal of enhanced access to
multiple types of medical care in economically distressed
areas of this Commonwealth and to increase its allocation
for this payment at 38 Pa.B. 2741 (June 7, 2008). The
Department received no public comments during the 30
day public comment period.

To address increases in MA eligibility and service costs
and to ensure access to care for MA recipients, the
Department will change the original qualifying criteria
and will provide a one-time increase to its allocation.

The Department has adopted the criteria set forth in its
notice of intent and will consider a hospital eligible,
provided it is an acute care general hospital that meets
all of the following criteria:

(@) The hospital provides in excess of 100,000 inpatient
days to MA eligible individuals as reported on its FY
2004-2005 MA Hospital Cost Report (MA 336).

(b) The hospital has a Low-Income Utilization Rate in
excess of the 95th percentile of the Low-Income Utiliza-
tion Rate for all enrolled acute care general hospitals as
reported on its FY 2004-2005 MA Hospital Cost Report
(MA 336).

(c) The hospital’'s ratio of MA revenue to net patient
revenue exceeds the 98th percentile for all Common-
wealth acute care general hospitals as reported in the
Pennsylvania Health Care Cost Containment Council’s
2006 Financial Analysis, Volume One.

(d) The dollar value of the hospital's uncompensated
care equals or exceeds the 94th percentile of the value to
uncompensated care for all acute care general hospitals
as reported in the Pennsylvania Health Care Cost Con-
tainment Council's 2006 Financial Analysis, Volume One.

(e) The hospital is located in a Census tract designated
by the Bureau of Primary Health Care of the Health
Resource and Services Administration as a Medically
Underserved Area.

For FY 2007-2008 only, the Department will increase
the amount allocated for this payment from $5.862
million to $11.348 million. The Department is not chang-
ing its methodology of calculating payment for qualifying
hospitals. In making these payments, the Department
continues to ensure that no acute care general hospital
receives a DSH payment that is in excess of its hospital-
specific DSH upper payment limit and the Common-
wealth will not exceed its aggregate annual DSH allot-
ment.

(TEN), 11 (ELEVN), 12 (TWLV), 13 (THRTN), 14
(FORTN), 15 (FIFTN), 16 (SIXTN), 17 (SVNTN), 18
(EGHTN), 19 (NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21 (TWYONE), 22

(2TIMES) and a Star symbol (STAR). The play symbols
and their captions, located in the “PLUS BONUS" play
area are: Clover symbol (CLOVER), Balloon symbol (BAL-

“YOUR NUMBERS” play symbols is a Star symbol
(STAR), and a prize symbol of $50°° (FIFTY) appears in
ten of the “prize” areas, a prize symbol of $100 (ONE
HUN) appears in one of the “prize” areas and a prize
symbol of $400 (FOR HUN) appears in one of the “prize”
areas, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$1,000.

(f) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the “YOUR
NUMBERS” play symbols is a 2X symbol (2TIMES), and
a prize symbol of $400 (FOR HUN) appears under the 2X
symbol (2TIMES), on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a
prize of $800.

(g) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
“YOUR NUMBERS” play symbols matches any of the
“WINNING NUMBERS” play symbols and a prize symbol
of $500 (FIV HUN) appears under the matching “YOUR
NUMBERS” play symbol, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $500.

(h) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
“YOUR NUMBERS” play symbols is a Star symbol
(STAR), and a prize symbol of $20-°° (TWENTY) appears
in five of the “prize” areas, a prize symbol of $40-°°
(FORTY) appears in five of the “prize” areas and a prize
symbol of $100 (ONE HUN) appears in two of the “prize”
areas, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$500.

(i) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the “YOUR
NUMBERS” play symbols matches any of the “WINNING
NUMBERS” play symbols and a prize symbol of $400
(FOR HUN) appears under the matching “YOUR NUM-
BERS” play symbol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to
a prize of $400.

(i) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the “YOUR
NUMBERS” play symbols is a Star symbol (STAR), and a
prize symbol of $20-°° (TWENTY) appears in ten of the
“prize” areas and a prize symbol of $100 (ONE HUN)
appears in two of the “prize” areas, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $400.

(k) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
“YOUR NUMBERS” play symbols is a 2X symbol
(2TIMES), and a prize symbol of $100 (ONE HUN)
appears under the 2X symbol (2TIMES), on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $200.

() Holders of tickets upon which any one of the “YOUR
NUMBERS” play symbols matches any of the “WINNING
NUMBERS” play symbols and a prize symbol of $100
(ONE HUN) appears under the matching “YOUR NUM-

(STAR), and a prize symbol of $5: 0 (FIV DOL) appears in
six of the “prize” areas, a prlze symbol of $10°° (TEN
DOL) appears in five of the “prize” areas and a prize
symbol of $20°° (TWENTY) appears in one of the “prize”
areas, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$100.

NUMBERS” play symbol, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $5.
