AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

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Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

TITLE 231. RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE

PART I. GENERAL

CHAPTER 200. BUSINESS OF COURTS

Rule 205.3. Filing Pleadings and Other Legal Pa-
pers with the Prothonotary. Originals and Copies.

(a) A party may file with the prothonotary an original
pleading or other legal paper, or a copy including a
facsimile copy provided that the copy shows that the
original pleading or other legal paper was properly signed
and, where applicable, verified. Except as otherwise pro-
vided by law, the copy shall be deemed the equivalent of
the original document.

Official Note: This rule does not authorize the filing of
legal papers with the prothonotary by facsimile transmis-
sion, but, rather, authorizes the filing of a non-original
facsimile or other copy. See Rule 205.1 governing the
manner of filing with the prothonotary.

See Rule 76 for the definition of facsimile copy.

The facsimile copy must be on paper of good quality.
See Pa.R.A.P. 124(a)(1).

[ This rule is not intended to alter the require-
ment of Rule 2951(c)(2) that a judgment by confes-
sion be entered pursuant to complaint if the origi-
nal cannot be produced for filing. ]

* * * * *

Rule 236. Notice by Prothonotary of Entry of Order
or Judgment.

(a) The prothonotary shall immediately give written
notice of the entry of

(1) a judgment entered by confession to the defendant
by ordinary mail [ at the address stated in the certifi-
cate of residence filed by the plaintiff ] together with
a copy of all documents filed with the prothonotary in
support of the confession of judgment. The plaintiff shall
provide the prothonotary with the required notice and
documents for mailing and a properly stamped and
addressed envelope; and

[ Official Note: See Rule 2951(a) as to the require-
ment of filing a certificate of the residence of the
plaintiff and of the defendant. ]

CHAPTER 2950. CONFESSION OF JUDGMENT
FOR MONEY

Rule 2951. [ Methods ] Method of Proceeding.

[ (a)(1) Upon filing of the documents by subpara-
graph (2), the prothonotary shall enter judgment by
confession on a note, bond or other instrument
confessing judgment or authorizing confession by
an attorney at law or other person against the
person who executed it in favor of the original
holder or, unless expressly forbidden in the instru-
ment, in favor of the assignee or other transferee,
without the agency of an attorney and without the
filing of a complaint, for the amount which may
appear to be due from instrument. The judgment
may include interest computable from the instru-
ment.

(2) The documents to be filed in support of the
entry of judgment are

(i) the instrument,

(ii) an affidavit that the judgment is not being
entered by confession against a natural person in
connection with a consumer credit transaction, and

(iii) a certificate of residence of the plaintiff and
of the defendant.

Official Note: Section 2737(3) of the Judicial Code
provides that the prothonotary shall have the
power and the duty to ‘‘enter all civil judgments,
including judgments by confession.’’

A judgment by confession may be entered only in
the name of a holder, assignee or other transferee.
See Rule 2954.

For collection of attorneys’ fees under such a
judgment see Rule 2957. If an instrument autho-
rizes confession for a penal sum, judgment may be
entered in that amount.

If a judgment by confession on an instrument is
to be entered in a judicial district which has
implemented electronic filing, an electronic copy of
the instrument should be filed in support thereof.
Should an issue arise concerning the instrument,
any party at any time may request the production
of the original instrument for inspection pursuant
to Pa.R.C.P. No. 205.4(b)(5).

(b) ](a) [ If judgment by confession is authorized
by the instrument but may not be entered by the
prothonotary under subdivision (a), an ] An action
shall be commenced by filing with the prothonotary a
complaint substantially in the form provided by Rule
2952. [ Even though the instrument is one on which
judgment could be entered by the prothonotary
under subdivision (a), the plaintiff may proceed
under this subdivision.

(c) The action must be brought under subdivision
(b) if

(1) the instrument is more than ten years old or

(2) the original cannot be produced for filing or

(3) it requires the occurrence of a default or
condition precedent before judgment may be en-
tered, the occurrence of which cannot be ascer-
tained from the instrument itself, or

(4) the computation of the amount due requires
consideration of matters outside the instrument.

(d) ](b) If the instrument is more than twenty years
old, judgment may be entered only by leave of court after
notice and the filing of a complaint [ under Subdivision
(b) ].

[ (e) ](c) When [ the plaintiff proceeds under Sub-
division (b) and ] the original or a photostatic copy or
like reproduction of the instrument showing the defen-
dant’s signature is not attached to the complaint, judg-
ment may be entered only by leave of court after notice.

* * * * *

Rule 2955. Confession of Judgment.

(a) [ In an action commenced by a complaint
under Rule 2951(b), the ] The plaintiff shall file with
the complaint a confession of judgment substantially in
the form provided by Rule 2962.

* * * * *

Official Note: There are local rules in some counties
requiring the filing of an affidavit of non-military service.
See also the [ Soldiers, and Sailors ] Service-
members, Civil Relief Act, 50 U.S.C.A. Appendix
§ [ 520 ] 521.

Rule 2956. Entry of Judgment.

The prothonotary shall enter judgment in conformity
with the confession.

Official Note: As to instruments more than 20 years
old see Rules 2951[ (d) ](b) and 2952(a)(9).

* * * * *

Rule 2957. Praecipe for Writ of Execution; Amount;
Items Claimed; Certification.

(a) Plaintiff may include the amount due, interest,
attorneys’ fees and costs in the praecipe for a writ of
execution under Rule 2963(5). [ Where judgment has
been entered under Rule 2951(a) and there has
been a record appearance of counsel at any stage of
the proceedings and attorneys’ fees are authorized
in the instrument, these fees may be included in
the praecipe for a writ of execution. ]

FORMS

Rule 2962. Confession of Judgment Where Action
Commenced by Complaint. Form.

The confession of judgment required by Rule 2955
shall be substantially in the following form:

[ Official Note: This form is not to be used when
judgment by confession is entered by the prothono-
tary under Rule 2951(a). ]
Rule 2963. Praecipe for Writ of Execution. Certifica-

tion. Form.

The praecipe for a writ of execution upon a confessed
judgment shall be substantially in the following form:

[ * * Where judgment has been entered under
Rule 2951(a), attorneys’ fees may be included if they
are authorized in the instrument and there has

Explanatory Comment

Current Rule 2951 provides for two methods of confess-
ing judgment. Subdivision (a) allows the prothonotary,
upon the filing of certain documents in support of the
entry of judgment, to enter judgment by confession
without the filing of a complaint or a confession of
judgment signed by an attorney. Subdivision (b), on the
other hand, requires both the filing of a complaint and a
confession of judgment signed by an attorney. It has been
reported that the method prescribed in subdivision (a)
has been abused by lay persons. Furthermore, it is the
practice of counsel representing creditors to enter judg-
ments by confession pursuant to subdivision (b). They
seldom confess judgment pursuant to subdivision (a) and
subdivision (b) fully protects the creditor who seeks to
obtain a judgment by confession. Rule 2951 has been
amended by rescinding subdivision (a) so that all actions
for confessing judgment must be commenced by filing a
complaint. Rules 205.3, 236, 2955, 2956, 2957, 2962 and
2963 have also been amended to conform to the rescission
of Rule 2951(a).

