Child care providers who participate in the subsidized
child care program and are not subject to Article IX or X of the Public
Welfare Code (62 P.S. §§ 901—921 and 1001—1088) and not governed by 55
Pa. Code Chapters 3270, 3280 and 3290 (relating to child day care centers;
group child day care homes; and family child day care homes).

Secretary—The Secretary of the Department of Public Welfare or a
designee.

§ 7a.2. Election of exclusive representative.

The Secretary will select a reputable organization with experience in
conducting representation elections to conduct a mail ballot election for the
exclusive representative of exempt providers. For an election to occur, a
representative or representative organization must have collected signed
cards from at least 30% of all exempt providers indicating their desire for
representation. The exclusive representative will be named upon successful
completion of an election in which the representative receives at least a
majority of the votes cast.

§ 7a.3. Meeting with exclusive representative.

The Secretary will meet, confer and discuss with the exclusive representa-
tive issues of mutual concern regarding quality early care and education
that prepares children for schools.

§ 7a.4. Memorialization of agreement.

When an agreement is reached, it will be memorialized in writing. The
agreement will be subject to any agency rulemaking, statutory or budgetary
changes that may be required. Any agreement which requires rulemaking,
statutory or budgetary changes will be contingent upon the successful
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completion of the rulemaking, legislative or budgetary process. The parties
will jointly seek the enactment of the regulatory or legislative action.

When an agreement is reached, it will be memorialized in writing. The
agreement will be subject to any agency rulemaking, statutory, or budgetary
changes that may be required. Any agreement which requires rulemaking,
statutory or budgetary changes will be contingent upon the successful
completion of the rulemaking, legislative or budgetary process, or both. The
parties will jointly seek the enactment of the regulatory or legislative action.

§ 7a.15. State action exemption.

In affording registered family child care providers the right to select the
exclusive representative, engage in collective action, and jointly engage in
negotiations with the Commonwealth pursuant to this subchapter, the
Commonwealth intends that the “State Action” exemption to Federal
antitrust laws be fully available to the Commonwealth, family child care
providers and the exclusive representative. The exempt conduct will be
actively supervised by the Department of Public Welfare.

§ 7a.16. Report to Governor.

The Secretary will issue a report to the Governor regarding the progress
of the Secretary and the exclusive representative under the terms of this
subchapter by October 12, 2007, and annually thereafter on or before
September 1st until an agreement under § 7a.14 (relating to memorializa-
tion of agreement) has been reached.

§ 7a.17. Miscellaneous provisions.

(a) Nothing in this subchapter is intended to give registered family child
care providers, or imply that registered family child care providers, have
any right to engage in a strike or work stoppage.

(b) Nothing in this subchapter is intended to grant registered family child
care providers Commonwealth employee status or in any way imply an
employer-employee relationship with the Commonwealth.

§ 7a.18. Term.

This subchapter shall be effective immediately and remain in effect until
rescinded by the Governor.

CHAPTER 200. BUSINESS OF COURTS

Rule 237.1. Notice of Praecipe for Entry of Judg-
ment of Non Pros for Failure to File Complaint or
by Default for Failure to Plead.

(a)(1) As used in this rule,

“judgment of non pros” means a judgment entered by
praecipe pursuant to Rule 1037(a) and 1659;

Official Note: When a defendant appeals from a judg-
ment entered in a magisterial district [ judge ] court,
Pa.R.C.P.M.D.J. 1004(b) authorizes the appellant to file a
praecipe for a rule as of course upon the appellee to file a
complaint or suffer entry of a judgment of non pros. The
entry of the judgment of non pros is governed by
Pa.R.C.P. No. 1037(a) and is subject to this rule.

“judgment by default” means a judgment entered by
praecipe pursuant to Rules 1037(b), 1511(a), 3031(a) and
3146(a).

(2) No judgment of non pros for failure to file a
complaint or by default for failure to plead shall be
entered by the prothonotary unless the praecipe for entry
includes a certification that a written notice of intention
to file the praecipe was mailed or delivered

(1) in the case of a judgment of non pros, after the
failure to file a complaint and at least ten days prior to
the date of the filing of the praecipe to the party’s
attorney of record or to the party if unrepresented, or

(i) in the case of a judgment by default, after the
failure to plead to a complaint and at least ten days prior
to the date of the filing of the praecipe to the party
against whom judgment is to be entered and to the
party’s attorney of record, if any.
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The ten-day notice period in subdivision (a)(2)(i) and (ii)
shall be calculated forward from the date of the mailing
or delivery, in accordance with Rule 106.

Official Note: The final sentence of Rule 237.1(a)(2)
alters the practice described in the decision of Williams v.
Wade, 704 A.2d 132 (Pa. Super. 1997).

(3) A copy of the notice shall be attached to the
praecipe.

(4) The notice and certification required by this rule
may not be waived.

Official Note: A certification of notice is a prerequisite
in all cases to the entry by praecipe of a judgment of non
pros for failure to file a complaint or by default for failure
to plead to a complaint. Once the ten-day notice has been
given, no further notice is required by the rule even if the
time to file the complaint or to plead to the complaint has
been extended by agreement.

See Rule 237.4 for the form of the notice of intention to
enter a judgment of non pros and Rule 237.5 for the form
of the notice of intention to enter a judgment by default.

(b) This rule does not apply to a judgment entered
(1) by an order of court,

PROCEEDINGS UNDER SECTION 8103(A) TO FIX

Rule 3281. Parties.

(a) The petition shall name the judgment creditor as
petitioner.

(b) The petition [ shall ] may name as respondent any
debtor, obligor, guarantor, mortgagor, and any other per-
son directly or indirectly liable to the judgment creditor
for the payment of the debt, and any owner of the
property affected thereby.

Rule 3283. Service.
[ (a) The petition shall be served

(1) upon a respondent who is a defendant in the

(2) upon any other respondent ]|

(a)(1) If there is an attorney of record, service
shall be made upon the respondent’s attorney of
record pursuant to Rule 440(a)(1)(i) or (ii).

(2) If there is no attorney of record, service shall
be made

(i) by the sheriff or a competent adult in the manner
prescribed by Rule 402(a) for service of original process,
or

Official Note: See Rule 76 for the definition of “com-
petent adult.”

(i1) by the petitioner mailing a copy in the manner
prescribed by Rule 403, or

(ii1) if service cannot be made as provided in subpara-
graphs (i) or (ii), pursuant to special order of court as
prescribed by Rule 430.

(b) The person serving the petition shall file a return of
service as provided by Rule 405.

Rule 3284. Order Upon Default or Admission.

The [ court] prothonotary, on praecipe of the
petitioner, shall, without further notice or hearing, enter
an order determining the fair market value of the real
property to be the value alleged in the petition, determin-
ing the prior lien amounts to be in the amounts alleged in
the petition and making any special allocation requested
by the petition if

(1) no answer is filed within the required time to a
petition which was served pursuant to the require-
ments of Rule 3283 and contains a notice to defend
required by Rule 3282(b), and notice has been given as
provided by Rule 237.1 et seq., or

(2) an answer is filed which does not deny the allega-
tions in the petition as to the fair market value, the prior
lien amounts or any special allocation.

Explanatory Comment

Rule 3281 et seq. governing proceedings to fix fair
market value of real property sold has been amended in
two respects. First, current Rule 3283(a)(1) provides for a
petition to fix fair market value to be served upon a
respondent, who is a defendant in the judgment and who
entered an appearance, pursuant to Rule 440 governing
service of legal papers other than original process. Under
Rule 440, service may be made by regular mail at the last
known address of the defendant.

A problem arises in that the petition to fix fair market
value is only filed after a sheriff’s sale, and frequently the
property that has been sold is the address at which the
defendant resided prior to the sheriff's sale and is no
longer a current address. Under these circumstances,
service by regular mail at the last known address is not
likely to furnish notice to the defendant. The amendment
to Rule 3283 permits service pursuant to Rule 440 only if
there is an attorney of record.

Second, current Rule 3284 provides that the court shall
without further notice or hearing enter an order deter-
mining the fair market value of the property to be the
value alleged in the petition if: (1) no answer has been
filed within the required time to a petition which includes
a notice to defend and notice has been given pursuant to
Rule 237.1; or (2) an answer is filed which does not deny
the allegations in the petition as to the fair market value,
the prior lien amounts, or any special allocation.

The amendment to Rule 3284 shifts to the prothonotary
the responsibility for entering judgment upon a praecipe
of the petitioner. The prothonotary will ensure that the
record shows that: (1) service was made pursuant to the
requirements of Rule 3283; (2) an important notice was
given pursuant to the requirements of Rule 237.1; (3) no
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answer contesting the allegations in the petition was
filed; and (4) the allegations in the petition justify the
amount of the judgment that the petitioner seeks.

The Criminal Procedural Rules Committee is planning
to recommend that the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania
amend Rules 550 and 590 to provide for more detailed
standards regarding the areas of inquiry that are re-
quired to be part of all guilty plea colloquies in court
cases before the courts of common pleas and magisterial
district judges. This Supplemental Report resulted from
the Committee’s review of the correspondence received
after publication of our original explanatory Report that
explained the Committee’s proposal for guilty plea collo-
quy procedures in the courts of common pleas only. This
proposal has not been submitted for review by the
Supreme Court of Pennsylvania.

The following explanatory Supplemental Report high-
lights the Committee’s considerations in formulating this
proposal. Please note that the Committee’s Reports
should not be confused with the official Committee Com-
ments to the rules. Also note that the Supreme Court
does not adopt the Committee’s Comments or the con-
tents of the explanatory Reports.

