Amendment No. 1 to Proclamation of Disaster Emergency

March 9, 2010

Whereas, on February 6, 2010, I declared a State of Disaster Emergency
in response to a severe winter snowstorm that impacted the Commonwealth
beginning on February 5, 2010; and

Whereas, a second severe winter snowstorm impacted the Commonwealth
beginning on February 9, 2010; and

Whereas, state agency investigations of these severe winter snowstorms
reveal the need for an increase to the original amount of $1,000,000.00 in
unused appropriated funds, which was transferred to the Pennsylvania
Emergency Management Agency for disaster-related expenses.

Now Therefore, pursuant to the provisions of subsection 7301(c) of the
Emergency Management Services Code (35 Pa.C.S. § 7101 et seq., as
amended), I do hereby amend my February 6, 2010, Proclamation as follows:

1. I hereby transfer up to $5,000,000.00 in unused appropriated funds to
the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency for disaster-related ex-
penses, thus increasing the original amount of $1,000,000.00 to
$5,000,000.00.

2. This Amendment to the February 6, 2010, Proclamation shall take
effect immediately.
