AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

CRIMINAL AND DISCIPLINARY MATTERS
AGAINST JUDGES

Rule 1920. Definitions.

‘‘Disciplinary matter.’’ Any matter arising under Pa.
Const. Art. V, § 18.

‘‘Judge.’’ Includes any appointed or elected justice, judge
or magisterial district judge of the unified judicial system.
Rule 1921. Notice to the Chief Justice.

Whenever a judge receives notice that he or she is the
subject of any federal or state criminal investigation or
prosecution through a target letter, a subject letter, a
presentment, an indictment, an arrest, a summons, a
complaint, or by any other legal process, the judge must
report the receipt of such notice in writing to the Chief
Justice within five (5) days.

Rule 1922. Counsel fees.

(A) Criminal matters.

A judge may be reimbursed for legal fees paid in the
defense of a criminal action only if the following criteria
are met:

Official Note: See Yurgosky v. Commonwealth of Pa.,
Administrative Office of Pa. Courts, 554 Pa. 533, 722 A.2d
631 (1998).

(1) Notice must be given to the Administrative Office of
Pennsylvania Courts within a reasonable time after the
charges are filed.

(2) The criminal charges must arise directly from the
judge’s performance of his or her official duties.

(3) The judge must be acquitted of the crimes charged
or the charges must have been dismissed or nolle prossed.

Official Note: Reimbursement of counsel fees is not
permitted in cases resolved through participation in
pre-trial diversionary programs, through negotiated pleas,
or by participation in Accelerated Rehabilitative Disposi-
tion (ARD) programs. See Yurgosky, 554 Pa. at 545 n.15,
722 A.2d at 637 n.15.

(4) The legal expenses must be reasonable and neces-
sary.

(B) Disciplinary matters.

A judge may be reimbursed for legal fees paid in the
defense of a judicial disciplinary matter only if the
following criteria are met:

(1) Notice must be given to the Administrative Office of
Pennsylvania Courts within a reasonable time after the
charges are filed.

(2) The allegations of judicial misconduct must arise
directly from the judge’s performance of his or her official
duties.

(3) The judge must be acquitted of the misconduct
charges, or the charges must have been dismissed or nolle
prossed.

Official Note: This does not include any rehabilitative
or other diversionary programs, or resolution through a
‘‘letter of counsel.’’

(4) The legal expenses must be reasonable and neces-
sary.

(C) The Court Administrator shall establish and peri-
odically revise a maximum hourly rate for counsel fee
reimbursement and shall develop policies necessary to
implement the provisions of this Rule.

(D) If a claim for reimbursement is denied in whole or
in part, a judge shall have the right to be heard by a
hearing examiner designated by the Court Administrator.
The hearing examiner shall issue findings of fact and
conclusions of law. Appeals from the decision of a hearing
examiner shall be as provided by law.

Official Note: See Yurgosky, 554 Pa. at 546, 722 A.2d
at 637; 42 Pa.C.S. § 763(a)(1).

Comment: In disciplinary matters, judges should con-
tact the Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts
before retaining counsel if a Notice of Full Investigation
by the Judicial Conduct Board has not been issued.

TITLE 231. RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE

PART I. GENERAL

CHAPTER 1915. ACTIONS FOR CUSTODY,
PARTIAL CUSTODY AND VISITATION OF MINOR

CHILDREN

Rule 1915.1. Scope. Definitions.

(a)[ (1) ] These rules govern the practice and procedure
in all actions for legal and physical custody[ , partial
custody and visitation ] of minor children, including
habeas corpus proceedings and claims for custody[ , par-
tial custody or visitation ] asserted in an action of
divorce [ or support ].

Official Note: The term custody includes [ legal cus-
tody, physical custody and shared custody ] shared
legal custody, sole legal custody, partial physical
custody, primary physical custody, shared physical
custody, sole physical custody and supervised
physical custody. See [ Definition Rule 1915.1(b) ] 23
Pa.C.S. § 5322(A). [ Divorce ] Rule 1920.32(a) provides
that when a claim for custody is joined with the action of
divorce, the practice and procedure governing the claim
for custody shall be in accordance with these rules.

