READER’S GUIDE TO THE
PENNSYLVANIA BULLETIN
AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code.

The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,
subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Whereas, small businesses are the backbone and represent the fastest
growing segment of the economy as a meaningful source of employment and
a valuable training opportunity for entrepreneurs; and

Whereas, small businesses can play a significant role in revitalizing the
economy by participating in state contracting; and

Whereas, Section 2101 of the Commonwealth Procurement Code, 62
Pa.C.S. § 2101, provides that it is commonwealth policy to assist small
businesses in doing business with commonwealth agencies; and

Whereas, Section 2104 of the Commonwealth Procurement Code, 62
Pa.C.S. § 2104, assigns the Department of General Services certain duties
to encourage procurement from small businesses; and

Whereas, Section 2105 of the Commonwealth Procurement Code, 62
Pa.C.S. § 2105, permits purchasing agencies to relax bonding requirements
and to make special provisions for progress payments to encourage procure-
ment from small businesses; and

Whereas, this administration is firmly committed to promoting the
prosperity and economic growth of all small businesses to enable them to
successfully compete for commonwealth contracts on a level playing field;
and

Whereas, formulation of specific policy initiatives to implement these
important goals is assigned to the Department of General Services as the
agency responsible for the formulation of general procurement policy under
Section 301 of the Commonwealth Procurement Code, 62 Pa.C.S. § 301.

Now, Therefore, 1, Tom Corbett, Governor of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and other laws, do hereby designate the
Department of General Services as the central agency to develop and
implement policy initiatives to create greater opportunities for procurement

from small businesses.

§ 1.571. Purpose.

The purpose of the Small Business Procurement Initiative is to direct the
Department of General Services to develop and implement policy initiatives
to increase opportunities for small businesses to compete for award of
Commonwealth contracts as prime contractors.

§ 1.572. Duties.
The Department of General Services (Department) shall:

(1) Develop appropriate standards for qualification as a small business,
including number of employees and dollar volume of business. The Depart-
ment may develop tiers of participation for small businesses of varying size.

(2) Establish agency goals for contracting with small businesses.

(3) Develop specific guidelines for competition for Commonwealth pro-
curement contracts identified for award to small businesses.

(4) Develop policy that will provide for alternative and reduced bonding
requirements and make special provisions for progress payments.

(5) Develop and implement monitoring and reporting systems to measure
the effectiveness of all small business procurement initiatives.

(6) Implement enforcement measures to verify the eligibility of competi-
tors and to investigate allegations of noneligibility.

(7) Assist agencies in:

(1) Identifying procurement contracts suitable for competition by, and
award to, small businesses.

(i1) Identifying qualified small businesses to solicit for procurement
contracts.

(iii) Training agency personnel.

§ 1.573. Commonwealth agencies.

Commonwealth agencies under the Governor’s jurisdiction shall identify
contracts for award to small businesses under direction provided by the
Department of General Services. Independent agencies are also encouraged
to participate in the Small Business Procurement Initiative. For contracts
identified for award to small businesses, agencies shall seek competition

only from qualified small businesses and award contracts only to qualified
small businesses.

§ 1.574. Implementation.
Agency heads shall:

(1) Ensure that the agency’s small business participation goals are clearly
understood and properly implemented by agency employees.

(2) Designate an appropriate employee to supervise the agency’s role in
implementing small business procurement initiatives and to ensure compli-
ance with this subchapter.

(3) Prepare and submit reports to the Department of General Services, on
forms and in the format requested by the Department of General Services,
on the agency’s progress in meeting goals for small business participation.

§ 1.575. Effective date.
This subchapter takes effect immediately.
§ 1.576. Termination date.

This subchapter remains in effect unless revised or rescinded by the
Governor.

CHAPTER 211. CONSUMER PRICE INDEX AND

§ 211.1a. Consumer Price Index—judicial salaries.

The Court Administrator of Pennsylvania reports that
the percentage change in the Philadelphia-Wilmington-
Atlantic City, PA-NJ-DE-MD, Consumer Price Index for
All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) for the 12-month period
ending October 2011, was 3.0 percent (3.0%). (See U.S.
Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics, Con-
sumer Price Index, Wednesday, November 16, 2011).

§ 211.2. Judicial salaries effective January 1, 2012.

The annual judicial salaries for calendar year beginning
January 1, 2012 will be adjusted by a cost-of-living factor
as follows:

(a) Supreme Court.

(1) The annual salary of a justice of the Supreme Court
shall be $195,309.

(2) The annual salary of the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court shall be $200,993.

(b) Superior Court.

(1) The annual salary of a judge of the Superior Court
shall be $184,282.

(2) The annual salary of the President Judge of the
Superior Court shall be $189,965.

(¢) Commonwealth Court.

(1) The annual salary of a judge of the Commonwealth
Court shall be $184,282.

(2) The annual salary of the President Judge of the
Commonwealth Court shall be $189,965.

(d) Courts of common pleas.

(1) The annual salary of a judge of the court of common
pleas shall be $169,541.

(2) The annual salary of the President Judges of the
Court of Common Pleas shall be in accordance with the
following schedule:

(i) Allegheny County, $172,382.
(ii) Philadelphia County, $172,951.

(iii) Judicial districts having six or more judges,
$171,018.

(iv) Judicial districts having one to five judges,
$170,279.

(v) Administrative judges of the divisions of the Court
of Common Pleas of Philadelphia County with divisions of
six or more judges, $171,018.

(vi) Administrative judges of the divisions of the Court
of Common Pleas of Philadelphia County with divisions of
five or less judges, $170,279.

