Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances when the agency may
omit the proposal step; it still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency

wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacode.com.

Source Notes give you the history of the docu-
ments. To see if there have been recent changes, not
yet codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code
Chapters Affected in the most recent issue of the
Pennsylvania Bulletin.

A chronological table of the history of Pennsylva-
nia Code sections may be found at www.legis.state.
pa.us.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred. The Pennsylvania
Bulletin is available at www.pabulletin.com.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Whereas, the challenging economic climate and resultant budgetary
constraints necessitate that state government operate with maximum
efficiency and within its means; and

tion of state government are no longer sufficient to address the challenges
posed by the current economic environment; and

Whereas, the administration has been exploring the most efficient and
cost effective ways to deliver state services, through meetings with other
states to review best practices and meetings with internal and external
advisors regarding privatization and innovation; and

Whereas, the Governor has determined that a dedicated and centralized
commonwealth office, capable of working with the private and public
sectors, would be best suited to drive commonwealth innovation, efficiency,
cost saving solutions and track fiscal performance.

Now, Therefore, 1, Tom Corbett, Governor of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and other laws of the commonwealth do
hereby establish the Governor’s Innovation Office in the Governor’s Office of
Administration and do order and direct as follows:

§ 1.601. Purpose.
The purpose of the Governor’s Innovation Office (Office) is to create:

(1) An office dedicated to improving efficiency and productivity in State
government operations through innovation, enhancing multiagency and
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THE GOVERNOR

enterprise-wide coordination and maximizing use of internal and external
resources to deliver significant cost savings to the Commonwealth.

(2) A portfolio of projects, that advances the Governor’s priorities and
identifies ways, consistent with existing initiatives, to enhance revenues,
leverage and best utilize internal and external resources and provide a
renewed emphasis on government innovation and customer service.

§ 1.602. Responsibilities.

(a) The Governor’s Innovation Office (Office) shall be housed within the
Governor’s Office of Administration and managed by a Director appointed by
the Secretary of the Office of Administration. The Office shall:

(1) Utilize agency and private sector individuals with expertise in innova-
tion or in the subject matter to advance specific projects to maximize use of
internal and external resources as appropriate.

(2) Create and maintain a portfolio of initiatives, as approved by the
Steering Committee, that directly represents the Governor’s priorities and
monitors and regularly reports the status of initiatives to the Steering
Committee.

(3) Identify innovation opportunities and sponsors for initiatives who
would be the appropriate agency or party taking lead responsibility for
achieving a defined goal or project.

(4) Ensure that projects assigned to specific agencies or other sponsors
are completed successfully and that sponsorship support is maintained.

(5) Present new project opportunities to the Steering Committee.

(6) Remain fully and continuously engaged with agencies to identify new
project needs and opportunities.

(b) The Steering Committee shall direct the activities of the Office and:

(1) Work with internal and external advisors as may be appropriate to
advance the purpose of the Office.

(2) Advise and provide guidance to the Office in identifying innovation
initiatives on an enterprise-wide and multiagency level across State govern-
ment.

(3) Ensure that the priorities and initiatives of the Office align with the
strategic objectives of the Governor.

(4) Approve a portfolio for the Office that prioritizes innovation and
cost-reducing measures to be implemented by the Office.

§ 1.603. Composition.
The Steering Committee shall consist of:

(1) The Secretary of the Governor’s Office of Administration, to serve as
Chairperson.

(2) The Director of the Governor’s Innovation Office, to serve as Secretary.
(3) The Director of Policy and Planning of the Office of the Governor.

(4) The Secretary of the Department of General Services.

(5) The Secretary of the Governor’s Office of the Budget.

(6) Other individuals as the Governor may appoint, to serve at the
pleasure of the Governor.

§ 1.604. Responsibilities of Commonwealth agencies.

Commonwealth agencies shall form agency innovation teams under
direction from the Governor’s Innovation Office (Office). The agency head
shall select the agency team members. Agency innovation teams are
responsible for implementing innovation initiatives defined by the Office
and identifying new innovation opportunities and needs. Commonwealth
agencies shall provide the Office with the support, resources and informa-
tion necessary to fulfill its duties.

Pennsylvania; and

Whereas, there is a need to always remain vigilant and to develop the
requisite policies, programs and processes along with public and private
resources to establish and maintain productive partnerships with the
military installations and organizations and defense related regions in
Pennsylvania; and

Whereas, there is a need to always be prepared to openly welcome all new
federally-related missions, organizations and operations into the common-
wealth; and

Whereas, there is a need for a Pennsylvania organization to be tasked
with the responsibility of communicating recommendations, policies, plans
and processes to each military installation and organization within the
commonwealth in order to enhance their military value and to ensure the
commonwealth becomes an exemplary host for all military organizations,
the military and civilian members and their families.

Now, Therefore, I, Tom Corbett, Governor of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and other laws, do hereby establish the
Pennsylvania Military Community Protection Commission as herein set

§ 6.531. Purpose.

The purpose of the Pennsylvania Military Community Protection Commis-
sion (Commission) shall be to assist the Governor by providing recommenda-
tions and input to enhance the military value of installations, organizations
and defense related regions within this Commonwealth by providing and
implementing the requisite recommendations, policies, plans and processes
to achieve that goal. The Commission shall also assist in providing an
understanding within the United States Department of Defense that this
Commonwealth is a great place for the military and the defense related
personnel and their families to live, work and recreate.

