Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances when the agency may
omit the proposal step; it still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency

wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacode.com.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

A chronological table of the history of Pennsylva-
nia Code sections may be found at www.legis.state.
pa.us/cfdocs/legis/CH/Public/pcde_index.cfm.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred. The Pennsylvania
Bulletin is available at www.pabulletin.com.

Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be
deleted from a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes

Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal
note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised. A fiscal note provides
the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for expenditures
under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is implemented;
(3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of the program
for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its implementation;
(6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if any, of the
General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth funds shall
occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget and the
reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where “no fiscal impact” is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of
cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Leasing of State Forest and State Park Land for Oil and Gas
Development

January 29, 2015

Whereas, Section 27 of Article I of the Constitution of Pennsylvania
guarantees the Commonwealth’s citizens the right to clean air, pure water
and to the preservation of the natural, scenic, historic and aesthetic values
of the environment; and

Whereas, the Department of Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR)
has a duty pursuant to the Conservation and Natural Resources Act (Act of
June 28, 1995, P. L. 89, No. 18) (CNRA) to conserve and maintain State
Forests and State Parks in the public trust for the use and benefit of all its
citizens, and generations yet to come, as guaranteed by Section 27 of Article
I of the Constitution of Pennsylvania; and

Whereas, Pennsylvania’s award-winning State Parks provide opportunities
for enjoying healthful outdoor recreation and serve as outdoor classrooms
for environmental education, and in meeting these purposes host 38 million
visitors annually, support over 13,000 jobs, and provide $1.2 billion to the
state’s economy; and

Whereas, leasing State Park land for oil and gas development is contrary
to DCNR’s longstanding policy; and

Whereas, Pennsylvania’s 2.2 million-acre State Forest system has been
certified longer than any other State Forest system in the United States
through an independent scientific review to be compliant with the gold
standard for environmentally and socially responsible forestry established
by the international Forest Stewardship Council (FSC), and this certifica-
tion is vital to the economic viability of the forest products industry in
Pennsylvania; and

Whereas, more than 673,000 acres of the State Forest land are currently
open to oil and gas development through DCNR-issued leases (386,000
acres) or because of privately-owned mineral rights where the Common-
wealth does not own the subsurface oil and gas (287,000 acres); and

Whereas, according to an analysis completed in 2010 by DCNR, the
portion of State Forest land that is currently not available for oil and gas
development is vital for maintaining pure water, wild and natural ecosys-
tems and valuable recreational opportunities that support Pennsylvania’s
eco-tourism industry; and

Whereas, based on data gathered through 2012, while still piloting and
developing monitoring and management tools and protocols, DCNR has
found that that “there are clearly impacts and tradeoffs that are associated
with” oil and gas development on State Forest land, as well as risks to the
resources, the uses of the forest, and the balance among them; and

Whereas, the complex, interrelated, and significant impacts already
identified by DCNR and others include clearing of almost 1,500 acres,
degraded wild character and recreational experiences on over 9,300 acres,
heavy truck traffic, forest conversion and fragmentation and soil distur-
bance, invasive species, hiking and snowmobile trail conflicts, loss of scenic
vistas, noise pollution affecting recreational experiences and wildlife, and
reduction in timber harvest revenues due to road bonding costs; and

Whereas, DCNR has concluded that in order to develop a full understand-
ing of the cumulative impacts of oil and gas development on State Forest
and State Park land, additional longitudinal research and monitoring on a
wide variety of impacts and risks are needed, including air quality, water
quality, groundwater, soil, the effects of evolving DCNR-prescribed best
management practices, the effects of pipeline stream crossings, wildlife,
noise pollution, and timber harvesting; and

Whereas, DCNR has concluded that additional leasing of State Forest land
or State Park land for oil and gas development would jeopardize DCNR’s
ability to fulfill its legislative duty to conserve and maintain these public
natural resources, and to sustain its FSC forest certification;

Now, Therefore, I, Tom Wolf, Governor of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and other laws (including the CNRA), and
consistent with recommendations made by the Acting Secretary of Conserva-
tion and Natural Resources, do hereby direct the following.

lands owned or managed, or both, by the Department shall be leased for oil
and gas development.

Whereas, the Constitution of this commonwealth proclaims that Pennsyl-
vania’s public natural resources are the property of all people, including
future generations, and commands the commonwealth to conserve and
maintain our natural resources for the benefit of all people; and

Whereas, Pennsylvania has abundant natural resources, which provide
numerous recreational opportunities for all of its citizens; and

Whereas, Pennsylvania’s rich outdoor heritage, including activities such as
hunting, fishing, trapping, birding, wildlife viewing, boating and hiking, are
enjoyed by over 5.9 million Pennsylvanians and visitors each year; and

Whereas, these outdoor recreational activities annually generate more
than $5.4 billion for Pennsylvania’s economy; and

Whereas, the Governor, commonwealth officials and agencies would
benefit from the advice and counsel of an official representative body,
concerned with the recreational use and conservation of the natural
resources of the commonwealth, comprised of dedicated hunters, trappers,
anglers, hikers and other conservationists of all generations.

Now, Therefore, I, Tom Corbett, Governor of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and other laws, do hereby establish the
Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting, Fishing and Conservation, and do

order and direct as follows.

§ 6.571. Purpose.

The purpose of the Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting, Fishing and
Conservation is to provide a forum through which an open, forthright and
constructive dialogue will be fostered among a diverse group of outdoor recreation
and conservation oriented individuals of all generations to provide the Governor,
Commonwealth officials and agencies with sound advice on matters pertaining to the
conservation of wildlife and other natural resources in this Commonwealth, and on
ways to protect, promote and enhance the outdoor heritage of this Commonwealth.

§ 6.572. Responsibilities.

The powers and duties of the Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting,
Fishing and Conservation (Council) will be to:

(1) Review and make written recommendations to the Governor regarding
any issue appropriate for governmental action that might affect the
recreational use and conservation of wildlife and other natural resources in
this Commonwealth.

(2) Review and make written recommendations regarding policies adopted
or regulations promulgated by the Fish and Boat Commission, the Game
Commission, the Department of Conservation and Natural Resources or the
Department of Environmental Protection that might affect the recreational
uses of natural resources in this Commonwealth.

(3) Review and make written recommendations regarding pending legisla-
tion and proposed regulations that might affect the recreational uses of
natural resources in this Commonwealth.

(4) Review with the Council chair, at the direction of the Governor, the
qualifications of candidates for appointment to the Fish and Boat Commis-
sion and the Game Commission and assist the Council chair in making
recommendations to the Governor.

