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Maximum Lawful Rate of Interest for Residential
Mortgages for the Month of April 2017

The Department of Banking and Securities (Depart-
ment), under the authority contained in section 301 of the
act of January 30, 1974 (P.L. 13, No. 6) (41 P.S. § 301),
determines that the maximum lawful rate of interest for
residential mortgages for the month of April, 2017, is
5 1/4%.

The interest rate limitations under the State’s usury
statute were preempted to a great extent by Federal law,
the Depository Institutions Deregulation and Monetary
Control Act of 1980 (Pub.L. No. 96-221). Further preemp-
tion was instituted with the signing of Pub.L. No. 96-399,
which overrode State interest rate limitations on any
individual who finances the sale or exchange of residen-
tial real property which such individual owns and which
such individual occupies or has occupied as his principal
residence.

Each month the Department is required by State law to
compute and announce the ceiling rate on residential
mortgages in this Commonwealth. This maximum rate is
determined by adding 2.50 percentage points to the yield
rate on long-term government bonds as published by the
Federal Reserve Board and/or the United States Treasury.
The latest yield rate on long-term government securities
is 2.74 to which was added 2.50 percentage points for a
total of 5.24 that by law is rounded off to the nearest
quarter at 5 1/4%.

For NPDES renewal applications in Section I, the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has made a
tentative determination to reissue these permits for 5 years subject to effluent limitations and monitoring and reporting
requirements in their current permits, with appropriate and necessary updated requirements to reflect new and changed
regulations and other requirements.

Unless indicated otherwise, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Region III Administrator has
waived the right to review or object to proposed NPDES permit actions under the waiver provision in 40 CFR 123.24(d).

Persons wishing to comment on NPDES applications are invited to submit statements to the contact office noted before
the application within 30 days from the date of this public notice. Persons wishing to comment on WQM permit
applications are invited to submit statements to the office noted before the application within 15 days from the date of
this public notice. Comments received within the respective comment periods will be considered in the final
determinations regarding the applications. A comment submittal should include the name, address and telephone number
of the writer and a concise statement to inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts
upon which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests for public hearings on applications. A public hearing may be held if the
responsible office considers the public response significant. If a hearing is scheduled, a notice of the hearing will be
published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and a newspaper of general circulation within the relevant geographical area. The
Department will postpone its final determination until after a public hearing is held.

MINING ACTIVITY NPDES DRAFT PERMITS

This notice provides information about applications for a new, amended or renewed NPDES permits associated with
mining activity (coal or noncoal) permits. The applications concern industrial waste (mining) discharges to surface water
and discharges of stormwater associated with mining activities. This notice is provided in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
Chapters 91 and 92a and 40 CFR Part 122, implementing provisions of The Clean Streams Law (35 P.S.
§§ 691.1—691.1001) and the Federal Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C.A. §§ 1251—1376).

The Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has prepared a draft NPDES permit and made a tentative
determination to issue the NPDES permit in conjunction with the associated mining activity permit.
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Effluent Limits for Coal Mining Activities

For coal mining activities, NPDES permits, when issued, will contain effluent limits that are the more stringent of
technology-based (BAT) effluent limitations or Water Quality Based Effluent Limits (WQBEL).

The BAT limits for coal mining activities, as provided in 40 CFR Part 434 and 25 Pa. Code Chapters 87—90 are as
follows:

A settleable solids instantaneous maximum limit of 0.5 ml/l applies to: surface runoff (resulting from a precipitation
event of less than or equal to a 10-year 24-hour event) from active mining areas; active areas disturbed by coal refuse
disposal activities; mined areas backfilled and revegetated; and all other discharges and drainage (resulting from a
precipitation event of greater than 1l-year 24-hour to less than or equal to a 10-year 24-hour event) from coal refuse
disposal piles. Similarly, modified BAT limits apply to iron, manganese and suspended solids in surface runoff, discharges
and drainage resulting from these precipitation events and those of greater magnitude in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
§§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.

Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292,
89.52 and 90.102.

