Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
weekly. A cumulative subject matter index is pub-
lished quarterly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. It is the temporary supplement to the Penn-
sylvania Code, which is the official codification of
agency rules and regulations, Statewide court rules,
and other statutorily authorized documents.
Changes in the codified text, whether by adoption,
amendment, rescission, repeal or emergency action,
must be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The following documents are published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin: Governor’s Executive Orders;
Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide and
Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions; Mo-
tor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
rescind regulations must first publish in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin a Proposed Rulemaking. There are
limited instances when the agency may omit the
proposal step; it still must publish the adopted
version.

The Proposed Rulemaking contains the full text of
the change, the agency contact person, a fiscal note
required by law and background for the action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. A Final Rule-
making must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before the changes can take effect. If the
agency wishes to adopt changes to the Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies, Statewide court rules and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. The Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin is the temporary supplement to the Pennsylva-
nia Code, printing changes when they are adopted.
These changes are then permanently codified by the
Pennsylvania Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf
supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government.

How to Find Rules and Regulations

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacode.com.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

A chronological table of the history of Pennsylva-
nia Code sections may be found at www.legis.state.
pa.us/cfdocs/legis/CH/Public/pcde_index.cfm.

A quarterly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections
Affected lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires the Governor’s Budget Office to prepare a
fiscal note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions
and authorities receiving money from the State Treasury. The fiscal note states whether the action or procedure causes
a loss of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fiscal
note is required to be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the change is advertised.

A fiscal note provides the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation
providing for expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the
program is implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal
history of the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if
any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; and (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget
and the reasons therefor.

The omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information available
with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years, following the
year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the current and two
immediately preceding years. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the Secretary of the Budget is published
with the fiscal note. “No fiscal impact” means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local
political subdivision is intended. See 4 Pa. Code Chapter 7, Subchapter R (relating to fiscal notes).

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information

Pursuant to Pa.R.J.A. No. 103(a)(1),
the proposal is being published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin for comments, suggestions, or objections prior to
submission to the Supreme Court.

Any reports, notes, or comments in the proposal have
been inserted by the Workgroup for the convenience of
those using the rules. They neither will constitute a part
of the rules nor be officially adopted by the Supreme
Court.

CHAPTER 51. CUSTODY OF EXHIBITS IN COURT
PROCEEDINGS

Rule

5101. Definitions.

5102. Role of the Custodian.

5103. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.
5104. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.
5105. Local Rules. Prohibition.

5106. Confidentiality. Exhibits Under Seal.

Rule 5101. Definitions.

“Court” means the Supreme Court, the Superior Court,
the Commonwealth Court, or a court of common pleas.

“Court proceeding” means any trial, hearing, argument
or similar event before a judge, panel or hearing officer
where evidence, if entered, is on the record.

“Custodian” means the person or persons designated by
local rule to safeguard and maintain exhibits offered into
evidence in a court proceeding. Custodian shall also
include the custodian’s designee.

“Exhibit” means a document, record, object, photograph,
model, or similar item offered into evidence, whether or
not admitted, in a court proceeding.

“Local rule” means a local rule of judicial administra-
tion, however titled, adopted by a judicial district or an
Internal Operating Procedure adopted by an appellate
court.

“Judicial district” means a geographic area established
by the General Assembly of Pennsylvania in which a
court of common pleas is located.

“Proponent” means a party seeking the admission of an
exhibit into the record in a court proceeding.

“Records office” means the entity with the responsibility
and function to maintain and retain the official case file
and list of docket entries as required by rule or law.

Comment

See also definitions in Pa.R.J.A. No. 102 for additional
terms used in this chapter. The definition of “court
proceeding” includes, but is not limited to, civil and
criminal trials, ancillary arguments and hearings, as well
as divorce, custody, support, delinquency and dependency
hearings before hearing officers and made of record. The
definition of “court proceeding” does not include proceed-
ings before a magisterial district court, non-record pro-
ceedings before the Philadelphia Municipal Court, judicial
arbitration matters pursuant to Pa.R.C.P. Nos. 1301
et seq., or any other matter that is not a record proceed-
ing. A “custodian” will either be a member of court staff
who is typically present at court proceedings, such as a
court reporter or clerk of court, or the proponent of the
exhibit. See Rule 5102. The definition of “exhibit” includes
items admitted and rejected by the court after being
offered into evidence by a proponent. The definition of
“judicial district” is derived from 42 Pa.C.S. § 901. A
“records office” includes the prothonotary of a court, the
clerk of courts, the clerk of an orphans’ court, or the
equivalent office by whatever name known.

Rule 5102. Role of the Custodian.

(A) The president judge shall by local rule of judicial
administration appoint a custodian to safeguard and
maintain exhibits offered into evidence in all court pro-
ceedings.

(B) The custodian shall safeguard and maintain all
exhibits offered into evidence by a proponent during court
proceedings, regardless of whether an exhibit is admitted
or rejected by the court.

(C) The custodian shall be responsible for ensuring
that all exhibits are filed with the records office and made
part of the record on appeal no later than five business
days after the conclusion of the court proceeding.

Comment

A local rule of judicial administration will designate a
custodian, who will either be a member of court staff who
is typically present at court proceedings, such as a court
reporter or clerk of court, or the proponent of the exhibit.
The local rule will identify the custodian by role in the
court proceeding and not by name. “Court reporter” has
the meaning set forth in Pa.R.J.A. No. 4002.
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1646 THE COURTS

Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.

(A) During Court Proceedings. The custodian shall se-
cure and maintain all exhibits during trial or hearing,
including breaks and recesses, except as otherwise pro-
vided in Rule 5104(D).

(B) After Court Proceedings.

(1) The custodian shall return all exhibits to the
proponent at the conclusion of the proceeding unless a
local rule directs the custodian to ensure that all exhibits
are filed with the records office and made part of the
record on appeal at the conclusion of the court proceeding
or as otherwise directed by the court.

(2) A proponent who takes custody of exhibits at the
close of the court proceeding shall:

(a) ensure that all exhibits are filed with the records
office in compliance with Rule 5102(C); and

(b) secure and maintain all non-documentary exhibits
until:

(i) otherwise directed by the court; or
(ii) in civil matters only, by agreement of the parties.
Comment

The custodian may direct the proponent to secure and
maintain exhibits that are bulky, oversized or otherwise
physically impractical for the custodian to maintain dur-
ing court proceedings. See Rule 5104(C)(2).

Paragraph (B) reflects that the local rule may require
the filing of exhibits at the close of the proceeding with
the records office. Alternatively, the local rule may require
that exhibits be returned to the proponent. If so, the
proponent must ensure that exhibits are filed with the
records office within five business days of the close of the
proceeding.

Non-documentary exhibits typically will be returned to
the proponent at the conclusion of the court proceeding.
See Rule 5104 for special provisions relative to oversized
documents, photographs, non-documentary exhibits, and
digital media. If the court has concerns about the propo-
nent’s ability to retain an exhibit through the exhaustion
of all appeals and post-trial actions, the court may direct
other provisions for securing the exhibit. The court should
take into consideration the possibility that a proponent
may be incapable or unable to maintain and secure an
exhibit, as well as the possibility that a proponent may
tamper with or otherwise permit the degradation of an
exhibit.

Use of the phrase “civil matters” in subparagraph
(B)(2)(b)(i1) includes matters brought pursuant to the
Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure, Pennsylvania Or-
phans’ Court Rules, dependency actions brought pursuant
to the Pennsylvania Rules of Juvenile Court Procedure,
and matters brought before an appellate court within its
original jurisdiction pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 106.

Rule 5104. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.
(A) Documentary Exhibits.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence an exhibit such
as a letter, report, drawing, map, photograph or other
document that is larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches, the
proponent shall ensure that a copy of the document
reduced to 8-1/2 x 11 inches (or smaller) is entered into
the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a reduced copy of an
oversized exhibit shall be responsible for ensuring that

the reproduced document is clear and capable of further
reproduction or transfer to digital media.

(B) Photographs.

(1) A proponent who offers into evidence a photograph
shall elect to provide the custodian with the original or a
copy of the photograph (no larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11
inches) that will be entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a reduced copy of an
oversized photograph shall be responsible for ensuring
that the reproduced document is clear and capable of
further reproduction or transfer to digital media.

(C) Non-documentary Exhibits—Generally.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence a non-
documentary exhibit, the proponent shall ensure that a
photograph of the exhibit is entered into the record.

