Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
weekly. A cumulative subject matter index is pub-
lished quarterly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. It is the temporary supplement to the Penn-
sylvania Code, which is the official codification of
agency rules and regulations, Statewide court rules,
and other statutorily authorized documents.
Changes in the codified text, whether by adoption,
amendment, rescission, repeal or emergency action,
must be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The following documents are published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin: Governor’s Executive Orders;
Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide and
Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions; Mo-
tor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
rescind regulations must first publish in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin a Proposed Rulemaking. There are
limited instances when the agency may omit the
proposal step; it still must publish the adopted
version.

The Proposed Rulemaking contains the full text of
the change, the agency contact person, a fiscal note
required by law and background for the action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. A Final Rule-
making must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before the changes can take effect. If the
agency wishes to adopt changes to the Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies, Statewide court rules and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. The Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin is the temporary supplement to the Pennsylva-
nia Code, printing changes when they are adopted.
These changes are then permanently codified by the
Pennsylvania Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf
supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government.

How to Find Rules and Regulations

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacodeandbulletin.gov.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires the Governor’s Budget Office to prepare a

fiscal note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions
and authorities receiving money from the State Treasury. The fiscal note states whether the action or procedure causes
a loss of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fiscal
note is required to be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the change is advertised.

A fiscal note provides the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation
providing for expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the
program is implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal
history of the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if
any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; and (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget
and the reasons therefor.

The omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information available
with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years, following the
year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the current and two
immediately preceding years. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the Secretary of the Budget is published
with the fiscal note. ‘‘No fiscal impact’’ means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local
political subdivision is intended. See 4 Pa. Code Chapter 7, Subchapter R (relating to fiscal notes).

And Now, this 11th day of February, 2020, pursuant to
the authority granted by Article V, Section 10 of the
Pennsylvania Constitution, this Court hereby Orders as
follows.

No judge shall have a financial interest, as defined by
Section 2101.1(e) of the Medical Marijuana Act (35 P.S.
§ 10231.2101.1(e)), in or be employed, directly or indi-
rectly, by a medical marijuana organization, or by any
holding company, affiliate, intermediary or subsidiary
thereof. The term ‘‘judge’’ shall include justices, judges of
the Superior Court, judges of the Commonwealth Court,
judges of the Courts of Common Pleas, judges of the
Philadelphia Municipal Court, and magisterial district
judges, but shall not include lawyers and non-lawyers
performing judicial functions, including but not limited to
masters and arbitrators, for the Unified Judicial System.

In accordance with this Order, the Comments to Rule
3.11 of the Code of Judicial Conduct and Rule 3.11 of the
Rules Governing Standards of Conduct of Magisterial
District Judges are promulgated as set forth in Annex A.

To the extent that notice of proposed rulemaking would
be required by Rule 103 of the Pennsylvania Rules of
Judicial Administration or otherwise, the immediate
amendment of the Code of Judicial Conduct and Rules
Governing Standards of Conduct of Magisterial District
Judges is hereby found to be required in the interest of
justice and efficient administration.

This Order shall be effective on September 1, 2020, and
shall be processed in accordance with Rule 103(b) of the
Pennsylvania Rules of Judicial Administration.

CHAPTER 33. CODE OF JUDICIAL CONDUCT

Subchapter A. CANONS

Canon 3. A judge shall conduct the judge’s per-
sonal and extrajudicial activities to minimize the
risk of conflict with the obligations of judicial
office.
Rule 3.11. Financial Activities.

(3) Pursuant to the authority granted by Article V,
Section 10 of the Pennsylvania Constitution, the
Supreme Court adopted the Code of Judicial Con-
duct as the exclusive means of regulating conduct
of judges under the supervision of the Supreme
Court. Disqualification from proceedings as neces-
sary is the most appropriate means of ensuring
judicial integrity and impartiality in proceedings,
including, but not limited to, those arising from the
Pennsylvania Race Horse Development and Gaming
Act (4 Pa.C.S. § 1101 et seq.) and the Medical Mari-
juana Act (35 P.S. § 10231.101 et seq.).

Additionally, the Supreme Court on June 1, 2006,
issued Order No. 231, Magisterial Docket No. 1 [ (June
1, 2006) ], which provides that no judge shall have a
financial interest, as defined by Section [ 1512(B) ]
1512(b) of the Pennsylvania Race Horse Development
and Gaming Act (4 Pa.C.S. § [ 1101 et seq. ] 1512(b)), in
or be employed, directly or indirectly, by any licensed
racing entity or licensed gaming entity, or any holding,
affiliate, intermediary or subsidiary company thereof or
by any such applicant, or engage in the active ownership
or participate in the management of any such entities
and related companies.

Also, on February 11, 2020, the Supreme Court
issued an Order, at No. 530 Judicial Administration
Docket, providing that no judge shall have a finan-
cial interest, as defined by Section 2101.1(e) of the
Medical Marijuana Act (35 P.S. § 10231.2101.1(e)), in
or be employed, directly or indirectly, by a medical
marijuana organization, or by any holding, affiliate,
intermediary or subsidiary company thereof.

[ The ] Both Orders define the term ‘‘judge’’
[ shall ] to include justices, judges of the Superior Court,
judges of the Commonwealth Court, judges of the Courts
of Common Pleas and judges of the Philadelphia Munici-
pal Court, but [ shall ] not to include lawyers and
non-lawyers performing judicial functions, including but
not limited to masters and arbitrators, for the Unified
Judicial System.

Rule 2.11 of the Code of Judicial Conduct contin-
ues to govern the disqualification of judges where
the interest in or relationship with a licensed
racing, a licensed gaming entity, a related company
thereto, or an applicant therefor, of the judge or a
family member is at issue. Similarly, Rule 2.11
continues to govern the disqualification of judges
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where the interest in or relationship to a medical
marijuana organization, or any holding company,
affiliate, intermediary or subsidiary thereof, of the
judge or a family member is at issue.

