The Department of Conservation and Natural Re-
sources (Department), acting through the Bureau of For-
estry (Bureau), and Alan Metzler are proposing to negoti-
ate an exchange of property interests in Milford
Township, Juniata County and Brown and Armagh Town-
ships, Mifflin County.

The exchange would involve approximately 135 acres
currently owned by Alan Metzler which is adjoining the
Tuscarora State Forest. The Bureau intends to trade
118 acres in the Rothrock State Forest, which is bounded
on its southern boundary by Alan Metzler. Alan Metzler is
a partial owner of the tract that fully borders these State
forest lands to the north. This parcel is a small narrow,
peninsula of public lands that is surrounded by private
lands and does not provide great opportunity for the public.
The land to be acquired is surrounded on two sides by the
Tuscarora State Forest and is adjacent to the Karl Guss
State Forest Picnic Area. It is one of three tracts in an
interior warrant completely surrounded by State forest.
The only access to this tract is by State forest roads. The
exchange will further consolidate public ownership of this
forested landscape and is consistent with the Bureau’s land
acquisition goals.

As is the policy of the Department, the public is hereby
notified of this exchange. A 30-day period for public
inquiry or comment will be in effect beginning July 10,
2021, and ending August 8, 2021. Oral or written com-
ments or questions concerning this proposed exchange
may be addressed to Tom Stahl, Planning Section, Bureau
of Forestry, P.O. Box 8552, Harrisburg, PA 17105-8552,
thstahl@pa.gov, (717) 772-0268.

The 2019-2020 final adjusted per-student tuition rate
was calculated by multiplying the 2018-2019 preliminary
adjusted per-student tuition rate ($20,440) by the CPI for
the 12-month period ending September 30, 2018, of 2.3%.

The Department has established a 2019-2020 final
adjusted per-student tuition rate of $20,900 for the
alcohol recovery school identified by the Department.

The 2020-2021 final adjusted per-student tuition rate
was calculated by multiplying the 2019-2020 preliminary
adjusted per-student tuition rate ($20,910.12) by the CPI
for the 12-month period ending September 30, 2019, of
1.7%.

The Department has established a 2020-2021 final
adjusted per-student tuition rate of $21,300 for the
alcohol recovery school identified by the Department.

The 2021-2022 final adjusted per-student tuition rate
was calculated by multiplying the 2020-2021 preliminary
adjusted per-student tuition rate ($21,265.59) by the CPI
for the 12-month period ending September 30, 2020, of
1.4%.

MINING ACTIVITY NPDES DRAFT PERMITS

This notice provides information about applications for a new, amended or renewed NPDES permits associated with
mining activity (coal or noncoal) permits. The applications concern industrial waste (mining) discharges to surface water
and discharges of stormwater associated with mining activities. This notice is provided in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
Chapters 91 and 92a and 40 CFR Part 122, implementing provisions of The Clean Streams Law (35 P.S.
§§ 691.1—691.1001) and the Federal Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C.A. §§ 1251—1376).

The Department of Environmental Protection (Department) has prepared a draft NPDES permit and made a tentative
determination to issue the NPDES permit in conjunction with the associated mining activity permit.
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Effluent Limits for Coal Mining Activities

For coal mining activities, NPDES permits, when issued, will contain effluent limits that are the more stringent of
technology-based (BAT) effluent limitations or Water Quality Based Effluent Limits (WQBEL).

The BAT limits for coal mining activities, as provided in 40 CFR Part 434 and 25 Pa. Code Chapters 87—90 are as
follows:

A settleable solids instantaneous maximum limit of 0.5 ml/l applies to: surface runoff (resulting from a precipitation
event of less than or equal to a 10-year 24-hour event) from active mining areas; active areas disturbed by coal refuse
disposal activities; mined areas backfilled and revegetated; and all other discharges and drainage (resulting from a
precipitation event of greater than 1l-year 24-hour to less than or equal to a 10-year 24-hour event) from coal refuse
disposal piles. Similarly, modified BAT limits apply to iron, manganese and suspended solids in surface runoff, discharges
and drainage resulting from these precipitation events and those of greater magnitude in accordance with 25 Pa. Code
§§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292, 89.52 and 90.102.

