Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
weekly. A cumulative subject matter index is pub-
lished quarterly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. It is the temporary supplement to the Penn-
sylvania Code, which is the official codification of
agency rules and regulations, Statewide court rules,
and other statutorily authorized documents.
Changes in the codified text, whether by adoption,
amendment, rescission, repeal or emergency action,
must be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The following documents are published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin: Governor’s Executive Orders;
Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide and
Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions; Mo-
tor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
rescind regulations must first publish in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin a Proposed Rulemaking. There are
limited instances when the agency may omit the
proposal step; it still must publish the adopted
version.

The Proposed Rulemaking contains the full text of
the change, the agency contact person, a fiscal note
required by law and background for the action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. A Final Rule-
making must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before the changes can take effect. If the
agency wishes to adopt changes to the Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies, Statewide court rules and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. The Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin is the temporary supplement to the Pennsylva-
nia Code, printing changes when they are adopted.
These changes are then permanently codified by the
Pennsylvania Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf
supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government.

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacodeandbulletin.gov.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires the Governor’s Budget Office to prepare a

fiscal note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions
and authorities receiving money from the State Treasury. The fiscal note states whether the action or procedure causes
a loss of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fiscal
note is required to be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the change is advertised.

A fiscal note provides the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation
providing for expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the
program is implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal
history of the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if
any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; and (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget
and the reasons therefor.

The omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information available
with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years, following the
year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the current and two
immediately preceding years. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the Secretary of the Budget is published
with the fiscal note. ‘‘No fiscal impact’’ means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local
political subdivision is intended. See 4 Pa. Code Chapter 7, Subchapter R (relating to fiscal notes).

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PROPOSED RULEMAKING
HUMAN RELATIONS COMMISSION

[ 16 PA. CODE CH. 41 ]
Protected Classes Under the PHRA and PFEOA

Statutory Authority

The Human Relations Commission (Commission) pro-
poses to amend Chapter 41 (relating to preliminary
provisions) by creating new Subchapter D (relating to
protected classes), as set forth in Annex A. The Commis-
sion is publishing these amendments under the authority
of the Pennsylvania Human Relations Act (PHRA) (43
P.S. §§ 951—963), as amended by the act of June 25,
1997 (P.L. 326, No. 34) and the Pennsylvania Fair
Educational Opportunities Act (PFEOA) (24 P.S.
§§ 5001—5010), as amended by the act of December 22,
1992 (P.L. 1688, No. 187).

Description of the Amendments to this Proposed Rule-
making

The Commission proposes to create Subchapter D, to
provide definitions for terms used in the PHRA and the
PFEOA. Specifically, this proposed rulemaking provides
definitions for the terms ‘‘sex,’’ ‘‘race’’ and ‘‘religious
creed.’’ Neither the PHRA, the PFEOA or the Commis-
sion’s existing regulations provide a definition for these
terms. Although the Commission previously issued guid-
ance regarding the manner in which the term ‘‘sex’’
should be interpreted, that guidance has not been codified
into a regulation. The Commission proposes that the
definition for the term ‘‘sex’’ be codified in Subchapter D,
along with the terms ‘‘race’’ and ‘‘religious creed.’’

Proposed Subchapter D contains seven sections. Pro-
posed § 41.201 (relating to purpose) provides the purpose
for this proposed rulemaking which is to ensure that all
unlawful discriminatory practices and all unfair educa-
tional practices proscribed by the PHRA and the PFEOA
are interpreted and applied consistently and that all
investigations conducted by the Commission are investi-
gated consistent with this proposed rulemaking. Proposed
§ 41.202 (relating to construction) provides that this
proposed rulemaking should be liberally construed for the
accomplishment of the purposes of the PHRA and the
PFEOA. Section 41.202 also provides that this proposed
rulemaking should be construed consistently with other
Federal and State laws and regulations except when to do
so would result in a narrow interpretation of the PHRA
and the PFEOA. While this proposed rulemaking is
meant to provide guidance regarding the interpretation of
the PHRA and the PFEOA, the guidance must comply
with section 12(a) of the PHRA (43 P.S. § 962(a)) which
states that ‘‘the provisions of this act shall be construed
liberally for the accomplishment of the purposes thereof,
and any law inconsistent with any provisions hereof shall
not apply.’’ Thus, § 41.202 is consistent with section 12(a)
of the PHRA, which requires a liberal construction of the
PHRA, by clearly explaining that Federal or State law
cannot be relied upon when interpreting the PHRA or the
PFEOA if the reliance would result in a narrow interpre-
tation of the PHRA or the PFEOA.

Proposed § 41.203 (relating to enforcement) explains
that this proposed rulemaking will be enforced in accord-
ance with the PHRA, the PFEOA and the existing
regulations of the Commission. Proposed § 41.204 (relat-
ing to definitions) provides definitions for terms used in

Subchapter D. Proposed § 41.205 (relating to religious
creed discrimination) provides the manner in which the
term ‘‘religious creed,’’ as used in the PHRA and the
PFEOA, should be interpreted, as explained more fully as
follows. Proposed § 41.206 (relating to sex discrimination)
provides the manner in which the term ‘‘sex,’’ as used in
the PHRA and the PFEOA, should be interpreted, as
explained more fully as follows. Proposed § 41.207 (relat-
ing to race discrimination) provides the manner in which
the term ‘‘race,’’ as used in the PHRA and the PFEOA,
should be interpreted, as explained more fully as follows.

Purpose and Explanation of this Proposed Rulemaking

Section 7(d) of the PHRA (43 P.S. § 957(d)) and section
6(6) of the PFEOA (24 P.S. § 5006(6)) explicitly authorize
the Commission to ‘‘adopt, promulgate, amend and re-
scind rules and regulations to effectuate the policies and
provisions of the’’ PHRA and the PFEOA. Section 9(g) of
the PHRA (43 P.S. § 959(g)) and section 7 of the PFEOA
(24 P.S. § 5007) also require the Commission to ‘‘establish
rules of practice to govern, expedite and effectuate the
foregoing procedure and its own actions thereunder.’’ The
PHRA and the PFEOA specifically prohibit discrimination
on the basis of religious creed, sex and race. However,
neither statute provides a definition for those terms nor
do the Commission’s existing regulations provide a defini-
tion for those terms. The Commission proposes to adopt
regulations, consistent with its authority in section 7(d) of
the PHRA and section 6(6) of the PFEOA, to explain the
manner in which the terms ‘‘religious creed,’’ ‘‘sex’’ and
‘‘race’’ should be interpreted.

