storage, collection and treatment facilities. This notice is provided in accordance with 25 Pa. Code Chapters 91 and 92a
and 40 CFR Part 122, implementing The Clean Streams Law (35 P.S. §§ 691.1—691.1001) and the Federal Clean Water
Act (33 U.S.C.A. §§ 1251—1376).

Jesse Weaver has submitted an application for an Individual NPDES permit for a new CAFO known as Jesse Weaver
Poultry Operation, located in Fayette Township, Juniata County.

The CAFO is situated near Unnamed Tributary to Cocolamus Creek (TSF, MF) in Watershed 12-B, which is classified
for Trout Stocking and Migratory Fishes. The CAFO will be designed to maintain an animal population of approximately
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286.72 animal equivalent units (AEUs) consisting of 152,000 medium broilers. Solid broiler manure will be stored in the
barns until cleanout. The operation is proposing to construct a mortality composting facility. A release or discharge to
waters of the Commonwealth under normal operating conditions is not expected. Normal operating conditions are defined
as conditions below a 100-year, 24-hour storm event.

The Department has conducted administrative and technical reviews of the application. Based on the preliminary
review and application of lawful standards and regulations, the Department has made a tentative determination to issue
an NPDES permit for the operation subject to the terms and conditions and monitoring and reporting requirements
specified in the permit.

approval of a special industrial area remediation identi-
fied under the Act, will be relieved of further liability for
the remediation of the site for any contamination identi-
fied in reports submitted to and approved by DEP.
Furthermore, an individual shall not be subject to citizen
suits or other contribution actions brought by responsible
individuals not participating in the remediation.

Under Sections 304(n)(1)(ii) and 305(c)(2) of the Act,
there is a 30-day public and municipal comment period
for sites proposed for remediation using a site-specific
standard, in whole or in part, and for sites remediated as
a special industrial area. This period begins when a
summary of the NOI to Remediate is published in a
newspaper of general circulation in the area of the site.
For the following identified site(s), proposed for remedia-
tion to a site-specific standard or as a special industrial
area, the municipality, within which the site is located,
may request to be involved in the development of the
remediation and reuse plans for the site if the request is
made within 30-days of the following specified date.
During this comment period the municipality may re-
quest that the following identified individual, as the
remediator of the site, develop and implement a public
involvement plan. Requests to be involved, and com-
ments, should be directed to the remediator of the site.

The Department is seeking applications for projects
that will replace or repower eligible diesel-powered Class
4—8 local freight and drayage trucks, school buses,
shuttle buses or transit buses. The new vehicles or
engines may be powered by clean diesel, electric, natural
gas, propane or other alternative fuels. Eligible applicants
include school districts, municipal authorities, political
subdivisions, other state agencies, nonprofit entities, cor-
porations, limited liability companies or partnerships
incorporated or registered in this Commonwealth, air
quality or transportation organizations, and metropolitan
or rural planning organizations.

water treatment plants. This revised draft TGD includes
guidance pertaining to regulatory requirements that went
into effect since the existing TGD was finalized, including
guidance related to continuous individual filter effluent
and combined filter effluent monitoring and recording,
automated alarms and shutdowns, Giardia log inactiva-
tion calculations and reporting and the filter bed evalua-
tion program.

Code § 54.40(d) states
that the maintenance of an EGS license is contingent on
the licensee providing proof to the Commission that a
bond or other approved security in the amount directed
by the Commission has been obtained.

Each EGS must file an original bond, letter of credit,
continuation certificate, amendment, or other approved
financial instrument with Rosemary Chiavetta, Secretary,
Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, 400 North
Street, Harrisburg, PA, 17120, prior to the EGS’s current
security expiration date. Each financial instrument must
be an original document that displays a ‘‘wet’’ signature
or digital signature, preferably in blue ink, and displays a
‘‘raised seal’’ or original notary stamp. The name of the

principal on the original financial instrument must match
exactly with the name that appears on the EGS’s license
issued by the Commission.

Failure to file before the financial security’s expiration
date may cause Commission staff to initiate a formal
proceeding that may lead to the following: cancellation of
each company’s electric supplier license, removal of each
company’s information from the Commission’s website,
and notification to all electric distribution companies, in
which each company is licensed to do business, of the
cancellation of the license.
