Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
weekly. A cumulative subject matter index is pub-
lished quarterly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. It is the temporary supplement to the Penn-
sylvania Code, which is the official codification of
agency rules and regulations, Statewide court rules,
and other statutorily authorized documents.
Changes in the codified text, whether by adoption,
amendment, rescission, repeal or emergency action,
must be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The following documents are published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin: Governor’s Executive Orders;
Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide and
Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions; Mo-
tor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
rescind regulations must first publish in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin a Proposed Rulemaking. There are
limited instances when the agency may omit the
proposal step; it still must publish the adopted
version.

The Proposed Rulemaking contains the full text of
the change, the agency contact person, a fiscal note
required by law and background for the action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. A Final Rule-
making must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before the changes can take effect. If the
agency wishes to adopt changes to the Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies, Statewide court rules and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. The Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin is the temporary supplement to the Pennsylva-
nia Code, printing changes when they are adopted.
These changes are then permanently codified by the
Pennsylvania Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf
supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government.

How to Find Rules and Regulations

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacodeandbulletin.gov.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

A chronological table of the history of Pennsylva-
nia Code sections may be found at www.legis.state.
pa.us/cfdocs/legis/CH/Public/pcde_index.cfm.

A quarterly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections
Affected lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Court Rules in Titles 201—246 of the Pennsylvania Code

Added text in proposed and adopted court rules is printed in underscored bold face. Deleted text in proposed and
adopted court rules is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face.

Proposed new chapters and rules are printed in regular type to enhance readability.
Ellipses, a series of five asterisks, indicate text that is not amended.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires the Governor’s Budget Office to prepare a
fiscal note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions
and authorities receiving money from the State Treasury. The fiscal note states whether the action or procedure causes
a loss of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fiscal
note is required to be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the change is advertised.

A fiscal note provides the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation
providing for expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the
program is implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal
history of the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if
any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; and (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget
and the reasons therefor.

The omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information available
with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years, following the
year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the current and two
immediately preceding years. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the Secretary of the Budget is published
with the fiscal note. “No fiscal impact” means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local
political subdivision is intended. See 4 Pa. Code Chapter 7, Subchapter R (relating to fiscal notes).

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,
disseminate or publish information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.

Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references,
tables of cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists
and codification guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the
written consent of the [Legislative Reference] Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with
the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction
of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There
are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information published under this part, and the Common-
wealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

And Now, this 22nd day of March, 2024, in compliance
with Rule 103(c) of the Pennsylvania Rules of Judicial
Administration, It Is Hereby Ordered And Decreed, that
Armstrong County Local Rule 1904 is Rescinded. Effec-
tive thirty (30) days after publication in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin the Armstrong County Court of Common Pleas
adopts the following Local Rules 5101, 5102, and 5103.

The Armstrong County District Court Administrator is
Ordered and Directed to do the following:

1. File one (1) copy of this Order with the Administra-
tive Office of Pennsylvania Courts via email to
adminrules@pacourts.us.

2. Submit two (2) paper copy to the Legislative Refer-
ence Bureau for publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin
and one (1) copy e-mailed in a Microsoft Word format only
to bulletin@palrb.us.

3. Publish these Rules on the Armstrong County Court
website at www.accourts.com.

4. Incorporate the local rules into the set of local rules
on the Armstrong County website within thirty (30) days
after the publication of the local rules in the Pennsylva-
nia Bulletin.

5. File one (1) copy of the local rule in the office of the
Armstrong County Prothonotary for public inspection and
copying.

Local Rule 1904. Custody, Storage and Disposal of
Exhibits.

(To be rescinded)
Local Rule 5101. Definition.

The term “custodian,” as used in this rule, shall mean
the Prothonotary/Clerk of Courts, or a designated repre-
sentative, as the case may be.

Local Rule 5102. Custody of Exhibits. General Pro-
visions.

(a) During Court Proceedings.

(1) The custodian shall secure and maintain all docu-
mentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of non-
documentary exhibits accepted or rejected during the
court proceeding.

(2) If, for any given proceeding, no representative of
the Clerk of Courts/Prothonotary is present, then the
court reporter shall be designated as custodian during the
court proceeding.

(b) After Court Proceedings.

The custodian shall deliver all documentary exhibits,
photographs, and photographs of non-documentary exhib-

its to the Prothonotary/Clerk of Courts for filing within
five (5) business days after the conclusion of the court
proceeding.

Local Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provi-
sions.

(a) Documentary Exhibits.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence an exhibit such
as a letter, report, drawing, map, photograph, or other
document that is larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches, the
proponent shall ensure that a copy of the document
reduced to 8-1/2 x 11 inches is entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a reduced copy of an
oversized exhibit shall ensure that the reproduced docu-
ment is clear and capable of further reproduction or
transfer to digital media.

(b) Photographs.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence a photograph,
the proponent shall ensure that the original or a copy of
the photograph in lieu of the original (no larger in size
than 8-1/2 x 11 inches) is entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a copy of a photograph
shall ensure that the reproduced document is clear and
capable of further reproduction or transfer to digital
media.

(¢) Non-documentary Exhibits: Generally.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence a non-
documentary exhibit, the proponent shall ensure that a
photograph (no larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches) of
the exhibit is entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a photograph of a non-
documentary exhibit shall ensure that the photograph is
clear and capable of further reproduction or transfer to
digital media.

(3) An exhibit that is bulky, oversized or otherwise
physically impractical for the custodian to maintain, the
exhibit shall be secured as directed by the court in a
secured vault established for such purpose.

(4) Any exhibit that cannot be printed (i.e., audio or
video recording) shall be entered into the record on a
Universal Serial Bus (USB) flash drive (or other format,
such a compact disc, if expressly approved by the court).

(d) Non-documentary Exhibits: Weapons, Contraband,
Hazardous Materials.

(1) If a proponent intends to bring any weapon, drug or
other dangerous material into court for use in a proceed-
ing, the proponent shall so notify the Sheriff of Armstrong
County at least one day in advance and attach the gun or
material to a board.

(2) In any proceeding in which weapons, cash, other
items of value, drugs, or other dangerous materials are
offered into evidence, the custodian shall secure the
exhibits while the court proceeding is in session, as well
as during all breaks and recesses. The securing of

sion of the Sheriff of Armstrong County or deputy.

Local Rule—Custody of Exhibits (Berks County)

Rule 5101. Custody of Exhibits. Exclusion of Cer-
tain Proceedings.

For purposes of the local rules governing custody of
exhibits, the following hearings are excluded: proceedings
before conference officers or hearing officers in custody,
delinquency, dependency, and support matters with the
exception of divorce master hearings.

Rule 5102. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.

(A) During Court Proceedings. Any documentary exhib-
its and photographs of non-documentary exhibits offered
into evidence in a case will be placed in the custody of the
assigned court reporter as custodian during the court
proceeding, including breaks and recesses.

(B) After Court Proceedings. No later than five business
days after the end of the court proceeding, the Evidence/
Exhibit Storage Technician, as custodian, shall take cus-
tody of all documentary exhibits and photographs of
non-documentary exhibits.

1. Evidence/Exhibit Storage Technician as custodian:
Evidence/Exhibit Storage Technician shall:

i. retain or take custody of all documentary exhibits,
photographs, and photographs of non-documentary exhib-
its accepted or rejected during the court proceeding; and

ii. file an Index of Exhibits with the corresponding
Records office, as defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(7), no later
than five business days after the conclusion of the Court
Proceeding pursuant to Pa.R.J.A. 5104(a)(2)

2. Index of Exhibits. The assigned court reporter as
custodian shall include a numbered list of exhibits, and
for each exhibit identify the proponent, whether the
exhibit was admitted or rejected from evidence, and a
textual description or identification of the exhibit, which
shall accompany the exhibits and be given to the
Evidence/Exhibit Storage Technician.

3. Confidential Information Form. In all Court Proceed-
ings, the Proponent shall include a properly completed
Confidential Information Form or Confidential Document
Form for any exhibit offered into evidence that contains
confidential information or confidential documents as
defined in the Case Records Public Access Policy of the
Unified Judicial System of Pennsylvania. These forms
shall be given by the Proponent to the assigned court
reporter maintaining the Index of Exhibits at the time
evidence is introduced.

Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.
(A) Documentary Exhibits.

1. If a proponent offers into evidence an exhibit such as
a letter, report, drawing, map, photograph, or other
document that is larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches, the
proponent shall ensure that a copy of the document
reduced to 8-1/2 x 11 inches (or smaller) is entered into
the record. Items larger than 8-1/2 x 11 inches may be
used for illustration during court proceedings.

2. A proponent who provides a reduced copy of an
oversized exhibit shall ensure that the reproduced docu-
ment is clear and capable of further reproduction or
transfer to digital media in a format acceptable to the
Court.

3. If a proponent offers into evidence a deposition of a
witness via digital media, the digital media shall be a
format acceptable to the Court and shall be marked as an
exhibit. The submission of the same must be accompanied
by a transcript of the deposition which shall also be
marked as an exhibit.

4. Documentary exhibits, photographs, and photo-
graphs of non-documentary exhibits entered into the
record are subject to existing record retention schedules.

(B) Non-documentary Exhibits: Generally.

1. If a proponent offers into evidence a non-documen-
tary exhibit, the proponent shall ensure that a photo-
graph (no larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches) of the
exhibit is entered into the record in lieu of the non-
documentary exhibit.

2. The proponent shall retain custody of physical evi-
dence (including, but not limited to weapons, cash, other
items of value, drugs, or other dangerous materials as
determined by the presiding judge) and bulky, oversized,
or otherwise physically impractical exhibits at all times
during and after a court proceeding.

3. During a Court Proceeding, the proponent shall
exercise all appropriate safeguards necessary to protect
the public based on the nature of the exhibit.

Pursuant to 42 Pa.C.S. § 1725.4

And Now, comes Lisa Weiland Lotz, Clerk of Courts of
Butler County, by and through Leo M. Stepanian II,
Esquire, Solicitor, and respectfully petitions this Court as
follows:

1. Petitioner is the duly elected Clerk of Courts of the
Common Pleas Court of Butler County, Pennsylvania.

2. Butler County is a county of the fourth class.
3. Act 36 of 2000 provides in pertinent part:

The amount of any fee or charge increased pursuant
to paragraph (1) may be increased every three years,
provided that the amount of the increase may not be
greater than the percentage of increase in the Con-
sumer Price Index for Urban Workers for the immedi-
ate three years preceding the last increase in the fee
or charge.

42 Pa.C.S. § 1725.4(a)(2).

4. The Clerk of Courts last sought approval for and
this Court last granted approval for an increase in the
fees and costs charged by the Clerk of Courts in May
2021.

5. Pursuant to 42 Pa.C.S. § 1725.4(a)(2), the Clerk of
Courts may request, and the President (Administrative)
Judge may approve, an increase in the fees and costs
charged by the Clerk of Courts based upon the increase in
the Consumer Price Index for the period from May 2020
to April 2023.

6. Based upon the Consumer Price Index for Urban
Workers (Wage Earners and Clerical Workers), the Con-
sumer Price Index has increased 19.32% (May 2020 to
April 2023).

7. Following hereto as Exhibit “A” is a proposed fee bill
for the Clerk of Courts of Butler County, Pennsylvania
that takes into account the increase in the Consumer
Price Index previously set forth.

Wherefore, the Clerk of Courts of Butler County, Penn-
sylvania respectfully requests this honorable Court to
authorize and adopt the schedule of fees and costs as
proposed hereby.

Rule 5102. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.
(a) During Court Proceedings.

(1) The Court Reporter for all, or a portion, of a court
proceeding, shall be designated as the “Custodian,” as
defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(2), for all documentary ex-
hibits, photographs, and photographs of non-documentary
exhibits submitted during the court proceeding, regard-
less of whether said exhibits are accepted or rejected.

(2) The proponent shall be designated as the “Custo-
dian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)2), of physical
evidence (including, but not limited to, weapons, cash,
other items of value, or other dangerous materials) and
bulky, oversized, or otherwise physically impractical ex-
hibits during a court proceeding.

(3) If only one (1) Custodian is involved with a proceed-
ing, said Custodian shall file with the appropriate filing
office all submitted exhibits and index of exhibits within
five (5) business days of the conclusion of the proceeding.

(4) If multiple Custodians are involved with a proceed-
ing, the first Custodian shall provide the subsequent
Custodian (and so on, if more than two Custodians) with
the submitted exhibits and index of exhibits. The Custo-
dian at the conclusion of the proceeding shall file with the
appropriate filing office all submitted exhibits and index
of exhibits within five (5) business days of the conclusion
of the proceeding.

(5) Notwithstanding this subdivision, the parties to a
proceeding may agree to an alternate custodial process if
approved by the presiding judge and confirmed by an
Order of Court.

(b) After Court Proceedings.
(1) Custodian.

(1) Documentary Exhibits. The appropriate filing office
shall be designated as “Custodian,” as defined by
Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(1), for all documentary exhibits, photo-
graphs, and photographs of non-documentary after the
conclusion of a court proceeding, upon filing of said
exhibits and index of exhibits.

(i1) Non-Documentary or Physical Exhibits.

(A) At the conclusion of a court proceeding, the propo-
nent shall transfer custody of physical evidence (includ-
ing, but not limited to, weapons, cash, other items of
value, or other dangerous materials) and bulky, oversized,
or otherwise physically impractical exhibits to the Court
Reporter. The Court Reporter shall thereafter be desig-
nated as “Custodian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(1),
for such exhibits upon receipt from the proponent at the
conclusion of a court proceeding.

(B) Upon receipt of physical exhibits from the propo-
nent, the Custodian shall handle said exhibits in accord-
ance with procedures outlined in Clinton County Local
Rule of Judicial Administration 5103.

(iii) Notwithstanding this subdivision, the parties may
agree to an alternate custodial process if approved by the
presiding judge and confirmed by an Order of Court.

(¢) Proceedings Before a Hearing Officer.
(1) During Proceedings Before a Hearing Officer.
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(i) Documentary Exhibits. During a proceeding before a
Hearing Officer, the Court Reporter shall be designated
as the “Custodian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(2), for
all documentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs
of non-documentary exhibits submitted during the pro-
ceeding before the Hearing Officer, regardless of whether
said exhibits are accepted or rejected.

(i1) Non-Documentary or Physical Exhibits. During a
proceeding before a Hearing Officer, the proponent shall
be designated as the “Custodian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A.
5101(a)(2), of physical evidence (including, but not limited
to, weapons, cash, other items of value, or other danger-
ous materials) and bulky, oversized, or otherwise physi-
cally impractical exhibits.

(2) After Proceedings Before a Hearing Officer.

(i) Documentary Exhibits. The appropriate filing office
shall be designated as “Custodian,” as defined by
Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(1), for all documentary exhibits, photo-
graphs, and photographs of non-documentary after the
conclusion of a proceeding before a Hearing Officer, upon
filing of said exhibits and index of exhibits.

(i) Non-Documentary or Physical Exhibits. At the con-
clusion of a proceeding before a Hearing Officer, the
proponent shall transfer custody of physical evidence
(including, but not limited to, weapons, cash, other items
of value, or other dangerous materials) and bulky, over-
sized, or otherwise physically impractical exhibits to the
Court Reporter. The Court Reporter shall thereafter be
designated as “Custodian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A.
5101(a)(1), for such exhibits upon receipt from the propo-
nent at the conclusion of proceedings before a Hearing
Officer.

(d) Index of Exhibits. Litigants and the Court Reporter
shall utilize the attached form when indexing said exhib-
its which shall be delivered, along with a copy of said
form, with the exhibits to the filing office by the Court
Reporter. The filing office personnel receiving the exhibits
shall execute the original indexing form of exhibits, along
with the copy, noting the date the exhibits were received
by the filing office and return the copy to the Court
Reporter and file the original of record with said docu-
ment being scanned and docketed within five (5) business
days of said filing.