Producer Receipt for Farm Bulk Tank Milk

The Milk Marketing Board (Board) amends § 143.46
(relating to producer receipt for farm bulk tank milk) to
read as set forth at 38 Pa.B. 3819 (July 12, 2008) under
section 307 of the Milk Marketing Law (law) (31 P. S.
§ 700j-307).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 38
Pa.B. 3819, with an invitation to submit written com-
ments within 30 days. The Board received no comments
during the public comment period. The Senate Committee
on Agriculture and Rural Affairs and the House Agricul-
ture and Rural Affairs Committee (Committees) offered
no comments, suggestions or objections to the amend-
ment. The Independent Regulatory Review Commission
(IRRC) offered no recommendations, comments or objec-
tions to the amendment. No changes have been made
from the proposed rulemaking to this final-form rule-
making.

In final-form rulemaking, the Board considered this
rulemaking and its purpose under the directives of Execu-
tive Order 1996-1, ‘‘Regulatory Review and Promulga-
tion.’’

Purpose

Currently § 143.46 of the Board’s regulations requires
persons who pick up bulk milk from farms to prepare a
bill of lading or a similar document in triplicate, with one
copy to be left at the farm at the time of pick-up, another
to be retained by the milk hauler and the original to be
retained by the purchasing milk dealer or cooperative.
The Board has interpreted this regulation to require the
use of carbon paper or similar carbonless forms which
make three exact copies of the bill of lading at the time it
is created. Milk dealers, cooperatives and milk haulers
have asked the Board to relax this requirement to allow
the use of new technology that will allow them to more
efficiently record and retain the required information.
The purpose of this amendment is to allow for use of
other, more efficient means of preparing the bill of lading
for bulk milk picked up from farms, as long as certain
information, in a form approved by the Board, is left with
the producer at the time the milk is picked up and also
retained by the hauler and purchaser.

Comments

The Board received no comments during the public
comment period. IRRC and the Committees offered no
comments, suggestions or objections to the amendment.

Paperwork Estimates

There will be no additional paperwork requirements
due to this amendment. If anything, paperwork require-
ments may be reduced because the amendment elimi-
nates the requirement of a bill of lading made out in
triplicate.

Fiscal Impact

The Board believes that adoption of this amendment
will save time and eliminate the need for unnecessary
paperwork for milk haulers, milk cooperatives and milk
dealers, and thus will have a positive fiscal impact on
these businesses.

Effective Date

The amendment will become effective upon publication
in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Sunset Date

There is no sunset date.

Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5(a)), the Board submitted a copy of the notice
of proposed rulemaking published at 38 Pa.B. 3819 to
IRRC and to the Committees for review and comment.

In addition to submitting the final-form regulation, the
Board has provided IRRC and the Committees with a
copy of a detailed Regulatory Analysis Form prepared by
the Board in compliance with Executive Order 1996-1,
‘‘Regulatory Review and Promulgation.’’ A copy of this
material is available to the public upon request. This
material is also available on the Board’s web site at
www.mmb.state.pa.us.

The amendment was deemed approved by the Commit-
tees on November 5, 2008. The amendment was deemed
approved by IRRC under section 5(g) of the Regulatory
Review Act, effective November 5, 2008.

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STATEMENTS OF POLICY
Title 7—AGRICULTURE

CANINE HEALTH BOARD
[ 7 PA. CODE CH. 28 ]

Temporary Guidelines Standards for Commercial
Kennels

The Canine Health Board (Board), under section 221(g)
of the Dog Law (act) (3 P. S. § 459-221(g)), proposes to
create Chapter 28 of Title 7 of the Pennsylvania Code.
Section 221(f) of the act charges the Board with the duty
to determine standards to provide for the health and well
being of dogs in narrow specific areas of lighting, ventila-
tion and floors in commercial kennels. The Board is to
issue these temporary guidelines and promulgate them as
regulations under section 221(g) of the act. The Board
proposes to create specific standards that will protect the
health and well being of dogs in commercial kennels
(Class C kennels).

Background

The temporary guidelines are required by the act and
are a precursor to the regulation which will be promul-
gated to protect the health and well being of dogs in
Class C kennels. The intent of the temporary guidelines
and the regulations which will follow them is to create
ventilation, flooring and lighting standards that will
protect the health and well being of dogs housed in Class
C kennels. These provisions are necessary as the act
created the Board and directed it to address these limited
issues.

The major features of the temporary guidelines are
summarized as follows:

Summary of Major Features

Section 28.1. Ventilation.

Standards are established to satisfy the directive of
section 207(h)(7) of the act (3 P. S. § 459-207(h)(7)).
Specifically, the temporary guidelines specify what condi-
tions in dogs result from poor ventilation. The temporary
guidelines then set forth specific standards that must be
met to ensure that these conditions do not develop. The
specifics include that ventilation must be achieved
through a mechanical system that will allow for 8—20 air
changes an hour, keep consistent moderate humidity,
keep the kennel from becoming too hot, to keep ammonia
levels and particulate matter low, and to keep odor
minimized as it is a sign of disease and bacteria growth.

Section 28.2. Lighting.

Lighting standards of both natural and artificial light
are created in accordance with 207(h)(8) of the act. As
natural light is important to the development of dogs, all
Class C kennels must provide natural light.

Section 28.3. Flooring.

The Board has approved solid flooring to be appropriate
for use in Class C kennels as well as the flooring already
approved in the legislation in accordance with 207(i)(3) of
the act.

Fiscal Impact

Commonwealth

The temporary guidelines will not impose significant
additional fiscal impacts upon the Bureau of Dog Law
Enforcement (Bureau). However, once the final regula-
tions are in place additional fiscal impacts will be im-
posed. Those costs will be paid for entirely from the Dog
Law Restricted Account. No general fund money will be
used. The Department of Agriculture (Department) will
provide an estimate of costs to the Bureau for compliance
with any new regulatory standards upon publication of
the proposed regulations.

Political Subdivisions

The temporary guidelines will impose no costs nor have
a fiscal impact upon political subdivisions. The regula-
tions do not impose any additional burden of enforcement
or review on political subdivisions.

Private Sector

The temporary guidelines will not impose additional
costs on the regulated community. However, once the final
regulations are published, Class C kennels will likely
have to make some changes to comply with the lighting,
ventilations and flooring requirements. The costs to the
regulated community will be varied, depending on the
size and condition of the existing kennel. The Department
will provide an estimate of costs on existing Class C
kennels for compliance with the new standards upon
publication of the proposed regulations.

General Public

The temporary guidelines will not affect purchasers of
dogs. The final regulations may affect purchasers of dogs.
The Department will address this in the proposed regula-
tions.

Paperwork Requirements

The temporary guidelines will not result in a substan-
tial increase in paperwork. The Department will not have
to develop new application forms or review procedures,
but in some cases may want to amend current forms.

Public Comment Period

Interested persons are invited to submit written com-
ments regarding the temporary guidelines within 30 days
following publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin. The
comment to the temporary guidelines should be mailed to
the Department of Agriculture, Bureau of Dog Law
Enforcement, 2301 North Cameron Street, Room 102,
Harrisburg, PA 17110, who will then forward the com-
ments to the Board.