CHAPTER 16. POST-DISPOSITIONAL

PART A. SUMMONS, [ AND ] NOTICE, AND
REPORTS

(Editor’s Note: The following Rule 1604 is new and has
been printed in regular print to enhance readability.)

Rule 1604. Submission of Reports.
A. Generally.

1) A foster parent, preadoptive parent, or relative
providing care for a child may submit a report regarding
the child’s adjustment, progress, and condition for review
by the court.

2) The report shall be submitted to the court designee
at least seven days prior to the permanency hearing.

B. Designation by President Judge. The President
Judge of each judicial district shall appoint a designee,
other than the county agency, to receive these reports.
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C. Duties of the County Agency. Upon placement of the
child with a foster parent, preadoptive parent, or relative
providing care for a child, the county agency shall inform
such person of:

1) the right to submit a report;

2) the name and address of the court designee who
shall receive the reports; and

3) the requirement to submit the report at least 7 days
prior to the permanency hearing.

D. Duties of Designee. Within one business day of
receiving the report, the court designee shall:

1) file a copy of the report with the clerk of courts; and

2) distribute copies to the judge, attorneys, parties, and
if appointed, the court-appointed special advocate.

E. Examination of Report. Pursuant to Rule 1608(D),
the court shall examine this report and consider its
contents as it would consider any other evidence in the
case.

Comment

The county agency is to provide the form designed by
the Department of Public Welfare to the foster parent,
preadoptive parent, or relative providing care for the
child. See 42 Pa.C.S. § 6336.1(b).

PART B. PERMANENCY HEARING
Rule 1608. Permanency Hearing.
A. Purpose of hearing. For every case, the court shall

conduct a permanency hearing for purposes of determin-
ing or reviewing:

1) the permanency plan of the child,

2) the date by which the goal of permanency for the
child might be achieved; and

3) whether the placement continues to be best suited to
the safety, protection, and physical, mental, and moral
welfare of the child.

B. Court’s findings. At the permanency hearing, the
court shall making findings consistent with 42 Pa.C.S.
§ 6351(%).

C. Recording. The permanency hearing shall be re-
corded. The recording shall be transcribed:

1) pursuant to a court order; or
2) when there is an appeal.
D. Evidence.

1) Any evidence helpful in determining the appropriate
course of action, including evidence that was not admis-
sible at the adjudicatory hearing, shall be presented to
the court.

2) If a report was submitted pursuant to Rule
1604, the court shall review and consider the report
as it would consider all other evidence.

E. Family Service Plan or Permanency Plan. The
county agency shall review the family service plan or
permanency plan at least every six months. If the plan is

modified, the county agency shall provide all parties and
when requested, the court, with the modified plan at least
fifteen days prior to the permanency hearing.

Comment
See 42 Pa.C.S. §§ 6341, 6351.

Permanency planning is a concept whereby children are
not relegated to the limbo of spending their childhood in
foster homes, but instead, dedicated effort is made by the
court and the county agency to rehabilitate and reunite
the family in a reasonable time, and failing in this, to free
the child for adoption. In re M.B., 449 Pa. Super. 507, 674
A.2d 702 (1996), quoting In re Quick, 384 Pa. Super. 412,
559 A.2d 42 (1989).

To the extent practicable, the judge or master that
presided over the adjudicatory and original dispositional
hearing for a child should preside over the permanency
hearing for the same child.

Under paragraph (B), the court is to make a finding
consistent with 42 Pa.C.S. § 6351(f), in that the court is
to determine all of the following: 1) the continuing
necessity for and appropriateness of the placement; 2) the
appropriateness, feasibility, and extent of compliance with
the permanency plan developed for the child; 3) the
extent of progress made toward alleviating the circum-
stances which necessitated the original placement; 4) the
appropriateness and feasibility of the current placement
goal for the child; 5) the likely date by which the
placement goal for the child might be achieved; 6)
whether reasonable efforts were made to finalize the
permanency plan in effect; 7) whether the child is safe; 8)
if the child has been placed outside the Commonwealth,
whether the placement continues to be best suited to the
safety, protection, and physical, mental, and moral wel-
fare of the child; 9) the services needed to assist a child
who is sixteen years of age or older to make the
transition to independent living; and 10) if the child has
been in placement for at least fifteen of the last twenty-
two months or the court has determined that aggravated
circumstances exist and that reasonable efforts to prevent
or eliminate the need to remove the child from the child’s
guardian or to preserve and reunify the family need not
be made or continue to be made, whether the county
agency has filed or sought to join a motion to terminate
parental rights and to identify, recruit, process, and
approve a qualified family to adopt the child unless: a)
the child is being cared for by a relative best suited to the
physical, mental, and moral welfare of the child; b) the
county agency has documented a compelling reason for
determining that filing a motion to terminate parental
rights would not serve the needs and welfare of the child;
or ¢) the child’s family has not been provided with
necessary services to achieve the safe return to the child’s
guardian within the time frames set forth in the perma-
nency plan.

For family service plan requirements, see 55 Pa. Code
§§ 3130.61 and 3130.63.

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Introduction

The Supreme Court of Pennsylvania has adopted the
proposed changes to Rules 1604 and 1608 with this
Recommendation. The changes are effective immediately.

EXPLANATORY REPORT
OCTOBER 2009
Rule 1604—Submission of Reports

The new Rule 1604 provides for the procedures when
submitting a report pursuant to 42 Pa.C.S. § 6336.1(b).

Act 109 of 2008 amended § 6336.1(b) of the Juvenile
Act by creating a right for a foster parent, preadoptive
parent, or relative providing care for a child to submit a
report concerning the child’s adjustment, progress, and
condition to the court. Paragraph (A) provides for this
right and sets time limits for submitting the report to the
court.

It is imperative that the court, attorneys, parties, and
court-appointed special advocates have time to review
this report prior to the proceeding. Therefore, pursuant to
paragraph (A)(1), this report must be submitted to the
court designee at least seven days prior to the hearing. In
addition, pursuant to paragraph (D), the court designee
has one business day to file the report with the clerk of
courts and distribute copies to the court, attorneys,
parties, and court-appointed special advocates.

Paragraph (B) provides that the President Judge must
designate a person to receive these reports on behalf of
the court. The rule also provides that this designee may
not be a party to the proceeding. The Committee antici-
pated that a court may designate the county agency to
perform this function.

The Committee concluded that there is an inherent
conflict of interest for the county agency to receive these
reports. Furthermore, the Committee felt that a party
should not be the recipient of any document on the court’s
behalf. The legislature went even further by suggesting
retaliatory action by the county agency could be a con-
cern. See 42 Pa.C.S. § 6336.1.

Pursuant to paragraph (C), the county agency must
inform the foster parent, preadoptive parent, or relative
providing care for the child of: 1) the right to submit the
report; 2) the name and address of the court designee who
must receive the report; and 3) the requirement to submit
the report at least seven days prior to the permanency
hearing.

The Department of Public Welfare has designed a form
to be used by the foster parent, preadoptive parent, or
relative providing care for the child in submitting the
report. The county agency must provide the form to the
foster parent, preadoptive parent, or relative providing
care for the child.

Pursuant to paragraph (E), the court must examine
this report and consider its contents as it considers any
other evidence for the permanency hearing. The Commit-
tee recognized that the court uses hearsay evidence at
dispositional, review, and permanency hearings but
weighs the evidence according to its source and reliability.
The Rules of Evidence frequently do not apply in many
types of hearings. See Comment to Pa.R.E. Rule 101.

Rule 1608—Permanency Hearing

Pursuant to paragraph (D), the court must consider the
evidence presented pursuant to the new proposed Rule
1604 as it would consider any other evidence. As previ-

ously stated, the court uses hearsay evidence but must
weigh the evidence according to its source and reliability.

3. One (1) certified copy shall be filed with the Crimi-
nal Procedural Rules Committee of the Supreme Court of
Pennsylvania;

4. One (1) certified copy shall be kept continuously
available for public inspection and copying in the Office of
the Clerk of Courts of Beaver County. Upon request and
payment of reasonable costs of reproduction and mailing,
the Clerk of Courts shall furnish to any person a copy of
the Administrative Order;

Title 55—PUBLIC WELFARE

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WELFARE
[ 55 PA. CODE CH. 501 ]
Food Stamp Discretionary Provisions

Statutory Authority

The Department of Public Welfare (Department), by
this order, adopts the amendments set forth at 39 Pa.B.
1114 (February 28, 2009) under the authority of sections
201(2) and 403(b) of the Public Welfare Code (62 P.S.
§§ 201(2) and 403(b)) and the Federal Food Stamp regu-
lation in 7 CFR 273.16(h)(1)(ii)(C) (relating to disqualifi-
cation for intentional Program violation).

Purpose of Regulation

The purpose of this final-form rulemaking is to amend
§ 501.13(b)(2)1)(C) (relating to intentional Program viola-
tion disqualification) to conform to Federal requirements
in 7 CFR 273.16(h)(1)(ii))(C). The Department also is
amending § 501.13(a)(1) by deleting the term “Office” and
inserting “Bureau” when referencing the bureau that
handles administrative disqualification hearings.

This final-form rulemaking is needed to codify Federal
requirements to provide written notification to food stamp
households of the consequences of consenting to disquali-
fication as part of a deferred adjudication process. Rule-
making is needed to ensure that these requirements are
codified as a State regulation completely and accurately.