[ (2) If a claim for partial custody or visitation is
raised during the course of an action for support,
the court may

(i) enter an order with respect to the right to
partial custody or visitation where there is

(A) proper venue under Rule 1915.2, and

(B) no current order of custody, partial custody
or visitation outstanding, and

(C) no objection by a party to the determination
of the claim, and

(D) no delay in the entry of the support order
resulting from the determination of the claim; or

Official Note: See Myers v. Young, 285 Pa. Super.
254, 427 A.2d 209, 211 (1981), which held that ‘‘the
trial court properly declined to defer the entry of
an order of support until satisfactory visitation
rights had been established.’’

(ii) require the commencement of a separate ac-
tion pursuant to these rules.

Official Note: See 23 Pa.C.S. § 4349 which autho-
rizes custody and visitation proceedings to be con-
solidated with support proceedings ‘‘to facilitate
frequent and unimpeded contact between children
and parents’’ if the custody or visitation matter may
be ‘‘fairly and expeditiously . . . determined and dis-
posed of in the support action or proceeding.’’ ]

(b) As used in this chapter, unless the context of a rule
indicates otherwise,

‘‘action’’ means all proceedings for legal and physical
custody[ , partial custody or visitation, ] and proceed-
ings for modification of prior orders of any court;

* * * * *

‘‘legal custody’’ means the [ legal ] right to make major
decisions [ affecting the best interests of a minor ]
on behalf of the child, including, but not limited to,
medical, religious and educational decisions;

‘‘partial physical custody’’ means the right to [ take
possession ] assume physical custody of [ a ] the
child [ away from the custodial person for a certain
period of ] for less than a majority of the time;

* * * * *

‘‘physical custody’’ means the actual physical possession
and control of a child;

‘‘primary physical custody’’ means the right to
assume physical custody of the child for the major-
ity of time;

‘‘relocation’’ means a change in a residence of the
child which significantly impairs the ability of a
non-relocating party to exercise custodial rights;

‘‘shared legal custody’’ means the right of more
than one individual to legal custody of the child;
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‘‘shared physical custody’’ means [ shared legal or
shared physical custody or both of a child in such a
way as to assure the child of frequent and continu-
ing contact, including physical access, to both par-
ents; and ] the right of more than one individual to
assume physical custody of the child, each having
significant periods of physical custodial time with
the child;

[ ‘‘visitation’’ means the right to visit a child, but
does not include the right to remove the child from
the custodial person’s control. ]

‘‘sole legal custody’’ means the right of one indi-
vidual to exclusive legal custody of the child;

‘‘sole physical custody’’ means the right of one
individual to exclusive physical custody of the
child; and

‘‘supervised physical custody’’ means custodial
time during which an agency or an adult desig-
nated by the court or agreed upon by the parties
monitors the interaction between the child and the
individual with those rights.

Official Note: The definitions of the terms of the
various forms of legal custody[ , ] and physical custody
[ and shared custody ] are taken from 23 [ Pa.C.S.A.
§ 5302 ] Pa.C.S. § 5322(A).

For additional definitions, see the Uniform Child Cus-
tody Jurisdiction and Enforcement Act, 23 [ Pa.C.S.A. ]
Pa.C.S. § 5402.

[ Explanatory Comment—1994

Whatever context in which the claim for custody,
partial custody or visitation will arise, subdivision
(a)(1) provides that the proposed rules will govern
the practice and procedure. The custody rule is
reinforced by Divorce Rule 1920.32(a).

Subdivision (b) provides the necessary definitions
for the rules. The rules adopt the terms ‘‘custody,’’
‘‘partial custody,’’ and ‘‘visitation’’ suggested by
Judge Spaeth in his concurring opinion in Scott v.
Scott, 240 Pa. Super. 65, 368 A.2d 288, 291 (1976). ]

Rule 1915.3. Commencement of Action. Complaint.

(b) An order shall be attached to the complaint direct-
ing the defendant to appear at a time and place specified.
The order shall be substantially in the form provided by
Rule 1915.15(b).

[ Pa.C.S.A. ] Pa.C.S. § 5430(d), relating to costs and
expenses for appearance of parties and child, and 23

cation of the Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction and
Enforcement Act.

(c) A claim for custody[ , partial custody or visita-
tion ] which is joined with an action of divorce shall be

asserted in the complaint or a subsequent petition, which
shall be substantially in the form provided by Rule
1915.15(a).