(vii) Administrative judges of the divisions of the Court
of Common Pleas of Allegheny County with divisions of
six or more judges, $171,018.

(viii) Administrative judges of the divisions of the
Court of Common Pleas of Allegheny County with divi-
sions of five or less judges, $170,279.

(e) Philadelphia Municipal Court.

(1) The annual salary of a judge of the Philadelphia
Municipal Court shall be $165,617.

(2) The annual salary of the President Judge of the
Philadelphia Municipal Court shall be $168,176.

(f) Philadelphia Traffic Court.

(1) The annual salary of a judge of the Philadelphia
Traffic Court shall be $89,091.

(2) The annual salary of the President Judge of the
Philadelphia Traffic Court shall be $89,830.

(g) Magisterial district judge. The annual salary of a
magisterial district judge shall be $84,773.

(h) Senior judges. The compensation of the senior
judges pursuant to 42 Pa.C.S. § 4121 (relating to assign-
ment of judges) shall be $522 per day. In any calendar
year the amount of compensation which a senior judge
shall be permitted to earn as a senior judge shall not
when added to retirement income paid by the Common-
wealth for such senior judge exceed the compensation
payable by the Commonwealth to a judge then in regular
active service on the court from which said senior judge
retired. A senior judge who so elects may serve without
being paid all or any portion of the compensation pro-
vided by this section.

CHAPTER 8. [ EMERGENCY RELIEF ] (Reserved)

Rule 801. [ Emergency Relief ] (Reserved).

[ (A) The Court may issue an interim order grant-
ing suspension prior to notice or a hearing. In
determining whether to issue an interim order
granting suspension and whether notice or hearing
should be required, the Court may act on the basis
of averments of the pleadings and such other evi-
dence as the Court may require.

(B) An interim order granting suspension issued
without notice or hearing shall expire unless a
hearing on the continuance of the order is held
within 10 days after the granting of the order or
within such other time as the parties may agree or
as the Court upon cause shown shall direct.

PART II. CONDUCT STANDARDS
CHAPTER 33. CODE OF JUDICIAL CONDUCT
Subchapter B. FORMAL OPINIONS
§ 11-1. Certain Fundraising Activities.

The Ethics Committee of the Pennsylvania Conference
of State Trial Judges regularly receives inquiries regard-
ing the propriety of participation in civic and charitable
activities by members of the judiciary. Because of the
frequency of such inquiries, the Committee has decided to

issue a formal opinion addressing this issue in order to
provide guidance to the Conference.

The footnote to Canon 5A of the Code of Judicial
Conduct acknowledges that the complete separation of
judges from extra judicial activities is neither possible nor
wise since there is danger in judges becoming isolated
from the society and communities in which they live.
There are, however, many concerns regarding the circum-
stances in which judges may properly participate in civic
and charitable activities and, more particularly, the na-
ture and extent of fundraising activities held on behalf of
civic and charitable organizations in which a judge’s
participation is permissible.

Canon 5B of the Code of Judicial Conduct provides:

B. Civic and Charitable Activities. Judges may
participate in civic and charitable activities that do
not reflect adversely upon their impartiality or inter-
fere with the performance of their judicial duties.
Judges may serve as an officer, director, trustee, or
nonlegal advisor of an educational, religious, chari-
table, fraternal, or civic organization not conducted
for the economic or political advantage of its mem-
bers, subject to the following limitations:

(1) Judges should not serve if it is likely that the
organization will be engaged in proceedings that
would ordinarily come before them or will be regu-
larly engaged in adversary proceedings in any court.

(2) Judges should not solicit funds for any educa-
tional, religious, charitable, fraternal, or civic organi-
zation, or use or permit the use of the prestige of
their office for that purpose, but they may be listed
as an officer, director, or trustee of such an organiza-
tion. They should not be a speaker or the guest of
honor at an organization’s fund raising events, but
they may attend such events.

(3) Judges should not give investment advice to
such an organization, but they may serve on its board
of directors or trustees even though it has the
responsibility for approving investment decisions.

Thus, Canon 5B sets forth the general proposition that
judges may participate in civic and charitable organiza-
tions and activities provided, however, such organizations
and activities do not reflect adversely upon a judge’s
impartiality or interfere with the performance of his or
her judicial duties. The Canon further provides that a
judge may serve as an officer, director, trustee or non-
legal advisor of an educational, religious, charitable,
fraternal or civic organization if the organization is not
conducted for the economic or political advantage of its
members and the organization is not likely to be engaged
in proceedings that would ordinarily come before the
judge and will not regularly be engaged in adversary
proceedings in any court. See Canon 5B(1). As to other
activities concerning civic and charitable organizations,
Canon 5B(2) permits judges to be listed as an officer,
director, or trustee of such organizations and Canon 5B(3)
permits judges to serve on boards of directors or as
trustees, even though the board has the responsibility for
approving investment decisions. However, Canon 5B(3)
prohibits judges from giving investment advice.

In respect to fundraising, Canon 5B(2) specifically
prohibits judges from soliciting funds for any educational,
charitable, fraternal, or civic organization, or using or
permitting the use of the prestige of their office for that
purpose regardless of how worthwhile the organization or
its activities may be.
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Canon 5(B)(2) clearly prohibits judges from being the
guest speaker or guest of honor at fundraising dinners or
events. However, faced with reduced budgets and shrink-
ing charitable contributions, organizations have turned to
novel and creative fundraising efforts to swell the crowd
or otherwise raise money by involving judges.