§ 6.532. Responsibilities.

(a) The responsibilities of the Pennsylvania Military Community Protec-
tion Commission (Commission) are to:

(1) Closely monitor the activities at the Federal level regarding an
initiative or proposal which will affect either positively or negatively a
military installation or organization and defense related regions in this
Commonwealth.

(2) Establish a viable and long-term relationship with each military
installation, organization and defense related region.

(3) Assist with the expansion of economic development opportunities and
defense related industry regions within this Commonwealth.

(4) Educate and engage the stakeholders at the Federal, State and local
levels and in the public and private sectors in the enhancement and
preservation of military installations and organizations and defense related
regions in this Commonwealth.

(5) Advocate at the Federal, State and local levels for the enhancement of
military installations and organizations and defense related regions in this
Commonwealth so that these entities fully support the Nation’s military
stationed at home and abroad.

(6) Coordinate and provide oversight over all aspects of the Common-
wealth’s initiative to enhance the military value of the installations and
organizations and defense related regions in this Commonwealth.

(b) The Commission shall report its activities at least quarterly to the
Governor or a designated representative.

(¢) The Department of Community and Economic Development (Depart-
ment) shall establish the Office of the Executive Director of the Commission
and staff the office as deemed necessary by the Commission Chairperson
and the Department to fulfill the Commission’s purpose and responsibilities.
Consultants will be employed as deemed necessary by the Commission in
consultation with the Department.

§ 6.533. Composition.

(a) The Lieutenant Governor shall serve as the Chairperson of the
Pennsylvania Military Community Protection Commission (Commission).
Other members of the Commission shall consist of the following:
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(1) Four members of the Military Installations and Base Development
Caucus appointed as follows:

(i) One member by the President Pro Tempore of the Senate.

(i1) One member by the Minority Leader of the Senate.

(iii) One member by the Speaker of the House of Representatives.

(iv) One member by the Minority Leader of the House of Representatives.

(2) A member appointed by the Governor who has experience at the
senior level of the military and is familiar with the operations represented
by the installations and organizations stationed in this Commonwealth.

(8) Other members, as appointed by the Governor, who shall serve at the
pleasure of the Governor, who are representatives of the military installa-
tions or organizations stationed in this Commonwealth and who have
knowledge of the mission and operations of the installation or organization
they will represent.

(4) An executive director, appointed by the Governor who is employed by
the Department of Community and Economic Development, who shall serve
at the pleasure of the Governor.

(b) Members of the Commission receive no compensation for their ser-
vices. Members will be reimbursed for travel and related expenses in
accordance with Commonwealth policy. See Chapter 40 (relating to travel
and subsistence).

§ 6.534. Terms of membership.

(a) Members shall be appointed for terms of 2 years and continue to serve
until successors are appointed. A member may be reappointed for one or
more additional terms. Members appointed by the Governor serve at the
pleasure of the Governor.

(b) If a vacancy occurs on the Pennsylvania Military Community Protec-
tion Commission (Commission), a successor shall be appointed in accordance
with § 6.533 (relating to composition). The successor shall be appointed for
a full 2-year term. A successor may be reappointed for one or more
additional terms.

(¢) A member who is absent from two consecutive meetings of the
Commission, without excuse, shall forfeit membership on the Commission.

§ 6.535. Responsibilities of Commonwealth agencies.

Commonwealth agencies, boards and commissions under the Governor’s
jurisdiction shall cooperate fully with the Pennsylvania Military Community
Protection Commission on the implementation of this subchapter.

§ 6.536. Effective date.
This subchapter takes effect immediately.
§ 6.537. Termination date.

This subchapter will remain in effect unless revised or modified by the
Governor.

TITLE 246. MINOR COURT CIVIL RULES
PART I. GENERAL
CHAPTER 300. CIVIL ACTION
SATISFACTION OF MONEY JUDGMENTS

Rule 341. Request for Entry of Satisfaction; Service;
Entry of Satisfaction.

A. If a judgment debtor has paid in full, settled, or
otherwise complied with a judgment rendered in a magis-
terial district court, anyone interested in the judgment
may request the entry of satisfaction of the judgment by
filing a written request in the office of the magisterial
district judge who rendered the judgment.

B. A request for entry of satisfaction by anyone other
than the judgment creditor must be served upon the
judgment creditor in accordance with the rules in the 300
Series regarding service of the complaint.
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C. Within 90 days from the date of service of the
request for entry of satisfaction, the judgment creditor
shall enter satisfaction in the office of the magisterial
district judge in which the request for entry of satisfac-
tion was filed.

Official Note: Subdivision A provides a mechanism for
a judgment debtor, or anyone interested in the judgment,
to file a written request for entry of satisfaction in the
office of the magisterial district judge who rendered the
judgment. See Section 8104(a) of the Judicial Code, 42
Pa.C.S. § 8104(a).

Subdivision B is intended to provide a number of
alternative methods of service. See Rules 307, 308, 309,
310, 311, 312 and 313. When permitted, service by mail
should be at the option of the person filing the request for
entry of satisfaction. The requester shall be required to
pay for all costs associated with initiating entry of
satisfaction. If the requester is unable to locate or
otherwise serve the request upon the judgment
creditor, the requester may need to seek alternative
service pursuant to Pa.R.C.P. 430.