(5) At the direction of the Governor, assist the natural resource agencies
within the Commonwealth with developing adult and youth programs and
with examining issues relating to recreation and wildlife conservation, as
appropriate.

§ 6.573. Composition.

The members of the Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting, Fishing and
Conservation (Council) will be appointed by the Governor. The membership
of the Council will consist of the following:

(1) The chair, who will be appointed by the Governor and, on behalf of the
Council, will direct its activities and agenda, conduct its meetings and be
primarily responsible for advising the Governor on matters pertaining to the
purposes of the Council.

(2) No more than 35 residents of this Commonwealth, at least 4 of whom
shall be youth appointees between 14 years of age and 18 years of age at
the time of their appointment. Elected Statewide officials, legislators or
employees of the Department of Conservation and Natural Resources, the
Department of Environmental Protection, the Fish and Boat Commission
and the Game Commission are not eligible for membership on the Council.

(3) A broad base of representative stakeholders, all of whom shall have a
fundamental interest in the wildlife and other natural resources of this
Commonwealth and respect hunting, trapping, angling and other outdoor

recreational activities as valuable and accepted priorities in determining
wildlife and natural resource management.

§ 6.574. Membership.

(a) Terms. Members of the Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting,
Fishing and Conservation (Council) will be appointed for a term of 1 year
and will continue to serve thereafter until their successors are appointed
and qualified. Members will serve at the pleasure of the Governor.

(b) Vacancies. When a vacancy occurs on the Council, the successor will
be appointed for a full term.

(¢) Compensation. Members of the Council will not receive compensation
for their service. Members will be reimbursed for travel and related
expenses in accordance with Commonwealth policy. See Chapter 40 (relating
to travel and subsistence).

§ 6.575. Staffing.

The Department of Conservation and Natural Resources will provide staff
resources to support the Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting, Fishing
and Conservation.

§ 6.576. Cooperation by State agencies.

Agencies under the Governor’s jurisdiction shall cooperate with and
provide assistance and support as needed by the Governor’s Advisory
Council for Hunting, Fishing and Conservation to carry out its functions
effectively.

§ 6.577. Reports.

The Governor’s Advisory Council for Hunting, Fishing and Conservation
(Council) shall submit an annual report to the Governor outlining the
Council’s activities and accomplishments for the year by December 31.

§ 6.578. Effective date.
This subchapter takes effect immediately.
§ 6.579. Termination date.

This subchapter will remain in effect until revised or rescinded by the
Governor.

§ 6.590. Rescission.
Effective immediately, Executive Order 2003-13 is rescinded.

Victim Services Fee; No. CP-10-AD-1-2015

Motion to Raise Victim Services Fee

And Now, comes Richard A. Goldinger, District Attor-
ney of Butler County, and presents the following:

1. The District Attorney’s Office has certain responsi-
bilities to victims of criminal offenses as set forth in 18
P. S. Section 11.213.

2. In order to comply with said responsibilities, the
District Attorney’s Office employs two individuals on a
full-time basis who deal strictly with victims and wit-
nesses of criminal offenses.

3. The Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delin-
quency, hereinafter referred to as “PCCD,” has provided
grant funding to counties to assist in employing individu-
als who are responsible for District Attorney compliance
with 18 P. S. Section 11.213.

4. Said grant funding from PCCD consists of the Rights
and Services Act grant (RASA) and the Victim of Juvenile
Offenders grant (VOJO).

5. Butler County has applied for and been the recipient
of each of these grants for at least the previous ten years.

6. While PCCD continues to offer these grants to
Butler County, and all other counties across the Common-
wealth, the amount of funding available has continually
decreased.

7. Butler County has been fortunate to receive suffi-
cient funding from these grants to maintain two full-time
employees in the last few years.

8. Although Butler County has been fortunate, the
number of employees funded by these grants has gone
from three full-time employees and one-part-time em-
ployee to the current situation.

9. In 2015, the funding provided by the RASA and
VOJO grants will be insufficient to pay the salaries and
benefits of the two full-time employees aforementioned.

10. The deficiency is the result of continued cuts to
funding by PCCD along with increases in salaries and
increased costs of benefits for the employees.

11. Currently in Butler County, court costs of $60.00
are imposed in all criminal cases, and $25.00 in all
juvenile cases to be applied for victim services.

12. Of those costs, the county keeps $25.00 of the costs
imposed in criminal cases.

13. 18 P. S. Section 11.1101 provides that the counties
may keep the $25.00 they now receive plus 70% of the
costs imposed under this section that exceed $60.00.

14. If the victim services fee were increased to $100.00
in criminal cases, the county would receive more than
double what it receives now in court costs for victim
services.

15. These sums should be sufficient to compensate for
the shortfall the county is currently facing in victim
services funding.

16. This increase in court costs would allow the Dis-
trict Attorney’s Office to maintain two full-time employees
devoted to victim services.

17. This increase will also continue to allow the county
to not utilize taxpayer dollars to fund these two positions.

Wherefore, it is requested the President Judge enter an
Administrative Order which increases the Victim Witness
Service court cost to $100.00 in all criminal cases,
including cases sentenced at the Magisterial District
Courts, with said funds retained by the County of Butler
to be placed into a fund to be used for compensation for
victim services employees in the District Attorney’s Office
of Butler County.

Administrative Order of Court

And Now, this 20th day of January, 2015, upon consid-
eration of the within filed Motion, this Court Orders,
pursuant to 18 P. S. Section 11.1101(a), the assessment of
the Crime Victim’s Compensation Fund and Victim Wit-
ness Services Fund shall be increased to a total of
$100.00, unless otherwise ordered by court. This cost
shall be imposed at both the Magisterial District Courts
for ungraded misdemeanors and misdemeanor 3 and the
Common Pleas Court of the 50th Judicial District not-
withstanding any statutory provision to the contrary.

Pursuant to 18 P. S. Section 11.1101(b) all fees collected
shall be disbursed pursuant to law.

The costs assessed and collected under Section (b)(2)
that exceed $60.00 shall be returned by the Pennsylvania
Commission on Crime and Delinquency to the County of
Butler for victim witness services.

It is Ordered that this Administrative Order shall be
effective thirty (30) days after the publication thereof in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin, and shall govern all matters
then pending.