Effluent Limits for Noncoal Mining Activities

The limits for noncoal mining activities as provided in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 77 are pH 6 to 9 and other parameters the
Department may require.

Discharges from noncoal mines located in some geologic settings (for example, in the coal fields) may require additional
water quality based effluent limits. If additional effluent limits are needed for an NPDES permit associated with a
noncoal mining permit, then the permit description specifies the parameters.

In addition to BAT or WQBEL limits, coal and noncoal NPDES permits establish effluent limitations in the form of
implemented Best Management Practices (BMPs) identified in the associated Erosion and Sedimentation Plan, the
Reclamation Plan and the NPDES permit application. These BMPs restrict the rates and quantities of associated
pollutants from being discharged into surface waters in this Commonwealth.

More restrictive effluent limitations, restrictions on discharge volume or restrictions on the extent of mining that may
occur are incorporated into an NPDES permit when necessary for compliance with water quality standards and
antidegradation requirements (in accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91—96).

The procedures for determining the final effluent limits, using a mass-balance equation or model, are found in
Technical Guidance Document 563-2112-115, Developing National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
Permits for Mining Activities. Other specific factors to be considered include public comments and Total Maximum Daily
Load(s). Additional discharge limitations may apply in the event that unexpected discharges occur.

Discharge rates for surface mining activities are precipitation driven. Discharge rates for proposed discharges
associated with underground mining are noted in the permit description.

Persons wishing to comment on an NPDES draft permit should submit a written statement to the Department at the
address of the district mining office indicated before each draft permit within 30 days of this public notice. Comments
received within the comment period will be considered in the final determinations regarding the NPDES permit
applications. Comments must include the name, address and telephone number of the writer and a concise statement to
inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests or petitions for a public hearing on NPDES permit applications, as provided
in 25 Pa. Code § 92a.82(d). The request or petition for a public hearing shall be filed within 30 days of this public notice
and contain the name, address, telephone number and the interest of the party filing the request, and state the reasons
why a hearing is warranted.

Former TP Corporation Site
Duryea Borough, Luzerne County

The Department, under the authority of the Hazardous
Sites Cleanup Act, 35 P.S. § 6020.101 et seq. (“HSCA”),
has proposed an interim response action at the Former
TP Corporation Site (“Site”). This response will be under-
taken pursuant to Sections 505(b) and (c) of HSCA, 35
P.S. § 6020.505(b) and (c). The Site is located at 620
Foote Ave. in Duryea Borough, Luzerne County, Pennsyl-
vania.

TP Corporation coated and printed designs onto fabric
materials utilizing adhesives and flock material and
ceased operation in 2006. However, many of the chemicals
and solvents remained at the facility. Caren Cembalest is
the former owner of the building. She declared bank-
ruptcy and the building/property has been abandoned.

On February 9, 2011, the Department conducted a Site
visit to evaluate the building and abandoned chemicals.
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Approximately 250—350 containers of varying sizes (55-
gallon drums, 35-gallon drums and 5-gallon containers)
were observed and classified as being either flammable
solids/liquids, acids, potassium hydroxide, paint and ac-
etone.

Phase I of the investigation included the sampling,
characterization and consolidation of the materials in
preparation for disposal. The consolidated materials were
then either reused, recycled or disposed of at Department-
approved facilities.

Phase II of the investigation, conducted in October
2012, determined that some soil samples exceeded the
Pennsylvania Statewide Health Standard (SHS), Non-
Residential Soil to Groundwater standards for toluene,
trichloroethylene (TCE), 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene (1,2,4-
TMB), 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene (1,3,5-TMB), dichloro-
methane (DCM), ethylbenzene, and tetrachloroethylene
(PCE).

Phase III of the investigation, conducted in 2013,
consisted of the installation of three (3) monitoring wells,
groundwater sampling, and offsite soil sampling. None of
the groundwater samples had detections of any of the
constituents. Based on the results, it appeared there was
no impact to the groundwater and no constituents have
migrated off-site. Indoor air sampling was conducted
inside the building in October 2013. None of the vapor
sample results exceeded the SHS.