(2) If the exhibit is bulky, oversized or otherwise
physically impractical for the custodian to maintain, the
custodian may direct the proponent offering the exhibit to
maintain custody of it and be responsible for securing it
during the court proceeding.

(D) Non-documentary Exhibits—Weapons, Contraband,
Hazardous Materials.

(1) In any proceeding in which weapons, cash, other
items of value, drugs or other dangerous materials are
offered into evidence, such exhibits shall be

(a) secured by the custodian while the court proceeding
is in session,;

(b) secured during breaks and recesses by the propo-
nent; and

(¢) prohibited from viewing in the jury room. The court
may direct alternative viewing arrangements for such
exhibits upon the request of the jury.

(2) During the proceeding, the custodian shall exercise
all appropriate safeguards necessary to protect the public
based on the nature of the exhibit.

(E) Use of Digital Media. If a proponent offers into
evidence an exhibit in a digital format, it must be
transferred to the custodian in a format acceptable to and
accessible by the custodian and court.

(F) Duplicates. If the authenticity of an exhibit is at
issue, the court may direct that the original item, and not
a duplicate, be entered into the record.

Comment

If a local rule designates the proponent as the custo-
dian, the proponent will be responsible for the safekeep-
ing of exhibits during the court proceeding.

When documents and photographs are reduced in size
and copied to comply with paragraphs (A)-(B) of this rule,
the proponent must ensure that the quality of the
document or photograph is not compromised. All docu-
mentary exhibits must be capable of clear reproduction.
Paragraph (B) recognizes that a proponent may have a
sentimental attachment to a photograph and may not
want to relinquish it for inclusion in the record.

In paragraph (C), non-documentary exhibits covers a
broad spectrum of objects, including, but not limited to,
jewelry, clothing, automobiles, furniture, as well as the
items listed in paragraph (D).

In paragraph (D), the phrase “weapons, cash, drugs or
other dangerous materials” includes, but is not limited to,
guns, knives, explosives, controlled substances, narcotics,
intoxicants, currency, money, negotiable instruments,

toxic materials, and biohazards. For purposes of this rule,
“secured” means inaccessible by unauthorized persons.
See UJS Pennsylvania Court Safety Manual for best
practices on firearms handling. Courts should consider
additional safety measures if substances likely to cause
bodily harm are present in the courtroom, for example,
fentanyl and its derivatives, or other substances known to
be especially lethal or toxic.

With regard to the use of media in the courtroom,
technology is constantly evolving and judicial districts
have access to varying levels of technology. As set forth in
paragraph (E), a proponent offering an audio, visual, or
computer file into evidence is solely responsible for
ensuring the court has the means to access it during a
court proceeding. Current technology may include the use
of portable formats, such as flash drives and compact
discs.

With regard to other limitations on the use of dupli-
cates, see Pa.R.E. 1003.

Rule 5105. Local Rules. Prohibition.

(A) Content of Local Rules. Every judicial district shall
promulgate local rules of judicial administration pursuant
to Pa.R.J.A. No. 103(c) establishing the judicial district’s
policies and procedures for the custody of exhibits in court
proceedings. The local rules shall:

(1) designate the custodian to safeguard and maintain
exhibits introduced in a court proceeding;

(2) establish standards for the reproduction of over-
sized or voluminous documentary exhibits; and

(3) establish standards to ensure exhibits are filed with
the records office for incorporation into the docket no
later than five business days after the end of the court
proceeding.

(B) Prohibition. The automated systems of the Unified
Judicial System (e.g., Common Pleas Case Management
System, Pennsylvania Appellate Court Management Sys-
tem, and PACFile) shall not be used for submitting or
storing exhibits as required by this Chapter.

Comment

Local rules include an Internal Operating Procedure
adopted by an appellate court. See Rule 5101.

A local rule may designate the proponent as the
custodian in court proceedings. When the proponent is
designated as the custodian, the proponent will fulfill all
the responsibilities of a custodian during the court pro-
ceeding and until such time that exhibits are filed with
the records office pursuant to these Rules.

The local rule shall designate the filing method, which
may include electronic filing, although not via the auto-
mated systems of the Unified Judicial System. The
designated method of filing exhibits with the records
office will depend on the capabilities available to the
judicial district. It is anticipated that some judicial
districts will require the custodian to file exhibits with
the records office immediately following the close of the
court proceeding. Other judicial districts may require the
proponents to file exhibits with the records office no later
than five business days after the close of the court
proceeding.

A local court security committee makes recommenda-
tions to the president judge on protocols, policies, and
procedures that should be implemented to protect the
public, court personnel, and court facilities in the event of
an emergency. See Pa.R.J.A. No. 1954. The judicial dis-

trict may consult with the local court security committee
to identify best practices for the handling of exhibits.

Rule 5106. Confidentiality. Exhibits Under Seal.

(A) If an exhibit offered into evidence contains confi-
dential information or confidential documents as defined
in the Case Records Public Access Policy of the Unified
Judicial System of Pennsylvania (“Policy”), the proponent
shall give a copy of the exhibit and a -certification
prepared in compliance with the Policy and any related
local rules to the records office for inclusion in the record
no later than five days after the conclusion of the court
proceeding.

(B) Any exhibit sealed by the court during the court
proceeding shall not be accessible to the public.

Comment

Paragraph (A) of this Rule relates to the confidentiality
of information contained in exhibits. Although the Policy
does not apply directly to exhibits, important policy
considerations are set forth therein, particularly as it
relates to personal identification information, as well as
highly sensitive financial, medical, and psychological in-
formation. While the Policy does not address the handling
of non-documentary exhibits, it is expected that parties
will adhere to the policy considerations set forth therein
and ensure that otherwise confidential information and
documents are not made available through the record.
Adhering to the guidance of the Policy will ensure that a
protected version of the exhibit is maintained in the
record for public viewing.

Paragraph (B) recognizes that some exhibits contain
such highly sensitive information or images that they are
sealed by the court during the court proceeding.

Explanatory Report
Proposed Adoption of Pa.R.J.A. Nos. 5101—5106

The Custody of Exhibits Workgroup (Workgroup) is
considering proposing to the Supreme Court of Pennsylva-
nia the adoption of new Rules of Judicial Administration
Nos. 5101—5106. These rules will establish statewide
standards for the custody and retention of trial exhibits.

The issue of custody of exhibits was initially considered
by a Rules Committee following reports of cases where
court personnel were found to have misused trial exhibits.
The Committee contemplated developing procedural rules
that would have prohibited the retention by the court of
exhibits consisting of “contraband,” i.e., drugs or weapons.
Additionally, the Committee identified issues that could
arise from the handling of non-contraband exhibits, such
as documentary exhibits that contain confidential infor-
mation.

The Committee undertook a statewide survey of judicial
districts to identify practices relative to custody of trial
exhibits. The survey revealed a substantial divergence of
practice regarding the custody of exhibits among the
judicial districts. Upon review of the survey findings, the
Committee realized that there were broader issues re-
lated to the custody of exhibits, including the need to
retain exhibits for matters on appeal, as well as logistical
considerations impacting court administration, such as
exhibit storage space. The Supreme Court directed the
formation of a workgroup of stakeholders to study local
practices and advise whether statewide rules on the
custody and retention of exhibits should be promulgated.

A Workgroup was formed, comprised of representatives
from stakeholder organizations: the Pennsylvania Confer-
ence of State Trial Court Judges, Pennsylvania State
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Association of Prothonotaries and Clerks of Court, Penn-
sylvania Court Reporters Association, Pennsylvania Asso-
ciation of Court Managers, Administrative Office of Penn-
sylvania Courts, and Supreme Court Rules Committees.
The Workgroup met several times, developed draft rules,
circulated the draft rules to stakeholder groups for review
and comment, and is now publishing the draft rules for
public comment.

The framework of the proposed rules relies on a
custodian of exhibits to safeguard exhibits entered into
evidence in a court proceeding. Under the proposed rules,
judicial districts will designate a custodian via local rule,
who can be a member of court staff (such as a clerk or
court reporter) or the proponent of the exhibit. The
proposed rules establish statewide guidelines for the
handling of exhibits before and after trial, as well as the
handling of documentary exhibits and non-documentary
exhibits (e.g., jewelry, clothing, automobiles, furniture,
weapons, cash, and contraband). Special provisions have
been proposed for the handling of weapons, cash, items of
value, drugs or other dangerous materials. The proposed
rules address the use of digital media. Finally, the
proposed rules reference the Case Records Public Access
Policy of the Unified Judicial System, and apply it to
exhibits filed with a records office.