CHAPTER 51. STANDARDS OF CONDUCT OF
MAGISTERIAL DISTRICT JUDGES

PENNSYLVANIA RULES FOR MAGISTERIAL

Canon 3. A magisterial district judge shall con-
duct the magisterial district judge’s personal and
extrajudicial activities to minimize the risk of con-
flict with the obligations of judicial office.

(3) Pursuant to the authority granted by Article V,

Section 10 of the Pennsylvania Constitution, the Supreme
Court adopted the Rules Governing Standards of Conduct
of Magisterial District Judges as the exclusive means of
regulating the conduct of magisterial district judges un-
der the supervision of the Supreme Court. Disqualifica-
tion from proceedings is the most appropriate means of
ensuring judicial integrity and impartiality in proceed-
ings, including, but not limited to, those arising from the
Pennsylvania Race Horse Development and Gaming Act
(4 [ Pa.C.S.A. ] Pa.C.S. § 1101 et seq.) and the Medical
Marijuana Act (35 P.S. § 10231.101 et seq.).

[ No ] Additionally, the Supreme Court on June 1,
2006, issued Order No. 231, Magisterial Docket No.
1, which provides that no magisterial district judge
shall have a financial interest, as defined by Section
[ 1512(B) ] 1512(b) of the Pennsylvania Race Horse
Development and Gaming Act ([ 4 Pa.C.S.A. § 1101 et
seq. ] 4 Pa.C.S. § 1512(b)), in or be employed, directly or
indirectly, by any licensed racing entity or licensed gam-
ing entity, or by any holding, affiliate, intermediary or
subsidiary company thereof or any such applicant, or
engage in the active ownership or participate in the
management of any such entities and related companies.

Also, on February 11, 2020, the Supreme Court
issued an Order, at No. 530 Judicial Administration
Docket, providing that no magisterial district judge
shall have a financial interest, as defined by Sec-
tion 2101.1(e) of the Medical Marijuana Act (35 P.S.
§ 10231.2101.1(e)), in or be employed, directly or
indirectly, by a medical marijuana organization, or
by any holding company, affiliate, intermediary or
subsidiary thereof.

Rule 2.11 of these Conduct Rules continues to govern
the disqualification of magisterial district judges where
the interest in or relationship with a licensed racing or
licensed gaming entity or related company thereto, or any
such applicant therefor, of the magisterial district judge
or a family member is at issue. Similarly, Rule 2.11
continues to govern the disqualification of magiste-
rial district judges where the interest in or rela-
tionship to a medical marijuana organization, or
any holding company, affiliate, intermediary or sub-
sidiary thereof, of the magisterial district judge or
a family member is at issue.

Title 58—RECREATION
FISH AND BOAT COMMISSION

[ 58 PA. CODE CH. 119 ]
Boating; Motorboat Noise Control

The Fish and Boat Commission (Commission) amends
Chapter 119 (relating to motorboat noise control). The
Commission is publishing this final-form rulemaking un-
der the authority of 30 Pa.C.S. (relating to Fish and Boat
Code) (code). The amendments update the Commission’s
methods for enforcement of motorboat noise control.

E. Summary of Changes

Over the last several boating seasons the Commission
has received multiple complaints about motorboat noise
levels and a request for more enforcement. Under 58
Pa. Code Chapter 119, regulations requiring mufflers and
various noise levels for motorboats were established in
June 1994. This final-form rulemaking package was
based on a model act provided by the National Associa-
tion of State Boating Law Administrators (NASBLA).
Even though the Commission adopted most of the recom-
mendations from NASBLA, determining if a boat is in
violation of the regulation is very subjective. Additionally,
standards adopted have never truly been enforceable due
to the lack of training and device guidelines.

Starting in 2018, Commission staff began exploring the
standards used and regulations in place in other states. It
is believed with a few minor language adjustments, the
Commission will be able to establish a training program
utilizing recognized devices and be able to better address
the complaints from around the waterways in this Com-
monwealth. This amendment was vetted and approved by
the Boating Advisory Board on June 27, 2019.

A notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 49
Pa.B. 5215 (September 7, 2019). The Commission received
one public comment in support of the proposed rule-
making.

D. Purpose and Background

The specific purpose and background of the proposed
amendments is described in more detail under the sum-
mary of proposal.
E. Summary of Proposal

Tautog (Tautoga onitis), also known as ‘‘Tog’’ or
‘‘Blackfish,’’ are an Atlantic Ocean, coastal, bottom-
dwelling marine fish most commonly found around struc-
tures such as wrecks and reefs in offshore waters and
jetties, piers and rocky areas in near shore waters.
Tautog range from Nova Scotia to Georgia, but their core
populations reside between Virginia and Massachusetts.
They are stout, solidly built fish averaging between 2 and
8 pounds, with the current world record at 28 pounds.
They are slow growing and can reach 35 to 40 years of
age. Because they strongly relate to structure, tautog are
easy for commercial and recreational anglers to locate
and not difficult to catch with the right bait and tackle.
Tautog are considered excellent table fare by both recre-
ational and commercial fishers. In the mid-1980s, tautog
harvests peaked at over 7 million fish, but in recent years
declined to approximately 500,000 fish. There was a trend
towards substantial numbers of tautog caught by ‘‘recre-
ational’’ anglers without commercial licenses and sold into
the commercial market. These fish are unaccounted for in
distribution between recreational and commercial fishing
quotas and confound fisheries management planning. Due
to their commercial value and reduced population levels,
the ASMFC determined that additional regulatory action
must take place to address illegal harvest.