Exceptions to BAT effluent limits may be applicable in accordance with 25 Pa. Code §§ 87.102, 88.92, 88.187, 88.292,
89.52 and 90.102.

Effluent Limits for Noncoal Mining Activities

The limits for noncoal mining activities as provided in 25 Pa. Code Chapter 77 are pH 6 to 9 and other parameters the
Department may require.

Discharges from noncoal mines located in some geologic settings (for example, in the coal fields) may require additional
water quality based effluent limits. If additional effluent limits are needed for an NPDES permit associated with a
noncoal mining permit, then the permit description specifies the parameters.

In addition to BAT or WQBEL limits, coal and noncoal NPDES permits establish effluent limitations in the form of
implemented Best Management Practices (BMPs) identified in the associated Erosion and Sedimentation Plan, the
Reclamation Plan and the NPDES permit application. These BMPs restrict the rates and quantities of associated
pollutants from being discharged into surface waters in this Commonwealth.

More restrictive effluent limitations, restrictions on discharge volume or restrictions on the extent of mining that may
occur are incorporated into an NPDES permit when necessary for compliance with water quality standards and
antidegradation requirements (in accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91—96).

The procedures for determining the final effluent limits, using a mass-balance equation or model, are found in
Technical Guidance Document 563-2112-115, Developing National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
Permits for Mining Activities. Other specific factors to be considered include public comments and Total Maximum Daily
Load(s). Additional discharge limitations may apply in the event that unexpected discharges occur.

Discharge rates for surface mining activities are precipitation driven. Discharge rates for proposed discharges
associated with underground mining are noted in the permit description.

Persons wishing to comment on an NPDES draft permit should submit a written statement to the Department at the
address of the district mining office indicated before each draft permit within 30-days of this public notice. Comments
received within the comment period will be considered in the final determinations regarding the NPDES permit
applications. Comments must include the name, address and telephone number of the writer and a concise statement to
inform the Department of the exact basis of a comment and the relevant facts upon which it is based.

The Department will also accept requests or petitions for a public hearing on NPDES permit applications, as provided
in 25 Pa. Code § 92a.82(d). The request or petition for a public hearing shall be filed within 30-days of this public notice
and contain the name, address, telephone number and the interest of the party filing the request and state the reasons
why a hearing is warranted.

(i) Valid entries received posted to the Live Video on
the Lottery’s Official Facebook account page during the
Promotion, as further described in section 10(c)(2), from
approximately 7:11:00 p.m. on July 11, 2021, through
approximately 7:32:00 p.m. on July 11, 2021, will be
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entered into one Cash Prize drawing, to be held between
July 11, 2021, and July 16, 2021.

(i1) The entry period for the Promotion will be posted to
the Lottery’s Promotional web site.

(iii) Each entrant may receive up to one (1) entry in
the Promotion by posting an eligible comment to the Live
Video on the Lottery’s official Facebook account page, as
further described in section 10(c)(2), during the Promo-
tion. Any comments posted after each participant’s first
valid comment will not award additional entries.

(iv) The Promotion livestream will be broadcast to
multiple lottery jurisdictions, with each lottery jurisdic-
tion having its own prize pool for its own promotion.

Order
By the Commission:

In accordance with our May 29, 1990 Order at Docket
No. M-00900239 establishing the Pennsylvania Telecom-
munications Relay Service (TRS or Relay)! and surcharge
funding mechanism (TRS surcharge) and subsequent
Commission orders and legislation,® we have completed
the annual recalculation of the TRS surcharge as it will
apply August 1, 2021,% through June 30, 2022. The TRS
surcharge rate for residential and business access lines
shall be set at $0.04 per month.

Background

The annual TRS surcharge recalculation is dependent
on data from several sources. Local Exchange Carriers
(LECs*) submit annual wireline access line counts pursu-
ant to 52 Pa. Code § 63.37. The traditional relay provider,

These tariff supplements may be filed to become
effective on one day’s notice.