This proposed rulemaking provides clarity and consis-
tency regarding how the terms ‘‘religious creed,’’ ‘‘sex’’ and
‘‘race,’’ as used throughout the PHRA and the PFEOA—
including in the provisions prohibiting discrimination in
employment, housing, commercial property, public accom-
modations and educational institutions—should be inter-
preted. The Commission recognizes that the PHRA has
different provisions prohibiting discrimination in employ-
ment, housing accommodations and commercial property,
and public accommodations, including educational institu-
tions. The Commission also recognizes that the PFEOA
has its own provisions prohibiting discrimination in cer-
tain educational institutions. However, all of the provi-
sions regarding discrimination in employment, housing
accommodations and commercial property, and public
accommodations, including educational institutions, pro-
hibit discrimination because of religious creed, sex and
race. Given that the Commission enforces two statutes,
which prohibit discrimination in employment, housing
accommodations and commercial property, and public
accommodations, including educational institutions, be-
cause of religious creed, sex and race, the Commission’s
proposed regulations provide the guidance necessary to
ensure that the terms ‘‘religious creed,’’ ‘‘sex’’ and ‘‘race’’
are interpreted consistently throughout the PHRA and
the PFEOA.

Religious Creed Discrimination

With respect to religious creed discrimination, the
PHRA prohibits discrimination, on the basis of religious
creed, in employment, housing, commercial property, pub-
lic accommodations and educational institutions. The
PFEOA prohibits discrimination, on the basis of religious
creed, in certain educational institutions. Similar to the
PHRA’s protections regarding religious creed discrimina-
tion in employment, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of
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1964 (Title VII) (42 U.S.C.A. §§ 2000e—2000e-17), de-
clares that it is ‘‘an unlawful employment practice for
an employer to. . .otherwise discriminate against any
individual. . .because of such individual’s. . .religion.’’ 42
U.S.C.A. § 2000e-2(a)(1).

In interpreting the PHRA, Commonwealth courts have
recognized that claims of religious creed discrimination
may be brought under the PHRA as claims of disparate
treatment, failure to accommodate a religious creed and
harassment. Brown Transport Corp. v. PHRC, 578 A.2d
555 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1990) (overruled on other grounds in
Hoy v. Angelone, 554 Pa. 134, 720 A.2d 745) (Pa. 1998);
see also Winn v. Trans World Airlines, Inc., 484 A.2d 392,
400 n.9 (Pa. 1984). However, there is minimal case law in
this Commonwealth which explains the manner in which
the term ‘‘religious creed,’’ as used in the PHRA and the
PFEOA, should be interpreted. In Knepp v. Colonial
Metals Co., 2005 Pa. Dist. & Cnty. Dec. LEXIS 3, *15—17
(Court of Common Pleas of Lancaster County, PA July 6,
2005), the Court relied upon Federal court decisions
interpreting Title VII to determine whether the plaintiff ’s
asserted religious beliefs were sufficient to allege a claim
of religious creed discrimination under the PHRA. Like-
wise, Commonwealth courts have explained that although
they are not bound by Federal court decisions interpret-
ing Federal statutes similar to the PHRA, in interpreting
the PHRA where no applicable State law exists, ‘‘it is
appropriate to look to federal decisions involving similar
federal statutes for guidance.’’ McGlawn v. PHRC, 891
A.2d 757, 768 (Pa. Cmwlth. 2006) quoting City of Pitts-
burgh Commission on Human Relations v. DeFelice, 782
A.2d 586, 592, n.8 (Pa. Cmwlth. 2001); see also General
Electric Corp. v. PHRC, 469 Pa. 292, 303, 365 A.2d 649,
654-655 (Pa. 1976).

Thus, in crafting this proposed rulemaking, the Com-
mission turned to Title VII for guidance regarding the
definition of ‘‘religious creed,’’ as Commonwealth courts
often do when interpreting the PHRA and the PFEOA.
Section 701(j) of Title VII (42 U.S.C.A. § 2000e(j)) ex-
plains that ‘‘[t]he term ‘religion’ includes all aspects of
religious observance and practice, as well as belief. . . .’’
The regulations adopted by the Equal Employment Op-
portunity Commission (EEOC) in 29 CFR 1605.1 (relating
to ‘‘religious’’ nature of a practice or belief) explain that
‘‘religious practices include moral or ethical beliefs as to
what is right and wrong which are sincerely held with the
strength of traditional religious views.’’ The EEOC regula-
tions in 29 CFR 1605.1 further provide that ‘‘the fact that
no religious group espouses such beliefs or the fact that
the religious group to which the individual professes to
belong may not accept such belief will not determine
whether the belief is a religious belief of the employee or
prospective employee.’’ The EEOC regulations in 29 CFR
1605.1 also provide that ‘‘the phrase ‘religious practice’ as
used in these Guidelines includes both religious obser-
vances and practices.’’ As such, by using the language
regarding religious discrimination contained in Title VII
and its implementing regulations, this proposed rule-
making provides an interpretation for the term ‘‘religious
creed,’’ as used in the PHRA and the PFEOA, which is
consistent with Title VII and its implementing regula-
tions. This proposed rulemaking also provides clarity that
the interpretation of the term ‘‘religious creed,’’ as used
throughout the PHRA and the PFEOA—including in the
provisions prohibiting discrimination in employment,
housing, commercial property, public accommodations and
educational institutions—is interpreted consistently.

In addition to this proposed rulemaking regarding
religious creed discrimination, the Commission recognizes

that persons who are subject to the provisions of the
PHRA and the PFEOA may believe that enforcement of
the PHRA or the PFEOA against them would violate their
free exercise of religion. This proposed rulemaking does
not address those concerns because the Religious Free-
dom Protection Act (RFPA) (71 P.S. §§ 2401—2408),
provides the mechanism for asserting these claims. Thus,
if a person subject to the provisions of the PHRA or the
PFEOA believes that enforcement of the PHRA or the
PFEOA against them would violate their free exercise of
religion, those persons may avail themselves of the
protections in the RFPA by following the procedures
outlined in the RFPA.

Sex Discrimination

With respect to sex discrimination, the PHRA prohibits
discrimination, on the basis of sex, in employment, hous-
ing, commercial property, public accommodations and
educational institutions. The PFEOA prohibits discrimi-
nation, on the basis of sex, in certain educational institu-
tions. Similar to the PHRA’s protections regarding sex
discrimination in employment, section 703(a)(1) of Title
VII (42 U.S.C.A. § 2000e-2(a)(1)) declares that it is ‘‘an
unlawful employment practice for an employer to. . .other-
wise discriminate against any individual. . .because of
such individual’s. . .sex.’’ Additionally, similar to the protec-
tions regarding sex discrimination in educational institu-
tions provided by the PHRA and the PFEOA, Title IX of
the Civil Rights Act of 1972 (Title IX) (20 U.S.C.A.
§§ 1681—1688), prohibits discrimination on the basis of
sex in educational programs receiving Federal financial
assistance. Thus, while the PHRA and the PFEOA do not
define the term ‘‘sex,’’ this proposed rulemaking provides
a definition for the term ‘‘sex’’ which is consistent with
the manner in which the term ‘‘sex,’’ as used in Title VII
and Title IX, has been interpreted by Federal courts. This
proposed rulemaking is also consistent with the manner
in which the term ‘‘sex’’ has been interpreted by state
courts and by the Commission’s regulations enacted in
1975, found in §§ 41.101—41.104 (relating to pregnancy,
childbirth and childrearing). This proposed rulemaking is
also consistent with the manner in which the term ‘‘sex’’
has been defined by Title VII.