(e) Confidential Information. In all Court Proceedings,
including proceedings before a Hearing Officer, the propo-
nent shall include a properly completed Confidential
Information Form or Confidential Document Form for any
exhibit offered into evidence that contains confidential
information or confidential documents as defined in the
Case Records Public Access Policy of the Unified Judicial
System of Pennsylvania. These forms shall be given by
the proponent to the Court Reporter maintaining the
Index of Exhibits at the time evidence is introduced.

Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.
(a) Documentary Exhibits.

(1) Reproduction of QOuversized or Voluminous Documen-
tary Exhibits. Upon a good-cause request for reproduction
of an oversized or voluminous documentary exhibit, the
custodian of said exhibit shall furnish a digital copy of
said exhibit to the requesting party for reproduction. Said
digital copy may be in the form of a physical universal
serial bus (USB) drive or a portable document file (PDF)
or other electronic file format sent by email to the
requesting party.

(b) Photographs. Any photograph offered by a propo-
nent may not be larger than 8-1/2 x 11 inches.

(¢) Non-documentary or Physical Exhibits: Generally.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence physical evidence
(including, but not limited to, weapons, cash, other items
of value, or other dangerous materials) or bulky, over-
sized, or otherwise physically impractical exhibits, said
exhibit(s) must be photographed by the proponent, con-
verted to a letter-sized document, and appropriately
marked and produced during the court proceeding for
inclusion in the documentary record. Any converted
letter-sized document shall be filed by the Custodian in
the appropriate filing office, with other submitted docu-
mentary exhibits and index of exhibits, within five (5)
business days of the conclusion of the proceeding.

(2) Unless otherwise provided by the presiding judge,
at the conclusion of the court proceeding, custody of
physical evidence (including, but not limited to, weapons,
cash, other items of value, or other dangerous materials)
and bulky, oversized, or otherwise physically impractical
exhibits shall be transferred from the proponent to the
Court Reporter for safekeeping as required by any appli-
cable retention schedule, statute, rule, regulation, or
policy, or until further Order of Court.

(8) Status Conference for Bulky, Ouversized, or Otherwise
Physically Impractical Exhibits.

(i) In advance of any proceeding where a proponent
anticipates their exhibits will be categorized as bulky,
oversized, or otherwise physically impractical pursuant to
Pa.R.J.A. 5103(c)(3), the proponent shall motion for a
status conference to be attended by all counsel and
parties of record, if unrepresented.

(i1) A status conference held pursuant to this subdivi-
sion may be held via telephone or other electronic means
at the discretion of the presiding judge.

(iii)) The presiding judge, counsel, and parties if
unrepresented, shall discuss maintenance and security of
the exhibit(s) both during and after the proceeding consis-
tent with Pa.R.J.A. 5104(a)(4), and the presiding judge
shall confirm the same per an Order of Court.

Rule 5104. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions
for Oversized or Voluminous Documentary Exhib-
its.

(a) All documentary exhibits shall be filed in the
appropriate filing office.

(b) For any documentary exhibit that is found by the
Court to be oversized or voluminous, the Court, on the
Court’s own Motion, or at the request of any party, may
direct the party offering the oversized or voluminous
documentary exhibit to provide the oversized or volumi-
nous documentary exhibit in the form of a physical
universal serial bus (USB) drive, a portable document file
(PDF), or other electronic file format.

(¢) The physical universal serial bus (USB) drive, por-
table document file (PDF), or other electronic file format
shall be entered into evidence as an exhibit, shall be
maintained by the Court Reporter, and not filed of record
in the appropriate filing office.

(d) At the sole discretion of the Court, the Court may
order the physical universal serial bus (USB) drive,
portable document file (PDF), or other electronic file
format to be uploaded into the applicable electronic
system utilized by the filing office.

Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.
(A) Court Proceedings before Common Pleas Court.

(1) A “custodian” will either be a member of court staff,
e.g., court reporter, Judicial Support Information Officer,
Office of Judicial Support (hereinafter “OJS”), Court
Information Officer, District Attorney Evidence Custo-
dian, Domestic Relations Court Unit, the Register of
Wills/Orphans’ Court, or the proponent of the exhibit. See
Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(2) (definition of custodian). When the
proponent is designated as the custodian, the proponent
will fulfill all the responsibilities of a custodian in
accordance with Pa.R.J.A. 5102.

(2) A local court security committee shall make recom-
mendations to the President Judge on protocols, policies,
and procedures that should be implemented to protect the
public, court personnel, and court facilities in the event of
an emergency as deemed necessary. See Pa.R.J.A. 1954
(Court Security).

(3) The appropriate entity, as designated below, shall
be the custodian of all documentary exhibits and photo-
graphs of non-documentary exhibits accepted or rejected
during and after court proceedings.

(B) Custody of Documents before and after Common
Pleas Court Proceedings.
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(1) Civil and Criminal Proceedings before the Court of
Common Pleas.

(a) Unless directed otherwise herein, the Judicial Sup-
port Information Officer on behalf of OJS shall:

(i) retain or take custody of all documentary exhibits,
photographs, and photographs of non-documentary exhib-
its accepted or rejected during the court proceedings.

(ii) formally designate all documentary exhibits, photo-
graphs, and photographs of non-documentary exhibits
with the Office of Judicial Support Public Access System
within five (5) business days of the conclusion of the court
proceedings; and

(iii) secure and maintain all other non-documentary
exhibits as directed by the Court or agreed to by the
parties.

(b) Unless directed otherwise herein, OJS shall be
designated as the custodian of all documentary exhibits
and photographs of non-documentary exhibits after court
proceedings have concluded.

(2) Civil Arbitration Proceedings.

(a) In Civil Arbitration proceedings, neither OJS nor
the arbitrators are required to retain any exhibits. The
documentary and non-documentary exhibits shall not be a
matter of record.

(3) Juvenile Criminal Matters before a Hearing Officer
or Judge.

(a) If an exhibit is admitted into evidence, the Hearing
Officer or Judge, in conjunction with the Juvenile Court
Information Officer, shall file the documents in an enve-
lope marked with the appropriate case ID. The envelope
shall be placed in the Juvenile Court file.

(b) The Hearing Officer or Judge, in conjunction with
the Juvenile Court Information Officer, shall retain all
documentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of
non-documentary exhibits accepted or rejected during the
court proceedings, such shall be a matter of record.

(¢) The Juvenile Court Information Office shall act as
the custodian of all documentary and non-documentary
exhibits unless otherwise directed herein.

(4) Domestic Relations Proceedings before a Judge.

(a) During Domestic Relations proceedings before a
Judge, the Domestic Relations Court Unit shall be the
custodian of the documentary exhibits, and such shall be
a matter of record.

(b) In Domestic Relations proceedings before a Judge,
the Domestic Relations Court Unit shall retain all docu-
mentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of non-
documentary exhibits accepted or rejected during the
court proceedings unless otherwise directed herein.

(¢) In Domestic Relations proceedings before a Judge,
the Domestic Relations Court Unit, shall prepare the
Index of Exhibits and file the Index of Exhibits within the
court file.

(d) After Domestic Relations proceedings before a
Judge, the Domestic Relations Court Unit shall secure
and maintain all exhibits and shall act as the custodian
of records.

(e) The Domestic Relations Court Unit shall comply
with any and all requirements of the PACSES systems.

(5) Proceedings before Divorce/Custody/Support Hear-
ing Officers.

(a) In proceedings before the Divorce/Custody/Support
Hearing Officer, neither OJS nor the Hearing Officer are
required to retain any exhibits. The documentary and
non-documentary exhibits shall not be a matter of record.

(6) Proceedings before Orphans’ Court.

(a) During proceedings before the Orphans’ Court, the
Register of Wills, in conjunction with the Judicial Support
Information Officer on behalf of OJS, shall be the custo-
dian of the documentary exhibits, and such shall be a
matter of record.

(b) In proceedings before the Orphans’ Court, the Reg-
ister of Wills, in conjunction with the Judicial Support
Information Officer on behalf of OJS, shall retain all
documentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of
non-documentary exhibits accepted or rejected during the
court proceedings unless otherwise directed herein.

(¢) In proceedings before the Orphans’ Court, the Judi-
cial Support Information Officer on behalf of OJS shall
prepare the Index of Exhibits and file the Index of
Exhibits with the exhibits in the Register of Wills File.