CHAPTER 28. CANINE HEALTH BOARD
STANDARDS FOR COMMERCIAL KENNELS

GENERAL PROVISIONS
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Sec.
28.1. Ventilation.
28.2. Lighting.
28.3. Flooring.

§ 28.1. Ventilation.
Proper ventilation helps ensure that dogs are healthy

and not stressed. Each kennel shall utilize a functional,
mechanical ventilation, heating and cooling system that
provides ventilation and cooling to satisfy the require-
ments of this section. The following standards shall be
met at all times a dog is present in the facility:

(1) Each area of the kennel where dogs are housed
shall utilize a mechanical ventilation system that pro-
vides ventilation, heating and cooling.

(2) Cooling must be used to keep the temperature
below 86° Fahrenheit.

(3) When the temperature is 50—75° Fahrenheit, the
relative humidity must be in the range of 40—60%. The
relative humidity shall be measured at standing shoulder
level of 10% of the dogs in the kennel, randomly selected
from all rooms. Relative humidity may not be measured
in a primary enclosure within 30 minutes of the comple-
tion of active cleaning of that primary enclosure.

(4) When the temperature is above 75° Fahrenheit, the
relative humidity must be 1—50%. The relative humidity
shall be measured at standing shoulder level of 10% of
the dogs in the kennel, randomly selected from all rooms.
Relative humidity may not be measured in a primary
enclosure within 30 minutes of the completion of active
cleaning of that primary enclosure.

(5) Ammonia levels must be less than 10 parts per
million. The ammonia level shall be measured at shoulder
level of dogs housed in the primary enclosure of 10% of
the dogs in the kennel at standing shoulder height,
randomly selected from all rooms, as well as on the floor
of the four corners of the housing facility and at least one
location on the floor along each wall of the facility.
Ammonia in a primary enclosure may not be measured
within 30 minutes of the completion of active cleaning of
that primary enclosure.

(6) Carbon monoxide shall be maintained below detect-
able levels in all areas of the kennel. Kennels shall install
and maintain carbon monoxide detectors with the ability
to monitor the carbon monoxide level throughout the
entire facility. The detectors must meet or exceed the UL
standard 2034 or the IAS 6-96 standard, or its successor
standards.

(7) In the event of a mechanical system malfunction,
the kennel must have windows, doors, skylights, or other
openings in the structure that shall be operable to
maintain ventilation. In the event of a mechanical system
malfunction, the kennel shall contact the Bureau of Dog
Law Enforcement and consult on the steps to be taken to
protect the health and well being of the dogs and shall
take steps to correct the malfunction immediately.

(8) Particulate matter from dander, hair, food, bodily
fluids, and other sources in a primary enclosure shall be
below 10 milligrams per meter cubed. The particulate
matter may be measured at shoulder level of dogs housed
in the primary enclosure of 10% of the dogs in the kennel.
The particulate matter may not be measured within 30
minutes of the completion of active cleaning of that
primary enclosure.

(9) The following apply to air changes:
(i) The kennel shall provide between 8—20 air changes

of 100% fresh air per hour in each room of the facility
that houses dogs.

(A) The air changes shall be calculated using the
following information supplied by the kennel to the
Department:

(I) The volume of the facility.

(II) The linear dimensions of the facility.

(III) The number of primary enclosures.

(IV) The cubic feet occupied by each primary enclosure.

(V) The dimensions of all intake or exhaust vents of
any fans as well as their capacity, or other system
specifications.

(B) The information shall be submitted to the Depart-
ment by (Editor’s Note: The blank refers to a
date within 90 days of publication of final rulemaking.),
and within 90 days of any change to the volume of the
facility, the linear dimensions of the facility, the number
of primary enclosures, or the dimensions of the opening
and exhaust vents of any fans. The information submitted
to the Department shall be kept as part of the kennel’s
records.

(ii) Air velocity measurements shall be taken at every
kennel inspection at all intake vents or all exhaust vents
and at shoulder level of dogs housed in the primary
enclosure for 10% of the dogs in the kennel randomly
selected from each room. Each air velocity measure and
air change as calculated as measured at the vents and
primary enclosures shall be recorded on the kennel
inspection report.

(iii) The kennel owner shall be in violation if:

(A) The computed air change rate based on the data
submitted under subparagraph (i) is not 8—20 air
changes per hour or if the air change rate as measured at
the vents is not 8—20 air changes per hour, and there is
a simultaneous noncompliance of paragraphs (1)—(8) or
(10)—(13).

(B) If the measured velocity reading at standing dog
shoulder height does not result in a computation of 8—20
air changes in the primary enclosure and the air change
in subparagraph (i) is satisfactory, a violation will not be
issued unless there is a simultaneous noncompliance of
paragraphs (1)—(8) or (10)—(13).

(iv) If a violation under subparagraph (iii) is found, a
kennel shall bring the air system into compliance.

(v) The Department may hire or consult with an
engineer to inspect and recommend improvements to be
made to come into compliance with this paragraph.

(10) Dogs shall be in good health, free from illness and
not stressed. Signs of illness and stress associated with
poor ventilation include:

(i) Excessive panting.

(ii) Elevated body temperature.

(iii) Active avoidance of areas of the kennel.

(iv) Shivering.

(v) Huddling of dogs 12 weeks of age or older.

(vi) Mucous dripping from the nose of a dog.

(vii) Redness or crusting of eyes or nose.

(viii) Runny eyes.

(ix) Blindness.

(x) Coughing or sneezing.

(xi) Moist areas of hair.
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(xii) Diarrhea.

(xiii) Bloody diarrhea.

(xiv) Vomiting.

(xv) Listlessness.

(xvi) Presence of blood.

(xvii) Death.

(11) The air in the facility may not have excessive dog
odor, other noxious odors, stale air, moisture condensation
on surfaces, or lack of air flow.

(12) Recirculated air shall be filtered with small par-
ticle, nonozone producing air filters.

(13) Ventilation systems must comply with the latest
edition of applicable codes.

(14) Neonates under 3 weeks of age should be housed
towards the higher end of the applicable temperature
range.

§ 28.2. Lighting.

Natural lighting is important to the development of
dogs. Each kennel shall have a mix of natural and
artificial light, provided as follows:

(1) Natural light.

(i) Each dog shall have exposure to light from natural
sources passing through external windows and, or sky
lights to experience the natural diurnal cycle.

(ii) Windows must be transparent.

(iii) The minimum net glazed area within each room
where dogs are housed may not be less than 8% of the
floor space.

(iv) Dogs shall be protected from excessive light.

(v) Outdoor exercise areas shall have a shaded area as
well as an unshaded area. The shaded and the unshaded
area shall be large enough that each can be used by all
dogs in the exercise area simultaneously.

(vi) If a kennel is granted a waiver for indoor exercise
under section 207(i)(6)(x)(B) of the Dog Law (3 P. S.
§ 459-207(i)(6)(x)(B)), each primary enclosure must have
transparent windows that allow natural light to come into
each primary enclosure and provide dogs with an unob-
structed view of the outdoor environment.

(vii) If a kennel is granted a waiver for indoor exercise
under section 207(i)(6)(x)(B) of the Dog Law, full spectrum
lighting shall be provided for the entirety of the daytime
cycles in areas that house dogs.