Summary

A complete description of the amendment was pub-
lished at 39 Pa.B. 1114.

Affected Individuals and Organizations

This final-form rulemaking affects food stamp house-
holds in which a household member is accused of commit-
ting an intentional Program violation and consents to
disqualification under a deferred adjudication process.
The individual who is subject to disqualification must
receive appropriate advance written notice of the conse-
quences of consenting to disqualification. Approximately
925 individuals were disqualified from participation in
the Food Stamp Program for Fiscal Year (FY) 2004-2005
because they or the head of household signed a disqualifi-
cation consent agreement; 671 for FY 2005-2006 and 645
for FY 2006-2007.

Accomplishments and Benefits

This rulemaking codifies notice requirements that com-
ply with the Federal regulation. Individuals who are not
accurately or completely informed of the consequences of
consenting to disqualification could challenge the dis-
qualification on the grounds that the written notice was
defective.

Fiscal Impact

No cost to the Commonwealth, local government, ser-
vice providers or food stamp households is anticipated as
a result of this rulemaking.
Paperwork Requirements

There are no additional reports, paperwork or new
forms needed to comply with the final-form rulemaking.
Public Comment

Written comments, suggestions and objections regard-
ing the proposed rulemaking were requested within a

30-day period following publication of the proposed rule-
making. No public comments were received within the
30-day time frame. The Independent Regulatory Review
Commission (IRRC) did not comment on the proposed
amendments.

Regulatory Review Act

Under section 5.1(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P.S. § 745.5a(a)), on October 19, 2009, the Department
submitted a copy of this final-form rulemaking to IRRC
and to the House Committee on Health and Human
Services and the Senate Committee on Public Health and
Welfare (Committees). No comments were received on the
proposed amendments.

In accordance with section 5.1(j.1) and (j.2) of the
Regulatory Review Act, this final-form regulation was
deemed approved by the Committees on November 9,
2009. IRRC met and the amendment was deemed ap-
proved under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act,
effective, on November 19, 2009.

In addition to submitting the final-form rulemaking,
the Department provided IRRC and the Committees with
a copy of a Regulatory Analysis Form prepared by the
Department. A copy of this form is available to the public
upon request.

Findings

The Department finds that:

(1) Public notice of intention to amend the administra-
tive regulation by this order has been given under
sections 201 and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968 (P. L. 769,
No. 240) (45 P. S. §§ 1201 and 1202) and the regulations
promulgated thereunder, 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1 and 7.2 (relat-
ing to notice of proposed rulemaking required; and adop-
tion of regulations).

(2) The adoption of this final-form rulemaking in the
manner provided by this order is necessary and appropri-

ate for the administration and enforcement of the Public
Welfare Code.

Order

The Department acting under sections 201(2) and
403(b) of the Public Welfare Code, orders that:

(a) The regulations of the Department, 55 Pa. Code
Chapter 501, are amended by amending § 501.13 to read
as set forth at 39 Pa.B. 1114.

(b) The Secretary of the Department shall submit this
order and 39 Pa.B. 1114 to the Offices of General Counsel
and Attorney General for approval as to legality and form
as required by law.

(¢) The Secretary of the Department shall certify and
deposit this order and 39 Pa.B. 1114 with the Legislative
Reference Bureau as required by law.

(d) This order shall take effect upon final publication in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Interstate Quarantine Order; Equine Piroplasmosis

Recitals.

A. Equine Piroplasmosis (Babesiosis) is a tick-borne
disease that affects equine animals, including horses,
donkeys, mules and zebras. The etiologic agents of equine
piroplasmosis are Babesia caballi and Theleria equi (also
known as Babesia equi), protozoan parasites which can be
transmitted to equine animals by certain tick species. The
parasites can also be transmitted by the transfer of blood
from infected equine animals through transfusions and
shared needles. There is also evidence of vertical trans-
mission. Infected equine animals can remain carriers of
the disease agent for extended periods and can act as the
source of disease for other equine animals.

B. Infected horses cannot be effectively treated for
piroplasmosis to remove the carrier status.

C. Equine Piroplasmosis (Babesiosis) is designated a
“dangerous transmissible disease” of animals under
3 Pa.C.S. § 2321(a)(7) (relating to dangerous transmis-
sible diseases).

D. The Department of Agriculture (Department) has
broad authority under 3 Pa.C.S. §§ 2301—2389 (relating
to the Domestic Animal Law) to regulate the keeping and

handling of domestic animals to exclude, contain or
eliminate dangerous transmissible diseases. This includes
the authority in 3 Pa.C.S. § 2329 (relating to quarantine)
to issue the interstate quarantine order as follows.

E. Equine Piroplasmosis has been shown to exist in
Texas, and appears to be spreading through natural
transmission. The transporting of infected animals from
Texas could spread the disease among susceptible domes-
tic animals in this Commonwealth.

F. There are reasonable and relatively nonintrusive
quarantine restrictions the Department can impose to
prevent Equine Piroplasmosis from entering this Com-
monwealth.

This order is entered
under authority of 3 Pa.C.S. § 2329 and establishes the
following restrictions and conditions:

1. If an equine animal has resided in Texas for a
cumulative total of 30 days or more within the 6 months
preceding the date of entry into this Commonwealth, that
animal must be test-negative for Piroplasmosis on a
competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay
(c-ELISA) test, or a Department-approved equivalent test,
with the test occurring within the 30 days preceding
entry into this Commonwealth. This requirement shall
not be applicable to an equine animal that is being
transported through this Commonwealth to another state,
and that is not offloaded or commingled with other equine
animals while within this Commonwealth.

2. The written laboratory test report, confirming com-
pliance with the requirement described in the preceding
paragraph, shall accompany the equine animal in transit
to a destination within this Commonwealth; and the date
of test and the test results shall be written on the
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.

3. The test requirement described in this Order is in
addition to all other Commonwealth import requirements
applicable to equine animals.

4. This order shall take effect as of December 20, 2009;
and shall remain in effect until rescinded or modified by
subsequent Order.

47-00014A: United States Gypsum Co. (60 PPL
Road, Danville, PA 17821) for a plan approval application
for a change in method of operation which constitutes a
modification on the kiln associated with source ID P114
in Montour County. The respective facility is a major
(Title V) facility for carbon monoxide and PM-10 and will
be required to obtain a Title V operating permit.

The Department of Environmental Protection’s (Depart-
ment) review of the information contained in the applica-
tion indicates that the change in method of operation to
allow used of a mold-resistant additive in the manufac-
turing process should comply with all applicable air
quality regulatory requirements pertaining to air con-
tamination sources and the emission of air contaminants
including the best available technology requirements of
25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12. Based on these find-
ings, the Department intends to issue a plan approval for
the modification to the kiln.

All applicable regulatory requirements relating to fugi-
tive, visible, and malodorous emissions standards and
additional requirements regarding malfunctions, testing,
monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting have been in-
cluded in the proposed plan approval. In addition to the

above requirements, the following is a list of conditions
that the Department proposes to place in the plan
approval to ensure compliance with all applicable regula-
tory requirements:

1. Pursuant to best available technology requirements
of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the total particulate
matter emissions (filterable and condensable) from the
kiln associated with source ID P114 shall not exceed the
following limitations: 0.022 pound per million Btu of heat
input at any time the kiln is drying any type of wall-
board, except a type of mold-resistant wallboard, 0.113
pound per million Btu of heat input at any time the kiln
is drying a type of mold-resistant wallboard, 8.45 tons in
any 12 consecutive month period drying a type of mold-
resistant wallboard and 28.44 tons in any 12 consecutive
month period drying any type of wallboard. The Depart-
ment may revise the limit based upon stack test results.

2. Pursuant to best available technology requirements
of 25 Pa. Code § 127.1 and 127.12, the volatile organic
compound emissions from the kiln associated with source
ID P114 shall not exceed the following limitations: 0.0276
pound per million Btu of heat input at any time the kiln
is drying any type of wallboard, except a type of mold-
resistant wallboard, 0.0954 pound per million Btu of heat
input at any time the kiln is drying a type of mold-
resistant wallboard, 7.15 tons in any 12 consecutive
month period drying a type of mold-resistant wallboard
and 32.25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period drying
any type of wallboard. The Department may revise the
limit based upon stack test results.

3. Pursuant to best available technology requirements
of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the formaldehyde
emissions from the kiln associated with source ID P114
shall not exceed the following limitations: 0.0071 pound
per million Btu of heat input at any time the kiln is
drying any type of wallboard, except a type of mold-
resistant wallboard, 0.0173 pound per million Btu of heat
input at any time the kiln is drying a type of mold-
resistant wallboard, 1.30 tons in any 12 consecutive
month period drying a type of mold-resistant wallboard
and 7.73 tons in any 12 consecutive month period drying
any type of wallboard. The Department may revise the
limit based upon stack test results.

4. Pursuant to best available technology requirements
of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the hazardous air
pollutant emissions from the kiln associated with source
ID P114 shall not exceed 9.39 tons in any 12 consecutive
month period. The Department may revise the limit
based upon stack test results.

5. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, not later than
180 days from the issuance date of plan approval 47-
00014A, stack testing shall be performed to determine the
particulate matter (including PM-10) emissions rate (in
grains per dry standard cubic foot and pound per million
Btu of heat input) in the exhaust of the kiln associated
with source ID P114 while the kiln is drying a type of
mold-resistant wallboard, and operating at its normal
maximum process rate. Stack testing shall also be per-
formed to determine the nitrogen oxides, carbon monox-
ide, volatile organic compound, and formaldehyde emis-
sions (in units of pound per hour and pounds per million
Btu of heat input) at the same conditions specified above.
All testing shall be performed using test procedures
acceptable to the Department and in accordance with the
provisions of 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139.

6. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the permittee
shall maintain accurate and comprehensive records of the
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following information: the identity, quantity (pounds),
volatile organic compound content (pounds per gallon)
and hazardous air pollutant content (pounds per gallon)
of the chain lube oil used in the kiln associated with
source ID P114 each month, the identity, quantity
(pounds), volatile organic compound content (percent by
weight) and hazardous air pollutant content (percent by
weight) of the soap used in the kiln associated with
source ID P114 each month, the identity, quantity
(pounds), volatile organic compound content (percent by
weight) and hazardous air pollutant content (percent by
weight) of the waste water used in the kiln associated
with source ID P114 each month, the identity of the
wallboard including thickness, and its duration of time
processed through the kiln associated with source ID
P114 (including initial date of production run and end
date of production run), the amount of natural gas used
in the kiln associated with source ID P114 for each
duration that is recorded pursuant to item 4 of this
condition. (b) All records generated pursuant to this
condition shall be retained for at least 5 years and shall
be made available to the Department upon request.

7. Pursuant to 25 Pa.Code § 127.12b, the permittee
shall submit semi-annual reports to the Department
listing the following for the kiln associated with source ID
P114: the identity, quantity (pounds), volatile organic
compound content (pounds per gallon) and hazardous air
pollutant content (pounds per gallon) of the chain lube oil
used in the kiln associated with source ID P114 each
month, the identity, quantity (pounds), volatile organic
compound content (percent by weight) and hazardous air
pollutant content (percent by weight) of the soap used in
the kiln associated with source ID P114 each month, the
identity, quantity (pounds), volatile organic compound
content (percent by weight) and hazardous air pollutant
content (percent by weight) of the waste water used in
the kiln associated with source ID P114 each month, the
identity of the wallboard including thickness, and its
duration of time processed through the kiln associated
with source ID P114 (including initial date of production
run and end date of production run), the amount of
natural gas used in the kiln associated with source ID
P114 for each duration that is reported pursuant to item
4 of this condition. (b) The semi-annual reports shall be
submitted to the Department no later than March 1 (for
January 1 through December 31 of the previous year) and
September 1 (for July 1 of the previous year through
June 30 of the concurrent year).

8. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the kiln associ-
ated with source ID P114 shall not simultaneously pro-
cess a type of mold-resistant wallboard and a type of
non-mold-resistant wallboard at the same time.

9. Pursuant to best available technology requirements
of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the quantity of the
mold-resistant raw material, as identified in plan ap-
proval 47-00014A application, used in the manufacturing
process at the facility shall not exceed 1,300,000 pounds
in any 12 consecutive month period and 1,800 pounds in
any 60 consecutive minute period.

10. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, at least 60
days prior to the performance of any testing required
herein, the permittee shall submit two (2) copies of a
pretest protocol to the Department for review in accord-
ance with the provisions of 25 Pa. Code Chapter 139. The
protocol shall describe the test methods and procedure to
be used in the performance of testing, and shall include
dimensioned sketches of the exhaust system showing the
locations of all proposed sampling ports. The protocol

shall also describe how the process rate and heat input
will be determined during each test run and also identify
all other process data which will be monitored and
recorded during testing.

11. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the Depart-
ment shall be given at least 15 days advance notice of the
scheduled dates for the performance of any testing re-
quired herein. The Department is under no obligation to
accept the results of any testing performed without
receipt of proper notification.

12. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, within 60 days
of the completion of any stack testing required herein,
two copies of a test report shall be submitted to the
Department in accordance with the provision of 25
Pa. Code Chapter 139. This test report shall contain the
results of the testing, a description of the test methods
and procedures actually used in the performance of the
tests, copies of all process data collected during the
testing, copies of all raw test data and copies of all
calculations generated during data analysis. The results
of the testing shall be expressed in units which allow for
a direct comparison and determination of compliance,
with the air contaminant emissions limitations contained
herein.

13. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the permittee
shall continuously monitor the usage of mold-resistant
additive in accordance with, and by the equipment de-
scribed in plan approval application 47-00014A and
supplementary information.

14. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the permittee
shall monitor any change in raw material used in the
manufacturing process by the material assessment pro-
gram described in plan approval application 47-00014A
and supplementary information. A change would consti-
tute as, but may not be limited to, any change in the
amount of existing raw materials used in the manufactur-
ing process, replacement of a raw material, and addition
of any new raw material used in manufacturing process.

15. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12Db, (a) the permit-
tee shall maintain accurate and comprehensive records
that justify any change, as identified herein, in the raw
materials used to manufacture any type of wallboard
were monitored through the material assessment pro-
gram, as described in plan approval 47-00014A applica-
tion and supplementary information. (b) All records gen-
erated pursuant to this condition shall be retained for at
least 5 years and shall be made available to the Depart-
ment upon request.

16. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the recordkeep-
ing requirement listed in item 17 does not preclude any
applicable requirement to the permittee including 25
Pa. Code § 127.11.

17. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, (a) the permit-
tee shall maintain accurate and comprehensive records of
the identity, quantity (pounds), volatile organic compound
content (pounds per gallon) and hazardous air pollutant
content (pounds per gallon) of the mold-resistant raw
material used in the manufacturing process each minute,
each month, rolling 60-consecutive minute totals, and
rolling 12-consecutive month totals. (b) All records gener-
ated pursuant to this condition shall be retained for at
least 5 years and shall be made available to the Depart-
ment upon request.

18. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, (a) the permit-
tee shall maintain accurate and comprehensive records of
the monthly calibrations on the equipment to monitor the
usage of mold-resistant raw material. The record shall
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include the name of the company representative perform-
ing the calibration, the date and time of calibration, the
measurements and calculations generated from the cali-
bration, the associated manufacturer’s specifications and
parameters, and the name of the manager informed and
description of corrective action(s) if calibration measure-
ments warrant any. The permittee shall also record all
error messages displayed on the monitoring equipment
and description of the corrective action(s) taken to abate
each recorded error message. (b) All records generated
pursuant to this condition shall be retained for at least 5
years and shall be made available to the Department
upon request.

19. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, (a) the permit-
tee shall submit semi-annual reports to the Department
listing the identity, quantity (pounds), volatile organic
compound content (pounds per gallon) and hazardous air
pollutant content (pounds per gallon) of the mold-
resistant raw material used in the manufacturing process
each minute, each month, rolling 60-consecutive minute
totals, and rolling 12-consecutive month totals. (b) The
semi-annual reports shall be submitted to the Depart-
ment no later than March 1 (for January 1 through
December 31 of the previous year) and September 1 (for
July 1 of the previous year through June 30 of the
concurrent year).

20. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, the permittee
shall conduct monthly calibrations on the equipment to
monitor the usage of mold-resistant additive in accord-
ance with the manufacturer’s specifications, and plan
approval application 47-00014A and supplementary infor-
mation.

21. Pursuant to 25 Pa. Code § 127.12b, all conditions
of Plan Approvals 47-309-001 and 47-309-001A remain
unchanged and in effect unless superseded or amended by
a condition contained herein. If there is a conflict between
a condition contained in Plan Approvals 47-309-001 or
47-309-001A and a condition contained herein, the per-
mittee shall comply with the condition contained herein
rather than with the conflicting condition contained in
Plan Approvals 47-309-001 or 47-309-001A.

18-00007B: Brodart Co. (500 Arch Street, Williams-
port, PA 17701) for construction and operation of a new
paint booth at the Brodart McElhattan Furniture facility
in Wayne Township, Clinton County. This facility, fol-
lowing the construction of the proposed paint booth, will
remain as a major facility for volatile organic compound
(VOC) emissions. The proposed paint booth is subject to
the Best Available Technology (BAT) requirements of 25
Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12. The proposed paint booth
is also subject to the requirements of 25 Pa. Code
§ 129.52, 25 Pa. Code §§ 129.101—129.107, and 40 CFR
Part 63, Subpart JJ (National Emission Standards for
Wood Furniture Manufacturing Operations). The pro-
posed paint booth is subject to the requirements of 40
CFR Part 63, Subpart JJ (National Emission Standards
for Wood Furniture Manufacturing Operations), sections

63.800—63.808. The proposed paint booth will emit up to
30 tons of VOCs and four (4) tons of particulate matter in
any 12 consecutive month period. The particulate matter
emissions from the proposed paint booth shall be con-
trolled by booth filters.

The Department of Environmental Protcection’s (De-
partment) review of the information provided by Brodart
indicates that the sources at the facility will comply with
all air quality requirements, including the best available
technology (BAT) requirements of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1
and 127.12, pertaining to air contamination sources and
the emission of air contaminants. Based on this finding,
the Department intends to issue a plan approval for the
proposed construction and operation of the sources and
control devices. Additionally, if the Department deter-
mines that the proposed sources and the air cleaning
devices are operating in compliance with the plan ap-
proval conditions, the conditions established in the plan
approval will be incorporated into the Title V operating
permit via an administrative amendment under 25
Pa. Code § 127.450.

The following is a summary of the conditions that the
Department proposes to place in the plan approval to
ensure compliance with all applicable regulatory require-
ments.

1. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the emission
of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) from Booth #10A
shall not exceed 30 tons in any 12 consecutive month
period.

2. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, no person may
permit the emission of particulate matter from Booth
#10A into the outdoor atmosphere in a manner that the
concentration in the effluent gas exceeds 0.01 grain per
dry standard cubic foot. Compliance with the requirement
specified in this streamlined permit condition assures
compliance with the provision in 25 Pa. Code § 123.13.

3. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, Booth #10A
shall be equipped with instrumentation to monitor the
differential pressure across the filters and the actual
differential pressure shall be displayed on a continuous
basis.

4. The permittee shall keep records of the supporting
calculations on a monthly basis for VOC emissions from
Booth #10A and shall verify compliance with the VOC
emission limitation in any 12 consecutive month period.
The records shall be retained for a minimum of 5 years
and shall be made available to the Department upon
request.

5. The permittee shall keep comprehensive and accu-
rate records of the following for Booth #10A: a record of
each batch of coating mixed for application in Source ID
P210A, specifying the identity and amount of each coat-
ing and coating additive used for each batch, as well as
material content calculations; the identity and amount of
each individual coating and coating additive used each
month in Booth #10A; and product composition sheets for
all coatings and coating additives used in Booth #10A,
showing, at a minimum, the amount of volatile organic
compounds and the amount of each individual hazardous
air pollutant contained in each of the coatings and
coating additives. These records shall be retained for a
minimum of 5 years and shall be made available to the
Department upon request.
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6. The permittee shall submit reports to the Depart-
ment on a semi-annual basis that include the supporting
calculations to verify compliance with VOC emission
limitation for Booth #10A in any 12 consecutive month
period. The semi-annual reports shall be submitted to the
Department no later than March 1 (for January 1
through December 31 of the previous year) and Septem-
ber 1 (for July 1 of the previous year through June 30 of
the current year).

7. The permittee shall submit reports to the Depart-
ment on a semi-annual basis which include the identity
and amount of each individual coating and coating addi-
tive used each month in Booth #10A. The semi-annual
reports shall be submitted to the Department no later
than March 1 (for January 1 through December 31 of the
previous year) and September 1 (for July 1 of the
previous year through June 30 of the current year).

8. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the permittee
shall not operate Booth #10A without a full set of booth
filters. The particulate matter emissions from Booth #10A
shall be controlled by the booth filters.

9. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, the permittee
shall apply all coating or finishing material in Booth
#10A via hand application with a rag or brush, high
volume low pressure (HVLP) spray technology, AIRMIX®
spray guns, or UV coating technology, unless prior ap-
proval has been granted by the Department to utilize an
alternate technology.

10. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, Booth #10A is
a Makor model K-ONE 1300 booth (or equivalent, as
determined by the Department). The booth filters consists
of Chemico dry filters associated with Booth #10A (or
equivalent, as determined by the Department).

11. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, Booth #10A is
subject to 25 Pa.Code § 129.52. The permittee shall
comply with all applicable requirements specified in 25
Pa. Code § 129.52.

12. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, Booth #10A is
subject to 25 Pa. Code §§ 129.101—129.107. The permit-
tee shall comply with all applicable requirements speci-
fied in 25 Pa. Code §§ 129.101—129.107.

13. Pursuant to the best available technology require-
ments of 25 Pa. Code §§ 127.1 and 127.12, Booth #10A is
subject to 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart JJ (National Emis-
sion Standards for Wood Furniture Manufacturing Opera-
tions). The permittee shall comply with all applicable
requirements specified in 40 CFR 63.800 through 63.808.

14. All conditions contained in Title V operating permit
TVOP 18-00007 remain in effect unless superseded or
amended by conditions contained in this plan approval. If
there is a conflict between a condition contained in this
plan approval and a condition contained in Title V
operating permit TVOP 18-00007, the permittee shall
comply with the condition contained in this plan ap-
proval.

existing coal-fired boilers (Source IDs 031, 032 and 033)
at their Rockview State Correctional Institution located in
Benner Township, Centre County. The respective facil-
ity is a major facility for which a Title V operating permit
14-00005 has been issued.

The Department’s review of the information submitted
by the Department of Corrections indicates that the
installation of the fabric collector will meet all applicable
air quality regulatory requirements pertaining to air
contamination sources and the emission of air contami-
nants. Based on these findings, the Department intends
to approve the application and issue plan approval for the
installation of the fabric collector. Additionally, if the
Department determines that the fabric collector associ-
ated with Source IDs 031, 032 and 033 are operating in
compliance with all plan approval conditions, the condi-
tions established in the plan approval will be incorpo-
rated into Title V operating permit #14-00005 via an
administrative amendment pursuant to 25 Pa. Code
§ 127.450.

The following is a summary of the conditions that the
Department proposes to place in the plan approval to be
issued to ensure compliance with all applicable regulatory
requirements:

1. All conditions as specified in Title V operating
permit #14-00005 shall remain in effect unless super-
seded or amend by a condition contained herein. If there
is a conflict between a condition contained in the Title V
operating permit #14-00005 and a condition contained
herein, the permittee shall comply with the condition
contained herein rather than the conflicting condition
contained in the Title V operating permit #14-00005.

2. Pursuant to the requirements of 25 Pa. Code
§ 123.11, ID C001 associated with Source IDs 031, 032
and 033 shall not emit particulate matter in excess of the
rate of 0.40 pound per million Btu of heat input.

3. The permittee shall keep on hand a sufficient quan-
tity of spare fabric collector bags for ID C001, in order to
be able to immediately replace any bags requiring re-
placement due to deterioration.

4. ID CO001 shall be equipped with instrumentation to
monitor the pressure drop and inlet temperature for each
module of the fabric collector on a continuous basis.

5. ID C001 shall be equipped with broken bags detec-
tors in the exhaust for each module of the fabric collector.

6. The permittee shall not operate Source IDs 031, 032
and 033 without the simultaneous operation of C001. The

particulate matter emissions from Source IDs 031, 032
and 033 shall be controlled by ID C001.

7. The handling and storage of the material collected in
C001 associated with Source IDs 031, 032 and 033 shall
not at any time result in the emission of fugitive air
contaminants in excess of the limitations specified in 25
Pa. Code § 123.1.
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8. The compressed air supplied to ID C001 shall be
equipped with an air dryer and oil trap.

9. The permittee shall perform EPA reference method
particulate matter stack tests from the exhaust of ID
C001 associated with Source IDs 031, 032 and 033 within
90 days from the installation of C001 to demonstrate
compliance with the particulate matter emission limita-
tion. The permittee shall perform opacity readings at the
exhaust of ID C001 during the stack tests in accordance
with EPA Method 9 to demonstrate compliance with the
opacity limitation. All testing is to be done while Source
IDs 031, 032 and 033 are operating at their maximum
rate and using reference method test procedures accept-
able to the Department.

10. At least sixty (60) days prior to the performance of
any stack testing required by this permit, the permittee
shall submit two (2) copies of a pretest protocol to the
Department for review. This protocol shall contain a
description of the proposed test methods and procedures
and shall include dimensioned drawings or sketches
showing the sampling port locations. This protocol shall
also identify all air contaminant source and air cleaning
device operating parameters to be monitored and recorded
during the testing. The Department shall be given at
least fourteen (14) days advance notice of the actual
date(s) and time(s) on which testing will occur so that
Department personnel can arrange to be present during
testing. The Department is under no obligation to accept
the results of any testing performed without proper prior
notification having been given. Within sixty (60) days of
the completion of any stack testing required by this
permit, the permittee shall submit two (2) copies of a test
report to the Department. This report shall contain the
results of the testing, a description of the test methods
and procedures actually used for the performance of the
testing, copies of all raw data, copies of all process data
and control device operating data collected during the
testing and a copy of all calculations generated during
data analysis.

Establishment of Final “Baseline” of Existing With-
drawals of Great Lakes Basin Water Users

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) has established a “baseline” of existing withdraw-
als, consumptive uses and/or diversions of Great Lakes
Basin water. The Department has prepared a list of
baseline amounts of affected facilities or systems as of
December 2008. This information reflects the data related
to those facilities or systems that are currently on record
with the Department.

The Department published the proposed list in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin at 39 Pa.B. 5985 (October 10,
2009), announcing a 30-day public comment period re-
questing comment on the establishment of the baseline by
November 9, 2009. One comment was received through
the public comment period. In addition to the public
comment period, the Department requested information
from individual water users through a direct mailing.

Based on the responses received from the mailing, the list
of water users and baseline values were adjusted.

The baseline amount assigned to each Great Lakes
Basin water user will be used to determine what is a new
or increased withdrawal, consumptive use, or diversion of
Great Lakes Basin water in the future.

This information was collected under Act 43 of 2008,
signed by Governor Rendell on July 4, 2008, known as
the Great Lakes—St. Lawrence River Basin Water Re-
sources Compact (Compact) (32 P. S. §§ 817.21—817.30).
The Compact prohibits all new or increased diversions,
with some exceptions for public water suppliers in com-
munities or counties that straddle the boundary of the
Great Lakes Basin. The Compact also provides for each
Great Lakes state to establish a program no later than
2013 for the management and regulation of new or
increased withdrawals and consumptive uses within the
Great Lakes—St. Lawrence River Basin. With the pas-
sage of the Compact by each of the eight Great Lakes
states and the consent of the United States Congress, the
new Interstate Compact became effective on December 8,
2008.