Official Note: [ Divorce ] Rule 1920.13(b) provides
that claims which may be joined with an action of divorce
shall be raised by the complaint or a subsequent petition.

(d) If the mother of the child is not married and the
child has no legal or presumptive father, then a putative
father initiating an action for custody[ , partial custody
or visitation ] must file a claim of paternity pursuant to
23 Pa.C.S. § 5103 and attach a copy to the complaint in
the custody action.

Official Note: If a putative father is uncertain of
paternity, the correct procedure is to commence a civil
action for paternity pursuant to the procedures set forth
at Rule 1930.6.

(e) A grandparent seeking physical and/or legal custody
of a grandchild pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S. § [ 5313(b) ] 5323
must plead, in paragraph [ 7 ] 9 of the complaint set
forth at Rule 1915.15(a), facts establishing [ the ele-
ments of a cause of action ] standing under
[ §§ 5313(b)(1), (2) and (3) ] § 5324(3). A grandparent
or great-grandparent seeking partial physical cus-
tody or supervised physical custody must plead, in
paragraph 9 of the complaint, facts establishing
standing pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S. § 5325.

(Editor’s Note: The following rule is new and printed in
regular type to enhance readability.)

Rule 1915.3-1. Criminal or Abuse History.

(a) Criminal or Abuse History Affidavit. The plaintiff
must file with the complaint, or any petition for modifica-
tion, an affidavit regarding any criminal or abuse history
of the plaintiff and anyone living in the plaintiff’s house-
hold. The affidavit shall be substantially in the form set
forth in subdivision (c) below. Although the defendant
need not file a responsive pleading pursuant to Rule
1915.5, the defendant must file with the court an affida-
vit regarding any criminal or abuse history of the defen-
dant and anyone living in the defendant’s household on or
before the initial in-person contact with the court (includ-
ing, but not limited to, a conference with a conference
officer or judge, conciliation or mediation, depending upon
the procedure in the judicial district) but not later than
30 days after service of the complaint or petition upon the
defendant.

(b) Initial Evaluation. At the initial in-person contact
with the court, the judge, conference officer or other
appointed individual shall perform an initial evaluation
to determine whether the existence of a criminal or abuse
history of either party or a party’s household member
poses a threat to the child and whether counseling is
necessary. The initial evaluation required by Pa.C.S.
§ 5329(c) shall not be conducted by a mental health
professional. After the initial evaluation, the court may
order further evaluation or counseling by a mental health
professional if the court determines it is necessary.

(c) Affidavit. The affidavit regarding criminal or abuse
history shall be substantially in the following form:

The procedure is similar to the one provided
for support cases in Rule 1910.12: a conference, record
hearing before a hearing officer and argument on excep-
tions before a judge. The terms ‘‘conference officer’’ and
‘‘hearing officer’’ have the same meaning here as in the
support rules.

It is important to note that use of the procedure
prescribed in Rules 1915.4-1 and 1915.4-2 is optional
rather than mandatory. Counties which prefer to have all
partial custody [ and visitation ] cases heard by a judge
may continue to do so.

* * * * *

Rule 1915.4-2. Partial Custody. [ Visitation. ] Office
Conference. Hearing. Record. Exceptions. Order.

(a) Office Conference.

* * * * *

(3) The conference officer may make a recommendation
to the parties relating to partial custody [ or visitation ]
of the child or children. If an agreement for partial
custody [ or visitation ] is reached at the conference, the
conference officer shall prepare a written order in confor-
mity with the agreement for signature by the parties and
submission to the court together with the officer’s recom-
mendation for approval or disapproval. The court may
enter an order in accordance with the agreement without
hearing the parties.

(4) At the conclusion of the conference, if an agreement
relating to partial custody [ or visitation ] has not been
reached, the parties shall be given notice of the date, time
and place of a hearing before a hearing officer, which may
be the same day, but in no event shall be more than
forty-five days from the date of the conference.

(b) Hearing.

* * * * *

(3) Within ten days of the conclusion of the hearing,
the hearing officer shall file with the court and serve
upon all parties a report containing a recommendation
with respect to the entry of an order of partial custody
[ or visitation ]. The report may be in narrative form
stating the reasons for the recommendation and shall
include a proposed order, including a specific schedule for
partial custody [ or visitation ].