The Ethics Committee has been presented with a wide
variety of such efforts. Without attempting to offer an
all-inclusive list of all of the potential activities that fall
within the ambit of Canon 5B, they have included using a
judge as an attraction or celebrity participant, such as
Dancing with the Stars, Competing with the Stars in
Sporting Events, Celebrity Auctioneer and Celebrity Con-
tributor. While celebrities and other government officials
may lend their personal, professional, or other forms of
celebrity status to the fundraising efforts of an organiza-
tion, such activity by a judge is prohibited. In sum, a
judge may not permit an organization to capitalize on, or
exploit, a judge’s attendance at or participation in such
events by advertising that fact or issuing invitations
citing that attendance or participation in advance of the
event. A judge who allows him- or herself to be used in
this manner is engaged in a solicitation of funds in
violation of Canon 5(B)(2).

This does not mean a judge is precluded from receiving
a well-earned award from an organization or even being
recognized at an event. It means the judge cannot allow
his/her presence at the event or the fact he/she will
receive an award at it be used to promote a fundraising
event. The critical harm to be avoided is the exploitation
of the judge.

Therefore, while judges may attend fundraising events,
assuming the event or activity does not violate the
broader prohibition of reflecting adversely upon the
judge’s impartiality or interfere with the performance of
the judge’s judicial duties, a judge should not be featured
as a highlight of any such event. Accordingly, advertising
the judge’s presence, placing the judge in a strategic
position to influence potential customers or contributors,
having a judge endorse a fundraising event or product, or
having a judge sell tickets may each lead to effects the
Code is designed to prevent. These include making people
feel obligated to curry favor with the judge, diminishing
the office of judge by turning it into a marketing tool, and
pressuring other judges into participating in similar
causes. A judge who allows him- or herself to be used in
this manner is engaged in the solicitation of funds in
direct violation to Canon 5B(2). And because of the
overall prophylactic purpose of the rule, the worthiness of
the cause for which the funds are being raised is irrel-
evant.

If, after considering the foregoing principles, a judge
decides to attend or participate in a fundraising event,
additional consideration must be given to the mandate of
Canon 5A that a judge’s avocational activities “not detract
from the dignity of the[] office.” Accordingly, the indicia of
the office of judge, including the judicial robe, gavel and
courtroom should never be utilized or depicted in any
manner which would compromise respect for the judiciary
or the judicial process. Attendance at, or participation in,
events that do so would, therefore, also be prohibited by
Canon 5.

This opinion is obviously not intended as an exhaustive
discussion of all of the potential activities permitted or
prohibited under the Code. Instead, its primary focus is to
address how a judge may participate in the fundraising

aspects of civic and charitable activities without running
afoul of Canon 5B(2)’s prohibition against using or per-
mitting the use of the prestige of the judicial office for the
solicitation of funds on behalf of those organizations in
which they are involved. By remaining sensitive to the
potential exploitation of the judicial office—or more spe-
cifically, the “judge as judge”—the salutary purposes
animating the Code of Judicial Conduct will be better
served and the preservation of an independent judiciary
can continue to be assured.

To reiterate, the purpose of this formal opinion is to
provide guidance on a matter of general importance to the
Conference. It is not a substitute for an advisory opinion
by the Ethics Committee to an individual judicial officer
on specific facts.

As adopted by the Supreme Court, the Code of Judicial
Conduct provides:

The Ethics Committee of the Pennsylvania Confer-
ence of State Trial Judges is designated as the
approved body to render advisory opinions regarding
ethical concerns involving judges, justices and other
judicial officers subject to the Code of Judicial Con-
duct, and, although such opinions are not per se
binding upon the Judicial Conduct Board, the Court
of Judicial Discipline or the Supreme Court of Penn-
sylvania, action taken in reliance thereupon and
pursuant thereto shall be taken into account in
determining whether discipline should be recom-
mended or imposed.

To obtain the “rule of reliance,” an individual subject to
the Code of Judicial Conduct shall present to a member of
the Ethics Committee a particular factual scenario to
which the inquirer seeks advice regarding his/her pro-
spective conduct.

Title 58—RECREATION

GAME COMMISSION
[ 58 PA. CODE CH. 137 ]
Wildlife; Chronic Wasting Disease

To effectively manage the wildlife resources of this
Commonwealth, the Game Commission (Commission) at
its October 4, 2011, meeting amended § 137.34 (relating
to Chronic Wasting Disease and emergency authority of
Director) to update its terminology and procedures to be
consistent with the Commonwealth’s Interagency Chronic
Wasting Disease Response Plan.

The final-form rulemaking will not have an adverse
impact on the wildlife resources of this Commonwealth.

The authority for the final-form rulemaking is 34
Pa.C.S. (relating to Game and Wildlife Code) (code).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 41
Pa.B. 4637 (August 27, 2011).

1. Purpose and Authority

The recent discovery of Chronic Wasting Disease in a
free-ranging deer in Allegany County, Maryland, just over
10 miles from the Pennsylvania border, prompted a
review and updating of the Commonwealth’s Interagency
Chronic Wasting Disease Response Plan. This update
necessitates amending § 137.34 to bring the terminology
and procedures in the regulation in line with the response
plan.