Upon the entry of satisfaction, the judgment debtor
may file a true copy of the entry of satisfaction in any
other magisterial district court in which the judgment
may have been entered pursuant to Rule 402. Nothing in
this rule is intended to suggest that it is the obligation of
the judgment creditor to enter satisfaction in any court
other than the court specified in subdivision C.

These procedures also apply to satisfaction of money
judgments rendered in actions for the recovery of posses-
sion of real property (landlord/tenant actions). See Rules
514 and 518.

If a judgment creditor does not comply with the
provisions of this rule, the judgment debtor may proceed
under Rule 342.

A party may contest the entry of satisfaction by filing a
petition to strike the entry of satisfaction with the court
of common pleas.

CHAPTER 400. ENFORCEMENT OF JUDGMENTS
RENDERED BY MAGISTERIAL DISTRICT JUDGES
FOR THE PAYMENT OF MONEY

Rule 402. Request for Order of Execution. Entry of
Judgment in Court of Common Pleas.

A. Execution of a judgment for the payment of money
rendered by a magisterial district judge may be ordered
by a magisterial district judge in whose office the judg-
ment was rendered or entered, provided the plaintiff files
in that office

(1) not before the expiration of 30 days from the date
the judgment is entered by the magisterial district judge,
and

(2) within five years of that date, a request for an order
of execution.

B. The request form shall be attached to the order,
return and other matters required by these rules.

C. The plaintiff may enter the judgment, for the pur-
pose of requesting an order of execution thereon, in an
office of a magisterial district judge other than that in
which it was rendered only if levy is to be made outside
the county in which the judgment was rendered and the
office in which the judgment is entered for execution is
that of the magisterial district judge whose magisterial
district is situated in the county in which levy is to be
made.

The plaintiff may enter the judgment in such other
office by filing therein a copy of the record of the
proceedings containing the judgment, certifed to be a true
copy by the magisterial district judge in whose existing
office the judgment was rendered or by any other official
custodian of the record.

D. (1) The plaintiff may enter the judgment in the
court of common pleas in any county. When so entered,
the indexing, revival and execution of the judgment shall
be in accordance with procedures applicable in the court
of common pleas.

(2) The judgment may be entered in the court of
common pleas by filing with the prothonotary a copy of
the record of the proceedings containing the judgment,
certified to be a true copy by the magisterial district
judge in whose office the judgment was rendered or by
any other official custodian of the record.

(3) The judgment may be entered in the court of
common pleas after 30 days from the date the judgment
is entered by the magisterial district judge. The judgment
may not be entered in the court of common pleas after
five years from the date the judgment is entered by the
magisterial district judge.

(4) Within 14 days of entering the judgment in the
court of common pleas, the plaintiff shall file a
copy of the common pleas docket with the magiste-
rial district court that entered the judgment, and
the magisterial district court shall vacate the judg-
ment from its docket.

(5) Except as provided in subparagraph [ D(5) ] D(6)
of this rule, once the judgment is entered in the court of
common pleas all further process must come from the
court of common pleas and no further process may be
issued by the magisterial district judge.

[ 5)] (6) The magisterial district judge shall enter
satisfaction on the docket of the magisterial district court
proceedings upon the filing by any party in interest of a
certified copy of the docket entries of the court of common
pleas showing the judgment and satisfaction have been
entered in the court of common pleas.

E. (1) As used in this rule, a judgment marked
“expired” is a judgment that cannot be satisfied,
revived, or vacated because the five year period
designated in Rule 402 has elapsed.

(2) If the plaintiff does not request an order of
execution in a magisterial district court or enter
the judgment in a court of common pleas within
five years of the date the judgment was entered by
the magisterial district judge, then the judgment
shall be marked expired.

Official Note: Under subdivision A of this rule, the
execution proceedings are commenced by requesting an
“order of execution.” The request may not be filed before
the expiration of 30 days after the date the judgment is
entered by the magisterial district judge. This will give
the defendant an opportunity to obtain a supersedeas
within the appeal period. The request must be filed
within five years of the date the judgment is entered by
the magisterial district judge. No provision has been
made for revival of a judgment in magisterial district
court proceedings.

Subdivision C provides for entering the judgment, for
the purpose of requesting an order of execution, in an
office of a magisterial district judge other than that in
which the judgment was rendered when levy is to be
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made outside the county in which the judgment was
rendered. Compare Pa. R.C.P. No. 3002.

As to subdivision D, see Section 1516 of the Judicial
Code, 42 Pa.C.S. § 1516. The 30 day limitation in the
rule appears to be required by this Section. Certification
by the magisterial district judge should not be done
before the expiration of 30 days after the date of entry of
the judgment. The only method available to renew a
judgment would be to record the judgment in the Protho-
notary’s office prior to the expiration of the five-year
period and then follow the applicable Rules of Civil
Procedure for the revival of judgments. See Pa. R.C.P. No.
3025 et seq. Also, subdivision D makes clear that when
the judgment is entered in the court of common pleas, all
further process shall come from the court of common
pleas and that no further process shall be issued by the
magisterial district judge except that the magisterial
district judge shall enter on the magisterial district court
docket proof of satisfaction of a judgment that had been
entered in the court of common pleas and subsequently
satisfied in that court. This exception is necessary so that
procedures exist for entering satisfaction of all judgments
with the magisterial district court, regardless of whether
the judgment has been certified to and satisfied in the
court of common pleas. A plaintiff filing a judgment in
the court of common pleas is required to file a copy
of the common pleas docket with the magisterial
district court that entered the docket, and the
magisterial district court will then vacate its judg-
ment. This step ensures that only the enforceable
common pleas judgment will be reportable as an
outstanding liability of the defendant.