It is Further Ordered that in accordance with

Pa.R.Crim.P. 105, that the District Court Administrator
shall:

(a) File one (1) certified copy hereof with the Adminis-
trative Office of Pennsylvania Courts,

(b) Distribute two (2) certified copies hereof to the
Legislative Reference Bureau for publication in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin,

(c) File one (1) certified copy hereof with the Criminal
Procedural Rules Committee,
(d) Cause a copy hereby to be published in the Butler

County Legal Journal once a week for two successive
weeks at the expense of the County of Butler, and

(e) Cause a copy hereby to be delivered to the Clerk of
Courts and the seven Magisterial District Judge in Butler
County to ensure implementation of this order.

Order; Training and Certification for Certified Park-
ing Meter Inspectors

Section 1. Purpose; Authority; Duration.

This Order is a temporary order establishing training
and certification requirements and procedures for persons
seeking to become Certified Parking Meter Inspectors,
and is authorized under the Consolidated Weights and
Measures Act, at 3 Pa.C.S.A. § 4115(b).

This Order is effective as of March 8, 2015 and shall
remain in effect until March 8, 2016—one year from date
of issuance.

Section 2. Definitions.

The following word and terms, when used in this order,
have the following meanings, unless the context clearly
indicates otherwise:

Act—The Consolidated Weights and Measures Act, 3
Pa.C.S. §§ 4101—4194.

Certified parking meter inspector or CPMI—An indi-
vidual who is certified by the Department of Agriculture
to inspect and certify the accuracy of parking meters.

Department—The Department of Agriculture of the
Commonwealth.

Section 3. Certified parking meter inspector.

(a) General. A person may apply to the Department to
be designated a certified parking meter inspector
(“CPMI”) for purposes of the Act and this order.

(b) Authority. A CPMI may inspect and certify the
accuracy of parking meters as required by the Act.

(c) Fees. A CPMI may charge a fee for inspection and
testing services.

Section 4. Certification standards.

A person seeking a CPMI certificate from the Depart-
ment shall do the following:

(1) Successfully complete an approved training course
as described in Section 5 (relating to training courses).

(2) Pass a Department-administered or Department-
approved written test by a score of at least 70%.

(3) Possess or have access to field standards and test
equipment as necessary to inspect, determine and certify
the accuracy of parking meters, as required under the
Act.

(4) Comply with the application requirements described
in Section 7 (relating to applying for certification) and
other requirements of this order.

(5) Be at least 18 years of age.
Section 5. Training courses.

(a) Department-administered courses and Department-
approved courses. The Department-administered parking
meter certification training course meets the require-
ments of subsection (b) and is an approved training
course. The Department will approve additional parking
meter certification training courses that meet the applica-
tion and course-content requirements of this Section.

(b) Training course; hours and content. A Department-
approved parking meter certification training course shall
consist of a minimum of four (4) hours of instruction, with
at least two (2) hours of classroom training and at least
two (2) hours of hands-on training. The training course
shall cover the following topics:

(1) Basic operation of mechanical and digital parking
meters.

(2) Determination and use of appropriate field stan-
dards.

(8) Familiarization with documentation requirements.
(4) Inspection and testing procedures.
(5) Noting deficiencies and reporting results.

(¢) Application for approval by Department. A person
seeking the Department’s approval of a parking meter
certification training course shall apply in writing to the
Department and provide the following:

(1) A course outline.

(2) A description of the subject matter to be addressed
in each component of the course, addressing all of the
course topic requirements set forth in subsection (a).

(3) The name and background information of each
course instructor, a description of the subject matter to be
addressed by that instructor and information to demon-
strate the familiarity of the instructor with that subject
matter.

(4) A list of the dates, times and locations at which the
training course is to be presented.

(5) A copy of the proposed written test, together with a
copy of the answer key.

(6) Verification that the person conducting the course
shall issue a certificate of completion to any person who
successfully completes the course, and shall promptly
report the results of the testing required under Section 4,
Paragraph (2) (relating to certification standards), above,
in writing to the Department.

(7) Such other information as the Department may
reasonably require.
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(d) Obtaining the list of current approved training
courses. The Department will provide a current list of
approved training courses upon request, and will main-
tain a copy of the current list on its internet website:
www.agriculture.state.pa.us.

(e) Effect of addition of a course to list of courses. If a
training course is added to the list described in subsection
(d), a person who has successfully completed that course
within six (6) months preceding the date the Department
approved the course will be deemed to have successfully
completed an approved training course as described in
Section 4, Paragraph 1 (relating to certification stan-
dards). That person must also meet the requirements of
Section 4, Paragraphs (2), (3), (4) and (5) in order to be
designated a CPMI.

Section 6. Audit by Department.

The Department may attend and audit an approved
training course to ascertain whether the course is con-
ducted in accordance with the Act and this order. A
person offering or conducting an approved training course
shall, at least 7 days in advance of conducting the course,
mail or deliver to the Department written notification of
the date, time and location of the training course. A
person offering or conducting an approved training course
shall allow the Department’s auditors entry to the pro-
gram and provide copies of course materials.

Section 7. Applying for CPMI certification.

(a) Application required. A person who has successfully
completed a Department-administered or Department-
approved parking meter certification training course may
apply to the Department for a CPMI certificate. Certifica-
tion is granted through issuance of the certificate de-
scribed in Section 8 (relating to CPMI certificate).

(b) Form of application. A person seeking certification
under the Act may obtain an application form from the
Department using the contact information provided in
Section 14 (relating to contacting the Department). The
applicant shall complete the form and return it to that
same address. The application form shall require the
following information:

(1) The name, mailing address and birth date of the
person seeking a certificate.

(2) The name, location and date of completion of any
approved training course completed by the person seeking
a certificate.

(3) A copy of any certificate of completion with respect
to the approved training course.

(4) A detailed description of the equipment the person
seeking the CPMI certificate will use in conducting
parking meter inspections, including applicable verifica-
tions of accuracy, inspection records and other documenta-
tion demonstrating the equipment is accurate and in
working order.

(5) The date of the application.

(6) Other information the Department might reason-
ably require.

(¢c) Departmental action on application. The Depart-
ment will, within 30 days of receiving an application,
mail the applicant a certificate, a disapproval notice or a
request for additional clarification or documentation. If
the Department requests additional clarification or docu-
mentation, its review and consideration of the application
will cease until the requested material is received, from
which time the 30-day review period shall begin again.

Section 8. CPMI certificate.

(a) CPMI certificate. The Department will provide a
CPMI a CPMI certificate.

(b) Contents of CPMI certificate. A CPMI certificate will
bear the following information:

(1) The name of the person to whom it is issued.
(2) The date of issuance.
(3) A unique identification number.