The results of on-Site sampling have identified the
contaminants of concern (COC) as toluene, TCE, 1,24-
TMB, 1,3,5-TMB, DCM, ethylbenzene, and PCE. These
COCs were present in the materials used while the plant
was printing and coating fabric. Direct contact with the
soils on Site, via dermal contact and/or direct ingestion, is
the primary concern.

The Department considered eight alternatives to ad-
dress the threats at the Site: 1) No Action; 2) Soil
Removal and off-Site Disposal/Treatment (Exterior of
Building) and Deed Restrictions or Environmental Cov-
enant; 3) Soil Vapor Extraction (SVE); 4) In-situ Chemical
Oxidation (ISCO); 5) Enhanced Bioremediation; 6)
Bioventing; 7) Monitored Natural Attenuation (MNA);
and 8) Excavation with ISCO.

The Department has chosen the following actions be-
cause they are in compliance with applicable or relevant
and appropriate requirements (ARARs) and are cost
effective:

e Soil removal and off-site disposal/treatment; and

e Implementation of environmental covenants to re-
strict future land uses and remove the potential for harm
to the implemented remedy.

Based upon the fact that a release of a hazardous
substance as defined by HSCA has occurred and that the
threat of a release of hazardous substances exists and
that an ongoing release is likely if no actions are taken,
the Department is authorized to undertake a response
action at this Site under Section 501(a) of HSCA, 35 P.S.
§ 6020.501(a).

This notice is being provided pursuant to Section 506(b)
of HSCA. The Administrative Record, which contains the
information that forms the basis and documents the
selection of this response, is available for public review
and comment at the DEP’s Northeast Regional Office, 2

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Nursing Home Patient Safety Trust Fund Sur-
charge for Fiscal Year 2016-2017 as Provided for
under the Medical Care Availability and Reduc-
tion of Error (MCARE) Act

Sections 401—411 of the Medical Care Availability and
Reduction of Error (MCARE) Act (MCARE Act) (40 P.S.
§§ 1303.401—1303.411) require nursing homes to elec-
tronically report health care-associated infection (HAI)
data to the Department of Health (Department) and the
Patient Safety Authority (Authority). Mandatory report-
ing of nursing home HAIs was implemented in June
2009.

Section 409 of the MCARE Act states that every fiscal
year, beginning July 1, 2008, each nursing home shall pay
the Department a surcharge on its licensing fee to
provide sufficient revenues for the Authority to perform
its responsibilities related to the MCARE Act. The base
amount of $1 million for Fiscal Year (FY) 2008-2009 has
the potential to be increased no more than the Consumer
Price Index in each succeeding fiscal year.

The FY 2015-2016 surcharge was $1.08 million. The
Authority has recommended that the FY 2016-2017 sur-
charge assessment total $1.11 million.

To assess the surcharge in an equitable manner, the
number of licensed nursing home beds as of December 31,
2016, was totaled and that amount was divided into $1.11
million. The total number of licensed beds is 86,779. This
equates to a surcharge of $12.791 per bed.

To obtain a copy of the assessment for all facilities,
send an e-mail to paexcept@pa.gov and request the FY
2016-2017 MCARE surcharge assessment list for nursing
care facilities. Each facility will receive notification from
the Department setting forth the amount due, date due,
the name and address to which the payment should be
sent.

Patient Safety Trust Fund Surcharge for Fiscal
Year 2016-2017 as Provided for under the Med-
ical Care Availability and Reduction of Error
(MCARE) Act

On March 20, 2002, the Medical Care Availability and
Reduction of Error (MCARE) Act (MCARE Act) (40 P.S.
§§ 1303.101—1303.910) was enacted. Among other provi-
sions, the MCARE Act established the Patient Safety

Authority (Authority) to collect, analyze and evaluate
data regarding reports of serious events and incidents
occurring in certain medical facilities and to make recom-
mendations to those facilities regarding changes, trends
and improvements in health care practices and proce-
dures for the purpose of reducing the number and
severity of serious events and incidents.