State Police, Lehigh County Department of Corrections,
and all municipal police departments within Lehigh
County.

3. DUI Central Court shall be presided over by a
Magisterial District Judge (MDJ).

a. The MDJ rotation schedule shall be established by
the Magisterial District Judge Administrator.

4. The DUI Central Court schedule shall be in hourly
block times.

a. The first hourly block shall be 9:00 a.m. Afternoon
hourly blocks shall begin at 1:30 with the last block of the
day scheduled to begin at 3:30.

b. The number of cases for each block shall be deter-
mined by the DUI Supervising Judge in consultation with
the Magisterial District Judge Administrator, District
Attorney, Public Defender, Adult Probation, and Sheriff.

5. The Magisterial District Judge Administrator shall
maintain and provide notice of the DUI Central Court.

DUI Central Court Personnel:

In addition to the assigned MDJ, the following depart-
ments shall provide at least one (1) representative on
each scheduled DUI Central Court date:

Scheduling:

1. Scheduling cases for DUI Central Court shall be the
responsibility of the originating MDJ office.

2. Scheduling of cases shall be according to the chart
attached hereto and is based on the filing date of the
criminal complaint and the DUI Central Court schedule.

3. Defendants and all parties should appear 15 min-
utes prior to the block time scheduled for their case.

4. Notices shall be provided to the defendant and all
parties by the originating MDJ office.

a. The affiant will not be required to attend the first
scheduled date. If the defendant does not waive his or her
preliminary hearing and requests a hearing, the affiant
and any other witnesses shall be notified and issued
subpoenas requiring their attendance at the next sched-
uled preliminary hearing.

5. All requests for continuances shall be made and
acted upon in accordance with Pa.R.Crim.P. 542 and
Leh.R.Cr.P. 542.

6. All written notifications of continuances shall be in
accordance with Pa.R.Crim.P. 542 and Leh.R.Cr.P. 542.

7. In the case of an incarcerated defendant, the Pre-
liminary Hearing shall be scheduled before an MDdJ on
the next available non-DUI Central Court list.

8. If an incarcerated defendant is released prior to a
scheduled Preliminary Hearing on a non-DUI Central
Court date, his/her Preliminary Hearing will be resched-
uled on to the next available DUI Central Court date and
all regular DUI Central Court scheduling procedures
shall be followed.

Case Processing:
1. Complaint by Summons:

a. When a complaint is filed in a Magisterial District
Court, that case shall be docketed and scheduled by that
MDJ Court’s staff.

b. The originating MDdJ shall schedule the Preliminary
Hearing upon appropriate date for DUI Central Court,
according to the DUI Central Court schedule and in
accordance with procedures established by Court Admin-
istration.

c. A summons will be sent to the defendant by MDJ
office where the complaint was filed.

d. The summons shall notify the defendant of a Pre-
liminary Hearing in accordance with the applicable Penn-
sylvania Rules of Criminal Procedure.

e. All case files, including original copy, shall be main-
tained in the originating MDJ Office.

2. Arraignment of Defendant when Criminal Charges
are Filed:

a. Defendants arraigned at the time criminal charges
are filed shall have their Preliminary Hearing date
scheduled pursuant to Pa.R.Crim.P. 540.

3. Waiver of Preliminary Hearing by a Defendant repre-
sented by counsel:

a. Once a case has been scheduled in DUI Central
Court, any waivers of a Preliminary Hearing pursuant to
Pa.R.Crim.P. 541 shall be coordinated with the originat-
ing MDJ.
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Case Disposition:

1. Waiver of Preliminary Hearing at DUI Central
Court:

a. Defendants who waive their right to a Preliminary
Hearing at DUI Central Court shall present their request
to do so to the presiding MDJ.

2. Waiver of Preliminary Hearing by a Defendant repre-
sented by counsel prior to scheduled DUI Central Court:

a. Defendants represented by counsel may waive their
Preliminary Hearing prior to their scheduled DUI Central
Court date pursuant to Pa.R.Crim.P. 541.

(i) Such waiver shall be made to the originating MDJ.

b. Upon receipt of written waiver, the case shall pro-
ceed pursuant to the Pennsylvania Rules of Criminal
Procedure and corresponding Court Administration proce-
dure.

c. The originating MDJ shall provide defendant and
his/her counsel with written information regarding the
required Court Reporting Network (CRN) Evaluation.

3. Preliminary Hearing: Defendants who do not waive
their Preliminary Hearing at their first scheduled hearing
date, shall have their case continued to the second (2nd)
DUI Central Court date following the date of the hearing
request, to be scheduled at a time in the afternoon.

a. All parties shall be notified of the new Preliminary
Hearing date pursuant to procedures established by
Court Administration.

b. The affiant and any other necessary witnesses shall
also be notified and if requested by the Commonwealth,
issued a subpoena to appear in Central Court for this
date.

4. Failure to Appear:

a. If the defendant fails to appear for his/her Prelimi-
nary Hearing, the hearing shall be continued to the
second (2nd) DUI Central Court date following the date of
the hearing request, to be scheduled at a time in the
afternoon.

b. All parties shall be notified of the new Preliminary
Hearing date pursuant to procedures established by
Court Administration.

c. The affiant and any other necessary witnesses shall
also be notified and if requested by the Commonwealth,
issued a subpoena to appear in Central Court for this
date.

d. Should the defendant fail to appear for the new
Preliminary Hearing date and service is confirmed, a
hearing will be held in absentia in accordance with
Pa.R.Crim.P. 543 and a bench warrant shall be issued
pursuant to Pa.R.Crim.P. 543(D)(1) by a Judge of the
Court of Common Pleas.

Court Reporting Network Evaluation (CRN):

1. Following either waiver or hearing where the
charges are bound over to the Court of Common Pleas, a
representative from the Adult Probation Department will
contact the defendant and schedule a CRN Evaluation.

2. The CRN evaluation is mandatory for all DUI
offenders in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

3. The CRN evaluation for all Lehigh County DUI
offenders must be completed by a representative of the
Lehigh County Adult Probation Office.

Establishing a Central Court for All Persons
Charged with Violating Section 3802 of the Vehicle
Code (Relating to Driving under the Influence of
Alcohol or Controlled Substance); 39-AD-5-2019

TO THE HONORABLE, THE PRESIDENT JUDGE OF

SAID COURT:

The Petition of James B. Martin, District Attorney of
Lehigh County respectfully represents that:

1. In January 2018, the Pennsylvania Department of
Drug and Alcohol Programs and the Pennsylvania De-
partment of Transportation published a joint report of its
analysis and findings regarding Driving Under the Influ-
ence Programs and Statutory Compliance.

2. Based on these findings and its analysis, the DUI
Treatment Compliance Oversight Committee recom-
mended that county criminal justice and treatment sys-
tems commit to the common goal of effectively and
efficiently employing the criminal justice system to facili-
tate successful treatment for offenders charged and con-
victed or adjudicated for violating Section 3802 of the
Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.C.S.A. § 3802 (relating to driving
under the influence of alcohol or controlled substance—
ie. “DUD).

3. Consistency, collaboration among stakeholders, and
lack of delay will achieve this result.

4. The establishment of a DUI Central Court will
support the furtherance of these goals.
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5. In 2017, Lehigh County disposed of 1851 cases
where the offender was charged of violating Section 3802
of the Vehicle Code, 75 Pa.C.S.A. § 3802 (relating to
driving under the influence of alcohol or controlled sub-
stance—i.e. “DUI").

6. In 2018, 1745 such cases were disposed.

7. According to the aforementioned Joint Report, the
average time for a DUI case to reach resolution in Lehigh
County is 265 days.

8. Presently, more than 90% of preliminary hearings
for those charged with DUI are scheduled and presided
over by the Lehigh County Magisterial District Judge
(“MDJ”) with jurisdiction. There is inconsistency as to the
length of time between arrest and the preliminary hear-
ing or waiver of the hearing.

9. Pursuant to Title 75, Section 3816, all individuals
charged with DUI must complete a Court Reporting
Network Evaluation (“CRN”) prior to case disposition.

10. The statutory purpose of this evaluation is to
determine the extent of a person’s involvement with
alcohol and/or controlled substances.