The Commonwealth is a member of the ASMFC, and
the Commission’s Executive Director, Timothy Schaeffer,
is the administrative member for the Commonwealth. At

its fall 2019 meeting, the ASMFC requested the Common-
wealth develop regulations requiring all tautog possessed
for commercial purposes or sold in this Commonwealth to
be properly tagged following the ASMFC tautog tagging
program guidelines. States along the Atlantic Coast with
commercial tautog fisheries must issue serial numbered
tags to commercial harvesters and all fish sold in these
states must be tagged with a metal band on the fish’s gill
cover. The Commonwealth will not be tagging tautog, but
this Commonwealth is an important marketplace of com-
mercial seafood including tautog. Providing Commission
waterways conservation officers with the authority to
inspect for and enforce tautog tagging regulations will
close a potential loophole in the ASMFC tautog tagging
program and advance tautog conservation along the At-
lantic Coast.

The Commission proposes that § 63.50 be amended to
read as set forth in Annex A.

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As the facility is an existing major stationary source, in
accordance with 40 CFR 52.21(a)(2)(iv), the Pennsylvania
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has per-
formed a two-step PSD analysis to determine whether the
single aggregated project constitutes a major modification
for the following pollutants: CO, CO2e, H2SO4, NO2, Pb,
PM, PM10, PM2.5, and SO2. A project is a major modifica-
tion and subject to PSD requirements if it causes both a
significant emission increase and a significant net emis-
sions increase of any of these pollutants (i.e., Steps 1 and
2, respectively), except that GHGs do not trigger a major
modification on their own.

Based on the emissions increases of CO, CO2e, H2SO4,
NO2, Pb, PM, PM10, PM2.5, and SO2 for the respective
sources and equipment comprising the aggregated project,
DEP has determined that the aggregated project causes a
significant emission increase of CO, CO2e, and NO2.

DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH
Vehicle, Equipment and Supply Requirements for

Emergency Medical Services Agencies; Correc-
tion

Errors occurred in the notice published at 50 Pa.B. 991
(February 15, 2020). The following is the corrected docu-
ment in its entirety.

Under 28 Pa. Code § 1027.3(c) (relating to licensure
and general operating standards), the Department of
Health (Department) has the authority to publish in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin, and update as necessary, vehicle
construction and equipment and supply requirements for
emergency medical services (EMS) agencies based upon
the types of services they provide and the EMS vehicles
they operate. An EMS agency that is licensed to operate
as a quick response service (QRS), basic life support
(BLS) ambulance, intermediate life support ambulance,
advanced life support (ALS) ambulance, critical care
ambulance, air ambulance, BLS squad, intermediate life
support squad and ALS squad service by the Department
under 35 Pa.C.S. § 8129 (relating to emergency medical
services agencies), shall maintain and have readily avail-
able in working order the following vehicle, equipment
and supply requirements.

A. Ground Ambulance Requirements

Ground Ambulances: QRS/BLS/Intermediate Life
Support/ALS/Critical Care Transport/BLS Squad/Inter-
mediate Life Support Squad/ALS Squad

1. The ambulance must meet the requirements of
Federal Specifications KKK 1822 and Ambulance Manu-
facturers Division (AMD) Standards in effect at the time
of the vehicles manufacture. (Does not apply to a Squad
Vehicle.)

2. The ambulance must meet the requirements in 75
Pa.C.S. (relating to Vehicle Code) for vehicle registration,
annual safety inspection and liability insurance, and the
requirements of all Department of Transportation regula-
tions relating to flashing and revolving lights, including
intersection lights.

3. Emblems and markings must be affixed to the
ambulance exterior as follows:

a. The word ‘‘AMBULANCE’’ shall be mirror imaged in
letters not less than 4� high, centered above the grill. The
placement of the word ‘‘AMBULANCE’’ shall be on the
rear of the vehicle and the curved surface of the hood or
can be placed on a flat bug screen. (Does not apply to a
Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

b. The words ‘‘EMS SQUAD,’’ ‘‘PARAMEDIC,’’ ‘‘ALS
SQUAD,’’ ‘‘BLS SQUAD’’ or ‘‘PARAMEDIC RESCUE’’
shall be mirror imaged in letters not less than 4� high,
centered above the grill. The placement of the wording
identified in this section shall be on the rear of the
vehicle and the curved surface of the hood, front bumper
or can be placed on a flat bug screen. (Does not apply to
ambulances, Fire Apparatus (for example, Rescue, En-
gine, Ladder, Tower and the like) that is primarily used
for fire suppression or QRS Vehicle.)

c. ‘‘Star of Life’’ shall appear on the ambulance in the
following sizes and numbers:

* Two 3� size ‘‘Stars of Life’’ on each side of the word
‘‘AMBULANCE’’ on the hood of the vehicle or on a bug
screen.

* Two 16� size ‘‘Stars of Life’’ on the right and left side
panels.

* Two 12� size ‘‘Stars of Life’’ on the rear of the vehicle.
* One 32� size ‘‘Star of Life’’ on the vehicle rooftop.

Note: All squad units must have at least 3� size ‘‘Stars
of Life,’’ one on each side, and two in front and two on the
rear of the vehicle. (Does not apply to QRS Vehicles.)

d. The Department issued licensure decal must be
applied to right and left exterior sides of the vehicle in a
conspicuous place.

e. A reflective chevron is not required. If used, a
reflective chevron may be placed on the rear vertical
surface of the exterior of the vehicle. The chevron pattern
shall slant downward on both sides of the vehicle at an
angle of 45° pointing in the direction of the bottom rear
corner of the tailboard. The pattern shall resemble an
inverted V with the point at the top center of the vehicle.
The chevron shall use an alternating color pattern. The
vertical panels shall be 8� to 12� wide and at least 24� in
height, and consist of alternating color retro-reflective
stripes at least 4� in width. If the panel height is greater
than 36� the stripes shall be 6� wide, shall slope down at
45° and have a minimum of 270 square inches of
retro-reflective area facing traffic.

4. The name of the EMS agency or its registered
fictitious name in letters at least 3� in size must appear
on both the right and left exterior sides of the vehicle.
The name must be the dominant lettering. Reference the
Agency Name and Fictitious Name FAQ published on
January 20, 2017.

a. The word ‘‘Ambulance’’ or words such as Emergency
Medical Services, EMS and Rescue must also appear on
both exterior sides and rear of the vehicle. (Does not
apply to Squad Vehicle.)