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Hamilton Relay, Inc.,”> submitted the estimated minutes
of use and charges for July 1, 2021, through June 30,
2022. Hamilton Telephone Company d/b/a Hamilton Tele-
communications submitted the estimated minutes-of-use
report for the Captioned Telephone Relay Service®
(CTRS). The Office of Vocational Rehabilitation (OVR),
Department of Labor and Industry, submitted the 2021-
2022 TDDP budget and the 2021-2022 PMASP budget.
The surcharge also funds TRS Advisory Board activities
and Fund administration costs. U.S. Bank,” the Fund
Administrator, provided a statement of the financial
status of the Fund.®

Calculation for 2021-2022

Combined residential and business wireline access lines
reported by LECs for 2020 and adjusted for Centrex lines
are estimated to be 4,054,485. Based upon the number of
access lines, projected TRS program costs (Relay, CTRS,
TDDP, and PMASP), anticipated Pennsylvania TRS Advi-
sory Board® expenses, TRS Fund administration costs,
and the financial status of the TRS Fund, the 2021-2022
TRS surcharge rate for residential and business access
lines will be reduced from the current rate of $0.08 per
month to $0.04 per month.

This new rate is a reduction to the current rate and
will require the LECs to file tariff supplements. These
tariff supplements may be filed to become effective on one
day’s notice. All TRS surcharge revenues shall continue to
be remitted to the Fund Administrator.'®

Effective August 1, 2021, the TRS monthly surcharge
allocation for each fund account will be as follows:!!

Operations for 2021-2022

We shall continue our active oversight of the operations
of the Pennsylvania Telecommunications Relay Service.
Further, in accordance with 35 P.S. §§ 6701.3a & 4, we
shall continue to collaborate with OVR and its TDDP
administrator'® to ensure adequate funding for distribu-
tion of TDDP equipment to qualified Pennsylvanians.

5 Hamilton Relay, Inc. (Hamilton) holds the TRS Certificate of Public Convenience to
provide TRS throughout the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. The Commission ap-
proved Hamilton’s Application by order entered December 4, 2014, at Docket No.
A-2014-2447601.

6 Hamilton Telecommunications, an affiliate of Hamilton Relay, provides CTRS
services.

As a result of mergers, acquisitions, and name changes, Fund administration has
been handled by Hamilton Bank (1990), CoreStates Bank N.A. (1995), First Union
National Bank (1999), Wachovia Bank, N.A. (2002), and U.S. Bank Institutional Trust
& Custody (2006).

Separate accounts are maintained for the portions of the surcharge allocated to
Relay, TDDP, and PMASP. TRS Advisory Board expenses, CTRS, and outreach
activities are funded from the Relay account; TRS Fund administration costs are
drawn from each respective account.

The TRS surcharge appears as a single line item on customers’ bills but actually
has three components (Relay, TDDP traditional and the Wireless Expansion Initiative,
and PMASP).

Further, we shall continue to assist OVR in its mission to
ensure adequate funding for PMASP.

Audits

On August 3, 2020, the Commission’s Bureau of Audits
began an audit of the TDDP and PMASP at Docket No.
D-2020-3020696. The audit covers the twelve-month peri-
ods ended June 30, 2019; June 30, 2018; and June 30,
2017. The audit report is expected to be released later
this year. The Bureau of Audits plans to initiate another
audit of the TRS in 2022.

Service of Order

Due to the Governor’s Proclamation of Disaster Emer-
gency that was issued in response to the COVID-19
pandemic, service by the Commission on parties is exclu-
sively electronic. See Re: Suspension of Regulatory
and Statutory Deadlines; Modification to Filing and
Service Requirements, emergency order, Docket No.
M-2020-3019262 (Order entered March 20, 2020). As this
order does change the TRS surcharge rate, we shall
e-serve a copy on every LEC in the Commonwealth in
addition to each Relay service provider, the Office of
Vocational Rehabilitation, the Office of Consumer Advo-
cate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Pennsyl-
vania Telephone Association, and the Fund Administrator.
Additionally, we will publish the order in the Pennsylva-
nia Bulletin and on the Commission’s website.

Conclusion

The Commission has completed the annual recalcula-
tion of the TRS surcharge rate. The TRS surcharge rate
for residential and business access lines to be applied
beginning August 1, 2021, through June 30, 2022, will be
set at $0.04 per month. All LECs are required to file a
tariff supplement with the Secretary of the Commission
to implement the new TRS surcharge rate.