This proposed rulemaking explains that the term ‘‘sex’’
includes pregnancy, childbirth and breastfeeding. This
portion of this proposed rulemaking is consistent with the
Title VII definition for sex. Section 701(k) of Title VII
states that ‘‘[t]he terms ‘because of sex’ or ‘on the basis of
sex’ include, but are not limited to, because of or on the
basis of pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical condi-
tions shall be treated the same for all employment-related
purposes.’’ This portion of this proposed rulemaking is
also consistent with the manner in which the term ‘‘sex’’
has been interpreted by Commonwealth courts. Common-
wealth courts have explained that ‘‘pregnancy based
discrimination constitutes sex discrimination proscribed
by section 5(a) of the PHRA.’’ Anderson v. Upper Bucks
County Area Vocational Technical School, 373 A.2d 126,
130 (Pa. Cmwlth. 1976). Additionally, this definition is
consistent with the protections provided by the Commis-
sion’s regulations regarding pregnancy, childbirth and
childrearing, found in §§ 41.101—41.104. The Commis-
sion’s pregnancy, childbirth and childrearing regulations,
enacted in 1975, explain that certain conduct related to
pregnancy, childbirth and childrearing constitutes unlaw-
ful discriminatory practices prohibited by the PHRA.

This proposed rulemaking also explains that the term
‘‘sex’’ includes sex assigned at birth, gender identity/
expression, differences in sex development and affectional/
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sexual orientation. This portion of this proposed rule-
making is consistent with the manner in which the term
‘‘sex,’’ as used in Title VII and Title IX, has been
interpreted by Federal courts, including the United States
Supreme Court. Specifically, the recent United States
Supreme Court case, Bostock v. Clayton Cty., 140 S. Ct.
1731 (2020), provided an expansive definition for the term
‘‘sex,’’ as used in Title VII, with respect to employment
discrimination on the basis of sex. The Court explained
that discriminating against an individual for being homo-
sexual or transgender is discrimination based on one’s
sex, as proscribed by Title VII. Bostock, 140 S. Ct. at
1753.

Although the Bostock Court acknowledged that they
were not deciding issues related to sex-segregated bath-
rooms, locker rooms or dress codes under other Federal or
state laws nor were they deciding issues related to
bathrooms or locker rooms under Title VII, because these
issues were not properly before them, other courts have
addressed those issues. See, Bostock, 140 S. Ct. at 1753;
Grimm v. Gloucester County School Board, 972 F.3d 586
(4th Cir. 2020). Federal courts addressing the issues of
sex discrimination not addressed in Bostock, including sex
discrimination in educational institutions and the use of
bathrooms based on one’s sex, have extended the broad
definition of sex, as articulated in Bostock, beyond the
issues of employment discrimination the Bostock Court
addressed. Specifically, Federal courts in this Common-
wealth and outside of this Commonwealth have applied
the reasoning in Bostock to education discrimination
under Title IX, employment discrimination under Title
VII and the PHRA, and employment discrimination under
the Equal Protection Clause. See, e.g., Grimm, 972 F.3d
586.

For example, in Grimm, the Court applied the Bostock
rationale when considering whether a school district
violated Title IX’s prohibition against sex discrimination
by implementing a policy which required students to use
the sex-separated bathroom corresponding with their sex
assigned at birth and prohibited students from using the
sex-separated bathroom corresponding with their gender
identity. Grimm, 972 F.3d at 616. The Court held that the
policy violated Title IX’s prohibition against sex discrimi-
nation. Grimm, 972 F.3d at 616. Additionally, several
amicus briefs were filed in Grimm which supported the
position that the school district policy at issue violated
Title IX’s prohibition against sex discrimination. The
amicus briefs further supported a broad definition for the
term ‘‘sex,’’ as used in Title IX.

While the Third Circuit has not yet had an opportunity
to address the application of Bostock beyond employment
discrimination under Title VII, district courts in this
Commonwealth have recognized that, absent Third Cir-
cuit precedent to the contrary, the rationale in Bostock
should be applied to claims of sex discrimination beyond
employment discrimination under Title VII. See, e.g., Doe
v. Univ. of Scranton, 2020 U.S. Dist. LEXIS 187526,
*12-13, n.61 (M.D. Pa. October 9, 2020) (finding that in
the absence of express Third Circuit precedent to the
contrary, a claim of education discrimination based on
sexual orientation is actionable under Title IX). Addition-
ally, in Stankiewicz v. Pump N’ Pantry, Inc., 2022 U.S.
Dist. LEXIS 1452, *12-13 (M.D. Pa. January 4, 2022), the
Court recognized that a claim of harassment based on
one’s association with a member of a protected class,
including sexual orientation, is unlawful discriminatory
conduct proscribed by Title VII and the PHRA. Similarly,
in Izzard v. County of Montgomery, 2021 U.S. Dist.
LEXIS 228090, *28-29 (E.D. Pa. Nov. 29, 2021), the Court

found that a claim of employment discrimination because
of sexual orientation may be brought under the Equal
Protection Clause. Thus, although the Bostock decision
was limited to claims of employment discrimination under
Title VII, because they were the only claims before the
Court, other courts have applied the Bostock rationale
beyond claims of employment discrimination under Title
VII. Courts are now broadly defining the term ‘‘sex’’ under
Title IX, with respect to claims of sex discrimination in
educational programs. Courts are also broadly defining
the term ‘‘sex’’ under the PHRA, with respect to claims of
sex discrimination in employment. Courts are also
broadly defining the term ‘‘sex’’ with respect to claims of
employment discrimination brought under the Equal Pro-
tection Clause.

Given these recent Federal court decisions and the
support for these decisions, as expressed in the amicus
briefs filed in Grimm, the Commission decided, based
upon the power and duty afforded by the PHRA, to
promulgate a regulation defining the term ‘‘sex’’ consis-
tent with the manner in which the term ‘‘sex’’ has been
interpreted by Federal courts interpreting comparable
Federal statutes. This proposed rulemaking also ensures
that the term ‘‘sex,’’ as used throughout the PHRA and
the PFEOA—including in the provisions prohibiting dis-
crimination in employment, housing, commercial property,
public accommodations and educational institutions—is
interpreted consistently.

Race Discrimination

With respect to race discrimination, the PHRA prohibits
discrimination, on the basis of race, in employment,
housing, commercial property, public accommodations and
educational institutions. The PFEOA prohibits discrimi-
nation, on the basis of race, in certain educational
institutions. Similar to the PHRA’s protections regarding
race discrimination in employment, section 703(a)(1) of
Title VII declares that it is ‘‘an unlawful employment
practice for an employer to. . .otherwise discriminate
against any individual. . .because of such individual’s
race.’’ Although Commonwealth courts have addressed
claims of race discrimination under the PHRA, they have
not yet had an opportunity to address the manner in
which the term ‘‘race,’’ as used in the PHRA and the
PFEOA, should be interpreted.