(d) After proceedings before the Orphans’ Court, the
Register of Wills shall secure and maintain all exhibits
and shall act as the custodian of records.

(e) After proceedings before the Orphans’ Court relat-
ing to Termination of Parental Rights, OJS shall secure
and maintain all exhibits and shall act as the custodian
of records.

(7) Children and Youth Services (“CYS”)/Dependency
Proceedings before a Hearing Officer or a Judge.

(a) In proceedings involving CYS or Dependency before
a Hearing Officer or a Judge, the Judicial Support
Information Officer on behalf of OJS shall maintain all
exhibits and records.

Rule 5104. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.
(a) Any custodian accepting exhibits shall maintain the
Index of Exhibits during court proceedings. Such custo-

dian shall use the form supplied by Court Administration
which shall be in the following format:

Exhibit Number/Description/ Title Proponent Admitted Rejected

Sealed by
Court

Confidential Information Sheet
(If required)

(b) If statutorily required, the proponent shall include
a Confidential Information Form or Confidential Docu-
ment Form for any exhibit offered into evidence that
contains confidential information or confidential docu-
ments as defined in the Case Records Public Access Policy
of the Unified Judicial System of Pennsylvania. These
forms shall be given by the proponent to the applicable

custodian at the time the evidence is introduced and
maintained by the custodian in the file.

(¢) Documentary Exhibits: Generally

(1) If a document is larger than 8-1/2 x 11 inches, the
Judicial Support Information Officer on behalf of the
Office of Judicial Support (hereinafter “OJS”) shall be
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provided with a copy of the same sized 8-1/2 x 11 inches.
Items larger than 8-1/2 x 11 may be used for illustration
during the court proceedings.

(2) Media depositions presented at trial shall remain in
the proponent’s possession. The proponent shall simulta-
neously submit a transcript of the deposition as an
exhibit in the form of a zip drive, flash drive, or
compacted disc.

(3) Any digital exhibit that cannot be printed (i.e.,
audio or video recording) shall be entered into the record
in OJS public access system, flash drive, or other format
if expressly approved by the court. If one party has
multiple digital exhibits, they may be submitted together
on one USB flash drive.

(d) Non-documentary Exhibits: Generally

(1) If the exhibit is bulky, oversized, or contains contra-
band including but not limited to controlled substances,
narcotics, or weapons, either OJS, the District Attorney
Evidence Custodian, Court Information Office for Juve-
nile matters, Orphans’ Court and Domestic Relations
Unit, or the proponent shall retain custody of the exhibit
as directed by the Court.

(2) If any Exhibits are weapons, narcotics, controlled
substances, or other contraband, it shall be placed in the
evidence room where the District Attorney Evidence
Custodian signs an evidence log form acknowledging
receipt of same. Thereafter, the form shall remain in the
file.

(3) Bulky, oversized Exhibits that do not require the
services of the District Attorney Evidence Custodian shall
be retained by the Judicial Support Information Officer
on behalf of OJS, or Court Information Office for Juvenile
matters. Thereafter, such evidence shall be identified on
an evidence log form and placed in the file.

Rule 5105. Confidentiality. Exhibits Under Seal.

(a) The Proponent of an exhibit containing confidential
information or confidential documents, as defined in the
Case Records Access Policy of the Unified Judicial System
of Pennsylvania (Policy), shall include a confidential
document form, prepared in compliance with the Policy,
so the exhibit may be sealed by the Records Office.

(b) Exhibits sealed by the Court during the Court
proceedings shall not be accessible by the public.

(¢c) The Custodian or Records/filing Office, as may be
applicable, shall maintain all non-documentary evidence

(1) in a Civil, Orphans’ Court or Domestic Relations
matter until the later of the expiration of the appeal
period from the final disposition of the case, as otherwise
required by any applicable retention schedule, law, rule,
regulation or policy, or as directed by the Court;

(2) in Criminal and Juvenile Court proceedings until
the later of the expiration of any applicable retention
schedule, law, rule, regulation or policy, or as otherwise
directed by the Court.

Adoption of Local Rules 5101, 5102, 5103 and 5105
Custody of Exhibits; CP-44-CV-2-2024

Administrative Order

And Now, this 22nd day of March, 2024, with respect to
the Mifflin County Local Rules of Court, the Court hereby
Orders the following:

The following new Mifflin County Local Rules of Court,
5101, 5102, 5103 and 5105 are hereby Adopted and shall
become effective thirty (30) days after publication of same
in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Rule MC5101. Definitions.

(a) Any word or phrase used in these local rules that
are defined in Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a) shall have the meaning
and definition as set forth in Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(1)—(7),
unless the context clearly indicates otherwise, or the
particular word or phrase is expressly defined in the local
rule in which the particular rule is included.

(b) For any words and phrases not defined in Pa.R.J.A.
5101, a meaning may be discerned through examination
of its dictionary definition and its legal meaning may be
gleaned from its use in an applicable body of law.

Rule MC5102. Custody of Exhibits. General Provi-
sions.

(a) During Court Proceedings. The Court Reporter shall
be designated as custodian of all documentary exhibits
and photographs and non-documentary exhibits accepted
or rejected during court proceedings. The custodian shall
secure and maintain all exhibits during a court proceed-
ing, including breaks and recesses. However, if the Court
Reporter is not present during the court proceeding, such
as if the proceeding is being electronically and/or digitally
recorded, the Digital Court Recorder serving that court-
room shall be designated as such custodian, and shall,
immediately upon the conclusion of the proceeding, de-
liver such exhibits to the custody of the Court Reporter.

(b) After Court Proceedings. The Court Reporter shall
be designated as the custodian of all documentary exhib-
its and photographs and all non-documentary exhibits
accepted or rejected during the court proceedings after
the court proceedings have concluded.

(1) Custodian. The custodian shall:

(i) retain and take custody of all documentary exhibits,
photographs, and non-documentary exhibits accepted or
rejected during the court proceeding;

(i1) within five (5) business days, file of record with the
Prothonotary, Clerk of Court, Clerk of the Orphans’ Court
in the case file, a numbered list of exhibits, and for each
exhibit identify the proponent, whether the exhibit was
admitted or rejected from evidence, and a textual descrip-
tion or identification of the exhibit;

(iii) immediately secure all such exhibits in a secured
and locked vault provided to the Court Reporter for such
purposes, with access thereto to be provided only under
the control and supervision of the Court Reporter, the
Court Administrator and the Deputy District Court Ad-
ministrator, unless otherwise directed by the court.
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Rule MC5103. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provi-
sions.

(a) Documentary Exhibits.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence an exhibit such
as a letter, report, drawing, map, photograph, or other
document that is larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11 inches, the
proponent may provide a copy reduced to 8-1/2 x 11
inches for entry into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a reduced copy of an
oversized exhibit shall ensure that the reproduced docu-
ment is clear and capable of further reproduction or
transfer to digital media.

(b) Photographs.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence a photograph,
the proponent shall ensure the original or a copy of the
photograph in lieu of the original (no larger in size than
8-1/2 x 11 inches) is entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a copy of a photograph
shall ensure the reproduced document is clear and ca-
pable of further reproduction or transfer to digital media.

(¢) Non-documentary Exhibits: Generally.

(1) If a proponent offers into evidence a non-
documentary exhibit, the proponent may be directed to
provide a photograph (no larger in size than 8-1/2 x 11
inches) of the exhibit to be entered into the record.

(2) A proponent who provides a photograph of a non-
documentary exhibit shall ensure the photograph is clear
and capable of further reproduction or transfer to digital
media.

(3) If the exhibit is bulky, oversized, or otherwise
physically impractical for the Court Reporter or Digital
Court Recorder to maintain, the Court may direct the
proponent offering the exhibit to maintain and secure the
exhibit during the court proceeding.

(d) Non-documentary Exhibits: Weapons, Contraband,
Hazardous Materials.

(1) In any proceeding in which weapons, cash, other
items of value, drugs, or other dangerous materials are
offered into evidence, the Court Reporter or Digital Court
Recorder shall secure the exhibits while the court pro-
ceeding is in session as well as during all breaks and
recesses.