(2) Artificial light.
(i) Artificial, indoor, daytime lighting must provide full

spectrum lighting between 50—80 foot candles at stand-
ing shoulder level of the dogs for daytime lighting.

(ii) Night time artificial lighting must be 1—5 foot
candles at standing shoulder level of the dogs of lighting.

(iii) Artificial lighting shall each be provided to ap-
proximately coincide with the natural diurnal cycle.

(iv) Lighting sources may not have an open flame.
(v) Lighting sources may not have a visible flicker.
(vi) Light sources, whether their primary purpose is to

provide heat or light, shall be provided in a manner that
prevents dogs from touching a light, fixture, bulb, switch
or cord.

(3) Lighting must comply with the latest edition of
applicable codes.
§ 28.3. Flooring.

Proper flooring is essential for normal behavior and
proper orthopedic development of the dogs. Flooring must
meet the standards in the legislation or as follows:

(1) In addition to the flooring already approved in the
Dog Law (3 P. S. §§ 459-101—459-1206), solid flooring is
approved for use.

(2) Solid flooring must be sloped to a drain that is free
of debris and in good repair.

(3) Drain covers shall be provided and shall be securely
fixed and made of noncorrosive substance.

(4) Flooring may not be metal nor any other material
with high thermal conductance. This provision does not
exclude the use of radiant heat flooring, or a flooring
system to cool, provided that a dog has an area to escape
the heat if it gets too warm or too cold.

(5) Floors and drains must comply with the latest
edition of applicable codes.

(6) The surface of the flooring must provide the dogs
with good footing. Examples include sealed concrete,
painted concrete, epoxy flooring, sealed wood, textured
and sealed tile.

(7) The flooring shall be cleaned in accordance with
section 207(h)(14) of the Dog Law (3 P. S. § 459-
207(h)(14)) and may be subject to microbial assessment.

(8) Flooring may not be made of nor coated with
materials that are toxic to dogs.

LAND RECYCLING AND

PREAMBLE 1

Acknowledgment of Notices of Intent to Remediate
Submitted under the Land Recycling and Envi-
ronmental Remediation Standards Act (35 P. S.

in some geologic settings (for example, in the coal fields)
may require additional effluent limits. If additional efflu-
ent limits are needed for an NPDES permit associated
with a noncoal mining permit, then the permit descrip-
tion below specifies the parameters. The limits will be in
the ranges specified in Table 1.

More restrictive effluent limitations, restrictions on
discharge volume, or restrictions on the extent of mining
that may occur, will be incorporated into an NPDES
permit when necessary for compliance with water quality
standards and antidegradation requirements (in accord-
ance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91—96).

The procedures for determining the final effluent limits,
using a mass-balance equation or model, are found in
Technical Guidance Document 362-0600-001, NPDES Pro-
gram Implementation—Memorandum of Understanding
Concerning Water Quality Management, NPDES Program
Implementation and Related Matters. Other specific fac-
tors to be considered include public comments and Total
Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs).

Persons wishing to comment on an NPDES permit
application should submit a statement to the Department
at the address of the district mining office indicated
previously each application within 30 days of this public
notice. Comments received within the comment period
will be considered in the final determinations regarding
the NPDES permit applications. Comments must include
the name, address and telephone number of the writer
and a concise statement to inform the Department of the
exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon
which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests or petitions
for a public hearing on NPDES permit applications, as
provided in 25 Pa. Code § 92.61. The request or petition
for a public hearing shall be filed within 30 days of this
public notice and shall contain the name, address, tele-
phone number and the interest of the party filing the
request, and shall state the reasons why a hearing is
warranted. A public hearing may be held if the Depart-
ment considers the public interest significant. If a hearing
is scheduled, a notice of the hearing on the NPDES
permit application will be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within
the relevant geographical area. In the case where a public
hearing is held, the Department will consider comments
from the public hearing in the final determination on the
NPDES permit application.

phthalate, cadmium, chrysene, cyanide free and thallium.
The report is intended to document remediation of the
site to meet the Statewide Health Standard.

PREAMBLE 3

The Department has taken action on the following

the remediation performed and summaries of sampling
methodology and analytical results which demonstrate
that the remediation has attained the cleanup standard
selected. Plans and reports required by provisions of the
act for compliance with selection of remediation to a
Site-Specific Standard, in addition to a final report,
include a remedial investigation report, risk assessment
report and cleanup plan. A remedial investigation report
includes conclusions from the site investigation, concen-
tration of regulated substances in environmental media,
benefits of refuse of the property and, in some circum-
stances, a fate and transport analysis. If required, a risk
assessment report describes potential adverse effects
caused by the presence of regulated substances. If re-
quired, a cleanup plan evaluates the abilities of potential
remedies to achieve remedy requirements. A work plan
for conducting a baseline remedial investigation is re-
quired by provisions of the act for compliance with
selection of a special industrial area remediation. The
baseline remedial investigation, based on the work plan,
is compiled into the baseline environmental report to
establish a reference point to show existing contamina-
tion, describe proposed remediation to be done and in-
clude a description of existing or potential public benefits
of the use or reuse of the property. The Department may
approve or disapprove plans and reports submitted. This
notice provides the Department’s decision and, if relevant,
the basis for disapproval.

Radioactive Material License Termination Request

The Department of Conservation and Natural Re-
sources (DCNR) has submitted a request to the Depart-
ment of Environmental Protection (Department) for ter-
mination of Radioactive Material License No. PA-1052S in
accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 215.1(e) (relating to pur-
pose and scope). The license encompasses residual radio-
active material left behind from past operations at the
facility. The facility is located in the Quehanna Wild Area
of the Moshannon State Forest. The site has a long
history of radioactive material use since the construction
of the research reactor in 1955. Since then various
tenants have been licensed to possess radioactive materi-

als for uses including materials research, production of
radiothermal electric generators, and high activity
gamma irradiation. The DCNR has taken final facility
cleanup responsibility to allow for unrestricted future use.
The DCNR has submitted a Final Status Survey Report
(FSSR) for review by the Department. If approved, the
license will be terminated and the site released for
unrestricted use. This request comes following an exten-
sive 10 year cleanup of the facilities and surrounding
grounds and disposal of significant volumes of low-level
radioactive waste at licensed out-of-State sites. The
DCNR feels the FSSR documents that the cleanup has
effectively removed and properly disposed of all radiologi-
cal hazards from past licensed activities. The Department
will evaluate the provided documentation and data gener-
ated from a confirmatory survey of the site prior to
granting license termination.

The FSSR is available for public review and comment.
The Department will accept written comments on the
DCNR’s request until February 10, 2009. Comments
should be submitted by mail to Director, Bureau of
Radiation Protection, Rachel Carson State Office Build-
ing, P. O. Box 8469, Harrisburg, PA 17105-8469 or RA-
EPDecommissioning@state.pa.us.