Nutrient and Sediment Reduction Credit Trading
Program

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) hereby provides notice of the following actions
regarding the Nutrient and Sediment Reduction Credit
Trading Program (Trading Program). These actions were
taken in relation to the Final Trading of Nutrient and
Sediment Reduction Credits—Policy and Guidelines
(Policy) (DEP ID# 392-0900-001) (see 36 Pa.B. 7999
(December 30, 2006)). The Policy called for a transparent
system of credit reviews and approvals.

Trading is a market-based program that provides incen-
tives for entities to create nutrient reduction credits by
going beyond statutory, regulatory or voluntary obliga-
tions and goals by removing nutrients from a watershed.
The credits can be traded to help others more cost-
effectively meet their obligations or goals. The primary
purpose of the Trading Program is to provide for more
efficient ways for National Pollutant Discharge Elimina-
tion System (NPDES) permittees to meet their effluent
limits for nutrients and sediment. Currently, the focus of
the program is on the Chesapeake Bay Watershed.
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The actions described in this notice relate to: (1)
submitted proposals; (2) approved proposals; and (3)
registered credits, through December 15, 2009.

Background

Before a credit can be used by an NPDES permittee, a
three-step process is followed: (1) the credit or offset
proposal must be approved; (2) it must be verified; and (3)
it must be registered.

Approval is also known as certification, which is a
written approval by the Department for the use of
proposed or implemented activities to generate credits (in
some cases the person generating the credits is not
permitted to transfer them to another person, in which
case they are called “offsets”). Certifications are based on
at least: (1) a credit or offset proposal to be submitted
describing the qualifying activities that will reduce the
nutrient loadings delivered to the applicable watershed;
(2) the calculation to quantify the pounds of reductions
expected; and (3) a verification plan that, when imple-
mented, ensures that the qualifying nutrient reduction
activities have taken place. All of the proposals, certifica-
tions and registrations described in this Notice apply to
the Chesapeake Bay Watershed.

Once the credits or offsets are certified, they must be
verified. Verification means implementation of the verifi-
cation plan contained in a certified credit or offset
proposal as required by the Department. Verification
plans require annual submittal of documentation to the
Department that demonstrates that the qualifying nutri-
ent reduction activities have taken place for the appli-
cable compliance year.

The credits or offsets also need to be registered by the
Department before they can be used in an NPDES
permit. Registration occurs only after credits or offsets
have been certified and verified, and a trading contract
for credits has been submitted to the Department. For the
Chesapeake Bay Watershed, the Department will register
credits on an annual basis for use during the compliance
year in which the qualifying nutrient reduction activities
have taken place and will provide such credits with an
annual registry number for reporting and tracking pur-
poses.

The Department has received 79 proposals that have
been submitted for review to generate nutrient reduction
credits in the Chesapeake Bay Watershed. Of those, 55
have been approved, one has been withdrawn and the
remaining need additional clarification prior to certifica-
tion.

Approved Prearrest and Evidential Breath Testing
Devices

The Department of Health (Department) has statutory
authority to approve both prearrest and evidential breath
testing devices for use by law enforcement officials to
determine the alcohol content of blood by analysis of a
person’s breath. This notice contains the combined lists of
prearrest breath testing devices and evidential breath
testing devices.

The Department approves prearrest breath testing de-
vices as required by 28 Pa. Code §§ 5.101—5.104 (relat-
ing to equipment to determine blood alcohol content
under the Vehicle Code and the Fish and Boat Code).
Authority to promulgate these regulations is contained in
the Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.C.S. § 1547(k) (relating to chemi-
cal testing to determine amount of alcohol or controlled
substance), the Fish and Boat Code, 30 Pa.C.S. § 5125(k)
(relating to chemical testing to determine amount of
alcohol or controlled substance), the Game and Wildlife
Code, 34 Pa.C.S. § 2502(j) (relating to chemical test to
determine amount of alcohol), and section 2102(g) of The
Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 532(g)).

Prearrest breath testing devices approved under this
authority may be used by police officers, waterways
patrolmen and officers enforcing the Vehicle Code, the
Fish and Boat Code and the Game and Wildlife Code in
conducting preliminary determinations of the alcohol con-
tent of blood of persons suspected of driving, boating,
hunting or furtaking, while under the influence of alcohol.
Officers and patrolmen use these devices to assist them
in determining whether or not a person should be placed
under arrest for violation of 75 Pa.C.S. § 3802 (relating
to driving under influence of alcohol or controlled sub-
stance), for violation of 30 Pa.C.S. § 5502 (relating to
operating watercraft under influence of alcohol or con-
trolled substance), for violation of 34 Pa.C.S. § 2501
(relating to hunting or furtaking prohibited while under
influence of alcohol or controlled substance), or for any
other criminal offense under the Vehicle Code, the Fish
and Boat Code, or the Game and Wildlife Code, which
involves operating a vehicle or boat, hunting, or furtaking
while under the influence of alcohol. This notice lists
devices that were included in the previous publication of
the list of prearrest breath testing devices, which ap-
peared at 39 Pa.B. 5207 (August 29, 2009).

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) of the United States Department of Transporta-
tion published model specifications for Screening Devices
to Measure Alcohol in Bodily Fluids at 59 FR 39382
(August 2, 1994). These specifications established perfor-
mance criteria and methods for testing alcohol screening
devices using either breath or bodily fluids, such as,
saliva to measure blood alcohol content. NHTSA estab-
lished these specifications to support state laws and the
Federal Department of Transportation’s workplace alcohol
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testing program. The Department has elected to use the
NHTSA criteria for approving devices for the prearrest
testing of a person’s breath to determine the alcohol
content of the person’s blood.

NHTSA published a conforming products list of alcohol
screening devices at 72 FR 4559 (January 31, 2007). The
breath testing devices included in this Federal approval
list have been incorporated into the list in this notice.
Since this notice lists only those devices which test
breath, items on the NHTSA list that test saliva or other
bodily fluids are not included in this notice.

Additionally, there are a number of breath testing
devices on this list of approved equipment that may be
used as both prearrest and evidential testing devices. Any
device on this list that was evaluated using the 1993
Model Specifications for Evidential Breath Testers (58 FR
48705) also fully meets the requirements of the Model
Specifications for prearrest screening devices. Both proce-
dures evaluate the performance of instruments at the
0.020% alcohol level.

The Department approves evidential breath testing
devices under the authority of 75 Pa.C.S. § 1547(c)(1), 30
Pa.C.S. § 5125(¢)(1)) and 34 Pa.C.S. § 2502(c).

Evidential breath testing devices approved under this
notice may be used by law enforcement officials to obtain
test results which will be admissible in evidence in any
summary or criminal proceeding in which the defendant
is charged with a violation of 75 Pa.C.S. § 3802, or any
other violation of the Vehicle Code arising out of the same
action; or 30 Pa.C.S. § 5502, or any other violation of the
Fish and Boat Code arising out of the same action; or 34
Pa.C.S. § 2501, or any other violation of the Game and
Wildlife Code arising out of the same action. Law enforce-
ment agencies should determine that an approved train-
ing program in the use of the equipment is available in
accordance with the previously referenced statutes before
purchasing any of the devices contained on this list. This
notice lists devices that were included in the previous
publication of the list of evidential breath testing devices,
which appeared at 39 Pa.B. 5207.

The approval of evidential equipment listed in this
notice is based on the evaluation of the equipment by
NHTSA. Equipment which met the Federal requirements
was published at 74 FR 66398 (December 15, 2009) as a
Conforming Products List. The list contained in this
notice is based on that Conforming Products List.

Instruments marked with an asterisk (¥*) meet the
Model Specifications detailed in 49 FR 48854 (December
14, 1984) (that is, instruments tested at breath alcohol
concentrations of 0.000, 0.050, 0.101, and 0.151 grams of
alcohol per 210 liters of air). Instruments not marked
with an asterisk meet the Model Specifications detailed in
58 FR 48705 (September 17, 1993), and were tested at
breath alcohol concentrations of 0.000, 0.020, 0.040,
0.080, and 0.160 grams of alcohol per 210 liters of air.
The amended specifications that were published on Sep-
tember 17, 1993, added a test for the presence of acetone
and other low molecular weight alcohols including methyl
and isopropyl. Instruments whose precision and accuracy
have been evaluated in the latter concentration range
(that is, devices not marked with an asterisk) should be
used when reliable results are required at blood alcohol
concentrations below 0.050%.

NHTSA also evaluates equipment to determine if it
must be operated at fixed locations (that is, nonmobile
equipment) or can be transported to nonfixed operational
sites in the field (mobile equipment). Most equipment on

the list is approved for mobile and nonmobile operation.
The listing at the end of this notice specifies nonmobile
equipment only.

The instruments not marked with an asterisk meet the
specifications for use as prearrest or evidentiary breath
testing devices. The instruments marked with an asterisk
may be used as evidentiary devices for law enforcement
purposes that are concerned with blood alcohol concentra-
tions at or above 0.050%. These instruments may also be
used as prearrest breath testing devices if they are
approved for mobile operations. However, these instru-
ments may not be used for making arrests under the
Vehicle Code, the Fish and Boat Code, or the Game and
Wildlife Code where blood alcohol concentrations below
0.050% must be determined. Nonmobile devices can only
be used as evidentiary testing instruments since they are
not portable. Before purchasing breath testing devices,
law enforcement officials should consult with the manu-
facturer of the equipment they intend to purchase to
verify that the devices can be used for their intended
purposes.