* * * * *

Rule 1915.4-3. Non-Record Proceedings. Trials.

(a) Non-Record Proceedings. In those jurisdictions
[ which ] that utilize an initial non-record proceeding
such as a conciliation conference or office conference, if no
agreement is reached at the conclusion of the proceeding,
the conference officer or conciliator shall promptly notify
the court that the matter should be listed for trial.

* * * * *

(Editor’s Note: The following rule is new and printed in
regular type to enhance readability.)

Rule 1915.4-4. Pre-Hearing or Pre-Trial Procedures.

(a) Prior to the hearing or trial:

(1) Not later than 60 days prior to the date of the
hearing or trial, the parties shall exchange, with a
courtesy copy to the court, the names and addresses of all
expert witnesses and verification that counsel has secured
the services of each expert.

(2) Not later than 30 days prior to the date of the
hearing or trial, the parties shall exchange a copy of the
report of any expert intended to be called to testify.

(3) Not later than 30 days prior to the date of the
hearing or trial, the parties shall exchange, with a
courtesy copy to the court, the names and addresses of all
non-expert witnesses, a summary of the testimony of each
witness and verification that counsel has confirmed the
testimony of each witness as set forth in the summary.

(4) Not later than 30 days prior to the date of the
hearing or trial, the parties shall exchange copies of all
exhibits either party intends to offer into evidence at
trial.

(5) Not later than 30 days prior to the date of the
hearing or trial, the parties shall exchange, with a
courtesy copy to the court, a proposed order.

(b) At the request of either party, the trier of fact shall
schedule a pre-trial conference not later than 10 days
before trial or a status conference at any time.

Rule 1915.5. Question of Jurisdiction or Venue. No
Responsive Pleading by Defendant Required.
Counterclaim. Discovery.

* * * * *

(b) A party may file a counterclaim asserting the right
of physical or legal custody[ , partial custody or
visitation ] within twenty days of service of the com-
plaint upon that party or at the time of hearing, which-
ever first occurs. The claim shall be in the same form as a
complaint as required by Rule 1915.3.

* * * * *

Rule 1915.6. Joinder of Parties.

(a)(1) If the court learns from the pleadings or any
other source that a parent whose parental rights have not
been previously terminated or a person who has physical
custody of the child is not a party to the action, it shall
order that the person be joined as a party. Such person
shall be served with a copy of all prior pleadings and
notice of the joinder substantially in the form prescribed
by Rule 1915.16(a).

* * * * *

(3) The person joined may file a counterclaim asserting
a right to physical or legal custody[ , partial custody
or visitation ] in the form required for a complaint by

Rule 1915.3. A copy of the counterclaim shall be served
upon all other parties to the action as provided by Rule
440.

(b) If the court learns from the pleadings or any other
source that any other person who claims to have [ cus-
tody or visitation ] custodial rights with respect to the
child is not a party to the action, it shall order that notice
be given to that person of the pendency of the action and
of the right to intervene therein. The notice shall be
substantially in the form prescribed by Rule 1915.16(b).

Explanatory Comment—1994

The position taken by the rules is that a person in
physical custody of the child and a parent whose parental
rights have not been terminated are necessary parties to
a custody determination. While it may be desirable to
have other persons who claim custody [ or visitation ]
rights as parties to the action, their joinder is not a
prerequisite to a custody determination.
Rule 1915.7. Consent Order.

If an agreement for custody[ , partial custody or
visitation ] is reached and the parties desire a consent
order to be entered, they shall note their agreement upon
the record or shall submit to the court a proposed order
bearing the written consent of the parties or their
counsel.
Rule 1915.10. Decision. Order.

(a) The court may make the decision before the testi-
mony has been transcribed. The court shall state the
reasons for its decision either on the record in open
court, in a written opinion, or in the order.

(b) The terms of the order shall be sufficiently
specific to enforce the order. The court’s decision
shall include safety provisions designed to protect
an endangered party or a child in any case in
which the court has found that either is at risk of
harm.