Section 322(c)(9) of the code (relating to powers and
duties of commission) specifically empowers the Commis-
sion to “Prohibit the possession, importation, exportation
or release of any species of birds or animals which may be
considered dangerous or injurious to the general public or
to the wildlife of this Commonwealth.” Section 2102(a) of
the code (relating to regulations) provides that “The
commission shall promulgate such regulations as it deems
necessary and appropriate concerning game or wildlife
and hunting or furtaking in this Commonwealth, includ-
ing regulations relating to the protection, preservation
and management of game or wildlife and game or wildlife
habitat, permitting or prohibiting hunting or furtaking,
the ways, manner, methods and means of hunting or
furtaking and the health and safety of persons who hunt
or take wildlife or may be in the vicinity of persons who
hunt or take game or wildlife in this Commonwealth.”
The amendments to § 137.34 are adopted under this
authority.

2. Regulatory Requirements

The final-form rulemaking amends § 137.34 by adding
language to update its terminology and procedures to be
consistent with the Commonwealth’s Interagency Chronic
Wasting Disease Response Plan.

3. Persons Affected

Persons wishing to import, hunt, feed, possess or
rehabilitate deer within this Commonwealth will be af-
fected by the final-form rulemaking.

4. Comment and Response Summary

There were no official comments received regarding the
final-form rulemaking.

5. Cost and Paperwork Requirements

The final-form rulemaking should not result in addi-
tional cost or paperwork.

TITLE 58. RECREATION
PART III. GAME COMMISSION
CHAPTER 137. WILDLIFE

§ 137.34. Chronic Wasting Disease and emergency
authority of Director.

(a) The Director has emergency authority to take ac-
tions to mitigate risk factors and to determine the
prevalence and geographic distribution of Chronic Wast-
ing Disease (CWD), if the Director concludes that the
spread of CWD poses a threat to human safety, farm
animals, pets or other cervids within or adjacent to this
Commonwealth.

(1) The Director has emergency authority to:

(i) Prohibit the importation of high risk cervid parts
from areas that are known to harbor CWD.

(i1) Define and designate Disease Management Areas
(DMAs) in this Commonwealth.
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(2) The Director has emergency authority within desig-
nated DMAs to:

(i) Allow the taking of cervids without regard to estab-
lished seasons and bag limits and methods of take.

(ii) Require mandatory checking of hunter-killed
cervids.

(iii) Prohibit the removal of high risk cervid parts.
(iv) Prohibit the rehabilitation of cervids.

(v) Prohibit the use and possession of cervid urine-
based attractants.

(vi) Prohibit the feeding of cervids.

(vii) Prohibit any new permits to possess or transport
live cervids.

(3) Notwithstanding paragraphs (1) and (2), the emer-
gency authority of the Director will not be construed to
extend to the regulation of captive cervids held under 3
Pa.C.S. Chapter 27 (relating to Domestic Animal Law) or
the requirements of a lawful quarantine order issued by
the Department of Agriculture.

(b) It is unlawful for a person to violate a provision of
an Executive Order issued by the Director under the
authority of this section. A person violating this section
will, upon conviction, be sentenced to pay the fine
prescribed in the act.

GAME COMMISSION
[ 58 PA. CODE CH. 147 ]

Special Permits; Furbearer Hunting-Trapping Per-
mits

To effectively manage the wildlife resources of this
Commonwealth, the Game Commission (Commission) at
its October 4, 2011, meeting amended § 147.701 (relating
to general) to reduce the applicability of the Convention
on International Trade in Endangered Species (CITES)
tag to bobcats and international exports only.

The final-form rulemaking will not have an adverse
impact on the wildlife resources of this Commonwealth.

The authority for the final-form rulemaking is 34
Pa.C.S. (relating to Game and Wildlife Code) (code).

Notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 41
Pa.B. 4420 (August 13, 2011).

1. Purpose and Authority

CITES is a comprehensive conservation treaty signed
by 175 countries, including the United States. This
international agreement regulates the commercial trade
of wildlife species and works to ensure that international
trade of species is sustainable and does not threaten their
survival. In relevant part, CITES requires permanent
tags to be affixed to carcasses or parts of species being
exported internationally. The bobcat, while not threatened
with extinction, is listed in CITES and trade is controlled
to protect endangered cats that have fur and parts
similar in appearance; therefore, CITES applies to inter-
national exportation of this species. CITES does not
currently apply to fishers.

Current Commission regulations take this requirement
a step further by requiring permittees to obtain and the

Commission to issue CITES tags for every bobcat and
fisher harvested that will be exported beyond this Com-
monwealth. The Commission has determined that this
requirement is unnecessarily restrictive on permittees,
over burdensome on the Commission and simply not
applicable to fishers. The amendments to § 147.701 will
reduce the applicability of the CITES tag to bobcats and
international exports only.

Section 2102(a) of the code (relating to regulations)
provides that “The commission shall promulgate such
regulations as it deems necessary and appropriate con-
cerning game or wildlife and hunting or furtaking in this
Commonwealth, including regulations relating to the pro-
tection, preservation and management of game or wildlife
and game or wildlife habitat, permitting or prohibiting
hunting or furtaking, the ways, manner, methods and
means of hunting or furtaking, and the health and safety
of persons who hunt or take wildlife or may be in the
vicinity of persons who hunt or take game or wildlife in
this Commonwealth.” The amendments to § 147.701 are
adopted under this authority.

2. Regulatory Requirements

The final-form rulemaking amends § 147.701 by reduc-
ing the applicability of the CITES tag to bobcats and
international exports only.

3. Persons Affected

Persons wishing to export bobcats harvested within this
Commonwealth internationally will be affected by the
final-form rulemaking.