Subdivision E provides that a judgment shall be
marked expired if the plaintiff does not request an
order of execution in a magisterial district court or
enter the judgment in a court of common pleas
within five years of the date the judgment was
entered by the magisterial district judge. Limiting
the time period for entry of the judgment to five
years will give a plaintiff sufficient time to act
without indefinitely penalizing a defendant.

REPORT

Proposed Amendments to the Official Note to Rule
341, and Rule 402 of the Minor Court Civil Rules

Civil Actions: Time Limits for Requesting an Order
of Execution or Entering Judgment in a Court of
Common Pleas

I. Introduction and Background

The Minor Court Rules Committee (the “Committee”) is
proposing amendments to the rules of procedure govern-
ing civil actions before magisterial district judges. The
goal of these changes is to clarify (1) a defendant’s options
when a plaintiff cannot be located or otherwise served
with a request for entry of satisfaction of judgment, and
(2) the status of a judgment when a plaintiff has not
executed it or entered it at a court of common pleas
within the five year period set forth in Pa.R.C.PM.D.J.
No. 402, as well as to require that a plaintiff provide a
copy of the common pleas docket when the plaintiff has
entered a magisterial district court judgment with the
court of common pleas.

The Committee received reports that some defendants
have encountered difficulties when attempting to serve
plaintiffs with requests to enter satisfaction of judgment
because the plaintiffs have either moved, died, or are
otherwise unavailable (e.g., corporate dissolution). Under
current Pa.R.C.PM.D.J. No. 341, the judgment creditor

must be served with the request and enter satisfaction of
the judgment. Additionally, the Committee was advised
that where a plaintiff enters a judgment at a court of
common pleas pursuant to Pa.R.C.P.M.D.J. No. 402D, the
judgment in the magisterial district court remains open
and active because the magisterial district court is not
advised of the action at common pleas. Moreover, it is
incumbent upon the plaintiff to adhere to the require-
ment in Pa.R.C.PM.D.J. No. 402D(4), and not take
further action in the magisterial district court. Finally,
the Committee also considered the scenario where five
years from the date of the judgment has elapsed, and the
plaintiff has not taken any action to either execute on the
judgment in a magisterial district court, or enter it in a
court of common pleas pursuant to Pa.R.C.PM.D.J. No.
402. In all of these instances, defendants can be subject to
adverse credit reporting because of these magisterial
district court judgments, yet they have no effective means
to update the record.

II. Proposed Rule Changes

A. Official Note to Rule 341: The Committee observed
that rules governing civil practice before magisterial
district judges do not provide for motions practice or a
mechanism by which a defendant could demonstrate
efforts to serve the plaintiff with the request for entry of
satisfaction of judgment. Accordingly, the Committee is
proposing amending the Official Note to Rule 341 to
direct the defendant to the alternative service procedures
in the courts of common pleas, specifically Pa.R.C.P. 430.
In doing so, a defendant may be able to demonstrate to a
judge of that court good faith efforts to locate the
plaintiff, and receive an order directing a method of
service, which, when satisfied, could satisfy the require-
ments of Pa.R.C.P.M.D.J. No. 341.

B. Rule 402: First, the Committee examined the situa-
tion where a plaintiff enters a judgment rendered by a
magisterial district court with the court of common pleas.
In these instances, the magisterial district court judg-
ment remains open and active, and there is no current
reporting mechanism that notifies the magisterial district
court that the plaintiff has filed the judgment with the
court of common pleas. Thus, the defendant could be
subject to having two open judgments—one on the records
of the magisterial district court, and the other at the
court of common pleas. The Committee seeks to cure this
problem by amending Rule 402 to add a requirement that
a plaintiff that has entered a judgment in the court of
common pleas must file a copy of the common pleas
docket with the magisterial district court that entered the
judgment, and that court will vacate the judgment from
its docket. With this proposed change, the Committee
anticipates that defendants will not be adversely affected
by having two open judgments.

Next, the Committee examined situations where a
plaintiff does not execute on a judgment or enter it at the
court of common pleas within the five year period pre-
scribed by Pa.R.C.PM.D.J. No. 402, rendering the judg-
ment unenforceable. The Committee discussed the need to
more accurately reflect the status of such judgments, and
suggests marking such judgments “expired” after the five
year period has elapsed. Doing so will properly indicate
that such a judgment is one that can no longer be
enforced via the processes set forth in Pa.R.C.P.M.D.J.
No. 402.

(c)(2) Website—Access to the Website

(1) Website. If a filing party elects to commence an
appeal by electronic filing, the tax assessment appeal
papers shall be filed electronically through the Clerk
of Judicial Records—Civil Division’s Electronic Filing
System “Odyssey File and Serve” (OFS) which shall
be accessible through the Lehigh County Website,
www.lehighcounty.org

(i1) Access to the Website. To obtain access to the
Electronic Filing System, counsel and any unrepresented
party must apply for and receive a User Name and
Password.

(d)(1) Payment of Filing Fees

(i) The Clerk of Judicial Records—Civil Division will
accept for payment of all filing fees cash, checks, and the
following credit and debit cards: American Express
(AMEX), Discover, MasterCard, and Visa.