(4) A statement that the Department has determined
the person identified on the certificate to be a “CPMI”
with respect to parking meters.

(5) Other information the Department might reason-
ably include.

(¢) Ownership of CPMI certificate. A CPMI certificate
issued by the Department will remain the property of the
Department. A CPMI or other person having physical
possession of a certified parking meter certificate shall,
upon written notice from the Department, surrender and
return the certificate to the Department.

(d) Obligation to produce CPMI certificate for inspec-
tion. A CPMI shall produce the CPMI certificate for
inspection upon demand by the Department or any
person on whose behalf the CPMI is performing the
inspection or test.

Section 9. Expiration of CPMI certificate.

A CPMI certificate will remain valid unless or until five
(5) years or more elapse between consecutive parking
meter inspections by the CPMI to whom the CPMI
certificate is issued, or unless the CPMI certificate is
suspended or revoked in accordance with the procedures
in Section 12 (relating to suspension or revocation of
certification).

Section 10. Obtaining a new CPMI certificate.

(a) No renewals: new certificate required. The Depart-
ment will not renew a CPMI certificate or extend the
expiration date of a certificate. A person shall, instead,
apply for and obtain a new CPMI certificate in accordance
with Section 7 (relating to applying for certification) to be
issued a successor CPMI certificate.

(b) Training course. A person who is applying for a
CPMI certificate shall have successfully completed a
training course as described in Section 5 (relating to
training courses) within six (6) months of the date of the
application form.

Section 11. Inspection and testing by the Depart-
ment.

(a) Random inspection and testing. The Department
may conduct random inspection and testing of parking
meters that have been inspected and tested by a CPMI to
determine whether the CPMI conducted the inspection
and testing in accordance with the Act and this order.

(b) Inspections generally. In addition to the random
inspection and testing described in subsection (a), the
Department may conduct inspection and testing of any
parking meter that has been inspected and tested by a
CPMI.

(¢c) Time lapse affecting results. In evaluating the in-
spection and testing performed by the CPMI, the Depart-
ment will take into account any lapse of time between an
inspection performed by the Department and the inspec-
tion performed by the CPMI.
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(d) Reporting of results. Within 30 days following a
random inspection, the Department will mail the CPMI
written notice of the inspection and the results of that
inspection.

(e) Use of results. The Department may use the results
of its inspection and testing to suspend or revoke the
certificate of a CPMI in accordance with Section 12
(relating to suspension or revocation of certification), or
as the basis for a warning or instruction directed to the
CPMI.

Section 12. Suspension or revocation of certifica-
tion.

(a) Basis for action. The Department may suspend or
revoke a CPMI certificate if the CPMI does one or more of
the following:

(1) Violates a provision of this order.
(2) Violates a provision of the Act.

(3) Intentionally or fraudulently reports inaccurate in-
formation on an inspection report form.

(4) Is found, following inspection and testing by the
Department in accordance with Section 11 (relating to
inspection and testing by the Department), to have
inaccurately, improperly or incompetently performed test-
ing and inspections of parking meters issued.

(b) Notice. The Department will provide a CPMI with
written notice of its intention to suspend or revoke
certification, which will afford the CPMI notice and
opportunity for an administrative hearing before the
Department prior to the effective date of the suspension
or revocation.

(¢) Delivery of notice. The Department will deliver the
notice described in subsection (b) to the affected CPMI by

personal service or by regular mail to the address pro-
vided by the CPMI on his application for a certificate
under Section 7 (relating to applying for certification), or
to the address most recently provided to the Department
in writing by the CPMI as the address to which notices
should be sent.

Section 13. CPMI list.

(a) CPMI list to be maintained. The Department will
maintain a current CPMI list containing the following
information with respect to each CPMI:

(1) Name and address.
(2) Telephone number.
(3) Fax number (if available).

(4) The unique identification number of the CPMI’s
certificate.

(b) Distribution of copies. The Department will provide
a copy of the current CPMI list upon request.

Maximum Lawful Rate of Interest for Residential
Mortgages for the Month of March 2015

The Department of Banking and Securities (Depart-
ment), under the authority contained in section 301 of the
act of January 30, 1974 (P. L. 13, No. 6) (41 P. S. § 301),
determines that the maximum lawful rate of interest for
residential mortgages for the month of March, 2015, is
4 3/4%.

The interest rate limitations under the State’s usury
statute were preempted to a great extent by Federal law,
the Depository Institutions Deregulation and Monetary
Control Act of 1980 (Pub. L. 96-221). Further preemption
was instituted with the signing of Pub. L. 96-399, which
overrode State interest rate limitations on any individual
who finances the sale or exchange of residential real
property which such individual owns and which such

individual occupies or has occupied as his principal
residence.

Each month the Department is required by State law to
compute and announce the ceiling rate on residential
mortgages in this Commonwealth. This maximum rate is
determined by adding 2.50 percentage points to the yield
rate on long-term government bonds as published by the
Federal Reserve Board and/or the United States Treasury.
The latest yield rate on long-term government securities
is 2.18 to which was added 2.50 percentage points for a
total of 4.68 that by law is rounded off to the nearest
quarter at 4 3/4%.

For NPDES renewal applications in Section I, the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has made a
tentative determination to reissue these permits for 5 years subject to effluent limitations and monitoring and reporting
requirements in their current permits, with appropriate and necessary updated requirements to reflect new and changed
regulations and other requirements.

Unless indicated otherwise, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Region IIT Administrator has
waived the right to review or object to proposed NPDES permit actions under the waiver provision in 40 CFR 123.24(d).

Persons wishing to comment on NPDES applications are invited to submit statements to the contact office noted before
the application within 30 days from the date of this public notice. Persons wishing to comment on WQM permit
applications are invited to submit statements to the office noted before the application within 15 days from the date of
this public notice. Comments received within the respective comment periods will be considered in the final
determinations regarding the applications. A comment submittal should include the name, address and telephone number
of the writer and a concise statement to inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts
upon which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests for public hearings on applications. A public hearing may be held if the
responsible office considers the public response significant. If a hearing is scheduled, a notice of the hearing will be
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within the relevant geographical area. The
Department will postpone its final determination until after a public hearing is held.

If the Department determines that the facility
has satisfied the required evaluation for Area Source
Boiler MACT compliance, the requirements of 55-00002D
will be incorporated into Title V Operating Permit 55-
00002 pursuant to the administrative amendment provi-
sions of 25 Pa. Code § 127.450. Based on these findings,
the Department intends to issue a plan approval to
restrict the operation of the coal boilers at the facility
such that, each of the boilers will be required to be
operated as a limited-use boiler by the Area Source Boiler
MACT. Upon issuance, the plan approval will serve as the
federally enforceable permit until the amended Title V
operating permit is issued.

Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in
accordance with 25 Pa.

The above matter involved the appeal of the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit No.
PA0202975 (“NPDES Permit”), which was issued to Pa-
triot Mining Company (“Patriot”) on February 19, 2014,
authorizing its treated discharges at the Mt. Morris Mine
in Perry and Dunkard Townships, Greene County. The
NPDES Permit authorized treated post-mining discharges
and the discharge of treated wastewater from mine
drainage treatment facilities Outfalls TP110 to Dooley
Run which drains to Dunkard Creek within the
Monongahela River Watershed.

The Department’s final action to resolve this NPDES
Permit appeal was a settlement as reflected by a Decem-
ber 24, 2014 Consent Order and Agreement entered into
by the Department and Patriot.

The
draft Amended Permit is still subject to comment from
the public prior to final issuance. The Department incor-
porated the compliance schedule to complete the installa-
tion and operation of a passive treatment system consist-
ing of three wetland cells, three horizontal flow limestone
beds and a polishing pond for the continued treatment of
additional mine drainage seeps. Until such time as this
system is completed, on or before May 1, 2015, and for
three months thereafter, on or before August 1, 2015, the
company shall be authorized to comply with interim
effluent limitations for iron and manganese, with no
discharge limitations for aluminum or osmotic pressure
while it installs and starts operations of the new passive
treatment system. Thereafter the company will be re-
quired to comply with the final water quality based
effluent limitations contained in the draft NPDES Permit
for all four challenged parameters.

Request for Comments on the Proposed Revision to
the Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Developed
for Parts of the Crooked Creek Watershed,
Armstrong and Indiana Counties

The Department of Environmental Protection will ac-
cept comments as of February 14, 2015 for the proposed
revision to the TMDL developed in 2009 for the portion of
the Crooked Creek watershed affected by siltation. This
TMDL was established in accordance with the require-
ments of Section 303(d) of the Clean Water Act. The 2012
Pennsylvania Integrated Water Quality Monitoring and
Assessment Report included aquatic life use impaired
stream segments in this watershed caused by siltation
from abandoned mine lands and agricultural activities.

There are currently no state or federal in-stream
numerical water quality criteria for sediment; therefore,
the Department utilized a reference watershed approach
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to implement the applicable narrative criteria for sedi-
ment by comparing reference and impaired watersheds
loading of annual siltation.

This proposed TMDL sets allowable loadings within the
specifically impaired stream segments of the portion of
the Crooked Creek watershed. The loading was allocated
among the land uses of abandoned coal mines, cropland,
hay/pasture land, associated transitional/disturbed land,

and stream bank present in the watershed. Data used in
establishing these TMDLs was generated using a water
quality analysis model (AVGWLF) designed by the Penn-
sylvania State University. The following table shows the
estimated current loadings for the watershed. Overall
load reductions necessary in order to meet the TMDLs
are also identified.

In particular, recovered
glass that is being stockpiled or used as daily cover at a
landfill will not be considered as recycled. Applicants
must be able to document the amount of residue attribut-
able to their recycling program.

Documentation to support all claims that eligible recy-
clable materials were generated within the municipality
and marketed must be made available for auditing by the
Department, the Office of the Auditor General, the Office
of the Treasurer or agents of those offices for 4 years. The
Department will not require applicants to retain hauler
customer lists; however, the lists may be required to be
examined in the event of an audit. It will be the
applicant’s responsibility to arrange for hauler customer
lists to be provided, or for haulers to be present with
their customer lists, during a grant audit. Supporting
documentation is not required to be submitted with the
application. Any tonnages not properly documented at the
time of an audit will not be credited towards the appli-
cant’s Performance Grant award. No additional/
supplemental documentation will be accepted after the
audit is completed. Failure to submit a complete and
accurate application may result in a denial of the applica-
tion.

Grant applications must be on forms provided by the
Department for calendar year 2014. Grant applications
must be delivered by 4 p.m. on September 30, 2015, or
postmarked on or before this date.

Removal of Sites from the Pennsylvania Priority
List of Hazardous Sites for Remedial Response

Baghurst Alley Site, Upper Salford Township,
Montgomery County; and Chem Fab, Doylestown
Borough and Doylestown Township, Bucks County

Purpose

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) is removing the Baghurst Alley Site and Chem Fab
Site (Sites) from the Pennsylvania Priority List of Haz-
ardous Sites for Remedial Response (PAPL). The United
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has placed
both Sites on the Federal Superfund National Priority
List and therefore the Sites need to be removed from the
Pennsylvania Priority List under section 502(e)(1) of the
Hazardous Sites Cleanup Act (HSCA) (35 P.S.
§ 6020.502(e)(1)).

Background

The HSCA was enacted in 1988 to provide for the
cleanup of sites in this Commonwealth that are releasing
or threatening the release of hazardous substances. Sec-
tion 502(a) of the HSCA requires that the Department
publish a priority list of sites with releases or threatened
releases for the purpose of taking remedial response in
the Pennsylvania Bulletin. This list is the PAPL.

Placement of Sites on the PAPL

The Department places sites on the PAPL when it has
determined through investigation that there are releases
or threatened releases of hazardous substances, or re-
leases or substantial threatened releases of contaminants
which present a substantial danger. In accordance with
the requirements of section 502(a) of the HSCA, the
Hazard Ranking System (HRS) (40 CFR Part 300, Appen-
dix A) established under the Federal Superfund Act is
utilized to rank the sites for placement on the PAPL. The
HRS uses mathematical formulas that reflect the relative
importance and the interrelationships of the various
human health and environmental factors to arrive at a
final score on a scale of 0 to 100. The values are assigned
using information obtained from site investigations. Sec-
tion 502(a) of the HSCA also directs the Department to
consider its administrative, enforcement and financial
capabilities when placing sites on the PAPL.

The PAPL is used to identify sites which require a
remedial response to address threats to the public health,
safety or the environment. The Department will decide on
a case-by-case basis whether to take enforcement or other
actions under the HSCA or other legal authorities or to
proceed directly with HSCA-funded remedial response
actions and seek cost recovery after the cleanup. Reme-
dial response actions will not necessarily be taken in the
same order as a site’s ranking on the PAPL. The investi-
gation conducted to place a site on the PAPL may not be
sufficient to determine either the extent of contamination
or the appropriate response actions for a site. The
Department may undertake further investigations to de-
termine appropriate response actions. The length of time
needed to complete these studies will vary due to the
complexity of a site. The Department may decide not to
immediately proceed with an HSCA remedial action or
that no remedial action is necessary.