Section 305(a) of the MCARE Act (40 P.S.
§ 1303.305(a)) authorizes the establishment of a Patient
Safety Trust Fund (Fund) for the operations of the
Authority. Section 305(c) of the MCARE Act states that
beginning July 1, 2002, and for every fiscal year thereaf-
ter, each medical facility covered by the MCARE Act shall
pay the Department of Health (Department) a surcharge
on its licensing fee as necessary to provide sufficient
revenues for the Authority to operate. Section 305(c) of
the MCARE Act also states that the total assessment
amount for Fiscal Year (FY) 2002-2003 shall not exceed
$5 million and that the Department shall transfer the
total assessment amount to the Fund within 30 days of
receipt. Section 305(d) of the MCARE Act provides that
for each succeeding calendar year, the Department shall
determine and assess each medical facility a proportion-
ate share of the Authority’s budget. The base amount of
$5 million provided for in FY 2002-2003 shall be in-
creased no more than the Consumer Price Index in each
succeeding fiscal year.

Initially, the surcharge was assessed on ambulatory
surgical facilities (ASF), birth centers and hospitals.
Subsequently, the MCARE Act was amended and abortion
facilities were also required to pay the surcharge.

With the cooperation of hospitals, birthing centers,
abortion facilities and ASFs in this Commonwealth, the
surcharge has been implemented and has provided re-
sources for the implementation of the web-based Pennsyl-
vania Patient Safety Reporting System and the operation
of the Authority.

This notice sets forth the procedure that the Depart-
ment will follow in assessing and collecting the surcharge
for FY 2016-2017. The Authority FY 2016-2017 surcharge
assessment is $6.675 million. The MCARE Act states that
the surcharge shall be collected from medical facilities,
which are defined as ASFs, birth centers and hospitals
licensed under either the Health Care Facilities Act (35
P.S. §§ 448.101—448.904b) or Article X of the Human
Services Code (62 P.S. §§ 1001—1088). Also included, as
of May 1, 2006, are abortion facilities which are defined
in 18 Pa.C.S. § 3203 (relating to definitions). Nursing
homes, which are assessed under sections 401—411 of the
MCARE Act (40 P.S. §§ 1303.401—1303.411), receive a
separate assessment notification.

To assess the surcharge in an equitable manner, the
Department continues to use a common denominator in
these facilities. For ASFs, birth centers and abortion
facilities, the Department has chosen the number of
operating and procedure rooms. For hospitals, the Depart-
ment has chosen the number of beds contained on the
license of each hospital, whether by the Department
(general and special acute care hospitals) or the Depart-
ment of Human Services (privately-owned psychiatric
hospitals). It was also necessary to pick a point in time to
make this assessment; the Department has chosen De-
cember 31, 2016.

The number of operating/procedure rooms (for ASFs,
birth centers and abortion facilities) and the number of
licensed beds (for hospitals) was totaled and that number
was divided into $6.675 million to arrive at a charge per
unit for the assessment. The total number of units
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(operating rooms, procedure rooms and licensed beds) is
42,135. Dividing this number into $6.675 million results
in a per unit assessment for each installment of approxi-
mately $158.42. The assessment is payable by May 31,
2017.

To obtain a copy of the assessment for all facilities,
send an e-mail to paexcept@pa.gov and request the FY
2016-2017 MCARE surcharge assessment lists.

Each facility will receive notification from the Depart-
ment setting forth the amount due, date due and the
name and address to which the payment should be sent.
Payment will be due within 60 days. The MCARE Act
authorizes the Department to assess an administrative
penalty of $1,000 per day on facilities who fail to pay the
surcharge by the due date.

A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the instant ticket is claimed and validated. A bonus will
not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells a non-
winning Pennsylvania Lottery instant ticket used to enter
a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance drawing or promo-
tion that is subsequently selected to win a prize.