11. In addition to a CRN, pursuant to Title 75, Section
3814, a Drug and Alcohol Evaluation must be completed
prior to case disposition if any of the three criteria are
met:

a. The offender’s blood alcohol concentration (“BAC”) is
.16% or greater;

b. the offender has a prior DUI within the last ten
(10) years; or

c. The CRN evaluation indicates a need for counseling
and treatment.

12. In the last three (3) years, the average BAC of
those charged with DUI was .17%.

13. Presently, upon conclusion or waiver of a prelimi-
nary hearing, the MDJ office is to provide the offenders
with paperwork regarding the CRN requirement.

14. There is inconsistency in the paperwork being
provided as well as inconsistency in accused individuals
appearing at a scheduled CRN. It is not uncommon for
offenders to appear for their first Court of Common Pleas
date having not completed the CRN.

15. Consistency and reduction in delay between arrest,
preliminary hearing, and CRN will increase efficacy of
treatment and decrease recidivism.

a. An offender is more motivated towards treatment
closer to the date of arrest than he or she is as time
passes.

b. The sooner the CRN is conducted, the sooner appro-
priate treatment may begin.

c. Treatment outcomes improve when delays are re-
duced.

16. The establishment of a DUI Central Court and
implementation of uniform policies and procedures will
create consistency and reduce delay.

17. A single location for all DUI preliminary hearings
will assist all stakeholders in being involved and present
from the beginning of a case.

a. An Assistant District Attorney will be present at all
scheduled hearings in DUI Central Court to identify
potential Accelerated Rehabilitative Disposition (“ARD”)
candidates, begin plea negotiations, offer input on balil,
and conduct any hearings.

b. An Assistant Public Defender and/or Defense Coun-
sel will be present to meet with clients, and discuss the
case as well as potential resolutions with the prosecutor.

c. The Assistant Public Defender will prompt any
unrepresented income eligible offenders to apply and
obtain immediate representation. This will eliminate the
delay that occurs when an unrepresented offender does
not seek representation until the case has already pro-
gressed to the Court of Common Pleas.

d. The presence of a prosecutor at all scheduled DUI
Central Court dates will eliminate the need for the
arresting police officer, affiant or other witnesses to
appear at the first scheduled date for the DUI prelimi-
nary hearing. Their presence would only be required if
the offender does not waive their preliminary hearing at
that first date. Should this occur, these individuals would
be notified to appear for the next scheduled hearing date.

e. Establishment of a DUI Central Court will provide
financial benefits and/or savings to Lehigh County tax-
payers; municipalities; and police departments by reduc-
ing potential over-time pay. In addition, the strain placed
on those police departments with limited personnel will
be lessened by allowing the officer to remain on duty
rather than report for every scheduled DUI preliminary
hearing regardless of the status of that case.

Wherefore, your Petitioner, James B. Martin, District
Attorney, respectfully prays that Your Honorable Court
order that a DUI Central Court be established and the
Procedures and Policies set forth in Exhibit A be adopted.

[ 34 PA. CODE CHS. 91, 93 AND 95 ]
Board Rules and Regulations

The Labor Relations Board (Board) proposes to amend
34 Pa. Code, Part V (relating to Labor Relations Board).
The amendments are intended to update the Board’s
office locations and addresses, allow electronic filing of
certain documents with the Board and permit service of
certain documents on represented parties by e-mail.

These proposed changes to the rules and regulations
were approved by the Board during a regularly scheduled
meeting on September 18, 2018, and approved by the
Secretary of Labor and Industry on November 6, 2018.

A. Effective Date

This proposed rulemaking will go into effect upon
final-form publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

C. Statutory Authority

This proposed rulemaking is being made under the
authority of section 4(f) of the Pennsylvania Labor Rela-
tions Act (PLRA) (43 P.S. § 211.4(f)) (“[t]he board, by and
with the approval of the Secretary of Labor and Industry,
shall have authority, from time to time, to make, amend,
and rescind such rules and regulations as may be neces-
sary to carry out the provisions of this act”), and section
502 of the Public Employe Relations Act (PERA) (43 P.S.
§ 1101.502) (“[t]he board shall have authority from time
to time to make, amend and rescind such rules and
regulations as may be necessary to carry out the provi-
sions of this act”).

D. Background and Purpose

Section 9(e) of the PLRA (43 P.S. § 211.9(e)) (“Inlo
petition or charge shall be entertained which relates to
acts which occurred or statements which were made more
than six weeks prior to the filing of the petition or
charge”) established a 6-week statute of limitations for
filing a Charge of Unfair Labor Practices with the Board.
Police and Firefighters who have the right to organize
under the Policemen and Firemen Collective Bargaining
Act (P.L. 237, No. 111), are governed by the procedures
and rules and regulations promulgated under the PLRA.
Philadelphia Fire Officers Association v. Pennsylvania
Labor Relations Board, 470 Pa. 550, 369 A.2d 159 (1977).
Section 1505 of PERA (43 P.S. § 1101.1505) (“[n]o petition
or charge shall be entertained which relates to acts which
occurred or statements which were made more than four
months prior to the filing of the petition or charge”)
similarly provides for a 4-month statute of limitations
period for Charges of Unfair Practice involving public
sector collective bargaining.

Additionally, there are other statutes and provisions
governing the timeliness of documents filed with the
Board, such as a request for fact-finding under Act 88 of
1992 (24 P.S. § 11-1122-A), or the 20-day period for filing
of exceptions under § 95.98(a) (relating to decisions of the
Board) of the Board’s rules and regulations. See
34 Pa. Code § 95.98(a).

As presently promulgated, the Board’s rules and regula-
tions provide that documents submitted to the Board are
filed only when received by the Board, or in the case of
exceptions under 34 Pa.Code § 95.98, when mailed
through the United States Postal Service with a Form
3817 Certificate of Mailing. This has on occasion resulted
in untimely filing of charges and exceptions precluding an
administrative remedy.

Use of e-mail to communicate and submit documenta-
tion has become standard and reliable in both the private
and public sector. Updating the Board’s rules and regula-
tions to allow for e-mail filing of certain documents would
utilize this commonly accepted technology to alleviate
some of the inconveniences in timely filing documents
with the Board.

Additionally, exceptions to a decision of the Board
Secretary or a Board Hearing Examiner are due 20-days
after issuance. The date of issuance of a Board letter or
order is the date of mailing by certified mail to the filing
party or their representative. The option of e-mail service
of documents would allow for expedited receipt (often the
same day as issuance) of Board issued letter and orders.

Further, the electronic filing of documents would allevi-
ate the requirement for numerous paper copies to be filed
with the Board.

The proposal was extensively discussed among Board
staff with regard to meeting the statutory needs, adminis-
trative concerns and Board procedures, before drafting.
Insight and suggestions were sought from other Common-
wealth agencies and from public-sector labor relations
authorities in other states through the Association of
Labor Relations Authorities (ALRA). Comments were also
sought from lawyers representing public-sector employers
and unions before the Board, through inquiry to the
Pennsylvania Bar Association’s Labor and Employment
Law Section. The proposal was reviewed and approved by
the Board, prior to its submission as this proposed
rulemaking.

E. Summary of Rules and Regulations
Chapter 91. Private and Public Employes
§ 91.2. Appearances.

Changes to this section would add the option of allow-
ing the attorney or representative for a party to elect, in
an entry of appearance, to receive service of filings by
other parties, and copies of Board letters and orders by
e-mail.

Chapter 93. Private Employes
$ 93.11. Institution of proceeding.

Changes to this section would update the regulations to
reflect that the Board no longer has a regional office in
Philadelphia.
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§ 93.12. Service and filing of papers.

Changes to clause (a) of this section would eliminate
the requirement of service by “registered mail” while
retaining the requirement of service on an unrepresented
party by certified mail. The changes to clause (a) would
also add that where an attorney or representative has
elected to accept e-mail service, that service of documents
on the attorney or representative may be made by e-mail
at the designated e-mail address.

The changes would create a new clause (b), Methods of
Filing with the Board. Clause (b)(1) would retain the
current method of filing with the Board by actual receipt,
and clarify that Charges and Petitions sent to the Board
by mail will be filed on the date of receipt by the Board.
Clause (b)(2) would add the option of filing any document,
except a Petition with a “showing of interest,” see 34
Pa. Code § 95.1 (relating to definitions), by e-mail to a
resource e-mail account established exclusively for receipt
of documents filed with the Board, and would also add
the option of agreeing to e-mail service of letters and
orders from the Board. This proposed rulemaking would
place the burden on the filing party for a failed receipt of
documents due to computer file errors in the attachments
or because of disruptions in electronic transmission.