5. The EMS vehicle must be equipped with an elec-
tronically operated audible warning device with a 100-
watt or higher watt speaker.

6. The ambulance must have overhead interior lighting
that illuminates the entire top surface of the patient
litter, stair-well lighting and courtesy lights that must
illuminate the ambulance’s controls. (Does not apply to a
Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

7. The ambulance must have a dual battery system.
(Does not apply to Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

8. The ambulance must have two minimum 5-pound
unit fire extinguishers (ABC dry chemical or carbon
dioxide) in a quick-release bracket, one in the driver/cab
compartment or in the body of the ambulance reachable
from outside the vehicle and one in the patient compart-
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ment. When located in either the driver or patient
compartment the mounting bracket shall be of a stable
design. Each fire extinguisher must be intact with a
safety seal, have been inspected within the previous 12
calendar months and have the appropriate completed
inspection tag attached. (Squad and QRS Vehicles are
only required to have one.)

9. The ambulance must have a power supply to gener-
ate sufficient current to operate all accessories without
excessive demand on the generating system. All exterior
and interior lighting and onboard equipment shall be able
to run for at least 5 minutes without placing a demand on
the engine.

10. The ambulance must have a nonskid floor that is
flat, reasonably unencumbered, free of equipment in the
walk-through areas and well maintained. (Does not apply
to a Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

11. The ambulance must have minimum interior di-
mensions of 60� from floor to ceiling. (Does not apply to a
Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

12. The ambulance must have a patient partition to
separate the patient area from the driver area. (Does not
apply to a Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

13. The ambulance must have storage cabinets with
sliding doors or with latches, or have a cargo-type netting
or other means to ensure against opening during vehicle
movement. (Does not apply to a Squad Vehicle or QRS
Vehicle.)

14. Bulky items such as portable radios and AEDs,
oxygen equipment and jump bags must be secured at all
times during patient transport to prevent them from
falling on patients or crew or becoming projectiles if the
vehicle is involved in an accident. Equipment on a Squad
Vehicle or QRS must be in cabinets or otherwise secured
at all times.

15. The ambulance must have two IV hangers mounted
flush with the ceiling. (Does not apply to a Squad Vehicle
or QRS Vehicle.)

16. The ambulance must have a litter for transporting
a patient and at least five patient restraint straps (which
includes a minimum of two shoulder restraint straps) in
good operating condition that are secured to the litter.
(Does not apply to a Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

17. The ambulance must have a stair chair designed
for patient extrication.

18. The ambulance must have a pediatric safe trans-
port device. (Does not apply to a Squad Vehicle or QRS
Vehicle.)

19. The ambulance must have doors that function
properly with door seals that are not cracked, broken or
missing pieces, and are otherwise in good condition.

20. The ambulance must have both ‘‘No Smoking Oxy-
gen Equipped’’ and ‘‘Fasten Seat Belts’’ signs (in English)
in both the driver and the patient compartment. A Squad
and QRS Vehicle is required to have these signs in the
driver compartment.

21. The ambulance must have operational heating,
cooling and ventilation equipment meeting GSA KKK-
1822 Standard. Must be capable of maintaining patient
compartment temperature of 68°F to 78°F.

22. Required equipment and supplies shall be carried
and readily available in working order and maintained in
accordance with manufacturers recommended/required
operating standards.

23. The EMS vehicle must have current vehicle inspec-
tion validation issued by the state where the vehicle is
registered.

24. The EMS vehicle must have communication equip-
ment that is in compliance with the regional communica-
tion plan. This equipment shall allow for direct communi-
cation with a public safety answering point (PSAP) and
hospitals in the agency response/service areas. A cellular
phone may be used as a backup means of communication
and not as the primary means of communication.

25. The ambulance must have an installed, onboard
oxygen system with the following: (Does not apply to a
Squad Vehicle or QRS Vehicle.)

a. At least 122 cubic feet supply of oxygen in a cylinder
that is secured to provide maximum safety for patients
and personnel. The oxygen cylinders shall be mounted
with restraining devices, as required for the crashworthi-
ness tests of AMD Standard 003, Oxygen Tank Retention
System. A liquid oxygen system that provides the same
volume of oxygen and meets AMD Standard 003 is also
acceptable. Critical Care Transport ambulance must have
onboard oxygen system with a capacity of a minimum of
6,800 liters.

b. The cylinder must have more than 500 liters of
oxygen at all times (Critical Care Transport ambulance
must have more than 1,750 liters of oxygen at all times.)
and be secured with at least three metal or nylon
brackets while in the compartment.

c. The unit must be equipped with a reducing valve
(from 2,000 psi to 50 psi line pressure).

d. The unit must be equipped with one flow meter with
a range of 0—25 lpm delivery.

26. The ambulance must have an installed onboard
suctioning system with the following components and/or
capabilities: (Does not apply to Squad Vehicle.)

a. It is fitted with a large bore, nonkinking tubing.

b. It has power enough to provide within 4 seconds a
vacuum of over 300 mm/Hg or 11.8 inches of water when
the tube is clamped.

c. It is controllable for use on children and intubated
patients. The vacuum gauge, when attached to the tub-
ing, must be adjustable to the amount of vacuum needed
to ensure that the unit can maintain vacuum levels
without requiring continuous increase in control.

d. It is equipped with a lateral opening between the
suction tube and the suction source.

B. Air (Rotorcraft) Ambulance Requirements

The following will apply to all air ambulances. The air
ambulance must have:

1. The name of the air ambulance service or its
registered fictitious name prominently displayed on the
exterior of the aircraft. Reference the Agency Name and
Fictitious Name FAQ published on January 20, 2017.