Thus, in crafting this proposed rulemaking, the Com-
mission turned to Title VII for guidance regarding the
definition of ‘‘race,’’ as Commonwealth courts often do
when interpreting the PHRA and the PFEOA. This
proposed rulemaking explains that the term ‘‘race’’ in-
cludes ancestry, national origin and ethnic characteristics.
This proposed rulemaking also explains that the term
‘‘race’’ includes interracial marriage or association. This
definition for ‘‘race’’ is consistent with the manner in
which the term ‘‘race’’ has been interpreted by Federal
courts interpreting similar Federal statutes. Specifically,
in St. Francis College v. Al-Khazraji, 481 U.S. 604 (1987),
the United States Supreme Court explained that the term
‘‘race,’’ with respect to claims of discrimination brought
under 42 U.S.C.A § 1981 regarding equal rights under
the law, includes protections based on one’s ancestry or
ethnic characteristics. St. Francis College, 481 U.S. at
613. Likewise, in Village of Freeport v. Barrella, 814 F.3d
594 (2nd Cir. 2016), the Court explained that the term
‘‘race’’ includes ethnicity for purposes of 42 U.S.C.A.
§ 1981 and Title VII. Barrella, 814 F.3d at 598. Courts
have also held that the term ‘‘race’’ includes discrimina-
tion based upon interracial marriage or association. See,
e.g., Parr v. Woodmen of the World Life Insurance Co., 791
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F.2d 888, 892 (11th Cir. 1986). Thus, this proposed
rulemaking provides clarity that the term ‘‘race,’’ as used
in the PHRA and the PFEOA, should be interpreted
consistent with the interpretation of the term ‘‘race’’ by
Federal courts interpreting similar Federal statutes. The
Commission’s proposed rulemaking also ensures that the
term ‘‘race,’’ as used throughout the PHRA and the
PFEOA—including in the provisions prohibiting discrimi-
nation in employment, housing, commercial property,
public accommodations and educational institutions—is
interpreted consistently.

Additionally, this proposed rulemaking specifies that
race includes persons of Hispanic national origin or
ancestry, including persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican,
Central or South American, or other Spanish origin or
culture. This definition is consistent with Federal regula-
tions relating to the term ‘‘race.’’ See 29 CFR 1607.4(B)
(relating to information on impact) explaining Hispanic
includes persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Central or
South American, or other Spanish origin or culture. This
proposed rulemaking also specifies that race includes
persons of any other national origin or ancestry, as
specified by a complainant in a complaint. This definition
alleviates any confusion regarding the term ‘‘race’’ and
clarifies that race should be interpreted as including a
person’s origin or culture.

Finally, this proposed rulemaking explains that the
term ‘‘race’’ includes traits historically associated with
race, including hair texture and protective hairstyles,
such as braids, locks and twists. This definition is
consistent with other state anti-discrimination laws, in-
cluding laws in California, Connecticut, New Jersey and
New York. See, e.g., New Jersey’s Law Against Discrimi-
nation, N.J.S.A. § 10:5-5(vv) and (ww) (the term ‘‘race’’
includes traits historically associated with race, including
hair texture and protective hairstyles, such as braids,
locks and twists). While the Commission recognizes that
this definition of ‘‘race’’ has not been adopted by the few
Federal courts that have had the opportunity to consider
this issue, the Commission has considered this issue and
determined that the term ‘‘race,’’ as used in the PHRA
and the PFEOA, should be interpreted as including
hairstyles culturally associated with race. See, e.g., EEOC
v. Catastrophe Management Solutions, 852 F.3d 1018,
1032-1033 (11th Cir. 2016) holding that Title VII’s protec-
tions against race discrimination do not extend to hair-
styles culturally associated with race. Given the Commis-
sion’s understanding of the term ‘‘race’’ and the
Commission’s power and duty to promulgate regulations
to effectuate the provisions of the PHRA and the PFEOA,
the Commission defines ‘‘race’’ as including traits histori-
cally associated with race, including hair texture and
protective hairstyles. This proposed rulemaking provides
the citizens of this Commonwealth with protections simi-
lar to the protections provided by anti-discrimination laws
in other states. See, e.g., NY CLS Exec § 292(37) and
(38); Cal. Gov. Code § 12926(w) and (x).
Fiscal Impact

There is no fiscal impact.

§ 41.201. Purpose.

This subpart ensures that unlawful discriminatory
practices proscribed by the PHRA and unfair educational
practices proscribed by the PFEOA are interpreted and
applied consistently. This subpart also ensures that com-
plaints filed with the PHRC are investigated consistent
with the rules outlined herein.
§ 41.202. Construction.

(a) This subpart shall be construed liberally for the
accomplishment of the purposes of the PHRA and the
PFEOA.

(b) This subpart shall be interpreted consistently with
other Federal and State laws and regulations except
when to do so would result in a narrow interpretation of
the PHRA or the PFEOA.
§ 41.203. Enforcement.

This subpart shall be subject to and enforced in accord-
ance with the PHRA, the PFEOA, Chapter 42 (relating to
Special Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure)
and 1 Pa. Code Part II (relating to General Rules of
Administrative Practice and Procedure).

§ 41.204. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this
subpart, have the following meanings, unless the context
clearly indicates otherwise:

Complainant—A person, including the PHRC or the
Attorney General, who files a complaint with the PHRC
under the PHRA or the PFEOA.

Complaint—A complaint filed with the PHRC under the
PHRA or the PFEOA.

PFEOA—The Pennsylvania Fair Educational Opportu-
nities Act (24 P.S. §§ 5001—5010).
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PHRA—The Pennsylvania Human Relations Act (43
P.S. §§ 951—963).

PHRC—The Pennsylvania Human Relations Commis-
sion.

Person—As defined in section 4(a) of the PHRA (43 P.S.
§ 954(a)).

Respondent—The person against whom a complaint
was filed with the PHRC under the PHRA or the PFEOA.

§ 41.205. Religious creed discrimination.

(a) The term ‘‘religious creed,’’ as used in the PHRA
and the PFEOA, includes all aspects of religious obser-
vance and practice, as well as belief.

(b) Religious beliefs include moral or ethical beliefs as
to what is right and wrong which are sincerely held with
the strength of traditional religious views. The fact that
no group espouses these beliefs or the fact that the
religious group to which the individual professes to
belong may not accept this belief will not determine
whether the belief is a religious belief of a complainant.

(c) This section is not intended to be exhaustive.
However, the term ‘‘religious creed,’’ as used in the PHRA
and the PFEOA, should be interpreted consistent with
this section.

§ 41.206. Sex discrimination.

(a) The term ‘‘sex,’’ when used in connection with the
unlawful discriminatory practices proscribed by the
PHRA, includes, but is not limited to, the following:

(1) Pregnancy, including medical conditions related to
pregnancy.

(2) Childbirth, including medical conditions related to
childbirth.

(3) Breastfeeding, including medical conditions related
to breastfeeding.