(2) During the proceeding, the Court Reporter or Digi-
tal Court Recorder shall exercise all appropriate safe-
guards necessary to protect the public based on the
nature of the exhibit.

(3) Exhibits comprised of weapons, cash, other items of
value, drugs, or other dangerous materials are prohibited
from viewing in the jury room. The Court may direct
alternative viewing arrangements for such exhibits upon
the request of the jury.

(e) Use of Digital Media. A proponent shall ensure an
exhibit in digital format entered into the record is in a
format acceptable to the Court.

(f) Duplicates. The Court may direct the original item,
and not a duplicate, be entered into the record.

Rule MC5105. Confidentiality. Exhibits Under Seal.

(a) If an exhibit offered into evidence contains confiden-
tial information or confidential documents as defined in
the Case Records Public Access Policy of the Unified
Judicial System of Pennsylvania (“Policy”), the Court may

direct the exhibit be sealed and a certification prepared in
compliance with the Policy be affixed thereto.

(b) Any exhibit sealed by the Court shall not be
accessible to the public.

Rule 5102. Custody of Exhibits. General Provisions.

(a) During Court Proceedings. The Court Reporter/
Recorder/Monitor shall be the Custodian of all exhibits
admitted or rejected during a Court Proceeding, including
breaks and recesses, except:

(1) The Proponent shall secure all non-documentary
exhibits that are bulky, oversized, or physically impracti-
cal for the Court Reporter/Recorder/Monitor to maintain,
or evidence that is weapons, cash, items of value, drugs,
or dangerous materials, while the Court Proceeding is in
session, and during all breaks and recesses.

(2) In advance of a Court Proceeding, the Proponent
shall prepare a photographic copy of all potential non-
documentary exhibits pursuant to Pa.R.J.A. 5103(b) for
submission to the Court Reporter/Recorder/Monitor at the
conclusion of the Court Proceeding in accordance with all
applicable Local Rules.

(3) The Proponent shall include a Confidential Infor-
mation Form or Confidential Document Form for any
exhibit offered into evidence that contains confidential
information or confidential documents as defined in the
Case Records Public Access Policy of the Unified Judicial
System of Pennsylvania. These forms shall be given by
the Proponent to the Court Reporter/Recorder/Monitor at
the time the evidence is introduced.

(b) After Court Proceedings.
(1) Custodian. After the close of Court Proceedings:

(1) Documentary Exhibits—The Court Reporter/
Recorder/Monitor shall be the Custodian of all documen-
tary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of non-
documentary exhibits accepted or rejected. The Court
Reporter/Recorder/Monitor shall take custody of, secure,
and maintain all documentary exhibits, photographs, and
photographs of non-documentary exhibits accepted or
rejected during the Court proceeding in a format ap-
proved by the Court;

(i1) Non-Documentary Exhibits—The Proponent of all
non-documentary exhibits, including but not limited to

(2) Index of Exhibits. Within five days of the conclusion

index of exhibits, which shall include for each exhibit the
proponent, whether the exhibit was admitted into evi-
dence, and a textual description or identification of the
exhibit.

Rule 5102. General Provisions.

Local Rules 5102 and 5103 are issued to align Tioga
County Court of Common Pleas practice and procedure
with Pa.R.J.A. 5101—5105. Reference to Pa.R.J.A. 5102—
5105 shall be made when interpreting Tioga County Local
Rules 5102 and 5103 and when determining the proce-
dure and practice for Exhibit Retention in Tioga County.

The court recorder/monitor or court reporter for all, or a
portion, of a court proceeding shall be designated as the
“Custodian,” as defined by Pa.R.J.A. 5101(a)(2), for all
documentary exhibits, photographs, and photographs of
non-documentary exhibits accepted during the court pro-
ceeding.

(a) If only one custodian is involved with a proceeding,
they shall file with the appropriate records office (Prothon-
otary/Clerk of Courts or Orphan’s Court) all submitted
exhibits, with the exception of non-documentary exhibits,
and index of exhibits within 5 business days of the
conclusion of the proceeding.

(b) The proponent shall assure that document evidence
is in a format, including size and material, that is
compatible with being filed and easily stored by the
records office. If, due to the nature of the proceeding and
the requirement that an oversized or undersized docu-
ment exhibit be entered into evidence that is not easily
capable of storage by the records office, then the records
office may request that alternate measures be undertaken

for storage of this document evidence, including that the
proponent retain custody in conformance with Rule 5103
for physical evidence.

(¢) If multiple custodians are involved with a proceed-
ing, the first custodian shall provide the subsequent
custodian (and so on, if more than two custodians) with
the submitted exhibits and index of exhibits. The custo-
dian at the conclusion of the proceeding shall file with the
appropriate records office all submitted exhibits and
index of exhibits within 5 business days of the conclusion
of the proceeding.

Rule 5103. Custody of Exhibits. Special Provisions.

(a) The proponent (party that moved Exhibit into evi-
dence) shall retain custody of physical evidence (includ-
ing, but not limited to weapons, cash, other items of
value, drugs, or other dangerous materials) and bulky,
oversized, or otherwise physically impractical exhibits at
all times during and after a court proceeding. The court
may issue an order in exceptional circumstances for the
court to retain said exhibits.

(1) These non-documentary exhibits must be photo-
graphed by the proponent, converted to a letter sized
document, and appropriately marked and produced dur-
ing the court proceeding for inclusion in the documentary
record.

(2) Digital media such as CDs, thumb drives, etc. shall
also be retained by the records office.

(3) Unless otherwise provided by the presiding judge,
at the conclusion of the court proceeding, non-documen-
tary evidence shall be returned to the proponent for
safekeeping.

(4) Document exhibits shall be retained by the records
office in accordance with existing authority for record
retention.

(5) Non-documentary exhibits such as, but not limited
to, knives, firearms, drugs, car parts, etc., shall be held
by the proponent until an appropriate order such as:
Order for Forfeiture; Order for Destruction; Order for
Return, etc. is obtained. When addressing such a request
the court will consider the nature of the action, the status
of the proceedings including whether there is an active
appeal or the potential for future litigation and the
position of the opposing party.

(b) Any digital exhibit that cannot be printed (i.e.,
audio or video recording) shall be entered into the record
on a Universal Serial Bus (USB) flash drive (or other
format if expressly approved by the court). If one party
has multiple digital exhibits, they may be submitted
together on one USB flash drive.

(¢) Any exhibit containing confidential information or
equivalent to any of the categories enumerated in Pa.
Access Policy § 8.0 shall include a Confidential Document
Form so that the document can be properly sealed by the
record office.

iii. Exceptions:

Temporary Change to Fishing Regulations;
Tobyhanna Lake, Monroe County

The Executive Director of the Fish and Boat Commis-

Early Exam and CE for Clinical Instruction
March 27, 2024

We submit for your consideration the following com-
ments on the proposed rulemaking published in the
January 27, 2024 Pennsylvania Bulletin. Our comments
are based on criteria in Section 5.2 of the Regulatory
Review Act (RRA) (71 P.S. § 745.5b). Section 5.1(a) of the
RRA (71 P.S. § 745.5a(a)) directs the State Board of
Physical Therapy (Board) to respond to all comments
received from us or any other source.

Section 40.14. Examination; failure; reexamination.—
Clarity; Reasonableness.

Section 1306(c) of the Physical Therapy Practice Act
(Act) states, in part:

In case of failure at the first examination, the appli-
cant for licensure shall have, after the expiration of
60 days and within one year from the first failure,
the privilege of a second examination. ... An appli-
cant may take the examination no more than three
times in a consecutive 12-month period.

63 P.S. § 1306(c). These provisions are currently found in
existing subsections (a) and (d).

The Board proposes to delete from subsection (a) the
existing language, which includes, “In cases of failure at
the first examination, the applicant shall have, after the
expiration of 60 days and within 1 year from the date of
the first failure, the privilege of a second examination. . .”
and replace it with the requirement that “[a]pplicants
shall successfully pass the [National Physical Therapy
Examination (NPTE)].” The proposed language no longer
addresses the statutory timeframe regarding a second
examination. We have concerns about the Board retaining
a portion of Section 1306(c) of the Act in the regulation
and at the same time deleting a portion of the same
statutory provision from the regulation. While we recog-
nize that the statue sets forth the requirements for a
second examination, for ease of reference and clarity for
the regulated community, we recommend that the Board
retain in the final regulation the timeframe related to a
second examination.