Procedures Applicable to Right-to-Know Request

This written policy identifies the procedures for re-
questing public records from the Department of Health
(Agency) under Pennsylvania’s Right-to-Know-Law
(RTKL) (65 P. S. §§ 67.101—67.3104). This policy supple-
ments Management Directive 205.36.
I. REQUESTS

A. A written request to the Agency under the RTKL
must:

1. Be addressed to the Agency Open Records Officer
(AORO):

2. Identify a name and a mailing address for the RTKL
response;

3. State that the request is being made under to the
RTKL;

4. Be submitted in person, by letter, e-mail or fac-
simile;

5. Be sufficiently specific to enable the Agency to
ascertain which records are being requested;

6. Be from a person that is a legal resident of the
United States.

B. A verbal RTKL request submitted to the agency
shall be directed to the appropriate program office and
shall be handled by that office as a routine request for
records or information, and not as a RTKL request.

C. RTKL requests may be on the form available at the
web site of the Office of Open Records at: http://
openrecords.state.pa.us.

D. The regular business hours of the RTKL Office are
8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m., Monday through Friday. Any RTKL
request received by the RTKL Office after the close of
regular business hours shall be deemed to have been
received by that office on the following business day.

E. A RTKL request may be denied if it does not
identify the records requested with sufficient specificity.
The AORO may contact the requester to obtain clarifica-
tion or additional information to aid the AORO in re-
sponding to the request. The request should contain a
telephone number, fax number or e-mail address where
the AORO may reach the requester.

F. RTKL requests received by the Agency will be
considered ‘‘public record’’ information by the Agency and
such requests may be made available for public access
through its web site.

II. RESPONSES

The AORO may respond by: 1) providing access in the
offices of the Agency; 2) sending a copy to the requester;
or 3) notifying the requester that the record is available
through publicly accessible electronic means. Each of
these options is a ‘‘response’’ for purposes of the RTKL, as
is the Agency’s written notice to the requester granting,
denying or partially granting and partially denying access
to a record. The Agency may send written responses to
requesters by United States mail, by hand (in person or
by delivery service), by facsimile or by e-mail.

Unless a longer period of time is needed and communi-
cated to the requester by an ‘‘interim response’’ (as
discussed in paragraph A as follows), the RTKL requires
that the Agency respond to a RTKL request within 5
business days. For purposes of determining the end of the
5 business day period, the day that a RTKL request is
received is not counted. The first day of the 5 business
day period is the Agency’s next business day.

A business day does not include a Saturday or Sunday;
a day when the offices of the agency are closed for all or
part of a day due to a State holiday; partial and full day
closing of State offices under management directives; a
day when the offices of the agency are closed due to a
natural disaster; or a day when the offices of the Agency
are closed at the request or direction of a local, State, or
Federal law enforcement agency or official.

A. Interim Responses

The Agency will provide a final response to a RTKL
request within 5 business days unless one or more
specific conditions are satisfied and the AORO gives the
requester written notice that additional time will be
required. That notice is referred to as an ‘‘interim re-
sponse.’’
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The AORO may send an interim response if any of the
following apply:

1. The RTKL request requires redaction of a public
record;

2. The RTKL request requires retrieval of a record
from a remote location;

3. A response within the 5 business day period cannot
be accomplished due to bona fide; staffing limitations,
which limitations must be specified in the interim re-
sponse;

4. A legal review is necessary to determine whether the
record requested is subject to access under the RTKL;

5. The requester has not complied with the Agency’s
policies regarding access to public records;

6. The requester must prepay fees which are required
to fulfill the RTKL request and which are estimated to
exceed $100;

7. The extent or nature of the request precludes a
response within the required time period.

An interim response will: 1) be sent to the requester on
or before the last day of the 5 business day period; 2)
state the reason for the interim response; 3) give an
estimate of fees, if applicable, to make records available;
and 4) specify a date that a final response is expected to
be provided. If the date specified in the interim response
for a final response is in excess of 30 days from the end of
the 5 business day period, the request will be deemed
denied unless the requester has agreed in writing to the
date specified.

B. Final Responses

There are three possible final responses. The request
may be: 1) granted; 2) denied; or 3) granted in part and
denied in part. The failure to make a timely response is
deemed to be a denial.

If a request is denied in whole or in part, the Agency
will issue a final written response that will include an
explanation of the procedure for the requester to appeal,
if the requester chooses to do so. The written denial will
also set forth the specific reasons for the denial, including
a citation of supporting legal authority.

C. Redaction

The Agency will not deny access to a record based upon
the fact that portions of the record are not subject to
disclosure. The Agency will redact the portions that are
not subject to disclosure and produce the portions that
are subject to disclosure.

D. Access

The Agency may provide a requester with access to a
public record: 1) by providing access in the offices of the
Agency; 2) by sending a copy to the requester; or 3) by
notifying the requester that the record is available
through publicly accessible electronic means.

The Agency has the discretion to determine the build-
ings and rooms that will be used to provide a requester
with access to the Agency’s public records. The selection
of buildings and rooms for access to the Agency’s public
records is a matter within the discretion of the AORO.

The Agency will provide a public record to a requester
in the medium requested if the record exists in that
medium. Otherwise, the public record must be provided
in the medium in which it exists. If a public record only
exists in one medium, the Agency is not required to
convert that public record to another medium, except that
if the public record is only available in an electronic form,
the Agency must print it out on paper if the requester so
requests.

The Agency is not required to create a public record
that does not already exist, nor is it required to compile,
maintain, format or organize a public record in a manner
in which the Agency does not currently do so.

E. Duplication of Public Records

The Agency may either make copies itself or, in its
discretion, allow the requester to bring the necessary
equipment to make its own copies. The Agency may make
its duplication equipment available to a requester but
require that the requester operate the equipment; assign
Agency staff to make the duplications; or contract for
duplication services and require the requester to pay the
applicable rate.

III. APPEALS

When a request is denied or deemed denied, whether in
whole or in part, the requester may file an appeal with
the Office of Open Records, where it will be assigned to
an Appeals Officer. This appeal must be filed within 15
business days of the denial or deemed denial. The appeal
must state the grounds upon which the requester asserts
that the record is public, and must address any grounds
stated by the Agency for delaying or denying the request
to challenge the denial on that basis. The appeal shall be
sent to the Commonwealth Office of Open Records,
Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street,
Plaza Level, Harrisburg, PA 17120-0225, (717) 346-9903,
openrecords@state.pa.us.

A person other than the Agency or the requester, with a
direct interest in the record that is subject to an appeal,
has 15 days following actual knowledge of the appeal, but
no later than the date the Appeals Officer issues an order,
to file a written request to provide information or to
appear before the Appeals Officer in support of the
requester’s or the Agency’s position in the appeal. The
Appeals Officer may, but needs not, grant the request.

For further information on appeals, it is suggested that
the requester review the web site of the Office of Open
Records.

IV. FEES

Applicable fees to be charged by the Agency under the
RTKL are as follows:

A. Fees Determined by the Office of Open Records

Under the RTKL, the Office of Open Records has the
authority to establish fees for duplication and for en-
hanced electronic access and has published acceptable fee
limits for both at its web site at http://openrecords.state.
pa.us. Accordingly, the Agency will charge a maximum of
$.25 per page for duplication. The Agency currently does
not have a fee for enhanced electronic access.
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B. Specialized Fees

1. The Agency will charge $1 per copy for certified
copies, when requested by the requester.

2. The Agency will charge the actual cost for postage,
facsimile/microfiche or other media, as well as for special-
ized documents.