Law enforcement agencies that plan to utilize a device
which does not appear on the following list should contact
the manufacturer of the equipment to verify that it has
been evaluated by NHTSA and found to meet NHTSA’s
performance requirements. If a device is approved by
NHTSA after the date of this publication, the manufact-
urer of the device will need to forward documentation of
NHTSA acceptability to Dr. M. Jeffery Shoemaker at the
address given; so that the Department has information
sufficient to enable it to include the device in the next
revision of this notice in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Some of the devices included in this notice are listed
under the name of more than one manufacturer. This is
due to the fact that the name of the manufacturer has
changed or the right to produce a device has been
transferred to a different company. In such instances, the
device is listed under the name of every company that
was ever associated with the device to allow law enforce-
ment agencies to continue using devices bearing the name
of a previous manufacturer.

To facilitate accessibility to information concerning
breath alcohol testing devices which are approved for law
enforcement purposes in the Commonwealth, the Depart-
ment will publish revisions of this list of equipment
semiannually as notices in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
This practice was implemented in 2009 and will proceed
even if an updated conforming products list has not
appeared in the Federal Register since the Department’s
last annual publication of approved breath testing de-
vices.

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Laboratories Approved to Determine Analyses of
Blood and/or Serum for Controlled Substances
under the Clinical Laboratory Act, the Vehicle
Code, the Fish and Boat Code, and the Game
and Wildlife Code

The following laboratories are licensed by the Depart-
ment of Health (Department) under the Clinical Labora-
tory Act (act) (35 P. S. §§ 2151—2165) and/or the Federal
Clinical Laboratories Improvement Act of 1967 (42
U.S.C.A. § 263a) and are currently approved by the
Department under 28 Pa. Code § 5.50 (relating to ap-
proval to provide special analytical services) to perform
analyses of blood and/or serum for the determination of
controlled substances. This approval is based on demon-
strated proficiency in periodic tests conducted by the
Department’s Bureau of Laboratories. These laboratories
are also approved and designated for purposes of the
Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.C.S. §§ 1547 and 3755 (relating to
chemical testing to determine amount of alcohol or con-
trolled substance; and reports by emergency room person-
nel), the Fish and Boat Code, 30 Pa.C.S. § 5125 (relating
to chemical testing to determine amount of alcohol or
controlled substance) and the Game and Wildlife Code, 34
Pa.C.S. § 2502 (relating to chemical test to determine
amount of alcohol), as qualified to perform the types of
services which will reflect the presence of controlled
substances or their biotransformation products in blood
and/or serum.

Depending upon their capability and performance in
proficiency surveys, laboratories are approved to perform
screening and/or confirmatory analyses on blood and/or
serum. Laboratories approved to perform screening analy-
ses are designated on the approval list by an “S” followed
by the letters “B” for blood and/or “Se” for serum.
Laboratories approved to screen both blood and serum
would therefore have “SBSe” listed after their laboratory
name. Laboratories approved to offer confirmatory analy-
ses are designated on the approval list by a “C” followed
by the letters “B” for blood and/or “Se” for serum.
Laboratories approved to perform confirmatory analyses
on both serum and blood would therefore have “CBSe”
listed after their laboratory name.

Screening analyses provide a presumptive indication
that a controlled substance is present. Confirmatory
testing is used to substantiate screening results.

Persons seeking forensic blood and/or serum analysis
services from any of the listed laboratories should deter-
mine that the laboratory employs techniques and proce-
dures acceptable for medicolegal purposes. They should
also determine that the director of the facility is agree-
able to performing analyses for forensic purposes. Persons
seeking the analyses are responsible for specifying the
extent to which the presence of a controlled substance is
to be verified. That specification should be predicated
upon the purpose for which the analysis is being sought.

The Vehicle Code contains a provision 75 Pa.C.S.
§ 1547(c)(3)(i1)) that permits test results on blood or urine
for alcohol or controlled substances to be introduced into
evidence at legal proceedings in Pennsylvania if the
laboratory is located in another state and is not licensed
and approved by the Department to provide these ser-
vices. This section states that the test results may be
admissible into evidence at summary or criminal proceed-
ings in which the defendant is charged with a violation of
section 3802 (driving under the influence of alcohol or
controlled substance) or any other violation of that title
arising out of the same action if the laboratory that

performed the test is licensed by the state in which the
facility is located and licensed under the Federal Clinical
Laboratory Improvement Amendments of 1988 (Pub. L.
No. 100-578, 102 Stat. 2903). A similar provision appears
in the Fish and Boat Code at 30 Pa.C.S. § 5125(c)(3)(ii).

The name or location of a laboratory is sometimes
changed but the personnel and testing procedures of the
facility remain unchanged. When changes of this type
occur, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number does not
change. If questions arise about the identity of a labora-
tory due to a name or location change, the Clinical
Laboratory Permit number should be used as the primary
identifier. To assist in identifying a laboratory that per-
formed a test if the name or location of the facility
changed, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number of the
facility at the time the list was prepared is included in
the list of approved laboratories above the name of the
laboratory.

Code §§ 5.50
and 5.103 (relating to approval to provide special analyti-
cal services; and blood tests for blood alcohol content) to
perform alcohol analyses of blood and/or serum and
plasma. This approval is based on demonstrated profi-
ciency in periodic tests conducted by the Department’s
Bureau of Laboratories.

Since procedures for determining the alcohol content of
serum and plasma are identical and results obtained from
serum or plasma derived from a blood sample are the
same, laboratories that demonstrate reliability in the
determination of alcohol in serum are approved to ana-
lyze both serum and plasma for alcohol content.

specialized services which will reflect the presence of
alcohol in blood and/or serum and plasma. Laboratories
located outside this Commonwealth may not provide
blood and/or serum and plasma alcohol testing services in
this Commonwealth unless they are licensed by the
Department and approved for that purpose.

Persons seeking forensic blood and/or serum and
plasma analysis services from the following designated
laboratories should determine that the laboratory em-
ploys techniques and procedures acceptable for forensic
purposes, and that the director of the facility is agreeable
to performing determinations for this purpose. The list of
approved laboratories will be revised approximately semi-
annually and published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Laboratories Approved to Determine Urine Con-
trolled Substance Content under the Clinical
Laboratory Act, the Vehicle Code, the Fish and
Boat Code, and the Game and Wildlife Code

The following laboratories are licensed by the Depart-
ment of Health (Department) under the Clinical Labora-
tory Act (35 P.S. §§ 2151—2165) and are currently
approved by the Department under 28 Pa. Code § 5.50
(relating to approval to provide special analytical ser-
vices) to perform analyses of urine for the determination
of controlled substances or their biotransformation prod-
ucts.

This approval is based on demonstrated proficiency in
periodic tests conducted by the Department’s Bureau of
Laboratories. These laboratories are also approved and
designated for purposes of the Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.C.S.
§§ 1547 and 3755 (relating to chemical testing to deter-
mine amount of alcohol or controlled substance; and
reports by emergency room personnel), the Fish and Boat
Code, 30 Pa.C.S. § 5125 (relating to chemical testing to
determine amount of alcohol or controlled substance) and
the Game and Wildlife Code, 34 Pa.C.S. § 2502 (relating
to chemical test to determine amount of alcohol), as
qualified to perform the types of services which will
reflect the presence of controlled substances or their
biotransformation products in urine.

Depending upon their capability and performance in
proficiency surveys, laboratories are approved to perform
screening and/or confirmatory urine drug analyses. Labo-

ratories approved to perform screening tests only are
designated on the approval list by an “S” after the
laboratory’s name. Laboratories approved to perform con-
firmatory testing only are designated by a “C” following
the laboratory’s name. Those approved to perform both
screening and confirmatory analyses are designated by
the letters “SC”. Screening analyses provide a presump-
tive indication that a controlled substance is present.
Confirmatory testing is used to substantiate screening
results.

Persons seeking forensic urine drug analysis services
from any of the listed laboratories should determine that
the laboratory employs techniques and procedures accept-
able for the purpose. They should also determine that the
director of the facility is agreeable to performing analyses
for that purpose. Persons seeking the analyses are re-
sponsible for specifying the extent to which the presence
of a controlled substance is to be verified. That specifica-
tion should be predicated upon the purpose for which the
analysis is being sought. The list of approved laboratories
will be revised approximately semiannually and published
in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The Commonwealth’s Vehicle Code contains a provision
(75 Pa.C.S. § 1547(c)(3)(i1)) that permits test results on
blood or urine for alcohol or controlled substances to be
introduced into evidence at legal proceedings in Pennsyl-
vania if the laboratory is located in another state and is
not licensed and approved by the Department to provide
these services. This section states that the test results
may be admissible into evidence at summary or criminal
proceedings in which the defendant is charged with a
violation of section 3802 (driving under the influence of
alcohol or controlled substance) or any other violation of
that title arising out of the same action if the laboratory
that performed the test is licensed by the state in which
the facility is located and licensed under the Federal
Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments of 1988
(Pub. L. No. 100-5768, 102 Stat. 2903). A similar provi-
sion appears in the Fish and Boat Code at 30 Pa.C.S.
§ 5125(c)(3)({i).

The name or location of a laboratory is sometimes
changed but the personnel and testing procedures of the
facility remain unchanged. When changes of this type
occur, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number does not
change. If questions arise about the identity of a labora-
tory due to a name or location change, the Clinical
Laboratory Permit number should be used as the primary
identifier. To assist in identifying a laboratory that per-
formed a test if the name or location of the facility
changed, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number of the
facility at the time the list was prepared is included in
the list of approved laboratories above the name of the
laboratory.