(c) Any custody order shall include notice of a
party’s obligations pursuant to 23 Pa.C.S. § 5337
dealing with a party’s intention to relocate with a
minor child.

(d) No motion for post-trial relief may be filed to an
order of legal or physical custody[ , partial custody or
visitation ].

[ Official Note: See 23 Pa.C.S. § 5301 et seq. for
provisions relating to the award of sole or shared
custody (§§ 5303, 5304), counseling and the tempo-
rary award of custody pending counseling (§ 5305),
submission of a plan to implement a custody order
(§ 5306), removal of a party or child from the
Commonwealth (§ 5308), access to records of the
child (§ 5309), and modification of existing custody
orders (§ 5310).

The statute also provides that the court shall
state on the record its reasons when it declines to
enter an award of custody as agreed to by the
parents or under the plan developed by them (23
Pa.C.S. § 5307). ]

Explanatory Comment—2011

The custody statute, at 23 Pa.C.S. § 5323(d), re-
quires the court to delineate the reasons for its
decision on the record in open court or in a written
opinion or order. Subsection (b) further defines and

reinforces the requirements found in 23 Pa.C.S.
§ 5323(e). Examples of safety provisions include,
but are not limited to: supervised physical custody,
supervised or neutral custody exchange location,
neutral party presence at custody exchange, tele-
phone or computer-facilitated contact with the
child, no direct contact between the parties, third
party contact for cancellations, third party trans-
portation and designating secure, neutral location
for a child’s passport. The statute, at 23 Pa.C.S.
§ 5323, requires that any custody order must in-
clude notice of a party’s obligations when there is a
proposed relocation under 23 Pa.C.S. § 5337. Rule
1915.17 also addresses relocation.

Rule 1915.11. Appointment of Attorney for Child.
Interrogation of Child. Attendance of Child at
Hearing or Conference.

(a) The court may on its own motion, or the motion of a
party, appoint an attorney to represent the child in the
action. Counsel for the child shall represent the
child’s legal interests and zealously represent the
child as any other client in an attorney-client
relationship. Counsel for the child shall not per-
form the role of a guardian ad litem or best inter-
ests attorney. The court may assess the cost upon the
parties or any of them or as otherwise provided by law.
The order appointing an attorney to represent the
child shall be in substantially the form set forth in
Rule 1915.19.

* * * * *

Official Note: A party may bring a child to a confer-
ence or hearing but, in the absence of an order of court, is
not required to do so.

Explanatory Comment—1991

Rule 1915.15(b) provides a form of order to ap-
pear at a conference or hearing in an action for
custody, partial custody or visitation of minor chil-
dren. Prior to its recent amendment, the form
required that one or more children who are the
subject of the action attend the hearing or confer-
ence.

However, the presence of a child in court is not
always necessary or desirable. The experience may
be traumatic and disruptive. Consequently, the
child should not be required to attend a hearing or
conference in every case. When the presence of a
child is required and the custodial party does not
voluntarily bring the child, the court may issue an
order for the child’s attendance.

Subdivision (c) has been added to Rule 1915.11 to
provide that, in the absence of an order of court, a
child who is the subject of the action need not be
brought to a conference or a hearing before the
court. The form of order to appear provided by
Rule 1915.15(b) has been revised to implement this
policy.

(Editor’s Note: The following rule is new and printed in
regular type to enhance readability.)

Rule 1915.11-2. Appointment of Guardian Ad Litem.

(a) The court may, on its own motion or the motion of a
party, appoint a guardian ad litem to represent the best
interests of the child in a custody action. The guardian ad
litem shall be a licensed attorney. The guardian ad litem
shall not act as the child’s counsel or represent the child’s
legal interests. Prior to appointing a guardian ad litem,
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the court shall make a finding that the appointment is
necessary to assist the court in determining the best
interests of the child.

(b) The court may order either or both parties to pay
all or part of the costs of appointing a guardian ad litem.

(c) The guardian ad litem shall provide copies of any
reports prepared by the guardian ad litem to each party
not later than 20 days prior to trial. The report shall not
be filed of record or provided to the court prior to the
hearing or trial. The guardian ad litem shall attend all
proceedings and be prepared to testify. The guardian ad
litem shall be subject to cross examination if called to
testify by either party or the court.