PENNSYLVANIA GAMING CONTROL BOARD
[ 58 PA. CODE CH. 401a]
Corrective Amendment to 58 Pa. Code § 401a.3

The Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board has discov-
ered a discrepancy between the agency text of 58
Pa. Code § 401a.3 (relating to definitions) as deposited
with the Legislative Reference Bureau and published at
37 Pa.B. 2808 (June 23, 2007) and the official text as
codified in the Pennsylvania Code Reporter (Master
Transmittal Sheet No. 412, March 2009) and as currently
appearing in the Pennsylvania Code. The definition of
“licensed entity representative” was printed incorrectly. A
codification error resulted in subparagraphs (i) and (ii)
from the definition of “licensed facility” duplicated in the
definition of “licensed entity representative.”

Therefore, under 45 Pa.C.S. § 901: The Pennsylvania
Gaming Control Board has deposited with the Legislative
Reference Bureau a corrective amendment to 58 Pa. Code
§ 401a.3. The corrective amendment to § 401a.3 is effec-
tive as of March 7, 2009, the date the defective official
text was announced in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The correct version of the definition of “licensed entity
representative” in 58 Pa. Code § 401a.3 appears in Annex
A, with ellipses referring to the existing text of the
regulation.

TITLE. 58. RECREATION
PART VII. GAMING CONTROL BOARD
Subpart A. GENERAL PROVISIONS
CHAPTER 401a. PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS
§ 401a.3. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this part,
have the following meanings, unless the context clearly
indicates otherwise:

* & * & *

Licensed entity representative—A person acting on be-
half of or representing the interest of an applicant,
licensee, permittee or registrant, including an attorney,
agent or lobbyist regarding any matter which may rea-
sonably be expected to come before the Board.

Licensed facility—

(i) The physical land-based location at which a licensed
gaming entity is authorized to place and operate slot
machines including the gaming floor, all restricted areas
servicing slot operations, and food, beverage and retail
outlets and other areas serving the gaming floor which
are located either on or directly accessible from and
adjacent to the gaming floor or the restricted areas
servicing slot operations.

(ii)) The term does not encompass areas or amenities
exclusive to pari-mutuel activities, hotel activities includ-
ing hotel rooms, catering or room service operations
serving a hotel, convention, meeting and mutipurpose
facilities, retail facilities, food and beverage outlets and
other amenities and activities not located on or adjacent
to the gaming floor, or related to slot machine gaming
operations.

Action Plan for the Distribution and Use of Com-
munity Development Block Grant—Recovery
Funds

The Department of Community and Economic Develop-
ment (Department) is proposing a minor amendment to
the Commonwealth’s Action Plan for Federal Fiscal Year
2008 (FFY) and the Program year that began on January
1, 2008. The 2008 Action Plan is an update of the
Commonwealth’s Consolidated Plan for FFY 2004-2008.
Due to revised activities for a small number of grantees,
this minor amendment contains a revised Action Plan for
the distribution and use of Community Development
Block Grant—Recovery (CDBG-R) funds.

The United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) awarded the Commonwealth an allo-
cation of $12,434,921 in CDBG-R funds, as authorized by
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (42
U.S.C.A. § 5301).

The purpose of CDBG-R funds is to provide expedited
funding for community development projects that will
stimulate the economy and provide job creation and job
retention benefits. The Department awarded CDBG-R
funds on a formula basis to local governments, which
includes 13% of the funds for competitive/discretionary
projects. The eligible activities include many of the
regular activities eligible under the CDBG Program with
several exceptions.

The Action Plan also includes the list of projects that
grantees are undertaking using CDBG-R funds and local
government contact information about those projects. This
minor amendment to the Action Plan will be submitted
to HUD on or before December 30, 2011. Copies of
the Action Plan and a list of projects can be obtained
at http://www.newpa.com/strengthen-your-community/
technical-assistance/index.aspx.

Act (IDEA-B). The annual grant application provides
assurances that the Commonwealth’s policies and proce-
dures in effect are consistent with the Federal require-
ments, to ensure that a free appropriate public education
is made available to all children with a disability from 3
to 21 years of age, including children who have been
suspended or expelled from school. The current policies
and procedures are available on the Department’s web
site at www.education.state.pa.us (click on the “Programs”
tab, select “Programs S-Z,” select “Special Education,”
click on “Funding Sources,” select the 2009 link under
IDEA-B Policies and Procedures).

The Education Department General Administrative
Regulations, 34 CFR 300.165 (relating to public participa-
tion), requires that states conduct public hearings, ensure
adequate notice of those hearings and provide an opportu-
nity for public comment, including comment from indi-
viduals with disabilities and parents of children with
disabilities, before adopting policies and procedures. The
Commonwealth must publish the proposed IDEA-B appli-
cation, and current policies and procedures related to
IDEA-B, which can be found by accessing the Pennsylva-
nia Training and Technical Assistance Network’s (PaT-
TAN) web site at www.pattan.net and clicking on the
“Legal” tab at the top of the page to find the link to the

Nursing Facility Assessment Program for Fiscal
Year 2011-2012

This notice announces the amount of the assessment
that the Department of Public Welfare (Department) is
implementing for Fiscal Year (FY) 2011-2012, provides an
explanation of the assessment methodology that the
Department is using in FY 2011-2012 and identifies the
estimated aggregate impact on nursing facilities which
will be subject to the assessment.