(i) The credit or debit card will be charged with the
convenience fee dictated by the credit card vendor for fees
other than those charged for electronic filing.

(e) Reserved
(f) Local Procedures

As authorized by Pa.R.C.P.No. 205.4(f), the following
local administrative procedures are adopted:

(i) As provided by Pa.R.C.P.No. 1023.1, the required
signature on an electronic filing of legal papers is estab-
lished by submission of a filing and the application of a
digitized signature or the name of the filer proceeded by
/s/ accompanied by the attorney’s printed name or a
scanned document with an original signature. Verification
shall be achieved through the use of an email address
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and a password obtained from the OFS System. The OFS
system will verify the user ID against the state ID
number. Verification for parties other than attorneys will
be verified through the user ID.

(i) The legal paper must include a signature block, and
the name of the filing party under whose user name and
password the legal filing is submitted.

(iii) The Clerk of Judicial Records—Civil Division shall
provide to all email addresses registered by the submit-
ting party a Courtesy Email acknowledging that the legal
paper was received. An Official Notification will be dis-
played in the Electronic Filing System, which includes
the time and date, as a pending filing awaiting the clerk’s
approval. Within six (6) business hours of the receipt of
the legal paper, the Clerk shall provide the filing party
with notification through the Electronic Filing System
that the legal paper has been either accepted or rejected.

(iv) If a legal paper is accepted, it shall be deemed to
have been filed as of the date and time it was received by
the Electronic Filing System; however, if a legal paper is
submitted without the requisite filing fee, the legal
document shall be deemed to have been accepted for filing
as of the date payment is received. The Clerk of Judicial
Records—Civil Division is authorized to refuse for filing a
legal document submitted without the requisite payment
pursuant to 42 Pa.C.S. § 1725(c)(2)(xix).

Note: As required by Pa.R.C.P. No. 205.4(c)(1) access to
the Electronic Filing System shall be available at all
times, except for routine maintenance. Legal documents
can only be reviewed by the Clerk of Judicial Records
staff during normal court hours. Therefore, parties are
cautioned to file required legal documents well in advance
of any filing deadlines to enable timely correction and
re-submission in the event a legal document is not
accepted or is refused for filing.

(v) If a legal paper is refused for filing, the Clerk of
Judicial Records shall notify the filing party and shall
specify a reason for the refusal. Subject to the Rule 205.4
(e)(1)(d), a legal paper refused for filing shall be deemed
as not having been filed.

(vi) Pa.R.C.P. No. 204.1(3) requires that the first sheet
of all pleadings, motions and other legal filings shall
contain a 3-inch space from the top of the paper. This
space shall be reserved solely for the use of the Clerk of
Judicial Records—Civil Division for the electronic date
and time stamp, and other official use.

(vii) In the event any legal paper or exhibit is submit-
ted for filing to the Clerk of Judicial Records—Civil
Division in hard copy format/ paper for a case that had
been initiated by electronic filing, the Clerk of Judicial
Records shall convert the legal paper to a portable
document format (pdf) and maintain such legal paper or
exhibit in the electronic form. The Clerk of Judicial
Records shall return the hard copy legal paper or exhibit
to the filing party for retention as required by
Pa.R.C.P.No. 205.4(b)(4) and Pa.R.C.P.No. 205.4(b)(5).

(viii) When an electronic filing for a new action has
been accepted, the Clerk of Judicial Records shall elec-
tronically return a time-stamped copy to the filing party,
who shall serve copies to all parties by regular mail. The
filing party shall file with the Clerk of Judicial Records
the Certificate of Service no later than thirty (30) days
after the initial filing of the court papers.

After experience is gained with
electronic filing, the Pennsylvania Rules of Appellate
Procedure shall be amended to incorporate, where needed
and as appropriate, procedures relating specifically to
electronic filing and service of documents. In the interim,

Order.
1. Participation and Fees

The PACFile system shall permit attorneys and parties
proceeding without counsel to file electronically. An attor-
ney must establish an account in order to use the
PACFile system. An attorney is responsible for the actions
of other individuals whom the attorney authorizes to use
the attorney’s account. The PACFile system will permit
parties who are proceeding without counsel to access
their cases through an authorization process. Service of
electronic filings on attorneys who have established an
account and on parties without counsel who have been
authorized will be made automatically by the PACFile
system.

Applicable filing fees shall be paid electronically
through procedures established by the appellate courts
and the Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts,
and at the same time and in the same amount as
required by statute, court rule or order. In addition to the
filing fees now applicable, an online payment convenience
fee for use of the PACFile system shall be imposed. See
204 Pa. Code § 207.3.

II. Use of the Electronic Filing System

ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY BOARD
[ 25 PA. CODE CH. 86 ]
Coal Mining Fees

The Environmental Quality Board (Board) amends
Chapter 86 (relating to surface and underground coal
mining: general). The final-form rulemaking establishes a
schedule of fees for coal mining activity permit applica-
tions.

This order was adopted by the Board at its meeting of
July 17, 2012.

A. Effective Date

This final-form rulemaking will become effective upon
publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

C. Statutory Authority

The final-form rulemaking is adopted under the author-
ity of section 5 of The Clean Streams Law (35 P.S.
§ 691.5); sections 4(a) and 4.2 of the Surface Mining
Conservation and Reclamation Act (52 P. S. §§ 1396.4(a)
and 1396.4b); section 3.2 of the Coal Refuse Disposal
Control Act (562 P. S. § 30.53b); and section 1920-A of The
Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 510-20).