Removal of Sites from the PAPL

Sites are removed from the PAPL in accordance with
the requirements section 502(e)(1) of the HSCA, which
states “[n]o site which has been placed upon the National
Priority List established pursuant to the Federal Super-
fund Act shall be included on the priority list of sites
published by the department.”

Statutory Authority

The PAPL is published under the authority of section
502(a) of the HSCA. According to section 502 of the
HSCA, a decision to place a site on the list or to remove a
site from the list is not a final action subject to review
under the act of April 28, 1978 (P.L. 202, No. 53), 2
Pa.C.S. (relating to administrative law and procedure), or
the Environmental Hearing Board Act (35 P. S. §§ 7511—
7516), nor shall it confer a right or duty upon the
Department or any person.

Review and Public Comment

The HSCA provides for a 30-day public comment period
subsequent to publication of the PAPL. This announce-
ment opens a 30-day comment period for the Sites being
removed. Interested persons may submit written com-
ments by March 16, 2015. Written comments for the
removal of the Baghurst Alley Site should submitted to
Dustin Armstrong, Environmental Cleanup and
Brownfields Program, Southeast Regional Office, 2 East
Main Street, Norristown, PA 19401, darmstrong@pa.gov.

Contents of the PAPL

This notice removes two sites from the PAPL. Table 1
lists the sites being removed by this notice. Table 2 lists
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all sites remaining on the PAPL. The names of the sites,
municipalities, counties and region are included in these
tables.

Site Summaries

Baghurst Alley Site, Upper Salford Township, Mont-
gomery County—The Baghurst Alley Site is an area of
groundwater contaminated by chlorinated solvents. The
site is located in the vicinity of Hendricks Road, Old
Church Roads and Baghurst Drive. The source area is
within a 51.91-acre farm property, currently known as the
Miller Farm, located at 1926 Hendricks Road. With the
exception of the Miller Farm property owner, the Depart-
ment has not identified any other potentially responsible
parties. The Department addressed residential well con-
tamination through an interim response action which
provided for point-of-entry treatment (POET) systems at
17 wells serving 27 homes. In 2004, after detection of
1,4-dioxane, which is not effectively removed by the
POET systems, the Department began providing bottled
water to the residents with affected water supplies (in
addition to continued maintenance of the POET systems).
The Department studied options for permanently address-
ing the drinking water exposure pathway, but was unable
to locate an acceptable water source due to limited water
availability and presence of naturally occurring metals,
including arsenic and lead, in groundwater.

The EPA initiated an evaluation of the Site in 2013,
and proposed the Site for listing on the National Priori-
ties List (NPL) in May 2014 as “Baghurst Drive.” The
Site’s NPL listing was finalized on September 18, 2014.
According to section 502(e)(1) of the HSCA, no site listed
on the NPL can be included on the PAPL. Therefore, the
Site must be removed from the PAPL.

Chem Fab, Doylestown Borough and Doylestown Town-
ship, Bucks County—The Chem Fab Site is located at 300
North Broad Street, Doylestown Borough, Bucks County;
it encompasses an approximately 1l-acre parcel and an
associated plume of contaminated groundwater, extending
from the Site southwest into Doylestown Township. The
l-acre parcel is currently owned by 300 North Broad
Street, Ltd., and is situated several blocks west of the
Bucks County Courthouse in Doylestown Borough. The
surrounding properties are light industrial, commercial
and residential.

From 1965 to approximately 1986, Chem Fab, Inc., a
subsidiary of Harvey Radio Company, Inc., operated an
electroplating and metal etching facility at the Site.
Wastes generated included ferric chloride, mineral spirits,

chromic acid rinse water and sludge, chromic acid, sulfu-
ric acid, trichloroethylene and tetrachloroethylene.

In 1990, the EPA connected residences and businesses
that were impacted by the groundwater contamination to
a public water supply. The EPA removed 117 drums of
chemicals and 8,400 gallons of liquid waste from the site
in 1994 and then placed it on the No Further Remedial
Action Planned list. Subsequently, the Department con-
ducted a site investigation in two phases and generated a
Site Characterization Report in July 2000; a Phase II Site
Characterization Report in November 2002; a Site Char-
acterization Report Addendum in January 2003; and an
Engineering Evaluation Report in May 2003. The Site
was listed on the Pennsylvania Priorities List for
remediation on December 31, 2003.

The Department’s investigations identified several ar-
eas which have soil contamination above Statewide
Health Standards. The areas of contamination are located
on the 300 North Broad Street, Ltd. property and the
adjacent Extra Space, Inc. property, formerly owned by
Chem Fab, Inc. Contaminants in soils are impacting
surface water. In addition, there is an extensive ground-
water plume beneath both properties and other neighbor-
ing properties. The plume is migrating towards Doyles-
town Borough’s Public Water Production Well No. 13. The
primary contaminants of concern include trichloroethy-
lene (TCE), tetrachloroethylene, their degradation prod-
ucts and chromium, mostly in hexavalent form. The
groundwater in several monitoring wells at the Site is
noticeably yellow due to extremely high concentrations of
chromium. In October 2011 and January 2012, the EPA
evaluated the indoor air quality of three office buildings
at the Site, and found that one had an open pathway for
exposure to TCE.

The EPA initiated an evaluation of the Site in 2007 and
proposed it for listing on the NPL on September 19, 2007.
The EPA finalized the listing on March 19, 2008. Accord-
ing to section 502(e)(1) of the HSCA, no site listed on the
NPL can be included on the PAPL. Therefore, the Site
must be removed from the PAPL.

The environmental, economic, social
and other effects of the proposed projects have been
considered. Based upon studies, there is no feasible and
prudent alternative to the use of the Section 2002
resources for the following proposed identified projects
and all reasonable steps have been taken to minimize the
effects.

¢ SR 0000, Section LO0—City of Meadville, Crawford
County.

Project Description: The project consists of the replace-
ment of the Mead Avenue Bridge (SR 7301), which carries
Mead Avenue over French Creek. Minor approach work
will be done to accommodate the grade adjustments along
Mead Avenue and through the intersection of Mead
Avenue and with SR 0102 (Cussewago Road). Improve-
ments also will be made to the intersection of French
Street and Mead Avenue east of the bridge. In addition to
the bridge replacement, the project includes the milling
and paving of Mead Avenue from the end of the full depth
reconstruction to the intersection of Mead Avenue and SR
0006/0019.