11. Unclaimed Prize Money: For a period of 1 year
from the announced close of Bank on It, prize money from
winning Bank on It instant lottery game tickets will be
retained by the Secretary for payment to the persons
entitled thereto. If no claim is made within 1 year of the

Mentored Youth Fishing Day Program; Trout

Acting under the authority of 58 Pa.Code § 65.20
(relating to Mentored Youth Fishing Day Program), the
Executive Director has designated March 25, and April 8,
2017, as Mentored Youth Fishing Days for trout, begin-
ning at 8 a.m. and ending at 7:30 p.m., in stocked trout
waters designated under 58 Pa. Code § 63.3 (relating to
fishing in stocked trout waters) and the waters identified
as follows that are normally closed to trout fishing on
those dates. This designation under 58 Pa. Code § 65.20
will be effective upon publication of this notice in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin.

To participate, anglers 16 years of age or older (adult
anglers) must possess a valid Pennsylvania fishing license
and current trout/salmon permit and be accompanied by a
youth (less than 16 years of age) who has obtained a
mentored youth permit or a voluntary youth license from
the Fish and Boat Commission (Commission). Youth
anglers must obtain a 2017 mentored youth permit or a
voluntary youth license from the Commission and be
accompanied by a licensed adult angler to participate.

Although waters included in the Mentored Youth Fish-
ing Day Program (Program) will be open to adult anglers,
only youth anglers with a 2017 voluntary youth license or
mentored youth permit may possess a total of two trout
(combined species) with a minimum length of 7 inches.
Adult anglers are prohibited from possessing trout. Other
Commonwealth inland regulations will apply. It is unlaw-
ful to fish in waters designated as part of the Program
except in compliance with the requirements of 58
Pa. Code § 65.20 when participating in the Program.

The waters included in the Program on March 25, 2017,
are those stocked trout waters in 18 southeastern coun-
ties and 2 waters crossing from those counties that are
regulated under 58 Pa. Code § 65.12 (relating to regional
opening day of trout season). The waters included in the
Program on April 8, 2017, are the stocked trout waters in
the remaining counties. Special regulation areas are not
included in the Program. A listing of stocked trout waters
is published in the Commission’s “Summary of Fishing
Regulations and Laws” available from the Commission at
P.O. Box 67000, Harrisburg, PA 17106-7000. The listing is
also available at http:/pfbc.pa.gov/fishpub/summaryad/
troutwaters.html.

Taxicab Rate Review; Request for Public Com-
ment; Public Comment Hearing; Doc. No. P-17-
02-01

On February 22, 2017, a Petition for Rate Change
(Petition) was filed with the Philadelphia Parking Au-
thority’s (Authority) Taxicab and Limousine Division
(TLD) requesting a change to the existing rates charged
by taxicabs operating in Philadelphia.

The Petition requests, among other things, that:

1) The Authority re-establish boundaries of all taxicab
trips within the airport flat-rate zone.

2) The minimum fare originating from the Philadelphia
International airport be increased from $11 to $20, which
includes the $1.50 egress fee.

3) A convenience fee of $1 be charged to a taxicab
customer using a credit card or; in the alternative, a 5%
convenience fee be charged to a taxicab customer using a
credit card.

4) The mileage and waiting time increments be in-
creased from $0.23 to $0.25.

5) A $0.50 per trip “rush hour” surcharge be added to
all taxicab fares between 6 a.m. to 9 a.m. and between 4
p-m. to 8 p.m.; and

6) Taxicab drivers be provided the option of charging a
$35 cleaning fee to a taxicab passenger that vomits or
intentionally causes a defect to the inside of a taxicab
from the use of other riders.

The TLD will formally request to the Authority on
March 24, 2017, to approve the reopening of a rate
investigation. Contingent upon the Authority’s approval,
the TLD is now seeking information and comment from
the public-at-large, members of the taxicab, limousine

and dispatcher industry, prospective and current technol-
ogy vendors, and any other interested parties regarding
the Petition.