Previous clause (b) would be renamed as clause (c).
Clause (c) retains the requirement that any filing with
the Board, whether filed when received or by e-mail, must
be filed with the Board before the close of business on the
last day for filing.

Prior clause (¢) would be renamed (d) and continue to
require that filings be legible.

Previous clause (d) requiring multiple copies would be
eliminated.

Chapter 95. Public Employes

$ 95.11(6)(8). Changes to this section would reflect the
current address of the Board’s office in Harrisburg, PA.

§ 95.13(c). Changes to this section would reflect the
current address of the Board’s office in Harrisburg, PA.

$ 95.31. Charges.

Changes to this section would eliminate the need to file
multiple paper copies of Charges of Unfair Practices with
the Board.

§ 95.41. Service of papers.

Changes to this section would eliminate the require-
ment of service by “telegram” while retaining the require-
ment of service on an unrepresented party by mail or in
person. The changes would also add the provision that
where an attorney or representative has elected to accept
e-mail service, that service of documents on the attorney
or representative may be made by e-mail at the desig-
nated e-mail address.

$ 95.42. Filing of papers.

Clause (b) of this section would be amended to reflect
that the Board no longer has a regional office in Philadel-
phia, PA.

The changes to this section would create a new clause
(¢), Methods of Filing with the Board. Clause (c¢)(1) would
retain the current method of filing with the Board by
actual receipt, and clarify that Charges and Petitions sent
to the Board by mail will be filed on the date of receipt by
the Board. Clause (c)(2) would add the option of filing any
document, except a Joint Election Request or Petition
with a “showing of interest,” by e-mail to a resource
e-mail account established for the Board set up exclu-

sively for receipt of filed documents, and would also add
the option of agreeing to e-mail service of letters and
orders from the Board. This proposed rulemaking would
place the burden on the filing party for a failed receipt of
documents due to computer file errors in the attachments
or because of disruptions in electronic transmission.

Previous clause (¢) would be renamed as clause (d).
Clause (d) retains the requirement that the first paper
filed with the Board contain an address of the parties for
initial service of documents issued by the Board.

Prior clause (d) would be renamed (e) and continue to
require that filings be legible.

Previous clause (e) requiring multiple copies would be
eliminated.

$ 95.98. Decisions of the Board.

Existing clause § 95.98(a)(1), exceptions to a hearing
examiner decision, allows the filing of exceptions to the
Board based on “actual receipt” by the Board, or on the
date deposited in the United States mail as shown on a
Form 3817 Certificate of Mailing. Changes to clause (a)(1)
would amend “actual receipt” to include the changes in
§ 93.12 (relating to service and filing of papers) and
§ 95.42 (relating to filing of papers), that would allow
filing by actual receipt or by e-mail. Provisions in
§ 95.98(a)(1) allowing the filing of exceptions by United
States mail with a Form 3817 would be retained.

Changes to § 95.98(c) would eliminate the need to file
multiple copies of exceptions with the Board, and elimi-
nate the requirement to serve a copy of a response to
exceptions on the hearing examiner.

F. Benefits, Costs and Requirements

The jurisdiction of the Board extends to public employ-
ers, including but not limited to the Commonwealth,
political subdivisions, municipalities, school districts and
State-related universities. Board jurisdiction includes em-
ployees of public employers and employee representatives.
The Board has very limited jurisdiction over private
employers under the PLRA.

Benefits. The proposed changes to the Board’s rules and
regulations to allow filing by e-mail, and to eliminate the
need for parties to file multiple copies of documents, is a
significant benefit of providing an additional means for
timely filing of documents with the Board.

Costs. The changes to the Board’s rules and regulations
to allow filing by e-mail, and to eliminate the need for
parties to file multiple copies of documents, is also a cost
savings for persons with cases and petitions before the
Board.

Requirements. The proposed changes to the Board’s
rules and regulations to allow filing by e-mail, and to
eliminate the need for parties to file multiple copies of
documents, does not require filing by e-mail or eliminate
existing means of filing with the Board. Charge of Unfair
Practice (PERA-9) and Charge of Unfair Labor Practice
(PLRA-15) forms currently utilized by the Board, will
remain in existence and per the proposed changes may
also be filed by e-mail. Existing forms may be found on
the Board’s web site at https://www.dli.pa.gov/Individuals/
Labor-Management-Relations/plrb/Pages/default.aspx.

G. Administrative Code and Commonwealth Attorney’s
Act

Under section 232 of The Administrative Code of 1929
(71 P.S. § 232), the Board received a fiscal note, Fiscal
Note 104-1, from the Office of the Budget for this
proposed rulemaking.
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The Board is an independent agency under the Com-
monwealth Attorney’s Act, and under section 204(b) (71
P.S. § 732-204(b)), the Board submitted this proposed
rulemaking to the Office of Attorney General for review
for form and legality.

H. Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act
(71 PS. § 745.5(a)), on March 28, 2019, the Board
submitted a copy of this proposed rulemaking to the
Independent Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and
the Chairpersons of the House and Senate Labor and
Industry Committees. In addition to submitting this
proposed rulemaking, the Board has provided IRRC and
the Committees with a copy of a detailed regulatory
analysis form. Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory
Review Act, IRRC may convey any comments, recommen-
dations or objections to this proposed rulemaking within
30 days of the close of the public comment period.

§ 91.2. Appearances.

(a) An attorney or other representative desiring to
participate in a proceeding before the Labor Relations
Board (Board) or a designated agent of the Board, and
who wishes to be served with papers, shall file an
appearance either by letter, or by a form provided by the
Board or by oral request at the hearing.

Where an attorney or representative
has entered his appearance under § 91.2(a) (relating to
appearances), complaints, orders and other processes and
papers shall be served on the attorney or representative
and need not be served on the party. Service on an
attorney or representative may be made personally,
by United States Postal Service first-class mail, or
where the attorney or representative has approved
service by e-mail in an entry of appearance under
§ 91.2, by e-mail to the e-mail address provided in
the entry of appearance.

(b) Methods of Filing with the Board.

(1) In person at the principal office of the Board
in Harrisburg, or with the regional office of the
Board in Pittsburgh. If mailed to the Board through
the United States Postal Service or third-party
courier, the date of filing shall be the date of
receipt by the Board in its Harrisburg or Pitts-

burgh office.

(2) Filings, other than a petition or other docu-
ment with a showing of interest as defined by
§ 95.1 (relating to definitions), may be filed with
the Board by electronic mail by e-mailing a por-
table document format (PDF) file of the scanned

INSTITUTION OF REPRESENTATION
PROCEEDINGS

§ 95.11. Request for certification.

(a) A public employe, employe organization or group of
employes and the public employer may, when the public
employe organization represents a majority of the em-
ployes in an appropriate unit, jointly submit to the Board
a request for certification upon a form to be supplied by
the Board.

(b) The request for certification shall set forth the
following:

(1) The name, address and telephone number of the
public employer and the person to contact, including his
title, if known.

(2) The name, address and affiliation, if any, of the
employe organization and the name, address and tele-
phone number of its representative.

(3) A description and factual statement in support of
the unit claimed to be appropriate for the purpose of
exclusive representation.

(4) The budget submission date of the public employer.

(5) The signatures of the parties, including their titles
and telephone numbers.

(6) A statement that the employe organization repre-
sents a majority of the employes in the unit and the
method of determining the representative majority. Proof
of the representative majority shall be submitted to the
hearing examiner, if requested.

(7) The names and addresses of known employe repre-
sentatives, individuals, labor organizations or groups
claiming to represent any of the employes in the bargain-
ing unit.

(8) Five days prior to the submission to the Board
of the joint request for certification, the employer shall
post on the bulletin boards at all locations where
employes in the requested unit work a copy of the joint
request for certification and a statement that the request
will be filed with the Pennsylvania Labor Relations
Board, [ 1601 ] 418 Labor and Industry Building,
651 Boas Street, Harrisburg, Pa. [ 17120 ] 17121, for
the purpose of securing from that Board a certification of
as the exclusive bargaining

representative for the employes within the unit.

(9) Other relevant facts.

§ 95.13. Consent to election request.

(a) If a public employer consents to an election request
by a public employe, a group of public employes or an
employe organization, the consent shall be given in
writing to the party giving notice within 10 days of the
receipt of an election request.