2. Exterior lighting that illuminates the tail rotor and
pilot controllable search/spot/landing lights.

3. An ‘‘Air Worthiness Certificate’’ from the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA).

4. A patient litter capable of carrying one adult in the
supine position and capable of being secured according to
FAA requirements.
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5. An FAA Form 337 with items 1 (which identifies the
aircraft), 2 (which identifies the aircraft owner) and 7
(which shows that the aircraft is approved to ‘‘Return to
Service’’) completed and signed by the appropriate FAA
official.

6. Climate controls for maintaining an ambient cabin
temperature of between 60°—85° during flight.

7. Sufficient interior lighting to allow for close observa-
tion of patients.

8. A physical barrier between the pilot, throttle, flight
controls and radios and the patient(s).

9. Patient litter with manufacture approved straps.
10. A 110-volt electrical outlet for each patient trans-

ported.
11. Two-way radio communications for the pilot to be

able to communicate with hospitals, PSAPs and ground
ambulances in areas to which the air ambulance routinely
provides service.

12. At least one headset per crew member with built in
communication among the crew when the aircraft is
operating and noise levels prevent normal conversation.

13. One fully charged fire extinguisher rated at least 5
B:C securely mounted where it can be reached by the
pilot or crewmembers. The fire extinguisher must be
intact with safety seal, have been inspected within the
previous 12 calendar months and have the appropriate
inspection tag attached.

14. Installed onboard suctioning equipment that meets
the same requirements as a transporting ground ambu-
lance. (See requirements under Ground Ambulances.)

15. Must have a pediatric safe transport device.

16. An onboard oxygen system with the following:

a. Cylinders with a capacity of 1,200 liters.

b. The cylinders must have at least 1,650 psi at the
time of inspection.

c. If a liquid oxygen system is used, manufacturer
documentation must be provided that the system has at
least a 1,200-liter capacity.

d. A flow meter with a range of 0—25 lpm delivery.

Under the State Lottery Law (72 P.S. §§ 3761-101—
3761-314) and 61 Pa. Code § 803.11 (relating to powers
and duties of the Secretary of Revenue), the Secretary of
Revenue hereby provides public notice of the rules for the
following lottery game:

1. Name: The name of the lottery game is Pennsylva-
nia Bankroll (hereinafter ‘‘Bankroll’’). The game number
is PA-5081.

2. Definitions:

(a) Authorized retailer or retailer: A person who is
properly licensed by the Lottery pursuant to 61 Pa. Code
§§ 805.1—805.17.

(b) Bar code: The symbology on the ticket containing
certain encrypted validation and accounting data used for
identifying winning and losing tickets.

(c) Game Ticket: A bearer instrument produced
through a Lottery Terminal that is the player’s record of
a play for a Fast Play lottery game and sold by an
authorized retailer containing the play and validation
data as published in this game notice.

(d) Lottery Central Computer System: The computer
gaming system on which all Fast Play plays are recorded.
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(e) Lottery Terminal: A device authorized by the Lot-
tery to function in an interactive mode with the Lottery
Central Computer System for the purpose of issuing
plays, executing Quick Pick selections, and entering,
receiving, and processing lottery transactions, including
making purchases, validating plays, transmitting reports,
and performing inventory functions.

(f) Play: A chance to participate in a particular Fast
Play lottery game.

(g) Play Area: The area on a ticket which contains one
or more play symbols.

(h) Play Symbol: A number, letter, symbol, image or
other character found in the play area which is used to
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(i) Prize: A non-monetary item, money, or experience
that can be won as specified in section 6 (relating to
prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners) of this game notice.

(j) PRIZE KEY: The area on the ticket that shows a
player the corresponding prize that can be won by
matching different winning scenarios.

(k) PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE: The top prize avail-
able for this game that begins with a minimum prize
amount that grows at a pre-determined rate every time a
ticket is purchased, and then resets to the minimum prize
amount whenever a top prize winning ticket is sold.

(l) Winning ticket: A game ticket which has been vali-
dated and qualifies for a prize.

4. Description of the Bankroll Fast Play lottery game:

Bankroll tickets may be
purchased from an authorized retailer or at a Lottery
self-service terminal that sells terminal-based Lottery
game tickets. Tickets purchased from an authorized re-
tailer shall be printed on-demand at the time of purchase
and may not be preprinted by the retailer.

(b) Bankroll is played by matching like play symbols in
the play area. A player matching three like symbols in
this manner will win the corresponding prize shown in
the ‘‘PRIZE KEY.’’

(d) A Bankroll game ticket cannot be canceled or
voided once printed by the Lottery Terminal, even if
printed in error.

(e) To purchase a ticket at an authorized retailer, a
player must remit the purchase price to the retailer and
verbally request a Bankroll game ticket. The ticket shall
be the only valid proof of the bet placed and the only
valid receipt for claiming a prize.

(f) To purchase a ticket at a Pennsylvania Lottery
self-service terminal, the player must insert into the
self-service terminal a dollar amount equal to the total
purchase price of a Bankroll game ticket and select the
Bankroll option on the Lottery self-service terminal. The
ticket shall be the only valid proof of the bet placed and
the only valid receipt for claiming a prize.

5. Bankroll ticket characteristics:

(a) A Bankroll ticket shall contain a play area, the cost
of the play, the date of sale, and a bar code.

(b) Play Symbols: Each Bankroll ticket will contain
one play area. The play symbols located in the play area
are: Diamond symbol, Credit Cards symbol, Purse symbol,
Safe symbol, Gold Bars symbol, Wallet symbol, Moneybag
symbol, Piggy Bank symbol and a Moneyroll symbol.

(c) Prizes: The prizes, located in the ‘‘PRIZE KEY’’
area, which can be won in this game, are: $2, $4, $5, $10,
$20, $50, $100, $1,000 and the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP
PRIZE.’’ The ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ amount starts
at $10,000 and increases by $.25 every time a Bankroll
ticket is purchased. When a ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP
PRIZE’’ winning ticket is sold, the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP
PRIZE’’ resets to $10,000. A player can win up to three
times on a ticket.