(4) Sex assigned at birth, including, but not limited to,
male, female or intersex.

(5) A person’s gender, including a person’s gender iden-
tity or gender expression. The following apply:

(i) Gender identity or expression means having or
being perceived as having a gender-related identity, ap-
pearance, expression or behavior, which may or may not
be stereotypically associated with the person’s sex as-
signed at birth.

(ii) Gender identity or expression may be demonstrated
by consistent and uniform assertion of the gender identity
or any other evidence that the gender identity is sincerely
held as part of a person’s core identity.

(6) Affectional or sexual orientation, including hetero-
sexuality, homosexuality, bisexuality and asexuality. The
following apply:

(i) Affectional or sexual orientation means male, female
or nonbinary heterosexuality, homosexuality, bisexuality
or asexuality by inclination, practice, identity or expres-
sion, having a history thereof, or being perceived, pre-
sumed or identified by others as having an orientation.

(ii) Heterosexuality means affectional, emotional, or
physical attraction or behavior which is primarily di-
rected towards persons of the other gender.

(iii) Homosexuality means affectional, emotional, or
physical attraction or behavior which is primarily di-
rected towards persons of the same gender.

(iv) Bisexuality means affectional, emotional, or physi-
cal attraction or behavior which is directed towards
persons of either gender.

(v) Asexuality means the lack of sexual attraction to
others, or low or absent interest in or desire for sexual or
romantic activity.

(7) Differences of sex development, variations of sex
characteristics or other intersex characteristics.

(b) The term ‘‘sex,’’ when used in connection with the
unfair educational practices proscribed by the PFEOA,
includes, but is not limited to, the following:

(1) Pregnancy, including medical conditions related to
pregnancy.

(2) Childbirth, including medical conditions related to
childbirth.

(3) Breastfeeding, including medical conditions related
to breastfeeding.

(4) Sex assigned at birth, including, but not limited to,
male, female or intersex.

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STATEMENTS OF POLICY
Title 31—INSURANCE

INSURANCE DEPARTMENT
[ 31 PA. CODE CH. 89 ]

Non-Enforcement of Prohibition on Data Collec-
tion—Statement of Policy; Notice 2022-05

The Insurance Department (Department) adds the fol-
lowing statement of policy in § 89.12a (relating to appli-
cation exceptions—statement of policy) regarding non-
enforcement of the provision in § 89.12(e) (relating to
application forms) originally published in the July 1, 1969
Guidelines for Examination of Policies, Applicable Rates
and Related Forms. The other provisions in § 89.12
remain in effect.
Background

The provision in § 89.12(e) for individual and group
policy forms for life, accident and health insurance sets
forth guidance to specify that those policies were not
allowed to be underwritten on the basis of ‘‘race or color.’’
The provision addressed the inequities that were the
focus of the landmark Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Pub.L.
No. 88-352), which prohibited ‘‘discrimination or segrega-
tion on the ground of race, color, religion, or national
origin.’’ Following that National precedent, on July 1,
1969, the Department issued § 89.12 for application
forms, including: ‘‘Questions as to race or color are not
permitted on the application.’’ 31 Pa. Code § 89.12(e).

The 1969 prohibition was, at the time, ground-breaking
in its approach to racial and ethnic equality. Significantly,
in that era, while the Commonwealth’s insurance law did
prohibit unfair discrimination, it did not call out race or
color or ethnicity as a discriminatory factor. See section
626 of The Insurance Company Law of 1921 (40 P.S.
§ 761); see also section 353 of The Insurance Company
Law of 1921 (40 P.S. § 477a). Not until 1974, with the
passage of the Unfair Insurance Practices Act (40 P.S.
§§ 1171.1—1171.15), was discrimination in under-
writing or eligibility requirements on the basis of ‘‘race,
religion, nationality or ethnic group’’ specifically prohib-
ited in the Commonwealth’s insurance laws. See 40 P.S.
§ 1171.5(a)(7)(iii).

In the 50 years since the 1969 issuance, society has
grappled with racial and ethnic tensions, and has come to
the current decade recognizing that inequities can only be
addressed if they are adequately identified. To identify
those issues and measure improvement in addressing
them, data is necessary. The National Association of
Insurance Commissioners in 2020 created a Special Com-
mittee on Race and Insurance, with one charge focusing
specifically on the issue of the need to ‘‘consider enhanced
data reporting. . .to identify race and other sociodemo-
graphic factors of insureds. . . .’’1 The Federal government
likewise has more recently focused on data collection.
President Joe Biden, in one of his first acts as President,
issued an Executive Order titled ‘‘Advancing Racial Eq-
uity and Support for Underserved Communities through
the Federal Government.’’ Executive Order 13985 of Janu-

ary 20, 2021 (86 FR 7009 (January 20, 2021)). Consistent
with that directive, the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid
Services of the Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices, in its proposed Notice of Benefit and Payment
Parameters for 2023, has proposed requiring insurers to
report race and ethnicity data to address health equity
issues:

For race and ethnicity data, we propose to require
issuers to report race and ethnicity in accordance
with the October 30, 2011 HHS Implementation
Guidance on Data Collection Standards for Race,
Ethnicity, Sex, Primary Language, and Disability
Status (2011 HHS Data Standards) which is collected
at a granular level that would allow HHS to better
analyze more subpopulations than our current data
allows us to do, thereby allowing us to consider more
areas of health equity, as well as to better address
discrimination in health care and health disparities.
. . .
[This data collection] would serve the compelling
government interest of promoting equity in health
coverage and care. . . .

Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act; HHS Notice
of Benefit and Payment Parameters for 2023; Proposed
Rule, 87 FR 584, 628 (January 5, 2022). Id. at 629-30 &
n.171 (referencing Executive Order 13985). See also Penn-
sylvania COVID-19 Response Task Force: Health Dispar-
ity. Policy Recommendation Report, July 22, 2020.2

Purpose
Recognizing the importance of data collection to pro-

mote health equity, the Department is announcing its
policy of non-enforcement of the prohibition under
§ 89.12(e). To foster diversity, equity and inclusion ef-
forts, the Department will not enforce the provision in
subsection (e) and will permit entities issuing insurance
products regulated by the Department to collect race and
ethnicity data on an application for diversity, equity and
inclusion purposes only. Further, because the Common-
wealth’s insurance laws clearly prohibit discrimination,
including discrimination on the basis of race and ethnic-
ity, see sections 353 and 626 of The Insurance Company
Law of 1921 (40 P.S. §§ 477a and 761) and section 5(a)(7)
of the Unfair Insurance Practices Act, the Department
clarifies that both questions as to race or color and data
collection will be permitted when asked or collected in a
manner that promotes health equity, but both activities
must be done in a manner that guards against potentially
discriminatory uses of this data. That is, where this
information is sought to be collected to promote health
equity, and not for eligibility, underwriting or rating
purposes, the information may be collected, either on an
application or in conjunction with the application and
enrollment process. Unfair discrimination remains prohib-
ited.