Additionally, we acknowledge that, as of this date, the
NPTE schedule currently fulfills the statutory 60-day
“waiting period” because exams are naturally separated
by more than 60 days. However, if the NPTE changes the
exam schedule to offer more frequent testing opportuni-
ties, it could be possible for an applicant to take an exam
prior to the expiration of the statutorily-required 60 days.

For these reasons, we ask the Board to retain the
timeframe regarding a second examination from Section
1306(c) of the Act in the final regulation to ensure the
testing requirements from the Act are clear and easily
accessible for the regulated community.

This comment applies also to Section 40.164(b)(1) (re-
lating to physical therapist assistant certification exami-
nation), in which the Board is proposing to delete similar
language. We ask the Board to retain the timeframe

language found in Section 1309.1(b) of the Act in the final
regulation.

Use of Artificial Intelligence Systems by Insurers;
Notice 2024-04

The Insurance Department (Department) reminds all
insurers that hold certificates of authority or are other-
wise authorized to engage in the business of insurance in
this Commonwealth that decisions or actions impacting
consumers that are made or supported by advanced
analytical and computational technologies, including Arti-
ficial Intelligence (AI) systems (as defined as follows),

must comply with all applicable insurance laws and
regulations. This includes those laws that address unfair
trade practices and unfair discrimination. This notice sets
forth the Department’s expectations as to how insurers
will govern the development/acquisition and use of certain
Al technologies, including the AI systems described
herein. This notice also advises insurers of the type of
information and documentation that the Department may
request during an investigation or examination of any
insurer regarding its use of the technologies and Al
systems.

SECTION 1: INTRODUCTION, BACKGROUND AND
LEGISLATIVE AUTHORITY

Background

Al is transforming the insurance industry. Al tech-
niques are deployed across all stages of the insurance life
cycle, including product development, marketing, sales
and distribution, underwriting and pricing, policy servic-
ing, claim management and fraud detection.

Al may facilitate the development of innovative prod-
ucts, improve consumer interface and service, simplify
and automate processes, and promote efficiency and
accuracy. However, Al, including Al systems, can present
unique risks to consumers, including the potential for
inaccuracy, unfair discrimination, data vulnerability, and
lack of transparency and explainability. Insurers should
take actions to minimize these risks.

The Department encourages the development and use
of innovation and Al systems that contribute to safe and
stable insurance markets. However, the Department ex-
pects that decisions made and actions taken by insurers
using Al systems will comply with all applicable Federal
and State laws and regulations.

The Department recognizes the Principles of Artificial
Intelligence that the National Association of Insurance
Commissioners (NAIC) adopted in 2020 as an appropriate
source of guidance for insurers as they develop and use Al
systems. Those principles emphasize the importance of
the fairness and ethical use of Al; accountability; compli-
ance with state laws and regulations; transparency; and
safe, secure, fair, and robust systems and processes.
These fundamental principles should guide insurers in
their development and use of Al systems and underlie the
expectations set forth in this notice.

Legislative Authority

An insurer’s use of Al is subject to several existing
Commonwealth laws and regulations, including but not
limited to:

e The Unfair Insurance Practices Act (40 P.S.
§§ 1171.1—1171.15) and the Unfair Claims Settlement
Practices (UCSP) Regulations, Chapter 146 of Title 31,
Pennsylvania Code Subchapter A (31 Pa. Code §§ 146.1—
146.10). The Unfair Insurance Practices Act (UIPA) regu-
lates trade practices in the business of insurance by
defining practices that constitute unfair methods of com-
petition or unfair or deceptive acts and practices and
prohibiting the trade practices so defined or determined.
The UCSP regulations set forth standards for the investi-
gation and disposition of claims arising under policies or
certificates of insurance issued to residents in this Com-
monwealth. Actions taken by insurers in this Common-
wealth must not violate the UIPA or the UCSP regula-
tions, regardless of the methods the insurer used to
determine or support its actions. As discussed as follows,
insurers are expected to adopt practices, including gover-
nance frameworks and risk management protocols, that
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are designed to ensure that the use of Al systems does
not result in: 1) unfair trade practices, as defined in the
UIPA; or 2) unfair claims settlement practices, as defined
in the UCSP regulations.

e Corporate Governance Annual Disclosure (CGAD) Re-
quirements, Chapter 39 of Title 40 of the Pennsylvania
Consolidated Statutes (40 Pa.C.S. $§§ 3901—3911). This
Chapter requires insurers to report on governance prac-
tices and to provide a summary of the insurer’s corporate
governance structure, policies and practices. The content,
form and filing requirements for CGAD information are
set forth in Chapter 39. The CGAD requirements are
applicable to the elements of the insurer’s corporate
governance framework that address the insurer’s use of
AT systems to support actions and decisions that impact
consumers.

e The Casualty and Surety Rate Regulatory Act (40 P.S.
§§ 1181—1199), the Fire, Marine and Inland Marine Rate
Regulatory Act (40 P.S. §§ 1221—1238), Article V-A of The
Insurance Company Law of 1921—the Property and Casu-
alty Filing Reform Act (40 P.S. §§ 710-1—710-19), Article
VII of the Workers’ Compensation Act (77 P.S. §§ 1035.1—
1035.22) and Article VII of The Insurance Company Law
of 1921 (regarding Title Insurance Companies; 40 P.S.
§$ 910-1—910-55). These acts require that property/
casualty (P/C) insurance rates not be excessive, inad-
equate or unfairly discriminatory. The requirements of
these acts apply regardless of the methodology that the
insurer used to develop rates, rating rules and rating
plans subject to those provisions. That means that an
insurer is responsible for assuring that rates, rating rules
and rating plans that are developed using Al techniques
and predictive models that rely on data and machine
learning do not result in excessive, inadequate or unfairly
discriminatory insurance rates with respect to all forms of
casualty insurance—including fidelity, surety and guar-
anty bond—and to all forms of property insurance—
including fire, marine and inland marine insurance, and
any combination of any of the foregoing.

e Article IX of The Insurance Department Act of 1921—
Examinations (40 P.S. §§ 323.1—323.8). Article IX estab-
lishes an effective and efficient system for examining the
activities, operations, financial condition and affairs of all
persons transacting the business of insurance in this
Commonwealth. An insurer’s conduct in this Common-
wealth, including its use of Al systems to make or
support actions and decisions that impact consumers, is
subject to investigation, examination and market analy-
sis. Section 4 of this notice provides guidance on the
kinds of information and documents that the Department
may request in the context of an Al-focused investigation,
including a market conduct action.

SECTION 2: DEFINITIONS

The following terms are defined for purposes of this
notice:

“Al system.” A machine-based system or set of processes
that can, for a given set of objectives, generate outputs
such as predictions, recommendations, content (such as
text, images, videos or sounds), or other output influenc-
ing decisions made in real or virtual environments. Al
systems are designed to operate with varying levels of
autonomy.

“Adverse consumer outcome.” A decision by an insurer
that is subject to insurance regulatory standards enforced
by the Department that adversely impacts the consumer
in a manner that violates those standards.

“Algorithm.” A clearly specified mathematical process
for computation or a set of rules that, if followed, will give
a prescribed result.

“Artificial intelligence (Al).” A branch of computer sci-
ence that uses data processing systems that perform
functions normally associated with human intelligence,
such as reasoning, learning and self-improvement, or the
capability of a device to perform functions that are
normally associated with human intelligence such as
reasoning, learning and self-improvement. This definition
considers machine learning to be a subset of artificial
intelligence.

“Degree of potential harm to consumers.” The severity of
adverse economic impact that a consumer might experi-
ence as a result of an adverse consumer outcome.

“Generative artificial intelligence (Generative Al).” A
class of Al systems that generate content in the form of
data, text, images, sounds or video, that is similar to, but
not a direct copy of, pre-existing data or content.