3. Special rules apply to fees for transcripts of adminis-
trative proceedings:

(i) Prior to an adjudication becoming ‘‘final, binding
and nonappealable,’’ transcripts may be requested
through the Agency, however the stenographer or court
reporter is permitted to charge the regular fee for this
service.

(ii) Following an adjudication becoming ‘‘final, binding
and nonappealable,’’ a request for the transcript will be
treated like any other request for a record and the usual
duplication fee of up to $.25 per page will be charged.

C. Reasonable and Necessarily Incurred Costs

The Agency has the authority under the RTKL to
charge requesters reasonable fees for necessarily incurred
costs. The Agency will determine and charge such fees on
a case by case basis.

D. General

No charge shall be made for agency or legal review of
the record to see whether the requested records are public
records that are subject to production.

If the estimated fees that are required to fulfill the
RTKL request exceed $100, it may be necessary for the
requester to pay the estimated amount in advance, either
by certified check or by ordinary check, which must first
have cleared to be considered received by the Agency. The
demand for prepayment may specify a reasonable period
of time in which the requester must make such prepay-
ment. If the requester fails to make prepayment within
the specified time, the Agency is not required to produce
the records requested.

Applicable fees must be paid to receive access to the
record requested. 65 P. S. § 67.901.

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
November 8, 2008 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
State Board of Nursing (Board) to respond to all com-
ments received from us or any other source.

1. Protection of the public health, safety and wel-
fare.

This proposed regulation has generated interest from
various members of the medical community and the
general public. Those that support the proposal believe
the amendments will increase access to health care for
citizens of the Commonwealth and will allow certified
registered nurse practitioners (CRNPs) to practice to the
full extent of their education and training. Those that
oppose the proposal believe certain amendments could
jeopardize patient safety and quality of care.

We acknowledge that those who support and oppose the
regulation raise many valid points to support their posi-
tions. While increased access to quality, affordable health
care is a necessity, we believe it must be balanced with
adequate protection of the public health, safety and
welfare. The Preamble submitted with the proposed regu-
lation describes many of the changes being made, but in
some instances, does not adequately explain the rationale
for all of the changes. Without this information, the
Commission is unable to determine if the proposed regu-
lation is in the public interest.

The remainder of our comments provides a more de-
tailed analysis of the proposed regulation. However, as a
preliminary matter, we ask the Board to further explain
how the amendments adequately protect the public
health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Common-
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wealth. As noted by many of the commentators, including
the House Professional Licensure Committee, the follow-
ing sections are of particular concern: § 21.251;
§ 21.282a; § 21.284; § 21.285; § 21.286 and § 21.287.
2. Section 21.251. Definitions.—Protection of the

public health, safety and welfare; Implementation
procedures; Reasonableness; Clarity.

‘‘Collaborative agreement’’
This new term is defined as, ‘‘The oral or written

agreement between a CRNP and a collaborating physician
in which they agree to the details of their collaboration.’’
We note the existing requirements for a collaborative
agreement, found at § 21.285(a), require the collaborative
agreement to be a signed, written agreement. While we
are not questioning the Board’s authority to allow oral
collaborative agreements, we do question the reasonable-
ness of it. How could the Board ensure that a CRNP is
acting within the specifications of a collaborative agree-
ment if that agreement is not in writing?
‘‘Direction’’

This term closely mirrors the statutory definition of
‘‘collaboration’’ found in section 2(12) the Professional
Nursing Law (Law) (63 P. S. § 212(12)). However, it is
being deleted from the Board’s regulations. This could
give the regulated community the false impression that
the specific provisions being deleted are no longer appli-
cable. Beyond the Board’s contention that the definition is
being deleted to ‘‘reflect changes made by Act 206,’’ why is
this definition being deleted and how does this adequately
protect the public health, safety and welfare?

If the Board concludes that the definition of ‘‘direction’’
is no longer needed, we ask that a cross-reference to the
statutory definition of ‘‘collaboration’’ be added to the
final-form regulation.
‘‘Prescriptive authority collaborative agreement’’

This term is defined as: ‘‘The written and signed
agreement between a CRNP with prescriptive authority
and a collaborating physician in which they agree to the
details of their collaboration.’’ Section 8.3 of the Law (63
P. S. § 218.3) addresses prescriptive authority for CRNPs
and provides greater detail of what must be in the
written agreement. To improve clarity and assist the
regulated community in complying with requirements of
what must be in a ‘‘prescriptive authority collaborative
agreement,’’ we recommend that the details found in
section 8.3(a)(2)(i)—(iii) of the Law be included in the
regulation.

3. Section 21.273. Application for certification as a
CRNP.—Clarity.

Subsections (a), (c) and (d) require an applicant to
verify compliance with section 8.7 of the Law (63 P. S.
§ 218.7), regarding professional liability coverage. How-
ever, the subsections do not specify the type of documen-
tation that would be acceptable to verify compliance. We
recommend that the types of documents that could be
supplied to the Board to verify compliance be included in
the final-form regulation.

4. Section 21.282a. Medical examination, diagnosis
and treatment.—Protection of the public health,
safety and welfare; Implementation procedures;
Clarity.

This section is being added to implement section 8.2 of
the Law (63 P. S. § 218.2), pertaining to scope of practice
for CRNPs. A comparison of the Law to the regulation
reveals several problems.

First, while the regulation may not directly conflict
with the Law, it paints an incomplete picture of the
statutory scope of practice requirements. Of particular
concern is the fact that the Law requires a CRNP to
practice within the scope of practice of his or her
particular clinical specialty and may only perform acts of
medical diagnosis in collaboration with a physician, but
these provisions are not reflected in the regulation. We
believe the regulated community would benefit from a
regulation that more closely tracks the Law. If the Board
decides to omit these two important provisions from the
final-form regulation, we request a detailed explanation of
why the provisions are being omitted and how the
regulated community benefits from the omissions.

Second, the Law lists eight activities that a CRNP has
the authority to perform. Some, but not all, of the
activities are contained in the regulation. Similar to our
concern above, the regulation paints an incomplete pic-
ture of the statute. While subsection (i) does reference the
authorized activities in the statute, we believe clarity
would be improved if all eight activities contained in the
Law were enumerated in the regulation.

In addition, we have identified concerns related to
clarity. The phrase ‘‘other laws and regulations’’ found in
subsection (b) and the term ‘‘pharmaceutical treatments’’
found in Subsection (d) are vague. We recommend that
the ‘‘laws and regulations’’ be identified and ‘‘pharmaceu-
tical treatments’’ be defined in the final-form rulemaking.
5. Section 21.283. Authority and qualifications for

prescribing and dispensing drugs and other med-
ical and therapeutic or corrective measures.—
Clarity.
Under subsection (a), what is meant by the term ‘‘oral

orders?’’ We recommend that this term be defined in the
final form regulation.
6. Section 21.284. Prescribing and dispensing pa-

rameters.—Statutory authority; Protection of the
public health, safety and welfare; Reasonableness;
Clarity.