Laboratories Approved to Perform Blood Lead
and/or Erythrocyte Protoporphyrin Determina-
tions under the Clinical Laboratory Act

The following laboratories are licensed in accordance
with the Clinical Laboratory Act (35 P. S. §§ 2151—2165),
and are currently approved under 28 Pa.Code § 5.50
(relating to approval to provide special analytical ser-
vices) to perform analyses of blood for lead or erythrocyte
protoporphyrin content. This approval is based on demon-
strated proficiency in periodic evaluations conducted by
the Bureau of Laboratories of the Department of Health
(Department).

Lead poisoning is a reportable noncommunicable dis-
ease. Approved laboratories which offer blood lead testing
services are required to inform the Department of actual
or possible incidents of this condition in accordance with
28 Pa. Code § 27.34 (relating to reporting cases of lead
poisoning). These regulations specify the following re-
quirements for reporting by clinical laboratories:

(1) A clinical laboratory shall report all blood lead test
results on both venous and capillary specimens for per-
sons under 16 years of age to the Department’s Childhood
Lead Poisoning Prevention Program, Division of Maternal
and Child Health, Bureau of Family Health.

(2) A clinical laboratory shall report an elevated blood
lead level in a person 16 years of age or older to the
Department’s Division of Environmental Health Epidemi-
ology, Bureau of Epidemiology or to other locations as
designated by the Department. An elevated blood lead
level is defined by the National Institute for Occupational
Safety and Health (NIOSH). As of January 26, 2002,
NIOSH defines an elevated blood lead level as a venous
blood lead level of 25 micrograms per deciliter (ng/dL) or

higher. The Department will publish in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin any NIOSH update of the definition within 30
days of NIOSH’s notification to the Department.

(3) A clinical laboratory which conducts blood lead tests
of 100 or more specimens per month shall submit results
electronically in a format specified by the Department.

(4) A clinical laboratory which conducts blood lead tests
of less than 100 blood lead specimens per month shall
submit results either electronically or by hardcopy in the
format specified by the Department.

(5) A laboratory which performs blood lead tests on
blood specimens collected in this Commonwealth shall be
licensed as a clinical laboratory and shall be specifically
approved by the Department to conduct those tests.

(6) Blood lead analyses requested for occupational
health purposes on blood specimens collected in this
Commonwealth shall be performed only by laboratories
which are licensed and approved as specified in para-
graph (5), and which are also approved by the Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Administration of the United
States Department of Labor under 29 CFR
1910.1025()(2)(iii) (relating to lead).

(7) A clinical laboratory shall complete a blood lead test
within 5 work days of the receipt of the blood specimen
and shall submit the case report to the Department by
the close of business of the next work day after the day
on which the test was performed. The clinical laboratory
shall submit a report of lead poisoning using either the
hardcopy form or electronic transmission format specified
by the Department.

(8) When a clinical laboratory receives a blood speci-
men without all of the information required for reporting
purposes, the clinical laboratory shall test the specimen
and shall submit the incomplete report to the Depart-
ment.

Erythrocyte protoporphyrin determinations may be per-
formed as an adjunct determination to substantiate blood
lead levels of 25 micrograms per deciliter or higher. Since
erythrocyte protoporphyrin concentrations may not in-
crease as a result of low-level exposures to lead, direct
blood lead analysis is the only reliable method for identi-
fying individuals with blood lead concentrations below 25
micrograms per deciliter.

Persons seeking blood lead or erythrocyte
protoporphyrin analyses should determine that the labo-
ratory employs techniques and procedures acceptable for
the purpose for which the analyses are sought. Laborato-
ries offering blood lead analysis only are designated with
the letter “L” following the name of the laboratory. Those
offering erythrocyte protoporphyrin analysis only are des-
ignated with the letter “P.” Laboratories offering both
services are designated with the letters “LP.”

The list of approved laboratories will be revised ap-
proximately semiannually and published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin.

The name or location of a laboratory is sometimes
changed but the personnel and testing procedures of the
facility remain unchanged. When changes of this type
occur, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number does not
change. If questions arise about the identity of a labora-
tory due to a name or location change, the Clinical
Laboratory Permit number should be used as the primary
identifier. To assist in identifying a laboratory that per-
formed a test if the name or location of the facility
changed, the Clinical Laboratory Permit number of the
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facility at the time the list was prepared is included in
the list of approved laboratories above the name of the
laboratory.

The Department’s blood lead proficiency testing pro-
gram is approved by the United States Department of
Health and Human Services (HHS) in accordance with

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
October 17, 2009 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
Department of State (Department) to respond to all
comments received from us or any other source.

1. Publication date and effective date.—Consistency
with statute; Clarity.

The current $100 biennial registration fee is the initial
fee established by the enabling legislation, Act 134 of
2006 (65 Pa.C.S. § 13A10(a)). The Lobbying Disclosure
Act (Act) provides an inflation adjustment at 65 Pa.C.S.
§ 13A08(j) (relating to inflation adjustment) which states,
in part:

... On an annual basis commencing in January 2009,
the department shall review the filing fee established
under section 13A10 (relating to registration fees;
fund established; system; regulations) and may by
regulation adjust this amount if the department
determines that a higher fee is needed to cover the

costs of carrying out the provisions of this chapter.
The department shall publish adjusted amounts in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin by June 1, 2009, and by
June 1 every two years thereafter as necessary.

This proposed regulation was published on October 17,
2009, and proposes to adjust the fee from $100 to $200.
Both the Preamble and the Regulatory Analysis Form
(Response 9) state the increased registration fee will go
into effect on January 1, 2011. There are two concerns.

First, the Pennsylvania Association for Government
Relations commented that since the Department did not
publish the fee prior to June 1, 2009, a new fee cannot be
published until the next opportunity, which is by June 1,
2011. Effectively, the issue raised is whether the Act
directs the Department to publish an adjusted fee 18
months prior to its effective date. The Department should
explain its interpretation of how the October 17, 2009,
publication of the adjusted fee to become effective Janu-
ary 1, 2011, is consistent with the Act.

Second, the wording of the regulation itself does not
reflect the Department’s intent for the new fee to become
effective on January 1, 2011. As worded, the $200 fee
would apply as soon as the final regulation is published
and would apply to new registrants. The wording of the
regulation needs to be amended to implement the Depart-
ment’s intent.

2. Fees to cover costs.—Consistency with statute.

The Act directs the Department to make a determina-
tion that a higher fee is needed to cover the costs of
carrying out the provisions of the Act. In the Preamble,
the Department states that for fiscal years 2007-2008, the
Department’s costs totaled $1,054,000 while registration
fees for that same biennial totaled $234,000. The Depart-
ment states that “While the increase in the registration
fee will not come close to covering the total costs of
administering the act to the department, it will help
defray some of the costs.”

We recognize that two commentators believe the costs
of the biennial registration are significant to their opera-
tions. However, even the $200 fee will cover less than half
of the Department’s costs with the balance being paid
from other resources. The Department should explain
why $200 is the appropriate fee amount and how the
$200 fee is consistent with the Act.

Employee Credentials, Design Standards and
Internal Controls

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
October 17, 2009 Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board (Board) to respond
to all comments received from us or any other source.

1. Section 435a.6. Board credentials.—Protection of
the public health; safety and welfare; Implemen-
tation procedures; Fiscal impact; Need.

Subsection (c) is being amended to revise the require-
ments for the display of Board credentials. Commentators
have raised several concerns. First, they believe that the
exemption provided for food and beverage employees
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should be expanded to other customer service employees.
How did the Board determine which employees would not
be required to display their credentials? Has the Board
considered expanding the exemption, as suggested by the
commentator?

Second, a commentator believes that the requirement to
display credentials by employees is problematic because it
jeopardizes employee safety and could also lead to iden-
tity theft. Is the Board aware of any instances where the
safety of slot machine licensee employees has been jeopar-
dized by the requirement to display credentials? If so,
how will the requirements of this section and the amend-
ments being proposed help to protect the safety of those
employees?

Third, Subsection (c)(2) will require access badges to
contain a unique identification number. A commentator
has stated that this requirement could be costly. What is
the need for this requirement?

2. Section 465a.33. Access to areas containing cen-
tral compute control equipment.—Clarity.

Subsection (a)(5) is being amended to allow individuals
access to the area containing central computer control
equipment for emergency situations that require “envi-
ronmental adjustments.” A commentator believes that the
term “environmental adjustments” is vague. We agree.
This term should be further explained in the final-form
regulation.

2009 Workers’ Compensation Security Fund As-
sessment

The Act of July 1, 1937, P.L. 2532, No. 470, as
amended 2000, (77 P.S. §§ 1051—1066), referred to as
the Pennsylvania Workers’ Compensation Security Fund
Act (Act) was amended revising, inter alia, the assess-

ment procedures of the Workers’ Compensation Security
Fund (Fund).

Section 1059 of the Act states, “If due to the payment of
liabilities or claims, the balance of the fund is reduced
below $500,000,000, the department shall require contri-
butions to maintain the actuarial soundness of the fund
and to restore, in a timely manner, the balance of the
fund to a level at or above $500,000,000.” As of December
31, 2008, the Fund balance was $469.7 million. Therefore,
an assessment is required. The amount of the 2009
assessment will be 1% of your company’s Pennsylvania
2008 net written workers’ compensation premiums.

Section 165.7(b) of the regulations states, “Every car-
rier, doing the business of workers’ compensation insur-
ance in the Commonwealth, will be assessed, based on a
prorata share of the total amount of net-written premi-
ums of workers’ compensation insurance reported as
written in the previous calendar year’s annual state-
ment.”