(d) The order appointing a guardian ad litem shall be
in substantially the form set forth in Rule 1915.21.

Official Note: 23 Pa.C.S. § 5334 is suspended insofar
as it allows a guardian ad litem to act as a child’s
attorney or represent the legal interests of the child in a
child custody action; requires submission of the guardian
ad litem’s report to the court and inclusion in the record;
or prohibits the guardian ad litem from testifying.

The existing WWTP discharges to Buck
Hill Creek, a tributary of the Delaware River, at River
Mile 213.00—21.11—0.50 (Delaware River—Brodhead
Creek—Buck Hill Creek) within the drainage area of the
portion of the nontidal Delaware River known as the
Middle Delaware, which is classified as Special Protection
Waters. The project WWTP is located in Barrett Town-
ship, Monroe County, PA.

5. SPS Technologies, D-1979-088-5. An application for
the renewal of a groundwater withdrawal (GWD) project
to continue the withdrawal of 8.89 million gallons per
month (mgm) to supply the applicant’s manufacturing
plant from existing Well No. 7 completed in the Wis-
sahickon Formation. The project is located in the Upper
Reach Frankfort Creek Watershed in Abington Township,
Montgomery County, PA within the Southeastern Penn-
sylvania Ground Water Protected Area.

6. Big Boulder Corporation, D-1985-025-2. An applica-
tion for the expansion of the Big Boulder Ski Area WWTP
from 0.225 mgd to 0.265 mgd. The project WWTP will
discharge 0.04 mgd to absorption beds located onsite and
will continue to discharge 0.225 mgd directly to an
unnamed tributary of Tunkhannock Creek at River Mile
183.66—83.5—5.6—2.5—0.64 (Delaware River—Lehigh
River—Tobyhanna Creek—Tunkhannock Creek—Un-
named Tributary) in Kidder Township, Carbon County,
PA. The project WWTP is located in the drainage area of
the section of the nontidal Delaware River known as the
Lower Delaware, which is classified as Special Protection

7. Morrisville Borough, D-1987-008 CP-2. An applica-
tion for approval to renew a discharge of 7.1 mgd from
the existing Morrisville Borough Municipal Authority
(MBMA) WWTP. MBMA also has requested approval to
accept and treat up to 0.2 mgd of pre-treated landfill
leachate from Waste Management Inc.’s (WMI) GROWS/
Tullytown landfills. The Commission approved a pilot
program in 2005 (Docket No. D-1988-54-2) that allowed
WMI to send up to 0.025 mgd of pre-treated leachate to
be treated and discharged from the MBMA WWTP.

8. Lansdale Borough, D-1996-045 CP-2. An application
to approve an expansion of the service area of the existing
Borough of Lansdale WWTP. The project also proposes to
increase the permitted annual average flow rate from 2.6
to 3.2 mgd. The service area modification includes the
acceptance of up to 1,000,000 gallons per day (gpd) of
pre-treated industrial wastewater, not to exceed a
monthly average flow of 750,000 gpd, from the Merck
West Point pharmaceutical facility located in Upper
Gwynedd Township, PA.

An
application for the renewal of a GWD project and to
increase from 2.95 mgm to 4.75 mgm the withdrawal
from existing Wells Nos. IW-1 and IW-2 in the
Cockeysville Marble Formation for irrigation of the appli-
cant’s golf course. The increased groundwater allocation is
requested in order to avoid the need for water purchases
or use of approved surface water withdrawals from Broad
Run Creek. The project is located in the West Branch

The WWTP will continue
to discharge up to 54,000 gpd of treated sewage effluent
to an unnamed tributary of the Lehigh River. The facility
is located in Lehigh Township, Wayne County, PA within
the section of the nontidal Delaware River known as the
Lower Delaware, which is classified as Special Protection
Waters.

14. Aqua Pennsylvania, Inc., D-2010-042 CP-1. An ap-
plication for approval of a GWD project to supply up to
6.95 mgm of water to the applicant’s public water supply
system from new Well No. 1A and existing Wells Nos. 1,
2, 3A, 3B and 8. The project wells are completed in the
Catskill Formation and are located in the Kleinhans and
Wallenpaupack creeks watersheds in Palmyra Township,
Pike County, PA. The project is located within the
drainage area of the section of the nontidal Delaware
River known as the Upper Delaware, which is classifiedas
Special Protection Waters.