Background

Article VIII-A of the Public Welfare Code (code) autho-
rizes the Department to impose an annual monetary
assessment on private and county nursing facilities in
this Commonwealth each fiscal year through FY 2011-
2012. See 62 P. S. §§ 801-A—815-A. Under Article VIII-A
of the code, the Department may impose the assessment
only to the extent that the assessment revenues qualify
as the State share of Medical Assistance (MA) Program
expenditures eligible for Federal financial participation
(FFP). See 62 P.S. § 803-A. To ensure receipt of FFP,
Article VIII-A of the code requires the Department to seek
a waiver from the Federal Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid Services if necessary to implement the Assess-
ment Program. See 62 P. S. § 812-A.

For each fiscal year that the Assessment Program is
implemented, the code authorizes the Secretary of the
Department (Secretary) to determine the aggregate
amount of the assessment and the annual assessment
rate in consultation with the Secretary of the Budget. See
62 P.S. § 804-A. The law specifies that annual assess-
ment rates must be sufficient to generate at least $50
million in additional revenue, but not more than the
maximum aggregate assessment amount that qualifies for
Federal matching funds. See 62 P. S. § 805-A.

The Secretary must publish a notice in the Pennsylva-
nia Bulletin before imposing an annual assessment for an
FY. The notice must specify the amount of the assessment
being proposed, explain the proposed assessment method-
ology, identify the estimated assessment amount and
aggregate impact on nursing facilities subject to the
assessment and provide interested persons a 30-day
period to comment. See 62 P. S. § 805-A.

After consideration of any comments received during
the 30-day comment period, the Secretary must publish a
second notice announcing the rate of assessment for the
FY. See 62 P.S. § 805-A. The annual aggregate assess-
ment amount and assessment rate for the FY must be
approved by the Governor. See 62 P. S. § 804-A.

The Secretary published a notice in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin at 41 Pa.B. 3302 (June 25, 2011) announcing the
proposed assessment rates, the aggregate amount and the
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impact for FY 2011-2012. No comments were received by
the Department in response to the proposed rates notice.

Assessment Methodology and Rates for FY 2011-2012

The following nursing facilities will continue to be
exempt from the Assessment Program in FY 2011-2012:

(1) State owned and operated nursing facilities.
(2) Veteran’s Administration nursing facilities.

(3) Nursing facilities that have not been licensed and
operated by the current or previous owner for the full
calendar quarter prior to the calendar quarter in which
an assessment is collected.

(4) Nursing facilities that provide nursing facility ser-
vices free of charge to all residents.

The Department will assess nonexempt nursing facil-
ities at two rates. One rate will apply to three categories
of nursing facilities: county nursing facilities; nursing
facilities that have 50 or fewer licensed beds; and
grandfathered Continuin% Care Retirement Community
(CCRC) nursing facilities.” The other rate will apply to all
other nonexempt facilities, including nursing facilities
that began participation in a CCRC on or after July 1,
2010. Using the applicable rate, the Department will
calculate each nonexempt facility’s quarterly assessment
amount by multiplying its assessment rate by the facili-
ty’s non-Medicare resident days during the calendar
quarter that immediately preceded the assessment quar-
ter. This rate structure is the same structure that was
used in FY 2010-2011.

Although the Department will maintain the same basic
rate structure for FY 2011-2012, the Department is
increasing the assessment rates for nonexempt nursing
facilities from the rates in FY 2010-2011. For FY 2011-
2012, the assessment rates for nonexempt nursing facil-
ities will be as follows:

(1) For county nursing facilities, for nursing facilities
that have 50 or fewer licensed beds, and for
grandfathered CCRC nursing facilities, the assessment
rate will be $6.59 per non-Medicare resident day.

(2) For all other nonexempt nursing facilities, the
assessment rate will be $28.04 per non-Medicare resident
day.

Assessment payments are due the last day of the
Assessment quarter or 30 days after publication of this
final notice, whichever is later.

The Assessment Program due dates, along with supple-
mental payment dates, will be available on the Depart-
ment’s web site at http://www.dpw.state.pa.us/provider/
doingbusinesswithdpw/longtermcarecasemixinformation/
index.htm.

! The Department will consider a nursing facility to be a grandfathered CCRC
nursing facility if it meets either of the following:

(1) The nursing facility was assessed the CCRC assessment rate prior to July 1,
2010, and continues to qualify for the CCRC assessment rate under the guidelines
under which it was approved for the CCRC rate.

(2) The nursing facility was not assessed at the CCRC assessment rate prior to July
1, 2010, but the nursing facility meets all of the following:

(1) The nursing facility submitted a request to the Department to be assessed at the
CCRC rate on or before June 23, 2010.

(ii) The CCRC which controls or owns the nursing facility submitted an application
for a certificate of authority (COA) to the Insurance Department on or before June 23,
2010.

(iii) The nursing facility demonstrates that the CCRC incurred significant costs
prior to June 5, 2010, in pursuing certification as a CCRC. (Examples of significant
costs include costs incurred to obtain plan or site reviews, an enforceable construction
contract, lease, contract for consulting services, zoning and certificate of occupancy.)

(iv) The nursing facility qualifies for the CCRC rate under the criteria in effect for
FY 2009-2010 published at 40 Pa.B. 767 (February 6, 2010).

(v) The CCRC receives a COA during FY 2010-2011.

Aggregate Assessment Amounts and Fiscal Impact

The Department estimates that the annual aggregate
assessment fees for nonexempt nursing facilities will total
$434.130 million. The Department will use the State
revenue derived from the assessment fees and any associ-
ated Federal matching funds to support payments to
qualified MA nursing facility providers in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations.