D. Background and Purpose

Section 4(a) of the Surface Mining Conservation and
Reclamation Act states: “The department is authorized to
charge and collect from persons a reasonable filing fee.
Such fee shall not exceed the cost of reviewing, adminis-
tering and enforcing such permit.” The final-form regula-
tions revise permit application review fees for coal mining
activity permits. A schedule of fees for coal mining
activity permit applications is included.

The coal mining regulatory program (program) is
funded, in part, through a grant from the Federal govern-
ment under Title V of the Surface Mining Control and
Reclamation Act (30 U.S.C.A. §§ 1201—1328). Under this
grant, funds are provided to cover the costs of up to 50%
of the program. The Commonwealth must provide match-
ing funds. The State share has been provided through the
General Fund appropriation to the Department. For the
most recent Federal Fiscal Year from October 2011
through September 2012, the Title V grant provided
about $11.8 million towards total program costs of ap-
proximately $23.7 million, with the State share of about
$11.8 million coming almost entirely from General Fund

appropriations because the current fees generate only
about $50,000 per year in revenue. It is estimated that
the revised fees established by this final-form rulemaking
will generate about $400,000 per year in revenue.

This fee schedule is the result of a process where the
Department worked with the Mining and Reclamation
Advisory Board (MRAB). The proposed fee amounts were
calculated using a workload analysis system, the primary
purpose of which is to manage staffing for the program.
The workload analysis assigns a specific number of hours
to each task (that is, type of permit application) based on
historical data recording hours spent by staff for permit
reviews. Factors used for the fee calculations include the
hourly wage rates for the employees who typically per-
form a given task, benefits and overhead. Wages are paid
in accordance with a pay scale that has 20 steps for each
pay range. For the purpose of the fee schedule, the first
step (that is, the lowest wage rate) was used. Benefits (for
example, health insurance, retirement and leave/holidays)
cost the Commonwealth approximately 41% of the wage
rate. Operational costs (for example, management, rent
and utilities) cost the Commonwealth about 30% of the
wage rate. The 30% figure is used to represent the costs
described as “indirects” under the Title V grant applica-
tion. This schedule establishes fees calculated to cover
only a portion of the State share of the workload cost
(that is, about 37%, or 3/8 of the total cost) for the
selected authorizations. The list of authorizations in-
cluded in the fee schedule is not exhaustive. There are
other types of applications for which fees are not included
(for example, minor revisions, blast plans, completion
reports, preapplications and annual bond reviews).

Fee Calculation Example

A new surface mining permit takes Department staff
about 200 hours to review. These applications are re-
viewed by staff in pay range 8 (step 1 for 2010 is
$25.64/hour). Adding 41% for benefits, 30% for overhead
and multiplying by 200 hours, then multiplying by 3/8
results in $3,288 or $3,250 if the amount is rounded off.

MRAB

At a meeting in October 2009, the Department pre-
sented a proposed rulemaking package to the MRAB that
included a proposed permit application fee schedule. The
MRAB would not endorse the proposal and requested the
Department work with an MRAB committee to develop
an alternative proposal. The MRAB’s objection to the
proposed rulemaking was the amount of the fees (for
example, the proposed fee for a new surface mining
permit was $11,675). The October 2009 proposal con-
tained permit application fees designed to cover the State
share of the Department’s costs to review mining permit
applications. It was estimated that the October 2009 fee
proposal would have generated about $1.2 million per
year in revenue.

In response to the MRAB’s recommendations, the De-
partment met several times with the MRAB’s Regulatory,
Legislative and Technical (RLT) Committee. During this
process, various options were explored, including trying to
develop a fee approach that would generate the full State
share for funding the program (that is, about $11.8
million). This option was dismissed as unrealistic based
on industry opposition and the fact that it would repre-
sent a dramatic policy shift from the status quo where
the fees are nominal. The approaches taken by other
states and the Federal Office of Surface Mining were also
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reviewed. The result of this process was a series of
recommendations adopted by the MRAB at their January
2010 meeting. The recommendations are summarized as
follows:

e Because permit fees have not gone up since 1982, a
permit fee increase from the current amount of $250 per
application ($500 for coal refuse disposal permit applica-
tions) is reasonable.

e Any increase in permit fees should be dedicated
exclusively to finance the program permit review process.

e The Department should not establish fees which
would discourage or provide disincentives to remining
activities and their reclamation benefits to the Common-
wealth.

e It is reasonable to ask the industry to contribute to
funding some part of the program.

e The MRAB would like to continue to advise the
Department on appropriate permit fee assessment and
allocations.

The RLT Committee met on March 15, 2010, and
reviewed a proposal containing permit application fees
and an annual administrative fee that would have gener-
ated about $750,000 per year in revenue. The RLT
Committee decided to report to the full Board their
recommendation to proceed with the section of the draft
regulations regarding permit application fees, but to
recommend the Department not implement the annual
administration fees. At the April 22, 2010, meeting, the
MRAB recommended that the Department proceed with a
fee approach that includes only permit application fees in
a form that would generate about $400,000 per year in
revenue. This final-form rulemaking follows these MRAB
recommendations.