Environmental Documents: Level 2 CEE approved on
July 31, 2014, a Nationwide/Programmatic Section 4(f)
Evaluation for Projects that Necessitate the use of His-
toric Bridges document approved on October 15, 2010,
and a Determination of Section 4(f) Applicability Involv-
ing Temporary Use (Occupancy) document approved on
March 26, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The Mead
Avenue Bridge is eligible for listing on the National
Register of Historic Places (NRHP). The proposed project
will replace the Mead Avenue Bridge with a new struc-
ture on the existing alignment. The existing Mead Avenue
Bridge was permanently closed to traffic and pedestrians
in 2007 due to safety concerns related to structural
deficiencies and severe deterioration. The existing bridge
will be dismantled and removed resulting in an adverse
effect to the bridge. The Department and the Crawford
County Commissioners shall institute marketing efforts
for the Mead Avenue Bridge with the intent of identifying
a willing and capable third party who can provide viable
relocation and rehabilitation design plan. If the market-
ing of the Mead Avenue Bridge is unsuccessful, an
interpretive kiosk will be erected to highlight its history
and significance. Bicentennial Park is a 3-acre public
park owned by the City of Meadville. A temporary
construction easement (TCE) totaling 0.3 acre of park
property will be needed during construction. The tempo-
rary use area of the park will provide equipment access
and a staging area for grading equipment. This area will
be fully restored to a condition at least as good as that
which existed prior to the project.

e SR 0022, Section 400—Whitehall and Hanover
Townships, Lehigh County.

Project Description: The proposed project involves safety
and mobility improvements to the Route 22 corridor.
Specifically, the proposed project involves replacing the
Fifth Street (SR 1029) and Fullerton Avenue (SR 1015)
Bridges over Route 22 to achieve 16.5 feet of vertical

clearance, lengthening the acceleration and deceleration
lanes of all four ramps at the Fullerton Avenue Inter-
change, adding a continuous auxiliary lane in each direc-
tion between the MacArthur Road (SR 0145) and Fuller-
ton Avenue Interchanges and replacing the bridges
carrying Route 22 over the Lehigh Valley Railroad/Lehigh
River and the Lehigh Canal/Dauphin Street.

Environmental Documents: Level 2 CEE approved on
September 9, 2014, a Determination of Section 4(f) De
Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use Public Parks,
Recreation Areas, Wildlife and/or Waterfowl Refuges,
State Forest Land and State Game Land document
approved on April 27, 2011, a Determination of Section
4(f) De Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use Public
Parks, Recreation Areas, Wildlife and/or Waterfowl Ref-
uges, State Forest Land and State Game Land document
approved on April 21, 2014, a Determination of Section
4(f) De Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use Public
Parks, Recreation Areas, Wildlife and/or Waterfowl Ref-
uges, State Forest Land and State Game Land document
approved on June 6, 2014, and a Determination of Section
4(f) De Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use

Proposed Use of Section 4(f) /2002 Resource: This project
requires the construction of two new piers and the
subsequent demolition of the two existing bridge piers
within the Lehigh River. Recreational navigation will be
maintained between the two piers during project con-
struction. Additionally, an Aid to Navigation (ATON) plan
will be implemented to ensure safe passage through the
project area. Given the maintenance of recreational navi-
gation during construction, the proposed project will not
impact the recreational activities, features or attributes of
the Lehigh River Water Trail. Approximately 0.28 acre of
right-of-way (ROW) acquisition and 0.04 acre of slope
easements from the Wood Street playground are required
for this project. The ROW acquisitions totaling 0.65 acre
are required from Whitehall Bird Sanctuary. No devel-
oped recreational facilities will be impacted by this
project. The Canal Park’s D&L Trail will be temporarily
relocated to Dauphin Street during a portion of construc-
tion.

Trail users will be directed to a temporary connection
from the existing trail. Upon completion of work, the trail
will be restored and opened to users. An aerial easement
of 0.14 acre is required from the Lehigh Valley Railroad
and Lehigh Navigation Canal, eligible and listed on the
NRHP, respectively. There will be a permanent impact of
0.003 acre to these resources resulting from pier footer
replacement.

e SR 0062, Section B08—City of Franklin, Venango
County.

Project Description: The project consists of the rehabili-
tation of the SR 0062 bridge over French Creek. Project
activities include dewatering around piers two and three,
excavation around these footings and placement of Class
A Cement Concrete around the piers for scour protection.

Environmental Documents: Level 2 CEE approved on
September 3, 2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f)
Applicability Involving Temporary Use (Occupancy) docu-
ment approved on August 12, 2014.

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e SR 0078, Section 12M—Greenwich Township,
Berks County.

Project Description: The project consists of the recon-
struction of an 8-mile section of Interstate 78/US 22 in
Berks and Lehigh Counties. The improvements include
the complete reconstruction of all mainline pavement,
widening or replacement of project area structures, the
addition of truck climbing lanes in both the eastbound
and westbound directions, and various safety upgrades
necessary to meet current design criteria. Safety improve-
ments include widening to full inside and outside shoul-
ders throughout the length of the project and improving
sight distance. Minimal upgrades and some repaving will
be done to the other roadways within the project area.

Environmental Documents: Level 2 CEE approved on
July 2, 2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f) De
Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use Historic
Properties Determination document approved on June 30,
2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f) Applicability
Involving Temporary Use (Occupancy) document approved
on June 30, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: Minor
property acquisitions will be necessary from three re-
sources determined eligible for listing on the NRHP: the
Maiden Creek Charcoal Furnace (1.94 acres); Heim Farm
(1.28 acres); and Kengle Farm (3.50 acres). A finding of no
adverse effect was made for each of these properties. A
TCE is required from the Keller Farm, eligible for listing
on the NRHP, to construct the proposed noise wall along
the south side of I-78. The noise wall will result in an
adverse effect. A Memorandum of Agreement has been
executed committing to mitigation measures including
landscaping to minimize the visual impact of the wall.

Project Description: The project consists of the replace-
ment of the existing SR 0173 bridge crossing over French
Creek. The existing Cochranton Truss Bridge is structur-
ally deficient and improvements are required to maintain
a safe crossing at this location.

This property is leased by the Fish and Boat
Commission (Commission) for use as a public boat launch
into French Creek and is listed on the Commission’s
County Guide to boat launches for Crawford County. A
permanent ROW acquisition totaling 0.08 acre is required
from the edge of the property along SR 0173. A TCE
totaling 0.10 acre will be required from the property
during construction. The TCE area will be restored to
preconstruction conditions after the completion of con-
struction.