(b) Upon consent to an election request, a joint election
request shall be submitted to the Board, in triplicate,
upon forms prepared by the Board, which shall include
the following:

(1) A description and factual statement in support of
the unit deemed appropriate.

(2) The basis for alleging a 30% interest or more.

(3) A list of all unit employes prepared by the employer
in the order requested by the Board with occupations or
classifications of those agreed upon as eligible to vote.

(4) Suggested times and places of holding the election.
(5) The budget submission date of the public employer.

(6) A 1% showing of interest among employes within
the requested unit is required before another employe
representative may be placed on the ballot. A 10%
showing of interest among employes within the requested
unit is required before another employe representative
may be permitted to intervene as a party.

(7) If a public employer refuses to consent within the
10-day period to an election, the party making the
request may file a petition for representation election. A
public employer may file a petition for representation
election if, after receiving a notice for an election request,
the moving party thereafter fails to submit a joint
election request within 10 days after consent is given by
the employer.

(¢c) Five days prior to the submission to the Board of
the joint election request, the employer shall post on the
bulletin boards at all locations where employes in the
requested unit work, a copy of the joint election request
and a statement that the request will be filed with the
Pennsylvania Labor Relations Board, [ 1601 ] 418 Labor
and Industry Building, 651 Boas Street, Harrisburg,
Pa. [ 17120 ] 17121, for the purpose of securing from
that Board a certification of

(Name of employe representative)
as the exclusive bargaining representative for the em-
ployes within the unit.

UNFAIR PRACTICES PROCEEDINGS
§ 95.31. Charges.

(a) Charges shall be in writing on forms supplied by
the Board and shall be signed and sworn to before a
person authorized to administer oaths. An original [ and
three copies ] of the charge shall be filed with the Board
by one or more public employes, or an employe organiza-
tion, acting in their behalf, or by a public employer.

PREHEARING PROVISIONS
§ 95.41. Service of papers.

Service of papers by a party on other parties shall be
made personally, by United States mail, [ by telegram ]
or by leaving a copy of the papers with the person then in
charge at the principal office or place of business of the
person to be served. Where an attorney or representative
has entered his appearance under § 91.2(a) (relating to
appearances), complaints, orders and other processes and
papers shall be served on the attorney or representative
and need not be served on the party. Service on an
attorney or representative may be made personally,
by United States Postal Service first-class mail, or
where the attorney or representative has approved
service by e-mail in an entry of appearance under
§ 91.2, by e-mail to the e-mail address provided in
the entry of appearance.

§ 95.42. Filing of papers.

PROVISIONS FOR FORMAL PROCEEDINGS
§ 95.98. Decisions of the Board.

(a) Exceptions to a hearing examiner decision. Filing of
statements of exceptions to a hearing examiner decision
will be as follows:

(1) A party may file with the Board within 20-calendar
days of the date of issuance with the Board an original
and four copies of a statement of exceptions and a
supporting brief to a proposed decision issued under
§ 95.91(k)(1) (relating to hearings) or a nisi order issued
under § 95.96(b) (relating to exceptions) certifying a
representative or the results of an election. Exceptions
will be deemed [ received upon actual receipt] filed
in accordance with § 93.12 (relating to service and
filing of papers) or § 9542 (relating to filing of

papers), or on the date deposited in the United States
mail, as shown on a United States Postal Form
3817 Certificate of Mailing enclosed with the statement of
exceptions. The statement of exceptions shall:

(i) State the specific issues of procedure, fact or law, or
other portion of the proposed decision to which each
exception is taken.

(i) Identify the page or part of the decision to which
each exception is taken.

(iii) Where possible, designate by page citation or ex-
hibit number the portions of the record relied upon for
each exception.

(iv) State the grounds for each exception.

(2) No reference may be made in the statement of
exceptions to any matter not contained in the record of
the case.

(3) An exception not specifically raised shall be waived.

(4) The party shall, concurrent with its filing of the
statement of exceptions and supporting brief, serve a copy
of the same upon each party to the proceeding. Proof of
service shall be filed with the Board.

(b) Failure to file exceptions. When no exceptions are
filed to a proposed decision, it will become final upon the
expiration of 20-calendar days from the date of issuance.

(c) Response to exceptions. Within 20-calendar days
following the date of receipt of the statement of excep-
tions and supporting brief, a party may file [ an original
and four copies of ] a response to the statement of
exceptions and a supporting brief with the Board [ and
one copy with the hearing examiner ]. Copies of
these documents shall be served concurrently on each
party, and proof of service shall be filed with the Board.

Special Rules of Administrative Practice and Pro-
cedure Before the Workers’ Compensation Ap-
peal Board

The Department of Labor and Industry (Department),
Workers” Compensation Appeal Board (WCAB) proposes
to amend 34 Pa. Code Chapter 111, Subchapter B (relat-
ing to appeals) to streamline the hearing and disposition
of appeals to the WCAB.

Statutory Authority

The Department proposes these amendments under the
authority contained in sections 401.1 and 435(a) and (c) of
the Workers’ Compensation Act (act) (77 P.S. §§ 710 and
991(a) and (c)) and section 2205 of The Administrative
Code of 1929 (71 P.S. § 565).

Background

The WCAB’s regulations currently require oral argu-
ment in all appeals and cross appeals unless the parties
agreed to submission on briefs. See 34 Pa. Code
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§§ 111.13(b) and 111.17(a) (relating to processing of ap-
peals and cross appeals; and oral argument). Moreover,
these regulations require the petitioner’s brief to be filed
at or before the date of the oral argument, while the
respondent’s brief is due 30 days after oral argument. See
34 Pa. Code § 111.16(a) and (b) (relating to briefs: content
and form and time for filing). The petitioner generally is
the party seeking to review a ruling or decision by a
workers’ compensation judge, while the respondent is the
party or parties in whose favor the matter was decided by
the judge. 34 Pa. Code § 111.3(a) (relating to definitions)
specifically regarding the definitions of “petitioner” and
“respondent.”

The current briefing and oral argument requirements
significantly delay the consideration and disposition of
appeals. Oral arguments are scheduled more frequently
in major population areas and less frequently in other
areas. As a result, there is greater delay in processing
appeals from a petitioner in less-populated areas where
oral arguments are only held two or three times a year.
Consequently, the appeal is not placed in line for decision
until after the oral argument and the receipt of briefs.
Under current practice, the WCAB’s rules further permit
oral request for extensions of the petitioner’s brief at oral
argument, 34 Pa.Code § 111.16(c), thereby facilitating
additional delay in case processing. The average time for
decision on appeals to the WCAB was approximately
471 days in 2015, 347 days in 2016 and 334 days in 2017.

The present requirement for oral argument in every
case increases the WCAB’s travel, lodging and meal
expenses, as well as the parties’ expenses to the extent
that they or their attorneys must attend the arguments.
The WCAB generally conducts six argument sessions a
year in both Pittsburgh and Philadelphia, four in Harris-
burg and Scranton, three in Johnstown, and two in Erie.
The majority of these sessions are for multiple days. The
WCAB’s travel costs for fiscal year 2016-2017 totaled
nearly $53,000. These expenses outweigh the benefit of
argument in most cases, particularly since the WCAB
does not have both parties’ briefs prior to the argument,
and may not even have either party’s briefs if the
petitioner requests an extension at argument. The devel-
opments in communication and computer technology have
reduced the need for the WCAB members to meet in-
person to hear arguments, discuss pending cases or
circulate decisions for signature.

Compliance with Executive Order 1996-1

The Department engaged in extensive public and stake-
holder outreach during the drafting process. The Depart-
ment sought comment from all participants in the work-
ers’ compensation system through its Workers’
Compensation Automation and Integration System
(WCAIS). WCAIS is the enterprise tool used regularly by
every workers’ compensation employer, insurer (or self-
insurer) and legal practitioner to file and manage work-
ers’ compensation claims. Stakeholder input was also
solicited through the Workers’ Compensation Committee
of the Pennsylvania Bar Association. Additionally, the
Secretary of Labor and Industry reconstituted the Work-
ers’ Compensation Rules Committee, a committee origi-
nally established by the Secretary in 1978 for the purpose
of obtaining comments on procedural rules governing the
workers’ compensation system. The Workers’ Compensa-
tion Rules Committee voted on December 11, 2017, to
approve the regulatory amendments outlined in Annex A.

This proposed rulemaking was also presented to the
Pennsylvania Workers’ Compensation Advisory Council
created under section 447 of the Workers’ Compensation
Act on January 10, 2017, for review and comment.