(d) Approximate number of tickets available for the
game: Approximately 2,400,000 tickets will be available
for sale for the Bankroll lottery game.

6. Prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners:

(a) All Bankroll prize payments will be made as one-
time, lump-sum cash payments.

(b) Holders of tickets upon which three Moneyroll
symbols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of a ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE.’’
The amount won under this paragraph is the amount of
the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE,’’ determined by the
Lottery Central Computer System, as of the time the
winning ticket was purchased. The amount won will be a
minimum of $10,000.

(c) Holders of tickets upon which three Piggy Bank
symbols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of $1,000.

(d) Holders of tickets upon which three Moneybag
symbols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of $100.

(e) Holders of tickets upon which three Wallet symbols
appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $50.

(f) Holders of tickets upon which three Gold Bars
symbols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of $20.

(g) Holders of tickets upon which three Safe symbols
appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $10.

(h) Holders of tickets upon which three Purse symbols
appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $5.

(i) Holders of tickets upon which three Credit Cards
symbols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of $4.

(j) Holders of tickets upon which three Diamond sym-
bols appear in the play area, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $2.

(6) The game ticket data shall have been recorded on
the Lottery Central Computer System and the game
ticket data shall match the computer record in every
respect.

(8) The game ticket must pass other confidential secu-
rity checks of the Lottery.

(b) Invalid or defective game tickets: A game ticket not
passing the validation requirements in subsection (a) will
be considered invalid and no payment will be made on
account of any play recorded thereon. The determination
of the Secretary in this regard is final.

10. Procedures for claiming and payment of prizes:

(a) A prize may be claimed through an authorized
retailer or the Lottery, as provided in this section. A prize
must be claimed within 1 year of the sale date of the Fast
Play lottery game ticket.

(b) An authorized retailer is authorized to pay prizes of

(1) The game ticket is scanned and the play is vali-
dated through the Lottery Terminal or the Lottery Cen-
tral Computer System;

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;
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(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 12 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

11. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section. If this lottery game
is terminated for any cause, prize moneys remaining
undistributed will remain in the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes otherwise provided for by law.

12. Unclaimed prizes: Unclaimed prize money on win-
ning Fast Play lottery game tickets will be retained by
the Secretary for payment to the persons entitled thereto
for 1 year from the sale date of the Fast Play lottery
game ticket. If no claim is made within 1 year from the
sale date of the Fast Play lottery game ticket, the right of
a ticket holder to claim the prize represented by that
ticket, if any, shall expire.

13. Purchase and prize restrictions: A Fast Play lottery
game ticket may not be purchased by, and a prize may
not be paid, to an officer or employee of the Lottery,
Lottery professional services contractors or subcontrac-
tors, or to a spouse, child, brother, sister or parent
residing in the same household of an officer, employee,
contractor or subcontractor who is involved in the produc-
tion, distribution or operation of systems for the valida-
tion or accounting of Fast Play games.

14. ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ restrictions:

(a) An amount of $.25 from the sale of each Bankroll
ticket will be accumulated in the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP
PRIZE’’ pool.

(b) Prize Amount: The amount of the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE
TOP PRIZE’’ at the time a ticket is purchased can only be
verified through the Lottery’s Central Computer System.
Any advertisement or any materials describing the
amount of the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ are only
valid as of the time they are posted. If any discrepancy
exists between this notice and any material describing or
advertising the Bankroll game, this notice and the data
contained in the Lottery’s Central Computer System shall
govern.

(c) The ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ and all other
prizes are subject to availability at the time of purchase.
The Lottery is not responsible for prizes that are not
awarded due to technical issues. In the event of a
‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ being reset without the
actual sale of a ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ winning
ticket, all prize money that had accumulated into the
‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ pool (i.e. $.25 from the sale
of each ticket) shall be awarded as part of the next
‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ won.

(d) Prizes payable to ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’
winners will be paid as a one-time cash payment. For the
purposes of calculation of the prize to be paid to ‘‘PRO-
GRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ winners, the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE
TOP PRIZE’’ amount will be rounded up to the nearest
$0.50.

15. Governing law:

(a) By purchasing a ticket, the purchaser agrees to
comply with and abide by the State Lottery Law (72 P.S.
§§ 3761-101—3761-314), this notice, instructions, condi-
tions and final decisions of the Secretary, and procedures
established by the Secretary for the conduct of the Fast
Play Bankroll lottery game.

(b) Decisions made by the Secretary, including the
declaration of prizes and the payment thereof, in inter-
pretation of this notice are final and binding on players
and persons making a claim in respect thereof.

16. Retailer compensation:

(a) Authorized retailers may be entitled to compensa-
tion as determined by the Lottery.

(b) No authorized retailer or employee of an authorized
retailer shall request, demand, or accept gratuities or any
compensation other than as provided in subsection (a) in
exchange for the performance of duties authorized pursu-
ant to the Lottery retailer’s license without the Lottery’s
prior written authorization.

17. Retailer Incentive Programs: The Lottery may con-
duct a separate Retailer Incentive Program for retailers
who sell Pennsylvania Fast Play Bankroll lottery game
tickets.

18. Retailer bonus: The Lottery may offer a retailer
bonus in connection with the sale of Pennsylvania Fast
Play lottery game tickets. If a retailer bonus is offered, a
Lottery retailer shall be eligible for a bonus as described
in this section. Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket
that entitles the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in
a single installment or having a guaranteed minimum
payout, of at least $100,000 and not exceeding $500,000
shall be paid a bonus of $500. Lottery retailers who sell a
winning ticket that entitles the ticket holder to a prize,
either payable in a single installment or having a guaran-
teed minimum payout, of at least $500,001 and not
exceeding $1,000,000 shall be paid a bonus of $5,000.
Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket that entitles
the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in a single
installment or having a guaranteed minimum payout, of
at least $1,000,001 and not exceeding $10,000,000 shall
be paid a bonus of $10,000. A Lottery retailer is entitled
only to the largest bonus for which they qualify on a
winning ticket. A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the Fast Play game ticket is claimed and validated. A
bonus will not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells
a non-winning Pennsylvania Lottery Fast Play game
ticket used to enter a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance
drawing or promotion that is subsequently selected to win
a prize.