Note that for some types of insurance, such as compre-
hensive major medical insurance, a policy may not be

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underwritten and data would not be able to be used to
impact a small group’s or individual’s premium rate as an
explicit matter of law.3 For other types of insurance,
policies may be subject to eligibility or underwriting
criteria or to rating variations based on demographic and
other factors, albeit within the constraints of the laws
prohibiting unfair discrimination. See 40 P.S. §§ 477a,
regarding rates, 671, regarding rates and benefits, and
1171.5(a)(7), regarding rates; underwriting based on, inter
alia, race and ethnicity.

Recognizing the statutory prohibitions against unfair
discrimination, and in light of the discriminatory uses to
which race and ethnicity data have been used in times
past, an insurer may find it prudent to assure the
applicant of, and demonstrate to the Department, the
insurer’s non-discriminatory purposes for the data collec-
tion, that is, to promote diversity, equity and inclusion. To
that end, an insurer soliciting race and ethnicity data
may be expected to clearly articulate to prospective
insureds and to enrollees:

(1) why the data is being requested;
(2) how it will support efforts to provide equitable care;
(3) how the data will be maintained as private; and

(4) that their disclosure of demographic data is: (i)
voluntary, with ‘‘prefer to not answer’’ and ‘‘other’’ options
available for all demographic questions; and (ii) based on
self-identification.

Further, particularly where eligibility for a policy may
be based on information supplied on an application, or
where a policy may be underwritten or rated using that
information, an insurer may find it prudent to request
the data on a separate document or at a point in time
after the individual has been enrolled and the individual’s
premium established.4

The Department is committed to fostering diversity,
equity and inclusion, and supports the efforts of insurers
to identify existing disparities, evaluate the effectiveness

of initiatives to address those disparities and ultimately
to eradicate inequities in the insurance marketplace.
Force and Effect

This statement of policy provides guidance to the
Department’s staff, insurance companies, consumers and
the general public regarding the nonenforcement of
§ 89.12(e) for purposes of fostering diversity, equity and
inclusion. This statement of policy does not constitute a
rule or regulation entitled to the force and effect of law.
Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

This statement of policy does not have a fiscal impact
nor does it impose additional paperwork requirements, as
it does not alter the filing requirements set forth in
§ 89.12(e).

Subchapter A. REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL

POLICIES AND FORMS
PREPARATION OF FORMS

§ 89.12a. Application exceptions—statement of
policy.
Notwithstanding § 89.12(e) (relating to application

forms), to foster diversity, equity and inclusion efforts, an
insurer may, on an application, collect race and ethnicity
data for diversity, equity and inclusion purposes only.

Moreover, in the individual and small group markets, the Affordable Care Act
provided an additional protection by requiring that rating be based on statewide single
risk pools, and curtailing the very few factors that may be used to adjust an
individual’s rate (family size, age, tobacco use and geography). See 42 U.S.C.A.
§ 18032, regarding single risk pools; § 300gg, regarding limited rating factors.
Moreover, whether individual, small group or large group coverage, health status
factors may not be used to vary an individual’s premium. 42 U.S.C.A. § 300gg-4.

Agricultural Research Grant Applications

The Department of Agriculture (Department) is solicit-
ing applications to conduct agricultural research on one
or more of the following research topic areas, with the
research to be conducted from July 1, 2022, to June 30,
2023, with the possibility, but not the assurance, of
extending that research into subsequent years. Funding
is contingent upon 2022-2023 budget appropriations. This
notice establishes the procedures by which grant applica-
tions will be solicited and reviewed, and by which grants
will be awarded.

1. Grant Solicitation. The Department will accept grant
applications for the purposes, in the form and according
to the schedule set forth as follows. Following publication,
additional publication and dissemination of this notice
shall be made to applicants who have previously submit-
ted grant applications to or received grants from the
Department, as well as any individuals or entities who
have requested notification from the Department of grant
availability.

2. Research Topic Areas. Though not exclusive of origi-
nal research topics, the Department is particularly inter-
ested in funding projects in the following areas:

a. Ongoing multiyear research projects. The Depart-
ment has, in previous years, provided funding for various
multiyear research projects that might be continued or
extended to complete research the Department identifies
as addressing continued priorities of the agricultural
industry, such as:

• Examining the economic impact of pest infestations
like Phorid Flies and Spotted Lanternflies and identifying
mitigating measures.

• Measuring the impacts on the Chesapeake Bay of
farm management practices that have not received Fed-
eral or State government cost-sharing assistance.

• Implementing Chapter 5 of the Pennsylvania Polli-
nator Protection Plan (see https://ento.psu.edu/
pollinators/pollin-spotlight-items/the-pennsylvania-
pollinator-protection-plan-p4).

b. Natural resource conservation, climate and the qual-
ity of our soil, water and air. The Department is seeking
new proposals that address agriculture’s role in steward-
ing natural resources and innovations in combatting and
adapting to climate change. Specifically, the Department
requests applications for projects that:

• Provide ongoing water quality monitoring in high-
priority streams identified in version 3 of the Chesapeake
Bay Watershed Implementation Plan.

• Provide ongoing air quality monitoring around high-
priority production areas, particularly mushroom facilities
in Chester and Berks Counties.

• Quantify the benefits to soil health and climate
change resiliency from best management practices in
conservation.

• Quantify reductions in carbon emissions through
on-farm energy efficiency measures.

• Identify opportunities in agricultural production
practices that could be conducted concurrently with solar
energy production.

• Integrate silvopasture and other agro-forestry rev-
enue streams into dairy, livestock or poultry farms.

• Identify soil testing and remediation strategies for
urban agriculture.

• Assess the adoption and implementation of best
management practices by farmers that are part of conser-
vation plans to ensure compliance and appropriate credit
is received.

• Identify and determine the applicability and effec-
tiveness of nutrient management technologies to assist
the Commonwealth in assessing the utility of various
approaches.

• Assess relationships among reclaimed land, biosolid
applications and water quality.

• Identify strategies for invasive species management.

c. Human resources in agriculture. The Department is
interested in further scientific study in areas such as:

• The impact of stress and mental health challenges on
farmers’ long-term success.

• Strategies for recruiting and retaining agriculture’s
future workforce.

• Assessing the quantity and quality of available on-
farm and off-farm housing for agricultural workers, in-
cluding farm owners.

d. Economics in agriculture. The Department would
like to evaluate the economic impact and long-term
effectiveness of:

• Federal Milk Marketing Orders operating in this
Commonwealth compared to alternative arrangements,
such as a single state Federal milk marketing order in
use in California.

• The Dairy Investment Program

• The Farmers Market Nutrition Program

• The Resource Enhancement and Protection Program

• The Conservation Excellence Grant Program

• The Farm Vitality Grant Program

• The Urban Agriculture Grant Program

• The Farm to School Grant Program

• The Agriculture and Youth Grant Program

• The Small Meat Processors Grant Program

• The Commonwealth Specialty Crop Grant Program

e. Information and data science in agriculture. The
Department seeks applications that propose methods of
integrating data in ways that provide farmers in this
Commonwealth with actionable information on enhancing
their farm operations and seizing market opportunities.
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f. Consumer-focused research. The Department seeks
applications that study consumer interest in:

• Biodegradable packaging and other environmental
factors in selecting food and beverage products.