“Insurer.”” A risk-bearing entity acting under authority
of the Department including an insurance company, asso-
ciation, exchange, interinsurance exchange, health main-
tenance organization, preferred provider organization,
professional health services plan corporation subject to
Chapter 63 of Title 40 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated
Statutes (regarding professional health services plan cor-
porations; 40 Pa.C.S. §§ 6301—6335), a hospital plan
corporation subject to Chapter 61 of Title 40 of the
Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes (regarding hospital
plan corporations; 40 Pa.C.S. §§ 6101—6127), fraternal
benefit society, beneficial association, Lloyd’s insurer or
health plan corporation.

“Machine Learning (ML).” A field within artificial intel-
ligence that focuses on the ability of computers to learn
from provided data without being explicitly programmed.

“Model Drift.” The decay of a model’s performance over
time arising from underlying changes such as the defini-
tions, distributions or statistical properties between the
data used to train the model and the data on which it is
deployed.

“Predictive Model.” The mining of historic data using
algorithms or machine learning, or both, to identify
patterns and predict outcomes that can be used to make
or support the making of decisions.

“Third Party” An organization other than the insurer
that provides services, data or other resources related to
Al

SECTION 3: REGULATORY GUIDANCE AND EX-
PECTATIONS

Decisions or determinations subject to regulatory over-
sight that are made by insurers using Al systems must
comply with the legal and regulatory standards that
apply to those decisions or determinations, including
those laws and requirements as outlined in Section 1.
These standards require, at a minimum, that decisions
made by insurers are not inaccurate, arbitrary, capricious
or unfairly discriminatory. Compliance with these stan-
dards is required regardless of the tools and methods
insurers use to make such decisions. However, because, in
the absence of proper controls, Al has the potential to
increase the risk of inaccurate, arbitrary, capricious or
unfairly discriminatory outcomes for consumers, it is
important that insurers adopt and implement controls
specifically related to their use of Al that are designed to
mitigate the risk of adverse consumer outcomes.
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Consistent therewith, all insurers authorized to do
business in this Commonwealth that use AI systems are
expected to develop, implement and maintain a written
program (an “AIS program”) for the responsible use of Al
systems that make or support decisions related to regu-
lated insurance practices. The AIS program should be
designed to mitigate the risk of adverse consumer out-
comes, including, at a minimum, to maintain compliance
with the statutory and regulatory provisions set forth in
Section 1 of this notice.

The Department recognizes that robust governance,
risk management controls and internal audit functions
play a core role in mitigating the risk that decisions
driven by AI systems will violate unfair trade practice
laws and other applicable existing legal standards. The
Department also encourages the development and use of
verification and testing methods to identify errors and
bias in predictive models and Al systems, as well as the
potential for unfair discrimination in the decisions and
outcomes resulting from the use of predictive models and
Al systems.

The controls and processes that an insurer adopts and
implements as part of its AIS program should be reflec-
tive of, and commensurate with, the insurer’s own assess-
ment of the degree and nature of risk posed to consumers
by the AI systems that it uses, considering: (i) the nature
of the decisions being made, informed or supported using
the AI system; (ii) the type and degree of potential harm
to consumers resulting from the use of Al systems; (iii)
the extent to which humans are involved in the final
decision-making process; (iv) the transparency and
explainability of outcomes to the impacted consumer; and
(v) the extent and scope of the insurer’s use or reliance on
data, predictive models and Al systems from third par-
ties. Similarly, controls and processes should be commen-
surate with both the risk of adverse consumer outcomes
and the degree of potential harm to consumers.

As discussed in Section 4, the decisions made as a
result of an insurer’s use of Al systems are subject to the
Department’s examination to determine whether the in-
surer’s reliance on Al systems is compliant with all
applicable existing statutory and regulatory standards
governing the conduct of the insurer.

AIS Program Guidelines

The Department suggests the following guidelines and
best practices for the development and use of AIS pro-
grams. These guidelines are not intended to be binding
upon insurers, nor are they intended to, in any way,
restrict or limit the Department’s discretion to evaluate
an insurer’s compliance with applicable laws or regula-
tions. Likewise, the following guidelines do not constitute
an exhaustive list of items that the Department will
consider when determining compliance with the Common-
wealth’s existing regulatory and statutory requirements.

1.0. General Guidelines.

1.1. The AIS program should be designed to mitigate
the risk that the insurer’s use of an Al system will
result in adverse consumer outcomes.

1.2. The AIS program should address governance, risk
management controls and internal audit functions.

1.3. The AIS program should vest responsibility for the
development, implementation, monitoring and
oversight of the AIS program and for setting the
insurer’s strategy for Al systems with senior man-
agement accountable to the board or an appropri-
ate committee of the board.

1.4. The AIS program should be tailored to and propor-
tionate with the insurer’s use and reliance on Al
and AI systems. Controls and procedures should be
focused on the mitigation of adverse consumer
outcomes and the scope of the controls and proce-
dures applicable to a given Al system use case
should reflect and align with the degree of poten-
tial harm to consumers with respect to that use
case.

1.5. The AIS program may be independent of or part of
the insurer’s existing Enterprise Risk Management
program. The AIS program may adopt, incorporate
or rely upon, in whole or in part, a framework or
standards developed by an official third-party stan-
dard organization, such as the National Institute
of Standards and Technology Artificial Intelligence
Risk Management Framework, Version 1.0.

1.6. The AIS program should identify and address the
use of all Al systems across the insurance life
cycle, including areas such as product development
and design, marketing, use, underwriting, rating
and pricing, case management, claim administra-
tion and payment, and fraud detection.

1.7. The AIS program should address all phases of an
AT system’s life cycle, including design, develop-
ment, validation, implementation (both systems
and business), use, on-going monitoring, updating
and retirement.

1.8. The AIS program should address the AI systems
used with respect to regulated insurance practices
whether developed by the insurer or embedded
within an affiliate or third-party vendor process.

1.9. The AIS program should include processes and
procedures providing notice to impacted consumers
that AI systems are in use and provide access to
appropriate levels of information based on the
phase of the insurance life cycle in which the AI
systems are being used.

2.0. Governance.

The AIS program should include a governance frame-
work for the oversight of Al systems used by the insurer.
Governance should prioritize transparency, fairness and
accountability in the design and implementation of the Al
systems, recognizing that proprietary and trade secret
information must be protected. An insurer may consider
adopting new internal governance structures or rely on
the insurer’s existing governance structures; however, in
developing its governance framework, the insurer should
consider addressing the following items:

2.1. The policies, processes and procedures, including
risk management and internal controls, to be
followed at each stage of an Al system life cycle,
from proposed development to retirement.

2.2. The requirements adopted by the insurer to docu-
ment compliance with the AIS program policies,
processes, procedures and standards. Documenta-
tion requirements should be developed with Sec-
tion 4 in mind.

2.3. The insurer’s internal AI system governance ac-
countability structure, such as:

a) The formation of centralized, federated or otherwise
constituted committees comprised of representatives from
appropriate disciplines and units within the insurer, such
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as business units, product specialists, actuarial, data
science and analytics, underwriting, claims, compliance
and legal.

b) Scope of responsibility and authority, chains of com-
mand and decisional hierarchies.

¢) The independence of decision-makers and lines of
defense at successive stages of the AI system life cycle.

d) Monitoring, auditing, escalation, and reporting pro-
tocols and requirements.

e) Development and implementation of ongoing train-
ing and supervision of personnel.

2.4. Specifically with respect to predictive models: the
insurer’s processes and procedures for designing,
developing, verifying, deploying, using, updating
and monitoring predictive models, including a de-
scription of methods used to detect and address
errors, performance issues, outliers or unfair dis-
crimination in the insurance practices resulting
from the use of the predictive model.

3.0. Risk Management and Internal Controls.

The AIS program should document the insurer’s risk
identification, mitigation, and management framework
and internal controls for Al systems generally and at each
stage of the Al system life cycle. Risk management and
internal controls should address the following items:

3.1. The oversight and approval process for the devel-
opment, adoption or acquisition of Al systems, as
well as the identification of constraints and con-
trols on automation and design to align and bal-
ance function with risk.

3.2. Data practices and accountability procedures, in-
cluding data currency, lineage, quality, integrity,
bias analysis and minimization, and suitability.