Categories of drugs

Section 8.4 of the Law (63 P. S. § 218.4) requires any
proposed addition or deletion to the categories of drugs
that CRNPs are authorized to prescribe, pursuant to
Board regulations, to be approved by the Drug Review
Committee. Commentators contend that the changes be-
ing proposed by the Board would require approval by the
Drug Review Committee and that approval was never
obtained. However, the Board contends that it is not
adding or deleting categories of drugs from which CRNPs
may prescribe. In the Preamble to the final-form regula-
tion, the Board should further explain why the changes it
has proposed are not additions or deletions to the catego-
ries of drugs and why approval of the Drug Review
Committee is not needed. We also recommend that the
Board add a definition for the term ‘‘categories of drugs.’’
This would avoid further confusion if this section of the
regulation is amended in the future.

Existing Subsection (d)

The Board proposes to delete the following language
from the regulation:

If a collaborating physician determines that the
CRNP is prescribing or dispensing a drug inappropri-
ately, the collaborating physician shall immediately
take corrective action on behalf of the patient and
notify the patient of the reason for the action and
advise the CRNP as soon as possible. This action
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shall be noted by the CRNP or the collaborating
physician, or both, in the patient’s medical record.
Commentators representing the physician community

believe this provision is needed to protect patient safety.
We agree that the provision is important and recommend
that it either be retained or a similar provision be
mandated for any prescriptive authority collaborative
agreements.
Revised Subsection (d)

Under subsection (d)(1), the Board proposes to allow a
CRNP to write a prescription for Schedule II controlled
substances for up to a 30-day dose, instead of a 72-hour
dose. The requirement that a CRNP notify the collaborat-
ing physician of the prescription is also being eliminated.
Under subsection (d)(2), the Board proposes to allow a
CRNP to write a prescription for Schedule III or IV drug
for 90 days, instead of 30 days. The requirement that the
collaborating physician authorize any refills for Schedule
III and IV drugs is also being eliminated. The Board
contends that the amendments will allow consumers to
utilize common insurance discounts for these categories of
drugs, that the deletion of the notification requirement to
the collaborating physician for Schedule II drugs elimi-
nates unnecessary paperwork requirements, and the dele-
tion of the provision related to authorization of refills
eliminates duplicative health care efforts. As noted in our
first comment pertaining to the protection of the public
health, safety and welfare, we ask the Board to further
explain why these amendments will not put the health of
patients at risk. In particular, the Board should explain
why it believes CRNPs have the appropriate education
and training to administer these provisions, especially
without oversight of a physician.

In addition, we ask the Board to consider the alterna-
tive language offered by some of the commentators per-
taining to this subsection. For example, the Board should
consider amending subsection (d)(1) to allow for a seven-
day dosage, with proper notification to the physician. This
subsection could also include a provision that would allow
for a 30-day dosage for on-going therapy as approved by a
collaborating physician.
7. Section 21.284a. Prescribing and dispensing

drugs.—Protection of the public health, safety
and welfare; Clarity.
Subsection (b)(1) requires prescription blanks of CRNPs

to identify the collaborating physician. The Preamble
states that proposed regulation would allow a CRNPs
prescription blank to omit the collaborating physician as
long as the physician is identified on the prescription as
finally written. The requirements, as described in the
Preamble, are not reflected in the regulation. What is the
Board’s intention for this subsection? At minimum, we
believe the name of the collaborating physician should be
on the prescription as finally written. This would provide
patients and other health care providers, such as pharma-
cists and emergency medical personnel, additional infor-
mation if questions about a patient’s care arose.
8. Section 21.285.—Prescriptive authority collabora-

tive agreement.—Protection of the public health,
safety and welfare; Reasonableness; Implementa-
tion procedures; Clarity.

According to the Board, this section is being amended
to reflect requirements of section 8.3(a)(2) of the Law (63
P. S. § 218.3(a)(2)). We are concerned with language that
is being deleted from § 21.285(a)(4) and (6). Subsection
(a)(4) deletes the requirement that the prescriptive au-
thority collaborative agreement contain attestation by the

collaborating physician that the physician has knowledge
and experience with any drug the CRNP will prescribe.
Subsection (a)(6) deletes the requirement that the pre-
scriptive authority collaborative agreement specify the
conditions under which the CRNP may prescribe a Sched-
ule II controlled substance. Given the expanded prescrip-
tive authority for CRNPs this rulemaking proposes, we
believe § 21.285(a)(4) and (6) provide additional protec-
tion of the public health, safety and welfare and should
be retained. If the Board persists in deleting these
provisions, we ask the Board to further explain why it is
in the public interest to delete these two sections.

In addition, we note that subsection (a)(6) is being
amended to limit access to a prescriptive authority col-
laborative agreement to any licensed pharmacist or phar-
macy. What is the reason for this amendment? We believe
the existing language that allows ‘‘anyone seeking to
confirm the scope of practice of the CRNP’’ is more
appropriate and would allow patients access to informa-
tion they may need.

9. Section 21.286. Identification of the CRNP.—
Protection of the public health, safety and wel-
fare; Reasonableness.

This section currently requires: a patient to be in-
formed at the time of making an appointment that the
patient will be seen by a CNRP; a CRNP to wear a name
tag that clearly identifies the CNRP with the title
‘‘certified registered nurse practitioner’’; and a CRNP who
holds a doctorate to take appropriate steps to inform
patients that the CRNP is not a doctor of medicine or
osteopathic medicine. The Board proposes to modify this
section by only requiring a CRNP to wear a name tag
using the title ‘‘CRNP’’ and to comply with state and
federal facility regulations regarding identification of
personnel. The Board contends that Pennsylvania Depart-
ment of Health regulations provide appropriate identifica-
tion requirements for licensed health care providers work-
ing at licensed facilities. We believe the current
regulations of the Board provide more protection to the
public and recommend that they be retained. Of particu-
lar concern are subsection (a), which currently requires
patients to be notified of the fact that they will be seen by
a CRNP and subsection (c), which requires CRNPs with a
doctorate degree to inform patients that they are not
medical doctors.

10. Section 21.287. Physician supervision.—Protec-
tion of the public health, safety and welfare;
Reasonableness.

This section is being deleted from the Board’s regula-
tions. It currently limits a physician to supervising no
more than four CRNPS with prescriptive authority at a
given time. While we understand the Board’s contention
that the State Board of Medicine is the proper regulatory
body to adopt regulations relating to the parameters of a
physician’s practice, we are not certain that the deletion
of this section serves the public. As noted several times
above, given the expanded scope of practice for CRNPS
that this proposal would provide, how can the Board
ensure that the public health safety and welfare of
patients is adequately protected if this section is deleted?

11. Section 21.288. CRNP standards of conduct.—
Protection of the public health, safety and wel-
fare; Reasonableness.

The House Professional Licensure Committee has sug-
gested that in addition to the requirements of this
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section, CRNPs should be required to practice within the
specifications set forth in the collaborative agreement. A
similar concern is raised pertaining to § 21.351, pertain-
ing to penalties for violation. We agree with the Commit-
tee and recommend that references to compliance with
the collaborative agreement be added to the final-form
regulation.

Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board
Regulation #125-92 (IRRC #2731)

Smoking in Licensed Facilities

January 7, 2009

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
November 8, 2008 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board (Board) to respond
to all comments received from us or any other source.