MINING ACTIVITY NPDES DRAFT PERMITS
This notice provides information about applications for

sulting from a precipitation event of greater than 1-year
24-hour to less than or equal to a 10-year 24-hour event)
from coal refuse disposal piles. Similarly, modified BAT

limits apply to iron, manganese and suspended solids in
surface runoff, discharges and drainage resulting from
these precipitation events and those of greater magnitude
in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187,
88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.

Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in
accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187,
88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.

Request for Comments on the Proposed Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) Developed for the West Branch
Mahantango Creek Watershed in Snyder and Juniata Counties Pennsylvania

The Department of Environmental Protection will accept comments on the proposed TMDLs developed for the West
Branch Mahantango Creek Watershed in Snyder and Juniata Counties, PA. These TMDLs were established in accordance
with the requirements of Section 303(d) of the Clean Water Act. The Pennsylvania Integrated Water Quality Monitoring
and Assessment Report included impaired stream segments in this watershed. The listings of these waterbodies were due
to use impairments caused by excessive siltation from agriculture.

There currently are no state or federal instream numerical water quality criteria for siltation. Therefore, the
Department utilized a reference watershed approach to implement the applicable narrative criteria. These proposed
TMDLs set allowable loadings of sediment in the West Branch Mahantango Creek Watershed. The sediment loadings
were allocated among cropland, hay/pasture land, low intensity development and stream bank categories present in the
watershed. Data used in establishing these TMDLs was generated using a water quality analysis model (AVGWLF)
designed by the Pennsylvania State University.

The following table shows the estimated current sediment loadings for the watershed. Overall load reductions
necessary in order to meet the TMDLs are also identified.

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the April
23, 2011 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments are based
on criteria in Section 5.2 of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the Regulatory Review
Act (71 P. S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the Milk Marketing
Board (Board) to respond to all comments received from
us or any other source.

1. Section 144.1. Electronic methods—general.—
Statutory authority; Consistency with statute.

Subsection (b) states:

A manufacturer of an electronic testing instrument
shall make available upon request to the Board a
complete instrument operation and maintenance
manual and further information as requested.

We question why the regulation requires actions by
manufacturers. We recommend that the Board rewrite
this provision so that it requires actions by the entities
the Board regulates, such as certified testers. Alterna-
tively, the Board should explain its authority to regulate
and take enforcement actions against manufacturers.

2. Section 144.1a. Definitions.—Consistency with
statute; Clarity.
The statute sets forth requirements for certified testers

at 31 P. S. § 700j-602, including the requirement that
component tests must be ‘‘. . . conducted by a tester
certified by the board.’’ The regulation defines ‘‘certified
tester’’ as:

A Board certified technician as referenced in
§ 144.2 (relating to certification and approval re-
quirements) operating electronic instruments or a
person certified to perform specific reference methods
for determining the components in raw milk, or both.
(Emphasis added.)

We have two concerns. First, we question how the
phrase ‘‘or a person certified to perform specific reference
methods for determining the components in raw milk, or
both’’ is consistent with the statute at 31 P. S. § 700j-602.
Is the person referenced in this phrase also certified by
the Board? The Board should explain how this phrase is
consistent with the statute and what specific certification
it references.

Second, for clarity, we suggest that the definition
directly reference 31 P. S. § 700j-602, rather than the
general reference to Section 144.2 of the regulation.
3. Section 144.6. Required records.—Clarity.

Subsections (b) through (e) appear to be a list of
required records. However, there is no indication after
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Subsection (a) that Subsections (b) through (e) are the
actual list of required records. We recommend that the
Board review this section to clarify what records are
required.

4. Section 144.6. Required records and Section
144.7. Summary record required.—Consistency
with statute.

Under 31 P. S. § 700j-602, the statute states:

The certified tester shall keep an accurate record of
all tests made, and copies of such record shall be kept

for a period of two (2) years by him and by the milk
dealer. (Emphasis added.)
However, provisions throughout Sections 144.6 and

144.7 only require records to be kept for at least one year.
We recommend that the Board review these one year
record retention provisions in the regulation and explain
how they are consistent with the statute.