3. Play Symbols: Each Pennsylvania The Lucky Spot
instant lottery game ticket will contain one play area
consisting of “SPOT #1,” “SPOT #2,” “SPOT #3” and
“SPOT #4.” Each “SPOT” is played separately. The play
symbols and their captions located in each “SPOT” are:
Diamond (DIAM) symbol, Piggy Bank (PIGBNK) symbol,
Star (STAR) symbol, Cherry (CHRY) symbol, Rainbow
(RAINBW) symbol, Bar (BAR) symbol, Bell (BELL) sym-
bol and a Horse Shoe (LUCKY) symbol.

4. Prize Symbols: The prize symbols and their captions
located in the “prize” area of each “SPOT” are: FREE

In accordance with 61 Pa. Code § 871.21 (relating to
future changes to Powerball), the Secretary of Revenue
(Secretary) announces the following changes to the
Powerball regulations.

The Secretary, having determined that it is impractical
and contrary to the public interest to defer notice to the
public of changes to the Powerball game, has given actual
knowledge of the document to the persons whom the
document is primarily directed in accordance with 1
Pa. Code § 13.74 (relating to effectiveness prior to publi-
cation) by press release dated on or before December 16,
2011, of the following changes to the Powerball regula-
tions.

These changes will affect ticket sales beginning on
Sunday, January 15, 2012, for the Powerball drawing on
Wednesday, January 18, 2012. The changes to the regula-
tion will be codified as paragraph (5) in 61 Pa. Code
§ 871.22 (relating to changes to Powerball):

(5) Changes effective for Powerball tickets sold on or
after January 15, 2012:

(1) Section 871.2(a) (relating to game description and
purpose). Powerball is a five out of 59 plus one out of 35
on-line lottery game which pays the grand prize on an
annuitized, parimutuel basis. Except as provided in this
chapter, all other prizes are paid on a set cash basis.

(i1) Section 871.3 (relating to definitions).

Grand prize winnings pool—An amount constituting
31.9756% of gross sales from all participating states for a
particular Powerball game drawing for the purpose of
paying winning grand prizes in that drawing. The grand
prize winnings pool includes prize money allocated to the
grand prize category from prior Powerball game drawings
in which there were no winning grand prize tickets. A
portion of this pool is used to fund prize reserve accounts
until those accounts achieve maximum balances.

Panel or game panel—One of five areas of the
Powerball bet slip that contains two number grids. The
upper grids (first set numbers) contain 59 squares, each
numbered 1 through 59 and the lower grids (second set
numbers) contain 35 squares, each numbered 1 through
35. Each panel is lettered either A, B, C, D or E.

Powerball number or second set number—The number
selected from the second group of numbers, from 1
through 35, appearing in the lower grid of a Powerball
game panel.

Quick pick—The random selection by the Lottery’s
computer system of five numbers from 1 through 59 and
a Powerball number from 1 through 35 that appear on a
ticket in the Powerball game.

Second set numbers—The second group of numbers,
from 1 through 35, appearing in the lower grid of a
Powerball game panel.

Set prize winnings pool—An amount constituting
18.0244% of gross sales for the current drawing and any
monies carried forward from previous draws.

Ticket—A Powerball ticket, produced by an on-line
terminal from a licensed on-line retailer in an authorized
manner, containing a letter prefix followed by five se-
lected numbers from 1 through 59 and a single selected
Powerball number from 1 through 35 for each basic play,
ticket validation number data, drawing date, amount bet
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and any applicable promotion exercised by the player.
Each set of five numbers and the Powerball number
constitutes a basic play of which there may be one or
more, up to five on a ticket.

Winning numbers—Six numbers, the first five numbers
from 1 through 59, and the Powerball number from 1
through 35, selected at a Powerball drawing and subse-
quently validated by the MUSL, which shall be used to
determine the winning Powerball plays.

Editor’s note: This is a partial listing of the definitions
applicable to Powerball. See § 871.3 (relating to defini-
tions) for additional definitions.

(i) Section 871.5 (relating to ticket price). A Powerball
ticket shall cost $2 per play. The power play option may
be exercised, at the discretion of the player, for an
additional $1 per play.

(iv) Section 871.6(a) (relating to Powerball bet slip and
ticket characteristics and restrictions). For each basic play
the player shall select, or request quick pick selection by
the computer, five numbers and a single Powerball num-
ber, in one or more of the game panels on a Powerball bet
slip. Powerball bet slips shall be available at no cost to
the player. The minimum entry is $2. For $2, play one
game; for $4, play two games; for $6, play three games;
for $8, play four games; for $10, play five games. Players
are also given the option to select a promotion verbally or
on the bet slip at the time of purchase for an additional
$1 for each play. Game panels shall be played in alpha-
betical order in accordance with the instructions printed
on the Powerball bet slip. A Powerball bet slip has no
pecuniary or prize value and does not constitute evidence
of the purchase of a ticket or the numbers selected.

(v) Section 871.6(b). To purchase a ticket, players shall,
in addition to the purchase price, submit a completed
Powerball bet slip, or request number selections either by
quick pick or manual terminal entry to an on-line retailer
to have a ticket issued. To purchase a ticket at a Lottery
self-service terminal that dispenses terminal-based Lot-

tery tickets, the player shall designate the drawing date
or dates for which the ticket is entered, number selections
and may exercise the power play promotion for an
additional $1 per play. The player may use a bet slip or
the Quick Pick option at a Lottery self-service terminal
that dispenses terminal-based Lottery tickets. The ticket
shall contain five selected numbers and a single selected
Powerball number for each play, ticket validation number
data, drawing date, amount bet and any applicable
promotion exercised by the player. This ticket shall be the
only valid receipt for claiming a prize. The ticket shall
only be valid for the drawing date or dates printed on the
ticket. Retailers are not permitted to allow the attach-
ment of any remote devices to a lottery terminal to enter
plays except as otherwise provided in the MUSL rules.