The proposed rulemaking was published at 42 Pa.B.
1228 (March 10, 2012) with a 30-day comment period.
Comments were not received during the public comment
period. In addition, on May 9, 2012, the Independent
Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) provided notice
that it reviewed the proposed rulemaking and did not
have objections, comments or recommendations to offer.

The final-form rulemaking is adopted as proposed (that
is, changes were not made to the proposed regulations).
The final-form rulemaking was approved by the MRAB at
a special meeting on May 15, 2012.

E. Summary of Regulatory Requirements
§ 86.1. Definitions

Definitions are added for the terms “major permit
revision” and “permit application fee.” These definitions
are needed to implement the fee schedule.

§ 86.3. Use of Coal Refuse Disposal Control Fund

This section is amended to add subsection (b), which
necessitates the lettering of the existing paragraph as
subsection (a). Subsection (b) is intended to provide
clarity regarding the use of the money collected from
permit application fees that are deposited in the Coal
Refuse Disposal Control Fund. This reflects the MRAB’s
recommendation that the money collected from the fees
should be used specifically for the Department’s cost of
reviewing permits.

§ 86.17. Permit and reclamation fees

Subsection (a) is amended to include a detailed fee
schedule for coal mining permit activity applications. The
requirement to pay by check is deleted from subsection

(a) to allow applicants the option of paying by other
methods (for example, credit card).

Subsection (b) sets forth the detailed permit application
fee schedule.

Subsection (c) is amended to specify that the money
collected from permit application fees will be used by the
Department to pay the costs of reviewing permit applica-
tions. This reflects the MRAB’s recommendation that the
money collected from the fees should only be used for the
Department’s cost of reviewing permits.

Subsection (d) establishes a framework for periodically
reviewing the fee schedule and providing a report to the
Board regarding the Department’s costs and the necessity
for changes to the permit application fees.

F. Benefits, Costs and Compliance

This final-form rulemaking enables the Commonwealth
to generate a percentage (less than 5%) of the State share
of the funds required to operate the program.

Compliance Costs

The final-form rulemaking imposes additional compli-
ance costs on the regulated community (approximately
500 mine operators) of about $350,000 per year. Cur-
rently, permit application fees cost the operators about
$50,000 per year. The fee schedule is estimated to cost
operators about $400,000 per year.

Compliance Assistance Plan

The Department will provide written notification to all
coal mine operators to inform them of this final-form
rulemaking.

Paperwork Requirements

This final-form rulemaking requires the Department to
update its fact sheets explaining the law and regulations.

G. Pollution Prevention

This final-form rulemaking does not modify the pollu-
tion prevention approach by the regulated community and
maintains the multimedia pollution prevention approach
of existing requirements in 25 Pa.Code (relating to
environmental protection).

H. Sunset Review

These regulations will be reviewed in accordance with
the sunset review schedule published by the Department
to determine whether the regulations effectively fulfill the
goals for which they were intended.

1. Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P.S. § 745.5(a)), on February 29, 2012, the Department
submitted a copy of the notice of proposed rulemaking,
published at 42 Pa.B. 1228, to IRRC and the Chairper-
sons of the House and Senate Environmental Resources
and Energy Committees for review and comment.

Under section 5(c) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC
and the House and Senate Committees were provided
with copies of the comments received during the public
comment period, as well as other documents when re-
quested. In preparing the final-form rulemaking, the
Department has considered all comments from IRRC, the
House and Senate Committees and the public.

Under section 5.1(j.2) of the Regulatory Review Act (71
P. S. § 745.5a(j.2)), on September 19, 2012, the final-form
rulemaking was deemed approved by the House and
Senate Committees. Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory
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Review Act, the final-form rulemaking was deemed ap-
proved by IRRC effective September 19, 2012.

J. Findings
The Board finds that:

(1) Public notice of proposed rulemaking was given
under sections 201 and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968
(P.L. 769, No. 240) (45 P.S. §§ 1201 and 1202) and
regulations promulgated thereunder at 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1
and 7.2.

(2) A public comment period was provided as required
by law and all comments were considered.

(3) These regulations do not enlarge the purpose of the
proposed rulemaking published at 42 Pa.B. 1228.

(4) These regulations are necessary and appropriate for
administration and enforcement of the authorizing acts
identified in Section C of this preamble.

K. Order

The Board, acting under the authorizing statutes,
orders that:

(a) The regulations of the Department, 25 Pa. Code
Chapter 86, are amended by amending §§ 86.1, 86.3 and
86.17 to read as set forth at 42 Pa.B. 1228.

(b) The Chairperson of the Board shall submit this
order and 42 Pa.B. 1228 to the Office of General Counsel
and the Office of Attorney General for review and ap-
proval as to legality and form as required by law.

(¢) The Chairperson of the Board shall submit this
order and 42 Pa.B. 1228 to IRRC and the Senate and
House Environmental Resources and Energy Committees
as required by the Regulatory Review Act.

(d) The Chairperson of the Board shall certify this
order and 42 Pa.B. 1228 and deposit them with the
Legislative Reference Bureau, as required by law.

(e) This order shall take effect immediately.