Project Description: The project consists of the realign-
ment of the New Schaefferstown Road, Bernville Road
and SR 0183 intersection. Project activities include re-
aligning the eastern leg of the “Y” intersection, replacing

the existing single span structure over the Unnamed
Tributary to Little Northkill Creek, installing an exclu-
sive right-turn lane along SR 0183 northbound, widening
the SR 0183 and SR 4016 roadway templates, and
installing a traffic signal.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The Wil-
liam Potteiger Farm, located on the west side of New
Schaefferstown Road at the intersection with SR 0183, is
eligible for the NRHP. The project requires a total of
0.581 acre of permanent land acquisition for ROW and
slope and drainage easements from within the boundary
of the farm. The minor land acquisitions will not affect
the historic integrity of the William Potteiger Farm and
none of the buildings on the farm will be affected,
resulting in no adverse effect.

Project Description: The project consists of the replace-
ment of the structure that carries SR 2022 (Mill Creek
Road) over Brodhead. The project also includes restora-
tion of the approach roadway and minor modifications of
the vertical alignment to improve sight distance.

Project Description: The project consists of the rehabili-
tation of the Speakman No. 1 Covered Bridge over Buck
Run. The bridge requires rehabilitation due to the dete-
rioration of its structural members over time.

Environmental Documents: Level 1b CEE approved on
October 24, 2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f) De
Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse Use Historic
Properties document approved on July 31, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The
Speakman’s Covered Bridge No. 1 is listed on the NRHP.
Steel girders and steel pier bents were added to the
structure in 1968 to allow the bridge to carry modern
traffic loads. This project will include the rehabilitation of
the Burr-arch truss, timber superstructure and the re-
placement of the abutments to strengthen the structure
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to meet modern loading criteria. The existing steel girders
will be removed and replaced with a new steel I-beam
floor system. Members which are not able to be incorpo-
rated into the rehabilitated structure due to deterioration
will be replaced in kind and stone from the existing
structure will be used to create stone facing for the
reinforced concrete abutments and wing-walls. Through
coordination with the Pennsylvania Historical and Mu-
seum Commission, it was determined that the proposed
rehabilitation will not have an adverse effect on the
structure’s historic eligibility.

e SR 4046, Section D10—Washington Township,
Fayette County.

Project Description: The project consists of a bridge
replacement on SR 4046, installation of approach slabs,
updating of the guide rail connections at the new para-
pets and paving the new approaches. The bridge spans
Lutz Run and an abandoned railroad ROW. The new
structure and approach roadway will be slightly widened
to accommodate current design criteria.

Environmental Documents: Level 1b CEE approved on
September 29, 2014, and a Nationwide/Programmatic
Section 4(f) Evaluation for Projects that Necessitate the
Use of Historic Bridges document approved on September
23, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The struc-
ture to be replaced crosses over Lutz Run and the
abandoned Pittsburgh and Lake Erie ROW. The existing
structure will be demolished and replaced with a new
structure at the existing location. The existing bridge is
eligible for the NRHP as an early example of a reinforced
concrete T-beam structure and is historically and techno-
logically significant. Due to the construction methods and
materials involved, in-kind replacement of deteriorated
materials cannot occur. It is not possible to rehabilitate
this type of bridge without fully compromising the his-
toric integrity of the structure.

Project Description: The project consists of the replace-
ment of the superstructure of the SR 6006 bridge over
Glade Run.

Environmental Documents: BRPA CEE approved on
September 22, 2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f)
De Minimis Use Section 2002 No Adverse use Historic
Properties approved on September 2, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The United
Refinery property is eligible for the NRHP. The use of the
property will involve the ROW acquisition of a 0.032-acre
strip take from the United Refinery parcel.

Project Description: The project consists of the removal
of the Ridge Avenue Bridge, and replacing the West Ohio
Street Bridge by the City of Pittsburgh in cooperation
with the Department and the Federal Highway Adminis-
tration. Both bridges are located in Pittsburgh’s North
Side neighborhood and are contributing elements to the
Norfolk Southern Railroad (former Pittsburgh, Ft. Wayne
and Chicago Line of the Pennsylvania Railroad), eligible
for the NRHP, and Allegheny Commons Park and Historic
District. The Ridge Avenue Bridge has been closed to all
traffic since 2003 and is to be removed.

Environmental Documents: Level 2 CEE approved on
June 23, 2014, and a Final Individual Section 4(f)
Evaluation approved on June 5, 2014.

Proposed Use of Section 4(f)/2002 Resource: The in-
creased profile grade of the West Ohio Street Bridge will
require the use of 0.24 acre of TCE and 0.74 acre of
permanent slope easement from Allegheny Commons
Park. The replacement of the West Ohio Street Bridge
and loss of the Ridge Avenue Bridge, both contributing
elements to the Allegheny Commons Park Historic Dis-
trict and the Fort Wayne Division, Pennsylvania Railroad
Linear Resource (Historic District) would constitute a use
of these resources.

e SR 7409, Section BRG—Lititz Borough, Lancaster
County.

Project Description: The proposed project involves re-
placement of the existing North Locust Street Bridge over
Santo Domingo Creek in Lititz Borough, Lancaster
County. The horizontal and vertical alignment of the
proposed structure will match the existing and minimal
approach work, and will be needed to tie the new
structure into the existing roadway.

Environmental Documents: Level 1b CEE approved on
October 21, 2014, and a Determination of Section 4(f) De
Minimus Use Section 2002 No Averse Use Public Parks,
Recreation Areas, Wildlife and/or Waterfowl Refuges,
State Forest Land and State Game Land document
approved on September 5, 2014.

This proposed rulemaking establishes the type of evi-
dence an applicant seeking an economic development
license must submit to the Board to demonstrate that it
has exhausted reasonable means to find a suitable license
within the existing county quota law. Under Subsection
(e)(1)(3), an applicant must provide, “An explanation as to
why it is not economically feasible for the applicant
business to pay the amount requested for an existing
restaurant liquor or eating place retail dispenser license.”
The Pennsylvania State Association of Township Supervi-
sors submitted comments contending that this require-
ment is vague because it does not specify what the Board
would consider to be economically feasible or not. We
agree that this provision lacks clarity and suggest that
the final-form regulation be amended to set forth the
criteria an applicant must meet to prove that buying an
existing license is not economically feasible.