Purpose

This proposed rulemaking eliminates the mandatory
scheduling of oral argument in every case. Instead, the
WCAB is given discretion to determine if oral argument
is appropriate in select cases. Furthermore, oral argu-
ment will be conducted after briefs are submitted and
may be conducted by telephone or other electronic means.
These changes will streamline the processing and disposi-
tion of appeals, reduce the time for decision in most cases
and achieve cost savings to both the WCAB and the
parties.

Affected Persons

The persons affected by this proposed rulemaking in-
clude the WCAB’s Commissioners and staff, attorneys
practicing before the WCAB, and parties to appeals filed
with the WCAB. The parties in workers’ compensation
cases include injured employees, possibly their depen-
dents in the case of a fatal injury, self-insured employers,
employers typically represented by workers’ compensation
insurance companies and the Department’s Bureau of
Workers’ Compensation representing special funds cre-
ated under the act.

Fiscal Impact

This proposed rulemaking is designed to reduce costs
through reduced travel costs and litigation expenses, and
will not result in increased costs to the public or private
sectors. Because the workers’ compensation system is
funded through assessments on workers’ compensation
insurance carriers and self-insured employers, any sav-
ings realized in the administration of the system may
result in savings to the regulated community through
lowered assessments. See section 446 of the Workers’
Compensation Act (77 P.S. § 1000.2) (creating the Work-
ers’ Compensation Administration Fund and providing for
maintenance of the fund through an annual assessment).

Summary of Proposed Rulemaking
§ 111.13. Processing of Appeals and Cross Appeals.

This section is amended to eliminate the automatic
scheduling of oral argument upon appeals or cross ap-
peals as prerequisite to the WCAB’s consideration of the
appeal. Instead, appeals will be determined on briefs and
the record, unless the WCAB decides to conduct oral
argument in a particular case.

¢ 111.16. Briefs: Content and Form and Time for Filing.

The proposed amendments to this section address the
time for filing briefs. This section is amended to require
that the petitioner’s brief be filed within 30 days of the
acknowledgement of receipt of appeal by the WCAB. The
respondent’s brief will be due 30 days after service of the
petitioner’s brief. A request for an extension of time to file
a brief must indicate the other parties’ position as to the
request. The section is amended to eliminate references to
oral argument.

This section is also amended to permit a reply brief by
petitioner. A reply brief must be filed within 15 days after
service of respondent’s brief. The amendments to this
section further require parties that wish to request oral
argument to include a short statement in the brief
addressing the criteria for granting oral argument estab-
lished in § 111.17.
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§ 111.17. Oral Argument.

The proposed amendments to this section allow oral
argument to be scheduled at the WCAB’s discretion,
following the close of the briefing schedule, and autho-
rizes oral argument to be conducted by telephone or other
electronic means.

In deciding whether to grant oral argument, this
section is amended to set forth criteria that the WCAB
will use. The criteria include the preference for granting
oral argument where there is a substantial or novel issue,
where the issue is of precedential value, where the WCAB
seeks clarification of a legal or factual point or where
intervening court decisions, legislation or regulation may
impact on the resolution of the matter. It also provides
circumstances in which the granting of oral argument is
generally not appropriate, including untimely or frivolous
requests, issues lacking specificity, issues that are not
novel or are adequately briefed, and issues where there is
clear precedent.

This section is also amended to provide that where oral
argument is scheduled, parties will be notified as far in
advance as possible of the argument date.

§ 111.18. Decisions of the Board.

This section is amended to delete current subsection
(b), which consists of an obsolete reference to section 441
of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P.S. § 151).
Section 441 was repealed through the Act of November 9,
2006 (P.L. 1362, No. 147) and replaced by section 401.2 of
the Act, 77 P.S. § 710.1. Current subsections (¢) and (d)
respectively are re-lettered as subsections (b) and (c) in
light of this deletion.

Reporting, Recordkeeping and Paperwork Requirements

This proposed rulemaking does not require any new
forms, and thus does not impose any additional reporting,
recording or paperwork requirements on either the Com-
monwealth or the regulated community. They will reduce
the need for the WCAB’s staff to issue separate argument
notices for all cases. The existing forms used by the
WCAB to acknowledge appeals, notify parties of briefing
requirements and oral argument may require minor
modification since oral argument is no longer automatic;
briefs are due before any oral argument granted by the
WCAB in its discretion; and oral argument may be
conducted by teleconference or other electronic means.

Sunset Date

A sunset date is not appropriate for this proposed
rulemaking. The WCAB will periodically monitor this
proposed rulemaking and submit amendments as needed.

Effective Date

This proposed rulemaking will be effective on publica-
tion of the final-form regulation in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC
may convey any comments, recommendations or objec-
tions to this proposed rulemaking within 30 days of the
close of the public comment period. The comments, recom-
mendations or objections must specify the regulatory
review criteria which have not been met. The Regulatory
Review Act specifies detailed procedures for review, prior
to final publication of this proposed rulemaking, by the
Department, the General Assembly and the Governor of
comments, recommendations or objections raised.

Subchapter B. APPEALS
§ 111.13. Processing of appeals and cross appeals.

(a) Upon receipt of an appeal or cross appeal, the
Board will acknowledge receipt to all parties.

(b) The Board will, in addition to acknowledging re-
ceipt of the appeal or the cross appeal, establish the
briefing schedule and indicate that the appeal and the
cross appeal will be [ scheduled for oral argument
unless all parties agree to submission of the case on
only briefs or record ] determined on the briefs or
record unless the Board decides, in its discretion,
to conduct oral argument as set forth in § 111.17
(relating to oral argument).

(c) Subsections (a) and (b) supersede 1 Pa. Code
§ 33.31 (relating to service by the agency).

§ 111.16. Briefs: content and form and time for fil-
ing.

(a) A brief on behalf of a petitioner shall be filed with
the Board [ at or before the date of oral argument. If
oral argument is waived, petitioner shall file a
brief ] within 30 days of the date of the Board’s acknowl-

edgement of receipt of the appeal as set forth in § 111.13
(relating to processing of appeals and cross appeals).

(b) A brief on behalf of a respondent shall be filed with
the Board within 30 days after [ oral argument ]
service of the petitioner’s brief. Otherwise, the re-
spondent shall file a brief with the Board within 60 days
of the date of the Board’s acknowledgment of receipt of
the appeal as set forth in § 111.13.

(b.1) If a petitioner desires to address issues
raised in respondent’s brief, the petitioner may file
a reply brief. A reply brief on behalf of the peti-
tioner shall be filed with the Board within 15 days
after service of the respondent’s brief.
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(¢) Upon written request of a party directed to the
[ Secretary of the ] Board [ or upon oral request at
the time of oral argument, ] and with notice to all
parties, the Board may extend [ or shorten ] the time
for filing of the party’s brief only for good cause shown. A
party shall present a request to extend [ or shorten ]
the time [ at or before the date set for filing that

party’s brief | for filing a brief before the date set
for filing that party’s brief. The request shall indi-
cate the position of the other parties with respect
to the request.

(d) Briefs not filed with the Board in accordance with
the schedule in this section or as modified by the Board
under subsection (¢) will not be considered and will result
in disposition of the appeal without further notice or
consideration of the brief of the party failing to comply
with these deadlines or schedule.

(e) Briefs, except as otherwise allowed, shall consist of
the following items, separately and distinctly set forth:

§ 111.17. Oral Argument.

(a) [ The Board will schedule oral argument in
every appeal or cross appeal unless all parties to
the appeal or the cross appeal, upon receiving the
acknowledgement of appeal or cross appeal, indi-
cate that no oral argument is requested, or that it
is waived. ] Oral argument on an appeal or cross
appeal may be scheduled at the discretion of the
Board. In determining whether to schedule oral
argument, the Board will apply the following crite-
ria:

(vi) The facts and legal arguments have been
presented adequately in the record and accompany-
ing briefs and oral argument would not be of
significant assistance to the Board in the decisional
process.

(2) A request for oral argument may be granted
for any of the following reasons:

(i) The request presents a substantial or novel

legal issue.

(ii) The resolution of the issue presented will be
of institutional or precedential value.

(iii) The Board has asked counsel to clarify an
important legal, factual or procedural point. In lieu
of, or in combination with, the granting of a re-
quest for oral argument, the Board may request the
participants to address these points in writing.

(v) An important public interest may be affected.

(e) Oral argument shall consist of a presentation, in-
cluding rebuttal, if necessary, by the petitioner and
respondent.