3761-314) and 61 Pa. Code § 803.11 (relating to powers
and duties of the Secretary of Revenue), the Secretary of
Revenue hereby provides public notice of the rules for the
following lottery game:

1. Name: The name of the lottery game is Pennsylva-
nia Fast Cash Fever (hereinafter ‘‘Fast Cash Fever’’). The
game number is PA-5080.

2. Definitions:

(a) Authorized retailer or retailer: A person who is
properly licensed by the Lottery pursuant to 61 Pa. Code
§§ 805.1—805.17.

(b) Bar code: The symbology on the ticket containing
certain encrypted validation and accounting data used for
identifying winning and losing tickets.

(c) BONUS GAME: The area at the bottom of a Fast
Cash Fever ticket containing five ‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols that, when matched against
the ‘‘FEVER NUMBER,’’ determine whether the player
wins the ‘‘FAST CASH’’ prize shown in the ‘‘BONUS
GAME.’’

(d) BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS: The numbers,
letters, symbols or other characters found in the ‘‘BONUS
GAME’’ that, when matched against the ‘‘FEVER NUM-
BER’’ play symbol, determines whether a player wins the
‘‘FAST CASH’’ prize shown in the ‘‘BONUS GAME.’’

(e) FAST CASH: The area within the ‘‘BONUS GAME’’
that contains the bonus prize that can be won by
matching any of the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols,
located in the ‘‘BONUS GAME,’’ with the ‘‘FEVER NUM-
BER,’’ located in the ‘‘BONUS GAME.’’

(f) FEVER NUMBER: The play symbol located in the
‘‘BONUS GAME’’ that, when it matches a ‘‘BONUS
GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, determines
whether the player wins the ‘‘FAST CASH’’ prize shown
in the ‘‘BONUS GAME.’’

(g) Game Ticket: A bearer instrument produced
through a Lottery Terminal that is the player’s record of
a play for a Fast Play lottery game and sold by an
authorized retailer containing the play and validation
data as published in this game notice.

(h) Lottery Central Computer System: The computer
gaming system on which all Fast Play plays are recorded.

(i) Lottery Terminal: A device authorized by the Lot-
tery to function in an interactive mode with the Lottery
Central Computer System for the purpose of issuing
plays, executing Quick Pick selections, and entering,
receiving, and processing lottery transactions, including
making purchases, validating plays, transmitting reports,
and performing inventory functions.

(j) Play: A chance to participate in a particular Fast
Play lottery game.

(k) Play Area: The area on a ticket, which contains one
or more play symbols.

(l) Play Symbol: A number, letter, symbol, image or
other character found in the play area, which is used to
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(m) Prize: A non-monetary item, money, or experience
that can be won as specified in section 6 (relating to
prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners) of this game notice.

(n) PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE: The top prize avail-
able for this game that begins with a minimum prize
amount that grows at a pre-determined rate every time a
ticket is purchased, and then resets to the minimum prize
amount whenever a top prize winning ticket is sold. A
PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE cannot be won in the ‘‘BO-
NUS GAME.’’

(o) Thermometer: The visual representation of a Ther-
mometer printed around certain play symbols in the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area. When a ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbol is printed within a Thermometer and
matches any ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbol, the
player wins double the prize shown above the Thermom-
eter.

(p) WINNING NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, sym-
bols or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(q) Winning ticket: A game ticket which has been vali-
dated and qualifies for a prize.

(r) YOUR NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, symbols
or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play sym-
bols, determine whether a player wins a prize.

3. Price: The price of a Fast Cash Fever ticket is $20.

4. Description of the Fast Cash Fever Fast Play lottery
game:

(a) The Fast Cash Fever lottery game is an instant win
game printed from a Lottery Terminal. With the exception
of the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ amount, all prizes
are predetermined, and the player does not have the
ability to select their own play symbols. Fast Cash Fever
tickets may be purchased from an authorized retailer or
at a Lottery self-service terminal that sells terminal-
based Lottery game tickets. Tickets purchased from an
authorized retailer shall be printed on-demand at the
time of purchase and may not be preprinted by the
retailer.

(b) Fast Cash Fever is played by matching the play
symbols in the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area to the play
symbols located in the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area. A
player matching play symbols in this manner will win the
prize shown above the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol.
If the matching play symbol is printed within a Ther-
mometer, the player wins double the prize shown above
the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol. The
‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ cannot be doubled. A bet
slip is not used to play this game.

(c) Fast Cash Fever is also played by matching the
‘‘FEVER NUMBER’’ play symbol in the ‘‘BONUS GAME’’
area to any of the ‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbols located in the ‘‘BONUS GAME’’ area. Play-
ers matching play symbols in this manner will win the
‘‘FAST CASH’’ prize shown in the ‘‘BONUS GAME.’’ The
‘‘BONUS GAME’’ is played separately.
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(d) Players can win the prize identified in section 6
(relating to prizes available to be won and determination
of prize winners).

(e) A Fast Cash Fever game ticket cannot be canceled
or voided once printed by the Lottery Terminal, even if
printed in error.

(f) To purchase a ticket at an authorized retailer, a
player must remit the purchase price to the retailer and
verbally request a Fast Cash Fever game ticket. The
ticket shall be the only valid proof of the bet placed and
the only valid receipt for claiming a prize.

(g) To purchase a ticket at a Pennsylvania Lottery
self-service terminal, the player must insert into the
self-service terminal a dollar amount equal to the total
purchase price of a Fast Cash Fever game ticket and
select the Fast Cash Fever option on the Lottery self-
service terminal. The ticket shall be the only valid proof
of the bet placed and the only valid receipt for claiming a
prize.