• Pharmaceutical or industrial uses for milk proteins
or other milk components.

g. Animals and agriculture. The Department seeks
applications that address animal health concerns, such
as:

• One Health—Proposals that promote humans, the
environment, animals, living together harmoniously.

• Animal Health—Proposals that improve or seek to
understand aspects of animal health important to agricul-
ture in this Commonwealth.

• Diagnosis of Animal Diseases—Proposals that pro-
mote the diagnosis of animal diseases that are important
to Commonwealth animal agriculture.

• Animal Productivity—Proposals that seek to improve
the productivity of agricultural animals in this Common-
wealth.

• Animal Welfare—Proposals that seek to improve the
welfare of agricultural animals in this Commonwealth.

3. Grant Agreement. The terms and conditions of the
grant will be governed by a grant agreement between the
Department and the applicant which shall be tendered to
the applicant for execution, returnable in no more than
30 days. The Department may require that the grant
agreement be submitted and executed electronically.

4. Application Delivery and Deadline. Interested appli-
cants must submit a complete electronic research project
proposal and grant application using the Department of
Community and Economic Development’s Electronic
Single Application web site at https://www.esa.dced.
state.pa.us/Login.aspx by Friday, May 13, 2022, at 4 p.m.

5. Scoring of Applications. The Department will evalu-
ate each complete and timely-filed project proposal and
grant application it receives, using a 100-point scale
assessing:

• Up to 15 points for the research project needs
statement.

• Up to 15 points for the impact of research outcomes,
including enhancement of diversity, equity and inclusion.

• Up to 30 points for the research methodology.

• Up to 10 points for project evaluation and replicabil-
ity.

• Up to 20 points for support and participation from
industry.

• Up to 10 points for diversity of the research team.

6. Scores. Upon completion of evaluations, the Depart-
ment will prepare a record identifying each complete and
timely-filed project proposal and grant application re-

ceived and the numerical score assigned to each. The
Department shall award grants based upon its evaluation
and scoring.

7. Multiyear Projects or Extensions. The Department
may award grant funding for multiyear projects or pro-
vide an extension of time to complete an ongoing project,
if the Department identifies that a multiyear term or an
extension advances the Department’s objectives and the
grant’s likelihood of achieving its stated goals. Requests
for extensions of ongoing projects shall be made, evalu-
ated and processed in accordance with all the require-
ments of this notice.

8. Notice of Award. Applicants shall be notified by mail
of the decision on their grant applications by the Depart-
ment. Best efforts will be made to do so within 15 days of
the application deadline.

9. Grant Agreement. With the mailed grant award
notice, the Department will provide applicants with a
grant agreement for execution and return within 30 days
or instructions as to finalizing the grant agreement
electronically. The Department will obtain the required
Commonwealth signatures on the grant agreements and
return a copy of the fully-executed grant agreement to the
applicant. The grant agreement is not effective, and work
should not begin until all required signatures have been
applied to the grant agreement. Among the terms of the
grant agreement shall be a requirement that the grant
recipient provide the Department full and complete access
to all records relating to the performance of the project
and submit such information as the Department may
require.

10. Nonmatching Cost-Reimbursable Grant. Grants
made hereunder do not require the applicant secure or
devote a matching sum to the project, but outside funding
may be considered as an evaluation criterion under
section 5(c) of this solicitation. Payment of grant funds
will occur on a reimbursement basis, with the possibility
upon the written submission of justification and subse-
quent approval of the Department of an advance payment
option.

The proposed 2022-2023 Plan will authorize the
formula-based distribution for each county. Specific per-
formance goals emphasize production, quality of the work

product, prompt, accurate and complete reporting, and
compliance with program standards and regulations.

The Plan includes the following changes:

• A plan to review the Commonwealth’s options due to
delays in the availability of the WAP Assistant, National
Energy Audit Tool and the Manufactured Home Energy
Audit Tool and to receive DOE approval of the Home
Energy Audit Processes, Policies and Procedures to in-
clude an energy audit tool for single family and manufac-
tured housing.

• Multifamily policies and procedures as well as audit
tool research will continue to be explored to move forward
for DOE approval.

• The name change of subgrantee Scranton/
Lackawanna Human Development Agency to Agency on
Community EmPOWERment of the National Environ-
mental Policy Act (42 U.S.C.A. §§ 4321—4370m-11).

• Categorical eligibility will have two additional cat-
egories: Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program
(LIHEAP) and United States Housing and Urban Devel-
opment means-tested programs. Already categorically eli-
gible: Supplemental Security Income and Temporary As-
sistance for Needy Families.

• The DOE Weatherization Service Provider Allocation
formula has been changed to reflect the recommendations
of the Allocation Committee. Poverty and Heating Degree
Day data has been updated, a base amount using the
legacy allocation formula is utilized and a new category of
energy burden has been added.
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• Reweatherization language updates based on DOE
language clarification regarding weatherization with
other Federal funds. The Commonwealth will continue to
define both LIHEAP and DOE completed units as weath-
erized, and those units cannot be weatherized until 15
years after the original weatherization completion date.

• Health and Safety Plan updates to include utilizing a
new DOE health and safety template, repairing or replac-
ing existing air-cooling systems for vulnerable citizens, a
DOE-developed deferral tracking spreadsheet will be pro-
vided and required.

• T/TA Plan updates to include a plan to provide
reimbursement for direct hire and subcontractors’ atten-
dance in Home Energy Professional and required train-
ings.

• Diversity, equity and inclusion language to include
current trainings which are provided and other activities
conducted at the Grantee/State level and suggestions for
subgrantees.

There is a continued National focus on coordination of
efforts where other health and safety, lead-abatement,
utility weatherization and housing rehab services are
coordinated locally with weatherization services.

Section III provides notice of applications and draft individual permits for stormwater discharges associated with
construction activities. Where indicated, DEP has made tentative determinations, based on preliminary review, to issue
permits subject to proposed effluent limitations consisting of best management practices identified in the erosion and
sediment control (E&S) plans and post-construction stormwater management (PCSM) plans submitted with the
applications, as well as other terms and conditions based on the permit applications. A 30-day public comment period
applies to these applications.

Applications, NOIs and draft permits, where applicable, may be reviewed at the DEP office that received the
application or NOI. Members of the public are encouraged to use DEP’s website to obtain additional information as
discussed previously.

Comments received within the appropriate comment periods for WQM and NPDES permit applications will be retained
by DEP and considered in the final determinations regarding the applications.

Furthermore, the person shall not be
subject to citizen suits or other contribution actions
brought by responsible persons not participating in the
remediation.

Under Sections 304(n)(1)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the Act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area.