3.3. Management and oversight of predictive models
(including algorithms used therein), including:

a) Inventories and descriptions of the predictive mod-
els.

b) Detailed documentation of the development and use
of the predictive models.

c) Assessments such as interpretability, repeatability,
robustness, regular tuning, reproducibility, traceability,
model drift and the auditability of these measurements
where appropriate.

3.4. Validating, testing and retesting as necessary to
assess the generalization of Al system outputs
upon implementation, including the suitability of
the data used to develop, train, validate and audit
the model. Validation can take the form of compar-
ing model performance on unseen data available at
the time of model development to the performance
observed on data post-implementation, measuring
performance against expert review or other meth-
ods.

3.5. The protection of non-public information, particu-
larly consumer information, including unauthor-
ized access to the predictive models themselves.

3.6. Data and record retention.

3.7. Specifically with respect to predictive models: a
narrative description of the model’s intended goals
and objectives and how the model is developed and
validated to ensure that the AI systems that rely

on such models correctly and efficiently predict or
implement those goals and objectives.

4.0. Third Party AI Systems and Data.

Each AIS program should address the insurer’s process
for acquiring, using or relying on: (i) third-party data to
develop AI systems; and (ii) Al systems developed by a
third party, which may include, as appropriate, the
establishment of standards, policies, procedures and pro-
tocols relating to the following considerations:

4.1. Due diligence and the methods, which may include
human oversight, employed by the insurer to as-
sess the third party and its data or Al systems
acquired from the third party to ensure that
decisions made or supported from such Al systems
that could lead to adverse consumer outcomes will
meet the legal standards imposed on the insurer
itself.

4.2. Where appropriate and available, the inclusion of
terms in contracts with third parties that:

a) Provide audit rights or entitle the insurer to receive
audit reports, or both, such as System and Organization
Control 2 reports or other generally accepted reports,
performed by qualified auditing entities, which specifi-
cally encompass the Al in scope of the review.

b) Require the third party to cooperate with the in-
surer with regard to regulatory inquiries and investiga-
tions related to the insurer’s use of the third party’s
product or services.

4.3. The performance of contractual rights regarding
audits or other activities, or both, to confirm the
third party’s compliance with contractual and,
where applicable, regulatory requirements.

SECTION 4: REGULATORY OVERSIGHT AND EX-
AMINATION CONSIDERATIONS

The Department’s regulatory oversight of insurers in-
cludes oversight of an insurer’s conduct in this Common-
wealth, including its use of AI systems to make or
support decisions that impact consumers. Regardless of
the existence or scope of a written AIS program, in the
context of an investigation or market conduct action or at
any time determined necessary by the Insurance Commis-
sioner, an insurer can expect to be asked to respond to an
inquiry or provide documentation, or both, pertaining to
its development, deployment and use of Al systems, or
any specific predictive model, Al system or application
and its outcomes (including adverse consumer outcomes)
from the use of those AI systems, as well as any other
information or documentation deemed relevant by the
Department.

Insurers should expect those inquiries to include (but
not be limited to) the insurer’s governance framework,
risk management and internal controls (including the
considerations identified in Section 3). In addition to
conducting a review of any of the items listed in this
notice, the Department may also ask questions regarding
any specific model, Al system or its application, including
requests for the following types of information or docu-
mentation, or both:

1.0. Information and Documentation Relating to Al sys-
tem Governance, Risk Management and Use Proto-
cols.

1.1. Information and documentation related to or evi-
dencing the insurer’s AIS program, including:
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a) The current written AIS program.

b) Information and documentation relating to or evi-
dencing the adoption of the AIS program.

¢) The scope of the insurer’s AIS program, including
any and all Al systems and technologies whether or not
included in or addressed by the AIS program.

d) The structure and mechanisms by which the AIS
program is tailored to and proportionate with the insur-
er’s use and reliance on Al systems, the risk of adverse
consumer outcomes and the degree of potential harm to
consumers.

e) The policies, procedures, guidance, training materi-
als and other information relating to the adoption, imple-
mentation, maintenance, monitoring and oversight of the
insurer’s AIS program, including:

i. Processes and procedures for the development, adop-
tion or acquisition of Al systems, such as:

(1) Identification of constraints and controls on auto-
mation and design.

(2) Data governance and controls, including practices
related to data lineage, quality, integrity, bias analysis
and minimization, suitability, and data currency.

ii. Processes and procedures related to the manage-
ment and oversight of predictive models, including mea-
surements, standards, or thresholds adopted or used by
the insurer in the development, validation, and oversight
of models and AI systems.

iii. Protection of nonpublic information, particularly
consumer information, including unauthorized access to
predictive models themselves.

1.2. Information and documentation relating to the
insurer’s pre-acquisition/pre-use diligence, monitor-
ing, oversight and auditing of data or Al systems
developed by a third party.

1.3. Information and documentation relating to or evi-
dencing the insurer’s implementation and compli-
ance with its AIS program, including documents
relating to the insurer’s monitoring and audit
activities respecting compliance, including:

a) Documentation relating to or evidencing the forma-
tion and ongoing operation of the insurer’s coordinating
bodies for the development, use and oversight of Al
systems.

b) Documentation related to data practices and ac-
countability procedures, including data lineage, quality,
integrity, bias analysis and minimization, suitability and
data currency.

¢) Management and oversight of predictive models and
AT systems, including:

i. The insurer’s inventories and descriptions of predic-
tive models, and Al systems used by the insurer to make
or support decisions that can result in adverse consumer
outcomes.

ii. As to any specific predictive model or Al system that
is the subject of investigation or examination:

(1) Documentation of compliance with all applicable
AIS program policies, protocols and procedures in the
development, use and oversight of predictive models and
AT systems deployed by the insurer.

(2) Information about data used in the development
and oversight of the specific model or Al system, includ-

ing the data source, provenance, data lineage, quality,
integrity, bias analysis and minimization, suitability and
data currency.

(3) Information related to the techniques, measure-
ments, thresholds and similar controls used by the in-
surer.

d) Documentation related to validation, testing and
auditing, including evaluation of model drift to assess the
reliability of outputs that influence the decisions made
based on predictive models. Note that the nature of
validation, testing and auditing should be reflective of the
underlying components of the Al system, whether based
on predictive models or generative Al.

2.0. Third Party AI Systems and Data.

In addition, if the investigation or examination con-
cerns data, predictive model or Al systems collected or
developed in whole or in part by third parties, the insurer
should also expect the Department to request the follow-
ing additional types of information and documentation:

2.1. Due diligence conducted on third parties and their
data, models or Al systems.

2.2. Contracts with third-party Al system, model or
data vendors, including terms relating to represen-
tations, warranties, data security and privacy, data
sourcing, intellectual property rights, confidential-
ity and disclosures, and/or cooperation with regula-
tors.

2.3. Audits or confirmation processes, or both, per-
formed regarding third-party compliance with con-
tractual and, where applicable, regulatory obliga-
tions.

2.4. Documentation pertaining to validation, testing
and auditing, including evaluation of model drift.

SECTION 5. CONCLUSION

The Department recognizes that insurers may demon-
strate compliance with the laws and regulations that
govern their conduct in this Commonwealth in the use of
AT systems through alternative means, including through
practices that differ from those described in this notice.
The goal of the notice is not to prescribe specific practices
or to prescribe specific documentation requirements.
Rather, the goal is to ensure that insurers in this
Commonwealth are aware of the Department’s expecta-
tions regarding the information as to how AI systems will
be governed and managed and of the kinds of information
and documents about an insurer’s Al systems that the
Department expects an insurer to produce when re-
quested and best practices that should be employed when
using Al systems.

As in all cases, investigations, examinations and mar-
ket conduct actions may be performed using procedures
that vary in nature, extent and timing in accordance with
regulatory judgment. Work performed may include in-
quiry, examination of company documentation or any of
the continuum of market actions outlined in the proce-
dures described in an applicable NAIC handbook. These
activities may involve the use of contracted specialists
with relevant subject matter expertise. Nothing in this
notice limits the authority of the Department to conduct
any regulatory investigation, examination or enforcement
action relative to any act or omission of any insurer that
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the Department is authorized to perform under Common-
wealth law.