1. Whether the Board has the statutory authority to
promulgate the regulation.

Section 10(a) of the Clean Indoor Air Act (35 P. S.
§ 637.10(a)) (Act) states that the Department of Health
shall promulgate regulations to implement the Act. Under
this rulemaking, the Board has proposed a set of regula-
tions intended to regulate smoking in licensed facilities.
We note that the Board has cited section 1202(b)(30) of
the Pennsylvania Race Horse Development and Gaming
Act (4 Pa.C.S. § 1202(b)(30)) (Gaming Act) and sections 3
and 4 of the Act as its statutory authority to promulgate
the rulemaking. Section 1202(b)(30) of the Gaming Act
provides the Board with general rulemaking authority as
it pertains to gaming. Section 3 of the Act gives the Board
the jurisdiction to verify gross terminal revenues supplied
by the Department of Revenue to the licensed facility and
section 4 of the Act requires slot machine licensees to post
smoking and nonsmoking signs in its licensed facility.

The Board has not demonstrated that it has the
statutory authority to promulgate regulations pertaining
to smoking in licensed facilities. Of particular concern are
§§ 441a.25(a)—(g). Although the regulated community
would benefit from a set of regulations that explains how
the Act will be administered in licensed facilities, the
Department of Health is the only agency that has explicit
authority to promulgate such regulations under the Act.
We ask the Board to further explain its statutory author-
ity for this rulemaking in the Preamble to the final-form
regulation. Most of the commentators that provided input
on this proposal support the Board’s efforts to provide
guidance on how the Act will be implemented. As noted
above, we agree with the commentators and suggest that
if this proposal cannot be implemented as a regulation,
the Board proceed with the proposal as a non-regulatory
document such as a statement of policy. This would
provide the regulated community with the needed guid-
ance while honoring the intent of the Act, which calls for
the Department of Health to promulgate regulations
pertaining to smoking.

2. Section 441a.25. Smoking in licensed facilities.—
Statutory authority; Implementation procedures;
Clarity.

Gaming floor

This term is defined under § 401a.3 of the Board’s
regulations as ‘‘Any portion of a licensed facility where
slot machines have been installed for use or play.’’ Will
this general definition provide licensed entities and the
Board enough guidance when determining the percentage
of a floor that may be eligible for smoking? We note that
regulations must be applied uniformly to all members of
the regulated community and suggest that a more precise
definition of ‘‘gaming floor’’ as it pertains to smoking
areas be added to the final regulation.

Subsection (d)

This subsection allows licensees to increase the square
footage of the gaming floor designated for smoking ‘‘in
proportion to the percentage difference in revenue’’ be-
tween slot machines in a smoking area and a nonsmoking
area. A commentator has noted that this phrase is vague.
We believe a definition of this phrase or further explana-
tion of how the calculation should be made be included in
the final-form regulation.

Subsection (e)

This subsection sets forth the process a licensee must
follow when it wants to make changes to designated
smoking areas. We have two concerns. First, what is the
Board’s statutory authority to require verification of the
licensee’s compliance with the Act and this regulation
before an increase, decrease or reconfiguration of the
designated smoking area can take place?

Second, if the Board has this authority to require
compliance verification, we recommend that time frames
associated with the verification process be included in the
final-form regulation.

Environmental Hearing Board
Regulation #106-9 (IRRC #2732)

Practice and Procedure

January 7, 2009

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
November 8, 2008 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
Environmental Hearing Board to respond to all comments
received from us or any other source.

1. 1021.51. Commencement, form and content.—
Statutory authority; Clarity.

We are concerned that amendments to this section
represent an impermissible attempt to assert jurisdiction
over third parties when the facts and statute under which
a claim is being pursued do not allow for Board review. In
the preamble, the Board states it is amending subsections
(h) through (j) to ‘‘ensure that all recipients of an action
being appealed receive notice of the appeal and are
provided an opportunity to participate in the appeal,
under the Commonwealth Court’s holding in
Schneiderwind v. DEP, 867 A.2d 724 (Pa. Cmwlth. 2005).’’
In Schneiderwind, the Court made two distinct rulings:
first, that the Board erred in considering Mr.
Schneiderwind’s appeal and reviewing the merits of his
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complaint; and second, that the Board’s determination of
liability for a third party violated that party’s due process
rights.

Amendments to subsection (h) define the term ‘‘recipi-
ent[s] of the action’’ to include persons ‘‘to whom the
action of the Department is directed or issued’’ and delete
references to specific statutes. An amendment to subsec-
tion (i) states that ‘‘service upon the person to whom the
action of the Department is directed or issued shall
subject the recipient to the jurisdiction of the Board.’’ In
Schneiderwind, the ‘‘person to whom the action of the
Department is directed or issued’’ was Delaware Valley
Concrete Company. However, the Schneiderwind court
determined that the Department’s ‘‘discretionary refusal
to prosecute the claim on [Mr. Schneiderwind’s] behalf ’’
was not reviewable by the Board pursuant to the Board’s
enabling statute (35 P. S. § 7514) and the Noncoal Sur-
face Mining Conservation and Reclamation Act, which
provided for review by the filing of a civil action, not by
appeal to the Board.

While we agree with the Board that Schneiderwind
requires promulgation of enhanced notice and ‘‘opportu-
nity to be heard’’ provisions, we disagree that implemen-
tation of such provisions can expand the Board’s jurisdic-
tion in violation of the Board’s enabling statute or any
other statute. In the final-form, the Board should narrow
the language of this section to ensure that the regulation
does not impermissibly expand the scope of the Board’s
jurisdiction in violation of any statute.

Additionally, an amendment to subsection (j) states that
if a recipient of an action elects not to intervene, ‘‘the
recipient’s right to appeal from the Board’s adjudication
in the matter may be adversely affected.’’ Because this
language does not establish a binding norm, the final-
form regulation should omit it.

2. 1021.54a. Prepayment of penalties.—Clarity.

This section allows appellants to file ‘‘a verified state-
ment that the appellant is unable to pay’’ in lieu of a
prepaid penalty or bond securing payment. Any require-
ments for verified statements should be included in the
final-form regulation. Additionally, the comment following
this section states that ‘‘[i]f a civil penalty is assessed
under more than one statute, an appellant shall follow
the procedures set forth in each statute.’’ The Board
should include this rule in the final-form regulation or
explain why it is omitted.

3. 1021.76a. Entry of default judgment.—Clarity;
Implementation procedure.

Subsection (d) briefly references a hearing to determine
civil penalties, but it lacks detail as to the procedure for
conducting one. The final-form regulation should provide
further detail, including information about whether a
moving party must request such a hearing or whether the
Board may convene one on its own motion, the kind of
notice the parties entitled to, and whether a party may
object to the setting of such a hearing.

4. 1021.96a. Motions for expedited hearing.—Clarity,
Reasonableness.

Subsection (d), a notice that ‘‘[t]he Board will grant a
motion for expedited hearing only in rare circumstances,’’
is comprised of unenforceable non-regulatory language.
Because this language does not establish a binding norm,
the Board should omit it from the final-form regulation.

5. 1021.141b. Withdrawal without prejudice.
Subsection (a) allows a party to withdraw an appeal

without prejudice, if all parties agree. The final-form
regulation should explain whether the Board may ap-
prove a withdrawal without prejudice over the objection
of a non-moving party.