(vi) Section 871.6(c). If Powerball bet slips are unavail-
able, number selections may be given to an on-line
retailer in groups of five number selections and one
Powerball number selection per game section for each $2
wagered as a basic play. The player may exercise the
power play promotion for an additional $1 per play. The
retailer shall manually enter the selections into the
computer terminal.

(vii) Section 871.7(b) (relating to time, place and man-
ner of conducting drawing). Place of drawing. A Powerball
drawing will be conducted in a location selected by the
MUSL.

(viii) Section 871.7(c). Manner of conducting drawing.
The MUSL will draw at random five numbers from a set
of balls numbered 1 through 59 and one Powerball
number from a set of balls numbered 1 through 35 with
the aid of mechanical drawing equipment. The drawings
will be observed by security personnel and independent
auditors and the validity of a drawing will be solely
determined by the MUSL.

(viv) Section 871.8(a) (relating to expected prize payout
percentages). Determination of expected prize payout per-
centages is as follows:

(i) The amount allocated to the set prize tiers and
carried forward from previous draws, if any.

(ii) An amount from the MUSL set prize reserve ac-
count, if available, not to exceed $40,000,000 per
Powerball drawing.

(xi) Section 871.15 (relating to unclaimed prize money).

(xiii) Section 871.20(a) (relating to power play promo-
tion). The power play promotion shall be available in
association with the Powerball game and will continue
until the Secretary publicly announces a suspension or
termination thereof. The power play promotion will be
conducted in accordance with the Powerball rules except
that players may purchase the power play option to
increase set prizes won as a result of a Powerball
drawing. The Powerball grand prize will not be eligible
for an increase under the power play promotion. The
Secretary will on occasion announce, as a special promo-
tion, higher promotional prize amounts to be won with
the power play promotion.

(xiv) Section 871.20(c) is deleted in its entirety.

(xv) Section 871.20(d). Powerball tickets that contain
the power play option and one or more plays eligible for
Powerball second through ninth category prizes identified
in § 871.8(a) (relating to expected prize payout percent-
ages) shall be entitled to a total set prize identified in
§ 871.20(j) (relating to power play promotion), unless a
higher limited promotional prize amount is announced by
the Secretary.

(xvi) Section 871.20(e). The prize pool for power play
set prizes shall consist of up to 49.96% of power play
sales after Powerball prize reserve accounts are funded to
the amounts set by the MUSL. The prize pool percentage
allocated to power play set prizes shall be carried forward
to subsequent power play drawings if all or a portion of
the percentage is not required to pay the set prizes for
the current power play drawing.

(xvii) Section 871.20(f). An additional 0.04% of power
play sales may be collected and placed in prize reserve
accounts until the prize reserve accounts meet the
amounts designated by the MUSL. Any amount remain-

tained by the Secretary for payment to the person
entitled to it. If within 1 year of the drawing date on the
ticket, no claim is made on a winning play, as determined
by the Secretary, the right to claim prize money termi-
nates. For set prizes, the prize money will be paid into
the State Lottery Fund and used for purposes otherwise
provided for by statute. Unclaimed grand prize funds will
be distributed among all MUSL Lotteries in proportion to
each lottery’s sales for the grand prize drawing.

(xii) Section 871.19 (relating to probability of winning).

(xviii) Section 871.20(g). If, with respect to a single
Powerball drawing, the total of the Powerball set prizes
without the power play option and the Powerball set
prizes increased by the power play option exceeds the
percentage of the prize pools allocated to the set prizes,
the amount needed to fund those combined set prizes
shall be drawn from the following sources in the following
order:

(1) The amount allocated to the set prizes and carried
forward from previous Powerball drawings, if any.

(2) An amount from the Powerball set prize reserve
account, if available, not to exceed $40,000,000 per draw-
ing.

(xix) Section 871.20(h). If the sources set forth in
subsection (g) are depleted and there still are not suffi-
cient funds to pay the set prizes for a particular
Powerball drawing, the highest set prize, including the
prize increased by the power play option, shall become a
parimutuel prize. If the amount of the highest set prize,
when paid as a parimutuel prize, is less than or equal to
the next highest set prize and there are still not sufficient
funds to pay the remaining prizes, the next highest set
prize, including the prize increased by the power play
option, shall become a parimutuel prize. If necessary
under the same test set forth in the preceding sentence,
each succeeding set prize level shall be converted to a
parimutuel prize, in order, until all set prizes become
parimutuel.

Section 3(e) of the Public Official Compensation Act, the act of September 30, 1983 (P. L. 160, No. 39) as amended by
section 2 of the act of October 19, 1995 (P. L. 324, No. 51) mandates that the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, State Treasurer, Auditor General, Attorney General, and the heads of the departments and members of boards
and commissions shall be increased by applying the percentage change in the Consumer Price Index for All Urban
Consumers (CPI-U) for the Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Delaware and Maryland area for the most recent 12 month period
for which figures have been officially reported by the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics
(BLS) immediately prior to the date adjustment is due to take effect.

As required by section 3(e) of the Public Official Compensation Law, the Governor has determined, based on the change
in the CPI-U (PA-DE-NJ-MD) over the past 12 months as reported by BLS on November 16, 2011, that the salaries
covered by that law shall be increased by 3.0% effective January 1, 2012.