Submitted under the Land Recycling and Envi-
ronmental Remediation Standards Act (35 P.S.
§§ 6026.101—6026.907)

Sections 302—305 of the Land Recycling and Environ-
mental Remediation Standards Act (act) (35 P.S.
§§ 6026.302—6026.305) require the Department to pub-
lish in the Pennsylvania Bulletin an acknowledgment
noting receipt of Notices of Intent to Remediate. An
acknowledgment of the receipt of a Notice of Intent to
Remediate is used to identify a site where a person
proposes to, or has been required to, respond to a release
of a regulated substance at a site. A person intending to
use the background standard, Statewide health standard,
the site-specific standard or intend to remediate a site as
a special industrial area shall file a Notice of Intent to
Remediate with the Department. A Notice of Intent to
Remediate filed with the Department provides a brief
description of the location of the site, a list of known or
suspected contaminants at the site, the proposed remedia-
tion measures for the site and a description of the
intended future use of the site. A person who demon-
strates attainment of one or a combination of cleanup
standards or receives approval of a special industrial area
remediation identified under the act will be relieved of
further liability for the remediation of the site for con-
tamination identified in reports submitted to and ap-
proved by the Department. Furthermore, the person shall
not be subject to citizen suits or other contribution
actions brought by responsible persons not participating
in the remediation.

Under sections 304(n)(1)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the Notice of Intent to Remediate is pub-
lished in a newspaper of general circulation in the area of

the site. For the following site, proposed for remediation
to a site-specific standard or as a special industrial area,
the municipality, within which the site is located, may
request to be involved in the development of the remedia-
tion and reuse plans for the site if the request is made
within 30 days of the date specified as follows.

disposal piles. Similarly, modified BAT limits apply to iron, manganese and suspended solids in surface runoff, discharges
and drainage resulting from these precipitation events and those of greater magnitude in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
§§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.
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Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292,

89.52 and 90.102.

The
Department may approve or disapprove plans and reports
submitted. This notice provides the Department’s decision
and, if relevant, the basis for disapproval.

1. Section 17.2. Applicability.—Need; Clarity.
Signed and dated

The proposed amendments add the phrase “signed and
dated” to Section 17.2 so that the provision will read
“...when it is impossible to obtain a signed and dated
legible tracing or photograph ...” (Emphasis added.) We
have two concerns with the addition of the phrase “signed
and dated.” First, Sections 17.4 and 17.5 address the
verification and validation processes, including the signa-
ture of the authorized person. Therefore, it is not clear
why the phrase “signed and dated” is needed in Section
17.2. Second, as a commentator pointed out, Section 17.2
does not specify who is qualified to provide the signature.
For these reasons, we recommend either removing the
phrase “signed and dated” from Section 17.2, or rewriting
this provision to more clearly specify the requirements for
signatures and dates.

Deletion of Paragraph (3)

Paragraph (3) currently requires verification “when the
application for initial certificate of title is for a truck,
truck-tractor, or motor home, regardless of source of
ownership.” In the Preamble, the Department states it is
deleting Paragraph (3) “upon the recommendation of the
Pennsylvania Association of Notaries and others affected
by this chapter.” On the other hand, a commentator
questions why the verification required by Paragraph (3)
would no longer be needed. In the final-form regulation
submittal, we ask the Department to provide further
explanation and justification for the deletion of Paragraph

(3).
2. Miscellaneous clarity.

Throughout the regulation, the terms “public” or
“nonpublic” vehicle identification number are used. It is
not clear in the regulation what distinction is intended
between “public” and “nonpublic” vehicle identification
numbers. For clarity, we recommend either adding defini-
tions to Chapter 17 or adding an explanation of these
terms to Section 17.1.

1. Section 161.3b. Calculation of credit for reinsur-
ance regarding obligations secured with certified
reinsurers.—Clarity.

Paragraph (b)(4)
The proposed regulation states, in part:

To facilitate the prompt payment of claims, a certified
reinsurer will not be required to post security for
catastrophe recoverables for 1 year from the date of
the first instance of a liability reserve entry by the
ceding company as a result of a loss from a cata-
strophic occurrence as recognized by the Commis-
sioner.

As proposed, the Commissioner would determine
whether an occurrence is considered to be catastrophic. A
commentator believes that the term “catastrophic occur-
rence” should be defined by an objective means. We agree
that defining the term may provide the regulated commu-
nity with a clear understanding of when this provision
would take effect. However, we also note that the pro-
posed regulation follows the National Association of In-
surance Commissioners (NAIC) model law and regulation,
neither of which defines the term. We ask the Depart-
ment either to define the term or explain its rationale for
not doing so.

2. Miscellaneous clarity.

In our review, we found several cross-references which
do not parallel the corresponding cross-references in the
NAIC model law and regulation.

e § 161.3a(c)(3) cross-references subsection (a)(3)(@i).
The corresponding provision, Section 8D(3) in the model
regulation, cross-references subparagraph B(7)(a) [of this
Section 8], which would be equivalent to § 161.3a(a)(5)(1).

e § 161.3a(c)(4) cross-references § 161.6. The corre-
sponding provision, Section 8D(4) in the model regulation,
cross-references subparagraph B(7)(b) [of this Section 8],
which would be equivalent to § 161.3a(a)(5)(ii).

e § 161.3b(e) cross-references § 161.3a(b)(1). The corre-
sponding provision, Section 8B(5) in the model regulation,
cross-references subparagraph (4)(a), which would be
equivalent to § 161.3a(a)(3)(i1)(B)(D).

The Department should review the rulemaking in its
entirety before submitting it in final-form to ensure that
all references are cited as intended.