(f) A petitioner or respondent represented by counsel
need not be present at oral argument.

(g) Oral argument may be conducted before one or
more members of the Board.

MINING ACTIVITY NPDES DRAFT PERMITS
This notice provides information about applications for a new, amended or renewed NPDES permits associated with
mining activity (coal or noncoal) permits.

Similarly, modified BAT limits apply to iron, manganese and suspended solids in surface runoff, discharges
and drainage resulting from these precipitation events and those of greater magnitude in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
§§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.

Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292,
89.52 and 90.102.

Effluent Limits for Noncoal Mining Activities

The limits for noncoal mining activities as provided in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 77 are pH 6 to 9 and other parameters the
Department may require.

Discharges from noncoal mines located in some geologic settings (for example, in the coal fields) may require additional
water quality based effluent limits. If additional effluent limits are needed for an NPDES permit associated with a
noncoal mining permit, then the permit description specifies the parameters.
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In addition to BAT or WQBEL limits, coal and noncoal NPDES permits establish effluent limitations in the form of
implemented Best Management Practices (BMPs) identified in the associated Erosion and Sedimentation Plan, the
Reclamation Plan and the NPDES permit application. These BMPs restrict the rates and quantities of associated
pollutants from being discharged into surface waters in this Commonwealth.

More restrictive effluent limitations, restrictions on discharge volume or restrictions on the extent of mining that may
occur are incorporated into an NPDES permit when necessary for compliance with water quality standards and
antidegradation requirements (in accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91—96).

On April 4, 2017, Applicant requested a State water
quality certification from the Department of Environmen-
tal Protection (Department), as required by Section 401 of
the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C.A. § 1341), to ensure that
the construction, operation and maintenance of the Proj-
ect will protect water quality in this Commonwealth
through compliance with State water quality standards
and associated State law requirements, which are consis-
tent with the requirements of the Clean Water Act.

On November 21, 2017, State water quality certification
was granted.

its unnamed tributaries, 0.31 acre of floodway, 0.40 acre
of temporary wetland impacts (0.2 acre PEM/0.2 acre
PFO), and 0.67 acre of permanent wetland impacts (0.23
acre PF0/0.44 acre PEM).

By order issued October 13, 2017, in Docket No.
CP15-555-000 (Order), the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (FERC) authorized Dominion Energy Trans-
mission, Inc. to construct and operate its proposed Project
subject to conditions specified in the Order. The Project
includes the construction of pipeline, compression, and
ancillary facilities.

State Water Quality Certification for
First Amendment

FERC issued a notice to proceed for mechanized tree
clearing and site grading at the JB Tonkin Compressor
Station on February 12, 2018 (FERC Accession Number
20180212-3034). DETI intends to submit a variance to the
FERC requesting the additional workspace included in
this modification when all permit modification approvals
have been received.

The previ-
ously approved Project Amendment (DEP File No.
Q05-014-A1) was described as follows:

The Project Amendment included the addition of 2.74
acres of temporary workspace north of the existing JB
Tonkin compressor Station in Murrysville Borough, West-
moreland County, (Murrysville, PA Quadrangle; N: 40°
27" 51.13"; W: 79° 38’ 26.47"). The area has been surveyed
for wetlands and waterbodies and no features were
identified. Therefore, no additional direct stream or wet-
land impacts are proposed. UNT to Haymakers Run
(HQ-CWF) is adjacent to the site but will not be impacted
by the additional temporary workspace as long as all
required Erosion and Sedimentation controls are properly
implemented.

temporary road crossings, respectively, in accordance with
the Departments Chapter 105 rules and regulations.

On March 21, 2019, the Department received an
application for an ESCGP-3 Permit [File No.
ESG 00 129 17 0001 (1)], after it was deemed to be
complete by the Westmoreland Conservation District.

The Second Project Amendment, as proposed, includes a
new access road, pipeline center line adjustments, and
adjusted construction workspace in various locations.
These proposed changes will result in the following
adjustments to the project’s overall, cumulative impacts:
0.66 acre of permanent wetland impacts (net decrease of
0.01 acre), including conversion impacts to 0.16 acre of
PFO wetland (net decrease of 0.07 acre), 0.43 acre of
temporary wetland impacts (net increase of 0.03 acre),
889 linear feet (If) of permanent impacts to watercourses
from pipeline utility line crossings (net decrease of 34 1f),
1,648 If of temporary impacts to watercourses from
pipeline utility line crossings (net decrease of 78 1f), and
220 linear feet (If) of permanent impacts to watercourses
from access road crossings (net decrease of 18 1f).

The Department is proposing to issue a State water
quality certification to Applicant for the Project that will
require compliance with the following State water quality
permitting programs, criteria and conditions established
pursuant to State law to ensure the Project does not
violate applicable State water quality standards set forth
in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 93:

1. Discharge Permit—Applicant shall obtain and com-
ply with a Department National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) permit for the discharge of
water from the hydrostatic testing of the pipeline pursu-
ant to Pennsylvania’s Clean Streams Law (35 P.S.
§§ 691.1—691.1001), and all applicable implementing
regulations (25 Pa. Code Chapter 92a).

2. Erosion and Sediment Control Permit—Applicant
shall obtain and comply with the Department’s Chapter
102 Erosion and Sediment Control General Permit for
Earth Disturbance Associated with Oil and Gas Explora-
tion, Production, Processing or Treatment issued pursu-
ant to Pennsylvania’s Clean Streams Law and Storm
Water Management Act (32 P.S. §§ 680.1—680.17), and
all applicable implementing regulations (25 Pa. Code
Chapter 102).

3. Water Obstruction and Encroachment Permits—
Applicant shall obtain and comply with a Department
Chapter 105 Water Obstruction and Encroachment Per-
mits for the construction, operation and maintenance of
all water obstructions and encroachments associated with
the project pursuant to Pennsylvania’s Clean Streams
Law, Dam Safety and Encroachments Act (32 P.S.
§§ 673.1—693.27), and Flood Plain Management Act (32
P.S. §§ 679.101—679.601.), and all applicable implement-
ing regulations (25 Pa.

4. Water Quality Monitoring—The Department retains
the right to specify additional studies or monitoring to
ensure that the receiving water quality is not adversely
impacted by any operational and construction process
that may be employed by Applicant.

Proper operation and maintenance includes adequate

laboratory controls, appropriate quality assurance proce-
dures, and the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities
or similar systems installed by Applicant.

10. Other Laws—Nothing in this State Water Quality
Certification shall be construed to preclude the institution
of any legal action or relieve Applicant from any responsi-
bilities, liabilities, or penalties established pursuant to
any applicable Federal or State law or regulation.

11. Severability—The provisions of this State Water
Quality Certification are severable and should any provi-
sion of this certification be declared invalid or unenforce-
able, the remainder of the certification shall not be
affected thereby.

The two comments indicated
NO, emission errors in Table 1 of the proposed notice.
The Department has corrected the errors in Table 1. The
Department provided each of the affected companies with
the updated non-EGU NO, emission limits by e-mail. The
corrections are finalized in Table 1 as follows.

In Table 1 as follows, which lists non-EGU 2019 ozone
season NO, emission limits, PH Glatfelter’s facility name
has changed since the 2018 ozone season non-EGU NO_
emission limits notice to Pixelle Specialty Solutions.
Additionally, two new units, referred to as units 38 and
39, update and replace previous units 34 and 35 in Table
1 for this same facility.

United Refining Boiler No. 4 has been removed from
Table 1. The boiler is no longer operational and has been
permanently out of service at the facility since February
2018.

Actual Statewide NO, emissions in 2018 from non-
EGUs were 815 tons. That is 2,623 tons below the
3,438-ton NO, State Implementation Plan call budget.
Actual NO, emissions from all the non-EGUs are ex-
pected to be similar in 2019, and thus, the Statewide
budget is not expected to be exceeded. Owners of affected
units do not need to obtain and surrender NO, allowances
if the total emissions from the affected non-EGUs remain
below 3,438 tons for the ozone season.

The NO, emission cap provides 181 tons of emissions
for non-EGUs and the other units that need to address
their emissions through accounting adjustments, includ-
ing units that previously participated in the NO, Budget
Trading Program. The Department may use a portion of
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the 181 tons of the budgeted NO, emissions, if necessary,
to address mistakes or miscalculations. This year, the
Department is not using any of the 181 tons of NO, for
accounting adjustments or to make corrections.