5. Fast Cash Fever ticket characteristics:

(a) A Fast Cash Fever ticket shall contain a play area,
the cost of the play, the date of sale, and a bar code.

(b) Play Symbols: Each Fast Cash Fever ticket play
area will contain a ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area, a
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area, and a ‘‘BONUS GAME’’ area.
The play symbols located in the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’
and ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ areas are: 1 (ONE), 2 (TWO), 3

(SVNTN), 18 (EGHTN), 19 (NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21
(TWYONE), 22 (TWYTWO), 23 (TWYTHR), 24
(TWYFOR), 25 (TWYFIV), 26 (TWYSIX), 27 (TWYSVN),
28 (TWYEGT), 29 (TWYNIN), 30 (THIRT), 31 (THYONE),
32 (THYTWO), 33 (THYTHR), 34 (THYFOR), 35
(THYFIV), 36 (THYSIX), 37 (THYSVN), 38 (THYEGT), 39
(THYNIN) and 40 (FORT). The ‘‘FEVER NUMBER’’ and
‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols located
in the ‘‘BONUS GAME’’ area are: 1 (ONE), 2 (TWO), 3
(THREE), 4 (FOUR), 5 (FIVE), 6 (SIX), 7 (SEVEN), 8
(EIGHT), 9 (NINE), 10 (TEN), 11 (ELEVN), 12 (TWLV),
13 (THRTN), 14 (FORTN), 15 (FIFTN), 16 (SIXTN), 17
(SVNTN), 18 (EGHTN), 19 (NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21
(TWYONE), 22 (TWYTWO), 23 (TWYTHR), 24
(TWYFOR), 25 (TWYFIV), 26 (TWYSIX), 27 (TWYSVN),
28 (TWYEGT), 29 (TWYNIN), 30 (THIRT), 31 (THYONE),
32 (THYTWO), 33 (THYTHR), 34 (THYFOR), 35
(THYFIV), 36 (THYSIX), 37 (THYSVN), 38 (THYEGT), 39
(THYNIN) and 40 (FORT).

(c) Prize Symbols: The prize symbols and their cap-
tions located in the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area are: $20.00

(TWENTY), $30.00 (THIRTY), $40.00 (FORTY), $50.00

(FIFTY), $100 (ONE HUN), $200 (TWO HUN), $500 (FIV
HUN), $1,000 (ONE THO), $10,000 (TEN THO) and
PROGRESSIVE (TOP PRIZE). The ‘‘FAST CASH’’ prize
symbols and their captions located in the ‘‘BONUS
GAME’’ area are: $20.00 (TWENTY), $40.00 (FORTY),
$50.00 (FIFTY), $100 (ONE HUN), $200 (TWO HUN),
$500 (FIV HUN) and $1,000 (ONE THO).

(d) Prizes: The prizes that can be won in this game
are: $20, $30, $40, $50, $100, $200, $500, $1,000, $10,000

and the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE.’’ The ‘‘PROGRES-
SIVE TOP PRIZE’’ amount starts at $200,000 and in-
creases by $3.50 every time a Fast Cash Fever ticket is
purchased. When a ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’ win-
ning ticket is sold, the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE’’
resets to $200,000. Fast Cash Fever contains a feature
that can double the prize shown above the matching
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol as detailed in section 4
(related to description of the Fast Cash Fever Fast Play
lottery game). For a complete list of prizes that can be
won in this game, including multiplied prizes, see section
7 (relating to number and description of prizes and
approximate chances of winning). A player can win up to
19 times on a ticket.

(e) Approximate number of tickets available for the
game: Approximately 4,800,000 tickets will be available
for sale for the Fast Cash Fever lottery game.

6. Prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners:

(a) All Fast Cash Fever prize payments will be made
as one-time, lump-sum cash payments.

(b) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol
of PROGRESSIVE (TOP PRIZE) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’
area above the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play sym-
bol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of a
‘‘PROGRESSIVE TOP PRIZE.’’ The amount won under
this paragraph is the amount of the ‘‘PROGRESSIVE
TOP PRIZE,’’ determined by the Lottery Central Com-
puter System, as of the time the winning ticket was
purchased. The amount won will be a minimum of
$200,000.

(c) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $10,000
(TEN THO) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area above the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $10,000.

(d) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbol appearing within a Thermom-
eter, and a prize symbol of $1,000 (ONE THO) appears in
the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area above the matching ‘‘YOUR NUM-
BERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to
a prize of $2,000.

(e) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol
of $1,000 (ONE THO) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area above
the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a
single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $1,000.

(f) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbol appearing within a Thermometer, and a prize
symbol of $500 (FIV HUN) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area
above the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on
a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $1,000.

(g) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols
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matches the ‘‘FEVER NUMBER’’ play symbol and a prize
symbol of $1,000 (ONE THO) appears in the ‘‘FAST
CASH’’ area, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize
of $1,000.

(h) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol
of $500 (FIV HUN) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area above
the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a
single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $500.

(i) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols
matches the ‘‘FEVER NUMBER’’ play symbol and a prize
symbol of $500 (FIV HUN) appears in the ‘‘FAST CASH’’
area, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$500.

(j) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbol appearing within a Thermometer, and a prize
symbol of $200 (TWO HUN) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area
above the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on
a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $400.

(k) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol
of $200 (TWO HUN) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area above
the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a
single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $200.

(l) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols matches any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbol appearing within a Thermometer, and a prize
symbol of $100 (ONE HUN) appears in the ‘‘PRIZE’’ area
above the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on
a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $200.

(z) Holders of tickets upon which any one of the
‘‘BONUS GAME YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols
matches the ‘‘FEVER NUMBER’’ play symbol and a prize
symbol of $20.00 (TWENTY) appears in the ‘‘FAST CASH’’
area, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $20.

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;

(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 12 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

11. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section.