Interstate Pollution Transport Reduction; Final
2022 Ozone Season Nitrogen Oxide Emission
Limits for Nonelectric Generating Units

The Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) is providing notice of the final Nonelectric Generat-
ing Unit (non-EGU) 2022 Ozone Season (OS) Nitrogen
Oxide (NOx) emission limitations established under 25
Pa. Code § 145.8(d) (relating to transition to CAIR NOx
trading programs).

The Department published notice of the proposed NOx
emission limitations at 52 Pa.B. 1068 (February 12, 2022)
to allow for a 17-day public comment period, which closed
on February 28, 2022. The Department did not receive
any comments during the public comment period.

Specifically, 25 Pa. Code § 145.8(d) establishes a non-
EGU NOx Trading Program budget of 3,619 tons of NOx,
less a specified adjustment amount, to serve as a State-
wide OS NOx emissions cap for new and existing non-
EGUs. This NOx emissions cap also applies to Clean Air
Interstate Rule exempt EGUs that are subject to the NOx
Budget Trading Program. If total emissions from all the
units exceed the Statewide NOx emissions cap of 3,438
tons, the owners and operators of non-EGUs must comply
with the NOx emission limitations established under
25 Pa. Code § 145.8(d). The final NOx emissions limita-
tions for individual units ensure that non-EGUs in this
Commonwealth continue to meet the emission limits of
the NOx Budget Trading Program.

The Statewide cap for 2021 was not exceeded. There-
fore, non-EGUs do not need to purchase allowances to
meet their 2021 OS NOx emission limitations established
under 25 Pa. Code § 145.8(d). The NOx emissions for the
2021 OS (May through September) reported to the United
States Environmental Protection Agency by the owners
and operators of the affected non-EGUs are 644 tons. The
Department’s permanent retirement of 3,438 NOx allow-
ances under 25 Pa. Code § 145.8(b) covers all the NOx
emissions from the affected non-EGUs in 2021. Table 1,
as follows, lists the final non-EGU 2022 OS NOx emission
limits.

In addition to the 3,438-ton non-EGU cap previously
described, 25 Pa. Code § 145.8(d)(12) provides 181 tons of
NOx emissions annually for non-EGUs and the other
units that need to address their emissions through ac-
counting adjustments, including units that previously
participated in the NOx Budget Trading Program. The
Department may use a portion of the 181 tons of the
budgeted NOx emissions, if necessary, to address account-
ing mistakes or miscalculations. This year, the Depart-
ment is not using any of the 181 tons of NOx for
accounting adjustments or to make corrections.

Emission Limits,’’ lists the following: the ‘facility name,’
‘ORIS code,’ the ‘unit ID’ for each non-EGU unit, the
‘2021 NOx mass (tons)’ or the 2021 OS emissions, the
‘2021 heat input (MMBtu)’ for the 2021 OS, the ‘county’
location of the facility, the calculated ‘2022 rate (lbs/

The Department of Environmental Protection announces the following grants to Lycoming County and Washington
County under section 901 of the Municipal Waste Planning, Recycling and Waste Reduction Act (Act 101) (53 P.S.
§ 4000.901) and section 208 of the Small Business and Household Pollution Prevention Program Act (35 P.S. § 6029.208).

Planning grants are awarded to counties for 80% of approved costs for preparing municipal waste management plans,
as required by Act 101, for carrying out related studies, surveys, investigations, inquiries, research and analysis,
including those related to siting, environmental mediation, education programs on pollution prevention and household
hazardous waste and providing technical assistance to small businesses for pollution prevention. Grants may be awarded
for feasibility studies and project development for municipal waste processing or disposal facilities, except for facilities for
the combustion of municipal waste that are not proposed to be operated for the recovery of energy. The grant awards are
predicated on the receipt of recycling fees required by sections 701 and 702 of Act 101 (53 P.S. §§ 4000.701 and 4000.702)
and the availability of funds in the Recycling Fund.

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
January 8, 2022 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in Section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
Regulatory Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the
Environmental Quality Board (EQB) to respond to all
comments received from us or any other source.
Protection of the public health, safety and welfare

and the effect on this Commonwealth’s natural
resources; Reasonableness; Implementation pro-
cedures.
The purpose of this proposed rulemaking is to condi-

tionally exclude the wastewater treatment sludge filter
cake generated at MAX Environmental Technologies, Inc.
Bulger and Yukon facilities (MAX) from the list of
hazardous wastes found in 40 CFR 261.31 (relating to
hazardous wastes from non-specific sources). This pro-
posed rulemaking is the result of two petitions filed by
MAX to conditionally delist the sludge filter cake as
hazardous waste for both facilities.

Commentators have raised several concerns with the
proposal and the negative impact it could have on the
environment. The comments that follow address three of
the concerns. First, they contend that MAX has a history
of noncompliance which reflects their ‘‘lack of ability or
intent to consistently comply with the regulatory schemes
under which it operates.’’ Second, the rulemaking does
not include a testing requirement for radium. Third,
commentators believe the reporting requirements are
insufficient.

Based on the concerns identified above, we offer the
following comments. First, the Preamble provides an
explanation of the federal and state statutory and regula-
tory provisions that guide procedural steps involved with
a delisting petition. The explanation includes the follow-
ing statement, ‘‘If the delisting analysis shows that a
currently listed waste meets those delisting criteria in 40
CFR 260.22(a), then the Department must move forward
with delisting process.’’ We ask the EQB to answer the

following questions in the Preamble to the final-form
rulemaking. Do the cited statutes and regulations allow
the EQB to consider the history of compliance of the
petitioner when it considers a petition for delisting? In
the interest of adequately protecting the public health,
safety and welfare and the Commonwealth’s natural
resources, are there other statutes or regulations that
would give the EQB the authority to evaluate the compli-
ance history of a petitioner?

Second, the rulemaking requires testing for arsenic,
barium, cadmium, chromium, lead, mercury selenium and
silver. However, it does not require testing for radium.
This appears problematic because both MAX facilities
accept oil and gas drilling wastes and radium 226 and
228 are present in this waste stream. We ask the EQB to
answer the following questions in the Preamble to the
final-form rulemaking. Given the nature of the waste
MAX processes at both facilities, what is the reason for
not including radium as a constituent that must be tested
for in the rulemaking? Does the Department of Environ-
mental Protection currently require testing for radium in
any of its waste handling and processing regulations?
What assurances can the EQB provide the regulated
community that this rulemaking will adequately protect
the citizens of the Commonwealth from the dangers
associated with radium leaking into the environment and
water supplies of those living near the facilities?

Third, the rulemaking requires MAX to keep records of
all operating conditions and analytical data for a mini-
mum of three years and to make those records available
to the DEP at any time. Commentators are concerned
that MAX is only required to submit sampling results to
the DEP if the analysis shows that the level of any
constituent measured equals or exceeds the levels set
forth in the rulemaking. They suggest all analytical
results should be submitted to the DEP. Would the
suggestion to report all testing results assist DEP with
the implementation of the rulemaking and provide a
greater level of environmental protection and oversight?
If the EQB believes this additional reporting requirement
would be beneficial, then we ask that they consider
including it in the final-form regulation.
